always been debatable. Cer-
tainly over the years it's been 
proven that, although televi-
sion appearances can support 
sales, they don't guarantee 
them. 

But there does seem to be 
one area in which television de-
finitely and forcibly supple-
ments or even builds record 
artists — the male pop singer 
field. 

Check the male singers with 
regular variety shows — re-
prise's Dean Martin, Colum-
bia's Andy Williams, Capitol's 
Glen Campbell, Columbia's 
Johnny Cash and dramatic new 
TV star Tom Jones—and check 

the top-selling male pop sing-
ers and the lists will match 
closely.

NEW YORK—The Artie Res-

nick-Joey Levine-Harold Berk-
man trio and their Earth label 
have reversed the process of 
building a record industry em-
pire. 

Ordinarily a label is an-
nounced, product issued and re-
sults awaited, with the sounds 
of heavy breathing coming 
from the executive offices. But 
in what they frankly admit is 
an attempt to establish a "dy-
nasty," the trio have turned the 
process around. 

They issued their first prod-
uct only three weeks ago, at a 
distributors meeting held in 
New York. Prior to that they 
had ( 1) been purchased, by 
Transcontinental Investment 
Corporation ( 2) had themselves 
purchased two pubberies and 
a production firm (3) set inde-
pendent production deals (4) 
secured their distributors and 
(5) become distributors for two 
other labels. 

Last week LRB announced, in 
a joint statement with Abe 
Chyet, Product Manager of 
GRT, Inc., a three-year agree-
ment giving GRT the rights to 
manufacture, distribute and 
sell Earth Records product in 
all configurations of tape in the 
United States, Canada and 
Puerto Rico. 
How is it that—with the ex-

ception of GRT—all these 
events took place before prod-
uct was issued or the charts 
were scanned? 

"We're not sweating hits,' 
says Berkman. "We've been 
able to make the deals we have 
because of our individual track 
records. Artie and Joey created 
`bubblegum'. They wrote and 
produced most of the big 'bub-
blegum' hits. But they're not 
limited to it. To do what they 

wanted to do with music they 
had to have their own label. 
They're the creators and I'm 
the administrator. The indus-
try knows about Artie's and 
Joey's talent. If anything is a 
sure thing, their talent is. Peo-
ple know there's going to be 
action and they got in at the 
very beginning. It's like a tip 
on a stock that's going to go 
up. You buy in front." 
Concerning stock, the indus-

try was first made aware of the 
LRB combine by the announce-
ment of Berkman's Harbour 
Records label being acquired 
by T.E.C. (a wholly owned sub-
sidiary of Transcontinental In-
vestment Corporation). Follow-
ing in rapid succession were 
(1) acquisition of The reserva-
tion production and publishing 
complex headed by Jimmy Cal-
vert and Norman Marzano. 
(2 The pacting of an indepen-
dent production agreement 
with Scepter Records 
(3) the pacting of young multi-
talents like producer-writer-
singer Steve Feldman and the 
delightfully kooky Lois Walden 
(4) Reservation's signing a 
production agreement with 
Scepter 
(5) the announcement of Earth 
Records, to be independently 
distributed 
(6) the announcement that

London Sales Record Set 
London Records has just 

chalked up the biggest six-
month sales period in the firm's 
22-year history, according to 
Herb Goldfarb, National Sales 
and Distribution Manager. Be-
yond this, a new record was set 
in May, the biggest month in 
sales since London opened shop 
in 1947. 

Meanwhile, last month be-
came the biggest July for the 
company with August maintain-
ing the record-breaking sales 
pace, Goldfarb said. 

During the January to June 
half-year period, the firm took 
down six gold albums—four for 
Tom Jones and two for Engel-
bert Humperdinck. Both these 
Parrot label stars contributed 
heavily to the London sales 
explosion. Between them, the 
pair now owns seven gold LPs, 
Humperdinck having taken 
down his first last year. 

The blistering pace was also 
markedly helped by the com-
bined contribution of the Lon-
don group's all-star family of 
heavy British rock acts, includ-
ing Ten Years After, Alvin Lee 
and Company, Savoy Brown, 
the Moody Blues and John 
Maya11. Beyond this, newly re-
leased sets, introduced during 
the recent London-Hi Records 
anniversary sales convention in 
Memphis by Johnny Almond, 
drummer Keef Hartley, J. J. 
Worthington, Martha Velez ( on 
the Sire label) and Ann Pee-
bles ( on the Hi label) have 
already generated strong ac-
tion, as have the Flirtations, 
whose new LP, "Nothing But 

a Heartache," takes its title 
from the group's recent hit 
single. 

