At World Pacific

The record industry exudes
youth. Its executives, its mar-
ket, its product are young. Too
young to have established a
formal or traditional path to
success, the industry is an open
door to the G r eat American
Dream-an invitation to young
entrepreneurs from a variety of
backgrounds.

For example, the triumvirate
that heads World Pacific Rec-
ords : a businessman/fine ar-
tist, a student of Indian reli-
gion, and an ex-N.F.L. halfback
who together have multiplied
the label's billings 15 times in
the last four years, reaped an
800% increase from the release
of seven singles during the past
year and established a re-
spected reputation in the in-
dustry for quality LP product.

While World Pacific has cau-
tiously but steadily immersed
itself in the pop market, it is
best known to the record buyer
for outstanding jazz, its orig-
inal raison d'etre. (The com-
pany was first called Pacific
Jazz Records, and much of WP's
product is still distributed un-
der that name.)

Manner Belies Energy
The unassuming manner of

General Manager Richard Bock
belies the energy with which he
approaches each new project.
A Bock -produced record is the
result of meticulous attention
and an almost fatherly concern.
Before a typical album is re-
leased, the New York -born pro-
ducer will have spent hours
editing tapes recorded at a ses-
sion for which he chose the
musicians and selected the
tunes. He will have conferred
with artists and publicists to
assure that his original concep-
tion of an album has been
faithfully represented through-
out the production process.

Bock's perfection is matched
by his uncanny ability to recog-
nize potentially great, undiscov-
ered talent, a gift which re-
wards him as well as the lis-
tener. "One of the most satis-
fying aspects of my job is the
opportunity to introduce new
talent to the market," he says.
He recorded the first Wes Mont-
gomery sides in the pre-"Goin'
Out of My Head" days when
the guitar great was with his
brothers, the Mastersounds.

He can also take credit for
producing several Lord Buck-
ley albums, introducing on rec-
ord the Don Ellis Band, trum-
peter Bobby Bryant, jazz violin-
ist Jean -Luc Ponty, guitarist

Wilburt Longmire, producing
the original G e r r y Mulligan -
Chet Baker Quartet, Bud
Shank-Laurindo Almeida Quar-
tet, Chico Hamilton Quintet,
Richard "Groove" Holmes, Les
McCann Trio, the Jazz Crusad-
ers, Gerald Wilson Orchestra,
the Buddy Rich Orchestra and
prodigal pianist Craig Hundley,
"a mature, fully -developed mu-
sician at age 15," as Bo c k
praises.

In 1957, Bo c k brought Ravi
Shankar's mastery of the sitar
to American ears (before guru -
flower power coalitions), and
discovered a philosophy that
has since become an important
part of his life. He has found
great benefit in the practice of
yoga, and has for many years
been a vegetarian.

Excited About Two Groups
Currently, Bock is excited

about two newly -signed groups,
the Carnival a n d California
Earthquake. The former is a
vibrant bossa-rock aggregation
that numbers Sergio Men des
alumni among its four mem-
bers. Meticulously produced by
Bones Howe (the Fifth Dimen-
sion, Johnny Rivers), the Car-
nival just finished an extended
s t a y in Las Vegas, and re-
turned to Los Angeles for the
release of their first LP.

California Earthquake is a
nine -piece rock band whose dis-
tinctive sound come s from
blending voices and "psyche-
delic brass" with a rhythm sec-
tion that drives like a drill
press. They do their own play-
ing, writing and arranging, and
are produced by Tommy Oliver
and singer Tony Scotti, whose
brother Ben is World Pacific's
National Promotion Manager.

The result of diverse experi-
ences, Ben Scotti is very likely
unique in all the world (we are
all unique, of course, but Scotti
is just a little more so).

An ex-N.F.L. halfback, Scotti
attended t h e University. of
Maryland on an athletic schol-
arship, but majored in speech,
radio and television broadcast-
ing. After college, he played for
the Washington Redskins, the
Philadelphia Eagles, and later
for San Francisco's '49ers. His
athletic career opened the door
to promotion work-Scotti was
a frequent guest for sports in-
terviews on both radio and tele-
vision shows, and was intro-
duced to many important fig-
ures in the entertainment busi-

MGM Releases Two -Disk
'Golden' Garland Package

Ron Kass, President of MGM
Records, announces the release
of "the most elaborate album
package" in the company's his-
tory, a deluxe tribute to the late
Judy Garland. This special two
LP set is titled "Judy Garland,
The Golden Years at MGM,"
and contains 21 selections.

This special project album
was spearheaded by Kass, soon
after he assumed the post as
head of the Record Division and
contains a forward by him as
well as songwriter and producer
Arthur Freed, who produced
some of Judy Garland's most
remembered films.

The double LP package is
being retailed at $11.98. Hard
on the heels of the company's
"Goodbye, Mr. Chips" campaign,
it is being backed by a "Tif-
fany" promotional effort by a
special staff of regional promo-
tion men hired by the company
for the project.

The double album is packaged
in a white canvas box, the front
side of which features a cari-
cature of the Garland face in
gold, with all the printing also
done in gold ink. A special Gar-
land souvenir book is included
in every LP box, containing
priceless stills from the late
star's Metro films. Weeks of
painstaking research through
photofiles went into the selec-
tion. Some of the stills - never
used before - were originally
shot and then filed away.

"We expect the Garland tri-
bute to be a perennial seller,"
Kass reports. "We think the
package will become one of
MGM's biggest catalogue items
in the years to come. Judy's
fans were legion as well as
loyal and we believe we have
selected a varied and demand-
ing repertoire for the package.
We definitely feel that the al-
bum will become a collector's
item."

