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Jimmy Webb Iniroduces Musical
At N. Y. Press Conference

NEW YORK—Jimmy Webb,
at a rather unconventional and
daring conference last week, in-
troduced to the press part of
the score of his musical, “His
Own Dark City,” due to open
on Broadway next October.

The musical, which will be
produced by Zev Bufman
(whose credits include “Your
Own Thing,” “Jimmy Shine”
and “Big Time Buck White”), is
capitalized at $960,000, the big-
gest budget ever accorded a
show—until the next one.

In proffering his score, Webb
explained that it began as a
series of songs that suggested
one another. At various times,
he reported, he thought his
work was evolving into a song
cycle, an album and a semi-
classical piece before he real-
ized it was a theater work.

In another rare procedure

Webb has recorded the score |

himself for release in January
by an as yet unnamed label.
(Heretofore Dunhill has re-
leased Webb.) Original cast
rights have not been allotted
yet.

Two of the songs have al-
ready been released. Thelma
Houston has sung “Sunshower”
on Dunhill and Peggy Lipton
has sung “Red Clay County
Line” on Ode.

Bufman will present “His
Own Dark City” in association
with Howard Golden, top exec-
utive of Webb’s Canopy pro-
ducing firm, Canopy Films. Zev
Bufman Productions and Can-
opy Films each own 50% of the
producer’s share of the produc-
tion.

| Golden informed Record
| World that Webb’s long-awaited

Meanwhile,
their best album ever, “Let It
Bleed” (they only did about
half the songs from it, omitting
it’s best cut, the epic title
song) was certified as a million
seller.

Joe McHugh, National Promotion Director for Morty Wax re-
cently put an ad in a leading radio newsletter that said “As a
promotion firm, we’re naturally interested in whether or not the
stations have the record that we're promoting. Sometimes, the
labels are just too big, or don’t give a damn. So we fill the gaps.
Write to us if you need any of the following records.” There
followed a list of the records on various labels that Wax was pro-
moting. The response says McHugh ‘“was overwhelming.” He has
received requests from over 300 small stations who were unable
to get serviced with both albums and singles. Time and again
stations from all over the country wrote, complaining about bad
service from companies who didn’t have time for
them. This was particularly true with album serv-
¢ ice which is ironic in light of the growing trend
. toward album programming. Although the ad was

4" originally published in September, McHugh still
e gets several letters a day, letters which indicate
®the lack of organization of many companies. The
small station, so often instrumental in breaking
v records, should not be forgotten.

Buck Whlte, the Broadway play which stars Muhammed Ali
(also known as Cassius Clay) opened in New York to generally
good reviews which overlooked the fantastic musical potential
of the show while concentrating on it’s theatricality and the
former heavyweight champ’s performance. The infectious music,
written by Oscar Brown Jr., and the controversial nature of the
show, will make the original cast album a ‘“Hair”-like seller
should the show_last for any length of time at all. Buck White
is on Buddah.

Straight Records is closing its New York office. Perhaps the
most idealistic and artistically profound of the independent la-
bels, their loss, even from the east coast, is a tragedy. Rick Bol-
som’s low key publicity compaigns were always a breath of fresh
air in the New York scene. Hopefully neither he nor Straight
will be gone for long. Ironically, Straight’s most recent release
looks like its first big chart album. It is Tim Buckley’s first al-
bum for the label..

Another irritating loss from the New York press scene is Bob
Jackson. Jackson has recently left Gifford-Wallace. Best known
for his publicity of the Fillmore East, Jackson is among the best
and well known, as well as hippest, publicists around.

RCA sent a gold record to the Guess Who for their smash
“Laughing” but the disk was detained at the border by Canadian
customs officers who couldn’t figure out how much duty to charge.
At this writing the group has still not received the record.

Scott English was unfortunately left off of the Independent
producers list. Scott, most famous for his authorship of the #1
“Bend Me Shape Me,” has made production deals in the last year
with both Decca and Mercury and continues to expand with each
passing day.

