The Relevance of Soul Radio

DEL SHIELDS

The question of whether or
not “soul radio” is relevant to
black communities across the
nation is being answered by a
growing number of dissatisfied
brothers and sisters through
their vocal and active demon-
strations.

What seems to be a sudden
awareness on the part of the
community leaders to protest
programming and policies of
“soul stations” is not as sud-
den as it seems. We predicted
some three years ago that
black or soul stations could no
longer pursue normal program-
ming and non-involvement in
the community. “Soul radio,”
we advised, would have to come
to grips with the reality that

community,

the enormous power it wields,
through talking to more than
15 million blacks daily, places
it in a far different position
than any other member of the
communications family. Unlike
general market radio it could
no longer remain pure enter-
tainment and pay only partial
lip service to the demands of
the Federal Communications
Commission’s mandate to “in-
form, educate and uplift.”
During the past year sta-
tions in Atlanta, Montgomery,
Alabama, St. Louis, Kansas
City, Cleveland and other cities
have experienced a new type of
demonstration. Blacks

Siebel is quite something. People hearing him for the first time
often wonder what all the fuss is about. His music is so soothing,
so lyrical and good time that his expressive meaning lies beneath
it waiting until the ninth or 10th hearing before jumping out.
When it does, however, the result is awe; awe at the newness of
his angle of perception and his talent for expression. He’s pretty
smart. He’s also unpretentious and he has fine taste in back-up
musicians. Currently backing him up are David
Bromberg on guitar and dibro, Gary White on
bass and Jeff Gutcheon on piano.

On opening night there were plenty of miss-
ed notes, but the immense musical talent of all
three showed through, anyway. These parti-
cular musicians will be around for years,
creating while they play, and enjoying as they
play. Right now, though, the spotlight is on
Siebel and few have deserved it more. As both
a writer and a performer, in short as an artist, he is creative and

| talented, and needless to say commercial if handled with sufficient

respect.

Also on the bill, incidentally, is a wildly talented if not always
original rock group called the Chaping and a hilariously funny
comic named Adam Keefe who, as Henry Edwards said, is “every-
body’s fantasy of being a nightclub comedian.” It’s a good show.
Forthcoming to the club are Tim Hardin and the Irish Rovers.

A very different kind of performer who made his first appear-
ance in memory at Shepheard’s last Tuesday is Andy Kim. Kim’s
entire strength lies in his personality which is a witty, palatable
sort aided by a kind of classic Jewish good looks. Until now he
has been known for his excellently produced (Jeff Barry) records
and ‘his co-authorship of “Sugar Sugar.”

Kim, it was explained, is now ready for the “adult” audience
and strange as it sounds to so dogmatically pursue an audience,
he is likely to be an enormous success in the supper club circuit.
One of the interesting things about the Kim ‘‘change” is the
rarity of such moves nowadays. The “underground” music for
music’s sake concept has become policy for most big companies
and Kim, good at what he does, may well be the last of a breed.

The Sunday New York Times did a fine article on two albums.
Norman Greenbaum’s “Spirit In the Sky” is one. Greenbaum was
leader of Dr. West’'s Medicine Show. Eric Jacobsen collaborated
for three months of rehearsal and recording. “Junior Cadillac”
is about the neighborhood tough guy; “Tars of India” is advice
to nascent rock stars; “Alice Bodine” is about a long-departed
girlfriend; and, of course, there is the current breaking single,
“Spirit In the Sky.” Jacobsen has set each song individually—
in the context of an overall sound. Like that of the good-timey
Lovin’ Spoenful (which Eric did), this music rocks energetically
but never takes its own kineticism too seriously. It is the music
which makes the album work, and it is as much Jacobsen’s as
it is Greenbaum’s.

