The closed circuit show-
ings will be held Sunday, May

One of Keys

One of the keys to Gerson’s
thinking is that a record can
never be judged as commercial
product until its release. “Com-
mercial” merely defines what
happens to a successful record.
He judges talent by what he
calls magic. It has to knock
him out. “You cannot define
magic,” he says. “It is a rare
thing that happens to gifted
artists on stage and audiences
feel it.” It was this kind of
magic at the Fillmore East
that caused him to sign Great

Troubadour’s Pace-Setting Weston

New Personnel, Talent
Bolster Mercury LA

LLOS ANGELES — In recent
months, Mercury Record Corp.
has been strengthening its posi-
tion on the West Coast through
the addition of top-flight ad-
ministrative personnel and the
acquisition of new talent.

Last January Jeff Cheen, for-
mer Director of A & R at Tetra-
grammaton, joined Mercury’s
Los Angeles office at 6922 Holly-
wood as A & R Director. Since
then he has been active in
scouting the southern Cali-
fornia area for new acts, a move
that has resulted in the signing
of a number of highly-regarded
acts.

The corporation’s publishing
division has also been bolstered
through the addition of Bruce
Hirschhorn, as West Coast pro-
fessional Manager of MRC
Music.

And next week, Mercury will
establish its own publicity of-
fice in LA. under the direction
of Al Parachini, former United
Press International pop music
critic who for the past four
months has worked out of the
corporation’s home office.
“Right now I'm being very se-
lective in regard to the acts I'm
signing,” explains Cheen. “I’'m
out just abgut every night look-
ing at acts, and I see producers
and artists every day in my
office.”

Earth Island Example

A good example of the type
act Cheen is searching for is
Earth Island, whose first LP,
“We Must Survive,” has been
released on the corporation’s
Philips label. Diskery claims
Earth Island represents the first
ecology—oriented rock group to
be released on an album.

Earth Island is striving to
make the nation aware, through
their musie, of the dangers of
over-population, soil erosion,
air pollution, noise pollution,
inadequate garbage disposal
Mother Earth.

Earth Island, produced by
Californian Kim Fowley, plans

events such as teach-ing and
demonstrations. The group is
composed of Charles Doshier,
William Liska, Richard Vander
Voerdt and Nick Rush.

“Basically, we’re looking for
acts with originality,” says
Cheen. “We don’t want carbon
copies of other acts that are
making it.”

Among other artists signed
by Cheen since joining Mercury
are Randy Benjamin, a song-
whose single,
“Look at You Now,” was recent-
ly released; Simonshy, whose
novelty tune “The Bill Collec-
tor” is beginning to pick up
play on a number of stations;
Buck Ormsby, a Seattle artist
who once performed with the
Whalers, one of the Pacific
North West’s best-known; Rod
Evans, former lead singer for
the British group Deep Purple,
and Duke Baxter, a new solo
artist who is currently record-
ing.

While the number of new acts
are being developed in Los An-
geles, the area continues to
draw some of the corporation’s
top talent from other sections
of the country. One act that just
took up residence in LA is Taos,
one of Mercury’s brightest con-
temporary groups. Taos de-
veloped its style in Taos, New
Mexico, and now its members
have decided to spend some of
their time in LA. On May 6 the
group gets one of its biggest
breaks to date when it opens a
five-night stand at Whiskey a
g0 go.

A number of acts Mercury
has under contract also call LA
their home. Among them is
Buddy Miles, Mercury’s super
drummer who has just put to-
gether a new nine-man group
which is finishing up a new LP.
The album, called “Them
Changes,” is a result of his hit
single of the same title.

White Whale’s the Dillards |

are a quartet of musicians from
the Ozarks who migrated to Los
Angeles in 1962.

Except for one replacement
and one addition, today’s Dil-
lards are the original group.
The addition is drummer Paul
York, added in 1969, and the
replacement is Herb Pedersen,
who came out from Nashville in
1968 to replace Douglas Dillard,
who has his own group, Dillard
and the Expedition. Rodney Dil-
lard, Dean Webb and Mitch
Jayne are the original members
who formed the group in Salem,
Mo.

