The Weinberg vethod

By BOB MOORE MERLIS

NEW YORK — Audio engi-
neer Fred Weinberg has had
a consuming interest in sound
since he was seven years old
and living on a farm in Colom-
bia (South America). He has
been an engineer for the past
11 years and currently works
at A & R Studios.

Recently Anvil released his
first record as an artist, “The
Weinberg Method of Non-Syn-

| thetic Electronic Rock.” The

LP is a sample of his interest
in “taking everyday sounds,
cutting them apart, speeding
them up, flipping them over,
in other words doing every-
thing with natural sound that
can be done.” He has exten-

| sively researched the field of

sound and what can be done
with sound and keeps a run-
ning record of what can be
done and how.

He described his album as
“a whole different concept.” He
compared his work with syn-
thesizers by contrasting build-
ing your own house (Weinberg
Method) to buying one (syn-
thetic). With his engineering
experience he has every fre-
quency represented on the mas-
ter tape from which the album
came. He took the tape home
and proceeded to blow out his
speakers and activate his elec-
tronic garage door.

Because he grew up in South

America where all the sound |

was “natural,” he has become
the leading engineer for Latin
product and also produces a
fair amount himself. He has
had offers to become a full-time
producer but he says, “I dig
engineering too much.” He has
worked with such luminaries as
Wes Farrell, Jeff Barry. Lou
Christie, Andy Kim, La Lupe,
Sen. Dirksen, the Illusion and
Joe Cuba. He is currently work-
ing on movie soundtracks for
“The Jogger” and ‘“Peace Is.”

His commercial achievements
include the famous Excedrin
“heartbeat” spot and one for
New York Telephone on which
he figured out how to make
phone bells become music. One
spot he did for Gulf featured
the sound of an atomic bomb.

Weinberg’s motto is, “I want
to hear every sound there is.”
“The Weinberg Method” lets
us in on a few of these, and
he has just started work on
another album which he prom-
ises will really be something to
hear.

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Garry Sherman 'Purlie’
Music Supervisor
Ampex LP 'Best Since 'Fair Lady’’

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK — Ampex Rec-
ords’ ‘“Purlie” «cast LP was
dubbed “the best original cast
album since ‘My Fair Lady’”
by John S. Wilson of the New
York Times recently, a citation
to be reckoned with.

Part of the reason, one has
to assume, is Garry Sherman,
who served the show as “music
supervisor,” a new slot for
Broadway creative forces.

(Andy Wiswell produced the
LP.)

Sherman explained to Rec-
ord World last week that he
had been involved with “Pur-
lie” from just about the time
that his two friends and long-
time colleagues Gary Geld and
Peter Udell began writing the
tuner.

“There is a philosophy to a
Broadway show. You have to
have a eoncept from inception
right through to the recording
of the cast album, how best to
relate to the audience from
start to finish. When you cut
that album, you have to ask
vourself a number of questions.
Are you cutting a pop record?
Or are you cutting a record-
ing of exactly what happens
in the theater? Are you going
for something new? Or are you
putting a microphone in the
best seat in the house?”

Sherman kept this in mind,
along with the other aspects
of the show he had to super-
vise—hand-picking the orches-
tra, hand-picking the chorus,
selecting conductor Joyce
Brown to work under him.

“All of the musicians in the
orchestra are recording studio
musicians—a tight group. If I

behind him, Sherman is un-
certain whether he will super-
vise another show. “It’s the
hardest thing I've ever done—
sometimes 20 hours a day for
seven days.”

There may be no time for
him to do another show. First
of all, he’s been scoring and
supervising the scores of an
increasing number of movies
since his first job in 1961
“Shadow of Evil.” Last year he
worked on “Midnight Cowboy”
and “Alice’s Restaurant.”

He also is one half of the
Sherman-Kahan jingle factory
(Stanley Kahan 1is the other
half) and numbers among his
accounts Coca Cola, Esso and
Certs.

Sherman keeps his hand in
record producing also and is
currently finishing off a concept
album with Gene Pistilli of
Cashman, Pistilli and West,
which will be called “Street
Song Symphony.” The musical
composition is one of a series
of experiments in symphonic

form that Sherman has been |

conducting for years. “I'm al-

The Pink Floyd have been contemporary trend-setters since
their inception in 1966.

They were the first British group to travel with their own, self-

contained light show . . . this during the world-wide ‘“flower-
ipower” period of several years back.

They were also the first real “underground” group, attracting
a devoted legion of fans (or Floyd Freaks, as they’ve been known
to call themselves) while playing primarily in underground clubs
and not placing a high value on the “hit single” route to success.
They’ve become successful (if their current double-album on
the charts is any criterion) by virtue of playing the music
they’ve wanted to play.

It hasn’t always been this way. In fact, during their first
American tour, they were torn between delv-
ing deeper into their new-found outer-space
musical motif or succumbing to the audience’s
requests for their several short, almost-com-
mercial tunes. The Floyd chose a little of
both, not really succeeding to their potential
in either area.

Their current American tour, however,
makes one forget any lapses in judgment in
the past and presents the British group as
one of the most innovative and technically
superior groups on the scene. And they’re accomplishing this
by being highly selective on their gigs; playing about half-as-
many dates as the standard tour usually consists of and appear-
ing alone on the bill . . . sort of “An Evening with Pink Floyd.”

The reasoning for the above stems from the inherent technical
nature of the group, They make more use of electronics (as op-
posea to electricity), tape devices and multi-channeled sound re-
production (both on record and in person) than all of their con-
temporaries combined. And to have this sound come out to
perfection, an awful lot of setting-up and testing is necessary.
This would be virtually impossible if they were sharing a bill
with two other groups; there’d be too much moving of equipment
on stage and not enough time. In any case, the group and the
audience would suffer. That's essentially what happened during
prior Floyd tours.

