Okun 'Songs of Sixties'
Published by Times

NEW YORK—Arranger-pro-
ducer Milt Okun has compiled a
songbook, including over &80
tunes, called “The Great Songs
. . . of the Sixties,” that the
New York Times will publish
in October.

Herbert Nagourney, Associ-
ate Director of the New York
Times, made the announcement
at a press conference last week,
noting that the musical tome,
with an introduction by Tom
Wicker, will be the Times’ first
wholly - independent publishing
venture.

Random House will distribute
the book, which will sell at a
suggested retail price of $14.95.

Okun, who spoke at the lun-
cheon, said that the musical fer-
ment of the ’60s, which sur-
passed that of previous decades
in his estimation, prompted his
venture. “If you'd told me a
few years ago that I, somebody
who’d always been interested in
folk music, would be compiling
a list of popular songs, I'd have
said that was ridiculous,” he
said.

Okun reported that, with the
exception of one song, he re-
ceived <complete cooperation
from artists and publishers con-
cerned with the songs he se-
lected.

Among the songs are four
each by John Lennon and Paul
McCartney, Bob Dylan, Burt
Bacharach and Hal David and
Paul Simon—the songwriters he
considers the most important
of the decade.

Among Songs

Among the songs included
are “Alfie,” “Blowin’ in the
Wind,” ‘*‘Both Sides Now,”

“Bridge Over Troubled Water,”
“l Want to Hold Your Hand,”
“1 Wish I Knew How It Would
Feel to Be Free,” “The Impos-
sible Dream,” ‘“Leaving, on a
Jet Plane,” ‘“Like a Rolling
Stone,” “Moon River,” ‘“Mrs.
Robinson,” “Never on Sunday,”
“Ode to Billy Joe,” ‘“People,”

NEW YORK — Queen Book-
ing Corp.. a rapidly expanding
organization, has recently add-
ed Sammy Davis and Chuck
Jackson to its long roster of
talent.

Record World spoke to Mur-
ray Swartz, the agency’s Sec-
retary-Treasurer, about these
and other developments in
what has so far been the most
important (if not the only)
booking agency not only to
book black acts but to be
staffed and run by black per-
sonnel.

QB(’s genesis was in the
field of management. Company
President Ruth Bowen was
Dinah Washington’s manager,
Swartz was involved with
Jerry Butler, the Impressions
and others, and both were con-
cerned with the way other
agencies handled the acts
which they managed. So they
started their own agency, hop-
ing merely to service their
own acts. What grew out of
this modest enterprise is now
a thriving company which is
opening offices in Las Vegas
and expanding its facilities in
New York.

The growth the

of agency

has occurred simultaneously
with the growth of its stars,
with each stimulating the
other. Attractions like Aretha
Franklin and the Dells have
been working with Ruth Bowen
and the QBC for a long time,
and the firm is at the point now
where they must expand sim-
ply to meet the needs of their
current clientele. At the same
time, according to Swartz,
they hope to keep as much of
the family image which has
made them famous as possible.
(For instance, the new offices
will replace the traditional con-
ference room with a living
room setting.)

As for future direction, the
major expansion now under-
way will hopefully allow the
agency to handle new acts,
possibly including hard rock
groups and other white acts.
Swartz emphasized that they
have not done this in the past
simply because they did not
have the facilities or person-
nel, noting that “the worst
thing we could do is sign an
act and then not give them at-
tention.” He also pointed out
that Mrs. Bowen has been a
tremendous force in the mount-
ing success of the Queen Book-
ing Corp.

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'‘Outlaw Media’ Proposed
At Alternative Meet

By BOB MOORE MERLIS

The Alternative Media Proj-
ect conference held in rural
Vermont last week wasn’t all
fun and games. Much serious
discussion and debate were
held regarding the record busi-
ness and alternative (to profit
motivated) means of communi-
cation.

The workshop titled “Free
Enterprise & the Cultural Rev-
olution” saw skillful guerilla
theater engineered by WBAI's
Bob Fass and friends which
was an uniquely successful
manipulative device. It gave
the meeting structure and di-
mension. Fass carried his rou-
tine so far that he had to be
wrestled to the ground and
bodily ejected from the meet-
ing after a while. One can only
surmise that this was his ini-
tial intention.

