Concert Review

Atlanta Pop Fest Season's
Biggest, Best Yet

BYRON, GA.—Thousands of
rock music lovers converged
here during the July 4 weekend
for the Second Annual Atlanta
Pop festival, making it the larg-
est rock festival thus far of the
current season.

Some 40,000 paid rock de-
votees sweltered through an
opening afternoon that saw tem-
peratures in the South Georgia
pecan grove-soybean patch
reach a near record 104 de-
grees. Appropriately enough for
this rural setting, Capitol art-
ists Goose Creek Sympony gen-
erated the first signs of crowd
interest with an outstanding set
of their country-rock music.
“Flying Fred” Weisz on fiddle
led the group through a rip-
roaring version of “Fire on the
Mountain” as the crowd roared
its approval. And the boys from
Goose Creek provided the fes-
tival’'s first encore with a
galute to Bill Monroe as they
played his “Uncle Pen.”

Bloodrock, a Capitol Records
contingent out of Texas, reg-
istered a strong showing, es-
pecially with Jim Rutledge
leading them vocally on ‘“Gotta
Find a Way.” Cactus, also ring-
ing of the Southwest (if in
name only), displayed that they
are a group to watch in coming
days. With Tim Bogart on bass
and Carmine Appice on drums,
both from the Vanilla Fudge,
added to Jim McCarty on gui-
tar and Rusty Day on har-
monica and vocals, Cactus pre-
sents a very formidable unit
that seems to be more inter-
ested in honest playing than
was ‘the old Vanilla Fudge,
which relied more on effects
and production numbers.

It’s a Beautiful Day presented
one of the festival’s outstand-
ing sets as David La Flamme
displayed his virtuosity with
the electric violin. The group
moved easily from jazz and rock
to mellow ballads over classical
motifs with Patti Santos and

This provided a contrast to the
equally effective Chambers
Brothers, whose down home
soul was highlighted by a 20-
minute version of their first hit,
“Time.” The Columbia artists
certainly added some love,
peace and happiness to the fes-
tival with a number of tunes
from their latest LP, “Love,
Peace and Happiness.”

Deram’s Alvin Lee brought
his Ten Years After blues show
into the giant arena and had
one wondering if he did not
have a little early Elvis Pres-
ley in him somewhere. Their
set, including many cuts from
the recently released LP,
“Cricklewood Green,” was re-
ceived with enthusiasm. The
excitement grew as Jimi Hen-
drix provided one of the true
highlights of the entire week-
end by entertaining the crowd
with a display of fireworks, a
spectacle which added to the
tremendous fireworks generated
by his music.

Other outstanding perform-
ances were turned in by Procol
Harum, whose music defies all

That's What Lyricist Carl Sigman
Calls His Inspiration

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK — What do you
call a lyricist who sets words to
melodies by foreign composers
—melodies that may already
have a set of lyrics?

You don’t call him a trans-
lator. as Carl Sigman will tell
you. Sigman should know. He
is the man who wrote “What
Now, My Love?’ to Gilbert
Becaud’s tune. Among his other
credits are ‘““Arrivederci
Roma.” and “The Day That the
Rains Came Down.”

In other words, an authority. |

Sigman, who was at Record
World last week, says this. “I
don’t translate. In no way can
you say I do. Occasionally I
will keep a title, if it gives me
a good idea. Like ‘Arrivederci,
Roma,” a marvelous title. I had
to keep it. But the words I
wrote have nothing to do with
the original, because I don’t
know what the original lyrics
are. To this day T don’t know
what the original lyrics are. 1
rarely bother to find out what
the original lyrics are. It
doesn’t help that much. For-
eign lyricists add notes to the
tune to get words in. I some-
times take notes out to get the
simplicity our language de-
mands. ‘What Now, My Love’ is
close to the French—‘Et Main-
tenant,” which means
now.” But if the accents hadn’t
been right, T would have had
to think up an entirely differ-
ent title. It was just luck.”

‘Translating’ Sewed Up

Sigman, along with Norman
Gimbel and maybe one or two
others, has the “translating”
(for want of a better word)
market sewed up. And he ex-
plains it thusly: “I started out
in the ’30s as a composer. I
was writing tunes then with
Johnny Mercer. Johnny went
to Hollywood, and 1 stayved
here. Before he left, he said
to me, ‘Carl, you have a flair
for words. Why don’t you try
writing lyrics? I remember he
gave me a ratio. He said, ‘There

are 15 composers to every one |

lyricist” He was right, too.
In those days every band had
two or three musicians writing
melodies, and they all needed
Iyricists. They were accepting
anything. So I started fooling
around with lyrics. I wrote
with Bob Hilliard and Peter
De Rose. Then you could go up
to any publisher and they’d let
you kick around ideas. They
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‘and |

all had piano rooms. They've
taken away the piano rooms
now.

