The decisions stem from
suits brought against him and
his firm by Capitol Records,
Inec, and CBS, Inc., seeking to

[ enjoin the piracy of their reec-
ords and tapes by Mr. Spies’
firm.

In the Capitol case, the Ap-
pellate Court of Illinois re-
versed a lower court ruling that
had denied Capitol an injunc-
tion to restrain Tape-A-Tape
from pirating its records and
tapes. In the Columbia case, the
Circuit Court of Cook County,
Illinois, granted an injunction
against Tape-A-Tape from du-
plicating Columbia’s products
without authorization.

Relax, Buffy. Help is on the way.

Jesse Edwin Davis is a Kiowa Commanche fom Oklahoma. His
remarkable guitar can be heard on all of Taj Mahal’s albums, and
as of next week, on his own Atlantic album, “Jesse Davis.” His
dad. one of the southwest’s noted artists, painted the cover.

Through his Washita Productions he is producing Roger
Tilloson for Atlantic, Gram Parsons for A & M and Southwind
for Blue Thumb.

Jesse was fortunate. He was born into a loving, strong family
back in Oklahoma City. His feelings about the injustices being
suffered by his people are a fact of his life, not of his occupation.
He is a warm, together person who has succeeded on his own
terms. His actions speak for him.

The members of Epic’s Redbone, on the
other hand, seeth to have a hit, to be suc-
cessful, to have a name they can use to
do something for their people. They have
been deprived of their heritages for most
of their lives, and only recently have they
been able to proudly claim their blood. Like
most young Indians today they are making
up for lost pride.

They recognize that it is too early to
talk about plans, but it is obvijous that in
the backs of their minds they are putting it togethr for the day
when they will be able to move effectively.

Meantime, they are delighted to play for benefits or at free
coneerts for their brothers. Recently in Seattle Redbone played
for a conference of the United Nations of All Tribes. The money
raised by the concert went to help cover legal costs and bail
for those who were arrested during demonstrations for the return
of vacated Fort Lawton, a prime piece of land in the middle of
Seattle, to its original owners, the Northwest Indians. See, there
is a-clause in all treaties between the U.S. government and Indian
tribes that calls for the return of unused, federally-owned land
to its prior inhabitants, which was the prime justification of the
liberation of Alcatraz.

Pat and Lolly, the notorious Vegas brothers (writers of “Nicky
Hokey,” among other songs), are the oldest and most experienced
members of Redbone, and they have been in and out of L.A. on
the business of music for years. They had their own act for
a long time, and before that they were among the top sidemen
on the Coast, working together out of San Francisco to back
such diverse artists as Dexter Gordon and Little Walter. “Man,”
said Lolly, “we’ve worked behind everybody from Jimmy Clanton
to Connie Francis.” Lolly covers the Leslie-amplified lead guitar,
Pat plays bass, and they share the majority of the group’s vocals.

It wasn’t far to San Francisco from Fresno, where they grew
up the fourth and fifth of 10 children. They are of the Yaqui
nation, transplanted from Arizona, and “We were so poor that
when the garbage man came my mother would ask him to leave
two cans,” recalls Lolly.

Drummer Pete DePoe’s family wasn’t much better off, though
they had fishing rights on the Neah Bay reservation on Puget
Sound. Cheyennes, his people were relocated from the Dakotas.
Ceremonial drumming first turned him on to rock drums, and
he returned to primal drumming occasionally, as in “Chant: 13th
Hour,” on Redbone’s latest album.

Tony Bellamy’s childhood was easier by comparson, since his
stepfather owned a Mexican restaurant south of Los Angeles. It
was there that he learned guitar when he was drafted into the
show his family provided for customers of the cafe. He switched
from flamenco to electric to earn a little money playing dance
music in high school.

Musically, Redbone plans to work still more Indian heritage
into their repertoire. They are also planning a television special
on the American Indian, adapting their music to an ‘“informa-
tive, educational and entertaining semi-documetary” which they
will produce independently.

Video Disc to Have
Multiple Uses

NEW YORK — Video Disc,
the latest development in the
field of audio visual cartridge

systems, was shown for the
first time in the U.S.A. last
Monday (19) at the Hotel
Pierre.

