Liberty/UA’s ‘Concentration’
- Philosophy Successful: Bledsoe

NEW YORK—*“Less product,
| more involvement . . . Quality,
not quantity . . . Concentration,
rather than chance.”

These are some of the label
bywords that popped up during
a recent dialogue with Ron
Bledsoe, Executive VP-General
Manager of Liberty/United
Artists Records, who was on a
brief Eastern visit from his
West Coast base.

“With the June 1 executive
changes, we got to looking at
where the company was and
where we wanted it to go. We
decided we had too many art-
ists, that it was too expensive
to maintain a large roster.
Everything was going up—re-
cording sessions, musicians pay,
rents, taxes, etc. And with no
increase in record prices, you
find gross profits diminishing.

Ron Bledsoe

With operating expenses up,
the net result is that you're
not making as much money as
you used {o. So, trimming the
artist roster was the only alter-
native,” RBledsoe told Record
World.

|

“We want Liberty/UA to be
a today, mobile record company
—we’re not in the way of our-
selves. With a small roster, the
money we would have spent on
‘marginal’ artists goes to those
remaining. OQur roster, which
numbered around 300 at the
first of the year, is now down
to 125 artists.

Getting More Mileage

“Artist by artist we’re get-
ting more mileage. Take the
country field. We have only a
few country artists, but we’re
hitting with each of them.

“In the last three weeks, we
have released only two singles,
and they were cover situations,
otherwise they wouldn’t have
gone out. Our staff currently
is pushing away on 15 or 16
singles out there. Oliver, whom
we recently signed, has a single
ready to go, but it’s not fair to

BMI Granted Preliminary
Injunction in CBS Suit

The BMI motion for a pre-
liminary injunction requiring
the Columbia Broadcasting Sys-
tem to pay BMI “the fair and
reasonable value” of the BMI
repertoire being used by CBS-
TV was granted by Federal
Judge Morris E. Lasker, Oct. 27.

“It appears altogether inequi-
table to permit CBS to continue
to use BMI music without mak-
ing a fair payment,” Judge Las-
ker said, ‘“while the networks
continue to make larger pay-
ments to BMI’s stronger com-
petitor.” The Judge determined
that the payment of $1,607,000,

“the largest ever paid by CBS
to BMI,” should be made ef-
fective Jan. 1, 1970.

In making his decision, Judge
| Lasker rejected without pre-
judice the CBS proposal that
BMI be paid on a per-use or
actual use basis. While denying
without prejudice the BMI pro-
posal that it receive between 60
and 70 per cent of the amount
paid by CBS-TV to ASCAP,
Judge Lasker pointed out that
such a rationale would be im-
possible to justify before trial

Diamond in the Rough

NEW YORK-—Because I am
a real devoté of Neil Diamond’s
songs, 1 couldn’t understand
for the longest time why 1
| wasn’t really enjoying myself

as much as I expected to at |

the Uni artist’s Carnegie Hull
debut last week.

Then mid-way through his
part of the show (he did the
second half; Hedge and Donna

| the first). it came to me. Dia-

mond writes the kind of rhyth- |

mic songs that T find almost
impossible to keep from moving
to. They are all invitations to
the funky dance. You just can’t
keep your feet from stamping
on the ground, your shoulders
from swiveling; your hips from
! following suite. Now if I can’t
stop moving when Diamond’s
melodies tug at my elbow from
the radio, TV, record player
(and I have no doubt from the
EVR shortly), how, possibly
could he?

And yet, there Diamond was,
up on that spacious Carnegie
Hall stage standing stock still.
Or practically. While he was
singing, with his particular
machismo (not the particular
type you’d expect from a Brook-
lyn boy), just about the only
things he moved were his
mouth, one wrist and some
fingers (to strum the guitar)
and one foot.

Just like a country picker.

When 1 hear Diamond’s
songs, from whatever audio
Isoupce, I see, in my mind,
dancers, thousands of them,
! moving and grooving, and Dia-
| mond out front barely able to
keep his limbs attached to his
trunk he’s feeling his own
| rhythms so fiercely. In “Holly
{ Holy,” the boys and girls are

| garbed in quasi-religious garb;
in “Sweet Caroline,” they're
in scantier attire, doing a
choreography that requires a
lot of reaching of arms and
hands toward each other; in
“Thank the Lord for the Night
Time,” they’re in dim lighting
doing suggestive things we
can’t quite see; in “Cherry
Cherry,” they’re in a 1950s soda
shoppe gone haywire; in
“Brother Love’s Traveling Sal-
vation Show’” they dance fren-

| ziedly until they drop, and Dia-

| mond,

as Brother Love, who
has more stamina, finishes the

| song and reaches up into the

drunken air to shake hands
with the Lord.

