Among MOA Convention Issues

® CATSKILLS, N. Y. — More
than 300 music operators and
their wives from the New York
region met with recoré com-
pany, distributor and ome-stop
executives last weekend (14-
16) at their annual convention
here.

Included in the program was
a symposium with record com-
pany executives that was mod-
erated by Mort Hoffman of
RCA. The panel consisted of
Stan Snyder, Columbia: Ron
Alexenburg, Epic; Herb Gold-
farb, London; Bill Walsh,
RCA; and Marvin Paris, MCA.

Music operator Jack Wilson
kicked off the session with the
question “What are the record
companies doing to cut down
the timing on singles?” Up to
several years ago, he said, the
average single was anywhere
from 2:40 to three minutes.
His complaint was that singles
are now coming in at upwards
of seven minutes.

Most of the panelists agreed
that this was a problem not

only for the music operator,
but also for AM radio. They
explained that in recent years
the artist has had control of
his recording and record com-
panies, more often than not,
were not in a position to edit
the product. It was stressed
that, whenever possible, sin-

A. Mogull Speaks Qut

@ HOLLYWOOD—Amid the extensive executive carousel shifts
over at the Capitol Tower, Record World was able to sit down
with Arthur Mogull, Vice President and Head of A&R, Capitol
Records, Inc.

Mogull, like very few execu-
tives in any facet of show biz,
has displayed a most important
commodity over the years: stay-
ing power. He began his career
in 1949 as band boy for Tommy
Dorsey. He left Dorsey in 1951
to work with Ray Anthony’s pub-
lishing business and then moved
into publishing with the Kings-
ton Trio. From there Mogull
went to Warner Bros. Publish-
ing and later switched over to
Warner Bros. Records. In 1964
he was made Director of East-
ern Operations for Warner
Brothers and Reprise Records
and brought to the label BRill
Cosby and Peter, Paul and Mary,

Anhur Mogull

among others.

In 1966 he went into the publishing business with Bob Dylan.
From there he moved out here to form Tetragrammaton Rec-
ords in 1968 and, when the company dissolved, he moved to Capi-
tol, first as A&R Divisional Vice President and now in his pres-
ent position.

Record World: How did you meet Dylan?

Mogull: He was brought to me by Roy Silver to play some
songs. As a matter of fact the first thing he played me was
“Blowin’ in the Wind.” I signed him to an exclusive writers con-
tract at Warner Brothers.

Record World: How many titles were involved in that contract?

Mogull: All the songs he wrote for a four-year period which
included all the great Dylan standards. If T recall I think I
signed him with an advance of $1,000. If I had to make a guess
I'd say he made about $15,000,000 for the company. During that
period at Warner Brothers Publishing I got very lucky. I signed
Peter, Paul and Mary, both to a record and a publishing contract.

Record World: How long was their first deal with Warners?

Mogull: Well, their record deal was six or seven years. Then
I signed Gordon Lightfoot, Ian & Sylvia, Richie Havens. . . .

‘Record World: Are these all artists that you personally scouted
and then negotiated for? Or did you have people looking for you?

Mogull: No, I did it, mostly with the help of managers and
agents whom I respected like Albert Grossman, Roy Silver and
Herb Block.

Record World: Now you seem to be centering much of your
activity around a sort of English invasion.

Mogull: Well, both, actually. In the 15 months I've been with
Capitol I've been over to England many times. On the first trip
1 was there a week and signed three groups: McGuinness Flint,
Ashton, Gardner and Dyke and the Fortunes. The first two went
to No. 1 in England on the Capitol label and the Fortunes are
headed for No. 1 here right now. On the second trip I signed
a group called Heads, Hands & Feet which I think is going to
be a huge monster group. This is the first time anyone has gone
to England and signed English acts directly to the Capitol label.
Previously, Capitol had to rely on the influx of product that came
to them through EMI.

Record World: Could you give an example of the kind of deals
you make with a new group? For instance, how long is Heads,
Hands & Feet set with the label?

Mogull: If I recall, I think we have them for five years. Most
of the acts are signed for one year with four one-year options.

Record World: Is Island releasing Heads, Hands & Feet prod-
uct in England?

Mogull: Tsland is the only case like that. We made a deal to
distribute Island here in the states. At the time, their manager
was in some kind of dispute with EMI and he refused to sign
with Capitol if Heads, Hands & Feet went with EMI. So T got
EMI, and they were very gracious about it, to waive their auto-
matic rights to Heads, Hands & Feet in the United Kingdom
and we put it on Island.

