Most of the articles and 
news stories that we will read 
about the sudden retirement of 
Frank Sinatra "to spend time 
with my family, to read, maybe 
to teach" (as announced last 
week) will be so biographical 
and eulogistic that some may 
tend to forget the very essence 
of the man and his most im- 
portant contribution: 

' His music. 
Let's put aside all those tales 

that remind us of Sinatra, the 
loveable rogue. For the moment, 
forget about the clan and other 
associations. Fights with pho- 
tographers are behind us, so is 

Pvt. Maggio. These moments rightfully deserve a few pages in 
history books; but it ís most important for those of us in this 
industry to take some time out to show our gratitude for musical 
perfection. 

We've always been in awe of that perfection, because it en- 
compasses every thought that goes into the making of the Ameri- 
can dream. That dream, we were taught, is something about being 
the best at what one does. There is hardly any argument about 
Frank Sinatra being the best at what he did. In time, our sense 
of awe will deepen because, again, we were taught always to quit 
a winner. 

It is no secret that the voice was waning a bit-age does have 
an uncanny way of creeping forward. We shouldn't be shocked at 
the fact that he will not be acting or producing. Both crafts were 
only mere extensions of the man's creative talent. If the singing 
stops, all else must stop, for it is singing that Sinatra is all about.

WASHINGTON -Both 
ASCAP and BMI want the op- 
portunity to negotiate directly 
with CATV operators for music 
licensing rates. 

ASCAP General Counsel Her- 
man Finkelstein, testifying be- 
fore the FCC last week (18), 
said that "ASCAP does not 
seek any regulation of CATV" 
and bid the commission not to 
"limit the rights of copyright 
owners in order to exact from 
them a subsidy for CATV."

The Changing Promotion Scene in England 
By DON WARDELL 
Promotion Manager 
British Decca Group 

(Editor's Note: As former Chief Radio Luxembourg disc jockey, 
it is interesting to note Don Wardell's views on promotion now that 
he is "on the other side of the fence" as Promotion Manager for the 
British Decca Group which also includes the MCA and Uni labels.) 

The daily plane from London would touch down at Luxembourg 
Airport every day at high noon. Apart from carrying the records 
and mail, the passenger list would almost certainly include three 
or four promotion men, who (when I first worked as a di) would 
jet into the Grand Duchy at the rate of eight a week. It was good 
to see some of the pluggers who brought new magazines, bacon 
and English sausages-all total luxuries to a dj in exile 360 miles 
from England. 

Promotion then-1963-was a vastly different exercise-geared 
to the exploitation of mainly bubblegum singles and batches of 
Phil Spector LPs. 

My plan on taking up the post at Decca was to widen the 
exploitation policy and to promote our extensive catalogue right 
across the board. I felt that every artist on our 36 labels should 
be able to receive a service from the promotion department. 

Must Encompass All Relevant Media 

It's no good flying to Luxembourg with packets of bacon these 
days. Promotion is a science which must encompass all the 
relevant media. 

At Decca I gave new people clearly defined areas in which to 
work so that they could build a good working relationship with 
managements and artists who fell within their scope. My progres- 
sive/contemporary radio promotions man is former musician and 
group member Chris Stone, who exploits all our "heavy" catalogue 
and he is assisted by Miss Sarah Clough who is responsible for 
press and public relations work on the same group of artists. 

Letter to the Editor 
Exit Respect, Enter Embarrassment 
To the Editor: 

Since I chose to enter the 
record business back in 1962, I 
have always been proud of my 
choice. I love this crazy busi- 
ness and plan to continue in it 
for some time. 

There have been times, how- 
ever, when I've been embar- 
rassed by my mistakes, or by 
the gauche conduct of others in 
this media. But I have never 
been as embarrassed as I was 
on Tuesday evening, March 16, 
1971, at the New York presen- 
tation of the Grammy Awards 
when practically the entire au- 
dience chose to exit during a 
performance by Curtis Mayfield 
and his group. I've never seen 
such a flagrant lack of respect 

and regard for a performer. Had 
it been one of your acts, I'm 
sure you would feel the same. 

I would like to thank the 
handful of people who elected to 
stay and enjoy Curtis. To those 
exiters, I only ask: Where is 
your mutual respect for a per- 
former who rehearsed for hours 
during the afternoon to be ready 
and willing to do a good job of 
pleasing you? 

I hope I made my point. At 
least I was permitted to state it. 
Fortunately, the F.C.C. hasn't 
gotten around to censoring let- 
ters to the editor.

Progressive product is vitally important in today's market and 
I have found that the "hard sell" rules which work on pop singles 
must never be applied to contemporary product. The djs, journal- 
ists and producers who feature this material need to be told the 
truth about an act's potential and an oversell or "hype" is very 
damaging. 

