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Youthful Consumer Leading Way
To Dealer Re-emergence, Say Execs

By DAVE FINKLE and RON BARON

@ In analyzing the around-the-
hotel banter at the recent
NARM  convention, Record
World observed that a consen-
sus felt the dealer—both inde-
pendent and chain-operated—
is re-emerging as a forceful
sales factor after a long period
of languishing in the shadow
of rack outlets.

Everybody was talking then;
but, in following up the story,
Record World found that trade-
sters were less anxious to talk
officially, usually because they
feared provoking rack jobbers
or because they suspected that
their quotes might tend to over-
emphasize a trend they feel is
not all-pervasive.

No one Record World contac-
ted, however, denied the situ-
ation exists.

The indication is that some-
thing is happening, but not
strongly enough yet for the

Among those who responded
emphatically were Dave Glew,
Vice President and Director of
Atlantic, who said: “It’s true,
the dealer is re-emerging, and
the reason is that many retail
stores are staffed by hip kids
who can talk. Every major city
has an important retailer now,
and the reason is that kids want
service. When there’s a hit, kids
start looking for the entire cat-
alog and the retailer can stock
the whole catalog. And, of
course, we’re interested in cat-
alog. When an artist is hot, we
must sell the catalog. Stores
are attractive and the dealers
know they don’t have to give
records away. We can really
feel the trend. It started with
the kids, but adults are going
too. The only problem will be
if there are too many.”

Harold Coston, National

Sales Director of Invictus Rec-
ords, opined: “ln five years,
dealers will have a dominant
influence over the industry, be-
cause they are chain-operated,
which gives the added empha-
sis of regional marketing and
consumer orientation. However,
the total effect will not be felt
for about five years.’

Russ Reagan, Vice President
and General Manager of Uni,
said: ‘“The more outlets ‘the
better for the entire industry.
1t can only add to the health of
the record business economy.
Dealers serve a better sound-
ing board for hit record busi-
ness economy. Racks are still
filling the need and serving
the purpose for which they
were designed.”

Rocco Catena, Vice President
of Merchandising of Capitol,
reported: “Although racks and
the new dealers both have their
place and serve different needs,
the dealers

8 WASHINGTON, D. C.—The
relationship between lyrics of
rock sengs and drug use was
minimized during an interview
given here last week by John E.
Ingersoll, Director of the Bu-
reau of Narcotics and Danger-
ous Drugs.

“It is too much to single out
songs as a causative factor,”
he said. “It certainly is not the
most important factor in the
drug problem.”

Ingersoll said that the FCC
had not consulted him before
issuing last month’s ruling that
radio stations must be supplied

| with all lyrics to popular songs.

Ingersoll did note that he
had made several speeches re-
cently pointing out what some
new lvrics contain. “I've done
this,” he said, “mainly to alert
parents to what their children
mayv be hearing.”

“We’ve had drinking songs
throughout all times,” he also
said, and observed no one ever
suggested drinking songs led to
alcoholism.

Mickie Most Speaks Out

g (Editor’'s Note: With an artist
list that includes the Animals, Her-
man’s Hermits, Julie Felix, Lulu,
Donovan and C.C.S., there have been
few times in the last eight years
that Mickie Most-produced records
have not been mnear the top of the
charts in many countries. In the
U.K. his recently formed Rak label
has so far had seven releases, all of
) - which have made the top 15. The
\ following interview with Most is the
first half of a two-part dialogue to
be concluded next week.)

®
e Record World: How much of your
Mickie Most youth did you spend in South
Africa? How did you arrive in entertainment, and when did you
come to Europe?

Mickie Most: I spent none of my youth in South Africa—I went
there when I was 19 and came back when I was 24, I think. While
in South Africa I learned to produce my own records because I
was a singer, and when I returned to England I returned purely
to produce and not to perform. On returning in 1962 the English
music business had no direction, so I did not make a record until
I discovered the Animals in the latter half of 1963.

Record World: Did you return on the strength of an offer from
England, or had you come over to try your luck?

Mickie Most: Yes—to try my luck. The end of ’63 was the
British pop boom, so the timing was very fortunate for me.

Record World: You are regarded, admiringly, as being dicta-
torial in your methods with artists. Is that a fair comment?

Mickie Most: Yes, it is a fair comment. I believe that if an
artist trusts you with his or her future in recordings, and they
ask you to function as a producer, then you really have to take a
strong hand because artists whose records you are producing always
see themselves quite different from the way the public does. A pro-
ducer should link the public with the artist’s performance.

