Harrison Reveals Concert
LP to Benefit Pakistanis

 NEW YORK - Apple Rec-
ords' George Harrison, looking
much more like D. H. Lawrence
than one would ever have ex-
pected a Beatle to appear, and
Ravi Shankar gave a press con-
ference last week (27) in prep-
aration for their Aug. 1 Madi-
son Square Garden benefit con-
certs on behalf of the refugees
of East Pakistan.

Ringo Starr, expected to at-
tend, was in Spain completing
a movie.

Harrison, ascetic and hum-
ble, set the pace for the meet-
ing, which was mild, unrevela-
tory and to the point.

Admitting to being "nervous"
(it's been five years since Har-
rison and the other Beatles
concertized and five since any
of them have appeared in New
York), Harrison said that the
concerts' purpose was to "gen-
erate money" for the refugees
and also to generate "aware-
ness" of the Pakistanis' plight.

"Even if we make $5 mil-
lion," Harrison said, "it can
only begin to deal with the
whole problem."

Gross Estimate: $250,000

Moodies: In
Search of the Masses

 Does today's contemporary
music motivate culture? Or,
does culture motivate today's
contemporary music?

If we can agree that both
theories are in perfect balance,
then the most underrated of all
rock musicians are England's
very own Moody Blues. That's a
bold statement, considering all
Moody Blues albums have been
certified gold. What tempers
this boldness is the fact that
their music has not been ac-
cepted by the masses. The rea-
sons are simple: limited adver-
tising, misguided promotion and
the biggest reason of them all.
the lack of hit singles. If it
were not for the communication
medium known as FM radio, the
Moodies might have been lost
forever.

1965 was the year the Mood-
ies waxed their first and only
hit single called "Go Now."
They were just another British
group riding through the air-
waves on the coat-tails of the
Beatles and the Rolling Stones.
Before we knew it, they were
gone. But in 1967 something
special happened. "Days of Fu-
ture Passed" was released. The
Moody Blues with the London
Festival Orchestra. Rock music
had been expanded to comple-
ment classical symphonic melo-
dies. The album was a "rock
opera" two full years before
the phrase was coined. The con-
cept of the album seemed to be
built around a sensitive inno-
cence, a feeling held close by
most "flower children." How -

Needed: Disc Biz Institute

Today/Perception Records

Arthur Aaron

 The method of infusion of
"new blood" into industry and
the professions in the United
States has always come about
through an evolutionary process.

The early colonists brought
with them the English system of
apprenticeship which worked
well in an agrarian society.

When the industrial revolu-
tion burst upon the scene and
industry began to grow by leaps
and bounds, the system of ap-
prenticeship was found to be
lacking and new methods had to
be found to train people so that
they could professionally func-
tion within an industry or pro-
fession. No longer did the single
craftsmen have the time to train

one or two people at a time. The emphasis went to mass produc-
tion of goods and services and this required large numbers of
people to keep "the wheels turning."

Industry and the professions abandoned the system of appren-
ticeships and began to establish institutes and schools to train
a class of people who could effectively "keep things moving."

In the record business our "industrial revolution" burst upon
us in the mid -1960s. To say the least, we were not then prepared
and from the state of affairs that exist today, we have done little
to improve the situation.

Unprecedented Growth

Our industry has experienced and is experiencing unprecedented
growth (sales rise steadily yearly). We provide varying product
whose appeal is almost universal and yet on an administrative
level we have been unable to provide a suitable avenue for young
men and women to add their talents to our industry.

Getting into the business is like running the gauntlet-"only
the very strong survive." Paying dues to learn a "record gig"
often means starving and being demeaned, and the amazing thing
is most people never really learn what this business of records
is all about.

The perpetual merry-go-round of jobs is constantly turning and
the horses never change. It's here today, gone tomorrow and
somewhere else the day after. The answers are the same and the
clichés grow more ponderous and all but a very few of the record
companies are aware of the fact that our industry like all others
is changing and growing. In order to foster this growth and make
the transitions smoothly, we must bring to bear new and fresh
ideas tempered by an understanding of what the basics in the
industry are.

What we need is an institute or an adjunct to a liberal arts or
business college which will teach people the record business.

The industry has become so complex and multifaceted that in
order for a person to be well-rounded, he must have at least a
familiarity with many different aspects of the business. It is
helpful to know how a publishing company operates; what goes
on in the recording studio; what the actual manufacturing proc-

ess is; how art work is accomplished and by whom; what the
difference is between a distributor, a one stop, a rack jobber and
a retail outlet; what the problems are with shipping and how a
pressing plant operates.

A basic understanding of how press agents, personal managers,
concert and club promotors, booking agents, road managers, etc.,
operate also would be useful.

Trades, Radio Important
Since the trade papers and tip sheets are so important an in-

dividual should know how they operate and who runs them. One
of the more important functions of the school would be to teach
the trainees what it is like to be involved in the radio end of the
business-what to expect from a program director or music di-
rector, how they make their judgments and an understanding of
their problems. But most of all it is imperative that one knows
from whence he came so that he may be better able to understand
where he is going. A course in the history of the record business
would be mandatory.

The staffing of such a college or institute would not be too
difficult. Staff members would be executives now in the business.

