Johnny Mathis Speaks Out
By TONY LAWRENCE

 HOLLYWOOD-The summers of 1959-60 seemed unusually
balmy. If your girlfriend had a swimming pool-all the better.
If she had a hi-fi and some Johnny Mathis albums-the relation-
ship was complete, for this archetypal balladeer provided the best

"make out" music possible. A
Mathis song was (and is) al-
ways done with impeccable care
and a thoughtful sensitivity
which makes him the keeper of
a very special place in pop mu-
sic history. Today Mathis, in
addition to overseeing Rojon
Productions, which produces
all of his live concerts and live
television appearances, and
Jonmat Records, which owns all
the masters and then rents
them to Columbia for distribu-
tion, enjoys as active a career
as ever. We recently sat and
talked in his elegent suite of
offices, not about the past but
the present through the eyes of

someone who hates the word "heavy" but has, nevertheless, earned
that distinction. Here is what he said concerning a variety of
topics.

Johnny Mathis

Male Superstars and the Selling of Sensuality: "There is an
audience for everything. Certain people get a lot of mileage out
of little ability and a lot of sensuality. The subtler you are, the
more sensuous you are. Tom Jones has gotten a lot of mileage out
of that [non -subtle] aspect. By the third time around it becomes
very calculated. The level of volume in his singing doesn't change
and that becomes tiring. Engelbert Humperdinck has a much
better voice but he capitalized on Tom Jones to the point
of moving more on stage. So you get a heavy-handed, lopsided
kind of performer. I like flexibility and variations and many
shades. The public is very fickle. They always have been and
that's their perogative."

New Material, New Artists & Rock and Roll: "Carole King has
been writing great stuff for years. It's nice to see her perform her
own material and to get the recognition that is due her. The
Holland -Dozier -Holland songs are all good songs and each seems
to be more successful than the next. Glen. Campbell is an excep-
tional artist. I go to see Lena Horne or Dionne Warwicke here,
or if I'm in New York, Mabel Mercer and Bobby Short. I had
never seen a rock group in person until Blood, Sweat & Tears
at the Columbia Convention. I could never enjoy a whole evening
of that music at that sound level."

Kris Kristofferson and James Taylor: "I like James Taylor
very much. I like his subtlety. I like the way Kristofferson writes,
but I don't particularly like the performances of his music that
I've heard. He's a fine writer. I like cowboy music. Cowboy
music has a sound, a mournful wail and, usually, a shuffle beat
underneath. The lyric content is very placid without any pyro-
technics. Kristofferson writes cowboy music as can Carole King."

The Beatles and Simon & Garfunkel: "Their material is the
kind that I can work and re -work. It has a foundation for a
song stylist to work on. I go back and re -work a lot of what
is on 'Abbey Road'. Nowadays the songs seem to have such a
short duration. They plan them for two or three weeks and then
they're gone."

The Strength of Earlier Songs Today: " 'Chances Are' and
`Twelfth of Never' hold up very well mostly because they weren't
pretentious. They were a very legitimate kind of music that
was pleasant to hear. There are songs that are not super pop,
but they border on that, such as 'Tenderly'. People can always
sing those songs."

Musicians Who Have Since Found Fame: "Quincy Jones and I
worked together for the three years I was at Mercury. He did
the a&r work. I always knew he had great abilities as a creative
thinker and writer. Burt Bacharach was just a tune player over
at Paramount when I started and he wrote 'Heavenly,' Warm &
Tender' and 'Faithfully.' A girl at Columbia who couldn't get
arrested was Aretha Franklin. We were old buddies, but they
didn't know what to do with her."

Recording-Yesterday Vs. Today: "I used to do-and still do on
occastion-four songs in one three-hour session. They were all
four tracks. We weren't looking for any pyrotechnics within a
song. We wanted to do outstanding material in an outstanding
way. It didn't hit anybody in the head. In my first singles session
we did 'Wonderful, Wonderful,' When Sonny Gets Blue' and
'It's Not for Me to Say' and 'Warm & Tender.' Ray Conniff did
the arranging and we had 13 musicians. We didn't want a big
sound."

