Peter Yarrow plays in front of a courthouse 
for the opening of the conspiracy trials 
in Harrisburg of Phil Berrigan et al! 
These and hundreds of other performers "for free" 
have slowly begun to change the face of 

popular music in our country. The meaning is 

clear! The message is strong and hopeful. 
Performers are beginning to live what they sing. 
As the communicators of the "new consciousness" 
or the "greening of America" (or all of us, 
for that matter), they have long had the 
responsibility that their gigantic forum 
provides. With millions of young people 
listening, the question remains, "What do you 
have to say?" "Bubble gum" music has all but 
vanished and real words have begun to be sung 
and spoken. 
"Let's be alive and sense one another!", they sing. 
"Let's have peace and stop killing each other." 
"Let's stop playing roles." 
"Let's love one another." "Let's find some sort 
of spiritual center in our lives." 
But the proclamation of real truth has not 

been enough, and it is now clear that the 
words are empty, if the performers do not 
respect what they were sayinz in their own lives. 

Their credibility was on the line-to their 
audiences . . . and to themselves! 

Empty-headed praise of stars is over. 
Hollywood isolation has become an outdated 
hipness. And in the meantime, the nation is 

clearly bursting with problems too long 
swept under the carpet! 
Without announcement or self -praise, the Beach 
Boys, B. B. King, John Kay, Poco, Creedence, 
and other members of the "rock establishment" 
have begun to join those who were already there. 
These include Richie Havens, Judy Collins, Joan 
Baez, Pete Seeger (the father of commitment), 
Odetta, Peter Paul & Mary and many others 
who had seen the "handwriting on the wall" 
many years before at the Newport Folk Festival 
or in the Selma and Montgomery marches with 
Martin Luther King, Jr. 

And so it is that music now has become a social 
or political act. Music ain't free any more 
than the shoe shining is free! And certainly 
not if not free given! And the political events, 
in turn, frequently find their resonant chord when 
the music is sung, as was the case in the 

1969 November 16 march in Washington when the 
speeches were politely received, but the 
"real" moments were personified in the quarter 
of a million peace signs waving in time to 

John Lennon's "Give Peace A Chance," sung by 
Pete Seeger, Peter, Paul and Mary, Reverend 
Kilpatrick and Mitch Miller! 
It is true that performers today can no longer 
be uninvolved in people, in suffering, in hunger, 
in the second-class citizenship of some in our 
country, in pollution-any more than I can! 
For if we are trying to make a decent open forum 
in radio, and to clean up the bureaucratic 
inequities (as we see them), so it is true that 
we, too, see the vision of a better country and 
recognize the fundamental role that performers 
can play and are playing in the changing of it. 

And we further ask for the energetic support of 
efforts of performers by radio stations and by 
record companies. None of us can afford to 
sing one way and live another! Therefore, we 

are creating a new service in this column, 
Money Music. It shall be one which affirms and 
helps to bring us closer to whatever vision we 
may individually or collectively possess. 
And if we criticize without mincing words, 
realize that this, too, is part of the process. 
Each week, we shall list "free" performances by 
artists-non-political or political . . . we shall 
have, in effect, a new "top 40" listing. 
It will include: benefits by performers for

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Garrett `Dwarf Giant 
LOS ANGELES - "Just as 

there is good music and bad mu- 
sic. There is good dwarf music 
and bad dwarf music." 

That's the opinion of Snuff 
Garrett. 

For the uninitiated, "dwarf 
music" in the Garrett lexicon 
translates into "buggle gum" 
music. 

Garrett readily admits to hav- 
ing both produced and published 
plenty of pop "dwarf music" in 
the last decade. As well as his 
share of "good pop music." As 
to the distinction between the 
two, he admits that sometimes 
"you pass the line from one to 
the other in the music business 
without knowing it at the time. 

