B Ben Scotti is an ex-pro football player, who is Vice President,
Promotion, for MGM Records. The walls of his MGM office are lined
with gold records and pictures of Ben Scotti in and out of football
uniform. Scotti is proud, loud, and very effective as MGM’s head of
promotion. The sale of MGM to the Polygram group seemed to be
a logical occasion to talk to onme of the men who has helped turn
the company around in recent years. Scotti was most willing to
oblige. An interview follows.

Record World: Why don’t you briefly recap your history at
MGM?

Scotti: I came to MGM in November of "71. When I came here,
the first week was the week that the Osmonds record “One Bad
Apple” was out. “One Bad Apple” was on WSAI and it was
getting strong calls, and it’s the first record we went to work on.

But the one I was proud of more than that, personally, was the
Mike Curb Congregation’s “Burning Bridges,” which was laying
around for six months when I got there. It had gone to number
two in New Orleans at WTIX and had already dropped off when
I started. Now, we knew the record had gone to two there, and
I did some research on it in four or five areas and found out
where the record went top 10, mostly in key secondary areas, and
learned nobody did anything about bringing the record home,

RW: What were the sales up to that point?

Scetti: Maybe 80,000, at the most. I got involved with the rec-
ord, and here’s where persona] contacts come in, I went to several
key people, told them I was just starting at MGM, this wag the
record, it’s a very difficult record because it’s the label President’s
record, but here are the facts: It’s done this and this and this.
Of course this is where credibility comes in. These people know,
number one, that I was just starting at MGM, and, number two,
that the record was selling. There’s two things involved there:
it’s a record that they didn’t have to use, but they liked it, they
they knew it had some sales background, and they knew I was
going to back them up with stock and I was also going to get
other markets on the single.

It took us six months, but we brought the record top 20 nation-
ally and it did over a half million. Which is the reason the Mike
Curb Congregation is on the map today, because of “Burning
Bridges,” and, of course, with Mike’s name and his contacts in
television, he was able to keep the group active, and they sell a
lot of albums for us now. This last album, which is a cover,
“Softly Whispering I Love You,” is up to 130,000. They’ve got
about five albums on the market and they sell 80, 40, 50 a pop,
every album they came out with, because of their exposure on
television, So they’re an important act, the Mike Curb Congrega-
tion.

RW: Realistically, how much chance do you have to continue
that group’s success?

Scotti: I think realistically they can have one hit a year and
sustain. Because they have television. The power of television
is very important. There’s a broad deomographic area for a group
like the Congregation, and when you're on television every week,
that’s strong exposure. I'd like to see more groups with that kind
of a shot, but you just don’t get that kind of shot, So with the TV
exposure they already have, and the fact they’ll probably be doing
some specials with other people, we’ve got a chance there to sell
a lot of albums with a group like that. All you need is one hit a
year, because the expenses on that group aren’t so great,

But tracing the history, after “Burning Bridges,” we hit with
“Chick A Boom” which was on Sunflower and then we hit with
Richie Havens, then the Five Man Electrical Band, then with
Lou Rawls, who just won a Grammy award. And Sammy Davis,

Jr’s “Candy Man.” As we're hitting with these people they’re
selling albums, backing us up. We haven’t had a repeat on Richie
Havens yet, but it’s coming.

RW: At the time you joined the company, MGM was starting
to release product on satellite labels, What was the reasoning
behind acquiring these labels?

Scotti: I think the reason is the same reason most companies
have. Whether it’s psychological or whatever, five guys can’t go
in and ask for help on the same record. You can’t have every art-
ist on MGM. We’d love to have 10 hits, but if you have a hit on
Verve and a hit on Lion and a hit on Sunflower, you have different
people working on them. It’s almost like having different com-
panies. When Mike signs someone, he figures, well, we’ll put him
on such and such label, not because he’s not a good artist, but
because maybe the MGM roster is overloaded, and if you put him
on one of the other labels, there’ll be individual people working
on that record. You try to split up your effort.

Then, on an overall promotion, I'll get involved. If we start
happening, then we’ll focus on that one thing. For instance, Coven
is on Lion now, and of they start happening and moving, what’s
to stop us from saying let’s run. Because, as you know, in
programming it’s not how big a record is, but what kind of record
they’'re looking for that particular week, what type of sound.
And if we have that sound on MGM or some satellite label, then
that’s the record we’re going to go with. You try to have a diverse
group of artists on a label.

RW: When you came to MGM, what did you think of the
product?

