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Bill Gavin And The Credibility Game

By BEVERLY MAGID
B Starting back in 1933 as a
singer and arranger, Bill Gavin
went on to be a producer/an-
nouncer for KJR/KOMO in
Seattle. After the
turned to San Francisco where

war he re-

he was a singer, arranger, writ-
er/producer and commercial re-
cording division manager for the
then KNBC (now KNBR). He
started the Bill Gavin Record Re-
port in 1958. A Dialogue follows.

Bill Gavin

Record World: The upcoming conference is the 7th annual
event that you’ve run?

Bill Gavin: It started out as a means for me to get personally
acquainted with the correspondents to the sheet, and many man-
agers came to that and it turned out to be quite a rewarding
session. There were 188 people registered and 44 of them were
managers. Some people have told me that I've never had a meet-
ing -quite like that first one.

RW: Yet now it has evolved almost into a convention. How
do you hold on to the nucleus and still get things accomplished
in such a large atmosphere?

BG: When we decided we would make it a joint meeting of
radio and record people, we were confronted with the fact that
there hadn’t been such a meeting since the unfortunate Miami
meeting in 1959, which kicked off the Harris Committee in-
vestigations. When we met in Las Vegas in 1967, we were not
only meeting for the first time, but were meeting in that sink
of iniquity, which was certainly ideal for entertainment and
payola practices, so we set up very strict ground rules, no hos-
pitality suites, no entertainment. We found a very very inter-
esting thing, that this rule about a complete blackout on record
promotion was welcomed by all the record promoters. They
didn’t want to get into this business of competing with each
other on how much they could entertain. As long as it was out
of bounds and off-limits, they were very happy to be spared
that pressure and expense. Also, they welcomed the opportunity
to forego all that hassle and really get acquainted with the
radio people, and really find out what was in their heads.

RW: This year the conference has become as involved with
communication as with radio programming.

BG: The emphasis has always been and has to be on radio
and radio programmming, the new trends and development and
the sharing of new ideas. Communication is what radio is all
about, not just a format where you press certain buttons and
go through certain maneuvers and have your trained seals jump
at certain times on the clock. It’s a way of reaching people with
entertainment and ideas.

RW: There have been so many different formats since the
inception of Top 40 radio. Do you see the trend now moving away
from radio as just being a place to have hit records played?

BG: When top 40 first hit the country in the 50’s, what im-
pressed a lot of station owners was that once they followed a
certain set of rules, they didn’t have to worry about what the
station was going to program tommorrow or next week. It was
just automatic. They took the weekly survey and followed a cer-
tain procedure. Their jocks weren’t supposed to say much more
than the time and temmperature. Then when top 40 hit the
markets, even where it was badly done, it was almost an auto-
matic success, which of course made some radio people feel that
this kind of automatic procedure was a great money maker.
There were a great many radio stations which did not follow
this and went a harder. route, were patient enough to follow their

own understanding and use a little intelligence in communicat-
ing with people & providing entertainment, and they were also
successful. I'm thinking of such stations as WCCO in Minn,,
KMOX in St. Louis, KSFO in San Francisco. They were hurt
by Top 40, but stuck to their guns, and proved that other kinds
of entertainment would also attract an important audience and
make lots of money. Formats can mean so many things, since any
program plan is in itself a format, even a 200 record playlist
is a format. As far as radio stations selling records to people,
I don’t think that was ever the objective, or the main objective
of the stations. But any sort of musical program which depends
on information on sales is conducting a constant research on its
own effectiveness by finding out how well the records it has
been playing have been selling. And if all the records added
last week are reported as selling, then they know they have
made some great choices in new programming, or if the ones
they’ve been playing for 3 weeks have not, they know they’ve
made a mistake and drop them. So the interest that radio has
had in record sales comes from their interest in research,
rather than feeling that they must support the music industry
and develop new talent. That's by and large the practical busi-
ness approach that some programmers take. There are a few,
probably more than a few conscientious people in radio in the
business of programming who are very deeply involved in the
music itself. They have a great sense of obligation and loyalty
to the artists and musicians who give them all this fine music
that’s enabling them to make a living. They’'re happy when a new
artist comes along and is accepted by the public and they do what-
ever they can to encourage people to like music.