Such diverse talents as Man-
tovani and Hi's Willie Mitchell, 
along with the firm's extensive 
phase 4 stereo, classical and 
opera catalogue, the latter in-
cluding such standout names 
as Joan Sutherland, Renata Te-
baldi and Birgit Nilsson, have 
all helped keep the sales pot 
boiling. 

Meanwhile, Goldfarb flatly 
predicted a record-shattering 
second six months in '69, an-
ticipating early blockbuster 
new releases for Tom Jones, 
Engelbert Humperdinck, the 
Moody Blues, and Mantovani, 
plus the immediately upcoming 
Rolling Stones LP, "Through 
the Past Darkly ( Big Hits Vol-
ume II)." to sustain the record-
breaking sales pace.

Joan Baez: Remarkable 
Artist, Beautiful Person 
NEW YORK—If beauty in 

song were to be defined in two 
words, those words would prob-
ably be Joan Baez. 

Joan, a Vanguard recording 
artist, brought her delicate fab-
ric of song, style and person-
ality- with her last Friday even-
ing ( 8) before an appreciative 
and well-behaved audience at 
New York's Madison Square 
Garden, under auspices of Sid 
Bernstein. She was assisted by 
the Struggle Mountain Resist-
ance Band whom she affection-
ately refers to as Jeffrey and 
Fondle. The concert's theme 
was resistance and most of her 
repertoire consisted of songs 
dealing with motives, moods 
and acts of the resistance 
movement. 
Her best effort of the evening, 

though. was "Green Green 
Grass of Home" which she ded-
icated to her husband David 
who is in prison for draft eva-
sion. Another good effort was 
a song she wrote about her 
younger sister's ( Mimi) boy-
friend as he was observed 
courting Mimi through her liv-
ing room window, appropriate-
ly titled "Sir Galahad." Joan 
received numerous standing 
ovations, and was called upon 
for two encores. Joan Baez is 
truly a remarkable performer 
as well as a beautiful person.

Baba: Will Sales Materialize? 
The United States and Western world is about to be served up 

another Eastern religious leader for consideration, but this time 
it may be a little different. Bhagawan Sri Satya Sai Baba, healer. 
teacher, inspiration to thousands of followers in India and 
throughout the East, is coming to America, probably within the 
next month. 
The announcement was made last week in New York by Richard 

Bock, General Manager of World Pacific Records. Bock, who has 
worked with Ravi Shankar as well as produced 
many top jazz artists, gave a talk about Baba 
which, were it not coming from such a re-
spected man, would probably not have been 
taken seriously by very many (. and probably 
still was not taken seriously by some). The 
gist of the situation is that Baba, who claims to 
be the present incarnation of the Avathar ( Di-
vinity in Human Form), is a being who has 
reached the fourth level of consciousness ( the 
mental level), meaning that he can materialize 

objects from thin air. 
Bock showed a film of some of Baba's miracles, including a 

once-a-year celebration in which he brings forth ( from his 
mouth) an egg-shaped, transparent piece of "concentrated spiri-
tual material." Also shown was a demonstration of Baba material-
izing V ibhuthi, or Sacred Ash, to be given to devotees for spiri-
tual and health improvement. In addition, Bock showed a ring 
which he said was materialized by Baba right before his eyes 
when he visited him. ( This was shortly after Bock had had a 
heart attack, and since then he has felt "20 years younger.") 
Another of Baba's reported miracles is the cure of a woman 

from Phoenix, Ariz who was stricken with bone cancer and given 
only a short time to live. 
The explanation of these occurences? Baba has mastered the 

art of mind control. Since there is ultimately no difference be-
tween subject and object (mind and matter), if one has great 
enough knowledge and concentration, he can literally form things 
from the air, according to Baba. 

Baba, Bock and World Pacifie have put out an album, "Satya 
Sai Baba Chants The Bajans," consisting of chants similar to 
"Hare Krishna" ( as in " Hair") but in their original form, not 
"commercialized." Also to be made available to the public will be 
a single ttaken from the album), posters, pamphlets and a possi-
ble future publication of Baba's writings. 
A man who materializes objects, cures the sick, a divinity in 

human form? Sounds weird, certainly. Most of the things he 
does conceivably could be explained in other ways. ( He could 
have eaten the "concentrated spiritual material" and then forced 
it up at the right time; the cures could have been psychosomatic). 
But upon thinking about how these miracles " really" happened, 
the alternate explanations sometimes get more far-fetched than 
Baba's explanation. Perhaps his reasoning is only weird to our 
Western minds, conditioned to accept rather cynical views of 
reality. In any event, when Baba arrives in the West, it should 
be interesting to see what happens. He will probably get his beet 
response from college audiences. 
One other interesting note: Baba doesn't accept money or ma-

terial gifts. He only asks faith. And if you don't believe in him, 
that's OK, too, because we're all one, anyway.