First track on the double LP
is "You Made Me Love You"
from "Broadway Melody of
1938," recorded in 1937, and the
last one is "Get Happy" from
"Summer Stock," filmed in
1950.

Other songs include : "Bei
Mir Bist Du Schon," "Over the
Rainbow," "I'm Nobody's Baby,"
"I Cried For You," "Danny
Boy," "Singing in the Rain,"
"But Not for Me," "The Trolley
Song," "The Boy Next Door,"
"Who?" "Look for the Silver
Lining," "You Can't Get a Man
with a Gun," "Love of My Life,"
"Johnny One Note," "Better
Love Next Time," "I Don't
Care," "Last Night When We
Were Young," "If You Feel

EARTHQUAKE HITS NORTHERN CALIFORNIA
YERBA BUENA-Another in a long string of earthquakes was felt
yesterday in this area. No major amage was reported, although
the quake was an unusually strong 5.5 on the Richter scale.

The shakeup, at 3:00 in the afternoon, was centered about five
miles from town. There, witnesses reported that there were two
major effects of the quake.

"The ground split for about 50 feet," our reporter was told by
property owner Fred C. Dobbs. He indicated a crack in the ground,
approximately fifteen feet deep. "It wasn't like that before," Dobbs
explained, "but there was a small crack in the ground." The second
aftermath of the Yerba Buena quake was the premature dropping
of walnuts from trees in the area. "They're totally useless now,"
Dobbs lamented, "except as fertilizer."

Dobbs also noted that local conditions were typical of so-called
earthquake weather, hot, dry and still. Scientists agree, however,
that there is little, if any, ti on between the weather and sub-
sequent earth tremors. counec

Stones Roll on Late at
LOS ANGELES -A packed

Forum had people shouting
"Let's get the Stones show roll-
ing!" at the most talked -about
concert of this year which was
supposed to start at seven and
which did not finally happen
until almost nine.

These two acts preceded the
dynamo of the concert, not
Mick Jagger but rather Tina
Turner and her precisioned re-
vue. She was not to be believed,
cavorting through one great
number after another. She de-
livered a memorable "River
Deep/Mountain High," "Let Me
Take You Higher" and the Bea-
tles' "Come Together." The au-
dience was spellbound during
her Blue Thumb "I've Been Lov-
ing You Too Long." The Ikettes
did an appealing "Piece of My
Heart" and demonstrated ex-
pert footwork.

This was a hard act to fol-
low, even for London's Rolling
Stones. Jagger did his best to
please his sell-out crowd with

Flash" and "Honky Tonk Wom-
an."

Club Review

Reprise Stars
NEW YORK-Ramblin' Jack

Elliot dropped into the big city
for 10 days, filling up the Gas-
light night after night and do-
ing as many encores as he could
stand. It was a pleasure.

Elliot, who has been around
since the Woody Guthrie days,
is still the world's greatest folk
performer - when he's on-and
his walk around the audience
and story song routines lose
nothing in repetition, for they
are as alive as any other mo-
ment of his life.

Elliot records for Reprise,
sings a mixture of Guthrie
songs, country songs, Elliot
songs and non -songs and rarely
fails to please. He's long past
the point where a review of him
has any real meaning.

Also on the bill was S. David
Cohen, another Reprise artist.
Cohen, once known as David
Blue, would be easy to dismiss
on the grounds that he's been
around for much too long and
gone nowhere. And indeed, on
his off nights it comes close to

that. There are times, though,
when it's easy to see why he
has persevered through the
cruel winds of trend and why
many people believe that he is
now, finally, going to get it
together.

Cohen's voice is the thing.
When he thinks about it and
gets into his music he has one
of the best folk voices around.
Oddly, his best song is fre-
quently the years -old "I Like To
Sleep Late in the Morning"
which is still in character. He's
still a very borderline artist
teasing with tastes of his verbal
and musical talents but so often
getting bored or chickening out.
Still, he has something to say
and shouldn't be overlooked.

Between Blue and Elliot was
a unique talker named Mike
Page. He doesn't always show
up for the set and he isn't al-
ways good, but when he has his
thing together he is one of the
most spellbinding speakers I
have ever heard. He's frighten-
ing and funny, refuses to be
billed as a comic, which indeed
he's -not, and he never does the
same show twice.

Buddah Campaigns For More
Potent Retail Sales Methods

A number of record com-
panies are now in the process
of establishing a more direct
line of communication between
themselves and their retail out-
lets that sell their product in
an effort to encourage a harder,
more aggressive attitude to-
wards sales in record stores.

"T.he average customer walk-
ing into a record store is not
treated in the same way he is
treated when he walks into any
other retail store," says Buck
Reingold who has spearheaded
a campaign to change retail
practices in the New York area
as, head of Buddah Records'
New York promotion staff. "The
fault does not lie with the store
personnel so much as it does
with the attitudes of the record
companies and their distribu-
tors. At Buddah we have under-
taken a variety of projects in
an attempt to alter this situta-
tion."

Entering record promotion
from another field six months
ago, Reingold has taken a
common sense approach towards
sales and what motivates them.
He has established a regular
promotion pattern at the retail
level for Buddah as well as a
weekly newsletter and other
forms of continuous communi-
cation with retail outlets.

Initial Problem
"The initial problem I en-

countered was that store per-
sonnel do not feel involved in
the product they are selling. I
work with over 70 stores in the
New York and New Jersey area,
visiting up to 20 of them each
week. By talking with salesmen,
giving them the opportunity to
see our artists perform and in-
viting them to attend press
functions, I believe that we've
been able to create the excite-
ment for the music and the art-
ists that, up until this point,
existed only between the record
company and the radio station,"
says Reingold, pointing out that
he tries to involve the store
with the promotion and excite-
ment that exists on the radio
station, distributor and record
company levels, as with the re-
cent "Amazing Mets" album
promotion.