RECORDS: The Byrds are among the most ungraspable and
yvet intoxicating rock groups. The only original member left is
Roger McGuinn but they still sound, as always, timeless, airy, at
once profound and petty. Unpredictable but always the same.
While they have never produced an album that is totally satisfy-
ing, they never fail to include four or five great cuts-on it. Their
the new one, “Ballad Of Easy Rider” is one of their best. Including
beautiful classic title song as well as “Jesus Is Just Alright”
(which could be a smash as a single) and an incredibly mellow
treatment of Bob Dylan’s “It’s All Over Now Baby Blue,” it is
fine listening. Always more than they seem yet less than we wish,
the Byrds, which is to say McGuinn, will last forever.

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Blue Thumbh GCelebrates First Anniversary

something
new . ..
Something borrowed,

something blue.”

That expression really has
more to do with the wedding
than the anniversary, but it
serves its point well. It’s really
a good catchall description of
Blue Thumb Records, which is
currently marking its first an-

“Something old,

niversary.
In the 12 short months since
inception, the Beverly Hills-

based Blue Thumb company
has released some 15 albums
and eight singles and not one
of them has met with less than
whole-hearted artistic appre-
ciation, from both reviewers
and the general public.

One critical reason for the
company’s remarkable first-
year success can be directly
attributed to its personnel;
specifically Robert Krasnow
and Don Graham, whose com-
bined 13 years in the industry
gives them the advantage of
knowledge and insight into
what has been done and what
CAN be done.

Going back to the aforemen-
tioned expression is perhaps
the best way to illustrate the
Blue Thumb story.

The mname itself, Blue
Thumb, is indicative of the
initial direction Krasnow and
Graham have pointed the com-
pany. The blues as a musical
genre has always been fore-
most in the minds of the two
men. It’s been this apprecia-
tion of blues and its allied
forms that’s spurred them to
start a company where they
could take direct action in
bringing the works of hitherto
little-known artists to the pub-
lic’s attention. Any product re-
leased by their company would
carry with it their imprint . . .
their stylized signature . . .
their Blue Thumb, to attest to
their  personal satisfaction
with it.

In terms of their first album
releases, they took “something
old” and “something new.”

Released Four Albums

In November of 1968, they
released four albums: “Strict-

ly Personal” by Captain Beef- |

heart and his Magic Band; “An
Album of Political Pornog-
raphy” by Lew Irwin and the
Credibility Gap; “Anyone Who
Hates Dogs and Children Can’t
Be All Bad,” an album of W. C.
Fields tapes; and “The Ayns-
ley Dunbar Retaliation.”

The Fields package was the
first on the market. “Political
Pornography’” was the first and
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| only recording of the sketches
of the critically-acclaimed Los
| Angeles-based KRLA news
| staff, whose biting satire has
caused comment from coast to
| coast. And their release of the
first album from England’s
Aynsley Dunbar Retaliation
represented the initial offer-
ing from the top modern blues
group on the British scene.
Next came the album that
started the current mass re-
surgence for the female singer
many are describing as the
| “sexiest and most exciting
| singer ever to grace a stage.”
The artist, of course, is Tina
'Turner; and she, along with
| husband Ike, were responsible
for ‘““Outta Season,” one of the

company’s most critically ac-
claimed packages. Showcasing
Tina in straight, gut-bucket
blues, it illustrated a side of
her that had not been seen be-
fore by the general puhlic and
contained her volcanic treat-

ment of the Otis Redding clas- |

sic, “I've Been Loving You
Too Long.” In addition to the
general contents of the album,
the cover photography was so
striking (featuring Ike and
Tina in whiteface) that it
should receive a nomination
for the Album Cover of the
Year at the upcoming Grammy
Awards.

A second album from the
Aynsley Dunbar Retaliation
was later released, an even

stronger blues showcase than
the first.