Jerry Ragavoy’s contribution to the album “Stay With Me” by
Lorraine Ellison is even more telling. Ragavoy’s work is admired
by soul connoisseurs of both races, and his reputation among
hip white fans of black music is so firm that Paul Butterfield
chose him to produce the Butterfield Band’s latest album. Lor-
raine is a gospel-based singer reminiscent of Aretha Franklin.
The hard-wailing ballad “Stay with Me” has become an under-
ground classic in Harlem. Nine of the 11 cuts in the LP are heart-
felt explorations of the persistence of pain. Ragavoy plans a
third album which will cut back on the strings and allow his
singer to break her rich voice into something fast and funky.

NEW YORK — “I'm a late-
bloomer,” laughed Florence
Henderson, a zingier, swinger,
mini-er gal than her high Cs
would suggest.

Standards Set For
Newport Jazz Festival

The Newport Jazz Festival,
set for July 10, 11 and 12, en-
ters its 17th year more aware
than ever of its leading role
as a setter of high musical
standards for other music fes-
tivals.

Producer George Wein com-
bined optimism about the state
of jazz with a reflective mood
as he considered plans for this
year’s festival in that light of
the recent spate of pop and rock
festivals as epitomized by
Woodstock.

“This year’s festival is going
to be a jazz festival for every-
one who loves jazz,” he said.
“Last year we tried an ex-
periment and attempted to
combine stock with jazz. It was
a valid experiment musically.
The rock musicians, especially
those from England, consider-
ed it a privilege to be asked
to perform on the same stage
with all of the great artists
who have created a great mu-
sical tradition at Newport over
the years. The jazz musicians
were interested in soaking up
some of the rock feeling and
communicating with the young-
er generation which is so vital
and involved in music.

“What happened, however,
overwhelmed this musical con-
cept. So many rock fans came
who were more interested in
‘the scene’ and ‘a happening’
which had nothing to do with
the music that the musical
atmosphere, which has always
been the hallmark of Newport,
was destroyed, and more atten-
tion was paid to what went
on in the audience than to
what went on on-stage.

“My whole life has been
dedicated to music, and the
Newport Jazz Festival will

continue to present jazz to
everyone who wants to enjoy
one of America’s most signifi-

| cant and cherished art forms.

Jazz is open to young, old,
black, white, rich, poor. It
swings, it is musical, it has

important things to say about
America’s most pressing prob-
lem—the state of the black
man in our society—and it
continues to attract the cream
of the most creative young
musicians playing today. We

| owe it to these musicians and

their audience and ourselves
to produce the greatest jazz
festival Newport has ever seen
and to continue to set stand-
ards by which music festivals
should be run, be they jazz,
rock, folk, or classical.”

“This vear we will invite the
top jazz artists to Newport to
help us accomplish our goal.
We’re not interested in mass
‘scences’ or ‘happenings’ at the

Newport Jazz Festival. We are |

interested in music and people,

and we will do our best to
make this year’s festival a
musical event of the highest

quality open to everyone who
appreciates and enjoys indi-
viduality, creativeness and
great music,” Wein concluded.

creased public service to assist
black community groups, black
history and other changes.

Despite the employvment of
blacks as talent, the demon-
strators have bypassed the
black disks jockey and have
gone directly to management
to press their demands.

So the question is: Why this
new confrontation on the part
of the community?

After one has reviewed the
cases and pushed aside most of
the rhetoric offered by man-
agers that the action came
about due to outside agitators
(which 1s always a convenient
cop-out and an insult to the
community — for one is to be-
lieve that the community is un-
able to launch a constructive
protest), it comes out to the
simple truth that “soul music
is not enough.”

Blacks tuned to their favor-
ite soul station are concerned
about lack of heat in most
northern cities, welfare, edu-
cation aides, scholarships, jobs,
politics, their national and lo-
cal spokesmen, Black Panthers
and their treatment, schools
and education. They are hun-
gry for information and help.
They have learned that listen-
ing to the words ‘“Respect” as
recorded by many black artists
is no longer just a tune to
shout to “Right On Brother.”
The words suddenly and drama-
tically have new meanings for
them.