The real element of the Dil-
lard sound is involved with the
coalition of country and pop
music. It is so dependent on the
dynamies of lyric and music
that it has to be listened to,
rather than written about, and

| is in a constant state of change.

The setup is as follows: Rod- '

ney Dillard, guitar, dobro;
Herb Pedersen, guitar, Nash-
ville guitar and banjo; Dean
Webb, mandolin; Mitch Jayne,
bass; and Paul York, drums.

In order
to outlive the fall of the folk
music fad, whieh never quite
got as deep as bluegrass (at its
very deepest), the group had to
present a solid front of com-
municable feeling for its audi-
ence. It would be reasonable to
say that the Dillards reached
more urban audiences with a
basically rural sound than any
group except Flatt and Scruggs,
who had nationwide exposure
on the “Beverly Hillbillies”
show. The Dillards played the

Began to Experiment

Rodney Dillard, the group’s
leader and music arranger, be-
gan to experiment with differ-
ent harmonies and different
rhythm patterns, still utilizing
four of the instruments that
give bluegrass its identifying
sound. The first result of this
experimentation cropped up in
the “Dillards Live . . . Almost”
album in the form of a sony
called “There Is a Time,” and
culminates in their latest al-

Actually,
the last two albums on the
Elektra label were the Dillards
getting it together, finding out
just what sort of things they
wanted to say in their songs,
and just how they wanted to
perform them.

Lead guitarist Warren Ent-
ner first envisioned the group
while travelling through Tur-
key. When he returned to the
states, he added drummer Rick
Coonce and guitarist Rob Grill.
Later, organist Dennis Provisor
joined them.

They played the usual round
of lame beer bars in San Fer-
nando. Then, the “Summer of
Love,” 1967, came around. Four
guys ambled onstage at the
first Devonshire Downs Pop
Festival. sharing a bill with
acts like the Doors and the
Byrds, and blew the audience
away. That day gave the Grass
Roots a foot in the door of
“California,” “San Francisco”
or “underground” music.

They Blew It

Then they blew it.

“Let’s Live for Today” sold
a million copies in 1967, and
that finished them as a “pro-
gressive” group.

Not that it seems to bother
them much. They play concerts
constantly, 135 a year on the
average, and are considerably
less concerned with their image
than with their performance.

Entner said, “We do more in-
strumentals on stage, improvise
a bit more. In the studio, when
we are recording, we work
within a fairly rigid frame-
work. On stage we feel free to
let the music carry itself, set
up a mood. The most important
thing to us during a live per-
formance is to stay aware of
the audience and what they’re
up to, and to be sensitive to
their changing moods. We often
restructure a set in the middle
of a performance because we
feel that different music would
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be more effective with a cer-
tain crowd at a certain time.”

One Gold Disk a Year

They have produced one gold
record a year (for example,
“Wait a Million Years” and

Lee Michaels:
Man on Move

LOS ANGELES — Lee
Michaels, now finishing his
fourth album for A&M, has
epitomized the hard, driving
California music and lifestyle
to many fans. Until recently a
local phenomenon, Michaels,
using only drummer Frosty as
accompanist, has become a rock
sensation, and the 24-year-old
musician now draws sell-out
crowds to such places as the
huge Anaheim Convention Cen-
ter and the Fillmore auditori-
ums East and West.

Born in Los Angeles

Born in Los Angeles
Michaels was five when “I first

| started banging on things. At

six 1 started playing piano, and
at seven started instruction in
piano and accordion. I also
played sax and trombone.”
During his early school years,
Lee was into horns, not playing
any keyboard instruments for
six or seven years. Finally, in
1962, he began playing with a
local high school rock band.
“Nobody sang,” he remembers,
“just played. We changed our
names every month, and at
times we didn’t even have one.”

Dropped Out

He attended college in Fresno
briefly, then, finding nothing in
the pedantics of academic

| music, dropped out to start gig-

ging the bar circuit around
Fresno. During this time, he ac-
quired his first organ, and then
joined a band called the “Sen-
tinels.” Michaels toured Amer-
ica with them, eventually end-
ing up in Canada.

Split for San Francisco

“In Canada everybody got
draft notices but me and the
drummer. The drummer joined
another group, and I split for
San Francisco, where I started
working pizza parlors playing
organ.”