But not this time.

With enough time and space to work with, the Floyd have
brought to America their newly-formulated Azimuth Coordinator,
an electronic sound system which makes use of the quadrophonic
sound principle; in other words, the sound emits from four chan-
nels instead of the regular two with stereo. Thig “wrap-around-
sound” is exactly the vehicle Pink Floyd has needed all along
to best convey their highly eclectic, highly galactic journeys.

The idea of a one-man show is not unique in rock. The higher-
priced acts (Hendrix, Led Zeppelin, Doors, etc.) have been do-
ing it continuously, usually succeeding, however, more in dem-
onstrating their self-indulgence than in showcaseing their talents,
So the one-artist gig has its limitations; it's most successful with

truly creative and muli-talented assemblages . . . like the Floyd.
* * *

Granted, that’s the movies. But the same thing is starting to
happen in rock. Some of the more widely-known critics are be-
coming musicians.

A West Coast group called Christopher Milk
is fronted (on drums) by critic John Mendelsohn. And there’s
a British assemblage headed by critic Roger Beckers, called the
Thrifties (whose theme song is “If I Sit Down With My Sitar,
Should I Stand Up With My Git-Tar?”).

“everybody to do something as
climactic in their lives,” as this
has been to his life.

Newbury has an honest coun-
try feeling and an easygoing
style with an underlying inten-
sity. As it happens, he is a very
appealing entertainer with an
excellent voice and a good
sense of humor.

Roxy, which followed Mickey
Newbury, is an Elektra group
which, at least live, impresses
one as being schizoid in its
collective personality. They
started their set with acoustic
material presented in an al-
most retiring manner. This was
followed by the rock part of
their act characterized by tight
pants, chunky rhythms, hair-
tossing and body squirming.
The transition, though a bit
startling, was quite effective
and served to awaken a few
hypnotized members of the
audience.

Roxy’s music is brash, loud,
repetitious and technically of
good quality. They are a group
of very little intellectual pre-
tense, but do possess a modi-
cum of musical ingenuity. In
other words, they have the
capacity to make you feel all
right and this, one supposes,
is the reason for their popu-
larity.

Capitol Tour a Success

LONDON—The Capitol Cara-
van has just completed a tour I
of 12 cities and nine countries
around the Continent, spon-
sored by Capitol Records in
association with Mervyn Conn. |
Featuring Buck Owens and the
Buckaroos, Tex Ritter and the
Boll Weevils, Wanda Jackson,
the Hagers, Billy Jo Spears and
Buddy Alan, with your corre-

spondent as Master of Cere-
monies. We visited Munich,
Copenhagen,
Gothenbourg,
Oslo, Trond-
heim, Liver-
pool,  Stock-

holm, Belfast,
Dublin, Glas-
gow, Amster-
dam and Lon-
don.
It is difficult
say that
any one city showed the great-
est amount of enthusiasm but
overall, the Scandinavian cities
seemed the most enthusiastic.
While in Oslo, the show was
not only transmitted on radio
and television but a recording
was made at the same time for
a Capitol LP by Buck Owens
and the Buckaroos, with Earl
Ball of Capltol in charge of pro-
duction. During the evening
Buck was presented with five
silver disks as well as a beau-
tiful Cardigan. In Gothenbourg,
Swedish television televised
the show for future transmis-
sion. From the modern country
sounds of the Hagers to the
more traditional material of
Tex Ritter, there was some- |
thing of interest for everyone.
Tex Ritter had to miss out on
the Scandinavian cities, having
to fly to Washington, D.C., to |
attend the White House Recep-
tion held by President Nixon |
for Country Music Stars on
Friday, the 17th, but was able
to rejoin us in Liverpool for the
remainder of the tour.

Although Billie Jo Spears,
the Hagers and Buddy Alan
were relatively unknown to
European audiences, by the
time they had completed their
stint on stage, they had cer-
tainly made their mark.

You can well imagine the re-
ception given to such estab-
lished stars as Wanda Jackson,
Tex Ritter and Buck Owens!
What surprised many of the

performers was the fact that
the audiences in such far-away
places as Trondheim and Goth-
enbourg were so familiar with
their recorded material.

One of the amusing incidents
was the first time we heard the
slow hand clap in Munich, our
first date. This turned out to
be just the opposite of what
most of us associated it with
over there. It is considered the
highest compliment an audi-
ence can pay an artist.

In the various countries we
visited, Capitol had issued an
LP called the Capitol Caravan
featuring tracks by various
artists on the tour. This tied in
with window displays and pos-
ters. The variety of halls
where the concerts were held
was quite amazing from the
crystal - chandeliered elegance
of the Concertgebow of Am-
sterdam to the Boxing Ring
(minus ropes), of the Dublin
National Stadium. Neverthe-
less, the cheers were just as
loud and lusty regardless of
the surroundings.

Summing up I would say that
this tour will be of great value
to all the artists concerned re-
garding future record sales.
Marvyn Biesel, International
representative for Capitol who
accompanied the tour, was very
pleased with the response all
along the way. When speaking
to the representatives of the
various country music associa-
tions in Scandinavia and Ire-
land, I was very impressed with
the enthusiasm and growing
popularity of country music in
the various cities in which we
appeared. There is no doubt
that personal appearances of
this nature are of tremendous
value to both the recording
companies and the stars who
appear on these tours.