The chaos which typified the
start of the meeting was called
“reflective of urban insanity”
by one participant. She added,
“You can’t run away from it.”
The workshop settled down to
a look at the imprisonment of
Timothy Leary, among others,
and ended in a calming group
chant of “Om” which itself
ended with talk of a more ex-
citing and evocative nature.

“There’s a revolution going
on; what are you doing here?”,
was the view of one man. “The
media thinks it’s special, elite.
It’s not CBS or Atlantic Rec-
ords, it’s the people in the com-
munity we have to relate to.”

The suggestion was made
that “radio and records are
tools which must be used”
without the medium corrupt-
ing the message. A call was
issued for new form media
which was called “outlaw me-
dia.” These means of communi-
cation would include news-
papers which pay no taxes;
radio stations set up in trucks
and buses which would have
no F.C.C. licences; festivals
without permits; and records
without profit.

Workshop Attracts Many

Another workshop, an exami-
nation of the relationship of
recording companies and the
underground press, attracted
many industry people. Richard
Robinson, Director of A&R for
Kama Sutra, pointed out the
similarities between R & B,
Top 40 and FM progressive
programming. His comment
was, “They’re all playing the
same game.” Steve Harris of
Elektra expressed the feeling
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that the underground press is
not all that vital to record
sales and most industry people
and former industry people
tended to agree that airplay is
the one simple key to sales.

Robinson opined, *“Is the art-
ist part of your revolution? I
doubt it.” He pointed out that
big advances and sales are
part of ego gratification for the
artists. The statement drew
heavy criticism from many par-
ticipants.

Question of How To . ..

The question of how to get
records to people with becom-
ing “another record company”
then presented itself. The prob-
lem was laid out as follows:
“Our energy is in the music,
but this energy gets siphoned
off by the very companies
which isolate the artists from
the community through their
need to make a profit.” Another
man put it this way: “We must
ask ourselves how we can get
music, which is a revolution-
ary force, to the people without
a profit.”” Co-op and movement
record labels and means of dis-
tribution were then discussed.

Apocalyptic Vision

One person had an apoca-
lyptic vision of the future of
record companies which he di-
rected to the industry people
present (Eleuthera, Elektra,
Douglas, Atlantic, Kama Sutra,
Vanguard, Blue Thumb) : “You
will create a colossal put-on
and dupe everybody. When they
realize what you have done, you
will fall.”

Douglas’ Kenny Schaefer saw
the problem in very practical
terms: “The freedom of the
record medium is governed, in
essence, by the freedom of the
radio medium—that’s our big-
gest problem.”

Traded Experiences

A workshop on the “Future
of Creative AM Radio” had
participants tradin g experi-
ences. Most had encountered
problems with advertisers.
Owners felt there would be a
loss in ad revenue if they
switched their format to free
form. One disk jockey com-
mented, ‘“We may lose some
accounts but we gain a lot mo-
rally.” He continued, ‘“The
management likes it when we
bring in the money and that’s
fine, but we’re here to serve
the community.”

Many found it difficult to get
cooperation from management

NEW YORK—Kasenetz and
Katz are currenly revamping
their label, Super K Records,
and groups Ohio Express,
Crazy Elephant, Music Explo-
sion and Kasenetz and Katz
Super Circus for a British ap-
proach.

The only act standing pat is
the 1910 Fruitgum Company.

According to Kasenetz &
Katz, “We realize after 45
chart singles and a lay-off of
the record scene for nearly six
months that it has become im-
portant that we begin again
with groups that are outstand-
ing musicians and vocalists
capable of setting lasting
images. The reason for the
British movement is that we
find it easier to communicate
with British artists. We are
going after a particularly new
sound and approach to the
record industry.