’ “The publishers were always
picking up foreign tunes and
| they needed lyrics. So they’d
ask the lyricists they knew to
try writing them. They’d call
us in as troubleshooters. Many
Iyricists don’t want to do it,
because it means half pay.
They’d rather keep their ideas
for songs where they get com-
plete credit. But I don’t care.
It’s an assignment. I’'ve always
thought songwriters were over-
paid anyway. Compared to
what scientists and teachers
get. T feel kind of funny liv-
ing the way I do just for writ-
ing songs. So I never complain
about money.”

I ‘Few Geniuses’

“Songwriters tend to make
too much of songwriting, any-
way,” Sigman continued “It’s
a craft. There are few geniuses.
Alan Jay Lerner and Johnny
Mercer are geniuses, but most
songwriters are just crafts-
men. I work on assignment and
hope a hit will happen. Not
everything I write is good. How
can it be? And not everything
I write becomes a hit. Well,
you know this business. You
just wait for a hit to happen.

“T’d say that the first record-
ing of ‘What Now, My Love’
was made by Jane Morgan nine
vears ago. And each year after
that one or two artists kept it
alive, until Sonny and Cher’s
version broke the song. That's
what you hope for. Right now
Lena Horne has a recording of
a song of mine called ‘My
Mood is You.” It’s a particular
favorite of mine, because 1
wrote the words and music.
About five years ago. The song
means very little now, but it’s
being kept alive.”

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Big Year for Big 7

With four records currently
in the charts and a projected
30 percent increase in income
ove last year, Big Seven Music
and its affiliated publishing
firms are looking ahead to con-
tinued growth.

Its position last year found it
ranking within the top five pub-
lishing entities in the industry
and after six months of the cur-
rent year, the outlook indicates
that maintaining and moving
ahead will easily be achieved.

The success of the Big Seven
firms is attributable both to an
extensive popular catalog of
over 10,000 titles and to a con-
tinual search for new talent,
claims Morris Levy, head of the
publishing complex. As an ex-
ample he cited early recogni-
tion of the writing abilities of
Tommy James, a consistent hit
artist for the companion Rou-
lette label. As a writer Tommy
is signed to an exclusive 10-
year pact which has resulted in
several million seller disks and
selections that are now a val-
ued segment of the catalog.
His “Tighter, Tighter” by Alive
and Kicking is within the top
20.

Another Roulette artist, Don
Cooper, also has been contrac-
ted as an exclusive writer and
hi development appears to be
erowing with his current
“Bless The Children,” the sin-
gle from his album, and inter-
est in other of his songs evi-
denced by numerous artists.

The current interest in music
of the 1950s has witnessed the
reprise of many outstanding
catalog titles. Some recent ex-
amples include two chart items
the Three Degrees’ hit, “May-
be” on Roulette and “When We
Get Married” by the Intruders
on the Gamble label. Others
are Cat Mother and the All
Night Newsboys’ “Party Doll,”
Little Anthony and the Imperi-
als’ “Out of Sight Out of Mind”

and revivals of “California
Sun,” “Bim Bom Bey” and
| others.

Lee Morgan’s classic “Side-
winder” has just been released
by Ray Charles and “I Can Re-
member” is being issued as a
single from Oliver’s album on
Crewe Records. Additional cat-
alog staples such as “Lulabye
of Birdland,” “Swingin’ Shep-
hard Blues,” “Peppermint
Twist,” “Why Do Fools Fall in
Love” and others have seen
perpetual recording and per-
formance activity by a wide

| variety of artists.

Big seven entered the legit-

imate theater music arena this |

vear with the score of the off-
Broadway show, “Billy No
Name.” Although the show did
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| not have an extensive run, the
music was well received and
interest in individual selections
from the score is high. The
company is anxious to pursue
other projects in theater and
film music and is currently
considering some that have
been submitted.

Adding to the firm’s success
has been the acquisition of sev-
eral publishing firms including
the Connie Francis firm and
Fast Music which includes the
classic rock and roll tune “Ya
Ya,” among others. An array
of negotiations are currently
underway for the acquisition
of additional catalogs and the
services of promising writers.

With their own offices in Eng-
land, Germany, Australia and
South Africa, foreign opera-
tions are extensive. Through
sub-licensing agreements Big
Seven represents the foreign
rights to numerous catalogs, in-
cluding the Cowsills’ Akbestal
and others. Numerous catalog
selections have been widely re-
corded by artists in those and
l other countries.
|  Some of the Big Seven affili-

ate firms are Patricia Music,

Branston Music, Num Publish-
l ing, Frost and Mandan—BMI;
{ and the ASCAP firms Planetary
and Gyrus.

} Charles Tohias Dead

Charles Tobias, composer,
author and music publisher,
died July 7 at the North Shore
Hospital in New York at 72.

The writer of such songs as
“Miss You,” “When Your Hair
Has Turned to Silver,” “Don’t
Sit Under The Apple Tree” and
“Those Lazy Hazy Crazy Days
of Summer,” Tobias was born
in New York and educated in
Worcester, Mass.