The demonstration of the Tel-
dec Video Disc system was
hosted by London Records in
behalf of its parent company
British Decca which developed
the system in conjunction with
AEG-Telefunken and Teldec of
Germany. The demonstnation
was chaired by K. Thorne of
British Decca with D, H. Tol-
ler-Bond, President of London
Records. Also present were two
of the inventors of the system
including Dr. Gerhard Dickopp
of AEG-Telefunken and Horst
Redlich of Teldec.

12 Inches in Diameter

The system utilizes disks of
plastic foil which measure 12
inches in diameter. The disk
contains 3,000,000 video and
sound oscillations per second
as opposed to the current
15,000. The projected cost of
such a disk which is expected
to be marketed in 1972 is some-
what less than an LP record.
At the time of actual marketing
of the Video Disc system it is
expected that the disks will
handle up to 15 minutes of ma-
terial with longer programs re-
quiring multiple disks. Redlich
said that automatic changing
capabilities were easily adapt-
able to the system making such
longer programs simple to
view.

The disk is played on a turn-
table which lacks the physical
turniable, The disk is rotated
at 1,500 r.p.m. by a central car-
rier on a cushion of air. The
pick up is a “pressure pick-up”
which does not actually go in
the grooves but “senses” the
surface of the disk. The play-
back unit will cost from $120
to $240 (for an automatic
changer equipped system).

Color Capabilities

Although the demonstration
programs were in black and
white, the system, when it is
marketed, will have full color
capabilities. Programs present-
ed at the demonstration includ-
ed sports events, a job training
demonstration, a children’s
program, a popular Norwegian
singer and a gasoline commer-
cial.

A question and answer peri-
od revealed that the system
can be plugged into existing hi
fi units, The Teldec system has
quadraphonic (and more) capa-
bility. An audio only disk of
12 inch diameter could contain
as much as four hours of
sound, it was revealed.

Hoffman Celebrates Arts

NEW YORK-—Jay K. Hoff-
man, who in recent vears has
been spending much of his time
managing and/or presenting
rock performers, has, among
other interests which plumb
deep into what constitutes cul-
tural activity, set up a second
“Celebration of the Arts for
Children” at City Center Nov.
21, 22, 27, 28, 29 and Dec. 5 and
6.

Out of the celebration, Hoff-
man. who conceived the festival
last year, hopes to find a future
in expanded cultural activities
for e¢hildren which will “create
a constituency for the arts.”

One of the attractions of
this vear’s festival, called “A
Moonrock Festival,” will be an
original rock musical for chil-
dren called “Moon Rock.”
Bettv Jean Lifton wrote “Moon
Walk” and the “Open Window”
with Peter Shickele supplied
the musie, which Hoffman
hopes will be recorded.

“Rock is really the folk music
of the young child today. I'm
not saving that you can’t have
‘The Nutcracker Suite,” but it’s
time that rock is taken into ac-
count, too.”

One of the other features of
the festival will be a new car-
toon commissioned for the
event from the creators of “The
Yellow  Submarine” Also,
“Baron Munchhausen,” a movie
Hoffman feels is one of the
five best children’s films ever
made, will be screened.

~ TVer Something Else
| For Rock Artist

By BOB MOORE MERLIS

NEW YORK—Bob Dellinger,
producer of “Something Else,”
tries to make his show live up
to its name; from all indica-
| tions it has.

“Something Else” is a syndi-
cated rock music TVer which
is currently seen in over 80
cities. The show is quite differ-
ent from most TV rockers in
that all 34 segments have been
filmed (not taped) on location
throughout the country. Among
the locales chosen for many of
today’s top contemporary art-
ists material are Atlanta,
Washington, Lexington, Ky,
Chicago, New Orleans, the Lou-
isiana bavou country, a Navajo
Indian reservation and a Wis-
consin lake. John Hartford
serves as host for 12 of the
programs with the remaining
22 hosted by comedian John
Byner.

As Dellinger sees it, “Some-
thing Else” is “not a bubble-
gum show.” He explained that
the “Something Else” attempts
to ‘“‘take contemporary music
and add a creative dimension
to it on location in an environ-
|ment that best expresses the
| music or the idea that the art-
ist is trving to get across.”