Songs Outstanding

That’s what I see. So now
you’'ll understand why what I
saw let me down. Over-pro-
duced and lush my visions are,
I suppose, and certainly subjec-
tive, but Diamond’s songs, in a
way that makes them outstand-
ing, are over-ripe and lush, His
performing is under-done.

Hedge and Donna sang a
number of sweet ballads as the
evening’s opening act. Their
performance was disarming,
but their songs remained a
little bland for me.

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House of Fox is Latest
Lelan Rogers Venture

NASHVILLE — A black-shut-
tered house at 905 17th Avenue
South in Nashville’s Music Row
is the den of the new House of
Fox Records, the latest success-
ful vemture headed up by the
“Silver Fox,” Lelan Rogers.

Under the umbrella of Lelan
Rogers Enterprises, Ine., also
are House of Fox Music (BMI)

and Lelan Rogers Music (AS- |

CAP). Another part of the or-
ganization is Maceo and All the
Kings Men Enterprises. Two
members of this singing group
are former members of the Fa-
mous Flames of the James
Brown retinue.

Rogers, who hails from Hous-
ton, Texas, needs no introduc-
tion in the music business.

One of his early accomplish-
ments is his launching of the
career of his brother, Kenny
Rogers. as his manager—as well
as Kemny’s group at that time,
the Scholars. When the group
dissolved, Lelan carried on as
Kenny’s guiding force and pro-
duced his first single recording
for Carlton Records. “This
Crazy Feeling.” Lelan also pro-
duced an early acid rock group,
the 13th Floor Elevators.

In -Bouston Lelan started out
with the Lone Star Recording
Distributing Co. where he was
a briefcase-toting salesman. Af-
ter a two-year stint with Decca
on its promo staff Lelan decided
to work dndependently, and it
was at this time thut he pro-
duced Kenny Rogers. Among
Rogers accounts as an indepen-
dent were Top Rank, Scepter
Records and United Artists.
Lelan next became Epic’s promo
man.

Rogers eventually produced
| “Release Me” by Little Esther
Phillips and Jimmy Roselli for
\ l.enox Records.

Moved to Nashville

' On Jan. 1, 1969, Rogers moved

to Nashville where a partner-
ship with Shelby Singleton in
Silver Fox Records awaited. On
this label he put eight out of 10
R&B single releases into the
R&B charts. All production for
the Silver Fox Label was done
by Rogers who worked with art-
ists Betty Lavette, Big Al
Downing and Hank Ballard,
among others. A subsidiary la-
bel called Blue Fox also was
formed.

Although the initial structure
of Lelan Rogers Enterprises is
R&B, long range plans include
the production of contemporary,
rock and roll and country musie.
Rogers plans considerable al-
bum product and will use this
outlet for underground rock.

those already out or to Oliver
unless you can give it a full
promotional push.

“The successful label today
has to be more selective and
self-critical when it releases a
record. If a label does what it
should do, it’s going to cost for
pressing and shipping and mul-
tiplied by the number of records
serviced to djs, it adds up and
you've diluted your effort at
recovering that money.”

He said that the publishers
generally understand when
there’s a delay. “We tell them
we’re going to release their
record, and they go along, if
you’re reasonable. Of course,
you can’t tie a song up for six
months or a year; that’s unfair
to the writer as well as the
publisher.”

Bledsoe reported that their
catalogue had been cut in half.
“We've cut some 900 selections.
Now our salesmen can get in
and do a selling job. How much
is a buyer going to buy? The
expense of warehousing, ac-
counting, etc., on a record isn’t
worth it. There’s not enough
room for product out there.
Sometimes, you can combine on
a ‘Best of Julie London’ or a
‘Best of Martin Denny’ or a

‘Best of Vikki Carr.” That's
merchandising and creating
sales without investing new
money.”

Make Value Judgment

Bledsoe continued: “When
the new regime took over, we
looked at the August LP re-
lease. We found we had about
24 albums. We cut it down to
13. Although no one can say
for sure what's a hit, we can
make a value judgment. Some-
times you run into a problem
with an artist, but if he’s busi-
nessman he should want to wait
for a better shot. Usually they
do. When T was head of A&R
at our company, I always hoped
I would someday hear a pro-
ducer come in and say, ‘I didn’t
cut anything last night worth
releasing.” But they always said
‘This is the best of what we
did; let’s release it’.”

He said the label was ‘“ex-
perimenting with our several
retail stores in Louisiana on
what people want to buy.”

“We’re still signing,” Bledsoe
went on. “But the point is we
are signing artists with a defi-
nite purpose, not the old buck-
shot method. Like Oliver, who
will be showing a new, more
in-depth side of his talent on
Liberty. We think he will now
have a greater acceptance in
the so-called ‘underground’
market.”
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Limited, too, are the diskery’s
number of staff producers—the
independent producer is their
answer. “We have no staff pro-
ducers on the West Coast,”
Bledsoe revealed. “We have one
with our Blue Note label in the
East. Today’s record acts are
of a very creative nature. You
can’t assign them to a staff. If
you had a staff producer who
was all things to all men, you’d
have a kind of Frankenstein.”