Record World: In terms of promoting the English groups when
they are here and have specific activity, sometimes you will go
to an outside p.r. firm as in the case of Heads, Hands & Feet
when you went to Gershman, Gibbon & Stromberg. Do you fore-
see this as a practice? What do you think about that?

Mogull: Well, we only have so many people in our publicity
department and they have to concentrate on the company plus
the acts. If it’s an act that we are particularly excited about
and we want to direct a thrust in a particular area we will, in
some cases, go to an outside publicity firm. In the case of Heads,
Hands & Feet we were spending a lot of money to fly them over
here to make an appearance at the Troubadour and I wanted to
make sure that it was fully supported and I couldn’t ask our
publicity department to stop work on 80 other acts to concen-
trate for a week on Heads, Hands & Feet.

Record World: When you do hire an outside p.r. firm, do you
look to them for creative concepts or saturating the press?

Mogull: Both. In the case of Bob Gibson and HH&F I thought
that the slogan he came up with which the whole campaign was
centered around (Heads, Hands & Feet: “They give good mu-
sic”) was brilliant. That slogan alone was worth the fee.

Record World: Do you plan more immediate trips to London?

To London Four Times a Year

Mogull: I go about four times a year. The reason I really go
to London is that it is now a three-album business for a con-
temporary act. The majority of the acts don’t really happen big
until their third album. There are two exceptions: 1) If the act
has a hit single and 2) If they're from England they may accel-
erate that by one album—if it happens over there first, then it
gives you something to talk about when you bring them over
here. If you can say that a group “is number two in England”
it gives you something to hang your hat on, more than the usual
release.

Record World: Would you say that a group like Badfinger
would fit into that concept?

Mogull: Badfinger was fortunate enough to have the charisma
of the Apple label. They had the identification of Apple.

Record World: In talking of a three-album period, what do
vou do if the product comes and goes and nothing happens?

Mogull: The critical period is at the end of a year when you
can put out two albums then you have to make the determina-
tion if the group has shown enough life to warrant gambling
on picking up the next year hoping that the third album will
then happen.

Record World: Did you sign Tim Rose?

Mogull: Yes.

Record World: Is anything happening with him on the label?

Mogull: No. We're not going to continue with him. He put out
a hell of an album. It was one of my few disappointments.

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Mother/Brothers WB Tour Takes Shape

B HOLLYWOOD — The im-
pending promotional concert
tour of Mother Earth and the
Doobie Brothers, being under-
written by Warner Bros./Re-
prise Records, has had nearly
all of its dates, locations and
affiiliations firmed. The tour be-
gins June 4 in Eugene, Ore,, at
Autzen Stadium, University of
Oregon, with KZEL-FM co-
sponsoring.

Twenty people will be travel-
ling with the tour. With the
four Doobie Brothers and six
Mother Earth members will be
four equipment managers and
three managers. Julie Steddom,
Carl Scott and Mike Hewitson
(who are coordinating and
booking the tour) will travel
separately in certain areas to
cover most of the dates. Scott
has been involved extensively
in management with such
groups as the Beau Brummels,
Harper’s Bizarre and Bobby
Freeman. He is also currently
managing Little Feat. Miss
Steddom was formerly with
GAC and Premier Talent in
New York. Hewitson previously
served as road manager for the
Dave Clark Five.

Approximately 27 cities are
planned for the Mother/Broth-
ers show with bookings blocked

in three-city areas to make
travel (mostly by plane and
some bus) more expedient. One
show is definite in each loca-
tion with a one show option
according to audience demand.

Though the original aim of
such a tour (begun this year

| with Captain Beefheart and Ry

Cooder) was to expose groups
to as many people as possible,
Warners,/Reprise now wants to
go into the concert promoting
business.

Press Dates Planned

Press dates are planned, dur-
ing the course of the tour, in
Boston, New York, San Fran-
cisco and Los Angeles with
John Baldry added for those
dates. Those eities were picked
because of the high concentra-
tion of press there.

The Doobie Brothers were
chosen from the Warner/Re-
prise roster because although
their album (out only about a
month) has been receiving
much airplay, the group had
only played a few small clubs
in the Bay area. Mother Earth,
it was felt, had not really
reached their potential. They
are a recent acquisition having
had three LPs on Mercury.

In talking with Scott about
what has been learned and uti-

lized in booking this tour as
opposed to the Beefheart/
Cooder tour he cited that a
closer tab is being kept on ex-
penses. With guitars stolen and
unexpected road expenses the
first tour ended up costing
around $20,000.