Our press office here, headed by John Wilkes with Miss Sally 
Delmont as assistant, handles all other acts with John Wilkes 
working to build selected artist images and his assistant covering 
day-to-day press coverage. 

Radio promotion is even further segmented with album product 
thandled by a former Australian dj Don Dive, who also tours our 
local stations doing field promotion. Single material is in the 
hands of Tim Heath, son of Ted Heath, one of this country's 
greatest band leaders. 

There are 16 people in all steering the careers of artists on our 
36 labels and we've had a good start to the year with single hits 
by Tony Christie, Dana, Tom Jones, Brian Hyland, Neil Diamond, 
Dave Edmunds, Gilbert O'Sullivan and the Marmalade. LP chart- 
ings are strong, too, with Wishbone Ash, Neil Diamond (two 
LPs), the Rolling Stones and Ten Years After all riding high. 

Each Member Pulls for Success 
We use selected press advertising and sponsored airplay on 

Radio Luxembourg to back up our efforts, and only by each mem- 
ber of the team pulling together have we achieved success. Later 
this year I am intensifying campus exploitation to make deeper 
inroads into the student record -buying market. 

The greatest excitement since I've been here was to see Brian 
Hyland's "Gypsy Woman" enter the British charts after four 
months of hard promotion. Mike Maitland told me not to let go 
on this as the disc took over eight months to break in the states. 
If a disc gets in the U.S. Top 10 it does not mean a guaranteed 
chart entry here, but my rule is if a disc can reach the Top 3 
in America there must be a market for it here. Brian Hyland has 
proved the point.

AGM's Lance Freed: 

College Market Ideal for Experimentation 

Lance Freed

HOLLYWOOD-Lance 
Freed, head of the College 
Promotion and Marketing De- 
partment at A&M Records. sug- 
gested recently that there ap- 
pears to be no definitive answer 
as to what part the college 
market actually contributes to 
overall sales. 

Freed, who is quite sage in 
his thinking perhaps because 
of his academics in psychology, 
nevertheless stresses that there 
is a great deal of intuitiveness 

used in the college marketing 
campaign. There has to be since 
the field is still widely an ex- 
perimental one. 

Freed said that the college 
territory is ideal for testing 
out newly signed talent. He 
has been responsible for bring- 
ing to the colleges various A&M 
attractions accompanied by 
strong, effective publicity and 
college promotion. Posters are 
distributed, ads are placed and 
an A.&M representative on 
campus (Lance has 16 such 
aides nationally) checks the 
record stores to make sure they 
are adequately stocked with 
the designated LP. 

Bombed in Boston 

Lance reported that most of 
these college dates have been 
tremendously successful in 
generating acceptance of a new 
act and also in moving product. 
However, with a slight admis- 
sion that nobody's perfect, 
Freed confessed one engage- 
ment in Boston did bomb. It 
was due to the fact that this 
particular performer was just 
under -rehearsed.

HOLLYWOOD - George 
Jones, Vice President, Manu- 
facturing & Engineering, Capi- 
tol Industries, Inc., announces 
the appointment of Martin 
Weiss as East Coast Regional 
Sales Manager for the label's 
Special Markets Division, ef- 
fective March 15. 

Weiss will be responsible for 
promoting and selling premium 
sales concepts to manufacturers 
and retail establishments. He 
will also develop marketing 
plans on a nation-wide basis to 
sell existing facilities time for 
the pressing of records, repro- 
duction of tapes and the use 
of studio recording facilities. 

From MCA-Decca 

Weiss comes to Capitol from 
MCA-Decca, where for the past 

two and a half years he held 
the position of National Sales 
Director in their Special Mar- 
kets Division. He was previ- 
ously associated with Columbia 
Record as Director, Operations, 
for the premium product divi- 
sion. During his tenure with 
Columbia he also held the posi- 
tion of Manager, Administra- 
tion, responsible for adminis- 
tering the record division's ad- 
vertising and sales promotion 
campaigns. 

Weiss attended Brooklyn Col- 
lege, receiving his AAS degree 
in the field of Advertising. 
With his wife and daughter, he 
will make his home in New 
York. 

In tackling the advertising 
media for the college set, Freed 
practices what he terms "Fami- 
liarity" in which he may utilize 
an appropriate quote from a 
poet or other recognizable 
campus figure as a catcher 
which segues into the product 
message. He cited Elliot and 
Yeats as two used previously 
with good results. 

In addition to this, another 
rule of thumb is simplicity. 
The consumer, being our col- 
lege student, likes to read in- 
teresting copy without getting 
too involved in it. They save 
their involvement for text- 
books. lectures, concerts and 
LPs. 