Ingredients for Success

Record World: That partly answers the next question. You have
a remarkably sustained success record. What other ingredients
have contributed to it?

Mickie Most: I think people buy—I knrow peop'e buy records
because they are attracted by the sound, the color of the magic
and nine times out of 10 those three are all in the sound.

Record World: You are outspoken about “amateur” agents and
managers. Do you go so far as to record a substantial talent that
is in your opinion in the wrong hands?

Mickie Most: Yes, I am outspoken about amateur agents and
managers. There have been a lot of big talents that have been in
the wrong hands, but they soon get into the right hands. Some-
body buys them out—Tom Jones was with all sorts of people
before he made it. I think they eventually do end up in the right
hands. If T really believed in the artist then I would be forced to
make some changes in his agents and managers—I would be forced
to, if T thought they weren’t the right type of agent for this
particular act. To get the right manager or agent is difficult
because there aren’t many good ones, anyway. If 1 really believed
in the artist I would make the changes.

Record World: Do you consciously contrive formula hits as
Tony Macauley has been said to do?

Mickie Most: Yes, I do. I didn’t know Tony Macauley did it

specially-—does he? T am not against that. Yes, I do. Not all the
time—it really depends on occasions. It’s timing, isn’t it?

Record World: Do you, in all modesty, feel there is any connec-
tion between Lulu’s absence from the charts and her dispensing
with your services?

Mickie Most: I don’t want to discuss Lulu if I can help it. No.

Qualities Guiding Epic Decisions

Record World: When you recently formed your own label you
entered into distribution agreements with EMI for the world
except North America, which you gave to Epic. What qualities in
these two companies guided your decision?

Mickie Most: EMI is the best record company in the United
Kingdom. I have worked with them for seven years. I have a good
relationship with the management, and I believe they can press
and distribute a record better and quicker than anybody else in
this country. In the United States, Epic is a part of Columbia
Records, and Columbia Records must be the largest record com-
pany in the United States and the most efficient, plus the fact that
they get more mileage out of artists. Their roster of stars proves
that. They have Stars on Columbia.

Record World: Do you think that any one American record
company can claim to be strong over a wide range of product?

Mickie Most: It is only the majors vou can really talk about
in the USA—Columbia, RCA, Capitol. I think once again Columbia
Records is the only one that gets anywhere near it. They’re into
country, classical, fantastic catalogue; they’re into Tony Bennett,
Andy Williams, they have everything covered. 1 would say yes,
Columbia Records. I don’t think any record company in America
could really disagree with that.

Record World: Do you often pursue a different recording policy
for the same artist in respect to the U.K. and U.S.A. and for that
matter European market?

Mickie Most: I think that the U.S. is 60% of the world record
sales—for me it is, anyway, so I make records mainly for America
and Britain. They are a similar market—oplus all other English
speaking territories. Any hit I get in foreign countries is a bonus.
I intend this year to make bigger markets for Rak in these Euro-
pean territories, but you have to work on each country. You have
to go to France and advertise and find the right sound—it really
drives you made to do that.

Record World: How do you compare the difficulty of breaking
new artists here as opposed to America? You might comment on
the attitudes to sales, returns and racking.

Mickie Most: I don’t think sales or return break an artist in
America or anywhere. I think the competition between American
record companies is so fierce that it has forced them into punishing
deals with dealers. In places like Texas I’ve seen hit records sell
three for the price of two. One of the most difficult things in the
record business is to break a new artist. There are two avenues
in the record business, one the sale of records and the other the
sale of artists. There are very few stars, so making a new artist
into a star in England or in America is far more difficult than
just having a hit record.

Record World: Can you see any economic sense in the level of
product in England? I believe there were 84 singles issued within
a two-week period recently.

Mickie Most: There have been 84 issued in a week. One of the
main reasons for forming my own record company, Rak, was to be
selective. The record industry in England is trying to cut down
on releases but unfortunately somebody has to say “No” to a
record being issued, and there are very few people who can
qualify as judges, or want to take the responsibility.

The Selling of the Two - Record Set:
Rod McKuen's New ‘Pastorale’

Rod McKuen
On TV Location in England

® The entire feel of Rod Mec-
Kuen’s latest album, “Pas-
toral,” is subtle in its sound,
theme and packaging. However,
the promotional plan accom-
panying its release is a hard-
hitting one.