Record production could be taught by people like Phil Spector,
Kenny Gamble and Chips Moman. Any student would be fas-
cinated to hear what it was like running the Fillmore from Bill
Graham or what it is like to put on a Beatles concert from Sid
Bernstein. Jerry Wexler and Berry Gordy might relate some of
their experiences and discourse on their individual philosophies
of the record business. It would be interesting to hear men like
Morris Levy and Sam Goldner talk about the old days. Clive Davis
could teach large company administration. Walter Hofer could
teach lawyers who wanted to function in the recording and re-
lated fields industry what it is all about.

Potential Unlimited
The fact is that the potential of such a school or institute is

unlimited. There is no question that within a short period of
time, given industry backing and the willingness of some of the
people I have mentioned, and others too numerous to mention, a
school of this type could produce individuals capable of making
an immediate contribution to the industry.

Unquestionably the formation of such a school or institute re-
quires thought, money and the willingness to have an idea pre-
vail. There is also the question of whether or not once trained,
the trainees might not be able to find work. But then there are
always these problems. All we have to do is want it badly enough
and have faith that our industry is going to keep growing from
strength to strength. If we have the faith, the jobs will be there
and our industry will be the better because we will have made
the effort to insure the highest posssible degree of competence
and expertise.

The Who Conquers All Elements at Forest Hills
 FOREST HILLS, N.Y.-Vet-
erans of Brighton Beach, Wood-
stock and the Isle of Wight, the
Who remained undaunted by
the malignant cloudbursts that
threatened to drown their mo-
mentous reunion with their
American following at the For-
est Hills Stadium July 29.

After a fine, tight set by
Labelle, black, proud and sassy,
which helped a bit to warm a
capacity crowd soaked to the
skin by a shocking lapse of
taste on nature's part, a new
Who came on to a hopefully
insulated stage to a gratifying
thunder of applause. Years of
planning and waiting have paid
off: the Who are without a
doubt the most consistently ex-
citing and compelling group
performing today. It's impos-
sible to judge the Stones on a
purely musical basis, and the
off nights of the Dead and the

Airplane are notorious. Other
million -selling bands like Cree-
dence and Blood, Sweat and
Tears repeat their greatest
hits show after show, while
some, like Led Zeppelin. don't
bother a whole lot with a
stage act. So we are left with
the Who. Thank God and Meher
Baba for that.

Except for their new assur-
ance and the adulation of some
7,000 fans who might never
have heard of the Who if not
for a certain pin -ball wizard,
the band that played last Thurs-
day was in many ways the Who,
ne the High Numbers, that per-
formed alternate nights at the
Marquis with the Yardbirds
(y'all remember them). Open-
ing with "Love Ain't for Keen
ing" from their newest Decca
album, "Who's Next," one of the
world's greatest rock and roll
bands managed to span the

years from "Can't Explain,"
their first single, to the best
of "Tommy" and on to new
songs like "Water" which may
appear on a live album in tile
near future.

Some New Chops

The band has got some new
chops which only serve to make
their act more unpredictable.
Townshend shuffles more than
he leaps now, and that big -
nosed kid sure throws a mean
shake. Roger Daltrey, divested
of white leather fringe and
beads, is back to Roger Dal-
trey, citizen Mod, patched dun-
garees and a concentration on
the words replacing the pop
star hoopla that made him
Woodstock's darling.

After an hour and a half re-
prieve from the rain, "My Gen-
eration" lead somehow to "Ma-

gic Bus" and then it happened:
Pete's airplane -propeller left
arm threw his Gibson around
for about as long a drum
"solo" as Keith Moon ever al-
lows himself, and crash, smash,
thud - the song was over, the
guitar was broken, the Who
were gone. Encores are for
bands that think maybe they
haven't given the fans a show.

CONCERT REVIEW

Mary Travers: Immediate Communication

 NEW YORK-From the first
notes of John Denver's "Circus"
to the last strains of Bob
Dylan's "Blowin' in the Wind,"
what passed between Mary
Travers and her Schaefer Fes-
tival audience July 26 was
much more than mere rapport.
It was love - waves of love
which seemed to reach out and
touch everyone, young and old,
fan and non-partisan.

There was within each of the
carefully chosen pieces of her
repertoire the presence of a
personality which permeated
each chord and each word mak-
ing it a cohesive, meaningful
statement, rather than a ran-
dom collection of verses. No
matter who wrote the song or
sang it before, Mary had that
magical quality which enabled
her to take and feel and sing it
so uniquely, she became the
song-and it was hers.

Most of the program is con-
tinuing on "Mary," her recently
released Warner Bros. LP
which marked her debut as a
solo performer. Stand -outs were
four songs by John Denver,
"Circus," "Leaving on a Jet

Plane" "Follow Me" (her new
single) and "Rhymes and
Reasons"; two Bob Dylan hits,
"The Times They Are A Chang -
in' " and "Blowin' in the Wind,"
which brought back fond memo-
ries of Peter, Paul and Mary;
and a new song, "When I Need
You Most of All," written by
Dave Buskin, guitarist in her
backup group, which tells what
it is to like to love someone. I
was particularly taken with
Rod McKuen's "Children One
and All," a plea for tolerance
and understanding, and Elton
John and Bernie Taupin's "In-
dian Sunset," which hauntingly
appealed for an end to wars of
any kind.