Motown: "I'm thrilled with the success that Berry [Gordy, Jr.]
has had. I've always felt that r&b artists have given us so much
pleasure and yet have never gotten the monetary rewards or the
public recognition that they deserve. They're also handling that
success extremely well. Berry is so bright and I see nothing but
more success for him."

Films: "About a year ago I was all ready and auditioned for
producers, read for them and told them how much I was interested
in doing a film. Just that quick I'm not interested anymore, and
it's because of the emergence of TV as a medium for me. I never
enjoyed it until two years ago. I was uncomfortable and nervous
and it showed. I never enjoyed seeing myself. Now it's different."

Personal Development of New Artists: "I'm not interested in
taking anyone over to run their lives. I usually end up by giving
them some money. There are times in a performer's life when the
thing they are lacking most is some money. When they show me
that they are professional enough and that this is the only thing
lacking, I don't mind helping them."

The Future: "I plan to do more concerts and more television
both here and abroad. I'm getting ready to do a weekly half-
hour show for syndication that would feature me and a group
singing the songs of the day. Hopefully, it will be flexible enough
so that it can be done wherever I'm performing around the
country. I also just finished producing myself on a new album."

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CAMPUS RECORD REPORT
The Value of College Radio

By GARY K. COHEN

 (Editor's Note: The Campus Record Report is a new weekly
feature of Record World that will deal with the goings-on of cam-
pus radio around the country. It will include reports on the activities
of college broadcasters, interviews with industry people and a pro-
gramming section, indicating what product is receiving airplay at
the college level.

Gary Cohen, who will write the Campus Record Report section
began as music director of a college station. He was co-editor of
the Yellow Banana, a New York -based publication devoted to
college radio that appeared in May and June of 1970. Presently, he
is editor and publisher of the College Radio Report, which is now
entering its second year of publication.

All correspondence should be directed to the Campus Record Re-
port, P.O. Box S, Corona -Elmhurst, N.Y. 11373.)

Most people are by now aware of the value of college radio,
but I'd like to toss out a few ideas on the subject as an introduc-
tion to what we will be dealing with.

College radio is a training ground for the future.
Tomorrow's air personalities, music directors, program direc-

tors, and record company executives are finishing three or four
years of radio at the campus level, and are stepping into jobs at
record companies and radio stations. Many people in radio today
cued their first record, sold their first spot, dismantled their first
board, announced their first sports events, etc., in college radio.
And one of the benefits of learning all facets of a radio station's
operation is to prepare him for the future when he will be doing
the same cueing, patching, selling, engineering - except at a
50,000 -watt major market station . . . it's the case in the small
markets and the large ones like New York, Chicago, Philadelphia
and Detroit.

Serves as Indicator

Campus radio serves as an indicator market for new product.
With eight million college students as potential buyers, and

college radio reaching some 45% of them, it is apparent why
record companies are now spending part of their promotion dollar
on campus broadcasters. Music directors often send back detailed
comments, reactions and response on new product to record com-
panies. So when a record does not receive immediate response at
the commercial level, promotion men use college station response
as a guideline in determining acceptance of their product.

College radio sells records.
A check of the major labels shows that each one has either

a college promotion director, an entire college promotion depart-
ment or a network of representatives on campuses around the
country. These promotion people service stations with new prod-
uct and communicate with them on new and upcoming product,
new artists signed, local bookings, special promotions, etc. Other
labels make regular mailings to stations and keep them informed
through mailings-giving them the same useful information.

Labels that have devoted time and research have found that
college stations can help them sell their product. Quite simply,
if an album is receiving no commercial airplay in a market, the
college station is the only one playing the record, and the album
has sold in the local record shop, head shop or bookstore, it is
the college station that is selling the album.