"Sometimes," he adds, "you 
start out to produce some `dwarf 
music' and you suddenly realize 
that it's good music. And vice 
versa. And sometimes no mat- 
ter what you have in mind in 
the beginning, it just doesn't 
turn out. You've produced a 
dud." 

Although the walls of his re- 
cently acquired office on Sunset 
Boulevard are crowded with gold 
records, Snuff's the first to admit 
that he has no secret formula for 
producing successes. "If I did, I 
would have told all in my 
memoirs, published the book my- 
self and taken myself back to 
Texas because all the fun would 
have disappeared from the busi- 
ness. Producing duds is no fun, 
but seeing a hit build and grow 
beyond computer calculations to 
unexpected heights is about the 
second most exciting experience 
in life. For the first most ex- 
citing, use your imaginations." 

This being the case, Garrett 
has experienced some pretty ex- 
citing times in the past weeks 
wth the phenomenal, number one 
success of Cher's Kapp single, 
"Gypsies, Tramps and Thieves." 
Snuff's future will also provide 
some exciting experiences via 
the upcoming Sonny and Cher al- 
bum as well as additional Cher 
single product. 

Snuff's success with Cher is all 
the sweeter because it's one of 
the first projects he completed 
after actively going back into 
the music business. Before that, 
Snuff had taken the first pro- 
longed vacation of his life after 
selling his former companies to 
a conglomerate. 

Snuff Garrett Productions was 
started in 1965 with the simple 
philosophy that he would record 
and publish music that he liked 
-that gave him a "kick in the 
pants," that had some special 
appeal. "It isn't something you 
can verbalize into my formula 
for what constitutes successful 
pop music. It's just a gut re- 
action." 

But he does have one strict 
rule he follows with almost re- 
ligious fevor : there's no such 
thing as a trend in pop music. 
The sound and the emotional re- 
action it will produce is the most 
important element, not what 
music bag it's in. 

To this end, Garrett has pro- 
duced over 30 top ten records 
and many albums, 12 on the 
best selling charts in 1967 alone. 

He has produced records for 
such diverse talents as Jerry 
Lewis, Gary Lewis, Bobby Vee, 
Walter Brennan, Brian Hyland, 
Gene McDaniels, Julie London, 
Johnny Burnette, Dorsey Burn - 
ette, Ray Conniff, Trini Lopez, 
John Davidson and others. 

In the field of "concept" al- 
bums, he produces the successful 
series of "Midnight Strings" 
LPs and "Tommy Garrett and 
his Fifty Guitars," which alone 
has pressed 31 albums all of 
which have been on the best sell- 
ing charts. (Tommy is his real 
name.) 

In the publishing area, his 
companies have published the 
Sonny Curtis "The Straight 
Life"; Gary Puckett and the 
Union Gap's "Young Girl" and 
"Over You"; The Vogues' "Turn 
Around, Look At Me" and "My 
Special Angel," all major sell- 
ers. 

Although he cannot read mu- 
sic, Snuff has also written such 
hits as "Everybody Loves A 
Clown," "She's Just My Style" 
and "Night Has A Thousand 
Eyes." 

Now that Snuff's self-imposed 
exile from the business is over, 
he has many plans for his Gar- 
rett Music Enterprises, which 
currently includes both his pro- 
duction company as well as 
ASCAP and BMI publishing 
(and administration) wings. 

He's toying with the idea of 
starting his own record com- 
pany just for closers.

Monteiro on Grunt on Campus

Grunt Records, in a program 

designed to "prove the value 
of college radio in selling rec- 
ords," has announced a time - 
buy to be run exclusively on 
college stations in early April. 

Time will be bought for the 
new Hot Tuna LP, which will 
be released at that time. 