Scotti: Well, when I came here Mike played four or five things
for me that I was excited about. I liked the Osmonds, but I had
no idea they were going to be so gigantic, I happened to like
“One Bad Apple,” and just like anyone else, I said ‘that’s the
Jackson 5. But realizing that when I was with Soul City, it was
said the Fifth Dimension was the black Mamas and Papas, I had
no idea they were going to be gigantic. I liked the Osmonds. I
liked what he played for me there. I thought “Burning Bridges”
was a nice record. I had no idea it was a hit unti] I did some re-
search on it, and found out the record was selling. I happened to
like Richie Havens, I happened to like Lou Rawls, Bobby Bloom.
I liked a lot of the things that Mike played.

I didn’t like everything, but I don’t get that involved in liking
or disliking a record, I let the people around the country tell
me what's good. I have my own tastes in things personally, but
that has nothing to do with me promoting it. If we get a record
that I don’t think is anything and it goes out into the field and
my promotion man says he brought it in and it got a great re-
action, al] of a sudden something in my mind clicks and I start
saving to myself, wow, we've got something, and we start moving
with it. .

When you have 25 to 30 records out there, it’s impossible to
work every one of the records, physically impossible. When you
work records every one of them is brought into a radio station
and people hear them. Now, they always say, well, I haven’t heard
it, but they did hear it and they’ve forgotten. It didn’t hit them,
it didn’t strike them. Or they say, it got lost in the mai] or what-
ever. We all find situations like that, it’s happened to me, it hap-
pens to everybody, but I feel the only way you can really start
something going with a record is when somebody gets excited
somewhere. In the smallest market, that’'s where the wheels start
turning. '

It’s very disappointing when you send a record out and nobody
anywhere wants to play it, not even in the smallest secondary
market. That’s when your strategy goes down the drain. I've
seen people going crazy in the office, yelling top five, top 10 in
meetings and nothing happens when it gets out there. I only get
excited outwardly when I know we’re starting to get activity in an
area, when I know the record’s gone on a major radio station.

RW: Do you work a record off other airplay best, or off chart
action?

Scotti: A record doesn’t get trade activity until it’s on major
stations, or a lot of secondaries, and it starts selling at the one-
stop level. We can’t get a record on the charts, like some com-
panies do, by stock, by putting out 200,000 records. We can’t
afford that—we’ve got independent distributors. We can’t because
we'll end up eating them. So anything we have out there that we
have on the charts, that damn record’s got to be selling. We just
can’t send our distributors that many without legitimate reason.
Whatever we have on the charts is actually selling. I've been
quoted on this before, and people seem to get a kick out of it, I
say everybody in the business lies, but I lie less. Okay? When 1
say lyving less, I mean, if we’ve sold 100,000, I may say 110,000
because maybe in another week it will be 110,000, you under-
stand? That’s the nature of this business, When I say lying
less, if there’s such a thing, that’s what we do. And that’s why
I feel, in the areas in which we’ve built relationships with
people, we’ll get the benefit of the doubt on the record if we have
it in the grooves. I believe people really like us out there.

RW: Do you believe that companies with branch operations,
like WEA and UDC, have an edge?

Scotti: T think they have an edge, sure. Because they can get
records in much easier than we can. But they’ll eat more than we
will, We will not eat as many records as they do, because we
just don’t put out as many. We will not press a record at this
company unless we have top 40 airplay in a market we can get
records into, Otherwise we won’t press the record. Every release
that comes out doesn’t mean that the record’s going to get
pressed,

RW: Do you have to deal with many program directors who
deal only in terms of personal taste?

Scotti: No. There are some. PD’s are people, just like there are
some people you can never sell, no matter if you brought the best
thing in the world to them, the first thing they’ll say is no. That's
the easiest thing in the world to do. So you have to be able to
understand the people you’re talking to. In my head I know exact-
ly the people I can go to with a record and get an honest answer,
and I also know exactly who I can’t go to, because I'll never get
an answer from them. That's where I depend on my people, And
if they can’t do it, well, then there’s no use. They’ll just play it
after it hits. Certain radio stations won’t play a record unti] it
goes 60 with a bullet on the charts, or 40 with a bullet. They’ll
never take a chance. Except on the Osmonds. A Lou Rawls has a
big hit with “Natural Man” and with the follow-up only two
major rock stations go on it. But thank God two major rock sta-
tions went on it. They happened to like it. Otherwise we’d never
be able to know if Lou Rawls had a follow-up hit, Right?

RW: You seem to be in a singles operation. What’s the com-
parison of the concentration that you put into singles and al-
bums ?