“Anderson wrote about radio stations or
people taking payola to put a record on
the charts, but a much more serious type
of hype is the pressure that is put on the
local stores and dealers to report exagger-
ated sales to radio stations.”

RW: Tom Donahue said recently that he felt that it was the
station’s obligation to encourage musical excitement on the part
of the audience.

BG: I couldn’t agree with Tom more. If a station fails to
project that excitement and involvement in the music, it cannot
expect its audience to feel the same way about its programming.
As Chuck Blore used to say back in the old days of KFWB,
“radio programming is perpetual emotion.” You have to involve
people’s feelings, not just their rational thoughts.

RW: When you started your sheet, did you think of that kind
of excitement, or just mainly an information source?

BG: I don’t know what I was thinking of at the beginning.
It just kind of grew from one week to another. It was just ex-
changing information with radio people, there was no real
publication or subscription. I put the thing on a free exchange,
and we had people like Buddy Dean, Jack Lacey, Bob Clayton,
Paul Drew in around ’57. The more [ started putting this t~-
gether, the more I put it into some sort of form, and people
who had heard about it wanted to be put on the mailing list.
Then I decided not to give it away, and set a subscription price
and the word just grew that it was helpful in programming
about regional action that you couldn’t get from any other
source., That’s how it started, so I wasn”t really thinking o

Nash Stirs It Up
At Bitter End

B NEW YORK—Pleasant sur-
urises are very rare in this
business, so the surprises the
Bitter End and Columbia Rec-
ords had this week (15) with
presenting a double bill of Billy
Paul and Johnny Nash came
unexpectedly. Actually, I went
there because Steve Paley (Epic
A&R) invited me, so the sur-
prise was even greater when
I saw the two men who have
two of the strongest singles on
the charts.

Billy Paul performed first,
slightly shakey, but with the
help of the enthusiastic audi-
ence, he was able to pull through
his set, tending to lose his voice
off and on. The setbacks of a loss
of electricity during the middle
of his set, and a microphone
which was difficult to place on its
stand gave him a better oppor-
tunity to show his professional-
ism by going into the audience
and singing without the aid of
amplification.

Never either having seen or
heard Johnny Nash before
(even though he has the num-
ber one single in the country
and has had it for four weeks),
I was in for the biggest sur-
prise of the evening. A group
stepped up on stage called
Sounds of The Jungle. With
horns, drums, electric guitars,
piano, organ and assorted per-
cussion the group entertained
the SRO audience with funky
rhythms that set our heads,
feet and bodies moving.

After a few tunes, Clive Da-
vis introduced the singer who
just that day had his single “I
Can See Clearly Now” turn
gold. The news of his recent
gold record set the mood at a
high point and pleasurable is
the only word I can think of
to describe the outcome. His
stage appearance is grand and
his voice is superb. I can’t think
of any more adjectives which
would not seem repetitious, so
'l close by saying his new
single, “Stir It Up” will do just
what the title sucgests.

B PHILADELPHIA — Accord-
ing to Director of Program-
ming, Jerry Stevens, the rat-
ings of Metromedia station
WMMR/FM have been building
for a long time. But the July-
Aug.-September Pulse shows
them to be #1 from 7PM to
Midnight which doesn’t sur-
prise but certainly pleases Stev-
ens. Ever since he came to the
station in 1969 when the “for-
mat” was automated MOR, the
emphasis has been on making
radio which they feel is “chal-
lenging, creative, tasteful and

imaginative” and includes a
wide spectrum of music. “We
want the audience to really lis-
ten, wonder what it is that
we’re trying to say, what we're
thinking. To paint pictures like
film should do at its best, some-
times spin a web, create a
mood.”

To do this there is a vast li-
brary of music, “which couldn’t
be completely programmed in a
year”, with which each jock is
familiar, and can easily lay his
hands on any selection.

B No it’s not another new polit-
ical organization, although if
McGovern had these guys work-
ing for him, he might have got-
ten a lot more accomplished.
In September of this year, Da-
vid Chackler (who has now left
to be general manager of Jimmy
Miller Productions), Steve Mc-
Cormick, who had been with
Bob Hamilton’s Radio Report,
and Rick Williams, who had
been with Oak Records, formed
POP to work with radio sta-
tions in what most people have
called secondary markets.