Foreign distribution of the 

Erroll Garner album, " Up in 
Erroll's Room," has been set 
by Octave Records, with Pye 
Records in England and with 
MPS Records of Germany, it 
was announced this week. 

The Garner album, which 
was released in the U.S. on the 
MGM label, is being released 
for the first time abroad. 

Pye will have exclusive 
rights to the album in England, 
Australia and New Zealand. 
MPS Records will have rights 
to the French, Dutch, and Bel-
gian markets as well as Ger-
many. Deals for distribution 
also are in the works with Tri-
ola of Scandinavia and Ricordi 
of Italy. Garner and his reps 
are mulling offers from Japan 
and South America to round 
out the world pattern. 

This marks the first time 
Garner's product on Octave is 
being made available abroad 
on a market-by-market basis. 
In the past, since 1962, Garner 
had a world foreign releasing 
deal with Philips. His first 
three albums on MGM were 
available through MGM foreign 
affiliates. All Garner product 
on MGM now reverts to Octave 
Records, both abroad and in 
the U.S. and Canada. since the 
releasing arrangement with 
MGM has been terminated by 
Octave. Garner's pact with 
Philips continues to 1970. 

Currently Sessioning 

Garner curently is waxing a 
series of sessions, completing. 
the first in New York, with 
plans to record additional ma-
terial during his upcoming 
dates in San Francisco and 
Chicago. Garner's management 
is in talks for a new recording 
deal for his product for U.S. 
release. 

Both Pye and MPS will re-
lease the Garner album before 
the end of September. MPS in 
Germany is rushing the album, 
since there has been consider-
able bootleg traffic on "Up in 
Erroll's Room" in Germany 
and Austria, which should be 
aborted by release of the au-
thentic, quality product. Gar-
ner and Octave have assigned 
attorneys abroad to investigate 
the source of the bootleg al-

bums, which are copies of the 
MGM album. 

Garner was one of the first 
artists in the industry to set 
up an independent production 
deal, on Octave Records, mak-
ing his first releasing pact with 
ABC-Paramount in 1961. Oc-
tave Records has been record-
ing Garner since 1954, and has 
an extensive catalog which they 
are preparing for ultimate tape 
leasing, in addition to disks 
which will be recorded for cur-
rent release. Octave recorded 
Garner's legendary "Concert 
By the Sea" in 1955, releasing 
the first volume of the concert 
with Columbia, now CBS Rec-
ords. Octave is planning to re-
lease "Volume II, Concert by 
the Sea," in their new release 
deal. They have been holding 
the second volume, and will re-
lease it within the year. 

Work also is continuing on 
Garner's catalogue of original 
compositions, and four folios 
of his originals will be avail-
able for the first time within 
the next few months. 

Garner has been working 
with Cal Lampley and Nat 
Pierce in setting up the music 
catalog. 

Garner's current recording 
in-the-works will feature Gar-
ner with different instrumenta-
tion supporting him, and relate 
totally to today's dance pat-
terns and rhythms. 

Canyon Label 
Inks Turrentine 
NEW YORK—Wally Roker, 

President of newly formed Can-
yon Records, has announced 
the signing of Stanley Turren-
tine to a long-term, exclusive 
recording contract. 

'Turrentine is, one of the 
world's leading tenor saxo-
phone players who has in the 
past recorded for such record 
companies as Blue Note, Im-
pulse, Prestige and Atlantic.

But all went well, 
and the packed studio applaud-
ed with great enthusiasm 
Hank's offerings that included 
"I'm Movin' On." " I've Cried a 
Mile" and "I've Been Every-
where." Willie Nelson's rendi-
tion of his own composition,

very well received.

The 
next country star scheduled to 
come to Britain is Buck Owens 
along with his Buckaroos Nov. 
17-22 ... The popularity of Jim 
Reeves on this side of the 
Atlantic is as great as ever. 
Besides the BBC radio show 
devoted to his hit records in 
July, there is a Jim Reeves 
Spot each week in the "Coun-
try Style" programs; all the 
music papers carried columns 
on the fifth anniversary of his 
passing (July 31); and cur-
rently his single, "When Two 
Worlds Collide," is in Top 30 
Charts, and his LP, "According 
to My Heart" is at number 2 in 
the LP Charts. 

Irish TV producer John 
Murphy in London lining up 
country music talent for a 

series to be done from Dublin 
this autumn. This month's 
issue of Pop Music Expres pub-
lished in Prague has feature 
story on Bill Anderson, written 
by Miroslav Cerny, and write-
up on Jerry Lee Lewis by Lil-
lies Ohlsson.