Employs Newsletter
Reingold also employs a

weekly Flash newsletter that
goes to all stores buying from
Buddah's local distributors,
Metro in New York and Wendy
in New Jersey. "The Flash con -

tains all trade chart informa-
tion, plus news on new product
,and tips on how to increase
sales on the consumer level. In
addition we run contests be-
tween stores. Currently we are
running a Melanie album pro-
motion contest with prizes for
the best window displays in-
cluding two first class round
trip tickets to Miami as first
prize and a television as second
prize."

Key Still Sales People

"But no matter how much of
an attempt we make to involve
the stores with the entire
process of selling music, the
key is still getting sales people
to sell records in stores. When
you walk into a shoe store, for
instance, and you buy a pair of
brown shoes, they'll try to sell
you a pair of black shoes. This
just doesn't happen in the mu-
sic business. I don't feel that
record stores, as yet, have
salesmen who try to sell the
customer," says Reingold.

Commenting on the effect
that Reingold's effort to estab-
lish rapport with the people
who sell records has had, Marty
Thau, Director of Promotion at
Buddah, says that sales have
shown a marked increase, espe-
cially album sales.

Attitude Spreading
Down the Line

"The attitudes that Buck
Reingold is creating among re-
tail outlets is spreading back
up the line to distributors, radio
stations and the company it-
self," says Thau. "We plan to
send him across the country
within the next few months to
set up similar consumer sales
and promotion practices with
our local men. I believe that
Reingold has begun to delve
into the most ignored, long -
overlooked area of record pro-
motion and, if the present im-
provement in sales is any in-
dication, I think that this area
is just beginning to open up."

After "experiencing" the Stones' debut American gig at the

Forum last week (along with more than 40,000 other lucky . . .

at $7.50 a seat . . . ticket holders), it became apparent that a
rather novel approach to concert scheduling may be on the hori-
zon.

Most rock concerts, at least in the Los Angeles area, have to
adhere to a predetermined curfew time . . . usually 2 a.m. After
that, various city and county ordinances swing into action and all
live music must be stopped. Needless to say, many great sets are
terminated in mid -musical climax by the power being turned off
or the hall lights being turned on.

But would someone dare turn off the power or turn on the lights
when the Stones are playing? Certainly not! Through a variety of

electronic, human, and inhuman hangups, the
two-setted Rolling Stones concert (which also
featured Ike and Tina Turner, B. B. King and
Terry Reid) covered the timespan from 7 p.m.
to 5:30 a.m. . . . from sunset to sunrise.

The audience for the late show, who arrived
at about 10 and exited some seven and a half
hours later, took the whole thing in stride. The
outright dynamism of the artists, Mick Jag
gers, Tina Turner, and B. B. King was enough
to insure that nobody fell asleep. And with the
ending of the Stones' final song, "Street Fight-

ing Man," most people were more awake, more attuned than when
they first entered the building. Many gathered together in parties
and went off to breakfast . . . sleep could come later.

Admittedly, everyone was caught unaware in respect to the
length of the concert. But it turned out well, good vibrations
were abundant, and the promoters made a mint (their theoretical
gross was at least $250,000) ... enough to get the Stones to agree
to do another Los Angeles date during one of the brief nights -off
of their schedule, though later it was discovered that no free
time was available.

So why couldn't more shows be formulated as all-night affairs?
Planned out intelligently, like supplying coffee and perhaps a
buffet breakfast, the margin for artistic and financial success
could be quite good. These exact types of concerts have been go-
ing on in and around the London area for the past several years
and judging by their existence today, they must be successful.

As the Stones, themselves, put it: "Let's Spend the Night To-
gether."

* * *

The Moody Blues are no doubt going to be one of those "last-
ing" groups that will survive all of the musical crazes that en-
velop the scene (blues, the "rack" revival, country -western, etc).

From their early "Go Now" success to the eclecticism of the
group's "Days of Future Passed" album, they've proven to be
an entity that changes within itself, not dictated by others.

Finally, their music, at least bits of it, is starting to be ap-
preciated outside the pure pop genre. For instance, KBCA, Los
Angeles' all -jazz station, uses part of their poetry on the "Future
Passed" album as a regular nightly feature. Bits of the or-
chestration from the album pop up regularly as spots between
songs on WPOL, a light music station.

* * *

The whole movement toward lighter rock instrumentation,
particularly with emphasis on the flute, is starting to get out of
hand. The Moodies played a part in it, but the real culprit is one
Ian Anderson, leader of Jethro Tull.

It's been his antics with the flute, encompassing his highly -com-
petent playing, that have threatened to wipe out the guitar as
the national pop instrument . . . both here and in England. If
English trends are somehow indicative of what's next in store for
America (and they usually are), look for 1970 to be the Year of

You can stick a flute in your back
pocket and take it out to play whenever you feel the mood. No
bulky amps or hours of tuning are needed.

(Continued Irvin page 81
ness. His speech studies gave
him the ability to make dy-
n a m i c and forceful presen-
tations.

"I saw at an early age that
many athletes lose a fantastic
opportunity by not being able
to speak well. They laughed
when I took speech classes, but
I was determined not to fit the
old stereotype of the bumbling,
inarticulate football player," he
said.

While playing in San Fran-
cisco for the '49ers, he met Bob
Mitchell and Tom Donahue, top
djs in that city. Scotti has al-
ways loved music (he used to
entertain the team playing pi-
ano), and accepted their offer
to venture jointly into the rec-
ord business with their own la-
bel, Autumn Records. From Au-
tumn Scotti came to L.A. to
join his brother Tony, who had
an artist contract with Liberty
Records.