It was about this time that
the company brought in Jack
Nelson, as its full-time Sales
Director to oversee the com-
pany’s outlets in more than
32 key cities across the coun-
try.

Concurrently, Blue Thumb
decided to keep this door to
the general public open con-
tinuously. They achieved this
by hiring Pete Stuart as Pub-
lications Publicity Director to
oversee Blue Thumb in the
mass media. Stuart then initi-
ated the company’s twin bi-
weekly newsletters, Aqua Pha-

Rock Revival Rocks Forum

NEW YORK — Richard Na-
der, in presenting his Rock and
Roll Revival volumes, is shap-
ing up as one of the more dar-
ing rock entrepreneurs in swing
because of some of the almost
insurmountable hurdles he has
set up for himself.

Considering them,
shall, it’s something that last
week’'s volume two at Madison
Square Garden’s Felt Forum
was at all successful, which it
was. Any show that promises
and delivers the “original
groups” performing “the origi-
nal hits” of “Tonight, Tonight,”

and we |

“In the Still of the Night,” |

“Over the Mountain, Across the
Sea” and “Earth Angel”—four
of the songs that perennially
show up in polls of the favorite
1950 rock and roll songs—has
to be accounted a success.

On paper the show sounds a
snap. In reality (a condition
that’s practically anathema to
a show built around the concept
of recreating the past), the re-
vival was far from a snap.

People get involved with
rock revivals—on the produc-
ing, performing and ticket-buy-
ing ends——for various desires,
not all of which are requitable.
Fans are devoted to the ’50s re-
cording artists because of one,
sometimes two, and infrequent-
ly three or more big singles
(never for albums) and, per-
haps «cruelly, their devotion
doesn’t extend beyond these
songs. Performers, on the other
hand, rarely want to be thought
of as one-shots.

Ideally what the patrons (and
theyv were a more heterogeneous
crowd than one might have pre-
dicted) wanted last week was
a parade of artists singing old-
ies exclusively. Ideally what
the artists wanted was to turn
a serendipitous break into a

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chance to carve a new career.
What the producer wanted was
to keep everybody happy so that
they would come back the next
time—and with Nader the next
time means a series of one- |

Given these criteria, the Rock
and Roll Revival was a miti-
gated success. Symptomatic of
the evening’s problem, and this |
isn’t meant facetiously, was
that there wasn’t a crew cut or
a duck tail in sight, on or off-
stage.

Simon & Garfunkel Delight Carnegie

NEW YORK — Paul Simon
and Art Garfunkel did two
shows at Carnegie Hall last
week that proved only what
most people already knew: the
Columbia duo is one of the
most popular acts on the cur-
rent music circuit.

The Friday night perform-
ance was sold out (as was the
previous evening), even though
two of rock’s heaviest shows
(the Rolling Stones and the
Jefferson Airplane) were ap-
pearing at approximately the
same time.

Although most of the audi-

HOLLYWOOD—We recently
grabbed the opportunity to
lunch with John Kay, lead
singer of Dunhill’s hottest
group, Steppenwolf.

Naturally, the conversation
centered around their new al-
bum called “Monster,” a depar-
ture for the group in that “the
lyrical content sets this album
apart.” The group’s sound is
already well-known, to the ex-
tent that they are the country’s
third biggest selling vocal
group in albums. This album is
one of a string of successful
albums that have established

the group.
John describes it as an
“activist album,” and feels

that the addition of lyric con-
tent makes an even stronger
appeal to their already broad
market. John mentioned that
“The LP is not designed to cash
in on the political situation.
We’d always intended to put
out a political concept album,
and it turned out very satis-
factory as far as I'm concerned.
I'm not just knocking what is
faghionable to knock.”