In his last message to the
black dj, the late Dr. King re-
ported, “l have come to appre-
ciate the role the radio an-
nouncer plays in the life or our
people. For better or for worse
you are opinion makers in the
community and it is important
that you remain aware of the
power which is potential in
your vocation. The masses of

Americans who ‘have been
denied and deprived educa-
tional and economic opportu-

nity are almost totally depend-
ent on radio as their means of
relating to society at large.
They are the thousands of peo-
ple who have come to feel that
life is a long and desolate cor-
ridor with no exit signs.”

FCC Commissioner Nicholas
Johnson, whose concern is for
the communications media to
live up to its responsibilities,
related at the disk jockey con-
vention, ‘“Negro oriented sta-
tions are being picketed by
young blacks who say, ‘Soul
music is not enough. The time
has passed, as Charles Evers
has said, when broadcasting’s
blacks can just ‘cuss white

46

people’ The time has come
for you to exercise yvour imagi-
nation, and your influence, to
inch Negro oriented radio
closer closer to its full poten-
tial of service to the needs of
22 million Americans. The time
is soon coming when other
blacks are going to rise up in
protest against the waste of
this most valuable resource.
When vour listeners are crying
out to understand and to be
understood, and yvou keep spin-
ning the Top 40, you may liter-
ally find yourself a modern day
electronic Nero, playing the re-
corded fiddle music while your
own Rome burns. As blacks you
have a personal stake, as well
as a professional pride, in pre-
venting the need for that pro-
test.”

In a country where there are
only 350 radio stations pro-
gramming to the black commu-
nity out of a total of more than
7,500, where there are only two
black daily newspapers and
less than 60 black weeklies,
radio becomes almost the total
means for blacks to learn and
become informed but it cannot
be done with playing soul hits
only.

McCracken cited the indus-
try’s increased ‘“cultural im-
pact on society which gives the
industry increased signifi-
cance.” He mentioned the
growth and maturity of the in-
dustry as promising but also
spoke of the many problems
and responsibilities to the na-
tion and the public which are
part of growth. He issued a call
for a greater show of unity
among RIAA members and for
the industry, whenever possi-
ble, to act with common pur-
pose.

Maitland Cited

Outgoing President Maitland
was cited by Brief for his “ac-
tive and dedicated leadership”
in the course of the last two
vears. He was presented with
a bust inscribed “Presented to
John K. (Mike) Maitland in
grateful acknowledgement of
his service, leadership and ded-
ication to the Recording Indus-
try Association of America.”

Irving B. Green also received
a bust of himself for his 18
years of service to the Asso-
ciation.

General Counsel Ernest S.
Meyers outlined RIAA’s activi-
ties on the legal front. The ma-
jor problem in this area is un-
authorized duplication of prod-
uct which he said was spread-
ing. To deal with this “piracy,”
RIAA has retained Jules Yarn-
ell and a staff to coordinate
tracing pirate product and,
where possible, encouraging
legal proceedings against pirate
operators. He asked all mem-
bers of the industry to contact
Yarnell if they are victimized
and hailed anti-piracy laws re-

cently enacted in New York,
California and pending in
Texas.

On the problem of copyright
revision, Meyers saw the action
of the Senate Judicial Sub-
committee Jan. 22 in re-
commending a strong copyright
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revision bill as a major step.
| He forecast a delay in enact-
ment of the legislation due to

|
| a combination of an early elec- |

tion vear adjournment of Con-
gress and anti-revision forces
exercising pressure.

Other areas of activity for
RIAA outlined by Brief in-
cluded the recent announce-
ment of the RIAA-sponsored
White House Record Library;
the RIAA Cultural Award
Dinner scheduled for March 18
| at the Washington Hilton
which will feature perform-
ances by Tony Bennett, Beverly
Sills and Charley Pride.

Of other concern is the Re-
gional Traffic Committee’s plan

for pool shipments which
would, in effect, lower freight
| rates for smaller companies.

Additionally, RIAA is active in
retaining the special postal
| rates granted sound recordings
in the face of privatization of
the Post Office Department. The
| Engineering Committee is con-
sidering standards for master
| recordings and a new statisti-
cal program featuring simpli-

fied reporting forms and
monthly and quarterly reports,
| including cassettes for the
| first time.