The drummer came back to
San Francisco, and asked
Michaels to join a group called
Joel Scott Hill. In San Jose,
Michaels caught a performance
of Jefferson Airplane, and “they
freaked me out so much with
their originality” that he
dropped out of the group to do
his own kind of music.

Back in San Francisco
Michaels started his own group,
called Lee Michaels. A year and
a half later, after paying the
usual musician’s dues, A&M con-
tacted Michaels for an audition.
He signed with them, recorded
as a group and eventually
evolved to his current status.

Tuff Crow

NEW YORK—Crow, the Mid-
west heavy group which scored
nation-wide with “Evil Woman,”
made its New York debut at
Ungano’s last week and brought
with them a raw, vet very tight
brand of rock and roll music.
Crow, unlike many other groups
which have come down the same
proverbial pike, is not a mere
rhythm machine but a very well
integrated jamming and song
producing unit.

Singer Dave Wagner has the
ability to arbitrarily filter his
voice in one of several different

fashions so Crow really should |

be considered as having many
different lead singers. Dick Wie-
gand’s guitar work was notable
in the absence of unneeded flash,
something quite unusual for a
band in the “heavy” sound cate-
gory. The real standout of the
group is Dennis Caswell, a
drummer of boundless energy
who plays a most impressive set
of perfectly symmetrical home-
made drums.

“Slow Down,” the old Larry
Williams classie, was one of the
gems of their performance. It
was a case of that old driving
beat brought up to date with
nothing lost in the transition.

Their flair for old rock was
again shown on the FEverly
Brothers’ “Gone Gone Gone”

which was given a funky, slow
blues treatment.

“Evil Woman” was a knock-
out and their latest Amaret sin-
gle, “Cottage Cheese,” was one
of their best efforts musically.
It is a song with something for
everyone: the big beat, hypnotic
theme, freaky break, raunchy
lyric sung in the spirit in which
they were written, and a long
well-constructed, attention-main-
taining, orgasmic drum solo.

Crow’s spirit and music calls
for a revival of the word “tuff,”
as this is the only appropriate
label for their work.

What sort of man reads Playboy?

An inoccous question, to be sure, but one that appears each
month on page 79 or 89 of that journal.

Ok, so analyze the reader. Urban, moderately wealthy, a lover
of the finer things and all the other statistics Playboy’s consumer
analysis department has been feeding the public over the last
decade.

But there’s been an added facet lately: the realm of pop music.
As it filters more and more into our varied life styles, it affcts
everybody in one form or another. And it does affect the Playboy
reader.

Check out the record review section lately? Before it was
primarily devoted to Tijuana Brass sounds and perhaps some
light jazz. Now, rock and blues make up more than half of the
selections.

And the magazine’s annual reader Jazz & Ppo Musicians poll.
And their frequent feature articles on pop music celebrities . . .
lately including Ravi Shanker, Mick Jagger, and bluesman Furry
L.ewis. An article on luscious Linda Ronstadt, complete with
Playboy’s own style of photo layouts will grace the magazine’s
pages later in the year.

But perhaps the best thing the magazine (or, rather, its creator
and mastermind, Mr. Hefner) has done is its heavy inclusion of
rock and pop people in its syndicated television series, “Playboy
After Dark.”

A good-sized cross-section of the pop world have made appear-
ances on the show during its rst season, including such as Joe
Cocker, Steppenwolf, Ray Charles, Deep Purple, Three Dog Night,
Country Joe and the Fish and the aforementioned Miss Ronstadt.
Several of them have done this show instead of any number of
big-name network shows losing out in the monetary department,
but at least having the assurance that they wouldn’t have to go
through the lip-synch, “play your hit single” routine that charac-

terizes the majority of the shows that’ll sometimes give haven to |

pop-stars.

The mood on the Playboy show is unfluxuatingly festive, both
on and off stage. Aside from their playing segments, the mu-
sicians spend the majority of their time on the set either rapping
with the “unique” cross-section of individuals the program
brings together (actors, models, architects, bunnies, ministers,
etc.) or sampling the unending supply of food and drink that
surrounds the set. The easy-going atmosphere, combined with a
minimum of retakes and rehearsals, makes it quite a relaxing
experience, for both the artist and his audience. Needless to say,
this has resulted in some of the best television pop performances
going.