“We intend to release most
of our product in England first,
allowing us to have 10 differ-
ent artists with singles out at
the same time in different
countries. For example, we
have just released a Freddie
and the Dreamers single, ‘Su-
gsan’s Tuber, in France only,
and in one week it has hit the
charts and will soon be out in
Germany. This allows us to
test our records. All big Euro-
pean hits will be released on

Super K, as well as other
choice singles.”
“By turning our groups

European, it makes it easier to
promote singles in Europe as
well as giving the act enough
work and experience so that
when they come to the U.S.
they will be ready to mix with
the heavy acts. Our first re-
lease will be by Graham Gould-
man,” stated Kasenetz and
Katz.

The Vanguard album, “I Was So Much Older Then . . .7,
contains material by Bob Dylan, Leonard Cohen, Neil Young. It
is sung by Abraham Feinberg, Rabbi Abraham Feinberg now
70 years old.

The Rabbi is an incredible man, a true rebel, an honest
pursuer of human dignity. In 1930 he renounced organized
religion as “loaded with material glory and bereft of life” and
turned away from the pulpit. His sermon was quoted in both the
New York Times and Pravda. Turning to an early love of singing,
Rabbi Feinberg changed his name to Anthony Freme, and became
the Poet Prince of Radio to the tune of $1500 a week.

However, Hitler changed all that “frivolous” activity by
declaring war. The Rabbi explains, “[ just couldn’t endure the

thought that I was communicating on the radio
T songs about love/dove, however sincerely T felt
them, when Hitler was using the same medium
to emit poison all over the world. I just couldn’t
endure it. I got sick of myself and the role I
was playing.”

He changed his role and went back to the
Synagogue and has preached militant pacifism
ever since. In 1967 he went to Hanoi and talked
pexce with Ho Chi Minh. Since that time he
has continually led anti-war demonstrations
and has two books, one dealing with his per-
sonal upheavals, the other with his historical trip to North
Viet Nam.,

Despite his advanced age, Rabbi Feinberg finds himself allied
with the young, the most dissident. He states, somewhat uniquely,
“the older I get the more radical 1 become.”

Although he claims allegiance to pacifism, the Rabbi does not
believe in totally turning the other cheek. “I might say there are
situations where violence is inevitable.”

However, although he finds violence a possibility, the Rabbi
does not regard it as a favorable zlternative to constructive
action. “What can be done, and what is being done, is organiza-
tion. I conducted a Jewish service and Memorial tribute to the
Kent State Martyrs and I marched with Dr. Spock and the
others on May 8 and 9 at the White House. There was a signifi-
cant change in this demonstration, a change from all the others
I had attended. It was quieter, more thoughtful; a difference
in tone. The students have gone from demonstration to organiza-
tion, from the verbiage of protest to the writings of legal briefs.
Reasoning is taking place.”

Rock Radio '56-62
Recreated in Chess Series

[LOS ANGELES — Seven al-
bums comprising a year-by-
vear recreation of pop radio
from 1956 through 1962 are
being released on the Increase
label and distributed by Chess
Records under the title “A His-
tory of Rock znd Holl Radio
(Cruisin’ The Fifties and Six-
ties).”

Created by Increase Presi-
dent Ron Jacobs, the series
features 84 leading songs of
those seven years and seven of
the nation’s leading top disk
jockeys of that era, announced
Richie Salvador. executive vice
president of the Chess group of
labels.

Actual radio shows of that
time are recreated on the LPs,
including authentic radio com-
mercials, jingles, promotions,
news and weather. Jacobs pro-
duced the series with sedulous

attention to detail, spending
several months gathering all
the material for the albums

and visiting each of the mar-
kets to record the air person-
alities in the styvles they used.

The series will alsc be avail-
able on GRT 8-track cartridges
and cassettes.

The ’56 to ’62 period is highly
familiar to radio veteran Ja-
cobs, who built KILT in Los
Angeles into one of the major
outlets in the U.S. while he was
Program Director there for
four years. He produced the
widely acclaimed “History of
Rock and Roll,” the 48-hour-
long documentary which has

been heard over much of the
world and is included in the
Library of Congress, Lincoln
Center and the Juilliard School
of Music.

In support of the “Cruisin’
series,” (hess is launching a
giant promotion campaign in
all seven markets that will in-
clude ads in the local papers,
trades and underground media.
Three local radio spots a day
will run for ten days and 10,-
000 point-of-purchase pieces
will be set up. Contests will be
run in which listeners will
have the chance to win such
trophies as a 1958 car installed
with cartridge player.