In addition to scores of songs
written for “Earl Carroll’s
Vanities,” “Banjo Eyes,” etc.
Tobias wrote the Broadway
stage scores for “Hellzapop-
pin,”” “Earl Carroll’s Sketch
Book” and “Yokel Boy.” He
then did a stint in Hollywood
where he did special work for
Eddie Cantor’s picture, “Kid
Millions.”

Since 1922 Tobias has been
a writer-member of the Ameri-
can Society of Composers, Au-
thors and Publishers, and has
served on many of its com-
mittees. He was also a former
President of the American
Guild of Authors and Com-
posers from 1951 to 1955. His

Douglas Records and the
Consumer Revolution

By BOB MOORE MERLIS

NEW YORK — Douglas Rec-
ords has been in existence for
some time but has recently un-
dergone a number of changes in
policy and distribution. Doug-
las had been distributed by
Laurie for over 18 months and
switched to Pickwick at the be-
ginning of this year. President
Alan Douglas stated, “At that
point, we changed the basic
concept of what we were pro-
ducing.” He said that his label
would be doing “very special
things-—things we believe in.”

The new line with releases
from Lennie Bruce, the Last
Poets and Timothy Leary. The
Last Poets album has been a
big seller and has already made
its way into the Top 100 LP
charts. “The Last Poets is a big
surprise to us,” Douglas re-
marked. “We’re not interested
in the pop market; what we
like is a little different from
what most of the world likes.”

He added that ‘“the market
has been growing” and stated
that he believed “the consumer
has evolved, not us.” This con-
sumer revolution is a result of
the “acid revolution” which
causes people to want more
than just “superficial entertain-
ment.” It’s his contention that
Douglas product “evolves from
a more soulful basis” than just
entertainment.

Douglas is involved with
films and books as well as the
record line. “We attract certain
people by our life style. The al-
ternate culture people are into

multi media as are we,” he
commented.
Perhaps the most talked

about product from Douglas is
the John McLaughlin album,
“Devotion.” Douglas knew the
British guitarist before his days
with the Tony Williams Life-
time. “I know him from the jazz
school; that’s his source and
mine.” He characterized Mec-
Laughlin as “new music, a kind
of music which will be replac-
ing pop music.” He compared
the present music scene with
the jazz picture of 10 years ago
and found the two very similar.
He sees music such as Mec-
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Laughlin’s and other innovators
as not necessarily having lyries
and characterized by a complete
freedom as far as the musicians
are concerned. Douglas assert-
ed, “There’s a composer here;
we’re not just dealing with ab-
stract music.”
Relaxed Policy

The Douglas company policy
is quite relaxed, a policy which
reflects the artist freedom of
the people who make the rec-
ords.

Innovation in the spoken
word albums is typical of this
attitude. All Douglas spoken
word records will incorporate
music so as to make the mes-
sages of more
“Our spoken word product has

the same vibrations as our
music,” Douglas said.
Future releases include a

Laurel and Hardy album en-
titled “Naturally High.” The
album evolved from a feature
Douglas is making out of 44 old
Laurel and Hardy films. As
work on the film progressed,
Douglas and co-producer Ste-
phen Bright “saw a record.”
The album features Oliver
Hardy singing and Douglas
feels that AM radio will pro-
gram much of the LP.

Leon Thomas:
An Original

NEW YORK — Originality is
probably the most outstanding
element in the music of Leon
Thomas. The Flying Dutchman
artist, who opened at the Vil-
lage Vanguard last week (7),
is undoubtedly one of the most
innovative figures in music to-
day. And his performance, com-
plete with African drums, rat-
tles, bongos and his amazing
voice—by far the most unique
and effective instrument of all
—was energetic, free and very
together.

The dominant sound in Leon’s
group comes from the variety
of percussion instruments used,
and the absolutely unbelievable
things he can do with his voice,
things which can only be de-
scribed as a totally unprece-
dented mixture of singing, yo-
deling and whistling. The
overall effect defies classifica-
tion if only because no one
else even approximates the
sounds Thomas makes with his
vocal chords; but the music
obviously contains strong cur-
of jazz, primitive and
African rhythms, blues and
even Bossa Nova. Perhaps
Thomas himself sums it up
best: “I'm investing all the
early uses of the voice, the so-
called primitive styles that are
actually very subtle. At the
same time, I want to move as

| far ahead as I can, to reflect

the new era we’re living in.”
Thomas has a new album out
on Flying Dutchman, entitled
“Spirits Known and Unknown.”
The LP contains many of the
pieces he is performing at the
Vanguard, including “The Cre-
ator Has a Master Plan,” which
he co-wrote with Pharoah San-
ders, and “Song for My Fa-
ther,” one of the highlights of
the act. Thomas is truly a ma-
jor figure in the shaping of
music today, and should not be
missed. —Mike Sigman.