The show’s basis is founded
on attitude rather than on com-
mercial success, he commented.
“We’re not a record plugging
show; we make a creative state-
ment for the artist.” The staff
of “Something Else” and Del-
linger treat the artists with re-
spect as people rather than as
commodities and try to “find a
common ground, a creative
platform” on which both the
artist and the show can relate
to each other and to the audi-
| ence. An example of this is the

fact that Richie Havens took
| 16 hours to film two numbers
on location in Watts.

\ Film the Difference

Dellinger finds that the
show’s attitude enables him to
get performers who are usually
reluctant to lip synch their
material. The difference in
“Something Else” is film which
enables prerecording and syn-
chronization to be done with
“complete quality”
standard filming procedure in
cluding crystal control motors.
To further enhance the artist
and his material, high quality
optical effects are employed.

“Something Else” has been
said to be the “first network
quality show ever shot on lo-
cation for syndication.”

The high quality
throughout the production and
presentation has resulted in the
$55,000 cost per segment.

Dellinger hopes to influence
Madison Avenue (“the people
who control the destiny of rock
music on TV”) when the show
is seen in New York and prove
the point that “there is a place
for rock music on television.”

“Something Else” won the
top award in the musical vari-
ety show category at the Can-
nes Television Festival and is
now being aired in many for-
eign countries including Japan,
Australia, Mexico, Belgium and
Finland.

Devereaux stated that in ad-
dition to its services to labels,
talent and the unions also ben-
efit. Because Entertainment In-
dustries is the common employ-
er for thousands of musicians
and singers, they don’t have to
wait until the end of the year
to receive over-payments in
State Disability and Social Sé-
cerity. Also, they will not per-
form for any company unless
that company is signatory to
the codes of the performing
unions.

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Capitol Reports Earnings

LOS ANGELES—Capitol In- |
dustries, Inc., at its annual
meeting reported a net loss of
$809,000 or 17 cents per share
on sales of $34,101,000 for its
first fiscal quarter ended Sept.
30, 1970.

For the comparable period
a year earlier, the company
earned net income of $1,293,000
or 30 cents per share, on sales
of $38,514,000.

The average number of com-
mon shares outstanding for the
most recent quarter was 4,630,- |
000 as compared to 4,360,000 in
the like period in 1969.

“This unfavorable compari-
son in the first quarter,” Stan-
ley M. Gortikov, President,
stated, “is tracable to many
factors and influences, some of
which affect our company
problems, but some of which
manifest prevailing conditions
in the economy.

“During the last two months |
of fizcal 1970 <Capitol began
feeling the first real negative
effects of the declining econ-
omy. Significant slackening be-
gan in purchases by whole-
salers, retailers, as well as by
consumers. Money was ex-
tremely tight, and many whole-
salers and retailers were un-
2ble to finance their businesses
from current income and pro-
fits. To reduce their receiv- |
ables, customers began to cut
back on new product orders
and to accelerate exchanges.
Thus, at a season when ex-
changes as a per cent of sales
are normally at a relatively
low ehb, an exceptionally high
flow of returns was experi-
enced. This was going on, not
just at Capitol, but in the en-
tire industry.” \

He continued, “Some of the
negative conditions that have
prevailed during the first quar-
ter will persist in the second |
quarter, although they are ex-
pected to improve substantially
and a return to profitability is
anticipated in that quarter,
However, it is unlikely that
the total profit level achieved
during the 1969-1970 fiscal year |

will be equaled during the
1970-1971 period.”

“The current picture,” Gorti-
kov said, “cannot be allowed to
cloud the realistic profile of
Capitol Industries as a basic-
ally healthy company with a
long record of successful per-
formance. We are in a strong
financial position. Staff levels
have been substantially
trimmed and discretionary ex-
penditures reduced to bring a
more reasonable balance be-
tween costs and income. We
have had more new artists hit-
ting top-selling record charts
in the last few months than in
any recent similar period, even
though the total dollar sales
levels and unit profit margins
have not matched the same
time period last year. I am
essentially optimistic about the
long-term future, and that ap-
plies both to our company and

| our industry.”