Next Super Acts?

Bledsoe predicted that at
least three members of the
label’s roster would become
“super acts by next year. Name-
ly, Sugarloaf, Ike and Tina
Turner and Del Reeves. This
is not only corporate thinking.
but the feeling of other people
knowledgeable of their scene.”

He stressed the importance
of the diskery as an increas-
ingly significant world power.
He visits Europe every two
months or so—*“That’s where
it’s happening.” The tape divi-
sion is scoring, too, “account-
ing for a larger percentage of
our business than the industry
average. We're also agents, and
are currently negotiating a film
deal for one of our acts,” Bled-
soe noted.

The “new’” Liberty/UA has
produced its own underground
newspaper, The Phonograph
Magazine, which also features
non-label artists like Elton
John. It is this kind of think-
ing that is making Liberty/
United Artists Records — to
borrow Bledsoe’s own words —
“a today, mobile record com-

pany.”

Bobbie Delights

Empire Room

NEW YORK — Bobby Gentry
brought a little bit of the Delta
country with her when she made
her New York debut at the Wal-
dorf-Astoria’s Empire Room last
Monday (26). In numbers such
as “Ode to Billie Joe” and “Son
of a Preacher Man,” the sultry,
breathy quality of her wvocal
style evokes that dusky region
of Mississippi. She is, in fact,
from Chickasaw County of that
state, where many of her own
songs are set.

Adding to the Deep South at-
mosphere of her act was the in-
clusion of a five-man rockabilly
group, Goose Creek Symphony,
who played during Miss Gentry’s
numerous wardrobe changes, ac-
companied her on more down-
home pieces, and provided close
harmonies in a closing gospel
medley. In their dungarees and
floppy hats, Goose Creek Sym-
phony may have looked out of
their element underneath the
Empire Room’s crystal chande-
liers, but their expertise on such
instruments as banjo, fiddle and
dobro was a novel and welcome
innovation for that elegant
room.

A high point was reached with
a medley of traveling songs
which included James Taylor’s
“Carolina on My Mind,” Jim
Webb’s “By the Time I Get To
Phoenix.” John Hartford’s “Nat-
ural To Be Gone” and the recent
Elvis Presley smash “Kentucky
Rain.” Of two Bacharach-David
ditties, “Close To You’” was more
appropriate for the Gentry treat- |
ment than “Raindrops.” Miss
Gentryv’s rendition of the Jack-
son Five’s “I Want You Back”
was an unexpected delight. And |
her two classics, “Fancy” and |
“He Made a Woman Out of Me,” |
are alwayvs enjoyable (and
worldly).

Two less familiar Gentry com-
positions proved the true show-
stoppers. however. They were
“Your Number One Fan” (a
cute take-off on the 1930s) and
“Benjamin” (about a make-
believe childhood friend). Each
ig liable to be heard in innu-
merable versions in the years to
come.

Miss Gentry was most impres-
sive, though, in the gospel finale.

NEW YORK—Douglas Smith,

principal of Clearwater Pro-
ductions, London, is in this
country for label deals and to
make the Clearwater name as
well known here as it is in
Britain. He characterized the
company as ‘“an all-over con-
ception” with management,
booking, publishing, production
and graphic aspects. He recalls
Clearwater’s humble beginnings
when he and his partners
“started off with 25 quid.”

The company presently
handles five bands which Smith
is confident ‘“could be headlin-
ers” in the future. He is anti-
hype but does believe in the
value of publicity. “We work
on them [the groups] musically;
it’s the people who can make
them.”

He has had several acts signed
with Liberty/U.K. and the label
is involved internationally with
High Tide, a group whose first
album was released here last
year. Smith is anxious to have
the second High Tide LP (al-
ready released in Britain) re-
leased but has run into several
snags with Liberty/U.S. Other
groups which Clearwater
handles include Hawkwind who
are on Liberty in England only:
Cochise, another Liberty/U.K.
band, and Skin Alley who are
gigned with CBS/U.K. The fifth
group, Bubastis, has no label
deal yet and Smith says he
doesr’t particularly want to
have them signed yet. He is
more interested in having them
gig before they record.

Smith is most keen on the

Hawkwind LP which has been |

charted in England. He de-
scribed the group as composed
of “wanderers who happened to
meet” and described their music
as “Pink Floydian.” According
to Smith, Clearwater looks at
“everything on a long-term
basis” and he recognizes the
impertance of building his acts.
As bookers and managers,
Clearwater {s interested in
“working a band with an album
rather than waiting for nine
months for the album to come
out.” Often, he feels, the third
album will justify the faith
shown in a group whose first,
and even second, albums are
not successful.