“Also, we’re not dealing with
promoters this time. We are the
promoters and we have more
control,” he said. With FM and
progressive stations intrinsi-
cally involved with the actual
concerts, extensive air play of
the group’s product is also as-
sured.

Radio tie-ins are being added
to with posters, fiiers, post
cards, mailers, album give-
aways, press kits, underground
ad buys and interviews where
permissable. Total saturation
will be complete by the time of
each date.

One Problem

One kind of problem that
has occurred in setting dates
has been an occasional lock on
facilities by local promoters
who want to add one of their
own acts to the bill. “We had
to scratch Salt Lake because
promoters got hold of continu-
ous dates and locked us out
unless we put them on the
show,” said Scott.

All Signals Go in Mercury Matthews

B CHICAGO — A merchandis-
ing campaign embodying pro-
motion, publicity, advertising,
graphic sales aids and display
items, film and the artist “live”
has been fashioned by Mer-
cury Records for the launching
of Ian Matthews as a solo art-
ist on the Vertigo label. Mat-
thews is currently on charts
as the leader of the Mat-
thews Southern Comfort group
(“Woodstock”). Release of an
album and single as a solo art-
ist came this week.

The Mercury campaign, for-
mulated by Lou Simon, Senior
Vice President and Marketing
Director, is extensive. Adver-
tising schedules for trade ads
have been set to appear simul-
taneously around the world
along with selected consumer
ads in the contemporary rock
press and a program of cooper-
ative dealer ads in metropoli-
tan papers. Further consumer

penetration is planned through
heavy concentration of radio
spots on late night top forty

radio stations beginning in
June.
Dubs of the new single,

“Hearts,” were sent in advance
of its official release date to
radio stations and are being
followed by wide-ranging tours
undertaken by Mercury’s na-
tional and regional promotion
staff. Reports of favorable re-
action already have begun
feeding back to Chicago, ac-
cording to Simon. The single is
being presented in a four-color
sleeve.

Presentation Book

A special 12 x 12 presenta-
tion book on two-color chrome
coat stock has been designed
for the release and includes an
order form, reprints of clip-
pings and other press informa-
tion, photos and cover slicks.

A 20 x 37 two-color image pos-
ter has been made available
and will be shipped in bulk
quantities to dealers and dis-
tributors.

In an unusual move, sales-
men’s samples of the new LP
and presentation book will in-
clude a copy of the Matthews
Southern Comfort Decca album
for familiarization and an in-
dication of the artist’s estab-
lished sales potential.

From the end of May through
June a 15-minute, 16mm color
film of Matthews in four seg-
ments is being routed to Tocal
TV shows for additional expo-
sure. Stations already contacted
about its availability have in-
dicated an eagerness for early
scheduling dates.

Joining the campaign, Mat-
thews will make his first trip
to the U. S. for a “rap tour”
beginning May 22 during which
he will visit numerous markets

ing about 10 different sales
mostly to drug stores, auto
parts stores and variety type
shops.

tional. They contended that the
only remedy legit product had
was the standard 2¢ per copy;
a provision in the Federal law.
The pirates lost. An interesting
aspect of that case was that
the D. A. had no real case in
that he was not prosecuting
anyone. The pirates were sim-
ply trying to prevent future
prosecution. The case is now
being appealed to a higher
Federal Appellate Court.

Mesmick also noted that in
order to prove that the pirated
tapes were in fact genuine, he
was given the services of en-
gineers from CBS and RCA.

Kristofferson at Bitter End
Runs Gamut from A to Zzzzz...

@ NEW YORK — Between cat-
naps during Kris Kristoffer-
son’s Bitter End set last week,
I wondered why someone who
had so much to say should be
so boring.

The answer, it seems to me,
is in the way Monument’s Kris-
tofferson has chosen to express
himself—in the country idiom.
He seems to have settled for it,
taken on a musical mode that
demands nothing from him; in
fact, not taken it on 30 much
as stooped to it.

Since Kristofferson was a
Rhodes scholar, we suspect that
he knows better than to say
“he do” and “Don come to us
a few months back” in making
small talk with the audience.
When somebody imaginatively
refers to a back-up musician as
“adding a touch of funk to an
otherwise austere group,” starts
a song “Billy Dee was seven-
teen when he turned twenty-
one” or defines freedom for a
generation as ‘“just another
word for nothing left to lose,”
the observer, or, at least I did,
starts to wonder if all the lazi-
ness, the rocking on the out-
sides of the feet, the sloppy
grammar, the repetitive and
simplistic melodies is just af-
fectation.