Must Reflect Honesty 

Advertising must also reflect 
honesty. Freed contends both 
students and his college reps 
are adamant o er "rip-offs"- 
which means any misleading 
hype. Freed feels the day for 
hype is over and you either 
have good product or you don't. 

Lance delegates the follow- 
ing responsibilities to his col- 
lege reps (actually students 

themselves employed by A&M ) : 

1) Cover all record stores and 
headshops to stock new releases 
if needed; 2) distribute posters 
and other merchandising to 
same; 3) check radio stations. 
coordinate advertising and as- 
sist in setting up concerts; 4) 
acquire reviews in papers; and 
5) survey reaction on artists. 

Rita Coolidge LP Hot. 
Concentration on Wright 

Freed pointed out that per- 
haps right now the hottest col- 
lege LP is A&M's Rita Cool- 
idge. He is also concentrating 
on Gary Wright, among others. 

A&M with Lance Freed con- 
tinues to pioneer and innovate 
the rapidly growing college 
market, one of the most viable 
today. Just how important this 
market is remains uncertain. 
Fred views the college market 
as being at its grassroot stage 
with overwhelming future poten- 
tiality. He left Record World 
readers to consider the student 
discount LP entitling students 
to substantial price breaks. 
This is still in the future; per- 
haps tomorrow. 
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Paramount Records' just -released LP, the Elton John soundtrack from 
the Paramount movie "Friends," is already the fastest selling album 
in John's career.

Society to its writer members.

Most freaks-that is. folks serious about their contemporary 
music and involved in the music business in some way-took the 
National Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences awards in 
stride. They mostly joked about Grammy's irrelevance, putting 
NARAS in more or less the same bag as the federal government 
and your average American university administration. 

Somehow, though, this year's ceremony reached the sensitive 
innards of these valuable anarchists; these freaks who have 
kicked and scratched to record and market good music that 
doesn't exist in the collective opinion of the voting NARAS mem- 

bership; good music that last year (conserva- 
tive guess) must have accounted for a good 
50 per cent of the industry's gross receipts. 

The reaction this year was and is strong be- 
cause the ceremony was delivered on the tube.

The Report describes RIAA's 
anti -piracy activities, the vari- 
ous court victories gained by 
its member companies as well 
as the increasing involvement 
by Federal and local law en- 
forcement authorities.

NEW YORK -Barry Miles' 
recent Poppy album was his 
first to be nationally released. 
But Barry Miles, at 23, was not 
an unknown quantity at the time 
of its release. Barry Miles, you 
see, was a child prodigy. 

At the age of four, Barry was 
seriously studying piano but 
switched to drums and vibes at 
seven. At nine he became a 
dues -paying member of the mu- 
sicians union, the result of 
local TV drumming jobs. At 
those jobs the youngster found 
himself in the company of such 
jazz pioneers as Coleman Haw- 
kins, Lester Young, John Col- 
trane and Cannonball Adderly. 

By the time he was 14, Barry 
took part in a State Department 
tour of Europe and appeared 
at the First International Jazz 
Festival with Dave Bru beck. He 
stopped "kidding around" when 
he was 15, and published a 
book, "12 Themes With Impro- 
visations." Soon thereafter he 
had his own educational TV 
program, "Barry Miles .Jazz 
Casuals." 

Majored in Music 
In 1965, Barry entered 

Princeton where he majored in 
music and took time out for 
occasional concerts at assorted 
universities. Now, with his ca- 
reer once again in full swing, 
he is hitting the college concert 
trail again this spring. Club 
dates are also in the works. A 

recent appearance at the Down- 
beat Supper Club garnered the 
still sery young artist highly 
favorable notices. 

Barry has returned to his 
first instrument, the piano, has 
taken to singing his own compo- 
sitions, and has formed a trio 
for live performance. Though 
originally identified with jazz. 
his music now incorporates 
rock, blues, folk and even coun- 

try. He describes it as "a com- 
mercial type of music - it's 
good to dance to. There are 
many levels. I aim to be instru- 
mentally intricate while main- 
taining rhythmic force." 

Barry Miles is clearly a 
young man with a mission.

Norman Gimbel: 

Lyricists, the Forgotten 
Men of Songwriting 

Norman Gimbel 

NEW YORK-Norman Gim- 
bel has long ago reconciled 
himse&f to the fa't that lyricists 
are the forgotten men of song - 
writing. 

Although he wrote the lyrics, 
for among other things, BMI's 
most performed song (as of a 
year ago, at least), "Canadian 
Sunset." he suspects that few 
people know who he is. 