“Pastorale” is a two-record
set produced by Stanyan Rec-
ords and distributed by Warner
Brothers. It finds McKuen not
only performing his own poetry
and songs but selections by
other contemporary composers
as well. And, although McKuen
has three classical works cur-
rently in release (two concertii
and a symphony), this is the
first time that his vocal per-
formance is accompanied by a
full symphony orchestra, Eng-
land's Westminster Symphony.

“Pastorale” was recorded last
fall in England when the com-
poser-poet was filming six
hour-long television specials
for the BBC. The programs,
which have since been shown
in Europe and will soon be
televised in America, starred
McKuen and his sheepdog in
various locations around the
English  countryside. While
traveling to film the series, Me-
Kuen came up with the idea of
doing a record with a ‘“pas-
torale” theme — serene, gentle
and flowing like the rolling
hills of England he was visit-
ing.

The package, designed by
Stanvan Art Director Hy Fu-
jita, includes a 12-page booklet
of 27 photographs taken of Mc-
Kuen and his animals during
his stay in England. The photos
not only refiect the idyllic
theme of the record but also
chronicle the poet’s well-pub-
licized work on behalf of hu-
mane treatment of animals. The
idea of a premium booklet with
an album is not a new one for
McKuen. Last year, in “The
Complete Sea,” a deluxe boxed
three-record set of the San Se-
bastian Strings best-selling
sea trilogy, McKuen enclosed
a book, “Sea Cycles,” contain-
ing unpublished poetry avail-
able only with the record.

Although many listeners first
became acquainted with Rod
McKuen on record through his
collaboration with Anita Kerr
on the San Sebastian Strings
series of spoken word albums,
his career as a solo artist has
even eclipsed his success with
Miss Kerr. McKuen is not only
America's best selling poet—
but with over 3% million cop-
ies of his books sold in the
past three years, he is consid-
ered the fastest selling poet in
all history.

The universal demand for his
poetry has helped his record
sales and vice versa. When Mec-
Kuen’s poetry was read by
Glenn Yarbrough on an album
several years ago, the liner
listed the source of the poems
as a book. “Stanyan Street and
Other Sorrows.” In truth, Mc-
Kuen had not vet even finished
writing the book; but when or-
ders for it came pouring in he
sat down and wrote it, pub-
lished it himself, and sold 65,-
000 copies from his basement
before turning the publishing
richts over to Random House.
His career as a poet was
launched by a record, and the
sales of his books and records
have promoted each other since.

Hardcover ‘Pastorale’ Via
Stanyvan, Random Heuse

Therefore, next month Stan-
van Books and Random House
will publish a hardcover book
version of “Pastorale” consist-
ing of material from the album.

This giftbook will be racked—
as are all Stanyan/Random
House gift books—in specially
designed bookracks placed not
just in book stores but also in

record shops, supermarkets,
airport and train terminals,
drugstores, stationery shops,
florists, beauty parlors—in

short, not only where one ex-
pects to buy books but also in
new markets not yet tapped by
conventional booksellers,

Last vear a similar market-
ing plan was used with Mec-
Kuen’s album, “New Ballads.”
Using lyrics from the record
and the same cover as the rec-
ord jacket, Random House sold
over 125,000 copies of a “New
Ballads” book within six
months. The hook became one
of the top dozen non-fiction
sellers of the year 1970 as re-
ported by Publisher's Weekly.
Some of the poetry in the “Pas-
torale” album will also be con-

tained in another new book,
McKuen’s “Fields of Wonder,”
published by Random House

this week. The efforts of two
powerful sales forces—Random
House for books and Warner
Brothers for records—will com-
bine to gain maximum exposure
for the “Pastorale’” concept.

Because so many of the se-
lections on the “Pastorale” al-
bum are over four minutes in
length, McKuen has produced
a special promotional “Short-
cuts from Pastorale” record for
radio station use. With short-
ened versions of 18 of the 26
songs from the original album,
the single-record “Shortcuts” is
being mailed by Stanvan Rec-
ords to every radio station in
the United States as a follow-
up to regular servicing of the
complete “Pastorale” by War-
ner Brothers.

969% of Responses Have
Registered Approval

Enclosed within the sleeve of
“Shortcuts” is a postcard for
return by the station’s music
librarian to designate approval
or disapproval of the “Short-
cuts” idea. Thus far 96% of the
responses have registered en-
thusiastic approval. In addi-
tion, the liner of “Shortcuts”

offers to stations copies of
other McKuen Stanyan/Warner
Brothers releases that may not
be in their libraries. This has
renewed interest in airplay for
both old as well as new Mec-
Kuen product, and many sta
tions report scheduling hour-
specials devoted exclusively to
the work of the poet.