Mary talked and laughed and
philosophized with her audi-
ence. She called her Central
Park concert "a debut" and con-
fided her nervousness over per-
forming solo in her home town.
She recited a poem she wrote,
"Erika," about her own 11 -year -
old daughter and by the con-
cert's mid -point, the audience,
the park and the world (if they

Our voice cannot
be raised while our hand is out!
Fund-raising activities, proper
management of income and pru-
dent administration of expenses
will enable us to speak f r o m
strength. Among the ideas for
new revenue are the network
telecasting of our annual award
show; local and regional concerts

for the benefit of NATRA; pro-
fessional investment manage-
ment of our pension and welfare
fund; broadening our newsletter
and utilizing it as an advertising
medium-these and other efforts
would diminish our dependence
on the industry and elevate our
stature.

A full-scale educational and
informational attack would be
launched in the power councils
affecting us. Major corporations
and their advertising agencies
must be made aware of the vast-
ness of black purchasing power,
brand loyalty and ethnic pride-
and convinced to direct signifi-
cant portions of their ad budgets
toward black radio. NATRA's
key role in helping stations will
result in benefits to individual
employees of those stations.

Rodgers and the First Edition),
"Daddy's Little Man" and
"Friend, Lover, Woman, Wife"
(recorded by 0. C. Smith) have
become hits and have garnered
many awards in the music in-
dustry. Davis has a warm and
pleasant voice and can only be
faulted for talking a bit more
than singing.

Led by 26 -year -old
Tom Chapin, the four -member
group retains a high quality of
hard rock musicianship.

As vocalists, their style is soft
and very AM -oriented, and here
is where the trouble begins. The
two distinct styles just don't mix.
If they ever decide on a definite
path, the Chapins are bound to
be a worthwhile attraction. As of
now, it's mediocrity.

The boys have recently signed
a contract with Epic, and their
first single release is "Workin'
On My Life."

The spotlight of the evening
belonged to Harry Chapin, eldest
of the 'Chapin brothers. Not too
long ago he split with the group
to form his own four -man combo.

His style is definite, and it's
soft, with a feel for ballads too
rarely seen. Harry accompanies
himself on acoustic guitar, with
expert help from Tim Scott on
cello, Ron Palmer's lead guitar,
and John Wallace on bass. A trip
to the Village Gate to see Harry
Chapin sing would prove to be
a rewarding experience.

1970 Record Soles Up: RIAA
 Manufacturers' sales of re-
cordings for home use, both pho-
nograph records and pre-record-
ed tapes, registered an increase
in 1970 of 4.7 per cent over 1969,
the Recording Industry Associa-
tion of America has announced.

Total sales, in terms of list
price value, amounted to $1.660
billion compared with $1.586 bil-
lion in 1969.

Of this total, phonograph rec-
ord sales accounted for $1.182
billion, of which $1.017 billion
was in sales of long-playing rec-
ord albums.

In 1969, total record sales
amounted to $1.170 billion, of
which $995 million was in album
sales.

Total sales of pre-recorded_
tapes in 1970 came to $478 mil-
lion, compared with $416 million
in 1969, an increase of almost 15
per cent. Tape sales were broken
down as follows (comparable
1969 figures in parentheses) : 8 -

track cartridges, $378 million
($300 million) ; cassettes, $77
million ($75 million) ; reel-to-
reel, $18 million ($20 million),
and 4 -track cartridges and oth-
ers, $5 million ( $21 million).

Creedence Delights at Forest Hills
 NEW YORK-Pity the poor
reviewer.

He goes to con c e r t after
concert hearing music that
stretches from the ridiculous
to the sublime. One of his tasks
is to supply a number of titles
to give the reader some idea as
to what went down. Sometimes,
especially with new acts, titles
are unfamiliar or unannounced.
The reviewer may then be
called upon to deduce a title
from the lyrics, or cop out and
ask the artist.

Such was not the case on a
recent Saturday at the Forest
Hills Music Festival. One of
the most successful and well-
known groups in the world,
Fantasy's Creedence Clearwater
Revival, appeared and delighted
the crowd with their string of
hits: "Green River," "Up
Around the Bend," "Proud

Mary," "Bad Moon Rising,"
plus the new single, John Fo-
gerty's "Sweet Hitch -Hiker,"
and Stu Cook's "Door to Door."
The loss of Tom Fogerty did
not seem to bother anyone, al-
though there were times at
which a rhythm guitar would
have been nice.

Creedence is one of the few
groups that maintains a high
artistic level as their popularity
increases. Good, tight rock 'n'
roll is their formula, and John,
Stu and Doug are perfect in-
gredients.

Sharing the bill was the leg-
endary Bob Diddley. Although
a great crowd-pleaser, t h e
Chess artist was not as
strong here as he was in his re-
cent Rock 'N' Roll Revival ap-
pearance. S a n Francisco's
Tower of Power rounded out
the show. Fred Goodman

American Rock Opera 'Superstar Resumes
 BOSTON - Bob Walker,
President of the American Pro-
gram Bureau, and Mike Martin-
eau, head of the pop entertain-
ment division, announced that
the American Rock Opera Com-
pany will immediately resume
its concert tour which was
interrupted after 21 dates.
Walker anticipates that an
additional 80 concerts will be
presented at colleges, festivals
and promotions between now and
the end of the year.

The decision was a result of
the recent ruling by the United
States Court of Appeals for the
Second Circuit that upheld the
right of the American Rock

Opera Company, and its booking
agent, American Program Bu-
reau, Boston, Mass. to present
selections, in concert form, from
the rock opera, "Jesus Christ
Superstar."

The court ruled that the li-
cense granted to American Pro-
gram Bureau by ASCAP for
the non -dramatic performance
of musical selections from the
opera, authorized the signing of
the separate songs in "Jesus
Christ Superstar" as long as it
was done without costume,
scenery, pantomine or dancing.
The opinion was written by
Judge Tom Clark (Associate
Justice U.S. Supreme Court.