Not Limited to Local Stores

But sales from college stations are not limited to local stores.
Many college students do their shopping in local discount centers
and pay discount prices for the records they buy, rather than pay
the higher price at the local retail level. Other students hear a
record and then order it through the mail from a record club
they joined, or through an ad in the local paper offering albums

by mail order. Still other students wait until they get home to
buy their records - they may have large, non -portable collections
of a few hundred records that they do not have with them at
school. They may buy all of their records where they live. And
this does not take into consideration the students who commute
to school, who may hear a record played over the campus station
(which is piped into the lounge, cafeteria or recreation area)
and go out and buy the record. The market is a large one indeed.

There are also college stations in geographic areas around the
country that have no competition . . . there are no other stations
that can be picked up. So stations like WVBR-FM of Cornell,
KASF-FM of Adams State College in Colorado and KCHO-FM of
Chico State College in California are the only stations students
can pick up. In other areas, even with the local competition,
campus stations have the listeners. Some of them are 50,000 watts
and are FM stereo.

Some companies have been successful in using time buys on
stations tied in with artist appearances on campus. A prime
source of bookings is the college campus, and many artists and
groups prefer to work college dates because they are able to
identify more with the audience. Tying the airplay, time buy,
concert and other promotion together results in sales.

Advantage Over Commercial Radio
Why do people listen to college radio?
College broadcasters have an advantage over commercial radio.

They are closer to the scene. Nobody can tell the moods, tastes
and feelings of the campus more accurately than a college person
himself. College stations can provide local news and, of course,
in-depth coverage of campus happenings. A network of stations
banded together during last year's Moratorium and fed coverage
to each other via phone lines . . . listeners can sense this feeling
of cooperation. There are also few commercials on college stations,
as the primary goal of campus radio is not to make a profit but
rather to operate as a public service to its listeners.

People involved with campus radio stations feel that the broad-
casters have progressed in the last 12 months. There is more
sophistication, more of an understanding of the radio/record
industry.

to hear and could possibly be
a national hit. But then what
happens . . .?

The record may be on a la-
bel that services us only occa-
sionally by mail and we have
no means of contact. (This hap-
pens quite a bit since we are
not the major station of the
market and the companies are
only working their "bread ac-
counts.") If we do have a chan-
nel of contact we get responses
like this from the distributors:
"Sorry, you should drop it, the
company decided not to push
the song"; "No stock avail-
able"; "You're the only station
playing it"; "Since you are a
secondary, if maybe W--- will
play it we can get the manu-
facturer to push it harder";
"Why do you keep playing rec-
ords no one else does." And the
list goes on. How can you sell
what is not available?

I have tried letters to the
manufacturers which are never
answered so my attitude has
become "the hell with them."
WFSO gives the listeners what
they want to hear and we ex-
plain at times on the air that
listeners will not be able to
purchase a particular record,
even though popular in the
area. So as gifts to our listen-
ers we run simple and easy
contests and give away any
dupes of the record we may
have. All manufacturers and
distributors are not this uncon-
cerned, but I could count the
good ones on one hand.

Couldn't Care Less

There is nothing that makes
me madder than for a distribu-
tor to call and tell me a cer-
tain record is being played by
all the "biggies" and is red -

I
couldn't care less if every sta-
tion in the world is playing it
and all the trades show it with
polka -dots. If my listeners don't
react to the record then it is of
no value to me.

WFSO continues its present
policy in spite of all this, and
so far our music stays a good
two to three weeks ahead of
any other station and sometime
as much as a year. We so far
have earned a gold record for
this effort and we plan for more
of these. But for this to happen
and for more secondaries to
strike out on their own they
need cooperation, not tolerance.

With the restricted playlist
of the biggies, where will the
new groups get recognition or
exposure? It will have to come
from the secondaries.

Let the manufacturers, dis-
tributors and promoters clean
up their own yard before they
start throwing rocks.