A total of 24 college stations 
around the country are in- 
volved, and the amount of time 
to be purchased on all stations 
comes to over $2700. As Grunt's 
Stan Monteiro explained to 
Record World, "We know that 
there are two college stations 
that really sell - Cornell 
(WVBR-FM) and Brow n 
(WBRU-FM) - but we are 
sure that other stations in dif- 
ferent markets sell records too." 
Grunt's buy will be co-ordinated 
through Nancy a n d Augie 
Blume on the West Coast, and 
all information will be passed 
along to RCA's field sales and 
promotion staff. "What we are 
doing," according to Monteiro, 
"is buying some time. We are 
asking the music director or 
program director involved to 
give some information to local 
retail stores, telling them 
`Grunt is buying time on our 
station from to 
Please assist us by having 
stock on their new and old al- 
bums in your store.' We then 
will follow through with the 
distributors and make sure that 
the product is available. The 
stations are involved in that 
they are informing the dealers 
of the time buy, and afore- 
mentioned dealers will have

stock on the album.'' 
Monteiro hopes that the ad 

program will help college sta- 
tions. "We know that many sta- 
tions are operating on a very 
tight budget and hope that 
something like this will help 
them out financially. We're do- 
ing this a little at a time - 10 
or 15 stations at a time for a 
test. And you absolutely must 
have stock to back you up or 
the test doesn't make any 
sense." 

In explaining his statement 
of "providing the value of col- 
lege radio in selling records," 
Monteiro explained that RCA's 
executives and people in the 
industry will be watching to 
see what happens. "If a local 
store sold 15 or 20 Hot Tuna 
albums, and after the time buy 
it sold 50 to 65 albums, we 
know the buy did some good. 
And we will be watching all 
local retail accounts, not just 
the ones on. campus. Many stu- 
dents buy their albums off cam- 
pus at a discount." 

This program is an extension 
of Grunt's belief in the value 
of college radio. They presently 
service close to 800 college sta- 
tions, who are on their "A" 
mailing list. "They get the 
same mailings at the same time. 
The records are all mailed out 
together for all stations on our 
mailing list. And reports on 
Grunt are passed around for 
local field promotion and sales 
people to use." 

We will report on the out- 
come of their program in mid - 
April. 

A&M Records has announced 
a campaign to "motivate young 
people to register and vote." 
As an incentive, A&M is re- 
leasing a special double album, 
which will be available only to 
people who have registered to 
vote. The album will feature 
cuts from recent A&M releases. 
including Cat Stevens and the 
Carpenters. A&M is also send- 
ing out a special voter registra- 
tion single called "Use The 
Power (18)," which will be 
shipped in March. Andy Meyer, 
head of campus promotion, is 
handling the program. 

Atlantic Records has an- 
nounced that Asylum Recording 
artist Judee Sill will be appear- 
ing at the WAYN/Wayne State 
Convention to be held the first 
weekend in March in Detroit.

Heavy ad- 
vertising and sales promotion 
on local levels will implement 
the campaign, as will a spe- 
cially -prepared series of half 
hour radio shows featuring 
music and interviews by Co- 
lumbia and Epic/Columbia Cus- 
tom Labels.

For Second 1/4 

HOLLYWOOD - Capitol In- 
dustries, Inc., last week re- 
ported sales of $41,925,000 for 
the second quarter ended De- 
cember 31, 1971 compared to 
$50,941,000 in the second quar- 
ter last year, reflecting the 
continuing adverse sales trend 
experienced during fiscal 1971. 
Net income was $1,186,000 or 
25 cents per share compared to 
$1,865,000 or 40 cents per share 
during this period a year ear- 
lier. 

For the first six months of 
fiscal 1972 sales were $69,490,- 
000 and net income before 
extraordinary items was $1,- 
262,000 or 27 cents per share. 
For the comparable period in 
fiscal 1971, sales were $85,042,- 
000 and net income was $1,056,- 
000 or 23 cents per share. 
There were 4,599,000 average 
shares outstanding this year 
versus 4,631,000 last year. 

Although sales for the first 
six months of fiscal 1972 were 
lower by $15,552,000 or 18% 
than the comparable period last 
year, net income before extraor- 
dinary items increased by $206,- 
000 or 20%, reflecting cost con- 
trol measures taken over the 
last nine months.