Scotti: To me, in terms of album promotion, Warner Bros. is
working on albums by acts that are working. I don’t think you
can break a big album, with a few exceptions, without a working
act to back it up. You see, album promotion just doesn’t involve
airplay, it involves merchandising and sales. That’s where 1
think album promotion is: money and merchandising. But it’s
more merchandising than airplay, A single you don’t merchandise,

an album you do. That means getting the record in stores, on
racks, forcing it in areas, spending x amount of dollars on a
campaign, which they (Warners) do. They spend a lot of money,
they’ve got a lot of money. We don’t have a big album budget, be-
cause we don’t have that many big albums, but if we can de-
velop . . . if Richie Havens can continue to grow, if the 5 Man
continues to grow, the Congregation, if Joey Heatherton gets hot,
we could have big albums on her, because she’s got phenomenal
exposure, television, movies, the whole thing. But that has to be
merchandised, It's very hard to do something just getting the
album played on a radio station. Even though stations are play-
ing album cuts, they’re only playing the key albums, the top 10
albums. You ever hear of a major rock station going on an album
by an unknown group? I think that’s a whole different ball game.

RW: America?

Scotti: Our philosophy is to break the single, which is the
best way to do it, if you «can, then you have an album. It’s not
the best thing in the world, but it’s the best philosophy to use
if you don’t have the bread to invest. Takes an awful lot of bread.

RW: How much?

Scotti: Depends. You can spend $50,000, $100,000. We had a
campaign at World Pacific where we spent $100,000 on the
Carnival. Remember the Carnival? A Bones Howe group, beautiful
album, but there were no sales on the damn album. We had na-
tional television shots, everything., Well, you do five of those
things, you’re out of business. You can go out of business ad-
vertising. You’'ve got to zero in on which one you want to break.
I feel that I’ve got to concentrate on the singles and let the sales
people get involved with the merchandising of albums. You can
build a decent company like that.

RW: What’s been the growth since you’ve geen at MGM?

Scotti: Well, financially, I can’t get into the millions, you know,
but the company has grown to the extent that Polygram was in-
terested enough to buy it. We’ve got a little company. MGM Rec-
ords is not a big company. All we need is a couple more albums,
hot things, and we’re really in business.

The basic thing with me is that MGM promotion is like a
football team. I consider myself a player-coach. I'm behind the
desk all day long talking to my guys in the field and talking to
guys around the country I’ve known over the years, the PDs, ask-
ing them to listen or giving them information of value, and direct-
ing the team, If T have to get on a plane and go see someone, get
some support into an area, that means getting into the ball game.
I mean, I'm always in the game, I'm not just sitting behind the
desk waiting for people to call me or let me know. I've got to get
involved myself, which I do, and which I constantly will do, be-
cause I love it. I love calling people on the phone and talking
music. I think a man who goes into an area and never talks rec-
ords is deceiving the people he’s with, because I think the most
important thing in your life is what you’re doing, your business.
I think if people on the radio level know you really love your
work and you’re honest about your work, they're going to really
respond to you . ., even when a team is losing, if it's fighting,
the crowd reacts.

the most off-beat deals in re-
cent years, United Artists Rec-
ords has concluded an agree-

ment with Bruce Patch Produc-
tions of Boston to release a
two-album recording of a wind
harp.

The Wind Harp is a unique
piece of sculpture designed by
Ward McCain and erected on a
hill in New England. It stands
25 feet high on a site that is
almost completely inaccessible
by road. The Harp sits and
sings, played by the wind.
Sculptor McCain has departed
the country, but his harp still
sits on the hill. It was con-
structed with no commercial
attachments and to date has
been relatively free from van-
dalism.

The harp was

recorded by

| Chuck Hancock and Harry Bee.

It took them the better part of
a year to complete the record-
ing, almost immediately after
the structure was erected. Re-
cordings were taken with both
an Ampex two track and Nagra
IV equipment, Approximately
30 hours of tape was utilized
under all types of wind, tem-
perature and weather condi-
tions. All sounds were taken on
location at the hill with the
exception of the midnight bells
of a church in the nearby town.

Cap Signs Manchild

B HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Rec.
ords has signed Manchild to an
exclusive recording contract.
Originally from South Louisi-
ana, the group has been playing
together for one and a half
vears. In late 1971, at the
Florida NEC Convention, Man-
child was voted No. 1.

Manchild members are Sam

At Philharmonic

H NEW YORK — Philharmonic
Hall on May 8 presented quite
an assortment of music. Head-
lining, was RCA’s Everly Broth-
ers, supported by Fleetwood
Mac, John Baldry and a new
performer, Jovce Everson, all
three from Warner-Reprise.