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Loyola Conference Report

By GARY COHEN

M The most astute comment
that sums up the WLUC/Loyola
University/Chicago Conference,
comes from John Lentz of the
University of Cincinnati, who
described it as “. .. A plus, but
not a big plus.” In other words,
while the weekend had its
shortcomings and minor faults,
it had to be rated as a positive
weekend, and not a negative
one,

Attendance, as predicted by
the Campus Report, turned out
to be some 500 people, which
was a strong showing. Stations
from the Central States area
turned out in force, along with
stations like Brooklyn College,
Boston College, Southern Meth-
odist in Dallas, and a number
of California schools. Michigan
stations turned out in force.

The first session began on
Saturday morning, and was
chaired by Sam Sutherland,
Campus Editor for Billboard.
He started the discussion by
saying that the Central Michi-
gan Conference a few weeks
ago had brought new enthusi-
asm to college radio, and that
while budget squeezes were af-
fecting college stations adverse-
ly, their programming and the
co-operative response of the
record industry were affecting
them positively. Sam also ex-
pressed satisfaction in seeing
college radio people from far-
away areas. “Commercial
broadcasting has become rigid,
he said, and people are turning
to college radio. College radio
people need to know basic radio
industry, and they have to know
about rack jobbers and other
things that affect college radio.”
It is important for stations to
communicate with each other,
and the national trade magazines
he added. After a discussion on
playlists, a representative of
the Pacific foundation, com-
plained about the repression of
the government and urged col-
lege stations to radicalize them-
selves. Another “heavy” offered
a prediction that radio would
soon be controlled by the gov-
ernment, and that radio as we
know it would be dead in two
vears. A few minutes later,
some black students complained
there wasn’t enough black pro-

gramming on college stations,
and he got into an argument
with a white broadcaster who
argued that college stations
should broadcast black pro-

20

gramming in proportion to the
amount of black students on
campus. At this point, the meet-
ing broke up (wisely) for
lunch, with many issueg hang-
ing in the air.

At the split-up afternoon ses-
sions on music, programming,
sales / business / management,
news/public affairs and engi-
neering the same problems that
faced the morning came up
again. With an audience of 500
people, it was hard for each
group to discuss the problems
of each college station broad-
caster who attended. In other
words these sessions, along
with most of the other sessions
during the weekend, simply did
not gel. This is not to say that

people didn’t get anything out:

of the sessions, but that more
was accomplished in smaller
groups than in the scheduled
meetings. Maybe it was because
the audience was always too
large, or because the college
radio people who should have
been listening and learning
were doing the talking, but the
sessions did not work out too
well.
" As was the case at the IBS
Convention, the outside enter-
tainment (again provided by
Columbia) was one of the better
times of the weekend. Colum-
bia’s Bill Quateman sang and
played at the Orphan, a small
club in Chicago. He put on a
good show, and provided some
excellent music, Columbia also
provided drinks and pretzels
for the people who attended.
The candlelight dinner was
followed by the regular enter-
tainment — an A&M Movie,
Elektra’s group The Ship, and
a number of jazz artists from
Chicago-based Delmark Rec-
ords. Saturday concluded with
hospitality suites, where those
record companies that brought
product to distribute learned,
perhaps for the final time, that
giving away product at confer-
ences is a waste of time. When
someone discovered that prod-
uct was being given away, his
room was descended upon and
he was cleaned out. The con-
sensus now, is that there is no
need to legislate against giving
rut  product at conferences.
Those who want to waste (and
that’s the only word to describe
it) a few hundred albums or
T-shirts can do so. The suites,
though, provided an excellent op-
portunity for rapping, and Co-
lumbia’s suite housed what is

BG: It’s a problem that is not as serious as you might guess.
Many of the correspondents have told me that when their names
appear in the sheet, they begin to get a lot of pressure and heat
to report certain records to Gavin. Mostly they tell me who the
people are and what the pressure is. It’s impossible when you're
dealing with 200 stations and new ones coming in all the time,
and I don”t know all of the people. So I have to rely on their
wish to be a part of an honest exchange of information system,
and I often sense when a man is getting too enthusiastic about
one particular record that he may have more than an objective
interest in, and I tend then to back off, not place too much value
on that until I have it confirmed from some other place. In deal-
ing with this sort of information, you always have the opportun-
ity to confirm it.

RW: Do you think that situations arise because so much
music is released and so little music can be programmed? What’s
a company to do with a new artist?