Since that time, he has pro-
moted Ravi Shankar, Buddy
Rich, the Fifth Dimension, Al
Wilson and the Jazz Crusaders,
among others. From his office
have emanated football -shaped
yo-yo's, replicas of the Mahari-
shi's beads (to grateful music
directors across the country),
and the "Promo -Seltzer," a dis-
play and sales information
sheet which is read in key mar-
kets nationally.

Colorful Career
It may be that Scotti's color-

ful career is outdone only by
the man himself - he is fre-
quently seen practicing karate
in World Pacific's offices, or
exercising to keep in shape the
compassionate heart that lies
underneath a cocky exterior.

In a related, do -your -own -
thing atmosphere, Macey Lip-
man runs an efficient and well-
oiled operation. His office, his
appearance and his style show a
careful concern for balance and
order.

Lipman's sense of order and
balance stems from training as
an artist. Painting is an active
avocation for WP's National
Sales Manager; he has been
working in oils since he was 13,
and has seen his work exhib-
ited at the Pennsylvania Acad-
emy of Fine Art. Lipman's
paintings hang in executives'
offices at Liberty and other rec-
ord companies. Although he re-
ceived no formal training as an
artist, he did study photogra-
phy, and has shot album covers
for other labels.

Lipman has risen virtually
from the bottom up-he started
as a shipping clerk in Phila-

delphia and worked for Kapp
Records in New York before
coming to the West Coast.

"We keep a tight artist ros-
ter," he says. "We avoid sign-
ing someone just to release a
speculative single. This way, we
are able to put more time and
energy behind promoting our
artists." Lipman's quality be-
fore quantity dictum is prac-
ticed as well as preached: In
1966, when the popularity of In-
dian music was at its height in
the United States, WP devoted
their promotion efforts to Ravi
Shankar, and sold 11/2 million
of his albums.

Imparted 40 Sitars
Lipman imported 40 sitars

from India for the Shankar
promotion. The instruments
were distributed by Thom Mc -
An shoe stores, who, in the
course of selling "raga -buckle"
shoes, mentioned Shankar and
World Pacific continuously in a
$400,000 advertising campaign,
and included them in window
displays in 1200 retail shoe
stores.

In 1967, the company divided
their efforts between Buddy
Rich's new big band, and an
unknown group, the Fifth Di-
mension. Promoting a big jazz
band was considered akin to
jumping from the Empire State
building by most record execu-
tives, but Rich has since cut
seven albums, all selling
healthily.

The Fifth Dimension need no
comment. It is interesting to
note that Lipman has released
three singles from one of their
LPs, usually a verboten move.
The 45s have sold well over 41/2
million, and the LP has sold a
million units!

Three different personalities,
with their unique tempera-
ments and backgrounds, have
managed to complement each
other perfectly. As Ben Scotti
says, "Whether it's football or
business, you must have team-
work. And this group has got
it."

NEW YORK -Stanley Green-

berg, Vice President of A&R,
has unveiled Scepter Records'
new 16 -track sound studio.

Since the first facilities were
installed on the premises in
November of 1964, then a mod-
est four -track system, Scepter
has always been competitively
equipped and "modern for its
time." Many singles, such as
Chuck Jackson and Maxine
Brown's "Somethin' You Got"
along with selections from a
number of albums by Dionne
Warwick and B. J. Thomas,
found their way onto the charts
from this studio. The entire
Hob line of gospel music also
has been recorded here as were
some of the Mace classical line.
It is of interest that some of
Andy Warhol's original "acid"
music was independently pro-
duced at Scepter.

Construction for Scepter's
new 16 -track studio has been
underway for the last year and
a half, and Greenberg gives
credit to John Lakata, chief
audio engineer and the designer
of the new studio. The work be-
gan with the remodeling of the
mastering and editing rooms at
Scepter and the redesign of the
physical equipment. An en-
larged studio and an entirely
new control room highlight the

16 -track Ampex MM 1000 tape
recorder and the redesigned
console.

Greenberg pointed out that
his staff, including audio en-
gineer and Scepter record pro-
ducer Michael Wright, stressed
the importance of physical de-
cor and comfort. "If the studio
doesn't look good, the record
just doesn't seem to sound
good." Supporting this vein of
thought are a long list of im-
provements making recording
easier for both the producer and
the artist at Scepter. A unique
monitor balancing system and
a new mix down network are
added electronic features, while
incorporated in the room design
is the ability to record large
groups with maximum of com-
fort and separation in the stu-
dio. Also a Scepter first is a
separate viewing room where
spectators can hear and see into
both the control room and the
studio without interfering with
the work of either the artist or
producer.

The new 16 -track studio, built
at a cost of over $100,000 sup-
plementing the original facility,
is now available for the first
time to independent producers,
other record companies and mu-
sic publishers for demo cuts.

Ben Bagley Revisited
Producer of Unique LP Series

Now at Crewe Records
By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK -Ben Bagley, a
thin repository of important
Broadway trivia, produces one
of the unique record series,
"Rodgers and Hart Revisited,"
et cetera, and recently he stop-
ped up to Record World with
his big bag of goodies but with-
out his cat, Butch, to discuss
the series, which is now being
released by Bob Crewe's Crewe
Records.

"I'm very grateful to Bob
Crewe," Bagley said. "No one
I've ever worked with has
shown such enthusiasm for my
albums.

"I think what got him inter-
ested was the response I get
from college campuses for my
records. Evidently there are
college students who ge-: tired of
rock and roll and want to hear
some of the odd songs by the
older composers. My biggest re-
sponse is not from metropolitan
areas but - you won't believe
this -from small towns in the
midwest. I get letters from peo-
ple who lived in New York in
the '20s and '30s and who saw
the Rodgers and Hart shows and
the Porter shows and remember
the songs. Some of the people
write and ask why I don't use
the original stars on my rec-
ords."