John combined two of his
greatest loves, history and
politiecs, on this record, in such
cuts as “Monster.” John says
that the song is about how only
America can destroy America.
“I have a great love and affec-
tion for America. America has
a good chance to realize man’s
dream of a tolerant society.
While ‘Monster’ contains criti-
cism, it is general and a two-
sided viewing, not an out and
out put-down. The songs are
compassionate, and understand-
ing. Their purpose is not to
generate hostility for this coun-
try, but to show with sympathy
and understanding how we got
here.”

John is very pleased with the
reception the set has been get-
ting, and mentioned that they
played the whole album on their
just-completed European tour,
and “the reaction was fantas-
tic. We wanted to avoid the pit-
fall of preaching a message.”
But when they found them-
selves saying these things, “We
realized we weren’t really par-
ticipating, so we’re beginning
to set up eight to 10 well-
organized concerts at reduced
prices each year, with the
proceeds going to the ACLU
and other organizations where
the money goes where it should.
We'll police and promote these
benefits ourselves.”

More Concept Albums

John Kay feels that Steppen-
wolf will definitely do more
concept albums, but it’s doubt-
ful that they’ll do another poli-
tical set. They’ll have a single
out soon, an edited version of
“Monster,” which John refers
to as a “Mini-Monster.” He
mentioned a couple of other
cuts from the LP in passing,
saying that “From Here to
There Eventually” is ‘“a song
about the hypocrisy of organ-
ized religion, and ‘Draft Re-
sister’ is essentially a psycho-
logical study to rally people to
give moral support to draft
resisters.”

Protest?

Some people will see this al-
bum as routine protest-rock,
and undoubtedly some will be
offended by it. But if one takes
the time to realize what’s being
said in the album, it is clearly
not just a musical put-down of
what’s around us, but often an
incisive historical analysis of
how we got here. And it’s true,
it’s not a one-sided tale. For
every older person who is in-
censed by the message (which
is not devoted to the status
quo), there are at least a hun-
dred young people who identify
very strongly with what John
Kay has to say, and will buy
I the record.

Airplane Still Soars

Concert Review

Gregory Packs Carnegie

NEW YORK—Dick Gregory
filled Carnegie Hall to the top
on Wednesday, Nov. 26, as he
headlined a Thanksgiving eve
showcase of artists who record
for Poppy Records.

Gregory in the last few years
has turned away from the
comedy which made him famous
for active participation in
political issues. He has run for
president on a write-in ticket,
conducted a long anti-war fast
and lectured constantly at col-
leges across the nation. The
Hall “concert” marked his re-
turn to the public arena as a
performer, and it was impres-
sive to watch his facile mastery
of comedy as he pointedly lec-
tured on the grave problems
of our time: war, racism and
poverty.

From the outset he had the
audience in the palm of his
hand laughing at his every
nuance and clapping at every
opportunity. His target is often
the government and specifically
Agnew. Gregory got maximum
mileage out of the government’s
most vulnerable spots and
pointed out contradictions with
the clarity of a mystic and the
logic of a lawyer.

Of course, the audience was
on his side from the beginning
and the concert was more of a
testament to Gregory’s non-stop
humor than to his political
ideas. But there is no style
without content and the con-
tent was serious, frightening
and revolutionary. Although
largely a rehash of new left
truisms, Gregory’s approach is
thought-provoking at times
even for the most seasoned
veterans of political rhetoric.

Mandrake Memorial, Poppy’s
incredible psychedelic rock
trio, remains one of the most
under-rated American groups.
They produce symphonic sound
which forms into the beautiful
escapist movements of their
endless rock concerto. Their
leader is really their drummer
and their sound, while not
understood by all, is of the
future. —Dan Goldberg.

Her
style is a combination of soul,
folk and jazz as her flexible
voice shrieks and hums and
crams her words into some-
times unintelligable small
spaces. The phenomenal ova-
®ion she received indicates her
importance as an artist — a
prima donna who runs off the
stage always to slowly stride
back on.