Other shows should take note.

Put together four or five of the best musicians in the world.
on one particular instrument, on a single album and you have
the makings for a lot of musical excitement.

Such is the case in two recently-released albums; one featur-
ing the pedal steel guitar, the other the jazz violin.

The pedal steel guitar is really just coming into its own as an
instrument of musical variety. It’s no longer stereotyped as sim-
ply (and only) a part of the country music scene. Groups like
Poco and the Flying Burrito Brothers are incorporating it more
and more into a full-rock context. A new Elektra album, ‘Suite
Steel,” features a coming-together of the most respected steel
guitarists in the industry, including Rusty Young from Poco,
Sneaky Pete from the Burritos, and sessionmen Red Rhodes,
Buddy Emmons and Jay Dee Maness. The musice, a combination
of “hit sounds” and original material, effectively shows the var-
iety and degrees of musicianship inherent in that instrument.

The other album, on Prestige, is called “Violin Summit” and
features, without a doubt, the four greatest jazz violinists ever

John Davidson Lets Sunshine In

NEW YORK-—John Davidson
debuted at the Waldorf’'s Em-
pire Room last week (27) with
one of the most cheerful acts
around—those dimples are hard-
ly the accessories for “pollution
rock.”

The lad is an unusual “hap-
pening” for these serious but
sometimes too serious times: his
approach to entertaining is a
thoroughly positive one, and,
mostly, so are the results. He
has a sturdy, “legitimate”-type
baritone which in his current
engagement he uses mainly for
contemporary pop songs, fre-
quently giving them a showecase
of such skilled musicianship
that they acquire a new lease
on life—especially for the over-
30s who may not pick up on some
of the rock acts which have
scored on record with the tunes.

If the Columbia Records star
had been born, say, a couple of
decades ago, he undoubtedly
would have become almost in-
stantly one of the biggest stars
in the business, especially in
motion pictures. The late Louis
B. Mayer, who ran Metro-Gold-
wyn-Mayer, then the Moby Dick
of movie studios, and who had
a penchant for hiring all-Amer-
ican types like Van Johnson and
June Allyson, would surely have
glommed onto the blonde, boy-
ish, squeaky clean (but not sap-
py dull) young minister’s son.
And Mayer would have gotten
more than he bargained for, be-
cause John is also talented.

Davidson already has proved
in a couple of films that he can

project personality and read a
| line decently, and he is proving
| further in his current, more
versatile stint that he is also a
handy man with a joke. He did
quite a bit of talking on opening
night, some of it planned and
some of it unplanned—such as
when the mike didn’t work for
his first number, or when his
fingers didn’t work at first for
his guitar turn, or when his
sense of direction didn’t work
introducing the leader of the
house band. He was on top of it
all, dimples undaunted, with a
quick, often funny, only occa-
sionally too slick authority.

Armed with the expert con-
ducting of Everett Gordon plus
sterling arrangements, and once
in a while accompanying him-
self not only on guitar but ban-
jo, Davidson was a consistently
diverting performer. He clicked
with his latest record, “Five

there—an unsurprising program
vivified by his effortless rendi-
tions and ingratiating manner.

If the nation is not in the
mood at present to make John
Davidson the superstar he might
have been in another, more in-
nocent era (at 27, he can still
make it), it has made him a
star. One whose message of sun-
ny optimism may be even more
valuable today than in other
times. —Doug McClelland

Right now RCA has the
Broadway version of “Hair” on
the market, as has hardly to be
told.

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The Phenomenai Growth of 'Hair’

This month marks the second
birthday of perhaps the most
successful show in the history
of the Broadway theater,
“Hair.” The phenomenal suc-
cess of this trend-setting mu-
sical has been accomplished in
less time than any other show
in theatrical history and “Hair”
undoubtedly could become the
all-time champ in ensuing
Yyears.

A look at the statistics gar-
nered by “Hair” in just two
years staggers the imagination.

Whatever the reason, it is a