Jacobs will tour distribu-
tors and radio stations to pro-
mote the albums with Richie
Salvador, Arnie Orleans, Chess
National Sales Manager, and
Chess Advertising and Mer-
chandising Manager Dick La-
Palm.

“We at GRT are extremely

pleased to be involved in this
project. Ron Jacobs’ success
with his rock and roll history
augers well for this new se-
ries, which is more than a mere
exercise in nostalgia. It is a
definitive history of a whole
pop radio era.”

refurbishing
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Versatile Isaac

NEW YORK — Isaac¢ Hayes
was up from Memphis last week
to receive his latest gold record
for “The Isaac Hayes Move-
ment,” his third Enterprise al-
bum, and to play an engage-
ment at the Apollo with Luther
Ingram.

Hayes first came to light as
a4 writer and producer with his
partner David Porter. Their
work with Sam and Dave is
legendary. In reality, Hayes
was always a singer and even
cut some records which didn’t
make it a few years ago. “They
didn’t think I was & commercial
enough singer back then,” he
remembers, so he turned to
writing and production,

Many think it odd that Hayes
seldom sings songs he has writ-
ten himself. He finds it “hard
to write for myself.” He ex-
plained, “I can write Sam &
Dave but I can’t sing it—I'm
more at ease doing my thing.”
Another paradox is Hayes’
classification by many as a jazz
artist. Some would consider him
a4 pop or soul singer. He stated,
“You can define jazz as a music
with blues roots and improvisa-
tion; I improvise my arrange-
ments sometimes, but [ don’t
really want to be categorized.
I try to inject all tvpes of music
into my work.”

He revealed that the decision
to record his first album, “Pre-
senting Isaac Hayes,” was done
when he had less than full con-
trol of his faculties. He and
other Stax staffers had attend-
ed a4 champagne party when
Duck Dunn and Al Jackson and
Hayes decided to fool around in
the studio and came up with the
album. He says, with a twinkle
in his eye, “If you listen to the
record, vou can tell [ was high.”

Complete Freedom

The concept of his best-sell-
ing “Hot Buttered Soul” album
evolved when Stax Vice Presi-
dent Al Bell gave Hayes com-
plete freedom on the album.
Hayes saw the album as “a
chance to do what 1 wanted to
do without any pressure on me”
and an opportunity “to really
put myself into it and express
myself.” His thought &t the
time was that he would have
been compietely satisfied even
if nobody had bought the al-
bum.

He revealed that his next al-
bum is basically complete and
will be in the same style as
“Hot Buttered Soul” and *“The
Isaac Hayves Movement.”

In the future, Hayes plans to
experiment a bit. He stated, “I

He splits
his studio work with concert
dates. One of his most impor-
tant this summer will take him
to the Hollywood Bowl Aug. 11.
He thought back quite a few
yvears to his first singing per-
formances. “My first gig was in
a joint up in Tennessee or Ar-
kansas. We had two guitar play-
ers, 4 harmonica player, a trum-
pet player and I sang and
played sax — it was strictly
blues.” He hopes to find his
original band and do a blues
album with them.

Club Review

Folk Spectrum Covered At Bitter End

NEW YORK — Both ends of
the folk music spectrum were
in evidence recently at the Bit-
ter End.

On one side was Tom Paxton,
poised, polished and sparkling
with the confidence and self-as-
surance that comes from being
a legend in his own time. Elek-
tra was on hand to record the
doings for a live album, a state
of affairs that does wonders for
an artist who thrives on audi-
ence participation. Paxton is an
honest-to-goodness super star
who is important not only for
his fine voice but also for his
brilliant musical statements.

His act allows his audience
to experience nearly the entire
gamut of human expression in
half an hour. He ranges from
the unabashed cynicism of
“Forest Lawn” through the
childlike reminiscence of “The
Marvelous Toy” and onward to
the biting “Talking Viet Nam
Blues.” There’s the tender love
of “Behold, I Give You the
Morning,” the thoughtful con-
cern of “Uncle Jack” and the
quiet desperation of the now
classic “Jimmy Newman.” Tom
Paxton is more than just a
super star, he is a super person.