Like its first LLP, simply en-
titled “Sugarloaf,” the group’s
new album also will be highly
diversified, using classical,
spacey, hard-rock and other
contemporary elements.

With the addition of guitar-
ist Bob Yezal, who joined
Sugarloaf five months ago just
after the first album had been
taped, the group feels a fuller
sound can only enhance the
already closely-knit band.

“We try to present the best
musical possible,” commented
bassist Bob Raymond. *“We
don’t believe in hyping audi-
ences. We only do things in the
studio, production - wise, that
are tasteful.”

Sugarloaf, above all, believes
strongly in the philosophy of
separating music from church
and state. It, in fact, is also

“We don’t mind doing bene-
fits,” said lead guitarist Bob
Webber, “as long as we know
where the money is going. We
shy away from festivals and
gatherings where people are
supporting political things. It’s
just not cool for us. We would
even like to do a free concert
every now and then. But it
would have to be free to every-
body.”

“Speaking of con‘certs," Mac-
Vitte§f offered, ‘“we feel that
bands lose certain audiences
when their asking prices for
performing are so high. Ob-
viously, performing is a busi-
ness like anything else, and
you’re trying to make a living.
But I think if we ever get in
that position, we will take a
lesser amount of money so that
the ticket prices will be lower.
I think the masses will appre-

ciate it.”’

Like Cocker’s historic band,
Sugarloaf is a traveling family.
With the exception of bachelor
Corbetta, all the members are
married and have one child
apiece.

But that’s where similarities
end. The family atmosphere has
been present with some of the
members for as much as 10
years since they all grew up
and lived around each other in
Denver.

“Everybody is quite under-
standing about the problems of
being on the road with each
other’s families,” remarked
Yezal. “We travel in a 37-pas-
senger bus. And sometimes the
room is tight, But everybody
helps each other.”

Chuck Berry, Jackie Wilson,
Little Anthony & the Im-
perials, the Five Satins, the
Drifters, the Skyliners, the
Coasters, the Shirelles, Hank
Ballard & the Midnighters, the
Belmonts, Joey Dee & his All- |
Star Band and the Persuasions.

More than 60 original rock
artists will appear and the
show will feature over 30 mil-
lion=selling hits performed by
the singers who recorded them.

Attracted Excellent Business

In his capacity as consult-
ant to Harlow’s discotheque,
Nader has attracted excellent
business to the night club, pull-
ing in a diverse crowd that
ranges from nostalgia seekers
to voung people interested in
root music. The success of the
Rock & Roll Revival concerts
and Harlow’s new policy of
booking rock stars of the ’50s
comes at a most auspicious
time. A year ago, Nader had
scant success in  convincing
anyone that the revival would
occur. But today, niteries
around the country are offer-
ing oldies nights, the major
record labels have been pur-
chasing old catalogs and
radia stations are programming
more oldies shows than ever.

Furthermore, Andy Williams
is scheduling such pioneers of
rock as Chuck Berry and Bill
Haley on upcoming television
programs. Nader feels that tele-
vision may be the next medi-
um to jump on the revival
bandwagon.

In addition to producing the
three sold-out performances of
the Rock & Roll Revival at the
Felt Forum within the last
year, Nader had great success
with his production of a 28-
cityv U.S. tour for his Rock Re-
vival.

At the age of 30, Richard
Nader has fulfilled his long-

| standing dream of becoming
impresario. He has also
delved into record production
with c¢redits for two albums,
“Bill Haley Scrapbook,” re-
corded live at New York’s Bit-
ter End, and “1950’s Rock &
Roll Revival/Live At Madison
Square Garden.” Both LPs are
on the Kama Sutra Label. Na-
der entered the music business
as a disk jockey while still in
high school, organizing and
promoting shows and record
hops for teens in southwestern
Pennsylvania to help pay for
his education at Wheeling Col-
lege, where he studied dramatic
arts and speech. He established
the campus’ first radio station
which led to a new course in
radio broadcasting on the cur-
iculum.

On Two Projects

In the early ’60s, Nader was
busy on two simultaneous pro-
jects in two states. He assisted
in forming the newly-licensed
WHMC Radio in the Washing-
ton, D.C., area and produced a
weekly live entertainment
series in his native Pennsylv-
ania which featured national
and regional recording artists.
At WHMC, Nader’s duties in-
cluded public relations, sales
management, and on and off
the air nromotions. He also
hosted a four-hour program of
his own five days a week.