Clearwater is “like a family”
but Smith adds that the com-

pany is “into efficiency.” In
Britain the Clearwater ‘family’
is well known by the public and
trade with interest generated
by each of the company’s five
bands. “We’re into the public
and the public respects us for
it,” Smith commented.

]and its attendant voluminous
documentary evidence.

| Judge Lasker cited the public
interest involved in the current
action, saying, “The public, too,
has an interest in the mauatter at
hand. It is in the public interest
that BMI’s viability as a com-
petitor of ASCAP not be weak-
ened, and it is in the public in-
terest to have the choice of
listening to BMI music on CBS’
many outlets.”

In citing the circumstances
and equities of the case render-
ing appropriate the granting of
the injunction ordering mone-
tary pavment sought by BMI,
Judge Lasker sadid, ‘“Although
BMI licenses the use of its music
by many others than CBS, the
income received by BMI from
television usage of its music,
and in particular from CBS, is
an important portion of its rev-
enue. Furthermore the arrange-
ments made between CBS and
BMI constitute something of a
bellwether for the terms of
agreements between BMI and
other broadcasters.

“It is impossible to measure
with any degree of accuracy the
extent to which this complex of
factors puts ASCAP at a present
advantage over BMI,” Judge
Lasker continued, “but that it
gives it some advantage, and
perhaps a substantial one, is not
to be doubted. It appears alto-
gether inequitable to permit
CBS to continue to use BMI
music without making a fair
payment pendente lite (especial-
ly considering the protracted na-
ture of the instant litigation),
while the networks continue to
make large payments to BMI’s
stronger competitor. It is true
that CBS makes the important
claim that BMI has misused its
copyrights, but that contention
is necessarilv far from demon-
strated at this early stage of
the case and is presently insuf-
ficient to warrant the court’s
refusal to grant relief.”

Judge Lasker stated that his
views were “altogether indepen-
dent of the question of whether
BMI will probably sueceed on
the merits of this case.” Citing
previous opinions by various
Courts, he said, “the balance of
hardships definitely tips in
BMI’s favor. CBS is a substan-
tially larger and stronger organ-
ization than BMI. BMI would
suffer substantially greater in-
jury if it received no CBS pay-
ments than CBS would be in-
jured by making them. Indeed,
in normal circumstances CBS
would, of course, expect and be
required to make reasonable pay-
ments to BMI and would con-

sider them an ordinary cost of
doing business.”

“The proper remedy,” Judge
| Lasker continued, “is to be mea-
sured by the office of a prelimi-
' nary injunction itself; that is,
to restore the parties to the
status quo ante. There appears
to be no more viable standard
for the determination of a rea-
sonable fee pendente lite than
the fee in effect and actually
paid by CBS to BMI at the com-
mencement of the litigation.
That fee (for the year 1969),
the largest ever paid by CBS
to BMI, was in the amount of
$1,607,000. Accordingly, barring
any adjustments pursuant to the
discussion below on that sub-
ject, T hold that the reasonable
fee which CBS shall pay to BMI,
effective January 1, 1970, and
i during the pendency of the liti-
| gation, shall be at the rate of
$1,607,000 per annum.”

| BMI, however, retains an op-
| tion to accept the relief granted

by Judge Lasker. “This opin-

ion,” Judge Lasker said, ‘“is not

to be construed as ordering BMI
| to grant a license to CBS, unless,
of course, BMI should decide to
accept the reasonable feet set by
the court.”

The possibility of financial ad-
justment, in view of future
changed circumstances, was also
provided for in Judge Lasker’s
opinion,

Judge Lasker concluded: “The
relief granted herein is solely
interim relief, and nothing in
this opinion shall be construed
to prevent possible retroactive
adjustment of the fee paid
pendente lite if the proef at trial
establishes that the interim fee
varies from the actual market
value of the music used. In such
event, it would presumably be
in order retroactively to adjust
the fee to the market value es-
tablished by the evidence at
trial.”
| In commenting on recent de-
velepments, BMI President Ed-
ward M. Cramer said, “In past
weeks there have been trade
press stories regarding a pos-
sible settlement between BMI
and CBS-TV. These stories ean
only be characterized as calcu-
lated leaks. BMI was forced to
the conclusion that all proposed
offers by CBS-TV were in large
part illusory. As a result, our
responsibility to BMI affiliates
compelled us to reject them. We
did so not only in the interest of
BMI writers and publishers, but
in the eventual interest of all
writers and publishers. The
immediate monetary increase
which may have eventuated
would have been accompanied by
onerous demands which would
seriously damage the cause of
performing rights in this coun-
try.”