I'm not saying that bad
grammar is out of place in a
song, because it can be a cogent
reflection of region or char-
acter and the last thing I would
suggest is that “Me and Bobby
McGee” be corrected to read
“Bobby McGee and I"”’; but I am
saying that Kristofferson is a
self-contradictory artist, in
that he preaches one thing and
goes out of his way to practice
another. He criticizes society
for being lax and hypocritical
and, in his careless melodies
and shiftless manner, is lax
and hypocritical himself. (I’ve
always had that doubt about
Bob Dyian né Zimmerman, too.)
He suggests in his songs that
the world has got to change,
but in his composing and per-
forming, he is running the risk
of merely putting it to sl . . .

oh-er . . . of merely putting . . .
putting it tosl . . . .. VAXA XA A AR
Carly Shares Bill

Elektra’s Carly Simon is

something else again. Sharing
the bill with Kristofferson for
his second week, Miss Simon is
another contemporary artist
who has artistically turned her
back on urban and suburban
middle-<lass life in order to

adopt what a large segment of
today’s young musicians con-
sider the country virtues; but,
at least musically, Miss Simon
had assimilated the joy and en-
thusiams of country life with-
out becoming anti-intellectual
(which is what, being inverse-
ly snobbish, Kristofferson is do-
ing) in order to cozen off her
more high-flown thoughts.

Everything about the girl is
straightforward, including her
wonderfully lusty voice. She is
honest, concerned, frequently
achingly open as in her “That’s
the Way 1 Always Heard It
Should Be,” as well as “Dan
My Fling” and “The Best
Time,” all of which are about
a woman of today trying to
keep her footing on the shift-
ing sands of morality.

Miss Simon, by the way, looks
like a cross between Mary
Travers and Mick Jagger, and
the way her blouse kept slip-
ping off one bronzed shoulder
as she sang at her opening was

mesmerizing.

The CTI Story

@ From time to time, I will discuss in this
column some of the smaller, independent record
companies who are as dedicated to black music
as to their own financial reward or survival.

The most astounding independent is CTI. In
less than a year, it has achieved artistic and
financial success with an impressive roster of
artists that includes Bill Evans, Freddie Hub-

Michael Cuscuna bard, Stanley Turrentine and Joe Farrell. Vic
Chirumbolo feels that their success was quite carefully planned.
Creed Taylor, he reports, wants only to record relatively estab-
lished artists until the label really expands. They plan to release
only one album per month so that they can fully concentrate on
promotion at every level for a full 30 days before moving into
another project. They do not spare expense for quality album
covers and pressings; they handle their own distribution with
records and tapes; they produce their own spots and carefully
devise their own advertising campaigns. This control is impor-
tant to give their artistic product the proper handling across
the board.

I asked Vic why Creed would produce very artistic product when
his own money was at stake, while he had made far more commer-
cial records for major companies. He explained, “Frankly, a com-
mercial record is always an expensive gamble. With an artistic
release, you are guaranteed a good reception, and you know what
you have and what it can do. If it sells beyond that, that’s fine too.
Our records are not expensive unknown quantities.” For the near
future, CTI plans an unusual Astrud Gilberto album, a second
Stanley Turrentine with brass and Kenny Burrell’s first album
for the label.

Atlantic may be the one large label to stand by jazz consistently
throughout the years. And they are not about to stop now. In the
works are a Max Roach album with chorus, a Yusef Lateef-Les
McCann collaboration, a Roberta Flack-Donnie Hathaway col-
laboration and new studio and live albums for Roberta Flack.
The company will record on location all of its artists who appear
at the Newport and Montreux jazz festivals.

Fantasy is getting back into the music quite heavily. Cal Tjader
is back with the label and getting back into a more honest form of
jazz himself. Woody Herman has been signed, and his first album
features guest artist Mike Bloomfield. Duke Ellington has sold
them six albums including a Yale concert and a new Latin Suite.

gles were cut to the three min-
ute length, and artists gen-
erally had no objection so long
as lyric meaning was not al-
tered.

Wider Selection Needed

Herb Goldfarb added that
the operator should try to
achieve as wide a selection of
product in juke boxes to go
along with changes in contem-
porary sound. To many of the
boxes carry a similar type of
product, he said, and operators
should follow major radio play
to see what younger listeners
are demanding of their music.
They would find their take
larger if they were to fill the
needs of the 18-25 age group.