"I have no way to get the 
word around." he told Record 
World (a fairly good way to 
get the word around) last 
week. "I'm not a per-ormer. I 

don't go on television shows. I 

can't even perform at parties. 
I don't play an instrument. 
Well, I can pick at the piano. 
But I know songwriters who al- 
ways perform at parties. I know 
one songwriter. who can't play 
the piano. but always makes 
sure, if he's going to t party, 
that there wi I be someone 
there who can play." 

Not that lack of re oen ii ion 
from the public seems to bother 
Gimbel. A genial fellow, he 
seems to he just as content to 
let his songs speak for them- 
selves. And they do. Included 
in his catalogue, which starts 
in the early '50s with Dean 
Martin's "Sway." are "The Girl 
from Ipanema." "How Inven-;i- 
tive," "I Will Wait for You." 
"I Will Follow You" (written 
with Arthur Altman). "Watch 
What Hhppens," "Bluesette." 

Got Foreign Lyric Rep 

Gimbel, in the early '(i0s and 
with the bossa nova, began ;o 
get a reputation as a man who 
could supply lyrics for foreign 

melodies. "It started because 1 

had kind of a handshake agree- 
ment with Leeds Music," Gim- 
bel explained. "Leeds, at that 
time, picked up a number of 
Brazilian tunes, practically 
wholesale, because many jazz 
musicians were playing those 
songs and nobody here owned 
them. I knew about those songs 
long before they really caught 
on. I wrote the lyrics, but in 
those days you couldn't even 
make a demo because none of 
the musicians in New York 
knew how to get the beat right. 
We cut 'The Girl from Ipanema' 
one night without much thought 
about it. Astrud Gilberto hap- 
pened to be there and she sang 
a broken lyric with the wrong 
bridge." 

Gimbel wrote lyrics (not 
translations, he stressed) for 
four of Antonio Carlos Jobim's 
songs and has done lyrics for 
about 35 other Brazilian songs. 

"I knew about 'The Umbrel 
las of Cherbourg' early, too," 
Gimbel said. "Eddie Marnay 
told me about the score. I

Concerned and every bit 
as tasteful as Mrs. Earbore 
would like, she is adding chil- 
dren's shows to her performance 
schedule (the first was the Sun- 
day afternoon of her Bitter End 
gig).

"They know all my characters 
and imitate them perfectly with 
every little word and breath cor- 
rect. One little boy came up to 
me and said he was going to do 
something that Ernestine does 
on the album. 1 asked him which 
cut.

'Love Story' Makes Hit History 
For Famous Music Group 

NEW YORK - The theme 
from "Love Story" is not the 
most recorded song in history- 
yet; but the number of differ- 
ent versions both in singles and 
on albums currently on the 
charts is virtually unprece- 
dented. 

Marvin Cane, Vice President 
and Chief Operating Officer of 
the Famous Music Group of 
Publishing Companies, is ex- 
alted at the success of the Fa- 
mous -published theme Isritten 
by Francis Lai and recently ex- 
plained to Record World how it 
came about. 

Last summer Cane went to 
France with Paramount Pic- 
tures exec Bob Evans, "Love 
Story" star Ali MacGraw and a 
rough cut of the film which he 
screened for Francis Lai who 
agreed to write the score. 

Cane and his staff made sure 
that no vocal versions of the 
theme would be issued for six 
to eight weeks after the initial 
release of the instrumental ver- 
sions to give the melody time 
to establish itself in the pub- 
lic's mind. The strategy worked 
for while 20 versions by Henry 
Mancini, Francis Lai, Al De- 
Lory, Peter Nero and others 
were becoming entrenched hits, 
the vocal versions including 
Andy Williams, Tony Bennett, 
Johnny Mathis, Percy Faith, 
Roy Clark and Eddie Holman 
started up the hit trail blazed 
by the instrumentals. Cane next 
contacted veteran lyricist Carl 
Sigman to provide lyrics for 
Lai's theme and, according to 
Cane, "He wrote what it's all 
about." 

No Accident: Cane 

The "Love Story" publishing 
success didn't happen by acci- 
dent. Cane cited the Famous 
professional staff which 
"pieced it together so well" 
plus the advantage of having 
the No. 1 best-selling Erich 
Segal book on his side. He feels 
that the artists who were ini- 
tially approached - Mancini, 
Nero and DeLory- have much 
to do with the popularity of 
the score. "It was a case of the 
right people at the right time," 
Cane commented. 

Promotional activities on be- 
half of "Love Story" are other 
factors which have helped the 
property become such a lucra- 
tive one. Famous has six men 
working in the field and their 
activities were supplemented 
by special screenings of the 
film. 

Many questioned Cane's idea 
to have more than one initial 
version of the theme. His feel- 
ing was that "Love Story" was 
too important a property to 
trust to just one version, hence 
the multiple coverage which, in 
this unique case, seemed to 
grow stronger with added com- 
petition instead of killing each 
other off as is usually the case 
in a normal situation. 