McKuen to Hit
The College Trail

Warner Brothers is backing
up the airplay with double-
page trade ads for “Pastorale.
Advertising in major consumer
magazines and leading news-
papers will follow. Radio spots
have already started and Mec-
Kuen hits the college concert
trail the middle of April to per-
form and promote the new re-
lease in twenty cities during
his annual spring tour. A mail-
er heralding the tour and the
new album has gone out to the
40,000 people on McKuen’s per-
sonal mailing list.

After completing this tour in
the middle of May, McKuen
heads to England again for an
extended British concert tour
highlighted by a concert in
London at Royal Albert Hall.
In June, he is scheduled to be-
gin another series of specials
for the BBC from which may
eventually come a follow-up to
“Pastorale”—a new record and
a new book.

STAGE REVIEW

Sondheim ‘Follies” Brings
On Those Talented Girls

B NEW YORK—I hope “Fol-
lies,” the lush new Stephen
Sondheim musical at the Win-
ter Garden, has a good run, be-
cause there are a number of
delightful things in it that de-
serve to be seen, and heard. But
the book by James Goldman is
so banal and cumbersome that
I have my doubts,

Set at the on-stage reunion
party for a group of old follies
girls and boys, Sondheim, Gold-
man and directors Harold
Prince and Michael Bennett al-
low practically their entire
cast a romp or two in the fash-
ion of their early numbers, as
well as the opportunity to ex-
press their contemporary prob-
lems in song and dance. This,
in turn, allows composer-lyri-
cist Sondheim a particular tour
de force, songs written in the
idioms of more than half a cen-
tury. Few composers could
have done as well with such an
ambitious chore as Sondheim,
who hits more often than he
misses in “Follies.”

Focusing on the dreary, cli-
chéd marital squabbles inter-
weaving a traveling salesman
(Gene Nelson) and his flighty
wife (Dorothy Collins) with an
ambitious foundation head
(John McMartin) and his state-
ly, neglected spouse (Alexis
Smith), the story lets Sond-
heim—and the audience—down.
Outside of the versatile score
and what the generally expert
company does with it, it is hard
to think of a single decent
laugh in the solemn proceed-
ings. Sometimes, though, the
complicated but pretentious,
old-hat alter ego staging comes
pnrecariously close to the wrong
kind of laughs: the cast
throughout ‘has to sidestep
other actors wandering about
on stage who simultaneously
represent them in their youth-
ful follies days. At the end,
some pent-up audience hoots
are released when they all con-
verge upon themselves at last
like a disaster that finally has
found a place to happen.

Some Wonderful Performers

But there are some wonder-
ful performers in “Follies,” not-
ably Alexis Smith, Mary Mec-
Carty and Ethel Shutta.

Miss Smith, a glacial, non-
musical staple at the talent-
glutted Warner Brothers Stu-
dios in Hollywood during the
'40s, rarely, if ever, has had
the chance to kick the gong as

she does here.

Tall, graceful, beautiful and
intelligent, she is likened by
one intimidated player to a
queen, and the comparison is
just, maybe even insufficient.
As with the other three major
performers, her character is
basically rather unsympathetic
(we know from his more totally
successful  “Company” how
Sondheim feels about mar-
riage), even a bit shrewish in
the writing; but Miss Smith’s
charm and humor—Ilike some
new wonder pellet—turn bile
into salt water, making her
self-made-over wife (“Why did
I do it? I was terrific!”) an
agreeably wry, sensible pres-
ence. And in the finale, when
the sedate lady who once in-
spired both Cole Porter and
George Gershwin in film biog-
raphies merely by standing
alongside the same Warners pi-
ano comes on in red spangles
and legs up to there to whoop
it up with “The Story of Lucy
and Jessie” (Lucy was juicy
but wanted to be dressy; Jessie
was dressy but wanted to be
juicy), she is a singing-dane-
ing-clowning revelation.

Whatever the fate of “Fol-
lies,” Miss Smith in her Broad-
way debut seems assured at
long last of an important ca-
reer, if she’s still interested.