Warner Acts Take Over Town Hall
 NEW YORK - Wop-bop-a-
loo-bop-a-wop-bam-boom. T h e
folks at Warner/Reprise sure
do sign some rock and roll acts,
and just to prove it they threw
a bash at Town Hall on July 26
which, subsidized by WPLJ,
cost the willing public only
$2.50 a hit.

The result: some six hours
of heavy chops, most of them
a little too loud, and most not
much above the level of a Fill -
more opening act. Yet, lest we
forget, there is no Fillmore,
and the so-called "Mothers/
Brothers" concert filled a
yawning gap.

While the small confines of
Town Hall were less suited to
the Doobie Brothers than would
a drag strip on a Saturday af-
ternoon with a case of beer,
they are a reasonably good
boogie band that will undoubt-
edly grow better when they
realize that overlong solos are
not absolutely requisite. Head
Doobie Tom Johnston has the
kind of voice that has sold a
lot of Creedence records, while
admittedly drummer John Hart -
man's work-out was a hit
among those fans who look for-
ward to applauding drum
solos.

Labelle, who as Patty La-
belle and the Blue Bells had "I
Sold My Heart to the Junk-
man," are one of Warners' few
soul acts, and they promise to
be among the best real soon.
Patty's voice has only gotten
stronger over the years, and
though her band was not quite
up to the changes in her ar-
rangements, some time and re-
hearsal will make Labelle
unique in Rhythm and Blues.
"Morning Much Better," their
new single and a beautiful
original, "If I Can't Have You,
Baby," were just fine.

After an intermission just
long enough to ingest some
more of the merry melody mak-
ers' booze, Mother Earth, in
the form of Tracy Nelson and
friends, rocked such moody
blues as "I Need Your Love So
Bad" and "Motther Earth."
Boz Scaggs' "I'll Be Long Gone"
sounded like a natural for a
single, and the group cooked on
most burners to enthusiastic
cries for more, more, more.

Long John Baldry provided
additional evidence that the
sun never sets on Warners'
roster of new British groups.
Baldry's performance nobly
transcended his good but not
great debut album, and his
band, closely resembling cer-
tain Faces, are as good a bunch
of Limeys as can be heard. Sam
Mitchell is a veritable prodigy
on slide guitar; his version of
Robert Johnson's "Terraplane
Blues" was unmatched but for
Ian Armitt's incredible boogie
woogie at the keyboard. Famed
session man and ex -Jeff Beck
Group drummer Mick Waller
was smashing, and his rapport
with Baldry reminds one of the
Faces at their most collective
best. Too short a set from Long
John was opened by "I'm
Ready," with "It Ain't Easy"
and "King of Rock and Roll"
bringing down what was left
of the house in those small
hours.

An evening of looney tunes,
indeed, and one graced by the
presence of such rock notables
as Laura Nyro and the Who's
John Entwhistle and Keith
Moon in the audience. A good-
ly number of we mere mortals
were also entertained to satiety;
so all in all, I'd give the whole
affair a 93 for Dancibility and
a special merit award for Good
Attitude. Ron Ross

Hot Tuna Unexpected Treat at Gaslight
 NEW YORK - An unex-
pected treat-a set by RCA's
Hot Tuna-greeted the fans
who filled the Village Gaslight
on a recent Sunday. And when
the night was over, those who
still had ears could hear unend-
ing shouts of approval for the
Jefferson Airplane spinoff
group.

Hot Tuna, now electric, went
through a characteristically ex-
citing set made all the more
satisfying by the fact that they
were playing in a small club.
The group, which plays essen-
tially bluesy material, alter-
nately featured the extraordi-
nary abilities of Jack Casady
(bass), Jorma Kaukonen (lead
guitar) and Papa John Creach
(fiddle). Most of the singing
was muffled by the loudness of
the instruments and the incred-
ible feedback Casady squeezed
out of his amplifier, but the
leads taken by Kaukonen and
Papa John and Casady's unor-
thodox yet fitting bass lines
more than made up for any
sound difficulties.

Headlining last week at the
Gaslight, and appearing before
Hot Tuna, was Capricorn's Alex
Taylor with Friends and Neigh-
bors. Taylor's set was full of
unfortunate problems, particu-
larly in that the guitarist

played so consistently loud as
to obscure any good things that
might have been going on. How-
ever, one song, "Who Will The
Next Fool Be," a mellow ballad,
stood out as a promising num-
ber. Taylor also did a respecta-
ble job on brother James'
"Night Owl."

Opening the Gaslight show
was a country -rock group, Ma-
son Profitt, which performed
enjoyable numbers highlighted
by some nice work on peddle
steel guitar. The group seemed
reminiscent, perhaps too rem-
iniscent, of some of the things
the Grateful Dead have been
doing of late.

The success of the new al-
bum is accounting for addi-
tional sales of "Alley" which
this year was represented for 17
weeks on the charts, following
a run of 21 weeks during 1970
when it climbed into the top
25.

Jules Abramson, Mercury's
National Sales Manager, said,
"Every Picture Tells a Story"
is "The biggest selling album
we've had since I joined the
company in 1964. No other LP
has started quicker, nor has
the reorder pattern ever been
so intense. Response has been
spontaneous."