Last-minute Soviet Russia entry makes it really
the key international spot on our globe for this
industry.

Without doubt America's Henry Mancini was
Paul Siegel the peak on the gala evening TV Eurovision

show televised to 12 countries. The TV audience in the studio
consisting of VIPs from our business gave Hank the most en-
thusiastic and prolonged applause of the evening. Later, on my
RIAS microphones during the interview he told the radio audi-
ence, "I was very surprised and grateful at this demonstration
of acceptance, especially by Berliners, in this very special city of
Berlin" . . . The night before, the ZDF second TV network in
Germany had a real gimmick televising Andy Williams in Cali-
fornia over Telstar direct to Berlin singing "Love Story" in
German. England's Shirley Bassey hypnotized the audience with
her inspired singing, and later did my RIAS dj show. Dr. Laci
Veder. of EMI Europe, remarked as guest on RIAS, "The most
important technical achievement of Berlin's 1971 exposition is
the Color Audio Record. I see the year 2.000 with positive belief
that the Record will still exist, and stronger than ever."

What Quad Will Mean to the Arranger/Producer
 (Editor's note: The following is the second and concluding part
of a two-part rap session on quadraphonic sound which took place
recently between Chris Stone, Managing Director of the Record
Plant East, Plant Engineers Roy Cicala, Shelly Yakus and Tom
Flye and public relations counsel Morty Wax.)

Stone: What about mixing quad? Will it take twice as much
time or half?

Yakus: It depends on the arrangement. If you spend a lot of
time with the mixing it usually means there is something weird
with the arrangement so you have to work around it or enhance it.

Wax: But will the same arrangement on stereo take longer
in quad?

Cicala: I don't think so. If you're going to go into effects, yes,
but a straight -ahead recording, I don't think so. Because you're
not getting it out of one or two sources.

Wax: It's all separated for you?
Cicala: Yes, when you combine two things you don't end up

with the two originals, you get a third sound, a blend.
Yakus: They don't cancel each other, they actually blend.
Wax: Should quadraphonic be the ultimate or could we have

octophonic?
Stone: They already have tetrahedria.
Yakus: They've created a wall of sound using pan pots, hav-

ing left/right/center left of center, right of center. Instead of
putting the source all the way to the left you're putting it be-
tween the left speaker and the middle, and what's happening is
you're losing your stereo effects and getting more and more a
wall of sound.

Flye: Well, we hear with our whole body, not just the ears.
The more vibrations you have the more you're going to feel.

Don't See How They Do It
Yakus: The thing I can't see is a guy walking down the street

with four speakers. I mean, they're walking around with two
now. I don't see how they can do it.

Wax: Well, actually, according to what Tom said, they encase
the whole body in a speaker and let his whole body turn on.

Flye: Actually, when you're in a hall and they have those big
marshal speakers, the whole room is a speaker. You're really in-

side already.
Yakus: They could do it with headsets by out of phasing two

speakers.
Stone: Right now with the beginning of quad, we have the

Electrovoice Encoder -Decoder, the Columbia SQ and Japan Vic-
tor systems and several things coming up for quad Records.
Sony just came out with 1/4 inch four track tape machine and
quad 8 track cassettes have been around for a while.

Wax: Do you think quad will be active on records as well
as tape?

Stone: It has to be if it's going to grow, because the majority
of sales are record sales, not tape.

Wax: Do you think this could be the start of tape's growth
into the new standard?

Stone: One thing that would help it a lot would be if you
could buy a single for under a dollar like you buy a single 45
record because that's one of the keys to the kid market which
grows to the album market.

Wax: Are you glad about it, quad, the challenge?
Yakus: Yes, because it's becoming a more natural sound as

opposed to an artificial sound which a lot of the engineers are
doing. A lot of guys are using equalizers to the sound out of
two speakers, but if you use four speakers it's going to sound
terrible. So they're going to have to use a natural sound.