Mercury Using 
Efficient New 
Magnafax Computer 

CHICAGO - Around -the - 
clock use of facimile trans- 
mission techniques is provid- 
ing Mercury Records with "con- 
trol tower" information about 
sales data at the same time that 
it is speeding shipments to dis- 
tributors. 

At its Chicago office, the rec- 
ord publishing firm can analyze 
sales, the effectiveness of pro- 
motions, and zero in on the 
right moment to discontinue 
one effort and begin another, 
thanks to the same day receipt 
of information on orders trans- 
mitted from its plants across 
the country. This shipping and 
sales data is run through two 
IBM 230/30 computers to real- 
izes the overall, up-to-the- 
minute picture. 

Making the high-speed com- 
puterization "meaningful" is a 
Magnafax facimile transmis- 
sion network which gives exact - 
copy and immediate communi- 
cations between the Chicago 
office and Mercury's five pres- 
sing plants in the United States. 

That the sales analysis is 
achieved as a by-product of 
what is essentially a high-speed 
invoicing and shipping proce- 
dure is one of its economic 
benefits, according to Len 
z1imond, Production Manager. 

Thus 15 minutes after a ship- 
ment leaves one of the plants, 
shipping invoice data is Magna - 
faxed to the Chicago office in 
exact -copy form. There the data 
is processed by the computer 
and a bill is automatically 
printed out and sent to the 
wholesaler. Meanwhile, the com- 
puter analyzes the order and 
prints out a picture of the sales 
activity based on the received 
invoices. 

Simplicity 
A big factor in the use of the 

system is its simplicity. When 
a pressing plant receives an 
order from a wholesaler, it pre- 
pares a shipping invoice data. 
A clerk then places this 8" x 10" 
document in the desk -top Mag- 
nafax unit, presses the "send" 
button, and places her tele- 
phone receiver on a coupler. 
Transmission takes p'ace im- 
mediately a n d automatically 
over telephone lines at the rate 
of three minutes per page. 

In Mercury's Chicago office, 
the shipping data is received in 
exact -copy form via a Magnafax 
continuous roll -feed unit which 
is left on around the clock and 
does not require an operator in 
attendance to receive copy. The 
copies are made on regular 
bond paper - and the sending 
plant retains the original. 

Brand New Gold 

Tony Martell, President of Fa- 
mous Music Corporation presents 
Melanie with the first gold record 
of her career for her hit single 
"Brand New Key." Martell greet- 
ed Melanie and her husband/pro- 
ducer Peter Schekeryk at the air- 
port as Melanie was about to em- 
bark on her new concert tour. 
"Each gold record" said Martell, 
"represents the sale of one mil- 
lion singles, and as it stands now 
with the sales at 21/2 million, and 
the orders still coming in heavily, 
there's no doubt in my mind we'll 
reach the 3 million figure."

The 
Magnafax continuous roll -feed 
system operates unattended, so 
that time differences between 
working hours can be discount- 
ed, and data may also be re- 
ceived after hours. 

Welcome as the speed-up in 
invoicing and shipping is, it is 
exceeded as a benefit by the 
speed with which the company 
can now analyze data on the 
basis of shipping orders. Creat- 
ing shipping and invoice ma- 
terials, the system "throws off" 
data on sales that is up-to-the- 
minute, thus affording Mercury 
the convenience of observing 
the effect of spot promotions 
and campaigns in time enough 
to rein force or change its 
strategy when such a move is 
dictated. 

The Magnafax units can be 
operated by anyone capable of 
using a regular telephone. The 
units p'ug into standard wall 
outlets and transmission takes 
place over telephone lines.

West Coast arranger-composer-vibist Tommy 
Vig made his impressive recording debut wih 
"Sound Of the Seventies" (Milestone 9007), on 
which he fronted a strong band with strong 
material. Vig has now gone the root of many 
frustrated musicians; he is putting his own ma- 
terial out of his own Mortney Records. 