Joyce, a discovery of Rod
Stewart and Ron Wood, did
quite well on her first big city
gig. A beautiful girl with a
voice to match, she presented
her mellow music in a graceful
manner which hid the nervous-
ness that was only natural for
a first performance. Her songs
were taken from her first album,
“Crazy Lady.”

According to Clay Cole, the
emcee (seems like old times),
this performance was John Bal-
drv’s first time in New York
(seems like his fifth first time).

Due to the bad production of
the concert, Fleetwood Mac’s
hour long performance was cut
to half an hour, the most unfor-
tunate segment of the concert
(actually, it was tied with the
bad sound svstem). Their show
consisted mainly of tunes from
past albums, only because they
were forced to drop their regu-
lar act. They were appropriately
called back for an encore. Their

new album is called ‘“Bare
Trees.”

The Everly Brothers were a
dissappointment at first. This
was due mainly to the sound
system again. Then things

started to come together and the
old favorites, plus some new
songs, come out Dbeautifully.
They don’t seem to have lost
any of the old audience appeal,
and their few years absence
from New York seems to have
only heightened their popularity.
There were encores until there
could be no more, and those who
wanted more will probably be
buying their new album, “Sto-
ries We Could Tell.”

Take away the bad produc-
tion, bad sound supervision, and
a little nervousness and you
have quite a good show.

in Chicago on the Delmark label and in France
on the Byg and Futura labels, will be present-

assembled singer Jeanne Lee, saxophonist John Stubblefield, bass-
ist Dave Holland and drummer Barry Altschul. The music should
be quite inventive. Check it out if you can.

At long last, Capitol is opening its vault of jazz recordings
from the forties and fifties with the release of 10 albums under
the banner Capitol Jazz Classics, Volume one is the reissue of
Miles Davis’ famous Birth of the Cool session, probably one of the
most influential recordings in the history of music. Stan Kenton’s
band from 1950 to 1965 is covered on volume two, which includes
some of Kenton’s most important soloists and composers. It is a
fine representation of his artistic highlights. None of the material
has ever been issued before. Volume nine contains some of Woody
Herman and the Herd’s most prized recordings, including “Early
Autumn.” The band then included Serge Chaloff, Stan Getz, Oscar
Pettiford, Bill Harris and Sonny Berman.

We are once again reminded of two of jazz’s finest pianists in
the reissue of a Nat Cole trio collection (volume eight) and Art
Tatum solos (volume three). Volume five features an all-star sex-
tet assembled by the late Coleman Hawkins in Hollywood in 1945,
Volumes four, six and 10 are anthologies of various all-star ses-
sions from the late forties and early fifties,

The most unusual release in the collection is volume seven, a
much talked about but seldom heard recording date by the late
baritone saxophonist Serge Chaloff. The legendary session took
place in Los Angeles in 1956 with pianist Sonny Clarke, bassist
Leroy Vinnegar and drummer Philly Joe Jones. And sure enough,
it is a gem,

Capitol is to be congratulated on its efforts in this direction.
These reissues are very valuable and most welcome. Hopefully,
the company will not stop here. There are some legendary sides
by Lennie Tristano and Lee Konitz, a fine Gershwin album by
Shelly Manne and so on. This set of reissues was assembled by
EMI in Holland where there is a great deal more concern about
this music, Capitol’s release of this product will probably serve as
a strong encouragement to continue the project.

Vibist Karl Berger, a leader of contemporary jazz in New York
for the past five or six years, has been spending most of his time
in his native Germany recently. Right now, he is in New York to
concilude the course that he is teaching at the New School for
Social Research and to present a series of concerts at the Mercer
Art Center, 2440 Mercer Street, New York City. The final concert
will be Thursday, May 25 at 9 p.m. Berger is backed by drummer
Barry Altschul and bassist Dave Holland.

With such people as Ray Flerlage of Kinnar Distributing in
Chicago (also a fine music photographer) and Gene Rosenthal of
Adelphi Distributing in Washington, D.C, (also co-owner and
producer for the Adelphi blues label), an important new associa-
tion is being formed. The National Association of Independent
Record Distributors (NAIRD) will gather many small operations
across the country to compare notes and help each other with
various advice and information. This will not only help the
struggling small distributor, but also the many smal]l jazz and
blues labels that are denied geographical coverage in a de facto
way. If you represent a small label or distributorship, I suggest
you contact either of these men and find out what’s happening.
There is strength in unity and communication.

Tower was closed one day
last week for repairs on the
store (windows and doors) and
also on Friday, as part of the
general business shut-down re-
quested by the Berkeley mayor.