BG: Anderson wrote about radio stations or people taking
payola to put a record on the charts, but a much more serious
type of hype is the pressure that is put on the local stores and
dealers to report exaggerated sales to radio stations. I think
that is the most harmful kind of payola that there is, reporting
it in exchange for some free goods. And it may not be free
goods on that particular record. It may be a lot of free albums,
it may be extended discount billing from that company. There
are some record companies that will never do anything of this
kind, but the competition and getting the record played does
lead to pressures on the promotion people and the sales people
that sometimes makes them forget what they learned at their
mother’s knee.

“A tight format becomes burdensome and
tiresome and carries in it the seeds of lts
own defeat, because of the dullness of
repitition.”

RW: What uses do you see for the reports such as yours in
the industry, in regard to exposing such situations or helping
to promote better conditions?

BG: T think that everyone, whether he publishes a report or
not, everyone in radio would agree that this kind of hype just
clouds up his own research and is a bad thing. It’s hard enough
to find out what records are really selling. I don’t personally
think it’s such a serious thing, it’s just that this occurs once in
awhile with a key record or a cover record. Sometimes they’ll
give two or three for one and sometimes it costs a record
company an awful lot of money that they never get back. Now,
I'm not a reformer life’s too short, mine is in any case, to fight
that battle, and I'd like to see more principles of honesty and
ethics in the record business and the radio business. Human
beings being what they are, fallible and greedy and full of self-
interest are not apt to behave always as paragons of virtue in
their business dealings, you can hardly expect them to, but
for the good of the business, and a record company’s credibility,
I think that they're taking an awful chance going out even on
just one record, and push it so hard that eventually it becomes
so ridiculous and backfires. That is, it becomes ridiculous if
the record turns out to be a dog. As any responsible record man
knows, no matter how much you push it, it’s not going to be a
hit unless it has certain values in the grooves that people like.
They certainly find it out where they put out so many thou-
sands guaranteed merchandise on the racks, thinking it’s going
to sell and then it all comes back to them. Those returns just
kill you.

RW: On the other hand do you think that sometimes radio
stations are so anxious to play only guaranteed hits, that they
don’t want to take any chances either?

BG: Yes, and no. Today there’s an interesting split going on
between two types of top 40. One type is the one you just de-
scribed, the programmer who doesn’t care how late he is on
a record, he doesn’t want to put any record on his playlist unless

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Schechtman Gets
Our Vote

B NEW YORK—It had to be
the mellowest collection of mu-
sic business people ever to have
gathered at this type of func-
tion.

“Jack Schechtman,” his fine
first album, and it was undoubt-
edly the beginning of a long,
warm relationship between him
and the small, intimate clubs of
thig city.

Accompanied only by the gui-
tar and mandolin work of Ben
Mink, most of which seemed
somewhat superfluous, Jack
played and sang a batch of
beauties from his album, and
two new songs which at least
equalled his best previous work,
before a hushed, unusually at-
tentive crowd. The album is so
chock full of gems that he
could have chosen almost any-
thing, but the ones he sang, like

“Sing and Sway,” “Blind
Faith,” “Razor” and the Jim
Croce-like “Sharpshooter De-

light,” were the most immedi-
ately accessible. By the time the
brief set was over, the listeners
knew Jack Schechtman well.
Jack’s stage presence was as
relaxed as that of most veter-
ans, and it paid off handsomely
in audience rapport. He gets
our vote as one of the most
promising new performer/writ-
ers of the year.

Elton John A Knockout
In Carnegie Hall Shows

B NEW YORK — Last Sunday
night (19), Elton John gave a
stupendous show at Carnegie
Hall. Somehow, Monday night’s
performance was even better.
That both evenings sold out
houses of dazzled and devoted
enthusiasts testifies to the
enormous popularity of the
many faceted brilliance that is
Elton John. Quite simply, his
show was the best concert by a
solo performer 1 have seen all
year.

Starting alone on stage in
glittering green, silver, and red,
Elton sang “Tiny Dancer” and
“Daniel,” a beautiful ballad
from his soon to be released
album. Joining Elton were Dee
Murray on bass, David Johnson
on guitar, and the incredible
Nigel Olsson accentuating the
rhythm on drums. The music
these men made together could
not have been improved as they
rocketed through a total of
eighteen songs, including the
now classic ‘“Your Song,”
“Levon,” “Honky Cat,” and the
moving, incisive “Mona Lisas
and Mad Hatters.”