Bagley uses a motley collec-
tion of Broadway personalities,
everyone and anyone from Kaye
Ballard, Bibi Osterwald and
Bobby Short to Joan Rivers and
Rex Reed (who are on the up-
coming "Vernon Duke Revisit-
ed").

"People will write and sug-
gest I use Gertrude Niessen.
Actually, the only star I've ever
called after suggestions from
fans is Nancy Walker. She has
a big public out there. You
might say I used her on popular
demand."

4 a Year for Crewe
Bagley has been asked, in

fact is contractually committed,
to produce four of the "Re-
visited" albums a year for
Crewe. The first four are due
this week. Two of them are re-
packagings of the first albums
he compiled - "Rodgers and
Hart Revisited" and "Cole Port-
er Revisited." The other two -
both recently completed - are
the Duke package and "Alan
Jay Lerner Revisited."

In unearthing the old and
usually obscure songs, Bagley
encounters little difficulty. "I
have many of the old songs my-
self. I have a very large sheet
music collection. And the corn -

posers are extremely helpful.
Richard Rodgers was apprehen-
sive when I was putting to-
gether the first album, but when
he heard it, he was extremely
pleased. I'm about to record
`Rodgers and Hart Revisited
Two.' Ogden Nash wrote a new
couplet for the recorded ver-
sion of 'Just Like a Man,' which
he wrote with Vernon Duke for
Two's Company,' starring Bette
Davis. The couplet goes 'Just
Like a Man/He had one habit
I couldn't ban./He'd really get
my heat up./Each time he left
the seat up./But then I just for-
got he was a man.'

"Cole Porter was helpful to
me. I never met him, but we
talked on the phone. I am about
to record a Harold Arlen al-
bum and Arlen has given me
two songs he wrote within the
last five years for Judy Garland.
She never got around to record-
ing them."

Bagley got into the record
producing business in the late
'50s. A successful revue pro-
ducer in the early '50s (the
"Shoestring Revues" and "The
Littlest Revue"), he contracted
tuberculosis and after a two-
year rest, he found that he
couldn't resume his previous
pace. Records seemed less fran-
tic to him than a succession of
revues, so he teamed with song-
writer Michael McWhinney to
turn early Rodgers and Hart
songs into albums. "I had first
heard the songs when Arthur
Siegel, the songwriter, played
them for me. He knew them all
and I was enchanted. I remem-
bered them and decided to do
something about them."

There are, with the new re-
leases, nine albums available
and Bagley has already expand-
ed the Cole Porter album into
the successful off-Broadway re-
vue. "I'll do more revues," Bag-
ley said, "but only at the rate
of one every four or five years.
They're very lucrative."

Aside from the musical con-

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MCA Music Hires Folk Specialist Wilkes Concert Review
By DAN. GOLDBERG

MCA Music is intensifying
their promotional work on be-
half of their writers. The pub-
lishing firm already boasts six
full-time promotion men on the
road and recently hired in their
New York offices reportedly the
first full-time folk specialist to
work for a major publishing
company.

His name is David Wilkes
and he has been connected with
the East Coast folk scene for
the last few years in roles such
as manager, press agent, pro-
ducer and club manager. Wilkes
got his start working at the Bit-
ter End. He managed Jerry Jeff
Walker in his early days, and
has had managerial ties with
Pat Sky and Paul Geremia,
both of whom are now under
contract to MCA. He is the pro-
ducer of a new Decca folk al-
bum called "The Great Metro-
politan Steam Band."

Other major MCA folk mate-
rial comes from Frank Wake-
field, who wrote "Up to My
Neck in High Muddy Water"
and Gary White, whom Wilkes
classifies as "one of our most
exciting young folk writers."

Wilkes sees himself as a liai-
son between the folk artists
with whom he has worked and
lived for years and the business
world.

Works Full -Time
Wilkes works full-time for

his writers, functioning almost

as a manager in his guiding of
their careers. He gets involved
in arranging television appear-
ances and concerts in his ef-
forts to build careers. The re-
sult has been a recent upswing
in MCA folk catalogue. Wilkes,
who is completely knowledge-
able in the field, goes strictly
by his own taste. Besides his
efforts on Sky, Geremia, White
and Wakefield, he looks perpet-
ually for new talent to promote.

"There's not a folk act that
plays the village that I don't
know about," he said.

In addition to looking to the
future, he made a major discov-
ery from MCA's past in finding
some early Boy Dylan songs, in-
cluding the famous "Talkin'
Bear Mountain Blues" which
are published by MCA. "I am
very pleased at the earnestness
with which MCA is approach-
ing the folk field," Wilkes com-
mented. "I think we are becom-
ing real pioneers in this area."

The variety
of the show was, surprisingly
enough, its main cohesive force
because although the material
was drawn from a number of
sources, it was presented in
such a way that continuity was
never threatened.

One left the performance
with a "fun to be alive" feeling
which was definitely a direct
result of the music. Miss Make-
ba responded to the audience's
warmth by promising to return
again-let's hope she does.

Blood, Sweat & Tears cata-
pulted to the top of the charts
with three gold records in less
than three months. "Spinning
Wheel" and "You've Made Me
So Very Happy," million -selling
singles in their own right, were
cuts from the million -dollar -
seller LP, "Blood, Sweat &
Tears," which has become the
second best-selling rock album
in Columbia's history with sales
just about -at the 2,000,000 unit
mark. (The leader is Simon and
Garfunkel's "Parsley, Sage,
Rosemary and Thyme.") The
group's latest single, "And
When I Die," written by Co-
lumbia's Laura Nyro, is also a
cut from the LP. The single
now holds a top five position
on the charts and promises to
be the group's fourth gold rec-
ord.