On the surface, she’s a star.
Indisputably she’s a talent. And
the originality of her lyrics
make her, along with Loudon
Wainwright and a few others,
one of the important people to
watch in the ’70s. At times,
however, she seems so hung up
in having made it to the stage
that she seems a bit like a
child prodigy at her first piano
recital. Her lyries, always
facile, are frequently obscure.
Recurring themes are death and
cocaine while she deals in her
exotic style with some very
down-to-earth problems.

Hopefully, she has not gotten
so entranced with her status
(her fans border on worship-
pers) that she will cease to
grow. With three of her songs
in the top 10, however, her
only motivation will be art—a
field which could use her tor-
tured talents. —Dan Goldberg.

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Keeping Up With the BGs

The Bee Gees, who origina;ly |
hail from Australia, have been
one of the top British groups |
since 1967 when their first hit, |
“Holiday,” appeared on the na- |
tional charts.

In two short years the Bee
Gees have progressed musi-
cally to the point where such
artists as Andy Williams, Elvis
Presley and Aretha Franklin
sing and record the Bee Gees’
songs, as well as ask them to
write songs specifically for
them.

In 1970 the Bee Gees will
make their first concert tour of
the United States in almost one
yvear. The group consists now
solely of Barry and Maurice
Gibb and they will be touring
with a 30-piece orchestra. As
far as their sound, Maurice
Gibb says it will sound more
like the records that they have
recorded than when they were
touring with the whole group.
The reason for the difference
is that Barry and Maurice have |
always done their own back-ups
and played all the instruments
on their sessions even when
Robin Gibb, Colin Peterson and
Vince Melouney were in the

group.

Maurice and Barry Gibb have
also expanded into producing
other artists. They are eacn
producing artists alone as well
as collaborating on some art-
ists. They have started their
own record label entitled Gee
Gee Records, which will be dis-
tributed by Atlantic/Atco in
America. At present the artists
that the Gibb brothers are pro-
ducing include Tintin, Trevor
Gordon and Graham Bonnet
(who were the Marbles, but
who have split up to go solo),
ex-lkette P. P. Arnold, Saman-
tha Sang and Maurice Gibb’s
brother-in-law, Billy Lawrie.
The first record is scheduled
for release sometime in Janu-
ary. Future plans call for a
Gee Gee album released with
cuts by all the artists on the
label including, of course, the
Bee Gees.

The first release on Gee Gee
Records is expected around the
first part of 1970. At present
the Bee Gees expect it to be
their new single which will be
a follow-up to their last chart
success, “Don’t Forget to Re-
member.”

Aye for Eye

NEW YORK—The Fillmore
continued its Tuesday night
group audition series on Dec.
2. The evening was highlighted
by an exciting set from a heavy
rock group from Staten Island
called The Third Eye. Produc-
ing the kind of cosmic music
that the name implies, the
group plays rivers of sound re- |
miniscent at times of both the
Doors (in their guitar-organ
communication) and the Jeffer-
son Airplane (in the vocal ar-
rangements).

The group consists of Edith

The Third Eye’s only draw-
back is their somewhat wooden
stage appearance. Certainly
this is forgivable in a group
performing their first gig at
the Fillmore, particularly when

Concert Review

Jethro Tull

SANTA MONICA, CALIF.—
Reprise’s Jethro Tull entertain-
ed a capacity crowd at the
Santa Monica Civic Auditorium
here on a recent Wednesday
night. The group includes
drums, bass, guitar and the re-
markable Ian Anderson on
flute, harmonica, electric man-
dolin and a weird kind of wind
instrument we couldn’t identify
because of the poor sound sys-
tem, which made that partic-
ular piece nearly inaudible.