On the other end of the scale
were newcomers Brewer &
Shipley, quiet, unassuming and
capable of large wonders. With
the frank, questioning quality
that seems to be the exclusive
property of youth, the Buddah
artists found no cow too sacred
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for analysis. “One Took Over
the Line,” “Freedom on the
Run” and “Incredible State of
Affairs” are merely the echos
of a generation that is unsatis-
fied with the reluctant answers

to its righteous questions.
Brewer & Shipley are very,
very good and require only a
little more exposure before
their in-person performances
equal the superior quality of
their current album, “Weeds.”
—Spence Berland.

To further his efforts to reach people and make them think
and care about the world in which they live, the Rabbi has re-
turned to music. T'he songs of today have a meaning that is
relevent to the times as the songs in the ’30s never did. No
longer is there a contradiction for a man of conscience and music.

“I responded to the songs on the album not because they said
anything in particular, but I think the combination has a message,
even if it’s nothing more than the joy of life that’s been given
you. To me the essence of happiness is being able to live on the
highest plane you are capable of . . . you might not always be
happy doing it, but that’s happiness.”

“Music in the ’30s was entertainment, not message. Today it
can still be entertainment but there’s no contradiction. That’s the
power of it. It’s a joy to listen to and at the same time it reflects
the true emotions, not the fabricated Hollywood Tin Pan Alley
emotions.”

McGrath, the lanky, smiling,
adult Sesame Street citizen,
sauntered over to 'Record World
last week to talk of his “Ses-
ame Street” activities, most
notably his Affinity (Stereo Di-
mension-distribbed) album cut
under the supervision of label
topper, Robert Allen. By more
than coincidence, Allen was
with McGrath.

“The people on the show have
been asked to endorse all sorts
of products and to become in-
volved with all sorts of proj-
ects,” McGrath reported, ‘“but
because of the nature of our
show, which is not just an-
other television show, we can’t
become involved in any ex-
ploitative enterprise. Our con-
tracts with the show prohibit
our endorsing any products. On
other matters, we are expected
to exercise our taste.”

“This album,” McGrath con-

tinued, referring to Allen’s
opus, “is the first album I’'ve
consented to do beside the

original cast album because I
think it extends the philosophy
of the show rather than dupli-
cate material we have already
done on the show. I don’t think
there has ever been a more
carefully - conceived children’s
album. There have been enter-
taining albums, of course, but
never, I think, an album that
contains the philosophy of this
album.”

“l intended the album as an
amplification of the possibili-
ties of the show,” Allen said.
The ‘“idea was to illuminate
and entertain at the same time.
Recently something has gone
out of life to an extent—joy.
‘Sesame Street’ has joy, and not
a Pollyanna joy. It’s the joy of
being receptive to the world.”

Songwriter Allen has written
a number of new tunes for his
album, some by himself, some
with Al Stillman or Bob Hil-
liard and expects they’ll be
incorporated into the next
“Sesame” shows. “You’ll notice
that none of the songs in-
cludes the word ‘they. Tt's all
‘I, ‘you, ‘we, ‘us’ and ‘our.
I1t’s the philosophy of individ-
ual fulfillment, dignity as a
person. It’s important that the
child realize he is important. In
fact that’s not limited to chil-
dren. After all, children are just
the microcosm of the adult.”

Single Coming

As of now, Allen will keep
his promotion of the album
discreet. He is planning to pro-
vide stores with full displays
and then figures to have the
package itself sell the album.

He calls the packaging “enter-
tainment-activity,” because
there are cut-outs and connect-
the-dots games and a general
do-it-yourself approach builtin-
to the jacket. Allen is go-
ing to release a single from
the album as well, “Groovin’
on the Sunshine.” “Will it be
a smash?”, Allen asked. “I
don’t know, but people are ex-
cited about it. It’s just impor-
tant that it’s happening, that
steps are being taken to spread
‘Sesame Street’ ideas.”