Subsequently, Nader ioined
Show Biz productions in Wash-
ington, D.C.,, as an associate
producer. One of his most no-
table achievements there was
assisting in nroducing and di-
recting a “Night Out for Con-
gress” to raise monev for the
Robert F. Kennedv Fund for
the Children’s Village, an
orphanage in the Washington,
D.C,, area.

When the army inducted Na-
der, it immediatelyv assigned
him as a Special Service Co-
ordinator of all productions on
post. After his transfer to Ko-
rea in 1964 'he was made a
broadcast specialist with the
Armed Forces Network. With-
in weeks he was appointed Pro-
gram Director of Radio Cava-

lier, and with five staff mem-
bers c¢reated a ‘“home town”
sound for the station, which

informed and entertained 20,-
000 soldiers guarding the DMZ
between North and South Ko-
rea. A “Mail from Home Show”
was the most successful of the
new concepts he introduced.

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Book Review

'‘Great Songs’ Nice Gift Package-But |

Getting into the book publish-
ing business at a strangely late
date, the New York Times has
chosen for its first book “Great
Songs . . . of the Sixties,” a
collection of 82 songs from the
last decade edited by Milt Okun.
(Quadrangle is what the Times
is calling itself between hard
covers, and these particular
hardcovers are going for $14.95
before Christmas—presumably
this Christmas — and $17.50
afterward.)

Okun’s book is a cleanly pack-
aged—mpliant spiral binding for
music stand duty—*“fake book,”
a bargain for home vocalists or
instrumentalists who would like
to have g fairly comprehen-
sive round-up of hit music of
the ’60s without having to shell
out far more money than the
Times is assessing for this
volume. The cooperation from
the many publishers involved
is noteworthy.

As an implied tribute to the
musically innovative aspects of
the ’60s, the book is less suc-
cessful. In his pre-introduction
(the Times’ Tom Wicker writes
what is nominally the introduc-
tion), Okun claims that the
composers of the 60s threw off
the Tin Pan Alley shackles that
had previously bound compos-
ers, enabling a new and glori-
ous freedom in songwriting to
emerge,

It is true that unparalleled
musical experimentation was
encouraged during the decade,
but whether the songs, in the
last qualitative analysis, are
better than the best songs of
previous decades is still very
much in question, to my way
of thinking.

Not Necessarily Greater

I say, yes, great (and isn’t
great a rather nebulous adjec-
tive for such a well-intentioned
chronicle) songs were written
in the ’60s, but not necessarily
that much greater than the
great songs they followed.

And 1 definitely feel that
Okun, who has proved himself
an adroit judge of the popular
song in the past, is on shaky
grounds when he writes this:
“Of the more than 80 songs in
this collection, fewer than one-
third deal with romance. Of the
ones that do, many have a rich-
ness and complexity that the
finest love songs of the Forties
and Fifties don’t approach.
Compare, if you will, the best of
romantic lyrics of that period
with Joni Mitchell’s ‘Both Sides
Now. Hers is a surpassingly
moving and personal statement
—worlds removed from the ‘I-
get-a-kick-out-of-you’ school of
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writing.”

That sounds very much to me
like direct deprecation of “I
Get a Kick Out of You.” Well,
I have compared, because 1
willed, “Both Sides Now” with
“I Get a Kick Out of You,” and
I have found that comparisons
are odious and mel-odious.
Neither Okun nor nobody else
can convince me that, although
“Both Sides Now” is a revela-
tory and profound song, it is
any better of its “genre” (and
I think the notion of genre is
what Okun misses) than “I Get
a Kick Out of You,” which is a
character song, but a quite
plangent and precise one and
also not unadvised of the drug
scene. If one thought about it
enough (and I suspsct Okun
didn’t), Porter’s “I Get a Kick
Out of You”—“kick,” an indic-
atively '60s term—almost seems
an anti-drug song and ahead of
its time. And, among other
earlier songwriters, Noel Co-
ward is at least as true to the
heart as Paul Simon.