On the question of how
much of total single sales were
bought by music operators, Al
Denver, Chairman of the Board
of the Music Operators of New
York, indicated that, based on
an average of two new records
bought per week for 500,000
boxes, a million records are
bought for coin machines.

If nothing else was accom-
plished, the dialogue at least
aired the problems of both the
music operator and the record
company.

The symposium opened w=it-h
a brief welcoming speech by
Al Denver, who then intro-
duced Theodore Blatt, attorney
for the Music Operators of
New York. Blatt updated sev-
eral pending operator problems.
He informed the meeting that
there will be a revised chattell
contract ready shortly. It will
better protect operators against
loss of equipment.

On the matter of the bill in-
troduced by the City Council of
New York for additional taxes
on the take of game and music
machines, Blatt advised that
the appelate division had re-
versed the decision and status
quo had been preserved for the
present.

In answer to questions from
the floor on the status of the
amendment to the 1909 copy-
right act, Denver stated that
the MOA would not go along
with the change from the origi-
nal approval of $8 per year
per machine. Congressional
committees had added an extra
dollar plus 50 cent registration
fee and inserted a clause for
review every five years. It is
anticipated that the House will
not act on the bill during the
1871 session.

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Polydor Releases First Wray
Album in 12 Years

B NEW YORK—Jerry Schoen-
baum, President of Polydor
Records, announces the release
of Link Wray’s first new album,
“Rumble,” in 12 years. Ship-
ment commences this week.

Wray had his first million-
seller hit, “Rawhide,” back in
1954, on Ar-
chie Blyer's
Cadence label.
He vanished
for awhile,
until January
of 1959, when
he reappeared
briefly enough
to make an-
other monster
called “Raw-
hide” for Epic. Again he van-
ished. It seemed that everytime
he had a hit, someone had
other ideas how to record and
produce him and what, gen-
erally, he must do. It’s not that
he was ungrateful, it's just
that it was not what Link had
in mind. The only way he fig-
ured he could do what was in
his head was to do it himself.

It took him nearly 12 years,
and he did it in an old chicken

Link Wray

shack in Accokeek, Md., on a
beat-up three track ... in what
he and his brothers called

“Wray’s Shack Three-Track.”
Born in Fort Bragg, N. C.,
Link leaned to play on a $4
busted guitar his non-musical
father bought from a cousin.
He cut his teeth on country

stuff, but a black man named
Hambone showed him black
blues, using open chords tuned
with fingers and a knife. His
mother was a singer, and he
may have developed his musi-
cal insight from her.

Link has been living com-
mune fashion since long be-
fore the style. A closely united
family, Link and his brothers,
their parents, their women and
16 children have always worked
and lived together.

The new album was produced
by Steve Verroca and Ray Ver-
non in association with Bob
Feldman. The Family includes:
Ling Wray, lead vocals, dobro,
guitar, bass; Billy Hodges, pi-
ano, organ; Bobby Howard,
mandolin, piano; Doug Wray
and Steve Verroca, drums, per-
cussion. All contributed to
background vocals, The record-
ing engineer was Vernon Wray.

Polydor is planning one of
its most extensive advertising
and promotional campaigns to
date. The album cover is an
elaborately die-cut profile of
Wray, which opens as a self-
display unit for use on counter-
top or as a window streamer.
The disc will be going out to
an extensive list of radio sta-
tions, with heavy concentration
aimed at the top 40 group. Re-
viewer copies will also be di-
rected at both underground and
overground, as well as the
usual musical press.

CONCERT REVIEW

Mandrill Tops Fillmore Bill

@ NEW YORK — As the his-
tory of Fillmore East winds
down, I find myself agreeing
more and more with Bill Gra-
ham.

B Putting comedy on record is difficult to do. The key to doing
it right is talent, but a kind of talent that can endure the pas-
sage of time and change,

Woody Allen is funny, right? You might even have a record
or two of his in your collection (or library). Question: How
many times have you actually listened to it since you bought it?
Chances are it has gone the way of your Shelley Berman collec-
tion—either out to the garage or to some second-hand store for
10 cents. Once you've got the routines and jokes down you don’t
play it anymore. With the exception of Lenny Bruce, who doesn't
really qualify as a comedian, most funny men on record quickly
fall into the whatever-happened-to category.