52 Domestic Versions 
As of now there are 52 do- 

mestic versions of "Love Story" 
on record or about to be re- 
corded with an additional 60 
licenses issued for overseas re- 
cordings. Television exposure 
of the song has been "nothing 
short of phenomenal," all of 
which confirms Cane's view 
that "good music is still an im- 
portant factor in today's music 
scene." 

In addition to the tremendous 
demand for "Love Story" in the 
recording field with 13 current 
albums titled "Love Story." 
three "Love Story" singles in 
the top 30, three albums in the 
top 30 and six albums in the 
top 150, sheet music sales for 
"Love Story" are the greatest 
of any composition in recent 
years. As of now there have 
been over 30 print versions 
published. 

Push on Other Themes Next 

The next step in the "Lose 
Story" publishing saga is for 
a push on other themes from 
the original score. Coming up 
fast is Francis Lai's single of 
the "Snow Frolic" theme from 
the soundtrack, followed by re- 
cordings of "For Me Alone" 
and "Love Means Never Hav- 

ing to Say You're Sorry." Cane 
is confident that Famous is go- 
ing to be successful with these, 
thanks to the "cult about the 
movie which has created a bo- 
nanza." 

There is virtually no end in 
sight to the continued success 
of "Love Story" as a publishing 
property. You can bet Famous 
Music is never going to have 
to say it's sorry about promot- 
ing the composition in the first 
place. 

Goggles Action Super 
Audio Fidelity's new record- 

ing group the Goggles, stars of 
the NBC-TV special "Looking 
Through Super Plastic Elastic 
Goggles," continue to generate 
enthusiastic reception by radio 
station listeners around the 
country.

Records, whose original sound- 
track album of "Love Story" is 
crowding No. 1 on the LP chart, 
will bring out an all -dialogue LP 
from the movie's soundtrack in 
about a month. 

"We'll try to make the pack- 
age look as much like a wedding 
gift as possible," Bill Gallagher, 
President of Famous Music 
Corp., revealed to Record World 
last week. 

Since the film's heroine (Ali 
MacGraw) shows almost as 
much passion for profanity as 
she does for the hero (Ryan 
O'Neal), the problem of airplay 
was brought up. "We're not wor-

sues involved to binding arbi- 
tration if negotiation does not 
prove fruitful." 

Cramer said "It is a basic 
tenet of copyright law that 
copyright proprietors should be 
compensated by every person 
who uses their works for profit, 
and this is peculiarly true as 
to new uses which tap new 
sources of revenue. Indeed, the 
whole theory of authors' royal- 
ties is based on this concept." 

Finkelstein urged the FCC not 
to "limit the rights of copyright 
owners in order to exact from 
them a subsidy for CATV. I be- 
lieve we have no issue with 
CATV on this point. They con- 
cede that they should pay for 
use of copyrighted works and 
we concede that they should 
have unlimited access to our 
music. The only question that 
remains is what constitutes a 
reasonable payment." Finkel- 

stein said that for other sup- 
pliers of material for CATV, 
such as national organized 
baseball, the problem may be 
one of control, not compensa- 
tion. For music, however, the 
problem is one of compensation, 
not of control. 

BMI was concerned with 
CATV's move in the direction of 
retransmitting radio broad- 
casts, as well as TV. "Such re- 
transmission," he said, "will 
reduce the income from radio 
of the creator of music and 
deprive the creator of new in- 
come that he should legitimate- 
ly receive for musical origina- 
tion. Uncontrolled radio re- 
transmission by CATV will also 
detrimentally affect BMI's in- 
come from background music 
services."

LONDON-Philips Records announces that their contract with 
Gerry Bron's Hit Record Production Company has been termi- 
nated. From the acts included in the deal only Gentle Giant re- 
mains with Philips. Gerry Bron retains Uriah Heap, Juicy Lucy, 
Colosseum and Richard Barnes and will feature all these artists 
on his newly formed Bronze label. Bron is currently negotiating 
with major record companies for an exclusive deal for the label. 
Another of his newer acts, Osibisa, a seven -strong African band, 
have just been signed, by MCA (UK) for a five-year worldwide 
deal. The band is to be produced by current number one producer 
Tony Visconti (T. Rex) and their first album is already complete 
and will be rush -released in April. MCA expects this to be their 
first British signing to have worldwide release simultaneously and 
an American tour is being set for early summer. 

As previously mentioned, Elton .John commences his stateside 
tour the first of April. This will be closely followed by the pre- 
miere of the film "Friends" which he scored together with his 
songwriting partner Bernie Taupin. As yet neither the album nor 
its title track has been released here but this is expected to hap- 
pen to coincide with the film's debut. 