Mary McCarty returns to
Broadway with a triumphantly
showy turn called “Who’s That
Woman?”, leading a chorus of
the principal dames in one of
their old routines while their
young, blindingly beaded and
mirrored selves perform in uni-
son directly behind. After the
hefty Miss McCarty has rolled
herself from one end of the
stage to the other with remark-
able ease and energy, and to
great audience applause (all
the world loves a fat lady, espe-
cially a dancing one), the two
lines finally blend into one—
the aging follies girls regain-
ing, as it were, their youth for
this one number. It is really
the only time in “Follies” that
the hoary device of stage alter
2g0s works.

Ethel Shutta, as they say (but
not too often lately), is alone
worth the price of admission—
theater prices being what they
are today, conscience dictates
an “almost” be added. In
real life an ex-Ziegfeld Follies
performer (here they are
called Weismann Follies), the
forthright little grey-haired

woman who looks like she might
have a delicatessen in the
Bronx is an inspired contrast
to her gaudier compatriots.
When she comes down the in-
evitable staircase with the
other “girls” in the introduc-
tory number, Miss Shutta
might be descending IRT steps
and proud of it. And she stops
the show hot with her singing
and strutting of the Ruby Keel-
erish “Broadway Baby,” a stun-
ningly endearing demonstration
of pro-manship. Unfortunately,
though the clamor for an en-
core went on for several min-
utes at the preview perform-
ance caught, she was chintzily
permitted no further truck
with her piece. The producers
would be wise to permit her to
protract this lovely moment—
they are not that abundant in
“Follies.”

Miss Shutta—with her mar-
velously confident, flat-footed
walk, legs widespread on the
hoof as well as hoofing—is a
trouper to the trunk born. What
experience and expertise enable
her to do with her single num-
ber is both a lesson to the
young and an inspiration to all.
She is a Broadway baby doll
who deserves her own Tony to
play with.

Collins Has Best Voice

Dorothy Collins probably has
the best voice among the leads,;
but, girlishly predatory in her

multiple petticoats, she often
seems a cruel “inside” parody
of June Allyson—serving main-
ly to remind me how well the
one-time June Allyson could
have done the role. Nelson has
a nostalgic moment or two when
he does his song-and-danceman
stint; but McMartin is colorless
in an ill-defined, disagreeable
part. The plump, “also starred”
Yvonne De Carlo as a sexy TV
star is inadequate, too, and her
pneumatic drill singing voice
conveys little of the sardonic
meaning in the potentially ef-
fective “I'm Still Here.” The
veteran Fifi D’Orsay misses
with her “Ah, Paris!” solo be-
cause of unintelligibility. Some-
times the players seem to have
been chosen for their roles be-
cause they are similar to those
they play in life, but this has
not always worked.

The dull plot and some-
what heavy-handed, over-awed,
let’s-be-careful-not-to-camp-it
approach to bygone times
and theatricals notwithstand-
ing, there is still enough life
in the “Follies” to rate a visit.
Capitol Records has the origi-
nal cast rights. Regardless of
the fate of the production it-
self, the evening’s cavalcade of
popular musical styles as skill-
fully re-created by Stephen
Sondheim makes it a show that
should be recorded.

Mandrill is made up of seven
extremely versatile musicians.
First, there are the three Wil-
son brothers: Louis, trumpet
and econga; Ric, saxophone and
assorted sticks; Carlos, trom-
bone, flute, guitar and percus-
sion. Then we have Claude
Cave, keyboards and vibes;
Omar Mesa, lead guitar; Bun-
die Cenac, bass, and Charlie
Padro, drums. They all sing
and quite well, I might add.

Mandrill’s music combines
the percussion flavor of San-
tana and the horn flavor of
Chicago. How’s that for a par-
lay? Now, combine that, if you
will, with honest soul and the
result is nothing less than pure
excitement.

They began with the LP cut
“Mandrill,” a strong Latin
piece that featured young Car-
los Wilson and his flute. The
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audience

applauded madly.
even found room to
dance, The tempo was eased
with “Symphonic Revolution,”
a song that preaches the theory
that music is the answer and
not violence. Good theory!

The set was concluded with
a 15-minute version of “Rollin’
On.” We all clapped hands and
sang along. All three cuts are
included on Mandrill’s first
Polydor LP, simply entitled
“Mandrill.” If you don’t have
it, get it. But, to really appre-
ciate Mandrill they must Dbe
seen live.

Congratulations are in order
to all of the people at Polydor
and to their managers, Sid
(bring back the Beatles!) Bern-
stein and his partner, Billy
Fields. I guess I’ve jumped on
the Mandrill bandwagon. Why
not! They might just be the
find of the year.