A random sampling of sev-
eral key distribution and retail
outlets lin major markets
brought generally enthusiastic
comments. In New York, Rec-
ord Hunter's assistant buyer
Jim Parsons stated that the
new Stewart album seemed to
be taking off quicker than
"Gasoline Alley" and hoped
that it was an indication of an
even greater potential. "With
the new album moving well," he
said, "our three midtown stores
are also picking up sales on
Stewart's previous album.
We're sure it'll be a winner."

At Galgano's Distributors in
Chicago, owner John Galgano
expressed pleasure at the sum-
mertime sales shot -in -the -arm
the "Every Picture" LP was
providing. "It's one of the best-
selling albums in the house,"
he said. "We've sold over 3,000
in the past week -500 in just

one day-and the interest is
quite strong!" Galgano has
pinpointed many of the sales
to rack accounts and head
shops, but he said that the
album is being accepted at
every type of retail outlet.

Wherehouse Lauds LP
On the West Coast a repre-

sentative of Lee Hartstone's
Wherehouse operation, with
12 outlets in metropolitan Los
Angeles, also acknowledged the
Stewart LP as one of the better
selling items in current de-
mand: "It's a good LP and
seems to have gotten off to a
quick start even more so than
`Gasoline Alley.' " He said they
were looking forward to Stew -
art's personal appearance in
the area (Long Beach Arena
July 30) to provide additional
stimulation.

Duplicating the response
here, reaction in England has
been explosive. London's promi-
nent store on Oxford Street,
Virgin Records, reported going
through three shipments in a
single day with buyers lined
up along the street awaiting
each delivery.

Stewart has been in the U.S.
since July 9 when he began a
cross-country tour at the Spec-
trum in Philadelphia.

Along with the album's sale,
a single released from "Every
Picture Tells a Story" is gar-
nerning airplay, sales and chart
action. The single, "Reason To
Believe," has been re -serviced
by Mercury.

Stan Bly, Singles Promotion
Director for Mercury, noted
that although Stewart has
been considered primarily a
progressive rock artist, airplay
has been coming from major
top 40 format stations in addi-
tion to FM, collegiate and sta-
tions with formats largely
covering progressive oriented
programming.

 NEW YORK - Paul Carney,
the 18 -year -old son of comedian
Art Carney, has been playing
the piano since he was five
years old. Then, a few years
ago, he heard some Jim Webb
songs and became a singer -
songwriter. Add a touch of
show business upbringing, and
you have Paul Carney's first
Mercury album, "Threshold."

Paul visited Record World
last week fresh from an ap-

pearance with his father on the
David Frost show. (The show
will be aired in New York Aug.
10.) He was more than willing
to talk about his upcoming
plans, which include more TV
shots, a tour in the fall and a
possible single release. But
when asked about his music, he
preferred to let the album and
live performances (which have
a harder sound than the string -
embellished record) speak for
themselves.

"People are always asking me
what kind of music I do, and I
really don't want to sound like
anything else at all," he said.

Of course, with over a decade
of classical music lessons under
his belt, you have to expect
some highly polished and dis-
ciplined music. Beyond that, if
people want to discover more
about Paul Carney's talent,
they will simply have to go see
him or listen to his records.

CLUB REVIEW

Burritos, Lomax Crowd-Pleasers
 ISLAND PARK, N. Y. -
Smaller clubs, long the venue
of up-and-coming acts, are alive
and well as evidenced by the
Rock Pile's double bill of the
Flying Burrito Brothers and
Jackie Lomax on July 23. A
reasonable admission price and
a well -stocked bar were added
incentives to a good-sized crowd
of Burrito lovers.

Yet another personnel change
has only improved rock's mel-
lowest and most authentic coun-
try band. With the addition of
Al Perkins, late of Shiloh, on
steel guitar, the Burritos have
not lost a Sneaky Pete, but
gained a soloist with some of
the greatest and fastest chops
to be heard anywhere. He and
Bernie Leadon, who plays a
mean lead guitar himself, have
added a double -edge to the Bur-
ritos' instrumental sound.

The A & M group's two sets
included generous helpings of
the down-home bluegrass that
the Burritos can play like no
one else outside of the Ozarks.
Bernie's banjo and Chris Hill-
man's mandolin burned through
several break -downs and were
an extra attraction on "Steel
Guitar Rag," which should defi-
nitely be included on their next
album, judging from the audi-
ence's reaction. Live versions
of a new single, Merle Hag-
gard's "White Line Fever," and
lead singer Rick Robert's own
"Colorado" were stand -outs in
a program culled mainly from
the Burritos' third A & M al-
bum.

After a slow, if sure, start
with Apple, Jackie Lomax has
released a second, even better,
album on Warner Bros. Provid-
ing an ample foundation for his
live performance, album high-
lights such as "Higher Ground"
and the title number, "Home is
in My Head," were crowd-pleas-
ers. Bryn Hayworths slide gui-
tar was consistently fine, while
Lomax' own bass work was
tight and interesting. The
British songwriter's unusual
voice and compositional talents
should attract an ever-increas-
ing following, as strong FM
airplay and favorable reviews
in the underground press have
paved the way for his tour.

The big problem of Latin records is distribution. As in the
American market, transshipping has been killing the market for
years. In New York, a great Latin market, local manufacturers
and distributors have kept the market from growing, almost forc-
ing radio to play only folk or old Latin music. When radio
stepped forward and united their efforts with the ones that were
really planning a big future for the Latin industry, mediocrity,
bootlegging and low competitive techniques put the market almost
in bankruptcy. Today, New York is starting to fluorish again. It
will take quite a few years to reinstate that market to the superb
financial position it had a few years ago, but it will happen.