Wax: So we might have a predominantly natural sound now
with quad?

Flye: The original idea of live or remote recording was to
bring the listener into the room where the music was being per-
formed. If you record at Carnegie Hall, for example, you have
the music up front and you have all the echo and room sound
behind you so it sounds like the listener is sitting in the room
where it was recorded. You put the music on the front two
speakers and the audience any echo you might be
using on the rear speakers, so theoretically you're sitting in the
middle of the hall.

Wax: So you get a real live feeling.
Flye: Right, you might call it "concert hall realism."
Cicala: Plus it's going to be more an individual taste trip, too.

Individual producers might want to make believe they're in the

Stereo Pioneer Schory Sees It Happening Again Via Quad
 "I can see the whole thing
starting all over again. Watch-
ing quadraphonic sound right
now is almost like seeing stereo
happen all over again," Dick
Schory, President of Ovation
Records, said at the 1971 Con-
sumer Electronics Show in Chi-
cago's McCormick Place re-
cently.

"The atmosphere in the mar-
ket is just like it was when
stereo began to hit.

"Some of the manufacturers,
mostly big home unit or con-
sole makers, are playing 'wait
and see.' Others, generally the
component manufacturers, are
pioneering the quadraphonic
field.

"A lot of FM stations are al-
ready jumping into quad-
raphonic broadcasts like they
did with early stereo multiplex
to establish an image in the
new market."

Schory was one of stereo's
early pioneers. He produced

some of the first stereo demon-
stration records and his first
RCA album, "Music for Bang,
Barroom and Harp," with the
Percussion Pops Orchestra be-
came the industry's first stereo
"hit" and started a wave of
spectacular sound recordings.
Later he helped develop RCA's
"Stereo Action Series" and
"Dynagroove" process.

"The component manufactur-
ers are leading the way again
as with early stereo," Schory
says. "The market will initially
be broken by the specialty hifi
shops.

"The quadraphonic software
market will first break loose
with 'quadraphonic 8' cart-
ridges and the automobile will
provide the market for this.

"The production of 'quad-
raphonic' software is being led
by small independent producers
and companies as was stereo.
The major labels that are now
claiming they were first were

indeed last to get involved."
In 1963 Schory and engineer

Jim Cunningham developed
quadraphonic recording and
playback techniques, and pre-
sented the 4 -channel concept
to the industry, however, the
market was not technically and
economically ready.

Schory feels the quadraphon-
ic market is ready now. "Let's
face it. Right now the record
and equipment industries are
looking for new avenues to en-
tice consumers back into the
stores. Those companies re-
luctant to get involved earlier
are now realizing they can't
afford to be left out in the
cold."

Quadraphonic Base
Schory has based a great deal

of his company, Ovation Rec-
ords, on 4 -channel quad-
raphonic sound. "Our whole
company concept was based
with quadraphonic in mind. All

of our masters are in a con-
figuration that enables us to
release them in discrete tape
or encoded discs. In the fu-
ture we won't release anything
but compatible stereo/quad-
raphonic recording." Ovation
Records is now releasing the
first complete catalog of com-
patible stereo / quadraphonic
records.

"Quadraphonic sound will be
a mass consumer media because
of its dramatic improvement
over stereo," Schory says. "And
it will come on at a much faster
rate than stereo did because
exposure outlets are much more
sophisticated and there are so
many more outlets for consum-
ers.

"Quadraphonic sound opens
endless possibilities of creating
truly 'sound' productions.
Where quadraphonic sound will
go is limited only by the
imagination of each artist and
producer."

middle of the bandstand or an arranger is going to want to set
up in quad in the studio the way he's going to hear on the
speakers.

Stone: Is phasing going to be a big problem?