Vig's first two releases are quite far part 
Michael Cuscuna musically. "Tommy Vig in Budapest" features 

the vibist on Budapest Radio playing two standards and two jazz 
tunes with a European rhythm section. This disc gives him a 
chance to stretch out and display his instrumental abilities. "Just 
For The Record" was recorded on the West Coast with Vig's usu- 
ally large orchestra_ The music more closely resembles his Mile- 
stone album 

Both discs can be obtained by writing to Mortney Records, 
Suite 303, 14400 Addison Street, Sherman Oaks, California 91403. 

Buell Neidlinger is a musician of almost limitless abilities, 
whose recognition is yet to come. He has played with jazz giants 
of every era from Vic Dickenson and Ben Webster to Cecil Taylor 
and Archie Shepp. If listeners know his work at all, it is as 
part of the classic Cecil Taylor trio with Dennis Charles on drums 
and Buell on bass. 

But Buell has also played with several of the major symphony 
orchestras in this country, given concerts of solo classical music 
for the bass and played with a number of outstanding rack mu- 
sicians, including Frank Zappa and Peter Ivers. 

He is thoroughly accomplished on the acoustic and electric bass 
and loves all forms of music. A couple of years back, one snowy 
night in Boston, I attended a recital by Buell. I didn't know what 
to expect, but heard an outstanding cross-section of music. First, 
Buell on acoustic bass played five contemporary classical pieces 
by such composers as Michael Sahl, Maurice Kagel and LaMonte 
Young. Next, he picked up electric bass and played "Buell's Bass 
Music No. 1," written for him by Zappa. He had only drum ac- 
companiment. Then singer -guitarist Paul Lenart joined Buell for a 
segment of folk blues. The concert ended with Looney Tunes, a 
band that included Neidlinger, Lenart and Ivers on harmonica. 
Throughout this diverse musical presentation, Buell played 
amazingly well and showed an empathy with each and every form. 

Things just might break for Neidlinger at this point in time. 
A feature article on him is being planned in Downbeat. The two 
records that he made for the defunct Candid label in the early 
'60s are finally being issued, volume one in late February, volume 
two toward the end of the year. The recordings, which will be 
on the Columbia -distributed Barnaby label, feature Taylor, Shepp, 
Roswell Rudd and Clark Terry. The music is brilliant and has 
stood the test of time. 

But Buell's main involvement is the group that he has formed in 
Southern California, where he now resides. He told me that it is 
jazz-rock, if one had to put a name on ,it. But he feels that it is 
the strongest music that he has organized to date and hopes to re- 
cord relatively soon. 

Flying Dutchman Records, no longer distributed by Atlantic, is 
planning a unique February release to be released through Mega 
Records of Nashville. There will be albums by Larry Coryell, Leon 
Thomas and Bernard Purdie among ethers. Purdie is already a 

legend among musicians as a virtuoso in any form of music. And 
now he is stepping out as a leader. The results should be 
significant.

1 LONDON-Elton John made an impressive return to the 
British stage last Saturday (5), at London's Royal Festival Hall. 
The three-hour concert commenced with eight new songs from 
his forthcoming album, excellently performed with the aid of 
bassist Dee Murray, drummer Nigel Olsson, and marking his 
debut with the band, guitarist Davey Johnstone. The new titles 
were recorded recently in Strawberry Studios, (housed in a 
French Chateau), and a single "Rocket Man," is to be lifted for 
single release here on March 3rd, although the album will not 
be available until June. Through the addition of Johnstone and 
the inclusion of heavier material we can expect greater rock 
influence in the new album, something refreshingly different for 
the Elton John band. During the last 90 minutes of the show the 
superstar gave us all the old favorites, featuring the Royal Phil- 
harmonic Orchestra playing Paul Buckmaster's highly imagin- 
ative arrangements, "The Greatest Discovery" and "Sixty Years 
On," being the most memorable. 