Since then, Tower has had
the usual pickets, varying from
as few as one to as many as
10 people out in front asking
customers to not shop at Tower,
Tower employees have had to
cope with pickets since the
store opened, and many feel
that the picketing is due to the
fact that the Tower store is
near Leopold’s, a co-operative
record store run by the Stu-
dents of Berkeley Inc.

There has been one demon-
stration in Berkeley since last
week's violence at People’s
Park, where demonstrators
burned President Nixon in
effigy, but did not “trash” any
business. In Berkeley, it used
to be the Bank of America that
got smashed during a war riot.
Now it’s Tower Records. (The
Tower store is across the street
from the Bank of America, now
windowless and walled - up
solid.)

Tower president Russ Solo-
mon seemed generally dismayed
about last week’s attacks on
his store. Solomon feels the
pickets who have harassed
Tower customers are involved
with Leopold’s management.
“It’s a fact,” Solomon said on
the phone, “freely admitted by
everyone, including them (Leo-
pold’s). It’s a little bizarre be-

Believe me,
from a standpoint of ordinary
business competetion, they’re
very tough.

B The “West Coast Seminar,”
named thusly because of the
series of seminars instituted on
the West Coast, where college
radio people, record company
people and, sometimes, artists
have a chance to get together
and meet each other, deserves
spotlight.

The monthly seminars were
begun in July of 1970 by Rich
Paladino, who, at the time, was
working as a local promotion
man for ABC Records. The first
seminar was held at ABC in
Jay Lasker’s office (he wasn’t
there) with Larry Ray and
Barry Gross (both of ABC,
then) in attendance. It at-
tracted 12 people from college
stations in that area. The sec-
ond monthly meeting was held
at the Century Plaza Hotel, at
the time of the yearly ABC Con-
vention. This one was a two-
day affair. The third, with over
50 people attending, was held in
the parking lot of KPPC Radio

. it was held there because
no room in the ABC Building
could hold that Jarge a number
of people.

At this time, Paladino left
ABC to go to RCA as a promo-

tion man. And RCA, under
Paladino, began sponsoring
monthly meetings (this was

November, 1970), ABC, mean-
while, discontinued them. By
March of 1971, though, Steve
Resnik had joined ABC, and
among his other duties were
college promotion. Working
with Paladino, they both spon-
sored three worthwhile semi-
nars — the first with the Credi-
bility Gap, the second with
Wolfman Jack and representa-
tives of the trade press, and the
third with Emitt Rhodes and
Gayle McCormick. (By this
time Paladino had gone back
to work for ABC Records, while
RCA Records, under the direc-
tion of loca] men Don Whitte-
more and Ray Andersen, had
been continuing their own
meetings.) The scheduling
worked out very well: RCA’s
seminar was generally on the
first Saturday of every month,
while ABC’s was on the third
Saturday of every month.
Everything was working well...

. . . Until Paladino went to
work for Elektra, doing local
promotion out of the WEA
Branch. At RCA, the seminars
continued under Whittemore
and Anderson; at ABC, Resnik

continued his, with local man
Joe Gregg (who is no longer
with the company). Paladino
consulted Bob Moring, the pro-
motion co-ordinator for the
local WEA branch, and asked
him if he would like to set up
a seminar for the college radio
people, with WEA doing the
planning. Moring agreed, and
the speaker at the first WEA
seminar was Joel Friedman,
President of WEA. Recently,
though, the WEA seminar has
split up, with Warner Bros. and
Elektra holding separate meet-
ings.

Following is a rundown of
what has happened on the West
Coast in the various seminars
during the past few weeks:

Last week: RCA Seminar
with Wolfman Jack (who is
now signed to an RCA-distrib-
uted label, Wooden Nickel and
Jack Bonus.

James’ recording career has
spanned almost a quarter of a
century. His enviable chart rec-
ord includes 29 number one
country records, one number
one pop record (the 1956 chart
topper “Young Love,” which to
date hag sold two-and-a-half
million <copies). The last 28
of James’ releases have attained
a number-one country position.

Production will be handled
by independent producer George
Richey, who began his associ-
ation with James while both
were at Capitol Records. Most
of Sonny James’ recording ca-
reer was with Capitol. The
country star did have two re-
leases with RCA, but soon re-
turned to Capitol and producer
Ken Nelson. After Nelson,
James began an association
with Nashville-based producer
Marvin Hughes, with whom
Sonny had 13 straight number
one records.

Hughes told Record World
that, “if vou’re producing
Sonny James, all you have to do
is leave him alone and he’ll
make you a star producer. No-
body can pick better material
for Sonny James than Sonny
James can.”

Following Hughes, producer
Kelso Hurston continued James’
string of number one hits until
Richey assumed production.