Elton’s piano playing, par-
ticularly during extended solo
breaks, represents a stunning
virtuosity, and this man seems
to be inexhaustible. For special,
fun effects, Elton had Legs
Larry Smith come out in bridal
dress with two midgets tap
dancing through “I Think I'm
Gona Kill Myself” and Legs re-
appeared with a beautiful bevy
of blonde girls to strut through
“Singing In The Rain.” Elton
himself startled the audience by
actually jumping off stage and
running up and down the aisles.
With all the presence and good
nature of a space age cherub,

Family have had to cut their

Roger Chapman’s uniqueness as
a vocalist and front man is
striking, Poli Palmer’s ver-
satility on synthesizer, vibes,
and congas adds a wide variety
of sonic colours, and Charley
Whitney's lead guitar is tasty
and searing by turns. Rob Town-
shend is a fluent yet unobtrusive
drummer, while the newest
member of Family, Jim Cregan,
doubles on both guitar and bass,
reflecting in his performance a
sophisticated interplay between
himself, Whitney, and Palmer.
Family may return to America
for a tour of their own early
next year, with the whole-
hearted support of their new
record company, United Artists,

which has just released their
fourth album, “Bandstand.”
Since mass audiences have

learned to appreciate the more
complex musicianship of such
groups as Yes and Pink Floyd,

Family should be able to capi-
talize on the exposure this
marathon Elton John tour has
given them in short order.

Kinks Popularity
Grows

B NEW YORK — The Kinks
have played to capacity, or
nearly so, audiences in almost
every venue in New York, from
Fillmore East to the tacky
tacky tacky Ungano’s to the
posh Philharmonic, where Ray
found the stage floor reassur-
ingly solid in his alcoholic
stupor, to Carnegie Hall and
the Schaefer Music Festival,
where, augmented by a horn
section, they completely re-
deemed their reputation for
inebriation in the face of duty,
confirmed their status as the
fourth cornerstone of British
first generation protypical rock-
ers, won new friends, and gen-
erally did business, and finally
on to the Felt Forum (15), one
of the city’s largest, least flexi-
ble, and most unattractive halls.

So while the Kinks bravely
asserted that “Everybody Is a
Star,” the audience rather took
on the tone of their surround-
ings, and at least one knife fight
and an infinitude of rude verbal
skirmishes made one long for
the comfort of the village
greens and holiday beaches
with which the Kinks once
occupied themselves.

They began with a medley of
other bands’ boogies, with
“Little Queenie” and “Shakin’
All Over” standing out in their
chunkiness. Any Kinks show
has its compensations and de-
bearded, Dave Davies was a
lead guitarist to behold, lending
an unmistakable kinkiness to
everything the band played.
“Waterloo Sunset” was heart-
breakingly well done, all the
more poignant for the context.
They did a rarely performed
masterpiece, “Powerman,” with
an intensity, wit, and tightness
that startled by its contrast
with boozy singalongs like “You
Are My Sunshine.” “Shangri-la”
was super as was the Mike Cot-
ton group on horns and ditties

from the Kinks’ latest RCA
double set like “Celluloid
Heroes” and “Here Comes a

New Day.” Much to the Kinks’
credit, material from their re-
cent albums seems to come off
with great style as performed on
stage; ‘“Alcohol” has become
a Kinks klassic. All in all, this
particular night was memorable
mainly because the craziness
that loomed over the entire
occasion somehow managed to
contain itself. Yet Kinksophiles
are assured now that the ob-
jects of their affection will be
around for many more tours;
at long last the Kinks are as
much a working band as almost

All
answers on census question-
naires are confidential and are
used only to produce statisti-
cal totals as those for indus-
tries and geographic areas.

The Census Bureau, part of
the U.S. Department of Com-
merce’s Social and Economic
Statistics Administration, says
the questions for 1972 are gen-
erally the same as those asked

The importance of the inde-
pendent “mom and pop” re-
tailer in moving black product
initially was stressed by Tom
Draper, national r&b promo-
tion and merchandising director
for RCA. An advantage of this
special circumstance is the pos-
sibilities of in-store play and
promotion and a ‘“consumer
loyalty” that stretches the
period of commercial strength
of black product to a much
longer cycle than is usual for
a pop hit. He called for more
involvement with black press
and education in business prac-
tices for the independent black
retailer. Rick Willard, Atlantic
director of merchandising,
noted that the buying power of
the black population has been
estimated at close to $2 billion
for both record product and
equipment. In support of his
point, Willard stated that of 13
gold singles released by At-
lantic in the past year, 11 were
by black artists. In conclusion,
he said that he looked forward
to a time when there would be

a black salesman at every WEA
branch.