The first nine months in 1969
created new audiences and new
vistas for Columbia's Johnny
Cash, who sold more albums in
1969 than any other individual
artist sold in any year of Co-
lumbia's history. Long a suc-
cessful and established Coun-
try and Western artist, Johnny
has now expanded his audience
to all types of music enthus-
iasts. Johnny's golden touch
became evident when his two
million -dollar seller LPs,
"Johnny Cash at. San Quentin"
and "Johnny Cash's Greatest
Hits," and his million -selling
single, "A Boy Named Sue,"
were all certified gold within a
two -month period.

Productions. The album has be-
come one of the best-selling
classical LPs of all time, and
has secured a gold record for
over a million dollars in sales.
The follow-up album, "The
Well -Tempered Synthesizer,"
had an advance sale of over
100,000 albums.

Columbia's Janis Joplin has
already reached a top 5 chart
position with her second Co-
lumbia LP, "Kosmic Blues,"

which was released only a
month ago.

Laura Nyro's new LP 'New
York Tendaberry" is her best-
selling album to date. Laura
has also written three current
top 10 chart singles including
"And When I Die" by Blood,
Sweat & Tears, "Wedding Bell
Blues" by the Fifth Dimension
and "Eli's Comin' " by Three
Dog Night. Laura's New York
concert on Nov. 29 was sold out
so fast, that a special midnight
performance had to be sched-
uled to accommodate the tre-
mendous demand for tickets.

Columbia Records, always
searching for distinctive talent;

ters of 1969 a time when the
label's rock roster saw the addi-
tion of several new groups.

Barbra Streisand, Johnny
Mathis, Ray Conniff, Jerry Vale,
Percy Faith, Tony Bennett, Rob-
ert Goulet and Andre Kostel-
anetz are only a few of the
established pop artists that
added to the number of chart
LPs as well as the label's ever -
climbing sales figures. The first
nine months saw Andy Williams
achieve his 13 gold record for
his LP, "Happy Heart." His
latest Columbia LP, "Get To-
gether with Andy Williams," is
well on the way to becoming his
14 gold album.

Columbia continues as a lead-
er /in the country music field.
-Freddy Weller, whose single
"Game People Play" held the
No. 1 country single chart posi-
tion, has now followed this with
an album of the same title. His
latest single, "These Are Not
My People," is already in the
top 5 on the country charts.

Claude King, absent from the
music scene for several years,
came back during the first three
quarters of 1969 with a smash
country single, "All For the
Love of a Girl," which he has
only recently followed up with
"Friend, Lover, Woman, Wife."

Also on the country singles
charts were top Columbia art-
ists Ray Price, Marty Robbins,
Johnny Duncan and David
Rogers. Marty Robbins had two
best-selling country LPs and
high chart positions were also
held by Freddy Weller, Ray
Price and Johnny Duncan.

Cassette Caravan Proves

Big N. Y. Draw

NEW YORK - Six makers of
cassette tape players and one
tape manufacturer sponsored a
five-day "Cassette Caravan" in
the area. The show, which fea-
tured the latest in portable and
home cassette equipment,
traveled to five branches of
Audio Exchange, a leading New
York retail hi-fi/stereo equip-
ment outlet on five successive
days during the week of Nov.
10.

William Culbert, President of
Audio Exchange, had wanted a
much bigger show featuring all
phases of hi-fi and tape. Space
limitations prevented this and
an A. E. Managers Meeting de-
cided to focus on cassette equip-
ment which is enjoying sky-
rocketing sales.

Culbert observed, "It's pretty
obvious that there is a lot of
interest in them [cassette equip-
ment] if you can attract 200
people to 68th St. and 2nd Ave.
at lunchtime with only limited
advertising." From his point of
view, the show is responsible
for bringing people into Audio
Exchange stores and is good
training for the A.E. sales staff.
The show's sucess was a testa-
ment to the drawing power and
popularity of cassette players.

BASF Systems, Inc., was rep-
resented by Gerard H. Ber-
berian who demonstrated the
BASF cassette's unique pack-
aging, in paperback book size
cases known as the "library
concept." The package meets all
domestic and international pos-
tal regulations and carries a
lifetime guarantee.

Among the players demon-
strated was the Bell & Howell
337 which features power amp
and speakers and an automatic
changer which enables it to
play up to six cassettes in suc-
cession.

M. Joseph Montuoro of Con-
cord Electronics emphasized the
new Concord Mark III which
features a 25 -year guarantee on
its "jeweled" recording heads-
an industry first.

Other lines presented in the
show included Sony/Super-
scope, Panasonic, Toshiba and
Harmon Kardon. Displays fea-

tured portables, decks and home
entertainment units.

Most of the participants ex-
pressed the belief that cassette
equipment would soon lead
eight -track cartridge units in
sales. The success of the "Cas-
sette Caravan" certainly show-
ed there is an abundance of
public interest in cassettes
which should be reflected in a
continued increase in sales.

Club Review

Valhalla Visual Treat
NEW YORK - Valhalla, a

very heavy and hard rock group,
combines visual excitement with
musical virtuosity; a 'combina-
tion which adds up to entertain-
ment. Their energy seems Un-
limited as they got it on at
Ungano's last week (12).

The group performed "Hard
Times," "I'm Not Askini "Roof
Top Man" and "Conceit"-all
are included on their debut al-
bum for United Artists. Most
of their compositions were
written or co -written by group
leader and organist Mark Man-
gold. He gave a noteworthy per-
formance on keyboard, vocals
and high jump (he can leap
over his organ with a scissors
kick worthy of an Olympic con-
testant).