But the crowd was there to
see Jethro Tull only, and were
obviously enjoying the show.
The sound system was at least
reasonably good throughout
many of their numbers, giving
ample opportunity to marvel at
Anderson’s flute expertise.
The guitarist was also compe-
tent on both guitar and flute,
which he played for one num-

on Its Way

ber in whieh Anderson switch-
ed to electric mandolin, and the
drummer used a set of bongo
drums on a stand. “A New Day
Yesterday” was one number
with a rather heavy blues feel,
on which Ian Anderson doubled
on harmonica and flute, as well
as handling the vocals, as he
did throughout.

Another high point of the
set was a new tune from their
third (and half-finished) al-
bum, called “Playing Time.”
Ian Anderson was consistently
witty in his between-song pat-
ter because, “I’'ve got a tre-
mendous ego.” He also made
some remarks about how im-
portant it is for him to estab-
lish a rapport with the audi-
ence, and complained that tech-
nical difficulties are never men-
tioned in reviews. I'd like to
point out here that at one point

lange and Thumb-In-It (the
latter written by Blue Thumb’s
college radio director, Michael
Pearce).

Blue Thumb then introduced
an eclectic English group via
“Unicorn,” the first American
album from Tyrannosaurus
Rex. The company worked
closely with Tyrannosaurus
Rex on their first American
promotional tour, garnering en-
thusiastic reviews wherever
they played.

Bluesman Albert Colling’
name was just starting to get
noticed by the general public
when Blue Thumb bought a
master of a classic blues al-
bum that Collins had recorded
years earlier on a Texas label.
Encased in a handsome pack-
age, the album (which had
been selling among collectors
for as high as $50.00) met with
immediate critical success.

Guitar virtuoso Earl Hooker,
a Chicago legend known main-
ly to blues fans, achieved the
same kind of public exposure
via his “Sweet Black Angel”
album on Blue Thumb.

Most Satisfaction

The project that perhaps has
given Krasnow and Graham the
most satisfaction to date was
their release of the double al-
bum from the 1969 Memphis
Blues Festival, ‘“Memphis
Swamp Jam.” Recorded with
the actual performers of the
festival, including Bukka
White, Furry Lewis and Fred
McDowell, the album is a vir-
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tual history of American coun-
try blues.

Blue Thumb’s first big taste
of chart success has come via
Southwind, their contemporary
country-rock group whose ini-
tial album, “Ready To Ride,”
garnered air play on almost
every conceivable radio outlet.
The group’s first single, “Ready
To Ride,” sold almost 100,000
copies the first week. To
achieve that kind of success
with Southwind, Blue Thumb
had previously brought in as
a partner producer Tommy Li
Puma to serve as their Direc-
tor of A&R and chief producer.
Southwind was Li Puma’s first
Blue Thumb project.

Two strong blues packages
were released next, in the
form of “The Chicago Blue-
Stars” and Ike and Tina’s lat-
est album, “The Hunter.” The
former features an all-star
grouping of some of the best
contemporary Chicago South-
side musicians, led by Charlie
Musselwhite. The latter is the
Turners’ follow-up to “Outta
Season” and features their cur-
rent chart single, “Bold Soul
Sister.”

Blue Thumb recently signed
guitarist Robbie Basho to an
exclusive recording contract.
Basho’s first album, “Venus in
Cancer,” is a compilation of
guitar influences from the Far
East and Middle East, played
and sung by Basho, a student
of the late Meher Baba.

But by far the biggest sign-

in the concert the members of
the group were forced to sit on
stage for about 10 minutes un-
til a sound man came to fix a
faulty microphone. That’s show
biz.

Drum Seolo Applauded

Their last number (besides
their encore) was mainly a
drum solo by Clive Bunker,
which drew much applause and
a standing ovation, as drum
solos are wont to do. They en-
cored with a long and satisfy-
ing “We Used to Know,” and,
as always, each member of the
group was given a chance to
shine instrumentally.

Jethro Tull is well on the
way to becoming one of the
hottest and most established
groups on the scene. As Ian
Anderson pointed out during
one of the occasions on which
he was forced to keep up
chitchat because of sound prob-
lems, “We would have been a
blues group, you know. But we
weren't quite good enough, so
now we do our own thing.”