McGrath will also make as
many appearances as he can
fit in before “Sesame Street”
resumes its heavy second year
schedule (over 150 segments).
So far he and the cast members
have presided at all kinds of
children’s confabs and that in-
cludes block parties. McGrath,
who was one of Mitch Miller’s
singers for quite a while (he’s
trying to have Mitch worked
into the “Sesame Street” fab-
ric) and also carved quite a
singing career for himself in
Japan, said of “Sesame Street,”
“I’'ve done many wonderful
things in my career, bigger pro-
ductions, but I don’t think any-
thing to compare with what
I've done on ‘Sesame Street.
I’ve had things happen to me
you can’t buy.”

Allen, who has a number of
ambitious “Sesame” ideas for
McGrath running around his
head, echoed McGrath’s open
Sesame enthusiasm. “I get
credit for producing this al-
bum, but everybody got into
the production end, even the
kids had ideas. It’s everybody’s
production. I have never had
more fun on any project I've
ever worked on.”

NEW YORK — Brian Auger
and the Trinity, now recording
for RCA, are in New York to
begin a tour of the U. S., and
Brian dropped in at Record
World last week to talk about
his current musical happen-
ings. Having just finished a
mammoth tour of Germany, the
group is now coordinating a
tour of New York (they’ll be
at Ungano’s and the Action
House), Milwaukee, ‘Chicago
and other cities with the re-
lease (probably June 20) of
their latest album—and first on
RCA—RBelfour.”

Brian, whose musical career
started with copying notes off
a player piano at age three,
describes the new album as
consistent with the past music
of the group in that it works to-
ward a “fusion of rock rhythms
and jazz harmonies.”

other charity functions. Other
recent appearances by the
group include shows at the
Bitter End and Cheetah in New
York.

As far as records go, the
group has released two singles
(one produced by Mama Cass) ;

is the recent release of their
first LP, on Mercury, entitled
“Out of the Egg.” The Organ-
grinders want to convey a mes-
sage of truth, honesty and
peace, and hope that their rec-
ords and concerts will reach
as many people as possible.

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From Soul to Soundtracks

ord companies which have
made the greatest impact on
the world have been the ones
which reflect the roots and
rhythms of our heritage. The
unique blend of influences
which make up this melting
pot of music center heavily on
church music and the blues.

These men
work in tandem with our head
of sales and promotion at Na-
tional General who is Freddy
DeMann, whose background
and success at Bell Records
have given him knowledge and
insight into roots musie, and
an understanding of the talent
we are looking for.

Free, Limitless Facilities

The General Manager of our
A&R department, Freddie Piro,
has provided National General
with the free and limitless fa-
cilities of his recording stu-
dio, which are available for all
our artists. He has the option
to produce for National Gen-
eral, while being able to pro-
duce for other companies un-
der our banner. He will also

listen to, and acquire, inde-
pendent masters. Mike Gruber
operates as coordinator of art-
ists relations, an important
factor in our company, to keep
a constant line of communica-
tion open between the acts and
the record company so that
each are aware of the other’s
activities. Mike has worked
extensively with groups, and
was formerly road manager for
the Rolling Stones and Moby
Grape.

Announcement
of the show was made June 25
by producers Miles Harmon and
Larry Murray at a press con-
forence held at the Country
Music Hall of Fame., The 60-
minute series will be filmed in
color and is the third major TV
project centered around Nash-
ville’s country musie celebrities.

According to Hank Jr.s per-
sonal manager, Buddy Lee the
show will operate on $1% mil-
lion budget. Lee will handle tal-
ent and research for the prime-
time program. Initial filming
will begin in early August at
MGM’s permanent sound stage
in Culver City. Guest artists for
each week’s show will be drawn
from country music entertain-
ers based in Nashville. Regu-
lars on the show will include
A&M Records’ the Dillards and

Evie Sands Capitol’s Linda Ron-
stadt and Bell’s Merrilee Rush.
Also included in the format will
be a songwriters spot which will
introduce writers of national
hits to TV audiences.

According to producer Mur-
ray, “No big orchestra will be
used.

The Irish
CMA has presented beautiful
hand-printed scrolls to Hank
Locklin, Hank Snew and Buck
Owens when they came to play
there.

Meanwhile, in
Stavanger, Norway, the recent