Motown Sounds Missing

Well, as I said, the word
“great” allows latitude, and so
the book, not, as Okun says, a
collection of his favorites, is
closer to “Representative Songs

. of the Sixties,” but there
again it is not compietely rep-
resentative, for, among other
oversights, there is not one Jo-
bete tune included, and surely,
culturally and sociologically,
the “Motown Sound” 1is as
meaningful a phenomenon of
the ’60s as any he’s paid hom-
age to.

Or, if he is saying that the
tunes included could only have
been written in the ’60s be-
cause of the new climate of free
expression, what is something
like “Those Were the Days,”
which could have been written
at any time during the past 50
vears, doing here? Or if he is
saying that emotions were ex-
amined and reported more

t

honestly in the ’'60s, what is \

something like “Going Out of
My Head,” which states “there’s
no reason why my being shy
should keep us apart,” doing
here? And what are Laura
Nyro and Randy Newman, two
of the decade’s most important
writers, not doing here?

Well, if Okun’s attitude is
diffuse, his result isn’t. “Great
songs dot dot dot of the Sixties”
is a nice gift package that
should keep people happy, hum-
ming and thinking for a few
motre decades.

Post Script: In his introduc-
tion, Okun says he “has yet to

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‘Control Group’' Davis Key

MEMPHIS — Don Davis, for
the past two and one half years
one of Stax Records’ hottest pro-
ducers, is proof positive that not
just anyone can produce success-
ful records.

Alabama-born and Detroit-
reared, Davis became a guitarist
at age 12. His background in-
cludes being A & R head for
Golden World Records, where he
arranged and produced San Re-
mo Strings and also the Holi-
days. Following this was a stint
with his own label, Groovesville,
which among others had hits
with the Parliaments and J.J.
Barnes. Prior to joining Stax,
Davis had his own independent
production firm. Since joining
Stax, he has been responsible
for producing most of their art-
ists.

Davis believes his success is
based on what he calls “Control
Group.” It is his thinking that
all of the people involved with
the record should be in on all the
discussions of the project includ-
ing artists, company sales peo-
ple, promotion people, ete. Davis
himself is a guitarist, writer, ar-
ranger and most importantly a
mixing engineer, and he uses all
of these talents on any given
recording date. You will find him
just as likely playing with the
musicians in the studio as be-
hind the control room board to
get the sound he is after.

Can Communicate

The musicians Davis uses on
all of his dates are men he has
found he can communicate with,
especially his rhythm section. He
feels that a rhythm section
should be able to convey and ex-
press musically the producer’s

concepts and generate the pro-
)ducer’s emotions and feelings.
Davis constantly experiments
with these sections because he
| feels that a producer is depen-
dent on that section and must
seek those that convey best his
thinking.

| Davis is also a prolific writer.
Many of the songs recorded by
Mavis Staples and John Taylor,
among others, were penned by
Davis. As is the case of many of
today’s writers, Davis writes
about “things as they are,” as
he believes in identifying with
life realistically.

Davis prefers to record in
Muscle Shoals whenever possible.
When asked his reasons, he
stated, “Their approach to music
has the simplicity of soul. They
are hospitable and cooperative
| towards producers.”

The Recording Industry As-
sociation of America hailed
both decisions as another vic-
tory in the fight it had launched
with the cooperation of its
member companies and other
segments of the industry
against record and tape piracy
and counterfeiting.

In both cases, Tape-A-Tape
had relied heavily on two Su-
preme Court decisions—the so-
called Sears and Compco cases
—in which the Supreme Court
had ruled that copying articles
that were not patentable did
not constitute unfair competi-
tion. Tape-A-Tape had contend-
ed that since recordings were
not currently included under
the Federal Copyright Laws,
they
under those Supreme Court de-
cisions.

The Appellate Court of Illi-
nois, however, rejected this
argument. The court said
“ . . We hold that the Sears
and Compco decisions do not
apply to the case at bar. The
evidence reveals that Spies was
not merely copying unpatented
or uncopyrighted articles, but
that he was actually taking and
appropriating Capitol’s product
itself—the actual sounds re-
corded on the album. Spies was
then relieved of the necessity
of contracting with vaious per-
formers so that he might pro-
duce a recording; he mneeded
only to wait until a particular
rendition produced by Capitol
became popular and then was

were subject to copying |

able to take advantage of the |

existing market. It seems evi-
dent that the Supreme Court in
Sears and Compco did not in-
tend to condone this form of
unfair competition.”