Another exception is the Firesign Theatre.
They have produced works that can be lis-
tened to many, many times. Their recordings
are structured like panels from old Mad comic
books. There is so much going on., so much
humor and insanity coming out of the speak-
ers, that their records can be listened to a
thousand times and the listener still dnes not
catch everything contained within the group’s
sound collages.

Austin, Bergman, Ossman and Proctor have
become the zenith toward which contempo-
rary humorists seem to be shooting, some-
times with embarrassingly poor aim. The
Credibility Gap, who like the Firesign started out in radio, were
way off with a recent Capitol album and disappointed thousands
who enjoy their broadcasting satire. David Frye's second Elektra
album joins his first in the Shelley Berman file.

Yep, putting humor on record is tricky business. One form of
comedy that does seem to hold up through the test of time
slightly more readily is the type that successfully blends humor
with music. Tom Lehrer recorded three albums in the last 20
vears and all three stand up well today. A brilliant satirist and
lyricist, Lehrer knows his music and how to steal and adapt his
booty to fit his lyrics.

Then there is the humor of Spike Jones and His City Slickers,
which is enjoying a sort of mini-revival on FM stations across
the country. A lot of listeners, who weren't around when Spike
was at his musical peak, are getting into his records—and dig-
ging the hell out of them. Anyone who could orchestrate “The
William Tell Overture” and the main theme from “Carmen” with
burps, belches, guns and grenades deserves renewed attention
during a nostalgia cycle focusing on past genius like the Marx
Brothers. Both Spike and the Brothers Marx demolished respect-
able musical institutions with the best crowbar of all—humor.

Jones also did a good job on pop hits like “Tea for Two,” and
can be forgiven for his too comfortable “Two Front Teeth” be-
cause he was consistently funny on RCA. That label might do
well to consider putting Spike Jones in its “This Is . . .” series.

Another musical satirist currently enjoying renewed atten-
tion is Stan Freberg, who is currently occupied with the pune-
turing of streamlined advertising through his agency, Thyme,
Inc. In the early days of rock and roll Freberg and his small
company of players (Daws Butler, Peter Leeds, June Foray)
wasted hits like ‘‘Heartbreak Hotel,” “The Great Pretender” and
“Rock Island Line.” His schtick often was hassling from “side-
men”—the drummer on “Yellow Rose of Texas”: the piano player
on “The Great Pretender.” Many of his hits are included in the
album “A Child’s Garden of Freberg,” which is hard to find.

It's very easy to enjoy the “Johnny Otis Show Live at Mon-
terey” LP on Epic. Any album that starts out with “Willie and
the Hand Jive” and builds from there in excitement, features
Ivory Joe Hunter, Esther Phillips, Joe Turner, Roy Milton and
Eddie Vinson is worth listening to a few dozen times. About the
only criticism one can make of the album is the applause track.

An Interview with Michel Colombier

B Pétard: When did you start working on your new album
“Wings” and how long did it take you to do the sessions?

Colombier: I first thought about the idea in February, 1970, but
actually didn’t start the sessions till September. It lasted several
months. Two were spent in the U.S. for the choirs and soloists.
The Symphonie orchestra was recorded during three weeks in
Paris.

Pétard: Why did you do it in two different countries? Isn't it
possible to find all the necessary top-notch musicians either in
France or in the United States?

Colombier: In France I think we have the best classical musi-
cians at the Opera de Paris, and, of course, I don’t encounter any
language difficulty eommunicating with them. On the other hand,
for the brass section, the best are in the states, not to speak of
the black choir, who have no equivalent in Europe.

Pétard: Was the deal financed in the states?

Colombier: Yes.

ITALY

B MILAN — An important change concerning
the Italian market is reflected this week on the
chart. It clearly points out that it is now being
controlled mainly by the big international rec-
ord groups (RCA, EMI, CBS, Phonogram).
Local production only survives thanks to such
big contests as the San Remo Festival, or the
“Summer Disc,” the admissions to them being
strictly limited to the original Italian produc-
tions. This is clear this week with the San Remo Festival titles
gone from the charts, their positions covered by foreign copy-
rights.

Four records firms in Italy are the last outposts for Italian
artists and songs: Aristen, Durium, Fonit-Cetra and Rifi, whose
production is mainly devoted to the original Italian products.

Rifi is present with three artists, Iva Zanicchi, Michele and
Rossano, in the contest “A Summer Disc.” Iva is presenting a
song entitled “La Riva Bianca La Riva Nera” (composed by
Eros Sciorelli); Michele has the song “Susan Dei Marinai,” by
Servio Bardotti; Rossano’'s song is entitled “Ho Perso Il Conto.”