The Kinks also touring the U.S. during April are currently en- 
joying great success with their film score, "Percy." No single has 
yet been announced to follow their worldwide hit "Apeman" . .

MILAN -The Italian market is in a period 

of transition. According to the latest inquiries, 

sales of singles are decreasing, while there 
are symptoms of an expansion of the LP mar- 

ket. 
In the present market situation, the costs and 

the efforts put forth by the record industry for 

the San Remo Song Festival, held recently, are 

not backed up by record sales. The same re- 

sults could be obtained at less expense. 
We do not say that everything in this Festival is worthless, 

but the contest as it is organized now is old-fashioned. A format 

21 years old does not give to this event much chance of survival. 

and the popularity of two or three songs, or the introduction of 

such a big artist as José Feliciano, are the only excuses for this 

year's edition. 
It is our opinion that if the Festival is to survive it must be 

based on a complete new formula and organization. 
Some record firms report that the decreasing record sales of 

the San Remo Festival this year is due to fact that many people 

have recorded the entire performance with their own cassette 
recorders. 

In our opinion such a statement is simply optimistic: there is 

a deeper reason. Young people, who constitute 75% of total rec- 

ord buyers, have shown almost a complete disinterest. 
Withal!, the industry is already preparing another of top Italian 

contest. We refer, of course, to the event called "A Summer 

Record." This competition is organized by the Italian Phono- 

graphic Association, in cooperation with the State Radio and TV 

Company RAI. All Italian record firms are going to participate. 
Each company ''ill be represented by one or two or three singers. 
according to the importance of the firm on the Italian market. 
Among the top artists who will take part: Gigliola Cinquetti 
(CBS Sugar), Mino Reilano (Durium), Orietta Berti (Phonogram), 
Fausto Leali (Phonogram), Equipe 84 (Ricordi), Iva Zanicchi 

(Rí Fí'1 and Giorgio Gaber (who recently left Vedette and signed 

a new pact with Carosello). 
Amleto Silvestri, Sales Manager of Durium. informs that stereo 

8 cartridges produced under the Durium label will be distributed 
by Durium's sales organization. Until now cartridges were dis- 

tributed by RCA. Durium will also take care of the manufactur- 
ing of the stereo 8 cartridges, produced until now for them by 

RCA. 
The intensification of pre-recorded tapes counterfeiters' activi- 

ties (which is now an international problem) has obliged AFI 

(Italian Phonographic Association) to issue an official notice to 

dealers and buyers of pre-recorded tapes "of doubtful origin." 
Decca Disdhi Italia announced that in the last two months 

sales of LPs have increased 42% in comparison with same pe- 

riod last year.

Christys Brighten N.Y. Skyline 

NEW YORK - On a clear 
night you can see forever. The 
evening of March 22 was one 
of those rare experiences in 
New York. Peering out above 
our skyline from the 65th floor 
at the Rainbow Grill one could 
see clear across the Bronx. 
"Polution Free" is what it was, 
and that best describes opening 
night for the New Christy Min- 
strels. 

There they were! All eight of 
them, decked out in red, white 
and blue, broad smiles upon 
their faces and voices that pro- 
vide some of the nicest har- 
mony heard anywhere. 

Looking back over the past 
10 years of the Christy's exist- 
ence, one becomes amazed at 
the fact that they are responsi- 
ble for so much talent making 
it today. Names like Barry Mc- 
Guire and Kenny Rogers and 
the First Edition are stickouts. 
But, did you know that Karen 
Black (Oscar nominee for Best

looked into buying it for my- 
self, but the rights had already 
been bought. Finally, when Don 
Costa got the score, I wrote 
lyrics on spec-I would do that 
then, but not any more. Don 
worked very hard on getting 
that score recorded, and it 
worked out well." 

Gimbel reported that he'd 
gotten into lyric -writing while 
he was doing graduate work at 
Columbia. "I was going to be a 
teacher. I used to listen to the 
radio and think 'I can do that. 
I can write better than that.' I 
was an arrogant kid then. So 
I started to write." 

Along the way, Gimbel be- 
came a protégé of Frank Loes- 
ser's. "I sometimes wondered 
whether he signed me to Frank 
Music because he thought I had 
talent or because he liked me. 
Anyway, we really became pals. 
I mean, we used to hang out 
together all the time. I was 
very influenced by him. He was 
such a craftsmen. He was the 
type who would worry that 
someone might accuse him of 
making a false rhyme. I always 
thought that too much rhyme 
makes a good exercise of other 
songwriters. But when I really 
felt bold, I would just put down 
ideas and try not to slick them 
up too much with rhyme." 