Record World: Is selection of material all-important in your
view? Do you think a great record would usually get through,
even if there is sloppy promotion by the record company, music

company and agents?

Mickie Most: Every year there are one or two records issued
that, if you hid them under the Empire State Building, would
still become hits. Those records are freak records, and you could
never run a record company or music publishing company on the
one that you might get every year. The real basis with record
sales comes with co-operation between the promotion and the
agents and managers of the artists concerned. Most records are
tough to break. On Rak in nine months we have fortunately had
every release in the charts. Not one of them was easy.

Record World: You spent some time at MIDEM this year. Do
these get-togethers have much value to somebody like youself?

Mickie Most: Yes, MIDEM provides a good opportunity to
gather together the people whom you never see, who are working
on behalf of your product in the four corners of the world, and I
am sure that gathering in Cannes in the dullest part of the Eng-
lish winter will always remain popular and will always have its
use, No business is being done there—it’s ridiculous, but nearly
everybody has world deals. The most you can do is say, “This is
a new song. You must listen to it.”

Shelley ‘Coolest Hot Pants’ Satire,

B NEW YORK — Scngwriter
Gladys Shelley has come up
with another hit record. This
time it’s “The Coolest Hot
Pants,” recorded on the Spiral
label by Jimmy Clanton, of “Go
Jimmy, Go” renown. The song,
while highly topical in appeal,
has an old-fashioned sound
and therein lies the rub.

It seems that some radio pro-
grammers have resisted airing
the record because they feel
its sound is outdated. Gladys,
in a conversation with Record
World, admitted that her tune
was old-fashioned and ex-
plained that it was intention-
ally so. She originally wrote
the song for a Hot Pants con-
test at Palisades Amusement
Park, N. J. Hot Pants are noth-

ub

ing new, she reasoned, having
been all the rage in the 1920s
and 1930s. Their reappearance
on the fashion scene is really
the result of the current nos-
talgia fad.

Rinky-Tink Reminiscent

Therefore, she determined to
make her ‘“Hot Pants” song
highly reminscent of the days
in which the style first ap-
peared. She wrote a “rinky-
tink” tyvpe of melody to comple-
ment her lyric, in which she
went for plays on words. Even
in the title of the tune she
juxtaposed the word ‘‘coolest”
with “hot” to achieve her de-
sired effect. The final result
is one of satire, which Gladys,
of course, understands is very
hard to make understood, “es-
pecially today when music is
very elementary and perhaps
without the sense of humor it
once had.”

Still, “The Coolest Hot
Pants” has been very well re-
ceived. The song was featured
on a CBS News report on the
Hot Pants fashion craze. Radio
stations everywhere are play-
ing it. And soon Jimmy Clanton
will open at Barney Googles
here in New York to give the
recorded that all-important
personal push. Yet, it looks like
Gladys Shelley has another hit
on her hands.

Editor Calls for FM Action

CHICAGO -— James Goode,
Editor of Earth Magazine, de-
livered a speech on aggressive
news reporting to the National
Association of FM Broadcast-
ers here last week.

“To achieve a real dialogue,”
he said, “to communicate, we
must all begin to deliver what
the audience is interested in.
About the only criterion or de-
scription of news for a young
audience is integrity. That, I
suppose, is why a standard
White House press release is
not very interesting. To older
journalists perhaps, who are
involved in a game of analyz-
ing what the words really
mean, but such games have no
attraction for the young. Their
heroes are those persons in our
society who have spoken out
without fear of consequence—
Jesse Jackson, Nicholas John-

son, Justice Douglas, Ralph
Nader, Fulbright, Proxmire,
Bobby Kennedy, Fanny Lou

Hamer, Senator Ribicoff at the
Chicago Convention, Dick Greg-
ory, Jane Fonda, and all the
nameless persons of good

works, in the peace movement,
poverty groups and programs,
ACLU, conservation and the
defense of the consumer.

“The only interesting words
of the moment are the words
of change, those words spoken
or sung that describe a better,
more peaceful, more creative
life and what we must do to
bring it about. Words in de-
fense of the status quo which
generally turn out to be pov-
erty or a machine gun are
again a bummer.

“I would like to suggest that
FM radio, which has a vested
interest in its audience rather
than the increased power and
wealth of large corporations,
can act in its own behalf and
in behalf of the intelligent au-
dience by regularly bringing
that audience the real news of
the war, defense spending pro-
grams, the SST, honest politi-
cal candidates where they exist,
reports of injustice, and gen-
erally acting as the watchdogs
of power and influence. The