When the New York market declined, several of the mentioned
mediocre distributors went down to the great market of Puerto

Rico, where they put the market in agony. Same practices, same
slogans, same techniques. But radio woke up on time. It seems
Puerto Rico will start climbing again. Nevertheless, transship-
ping continues to be the big problem. One distributor transshipped
to the area of the one that is really working hard. For instance,
Miami has been always mentioned as a very low market. With a
population of over 250,000 Cuban refugees and over 125,000 Latins
of other nationalities, the market was not growing at the same
rate as the population did. First, radio programming was very
poor. Local labels and distributors were not supplying radio sta-
tions with modern productions, insisting on the old Latin music or
Mexican. Being an internatioal market, as Cuba was in the past,
Cubans are used to international music. Radio was really having
problems.

Today, radio also flourishes, although it was very difficult at
the beginning. They had to obtain records from foreign countries
or labels. Demand for the new product began. That's how a mar-
ket in which any hit record could sell only 1,000 or 1,500 copies
now is selling over 10,000 copies, such as "Tti Me Haces Falta"
by Jose Feliciano, which although recorded several months before
broke in Miami, forcing this number to become a smash in
Latin America. Miami is creating international hits such as "Te
Regalo Mis Ojos" by Gabriela Ferri. Elizabeth with "Soy Loca
Por Ti" was a hit in Florida before becoming an international
best seller. "He Perdido Una Perla" by Narcisho became No. 1
on all charts in the Latin markets in the states and several coun-
tries in Latin America. "Yo Tambien Soy Sentimental" by Nelson
Ned broke in Miami, now is becoming a hit almost everywhere.
The same with "Balada para un Gordo" by Juan y Juan and "El
Coraz6n es un Gitano" by Nada.

But the big problem remains distribution. Transshipping has
to stop. A few weeks ago, a prominent manufacturer was intend-
ing to grant the distribution of his line to a very important dis-
tributor in the area. The initial order was counted by the thou-
sands. He flew to Miami and visited all the Latin accounts and
outlets and found out that the distributor was not servicing any
of these. His great business was transshipping. This disrupts
good relations with a good distributor in one area in order to
produce a false increase in sales. Distribution was not granted.

Manufacturers have to be very smart now in all Latin areas
and only grant distribution after a full investigation. The same
goes with the West Coast, a virgin market in which a distributor
that went into business only a few years ago became a million-
aire almost overnight. In a market in which any good record
could surpass a figure like 80,000, distribution is the problem.
Radio on the Coast is becoming more and more independent from
local pressures and the market is also going into international-
ization, musically speaking. That's how giants in Latin popula-
tion such as California, Texas, California, Arizona, Colorado, In-
diana and New Mexico are starting to move out of their troubles.
The big Latin market is waking up! Chicago went for years with
the same problems with radio and distribution, and we can men-
tion that Illinois is also going forward.

Freeway Excites Wheels Crowds
 NEW YORK - One of the
most extraordinary combina-
tions of musical talent to come
along in quite a while has been
playing to overflow crowds at
Wheels for the past four weeks
and demonstrating a near -per-
fect blend of discipline and im-
provisational freedom.

The group is called Freeway,
and it consists of 10 perform-
ers, all under 22 years old. Four
of them are Juilliard-trained
virtuosos, and the others are
just plain rock freaks, but each
is a master at his instrument.
In addition to performing, they
also write and arrange their
material.

Freeway played a typically
exciting set last Thursday (22),
highlighted by several tunes
written by Phil Gladston, the
group's singer -keyboard player.
"Sundowns" was a fine show-
case for the individual talents
of each musician, and "What
Can I Say" demonstrated the
tightness of the group. (How
many guitarists since Jerry
Garcia have been able to move
a whole hall to dance on the
strength of a solo? Well, Free-
way's lead guitarist did just
that.) But the piece that really

brought down the house was a
gorgeous song called "I Wish
I Was," filled with beautiful
rock and punctuated by a clas-
sical break reminiscent of the
early days of the New York
Rock & Roll Ensemble.

 Just a few years ago the people at Atlantic
were very excited about the formation of a
new label called Vortex, which would be dedi-
cated to new jazz talent. The label built a
catalogue of a dozen or more records, includ-
ing some gems by Joe Zawinul, Robin Ken-
yatta and Keith Jarrett. Then it slowly dis-
appeared. Herbie Mann told me that he is
considering the reissue of the Chick Corea

and Sonny Sharrock albums, both of which he produced for Vor-
tex, on Atlantic's Embryo label. Embryo is a new subsidiary for
which he exclusively produces.

With the recent success of Joe Zawinul's many endeavors, it
would be nice to see Atlantic reissue his "Rise and Fall of the
Third Stream," a true masterpiece, and his "Money in the Pocket,"
the first album that he made for Atlantic.

*

I would like to welcome a new independent jazz label to the
scene called Segue Records. Based in Pittsburgh, the label's
initial release is a Nathan Davis disc entitled "Makatuka." After
several successful years in Europe including two records for MPS
Saba, saxophonist Davis has returned to the states to direct the
jazz studies program at the University of Pittsburgh.

I hope that Segue will record more of the talented musicians in
Pittsburgh, which is also home base for Eric Kloss. Segue Rec-
ords can be reached at 106 Briaridge Drive, Suite 1, Pittsburgh,
Pa. 15145. The phone number is 412-683-6300.