Position of Sitting Problem
Cicala: I think position of sitting is.
Flye: If you take two speakers and face them at each other

and put the same thing coming out of them, if they're the right
distance apart you're not going to hear anything. Theoretically,
that is. You're always going to hear something, because it doesn't
work exactly so you're going to have to take this into considera-
tion when you mix these things together. Sometimes you're go-
ing to want to get double power out of a certain frequency, and
you put them on opposite speakers and sometimes it's going to
work and sometimes it's not. And also, depending on where you're
sitting in the room it's going to work better or not so well.

Stone: The sounds are going to cancel each other out?
Flye: Right.
Wax: So how does quad relate to this statement?
Flye: You're going to have to do some thinking to make sure

that if you set it up a certain way the listener is going to hear
it that way.

Stone: Is it true that to hear quad you have to be in the center
of all four speakers?

Flye: Right, and off to the left, say, you're going to hear a
different mix.

Wax: So what you need is one chair with people sitting on
top of each other.

Cicala: No, but you're going to hear a different mix, and I
think that's groovy. The drag about regular stereo, when you
have people over and want to play them something you have to
sit them in one spot.

Flye: With quad you could get some sort of a feeling of sur-
rounding, but stereo really falls apart as soon as you move.

Wax: So quad will have a personality even though you're not
in center. Stereo is deficient in that area because if you're to
the left or right you really get a bad mix, but with quad, wher-
ever you'll be you'll get a fulfillment, but why is that true?

Yakus: Because if you have a speaker in a corner of the room
and you just listen to those two speakers you hear the sound
here; but you could put almost anything on those back speakers
and it will fill up the whole room like it was around you, not
just in front of you, and the difference is unbelievable, it's like
night and day. Once I started listening to four speakers I never
wanted to go back to two.

Flye: Imagine sitting in the middle of a piano, right there
on the sound board.

Wax: Get a bathtub full of Jello with four speakers around
it and ... wow!

Circular Couch the Answer
Stone: A circular couch is going to be the answer.
Flye: I was talking to a guy the other day and he said it

would be great if you could pull one riff out of a record and
just get into that, separating the instruments yourself in your
own home.

Yakus: You'll have to write listening instructions to the
records.

Flye: There is one more thing I wanted to say about mixing.
I think at first the mixing is going to be tough, but eventually
it's going to be a lot easier than stereo because you can split
things up and things won't mask each other. I find now when
I'm mixing stereo there are certain instruments that play to-
gether, like when acoustic is playing with drums or a bass and
bass drum are playing together I find that when I split those
up the mix falls apart. You really have to split a lot of things up
to have them work well.

Yakus: It's going to be harder to mix if it's a group.
Flye: And still have it work.
Yakus: I've heard tapes come in here where a guy takes a

stereo and just puts a thing here and a thing there and the mix
falls apart, and maybe he doesn't know the difference. But when
I remix sometimes and try to go back to what the group should
sound like and you hear the real sound you can get from quad-
it's going to be hard, but if you can capture it, it's going to
be unbelievable.

JAZZ

Columbia Jazz Swinging
 Jazz activity at Columbia Records is ever-
increasing.

It has been almost a year since Ornette Cole-
man and Columbia started discussing a deal.
Now, at long last, Ornette has been signed and
will soon go into a studio. Ornette has been
doing a great deal of writing and may be em-
ploying classical musicians on future projects.

Michael Cuscuna Charles Mingus has returned to Columbia!
He is currently planning his first recording which will include
many long-time associates as well as some older musicians such
as Harry Carney. Meanwhile, Barnaby Records, distributed by
Columbia, will reissue Mingus' second Candid album from 1960.
In 1959, Mingus recorded two albums, "Mingus Ah Urn" and
"Mingus Dynasty" for Columbia. Next month, Columbia will re-
issue "Ah Um" under the title "Better Git It In Your Soul." They
will eventually reissue "Dynasty" as well.

Two of the finest blues labels in this country are Arnie Caplin's
Biograph Records and Chris Strachwitz' Arhoolie Records. Both
men have surprisingly similar outlooks.