Also making a triumphant vocal return with British audiences 
last week was multi -award winning actor Richard Harris, whose 
current U.K. tour included a show at the Hammersmith Odeon 
Theatre. In front of a capacity house Harris demonstrated his 
tremendous ability to entertain through several media, including 
poetry and monologue reciting, singing, comedy, and even by pre- 
senting a superb series of film clips which captured some of his 
humorous experiences while making movies. Songs included most 
tracks from his "My Boy" album and, of course, his world-wide 
smash "McArthur Park." In spite of M.D. Phil Coulter's great 
efforts, a slightly suspect performance from the band was the 
only blemish on a highly entertaining evening. 

Promoter/artist Henry Hadaway has signed a three-year deal 
with Eddie Kassner's President Records for representation of his 
Satril Records company. The agreement covers pressing, distribu- 
tion, and promotion through President for the Satril label and 
initial releases are by new groups Bolland and Dog Rose on March 
3 and 10, respectively. Hadaway has recently been responsible for 
several concert promotions at various London venues including 
the Lyceum and the Marquee through his subsidiary company, 
specializing in contemporary acts, named Big Ear, who together 
with the agency also represent several acts including Armarda, 
Burnt Oak, Happy Ending, Jon Lukas and Jim Anthony. 

The Kinks, whose first RCA album is, surprisingly, yet to hit 
the U.K. chart, are to add a four -piece brass section to their 
current five -man line-up.

At Peace 

NEW YORK - Talking to 
Felix Cavaliere is a most un- 
usual experience, especially 
compared to most music busi- 
ness interviews. His past suc- 
cesses cannot be exaggerated. 
As leader of the Young Rascals 
-later the Rascals-he and his 
group had a string of smash 
hits during one of the most ex- 
citing periods in the history of 
pop music. More recently, as he 
became less concerned with 
commercial success, he and the 
new Rascals made a beautiful 
two LP set, "Peaceful World" 
for Columbia. 

Most artists who have 
achieved anything like what 
Felix has have egos that make 
them, to say the least, difficult 
to talk to. 

Not Felix. 
He bounced in to Record 

World's offices recently on his 
way to audition some guitarists 
for the Rascals (Buzzy Feiten 
recently left the group.) He was 
by himself, no coterie of press 
agents or promo men to tell 
him what he really wanted to 
say. In fact, he didn't really 
have anything in particular to 
say, no big hype on some up- 
coming tour or record; just 
some random observations on 
today's music scene. 

Among Felix's comments: 
"There isn't the same excite- 
ment on the whole music scene 
today as there was a few years 
ago. I think rock music has de- 
teriorated; I hardly listen to it 
at all any more. As for the 
Rascals, Dino and I are the 
only original members left. 
We've put together a group of 
musicians that we respect and 
enjoy working with. We'll be 
coming out with a new album 
on Columbia soon, which will 
be more commercial-some- 
where between the old stuff 
and `Peaceful World.' " Of 
course I'd like a lot of people 
to listen to the record, but I've 
been through the commercial 
thing. Through our music, we're 
trying to show people there is 
another way. We're not sure yet 
about live performances." 

Felix Cavaliere 

Felix was always well known 
for his devotion to black music, 
and he still says "most every -

Form Music Complex 

SAUGERTIES, N. Y.-Pub- 
licist-manager Mike Gershman, 
founder and former head of the 
Gershman, Gibson and Strom- 
berg PR firm, has merged his 
publishing, production and 
management interests with Len 
Kaufman and Fran Fava, own- 
ers of Karmic Guardians Stu- 
dios. 

The principals will operate 
within the framework of the 
holding company to be named 
later. Wholly -owned subsidi- 
aries of the holding company in- 
clude Balloon Management, a 
personal management firm; 
Blue Mountain Music, a music 
production company; Evie Mu- 
sic, an ASCAP affiliated music 
publishing firm, and Karmic 
Guardian Studios, a musical 
talent development complex. 
Balloon, Blue Mountain and 
Evie each represent Looking 
Glass, a rock quartet signed to 
Epic last fall. 