Augustus Recalls

James Augustus, founder of
the first successful black co-op
in the country, Hitsville in New
York, recounted the history of
his unique organization. He re-
called that in the late forties
and early fifties, franchises
from major companies involved
too much capitol for the typical
black retailer, while the retail
locations available were rela-
tively poor. His black one-stop
was formed, he contended, be-
cause mom and pop dealers
joined together to combat in-
fringement on their market by
large volume discounters. After
operating for six months with-
out salaries, his co-op now dic-
tates its own terms as to prices
and product as a service to
some 200 accounts.

A summary of the panel dis-
cussion was picked up by the
Black Audio Network as a news

story.

though the music balances out
to 65% rock and 35% of any-
thing else including classical,
with the last okay coming from
Stevens, the idea is to give
each jock the opportunity to
program his own shift within
very wide boundaries.

A random list of selections
might include an excerpt from
Carmina Burana, David Bowie,
Joni Mitchell, The Grateful
Dead and Judy Garland. The
last was included in a set which
started off with “1894” by Spir-
it, “Animal Farm” by the Kinks
and ended with Garland’s “Over
The Rainbow”. Thematic pro-
gramming is encouraged, but
not forced or regimented. The
only music not played is that
which according to Stevens is
“over-produced, meaningless, &
bubblegum.”

Stevens credits the success
of the station to a talented staff
which understands the concept
of the programming and con-
tinues to grow and learn every
day. The line-up is 6-10 AM
Johnny Craft, 10-2PM Ed Sci-
aky, 2-6PM Nick Spencer, 6-10-
PM David Dye, 10-3AM Michael
Tearson, Weekends Jonathan
Takiff, Alan Ani, Gene Shay
and Music Director Carol Mil-
ler is on the air Sat. & Sun.
From 3-6AM the station is on
tape, programming all the ex-
perimental or new trends in
music which Stevens wants to

try out and get listener reaction
to. Lately he hasg been probing
some new aspects of jazz. He
said: “There haven’t been any
real new changes in music for
a long time, and I think per-
haps some of the new trends
may come from the new jazz.”
Also a great help to the station
has been the cooperation and
lack of pressure from Metro-
media Broadcasting, the own-
ing corporation and Joel Sam-
uelson the station’s general
manager and vice-president.

Go To Jail

WMMR also emphasizes its
public service involvement very
strongly. PSA’s are considered
to be “people’s commercials”
and a recent special on ecology
resulted in 10,000 requests for
the script. After sponsoring a
live concert of Redbone at a
local prison, the station began
to get record requests from
prisoners at various institutions
in the area. Stevens obtained
the cooperation of all the ward-
ens and set aside one full eve-
ning’s programming for nothing
but these requests, “even
though some of them might not
have ordinarily been program-
med on the station.” Ag an out-
come of this new link with the
Dept. of Corrections, the sta-
tion is trying to set up a com-
munications workshop for the
prisoners, utilizing the disc
jockeys and if possible, also set
up a prison radio station. News

he’s certain that it’'s going to make top 15 in his market. The
way records are selling these days, it isn’t easy to get into the
top 15. Usually he is quite successful. He bangs out hits and
everything he puts on is proven, and he isn’t wasting one second
of airtime with any losing record. Of course some of his commer-
cials are pretty dull, but the records themselves are hits. There
are other stations which have loosened up their programming, and
are playing a lot of new records, a lot of album cuts and they are
also doing well. This is a fairly recent trend, and whether this is
why they’re doing well, I don’t know. But whatever else they're
doing, their more liberal playlists have not hurt them. It goes en-
tirely against the theories of the tight playlist. Obviously the
man who adds 12 new records is not going to get any sales reports
or chart action on most of those 12 records, because a market
cannot absorb that many new records in sales. To him it’s not a
question of how much the market absorbs in sales, it’s what his
audience wants to hear. If he puts that new material in properly
with the more familiar material and mixes judiciously so that
his listeners are going to like it, it isn’t so important to him
whether the records sell or not.