For the most part, the group's
material is quite heavy, depend-
ing mainly on the engaging
rhythm work of the members of
the group: Rick Ambrose, bass,
Don Krantz, guitar-these two
switch off for certain numbers;
Bill Chattin, a most tasteful
drummer; and Bob Hurlin, lead
vocals and the all-important
cow -bell.

Mangold's organ solos were
jazzy, chord -filled pieces which
even had him sitting down for
a time. Drummer Chattin pro-
vided a rapid-fire percussion
barrage during his solos.

Valhalla is capable of melodic
interludes, punctuated with
some soulful shouting by Man-
gold, in their "Overseas Sym-
phony." Another standout was
"Mother Blues." If this song
were recorded I doubt if under-
ground not to mention top 40
jocks would be allowed to air
it. It is, however, one of many
dramatic highlights of their in -
person performance.

The major fault of the group
is its tendency toward repeti-
tious instrumental breaks. More
solos would relieve some of this
aural monotony. On the visual
side, there is never a dull mo-
ment with these most physical
of performers. Valhalla should
be around for some time as long
as their enthusiasm and energy
keep up to the fantastic pace
they have set for themselves.

Scaffold records here for
Bell and they r did a series of
wry comedy skits that were
mildly amusing. Their cute, con-
trived ways of mentioning sex
were scarcely shocking on
Bleeker St., however, and for
the most part they came over
as extremely slick but rather
bland. Some of the poetry that
they interspersed wasn't bad,
but like most comic acts they
felt more comfortable at comedy
-a comedy which wasn't really
all that noteworthy.

Allan Jones to Serenade
In 'Tattered Tom' Musical

NEW YORK - Allan Jones

visited Record World last week
the day after he'd made an ap-
pearance during son Jack's Co -
pa stint and had sung-right,
"Donkey Serenade."

This is the Friml tune, it
hardly needs explaining by
now, that Jones sang in the film
"The Firefly" with Jeanette
MacDonald over 30 years ago
and has never really stopped
singing since. But then, the
classic film operetta has never
really stopped showing, either.

"It's always playing up in my
neighborhood," Jon es noted,
meaning the upper West Side.
"People applaud after the num-
bers-you don't hear that much
at the movies made nowadays."

People have been applauding
Jones through about 32 movies
and numerous stage presenta-
tions and will be doing so again
early in '70 when he appears in
one of the starring roles of the
upcoming Ralph Blane-Hugh
Martin Broadway musical,
"Tattered Tom."

We have a couple of
prostitutes in it, but they keep
their clothes on."

According to Jones, "The
show is scheduled to start re-
hearsals on Feb. 2, but we may
start earlier, due to the enthu-
siastic response of theaters and
stay on the road longer. We've
been talking about a real old-
fashioned opening night, with-
out previews. I think that when
people go away after previews
and say I didn't like it, they
do the show a lot of harm."

Jon es is currently at the
Meadowbrook Diners Theater
in Cedar Grove, N. J., through
Nov. 30 in "The Fantasticks"-
"I opened the current policy at
the place 11 years ago with
`Guys and Dolls'."

Jones' last album was with
Scepter Records about a year
ago. An original cast LP for
"Tattered Tom" is expected, but
no label has been announced
yet.

Jones has many interests out-
side of show biz. He is Presi-

dent of several copper and
nickel mines in Canada which
had just made six strikes. He
also has a boat business which
has the franchise for all Thun-
derbird pr o du c t s including
their houseboat. "We've been
kicking around the idea of a
TV series about yacht club life,
trying to get a writer who can
get down some of the funny
things that happen." J o n es
would star. He is also a flyer
and has 10 hours to go for his
helicopter license.

Of all his films, he especially
f a v o r s "The Firefly," "Show-
boat" and "The Great Victor
Herbert." Jones seemed to like
all the leading ladies from his
"golden age" films-Miss. Mac-
Donald, Irene Dunne, Jane Fra-
zee, Mary Martin, Susanna Fos-
ter, Nancy Kelly, Evelyn
Ankers, etc., and, of course,
Irene Hervey, his ex-wife, moth-
er of Jack Jones and Allan's co-
star in the film of "The Boys
from Syracuse."

While the younger element of
Record World's staff might un-
derstandably have related to
Jones in more contemporary
terms as "Jack Jones' father,"
one member exclaimed, "Wow!

Faith in Billy Joe
Single Rewarded

When a single sounds like a
hit to everyone at a record com-
pany and doesn't become a hit,
do you give up on it or stay
with it? Latter is what hap-
pened with the latest Billy Joe
Royal record, "Cherry Hill
Park."

Five months ago when the
single was released it made a
little noise in the South but
received no major play. The
entire Columbia promotion staff
headed by Ron Alexenburg, Di-
rector, National Promotion for
Columbia, and Steve Popovich,
Assistant Director, National
Promotion, working in conjunc-
tion with Bill Lowery Enter-
prises (Billy Joe's manager),
stood behind the record and
pushed. Ads were placed and
copies were sent out to stations
around the country.

Finally, after months of con-
certed effort, everyone's faith
in the record was rewarded and
it went Top 10 on two San An-
tonio stations; then on to San
Francisco, Atlanta, Jackson-
ville, Houston, Kansas City and
Seattle. Stations all over the
United States then began to
pick up on the single: WBBQ-
Augusta, WADE -Jacksonville,
WSGA-Savannah (Georgia),
WABB-Mobile, WCLS-Columbus
( Georgia ), WOAK - Atlanta,
WIRL-Peoria, KONO and
KTSA-Houston, KYA-San Fran-
cisco, WQXI-Atlanta, WOOL -
Athens (Georgia), WKY-Okla-
homa City, KOL and KJR-
Seattle and finally "Cherry Hill
Park" hit the East Coast, com-
ing from out of nowhere to the
charts.