Their own thing is a little
blues, a lot of jazz and plenty
of excellent musicianship. I bet
they could play blues if they
wanted to. —Andy Goberman.

The
group, who has four previous
best-selling albums on the
Elektra label, immediately
started work recording mate-
rial for their new label. The
result was the double-album
“Out Here,” a rock and roll
album. It is getting air play
across country, with cuts as
long as the 12-minute “Dog-
gone” getting almost hourly
play over the stations of the
national ABC Love Radio net-
work.

To aid in the promotion of
its records, particularly on a
regional basis, Blue Thumb
hired promotion man Jeff
Trager as their Director of
West Coast Promotion. Work-
ing out of the Los Angeles of-
fice, Trager now coordinates
promotional effort in San Fran-
cisco, Seattle, Denver and the
11 Western states.

A signing that nearly
equaled the impact of the Love
inking occurred in early No-
vember, as Blue Thumb signed
Dave Mason, the former lead
composer and singer for Traf-
fic, to an exclusive contract.
Mason is currently in the proc-
ess of putting a group together
in anticipation of recording his
first solo album, which is sched-
uled for release in March.

But Blue Thumb will have
quite a few other releases be-
fore March, including “All Day
Thumb Sucker.” an all-encom-
passing sampler of the label’s
artists; “To Mum, From Ayns-
ley and the Boys,” the third
album from the Aynsley Dun-
bar Retaliation—this one pro-
duced by John Mayall, who
also plays on it; the initial
Blue Thumb album from Bossa
Rio (Sergio Mendes will pro-
duce), the label’s newly signed,
eagy-listening group, whose
single “Blackbird” is getting
response across the country;
“The Best of Clifton Chenier”;
“Sammy Lay in Bluesland,” the
first album from the Chicago
drummer’s newly-formed blues-
band, produced by Mike Bloom-
field and Nick Gravenites; and
many others.

The company has just come
out with their first seasonal re-
lease, a Christmas-oriented sin-
gle called *“Christmas Morn-
ing.” Done by a newly-formed
black-and-white group called
Zebra, the single is a powerful
rock attraction and emerges as
one of the most unique Christ-
mas products ever released.

Ungano's Hit

NEW YORK -— Fleetwood
Mac, one of Britain’s top rock
acts (their single “Oh Well” is
#1 in England), appeared at
Ungano’s last week (Nov. 30-
Dec. 3) as part of their second
major U. S. tour.

The group could easily be
labeled blues-based, but they
also put forth quite a bit of
earthy rock and roll. Two mem-
bers, Peter Green (guitar) and
John McVie (bass), spent some
time with John Mayall’s Blues-
breakers before establishing
their own group. Others in the
band are Danny Kirwan (gui-
tar), Jeremy Spencer (piano
and Dbottleneck guitar) and
Mick Fleetwood (drums).

Green is probably the most
talented guitarist in the group,
and doesn’t have to force his
music upon the audience in or-
der to be appreciated. In fact,
it is this unobtrusiveness which
keeps Fleetwood Mac from be-
coming just another show-off
English blues band. Green re-
mained musically in the back-
ground during several numbers
while Kirwan and Spencer han-
dled most of the lead guitar
work. Green did really Ilet
loose with some loud, nasty
sounds, though, while jamming
out of ‘Rattlesnake Shake”
from their Reprise LP, “Then
Play On.” It was during this
song that the band seemed to
lose the uneasiness it exhibited
earlier in the evening and
really got together. Mick Fleet-
wood’s drumming was, like the
other instrumentation, impres-
sive but not overbearing.

Perhaps the lack of a flashy
showman has prevented Fleet-
wood Mac from becoming in-
stant superstars in the states,
but their music has, and will
continue to, capture an ever-
increasing number of follow-
ers. —Frank Mitchell.