Similar Position

In grating an injunction to
CBS against Tape-A-Tape, the
Circuit Court of Cook County
took a similar position. It also
rejected a contention by the
defendant that the piracy of
CBS products was not unfair
competition because all of the
pirated tapes bore the follow-
ing Legend: ‘“No relationship
of any kind exists between
Tape-A-Tape and the original
record company, nor between
this recording and the original
recording artist. This tape is
not produced under a license
of any kind from the original
recording company nor the re-
cording artist(s) and neither
the recording company nor art-
ist(s) receives a fee or royalty
of any kind from Tape-A-Tape.
Permission to produce this type
has not been sought or obtained
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from any party whatsoever.”
With reference to that dis-
claimer the court said: “His
bold admission of what he is
doing no more insulates him
from the plaintiff’s action here
than does the proclamation by a
thief that he has committed a
theft vitiate his criminal act.”
The Court also noted that:
“The common law always has
and always will protect against l
intentional and admitted out-
right theft of another’s crea- |
tion.” It called the practice of
piracy one that “cries out for I
censure and prohibition, and |
the courts of equity historically |
have dealt with that which does
violence to our fundamental
principles of fair play.”

A Collage of Promo Tools

NASHVILLE—Collage Coun-
try Music Record Promotions,
chiefed by George Cooper III,
moved into its second yvear this
month with a full head of steam
and a solid clientele list.

Cooper’s assistant is Betty
Groom. Together, Cooper and
Groom have racked up con-
sistant national chart action
for their clients in addition to
securing coast to coast air play
over the network of country
broadcasting powerhouses with
which they remain in constant
touch.

The Collage promo company
also publishes a weekly, four-
page bulletin to add depth to ‘
their lines of communication
with the nation’s deejays.

A “Hit Kit” is included in
every publication, pre-addressed
and prepaid back to “Collage.”
“The ‘Hit Kit” furnishes us
with up-to-date, vital info on
our records as well as news
items for future use,” said
Cooper. The returns number in
the hundreds.

Made Waves

The “Country Collage” pub-
lication has made waves several
times during the company’s
first year. One of the biggest
mail pulls came when Cooper
editorialized on lack of service
by record labels. He left the
subject open for replies from
stations. Letters roared in to

support his contention that
labels, especially certain
majors, were lax in servicing
deejays and too often failed to
follow up their own promo-
tional efforts by making the
records available to the explod-
ing millions of country fans
that should now be a vital part
of their total effort.

‘Much-Needed Service’

“] believe our promotion firm
offers a much-needed service in
this age of over crowded re-
cording rosters among the
majors. The lack of proper rep-
resentation both in sales and
promotion with country acts is
one of the prime pitfalls facing
our industry today. It affects all
of us right down the line,”
noted Cooper.

Collage has counted many
labels among their clients. The
most recent addition is GRT
Records which hired Collage on
its initial releases debuting the
label in the country field.
Cooper is retained on a regular
basis by Show Biz and Chart
Records, too.

Collage has represented pro-
duction companies, publishers
and artists as well as record
labels. “If the product is com-
mercial and I feel we can jus-
tify our fee, we’ll accept the
client and give it all we’ve got,”
says Cooper.

The 1970 show was written
by Bob Tubert, with the high-
light being the Hall of Fame
segment narrated by Tex Rit-
ter. Tex never sounded better;
his command of the nglish
language and spine-tingling de-
livery had everyone on the
edge of their seats. Record
World feels that this speech
is so important to the entire
music industry that we are
herewith printing it verbatim:

#* * *

When we put this show to-
gether, we refer to this portion
of it as the “Hall of Fame Seg-
ment.” And as I looked at that
phrase on the planning pad, I
suddenly realized that beauti-
ful building out there on 16th
Avenue South, with its glass
facade, its beautiful chande-
liers, its marble walkways, its
treasures of great moments in
country music, is in all reality
not really the Hall of Fame.
If that building should vanish
from the face of the earth, we
would lose irreplaceable me-
mentoes, but the Hall of Fame
would still exist. For the Hall
of Fame is not made of brick
and mortar, of glass and tile.
It is in reality, built of hopes
and dreams . . . of aspirations
and ambitions . . . of success
and also of failure. The Hall of
Fame lives in the hearts of the
people not ashamed of showing
love for their fellow man. ’