Record World: Rose said in a recent interview in the L.A.
Free Press that he was only given around $5000 and less than 50
hours in the studio for the record (“Tim Rose: Love, A Kind of
Hate Story”).

Mogull: His article in the Free Press outraged me because
I personally signed him and he's an old friend of mine and I
went overboard in supporting him. We put up money to support
his group. We put up a lot of money for rehearsal time and gen-
erally spent an inordinate amount of money on that album rela-
tive to what the sales warranted. 1 thought the interview in the
Free Press was very unfair, The artist often blames the record
company if the album doesn’t happen.

Record World: What are you focusing in on with regard to
voung groups located here?

Focusing on Groups

Mogull: Let me give you an example of some of the focusing
we're doing. When I took over as head of A&R here there were
247 artists on our roster. Within a period of two weeks we had
cut 166 of them. That’s reducing the roster to 81 artists; artists
that we all believe in. So I'm trying to establish a reputation so
that artists know that if they’re on Capitol Records, they are
believed in and supported. If you look right now I think you’ll
see that we are enjoying the most success with new artists of
any company in the business.

We have, concurrently breaking, on the singles charts: Helen
Reddy’s first single, Seatrain’s first single, Joy of Cooking’s first
single, the Eighth Day’s first single. In the album charts we
have breaking Seatrain’s first album which is approaching 200,-
000. Joy of Cooking's first album is approaching close to 100,000.
Helen Reddy’s album which was out two weeks ago had initial
orders of 100,000. T think we’'ve broadened the artist base 10-
fold in the last six months. If you look at our May release you’ll
see that we released McCartney’s “Ram,” Leon Russell, Hoyt
Axton, Jerry Corbett and Helen Reddy. Now that's a hip re-
lease that any label would be proud of and you couldn’t have
done that here a year ago. I think record companies establish
a credibility. I know that I get a lot of records at home from
various companies. I know that when I open a package of albums
from Elektra, every cne of those albums is worth listening to.
They may not all be great, but they are worth taking a listen.
Warner Brothers and Reprise have that credibility. Atlantic has
that credibility. A lot of companies don’t have that and I think
that for a long time Capitol didn’t have that credibility. I feel that
in the next six months you'll want to open that Capitol package.
I don't guarantee that they’ll all be hits, but at least our hip-
ness will be reflected in that monthly release. When I came with
the company 15 months ago we had an artist base that consisted
of the Beatles, Glen Campbell, the Band and the beginnings of
Grand Funk Railroad and also a substantial number of middle-
of-the-road artists like Nancy Wilson, Peggy Lee, Al Martino
and the Lettermen. Now we can add to that with Bloodrock, Sea-
train, Helen Reddy, Joy of Cooking and Anne Murray.

Record World: Are you also increasing your MOR roster?

Mogull: No, the middle-of-the-road artist roster is standing
still. The contemporary artist base is 10 times what it was. If
we're going to do a quarter of a million with the first Seatrain
album, the next one should do half a million.

Record World: What are your initial pressings for a new artist?

Mogull: That isn’t so important. With four plants of our own
we can deliver product probably faster than anyone else.

Record World: What about novelty involvements with the la-
bel such as “Woodshtick”?

Mogull: That’s a concept album that comes up once in a while,
We have three young guys working in A&R now (Michael Sun-
day, Eric Malamud and Ron Krietzman), and I'll stack their hip-
ness and credibility against any other three guys at any other
company. With them and guys like Howard Goldman and Tony
Cohan in merchandising T know the future of the company is in
good hands.

Record World: What do you look to as the high points of your
career this far?

Hearing Own Record a High Point
Mogull: If you're a good music man or a good record man you
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feed on your ego. I'm the kind of person that if somebody would
come down from the executive floor and pat me on the head and
tell me I'm a genius—they could cut my salary by $25,000 a year.
After 25 years in this business I still get a thrill out of hearing
a record of mine on the car radio and I still make the call back
to New York every Wednesday to get the chart listings.

Record World: What records are you the proudest of?

Mogull: 1 think that as you and I studied Shakespeare in
school, a hundred years from now the kids are going to study
Dylan in school. Whatever small association I had with him
that’s what I'm the proudest of. He is the single giant to come
out of contemporary music. In a way I think he almost created
contemporary music. I think that the Beatles, either directly or
indirectly, went from “I Want to Hold Your Hand” to what they
subsequently went to through Dylan’s influence. The James Tay-
lors, the Joni Mitchells, the Donovans and all the subsequent
artist-writers are all by-products of what Dylan started.