In those days Gimbel wrote 
for the Shoestring Revues and 
wrote, with Moose Charlap, his 
only two Broadway shows, 
"Whoop -up" and "The Conquer- 
ing Hero." Although neither of 
them was successful, Gimbel is 
still interested in writing 
shows. 

Shifted to Hollywood 
In the past few years Gimbel 

has shifted his base of opera- 
tions to Hollywood, where he 
became involved with writing 
for the movies. So far he's writ- 
ten songs for 30 films, most re- 
cently penning lyrics for songs 
used in "Where's Poppa?", 
"The Phantom Tollbooth," 
"Halls of Anger" and, to open 
later this month, "Making It." 

Hollywood Changing 
And because he feels that 

Hollywood is changing and even 
his attitudes toward songwrit- 
ing are changing ("I'm glad 
some of my old songs exists, but 
I wouldn't write that kind of 
song anymore"), he is about to 
start his own production firm 
with his recent and semi -regu- 
lar composer -partner Charles 
Fox. "You can't just write a 
song, give it to a publisher and 
wait for something to happen 
now. Everybody is involved 
with their own songs. You have 
to have artists, and that's what 
we're doing now-looking for 
an artist. 

"Anyway, we're writing some 
pretty groovy things."

Lily Brings New Life 
To Village Club Scene 

NEW YORK - Lovely Lily 
Tomlin, comedienne extraordi- 
naire, is breathing new life 
into the Greenwich Village 
club scene. Her engagement at 
the Bitter End is packing the 
patrons in nightly, as well it 
should. Her routines, some of 
them included in her new Poly- 
dor LP, "This is a Recording," 
are original, lively and unin- 
hibited. 

There is the familiar Ernes- 
tine, arch nemesis to telephone 
dialers everywhere, summarily 
dealing with obscene callers 
and Mr. Veedle. But there is 
also Lucille the rubber freak, 
a '50s teenybopper, and the 
world's oldest beauty expert. 
Her riotous funeral scene was 
a highlight, as was five -year - 
old Edith's improvised answers 
to questions from the audience. 

Lily's stalwart service on 
television's "Laugh -In" has 
earned her widespread recog- 
nition across the land. Her al- 
bum has caught fire and ap- 
pears on its way to becoming a 
gold record. The addition of 

exceptional in -person perform- 
ances such as this one would 
seem to insure real stardom 
for Lily Tomlin. 

Ohio Knox Opened 

Opening the evening's (24) 
fare was Reprise recording 
group Ohio Knox, who feature 
the vocals of Peter Gallway, 
once of the Fifth Avenue Band. 
One's initial impression is that 
Gallway is very similar in ap- 
proach to John Sebastian.

Klein Comments 
When asked by Judge Lasker 

if he wanted to comment to the 
court, Klein made the following 
remarks: 

". . . since 1966, when the 
information was filed . . . it 
made the New York Times and 
became part of a history which 
was repeated every time some- 
thing was written about me, 
and repeated out of context, 
such as when Time Magazine 
accused me of being convicted 
of income tax evasion, and it 
went on and on. And it kept 
being picked up and picked up 
and there was nothing anyone 
could really do to stop it. 

"Then, finally, in a hearing 
of a motion to which neither 
my company nor myself are a 
party, and just three weeks ago, 
the entire transcript was put 
into evidence and read, and 
much was made against the 
fact that the jury did not be- 
lieve what I said. That does not 
make me a liar, but that was 
the conclusion which the plain- 
tiff's attorney made against my 
clients. 

"I don't know how many 
times you can be tried for the 
same thing. I don't know how 
many times you can be morally 
and commercially crucified for 
something that you didn't be- 
lieve you did."

"The only way to enjoy good music is to have a good record or 
tape player," or so said this city's "Mr. Record" Sam Wallace as 
he proudly accepted the first "'Governor's Plaque" ever given by 
the Board of the Atlanta NARAS Chapter at the recent Grammy 
Awards extravaganza.. 

"The only way to enjoy good downhome boogie as put down 
by the Ulman Brothers Band is to dig 'em live and in living 
color"-I said that! You'll soon be able to "Boogie with the 
Brothers" in the comfort and convenience of your air-conditioned, 
low -swept, suburban bungalow when their first live, two -LP set 
is released on the Capricorn label. The forthcoming Allman 
album was originally set to contain one record as cut live at the 
Fillmore East and another black vinyl of studio tracks. How- 
ever, the band came off so incredibly fantastic during their Fill - 
more recording gig that the studio set has been scrapped in favor 
of the two record -live package. 