Trumpeter Charles Tolliver and pianist Stan Cowell are bril-
liant young talents who have played with most of the major jazz
figures around today and who are both considered important and
gifted composers. In the May of 1969, they formed a cooperative
quartet entitled Music, Inc. Although the group has received
little recognition in this country, they are established in Europe.
In fact, Charles has had to take the combo to Europe 10 times in
the past two and one half years just to keep working and earning
some money.

It would be hard enough to build a jazz group in the eyes of the
public, but Tolliver has even expanded his business plans to re-
cordings. Music Inc.'s first album was recorded in Europe for
English Polydor. Since that time, Tolliver has established Strata -
East Records (463 West St., Suite 1020-H, New York, N. Y. 10014).
The first release was, of course, Music Inc. with a big band. The
second record will feature the quartet live at Slug's in New York.
Tolliver wants to also record musicians who have problems with
other companies, but Strata -East must grow financially first.

Neither Tolliver nor Cowell are out to make a big buck. They
have involved themselves with the booking and recording ends
of the music business because there is too much callousness and
ignorance within the establishment to correctly handle artistic
music. These men have come to the realization that to have the
music handled properly, they must do it themselves.

Charles claims that it is somewhat difficult to keep business
duties from interfering with the music, but he values the educa-
tion that he has received in his venture. Strata -East sells records
directly to retailers in various Eastern cities.

A trip to the Midwest and West is planned for the near future
to line up bookings and retail outlets. It is instrumental to the
survival of black music as an art form that more and more musi-
cians and dedicated listeners become involved with such projects.
More power to the hard-working efforts of Charles Tolliver and
Stan Cowell.

ever, notoriety on the LP was
scarce, especially since it came
in the wake of Sgt. Pepper.

Drug Culture Exploding

"In Search of the Lost Chord"
in 1968 told us that "Timothy
Leary was dead . . . he's on the
outside looking in." We should
have sensed something, for at
that time the drug culture was
really exploding. Of course, we
didn't.

"On the Threshold of a
Dream" was next, and probably
caused more commotion among
Moody Blues fans than either
of the two earlier albums. For
the first time lyric sheets were
included. That meant a listener
could play the record, don the
headphones, and read simple
words that were saying, "Give
just a little bit more, take a
little bit less . . ." Basic, yes,
But universal.

That universality was broad-
ened when "To Our Children's
Children's Children" appeared.
The vastness of space, the lone-
liness created by it and the
need for love to combat that
loneliness were the paramount
feelings running through the
album. It's only natural, then,
that last year's "A Question of
Balance" followed. Understand-

ing, compassion and a sense of
living one's life to the fullest
were realized by the Moodies.

Key Word: Solution
Now, we get the result of

practicing what one preaches.
Just released, "Every Good Boy
Deserves Favour" has quickly
become Record World's Flash -
maker of the Week. For me, the
key word on the album is "so-
lution." London Records (dis-
tributor of the Moodies' own
Threshold label) has promised
the full promotional treatment.
Maybe the groundswell has
built up some steam. Every
good fan deserves it.

Originality must be reward-
ed. Justin Hayward, Mike Pin -
der, Ray Thomas, John Lodge
and Graeme Edge, with the aid
of a most gifted producer, Tony
Clarke, create just that, an ori-
ginal sound.

They might be the essence of
where progressive rock should
have gone, and I know that if
I had my way, I'd take every
last teeny-bopper and bubble -
gum listener, line them up one
by one and march them into
the Hayden Planitarium, turn
on the show in the sky, and then
turn on the Moody Blues. As a
matter of fact, we could all use
the cleansing.

In N.Y. Flexible
 NEW YORK - The flexibil-
ity of Mercury's sound studios
here has been amply demon-
strated by the diversified re-
cording dates held there during
the past few months-and by
sessions scheduled in the near
future.

Working with a variety of
artists and independent pro-
ducers in nearly every musical
category, Charles Fach, Mer-
cury Director of Recorded
Product, commented that the
full facilities, competent engi-
neering personnel and techni-
cally advanced equipment at
the companys disposal and lo-
cated "in house" greatly facili-
tated the coordination required
between signing a deal and get-
ting a record ready for release.
"It saves a lot of time, leg-
work and paperwork," he said.

Fach noted recent projects
emanating from the company's
N. Y. studios as an example of
the wide range of activity con-
tinually held there. British
singer Val Doonican, featured
as Tom Jones' summer replace-
ment on ABC-TV, recently did
a full orchestra date there pro-
duced by Herb Bernstein, Con-
temporary group activity also
abounds. Paul Carney's debut
album was produced there by
Stanley Kahan, as was the in-
troductory Gun Hill Road LP
by Jay Leer.

Under Dee Anthony's guid-
ance, Lord Baltimore flew to
New York for his most recent
session, and Paul Vance's group
Salvage, was cut there. Vance's
Odax label is distributed by
Mercury, and the presence of
complete studio facilities makes
the arrangement that much
more workable both for Mer-
cury and the independent pro-
ducer.

When Canadian supergroup,
Brahman, was auditioned in
Western Canada by U. S. label,
Fach was able to fly the group
into New York for immediate
studio work and begin prepara-
tions at the same time for al-
bum packaging and introduc-
ing the group here.