Both prefer to maintain their own distribution, even though
that is the main headache of the small independent. The problems
are getting distributors to give your records attention, getting
them to pay their bills and penetrating small markets. But Chris
and Arnie value the freedom and directness of totally running
their own labels. They have seen the majors absorb and destroy
too many good labels.

Strachwitz has produced several albums for larger labels; Cap-
lin is entangled in a leasing deal with a major. Neither has kind
words for big business record companies. Chris feels that it is
important to allow his artists one shots on major labels when
possible. It gives them added exposure and serves as free publicity
for Arhoolie's catalog.

But Both men know that serious black artists cannot really
benefit from a long-term relationship with a major. Their records
get lost in the shuffle and are usually prematurely deleted. They
feel that their quality one-man operations can sell records very
well and help the artist's career over a period of time.

Strachwitz' label has a modern jazz series that, surprisingly,
has sold poorly. But Strachwitz' contacts and operation are not
geared to the jazz world, thus reducing the potential sales of his
fine series. Similarly, Milestone, a jazz label, has trouble selling
its blues albums.

The series includes a superb and varied album by guitarist
Jerry Hahn (Arhooie Changes 7001) with violinist Mike White
and drummer Jack DeJohnette. There is also a strong Sonny Sim-
mons record, entitled "Manhattan Egos" (Arhoolie 8003).

But the most interesting Arhoolie jazz albums are the three
which feature San Francisco musicians who might otherwise
have never recorded. The group Luna (Arhoolie 8001) is similar
to Sun Ra's orchestra in concept and instrumentation. The Now
Creative Jazz Ensemble of 10 outstanding musicians (Arhoolie
8002) features the extraordinary composing and playing talents
of vibist David Wilson, tenor saxophonist Bert Wilson and drum-
mer Smiley Winters. Winters' own double record set (Arhoolie
8004/5) covers a wide range of musical settings and styles ant
includes Wilson, drummer James Zitro, trumpeter Barbara Donald,
Mike White and many other Bay Area greats. These recordings
have provided a valuable service for the San Francisco jazz scene.
I might also recommend James Zitro's own album with Bert Wil-
son on ESP -Disc as well.

The transactions apparent-
ly now complained of by the
Stones date back to 1965 and
1966, and such transactions, in-
cluding ownership of American
Nanker Phelge Music, Ltd., and
Gideon Music, Inc., were fully
disclosed to them at the relevant
times and also to their inde-
pendent advisors, whom the
Stones have frequently changed.
Moreover, in the proxy statement
issued in connection with the
acquisition in 1968 of Allen
Klein and Company, Inc., by Ca-
meo Parkway Records, Inc., now
ABKCO, the ownership of these
companies and the various con-
tractual relationships between
these companies and the Stones
were fully and publicly disclosed.

"The Stones, according to
newspaper stories, have recently
'dropped out' of England to live
in France for tax reasons. Ap-
parently, the New York and
English lawsuits are an attempt
to rewrite both history and their
agreements in order to bludgeon
ABKCO into accelerating, dur-
ing this dropout period, the bal-
ance of the guarantee payments
due them over the next 17 years.
T h e s e long-term guarantees
presently are in excess of $3 mil-
lion, subject to various offsets
for loans and advances made to
them."

Edgel Groves, recording star, tire salesman and leader of his
own musical contingent, provided the entertainment during a
recent sunny hot 'lanta lunch hour in Peachtree Center, the con-
crete and glass heart of this Southern city's business district.

Groves and his group the Coconuts, 20 kids between the ages of
6 and 10 plus one white dog that howls on recording sessions, col-
lected for the East Pakistan Relief Fund while entertaining cheer-
ing onlookers with an a cappella version of their first Tallent
label single, "Wall Socket Baby." The 1920s vaudeville sounding
tune is the first recording endeavor for the Coconuts, but it is
not Groves' first disc.