Gershman left his publicity 
firm last July to manage Look- 
ing Glass. Group's first single, 
"Don't It Make You Feel Good." 
The first album will be released 
the first week in March, 

Looking Glass consists of 
guitarist Elliot Lurie, bassist 
Pieter Sweval, drummer Jeff 
Grob, and keyboard man Larry 
Gonsky. Lurie and Sweval write 
all of Looking Glass' material. 

Pre -production work on the 
Looking Glass album began at 
Karmic Guardians four -track 
studio in November. All nine 
tunes on the album were pre- 
pared there before master re- 
cording was undertaken at Re- 
gent Sound Studios in New 
York with production help from 
owner Bob Liftin. 

Karmic Guardians began op- 
erations in November 1970 as 
talent scouts for Karana Pro- 
ductions, Michael Jeffrey's pro- 
duction firm. During their brief 
association with Jeffrey, they 
were responsible for the discov- 
ery and/or development of Holy 
Moses, signed to RCA Victor, 
Banchee, signed to Polydor, and 
Jimmy and Vella Cameron, 
signed to Atlantic by Ahmet 
Ertegun. 

Kaufman, who was responsible 
for internal security at the 
Woodstock Music and Art Fair, 
was formerly a club and coffee- 
house manager in Greenwich 
Village. He met Fava in Wood- 
stock early in 1969 and the two 
decided to establish a new en- 
vironment for developing musi- 
cal talent. During their former 
association with Jeffrey, the 
two equipped a former quarry- 

men's lodge in Saugerties, New 
York with a four -track record- 
ing studio and living facilities 
for visiting artists. 

Karmic Guardian's staff is 
headed by Studio Manager Lar- 
ry Goldsmith, a member of Van 
Morrison's Street Choir and 
formerly Morrison's road man- 
ager. Chief engineer of the 
studio is Larry Rebnun, who 
designed and constructed the 
existing facilities. He is aided 
by assistant engineer Barbara 
Knepfle, who holds a degree in 
engineering from the Univer- 
sity of Cincinnati. Also on staff 
is producer -musician Neil Lin- 
den, formerly a member of John 
Herald's Green Briar Boys. 

Gershman started his public- 
ity firm in January 1969 with 
Dave Swaney, now with Epic 
Records in Los Angeles. In two 
and a half years, Gershman in- 
troduced such entities as Roll- 
ing Stone Magazine, Elton 
John, Cat Stevens, Leon Rus- 
sell, and Mad Dogs and Eng- 
lishmen. 

Meet, Merge 

Gershman, Kaufman, and 
Fava met last year and made 
plans to merge their interests 
to create a fully staffed, fully 
equipped service organization 
for recording artists. Towards 
that end, they purchased a 
nine -bedroom Colonial farm- 
house on eleven acres in the 
Blue Mountain section of Saug- 
erties. 

With pre -production activ- 
ities going on around the clock 
at Karmic Guardian's, plans 
were laid for a 16 -track master 
recording studio on the Blue 
Mountain property. To design 
and construct the studio, 
Gershman enlisted the services 
of Tom Lubin, a veteran sound 
engineer at the age of 24 with 
seven years experience at New 
York Electric Ladyland, Gold 
Star Studios in Los Angeles, 
and studios in Boston, Singa- 
pore, and Australia. 

At present, construction is 
underway on the new studio 
and is expected to be completed 
this summer. 

After assigning licensing of 
Evie Music copyrights to 
ASCAP, Gershman, Kaufman, 
and Fava assigned mechanical 
licensing of their productions 
to ARMA. The trio's legal rep- 
resentative is Kenneth Berk- 
man, of Rowe, Common, Berk- 
man, and Berkman.