RW: Well isn’t this a direct result of more listening to FM
radio?

BG: Sure. The characteristic pattern of top 40 for many years,
particularly the recent years, has been with the short list, a high
frequency of repitition. As long as this was working successfully
and giving the stations top ratings, they weren’t going to change
anything. When the ratings started to slip and they saw other
kinds of programming come in, the evening hours between T7-
Midnight where some of the FM’s were getting ratings, and I
mean FM progressive, and they looked in the middle of the day
and some of the schmaltzier FM’s pulling in ratings, then started
looking at their own procedures and finding out what they were
doing wrong. Then they were willing to change and compromise.
I'm not saying that the add 12 records a week is a proven success.
It just has been a part of station programming. It’s been part of
the success that some of the stations have been getting. A tight
format becomes burdensome and tiresome and carries in it the
seeds of its own defeat, because of the dullness of repitition.
People who have heard a jock say a certain thing, a certain way
at a certain time everyday, it doesn’t matter how well he says
it, or what a great idea it was in the beginning, eventually the
listener is going to get tired of it. This is probably why some
stations are finally beginning to look away from a tight estab-
lished format, trying to sound a little more human.

RW: You were talking before about dull commercials.

BG: I have a theory that there is more tune-out caused by com-
mercials, than by any record they can play. In general I think that
most advertisers don’t know how to use the radio media. There
are a few people like Chuck Blore who have been able to go in
and make interesting commercials that people really enjoy hear-
ing. What’s so bad is that a company may have only a few spots,
but those spots repeat over and over again throughout the day,
over a period of maybe 4 or 6 weeks. After the 8th or 10th time,
yvou just automatically reach for that button. I personally think
that one of the great new developments waiting in the wings for
radio broadcasters is the reform of commercials, not the music
or the playlists. I think that this is one of the reasons for the
success of FM. They watch their commercials, they limit them,
they don’t play as many as the others. Some when they started
out, couldn’t sell the time, but people knew they could tune in for
longer uninterrupted segments of music. Commercials aren’t bad,
but there are bad commercials, and there are bad ways of pro-
gramming them.

RW: It seems that it’s almost inevitable for government and
artists to have periodical confrontations. What do you think that
means to broadcasting?

BG: It’s interesting though that no station has lost it’s license
due to a record it’s played. But there was one instance in one
market, which I reported, where the station manager received a
call from the local man from the FCC who told the station man-
ager that he had received listener objections to a certain record
that the station was playing. The station itself had not received
any, and yet they felt that it was enough of a sensitive area since
they had been called by the FCC representative, that they dis-
continued playing the record. This is a terrifying thing, when you

Hurry Up, Next Year!

B NEW YORK—It took the 1st Annual Latin Music Festival
to confirm thoughts I’ve been feeling for years. Now I'm sure
of it. Authentic Latin music has to be my very favorite kind
of music. Period.

The magnificently well-paced event held at Madison
Square Garden (10) was simply fantastic. It was a startling
revelation for a white middle class kid brought up on com-
binations of Frank Sinatra and Elvis Presley. It was asthet-
ically rewarding and culturally shocking at the same time.
A tremendous feeling of nationalism permeated the Garden
that night, and rightly so, for Latin music, at least in this
city, was escaping the walls of Spanish Harlem to reach
legitimate proportions downtown.

The evening’s entertainment consisted of Ray Barreto,
Larry Harlow, Johnny Pacheco, Tito Puente, the Joe Cuba
Sextet, Mongo Santamaria, Cal Tjader, Willie Bobo, Eddie
and Charlie Palmieri. And the beat never stopped. Unlike
fans at most rock concerts, when Latins clap to the beat,
they don’t miss. Everyone in the audience plays. They play
the seats, the railings or the floor. Anything to keep time.
Everyone knows each other, everyone seems to be family.
It’s what audience involvement is all about.

It was the most musically satisfying evening that I've
spent in a long time, and frankly, the 2nd Annual Latin
Music Festival can’t arrive soon enough. You'll find me

somewhere in the loge section playing my seat.