From all over the country
came requests for the single.
Orders couldn't be filled fast
enough and the record has
garnered sales of nearly 400,000
copies in a short period of time.
The entire Columbia field or-
ganization and men like Mike
Clark and Paul Cochran of the
Lowery staff put their time and
experience in the promotion of
"Cherry Hill Park" and did not
cease until the record stood on
its own as a hit.

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Jazz Goes Moog in Bley Concert
NEW YORK-As a result of

the astounding success of the
"Switched On Bach" album,
there has been in recent months
an upsurge of interest in the
moog. Most of this interest has
been purely for profit and the
result has been albums like
"Moog Christmas Carols" and
the like. That the Moog has
serious artistic possibilities has
not been overlooked, though.
Jazz pianist Paul Bley is among
the more serious students
(there are no real masters) of
the machine and he gave an in -
person concert with it on Satur-
day, Nov. 8, at Town Hall.

Bley is indisputably one of
progressive jazz' better minds,
and his talents as a keyboard
artist and composer are beyond
question. This particular con-
cert, however, did have its prob-
lems. The machine is not that
easy to control. After about a
half-hour of strange noises
coming from behind the curtain
(the moog tuning up ?), the
curtain opened to a trio of Bley
at moog. Ben Moore on bass
guitar and Lawrence Cook on
drums. What followed was an
interesting and skillful piece
for the three.

The announced hope was to
use the moog in "a truly musi-
cal sense" which was success-
ful. It became an expanded jazz
piano. Bley, unfortunately, has
not mastered the moog as he
has the piano and so the effert
was short of perfect, but much
more ambitious than most pre-
vious works.

Main Event
The main event had Annette

Peacock singing through the
moog to produce a scary sound
which got pretty noisy. The
nonplussed jazz lovers were re-
lieved from cultural embarrass-
ment when halfway through
this portion the beautiful Miss
Peacock asked the audience, "Is
there anybody here who knows
how to work these dials?" The
emperor made no pretensions
and his effort, occasionally suc-
cessful, was certainly a pioneer
step. The final offering of the
evening was "Daddy's Boat," a
wailing but remotely tuneful
song. Annette swayed softly to
the instrumental breaks and
showed the way to the music's

rhythmic soul. When it was over
she walked arm in arm with
Bley as the by -then affectionate
audience warmly applauded the
couple.

Town Hall was less than half
full by the time the second show
started, but Miss Peacock ar-
rived topless and added to the
surrealistic electronics domi-
nated stage. Bley now heads
back to the drawing board,
where he will hopefuly be en-
couraged. He is an ambitious
and honest artist.

New Anderson Show Bus
It's enough to make a guy

want to leave home.
That's about the only way to

adequately describe the new
1969 Silver Eagle bus which
the Bill Anderson Show is now
traveling in.

Complete with color televi-
sion and two stereo AM -FM
radios and tape decks, the pent-
house on wheels boasts of two
separate compartments, one for
Anderson and one for song-
stress Jan Howard, along with
seven bunks for the band and
bus driver, each bunk equipped
with a stereo head -set and in-
tercom.

Viewers of the Bill Anderson
TV show will be treated to a
tour of the bus by way of tele-

vision camera. The day the bus
arrived in Nashville coincided
with the taping of one of the
shows, and cameramen, direc-
tor and crew were so impressed
with it when it made its debut
at the WSIX-TV studios that
an entire television show was
devoted to the bus.

Decorated in tangerine, gold
and off-white with avocado
green carpeting throughout,
the bus is currently on its first
trip, taking Anderson and the
group into the Western United
States and Canada.

"Bill Anderson and the Po'
Boys" reads the lettering on
the back of the bus. Nobody
will ever believe it.

A Hit That Used To Be Is Again
NASHVILLE - In the four

weeks since its release, "Just
Someone I Used to Know" as
recorded by Porter Wagoner
and Dolly Parton on RCA has
demonstrated a major rise on
popularity charts across the
country. The significant factor
is that this is the second time
around for this particular song,
and it looks as if history is re-
peating itself.

Jack Clement wrote the
song in 1963 specifically for
George Jones to record as a
follow-up to "She Thinks I Still
Care." Jones recorded Clem-
ent's composition, then titled
"A Girl I Used to Know," and
the single began a rapid rise
to the number one position.
The song won a BMI award
that and was selected by Ray
Charles for inclusion in his
next album of great country
songs.

Now it appears that with the
momentum built this far by the
Wagoner/Parton duet version,
"Just Someone I Used to Know"
will hit the top of the charts
once again. Bob Webster, Pro-
fessional Manager for Jack
Clement's publishing company,
Jack Music, Inc., reports that
the single already is number
one at some key radio stations
across the country.

RCA Producer Bob Ferguson
analyzes the record's appeal in
this way: "First of all, they

sing the fire out of something.
There's some kind of catalytic
action that occurs when they
start to sing together; it brings
out the best of each. When they
get working on the right song,
there's just no stopping them,
and this enthusiasm that comes
from within we're able to cap-
ture on record. That's undoubt-
edly what's happened this time.
Then there's the possibility
that the addition of two coun-
try harmony trumpets added
some interest. There was no
f o r m a l arrangement for the
horns; they just played what-
ever sounded best in true coun-
try head -arrangement fashion."

Hart Capitol 'First'
Freddie Hart has his first

release on the Capitol label
slated for Nov. 17, entitled "The
Whole World Holding Hands."

This is the first record for
Hart since he left the Kapp
label in late August, '69. Fred-