I also realized as I pondered
these moments in our show that
there is a great void out there.
There is no plaque for mister
or missus anonymous, the un-
knowns who reached out their
hands and helped others on
their road to glory. And Mis-
ter and Missus Anonymous are
probably unaware . to a
great degree . . . of the help
they have given. The paths of ‘
many men have been changed
by a friendlv word from a
stranger, a gesture even, a
smile, a tear. It might even
have been just a cup of coffee
given at 4 desperate moment in
someone’s life which was the
motivating factor in that per-
son’s perserverance.

As I realized these things,
I thought how blessed are those
of us who have been accorded
the highest honor we will ever
receive on this earth. And I
also thought of how much we
owe to so many people,

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MCE's Many Facets

NASHVILLE — One of the
image-making offices that has

popped up in the past 18
months on Music Row is
Maggie Cavender Enterprises.

MCE also devotes a good
deal of its time to such over-
looked services as publishing
auliuniscration and artist coun-
seling.

Heading up her own opera-
tion, Maggie Cavender fights
the battle of image-making
with tools that encompass the
best of two worlds—yvouth and
experience. While not quite
pushing the “Swinging Sixties,”
Maggie still has more years,
chronologically, than her
vouthful vigor and outlook be-
lies. In spirit, however, she
and her office are as young as
the little red sports car she
drives, and as young as the
talent which make up the bulk
of her clients.

Among those clients are
RPM-Mega, one of the newest
record/publishing companies to
open its doors in Nashville;
Sound 70, a backup singing
group which Maggie is helping
to groom toward being a re-
cording entity of its own: Rich-

ard Law, leader of Sound 70
and Mac Gayden Music.

In addition, Maggie is south-
east representative for Bourne
Music, as well as the admin-
istration for such artist-writer-
publishers as Liz Anderson and
Hank Locklin.

A one-time flying lady exec-
utive, Maggie eventually en-

tered the music business and

spent several years piling up
experience and knowledge, first
heading up the International
Copyright department for Pam-
per Music, and then later work-
ing with the Jack Clement
organization. From there,
Maggie put in time with both
the Country Music Association
and later with the Shelby
Singleton complex.

Armed with her degree in
lore, as well as an extensive
education in business and the
law, Maggie set out to open
a public relations office.

Maggie finds time to serve
on the National Membership
of the C.M.A., is a member of
NARAS, American Women In
Radio and TV and is an as-
sociate member of the Nash-
ville Songwriter’s Association.

Bonnie Bucy 'Mrs. Busy’

NASHVILLE — One of the
most familiar sights along
Music Row in Nashville is an
energetic redhead named Bonnie
Bucy of Bonnie Bucy and Associ-
ates, one of the most active pr
firms there.

Many big names and organi-
zations in the country music
industry are listed among her
clients, a roster of talent and
shows which includes the hit
CBS series, “Hee Haw.”

Mrs. Bucy got interested in
the writing game after moving
from Detroit to Lebanon, Tenn.
She enrolled in a correspon-
dence writing course, but never
finished. She was too busy writ-
ing.

First she began as a feature
writer for the then twice-week-
ly Lebanon Democrat, and with-
in short order was the most
active reporter on the staff,
working general news assign-
ments in addition to the court-
house beat and chasing fire
trucks, ambulances, police cars
and nearly everything else
which appeared to be moving
in the general direction of a
news story.

In her ‘“spare time,” she be-
came a correspondent for The
Nashville Banner. Not long
after she moved to the Banner,
helping direct the activities of
about 60 correspondents

bama, and Kentucky as a mem-

ber of the state news team.

After about two months in
that assignment, Bonnie moved
“city side,” doing general re-
porting in addition to ‘“bug-
ging” the Banner’s Red O’Don-
nell for a chance to help him
with his daily entertainment
column.