Record World: You're connected with a somewhat famous story
about Laura Nyro and the Monterey Pop Festival. With what
has happened to Laura Nyro, do you think you could now talk
about it?

Mogull: What's the famous story?

Record World: That you took her to Monterey and she wasn’t
successful and you went into a form of seclusion.

Mogull: Let’s see if 1 can clarify that right now.

Record World: How did you meet Laura Nyro?

Mogull: I met her through a friend of mine who subsequently
became my partner. She came to play some songs for me. If my
memory serves me correctly the very first song that Laura played
me was “And When I Die,” which I flipped over. I rushed her
down to Milt Okun’s studio and she played it for Peter Yarrow
and Paul Stookey who recorded it within a week. Incidentally,
1 think the best Laura Nyro songs are in her first album on
Verve: an album I understand that she’s not particularly proud
of. In retrospect I think that I did handle her undiplomatically
and I was not too kind to her at times. By the same token she
might admit to you that she wasn’'t always understanding of my
problems. I was going through a bad period at the time, not be-
ing the most successful person in the business. I was uptight
about money. Frankly, 1 always thought she and I had a good
personal relationship.

Worked-Up Supremes-Type Act

When Lou Adler and John Phillips first asked to have Laura
appear at Monterey [ begged her to organize something. She
hadn’t really performed in public except for a week at the
Hungry i in San Francisco which hadn’t been too successful.
She decided that she would prepare by herself for Monterey and
save it as a surprise for Paul Barry and me. She got two girls
and worked up a kind of Supremes-type act where she sang lead
and they sang in the background and they did choreography as
they sang. I was horrified. Since I always prided myself on hav-
ing good taste I was unjustifiably and egotistically in a rage.
I was more concerned, frankly, that I was being embarrassed
than that she wasn’t coming across. In that respect I was wrong.
Our relationship became strained. Interestingly enough, she met
her current manager through me. I took her to David Geffen
when he was at the William Morris office and asked him if he
would be her agent. I don't regret it because they did a fan-
tastic job for her. The rest is history now and everyone knows
I made a lot of money out of the entire Laura Nyro situation.
A lot of the money 1 got was as a direct result of David’'s efforts
on Laura’s behalf. I sneaked in to see her in London a couple of
months ago and she is still one of the greatest ever.

Record World: Have there been occasions when you could
sign artists, but didn’t, who went on to become successful?

Mogull: This might sound arrogant but I don’t remember ever
turning down an artist that went on to become a big star. Now
it’s possible I don’t remember just to block it out of my mind,
but T honestly can’t remember.

Record World: One last question. What do you want to do?
What do you perceive as your future? Do you want to pro-
duce acts?

Mogull: No. I couldn’t produce a record. The Mo Ostins, the
Ahmet Erteguns and the Clive Davises of our business don’t pro-
duce records. Well, I guess Ahmet does once in a while. But I
just like finding acts and being a part of their happening. It all
goes back to the ego part of it. Although there are people who
will tell you otherwise, I get more satisfaction from feeding my
ego than from making the money.

Pétard: Why did you choose the United States to realize this
idea?

Colombier: Because in Europe no record company had the
means, or was willing to go to such expense, Before I even met
Herb Alpert at A&M Records, both of us had the same idea of
making a record that would span both the classical and the pop
fields. And since this kind of music hardly exists on the present
market, we decided to fill the need.

One day as I was conducting a session for a movie soundtrack
featuring a classical string quartet with a pop rhythm section
and Herb Alpert came in. He liked what he heard and asked me
if I wouldn’t be interested in doing this on a larger scale. This is
how the whole idea got started.

Pétard: Should this album be listened to all in one piece?

Colombier: Actually, yes. At least that’s how I conceived the
music.

Pétard: Do you think that the connoisseurs of classical music
will be able to listen to this music without getting upset?

Colombier: Surely.

Pétard: How did you come to call this album “Wings”?

Colombier: I really don’t know! Choosing the right title is al-
ways a big problem. Everyone in the studio was making sugges-
tions and this is finally the title that stuck and fit the music,
which somehow seems to float between sky and water,

Pétard: Do you like the artwork on the American cover?

Colombier: Yes. I feel it features everything, and since I'm still
unknown in the United States, I hope this will be a step towards
recognition.