Joining the six -man Allman contingent on the live date were 
Tom Dusette on harp, a wailing cat going by the ID of "Juicy" on 
sax, and a third drummer in the person of Bobby Caldwell from 
the Johnny Winter Band. The Macon -based Brothers have been 
known to do a little right -on truckin' with their two lead guitarists 
and two drummers, but with three drummers, a harp and a "juicy" 
sax the forthcoming live LP promises to rock 'n' roll and rattle 
your window panes.

We last year opened the 
finest recording studios in the 
Midwest there, and now, rather 
than send in producing teams 
from one or another of our 
other recording centers, it has 
become desirable to have a full- 
time A & R producing staff 
there." 

"Our new Chicago facilities 
have already made an impor- 
tant contribution, particularly 
in the area of custom record- 
ings, to our overall American 
income pattern. Additionally. 

without parallel in 
the Midwest, have been the 
home of vitally important re- 
cordings by such outstanding 
RCA musicians as the Guess 
Who.

The final bill 
is stronger than legislation 
mentioned in the Record World 
"Dialogue" article of March 27, 
"Is Unauthorized Tape Dupli- 
cating Illegal?" 

Cecil Scaife, a member of 
the committee which is com- 
posed of workers from the Gos- 
pel Music Association, the local 
chapter of NARAS, AFTRA, 
Country Music Association and 
Local 257 American Federation 

of Musicians, told Record 
World that "Never before has 
the music industry had to go 
before a legislative body for 
help with a felony bill." Scaife 
said that bootleg tapes are 
causing some retail establish- 
ments to be forced into the pur- 
chase of the less expensive but 
unethically reproduced tapes in 
order to meet competition and 
stay in business. 

"I've had calls from record 
retailers all over the Southeast 
wanting to know how to deal 
with bootleg traffic. Competi- 
tion's use of the duplicator's 
tapes are forcing some retail- 
ers to either close up shop or 
stock bootleg product.

We've had requests from other 
states asking for copies of our 
bill so that they might intro- 
duce legislation in their respec- 
tive states until such time as 
federal laws can be enacted." 

A copy of the Tennessee 
House bill #217 reads as fol- 
lows: 
A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 
"AN ACT to prohibit the un- 

authorized copying of certain 
recorded articles for sale and 
the sale of such with knowl- 
edge that the sounds have 
been transferred thereon 
without the consent of the 
owner and to provide punish- 
ment therefore. 
SECTION I. BE IT EN- 

ACTED BY THE GENERAL 
ASSEMBLY OF STATE OF 
TENNESSEE, That any indi- 
vidual, partnership, corpora- 
tion or association who know- 
ingly transfers for profit or 
causes to be transferred, direct- 
ly or indirectly, within the 
State of Tennessee, by any 
means any sounds recorded on 
a phonograph record, disc, 
wire, tape, film or other article 
on which sounds are recorded

or who knowingly sells, dis- 
tributes, circulates or causes 
to be sold, distributed or circu- 
lated, within the State of Ten- 
nessee, for a consideration, 
such article on which such 
sounds are so transferred with- 
out the consent of the owner 
shall be guilty of a felony and 
punished as hereinafter pro- 
vided. 

SECTION II. BE IT FUR- 
THUR ENACTED, That as used 
herein "owner" means the per- 
son who owns the master 
phonograph record, master disc, 
master tape, master film or 
other device used for reproduc- 
ing recorded sounds on phono- 
graph records, discs, tapes, 
films or other articles on which 
sound is recorded and from 
which the transferred recorded 
sounds are directly or indirect- 
ly derived. 

SECTION III. BE IT FUR- 
THER ENACTED, That this 
act shall not apply to any per- 
son engaged in radio or tele- 
vision broadcasting who trans- 
fers or causes to be transferred 
any such sounds intended for 
or in connection with broad- 
cast transmission or related 
uses or for archive purposes. 

SECTION IV. BE IT FUR- 
THER ENACTED, That any 
person, any member of a part- 
nership or any officer or em- 
ployee of a corporation found 

guilty of violating this act shall 
be punished by a fine of not 
more than Twenty -Five Thou- 
sand ($25,000) Dollars for the 
first offense, and not more than 
One Hundred Thousand ($100,- 
000) Dollars for any subse- 
quent offense, or by imprison- 
ment for the first offense of 
not less than one (1) nor more 
than three (3) years and for 
and subsequent offense not less 
than three (3) nor more than 
(10) years, or by both such 
fine and imprisonment. 

SECTION V. BE IT FUR- 
THER ENACTED, That noth- 
ing in this Act shall be con- 
strued to abrogate or modify 
any civil action for any of the 
acts referred to herein. 

SECTION VI. BE IT FUR- 
THER ENACTED, That if any 
provisions of this act or the ap- 
plication thereof to any person 
or circumstances is held invalid