Within the next few weeks
Chuck Mangione, whose jazz-
rock concert LP currently on
the charts was done live with
the Rochester Symphony, will
begin sessions in New York.
In addition to cutting Mangione
with his quartet, his brother
Gap Mangione will be produced
by Chuck as a solo keyboard
artist.

In addition to actual recording
dates for artists on Mercury
and some of the labels it dis-

tributes, the studio has been
widely utilized for demo ses-
sions, rehearsals and experi-
mentation by various artists
and independent producers. In
addition to record industry ac-
tivity, several ad agencies have
employed the facilities for com-
mercials.

According to Jack McMahon,
administrator for the studio
operations, probably more quad
mixing is done in the Mercury
studios than at any other facil-
ity in the East. Two frequent
users of Mercury's modern
mixing facilities and other
equipment he cited were Stereo
Dimension and Enoch Light's
Project Three.

"The quad factor is a devel-
oping element in recording
technology," said McMahon.
"As the demand for it grows,
we're ready to be of service and
to implement its use with the
benefit of our experience."

New Timer At
Sound Exchange
 NEW YORK - Steve Katz,
engineering VP of Sound Stu-
dios, announces that he and
Richard Factor have come up
with a new timing device set up
to save hours of work for the
producer in the studio.

The unit is called a digital
tape timer and it is the only one
of its kind in operation, pair
claims. It was specifically de-
signed to operate with the Am-
pex MM -1000, 16 track record-
er. Due to the unique design
of the Ampex deck the timer
reads in minutes and seconds.
It has the capability of search-
ing for any pre -designated lo-
cation on the tape.

Katz explains the unit's ad-
vantages this way: "It actually
reads in minutes and seconds
as opposed to just an index
number. It has a distinct ad-
vantage in that you can time
each take on the spot. You can
actually do away with the stop
watch."

15,000 tickets for the Forest
Hills Stadium were sold within
six hours to fans for whom the
Who's epochal performance at
the Monterey Pop Festival is
probably more of a legend than
a memory. Always the third
most popular group in England,
since "My Generation," "The
Kids Are All Right" and "Sub-
stitute" became anthems for
the brawling and dapper mods,
the Who were and are unique.
They have the charisma of the
Stones and the accessibility of
the Beatles, and though they
are unmistakably, archetypally
English, they stood out from
the first in a sea of Mersey -
beaters.

Bringing a theatricality to
pop music that only the most
avant-garde of legitimate theor-
ists could have predicted, the
Who's smashing finales became
symbolic to audiences that in
the early days tore up the the-
ater seats in sympathy. They
have realized better than any-
one that rock is change, is sus-
tained by change, and can't live
without changing. In successive
albums like the "Who Sell Out"
and "Tommy," they have help-
ed to widen the perspectives of
millions of fans who grew up
with a music that grew with
them.

Articulate, Thoughtful

To talk to Pete Townshend is
to be confronted with the his-
tory of rock - past, present
and future - concentrated in
its most articulate and thought-
ful personality. Though Pete is
the first to admit that even his
best -laid plans oft go awry,
there is so much optimism and
healthy egoism in his conver-
sation that one is left anxious
with an anticipation that per-
haps only a Who performance
can ease. He himself is an avid
record buyer and rock fan who
writes a regular column for a
British music newspaper on his
hopes and fears for the future.

That the Who figure prom-
inently in that future is certain.
"I think," Townshend says,
"that we are probably in a
position to do more than most
groups, because we have gone
over the humps which other
groups have come to, and then
either split up over, or lost the
point, as it were,"

Shrewd enough to realize that
sales alone do not make for
success, Townshend has an
unusual sense of a rock com-
munity. "But I also think that
it isn't easier for the Who, be -

Next

cause of the fact that the hump
we've come to now is not neces-
sarily a hump in the career. I
think we've learnt to get over
those, but it's a hump in rock
. . . Women's lib is doing a lot
more than rock to change so-
ciety, and that's not a very good
situation."

For Townshend, "we" encom-
passes the Who, other rock
groups and the audience almost
indiscriminately. Yet there is a
special sense in which he says
"we" to mean the Who: they
have been together longer than
any other major group without
personnel changes or the per-
sonality conflicts that under-
mined the Beatles and the Buf-
falo Springfield, among too
many others.

The first to criticize Wood-
stock openly, calmly and co-
gently, Townshend admires
nonetheless the project's poten-
tial to take rock out of barns
like Madison Square Garden, to
which it is increasingly con-
fined. "The reason there's no
place to play anymore," he in-
sists, "is because rock is not
doing what it did - its audi-
ences are buying records when
they buy tickets to rock con-
certs . . . If any changes have
got to be made, it's got to be
the people that do it .. ."

The People have presented a
problem to a group that too
often hears cries of "Free mu-
sic! Free music!" followed by
gate crashing and general dis-
order. Townshend takes his
work too seriously and person-
ally to be fooled with by even
his most ardent admirers, let
alone his more over -eager cri-
tics. "I feel the stage to be a
sort of sacred place. It's not
somewhere where the audience
belongs, and it's not somewhere
where we need any help, either
in the form of friendly police-
men or friendly militants . . .

The action should be in the
audience . . . The audience has
to be the thing."

Living with Superstardom

But superstars are a reality
and how to live with one's su-
perstardom is something Town-
shend has also considered. The
Beatles had as great an emo-
tional impact on him as they
ever did on a 13 -year -old in the
states. Today, he has thoughts
on the post-Beatle lives of his
friends and forerunners.

"For Harrison, I think, he
could say a lot better some of
the things he has to say in in -