Mercury Grabs Four

B CHICAGO—A recent Euro-
pean trip by Irwin H. Steinberg,
President of Mercury Records,
resulted in the acquisition of
four new artists for the label.
In Vienna for a biannual

figure that it could have been the man’s wife who had complained,
and he called. The frightening thing about it is that this kind
of power is not subject to popular appeal or control unless you
defy it and then you're taking chances. So if it’s sensitive enough
the station manager is certainly going to say my license is much
more important than being able to play one little record. So he
takes the record off, so as not to take any chances. This one
instance made me wonder what it could become in the years
ahead, if this sort of governmental interference would be allowed
to proliferate.

RW: Do you think that the fragmentation of markets oceurring
today is a healthier sign of radio competition?

BG: Yes, it makes it tough, when you consider the growth of
the FM audience and in most markets it has not been accompanied
by a great increase in sets-in-use. If it did, there would be enough
listeners to go around everywhere. When a new FM station makes
an impact it’s by siphoning off listeners from some other station.
Once it was that 4 or 5 stations had 809% of the market, now you
might have a dozen stations and none of them will be particularly
outstanding in terms of their ratings. It's interesting and a little
discouraging that in a major market where a Pulse would show
the #1 station with only a 9% overall, where they once might
have had a 35-409% share maybe 10 years ago. Also it's interesting
that those that show up with only a 1 or 2% share can still
operate in the black. They’ve learned to live with low income and
low overhead and continue to operate. I think that all of this is
probably healthy and it’s certainly an advantage to the listener.

also gets special attention.
There is just a one man staff,
Bill Vitka, who concentrates on
gathering news which is rele-
vant to WMMR’s particular au-
dience (it’s heaviest with 18-34,
naturally).

“I’d have to agree with Tom
Donahue about not wanting to
use labels in categorizing sta-
tions or music,” Stevens said,
“I don’t think of us as under-
ground, or clandestine, or hip
for the sake of being hip. Radio
has the force of vast creative
potential, and we strive to im-
part as much emotion and color
to it as possible. We’re not po-
litical, or on a soap box, but we
just want to help provoke
thought in the listener regard-
ing his environment. We're ba-
sically entertainment, but in a
responsible, literate fashion.”

Classical Boom

B CHICAGO—Jules Abramson,
Mercury Records’ National

® LONDON—As a novel, it is
the best seller of all time sec-
ond only to the Bible. As a film,
it was the biggest money-maker
of its generation. To think of
“Gone With The Wind” as a
stage musical is a challenge
few would attempt. But miracle
of miracles “Gone With The
Wind” is being presented eight
times a week at the Drury Lane
Theatre.

Does it work on the stage?
In a word—yes! Yet it pales
somewhat in the one ingredient
that most probably prompted
the production of this work—
its music. Harold Rome seems
to have aimed high and not
quite hit the mark that made
his previous successes so mem-
orable — “Wish You Were
Here,” “Fanny”, “I Can Get It
For You Wholesale.”

His characters are con-
stantly kept on the move, giv-
ing the audience a feeling of
historical momentum while ob-
serving the violent death of one
world and the birth of a strange
new one.

What one must remember is
that this was originally written
for the stage in Japan several
seasons ago. The show entitled
“Scarlett” was acted and sung
in Japanese. Perhaps Mr. Rome
composed his score purposely
to be unobtrusive and not to de-
tract from the enormous spec-
tacle that production received
by its producer, Kazuo Kikuta.

Horton Foote, who adapted
the book for the stage, was wise
to retain much of the film’s
original dialogue. One can hard-
ly improve upon such lines as,
“You've always had my heart,
Scarlett. You cut your teeth on
it.” And the renown Rhett But-
ler tag line upon quitting Scar-
lett when she implores what
will happen to her, “Frankly,
my dear, I don’t give a damn.”
Foote however does consolidate
many events of the original

Her
singing is also exceptionally
fine. :

Harve Presnell as Rhett But-
ler is tall and imposing but
has little of the fire that this
demanding role calls for. His
main asset is his sonorous bari-
tone, but visually he comes off
a smoothie a la 1950 filmusicals.
Other fine performances of note
are Patricia Michael, Melanie;
Robert Swann, Ashley; Isabelle
Lucas, Mammy; Marion Ram-
sey, Prissy. Silent film star Bes-
sie Love returns to the stage as
Aunt Pittypat and as such
proves the trip was worth it.
