Mahalia Jackson Dies
 CHICAGO - Mahalia Jack-
son died here last week. She
was 60.

On January 19, she was ad-
mitted to Little Company Of
Mary Hospital here complain-
ing of heart problems. An oper-
ation was performed January
24.

Miss Jackson was known as
the world's Greatest Gospel
Singer.

She was born October 26,
1911 in New Orleans, Louisana.
Her father, a minister, re-
stricted his family from listen-
ing to any other music except
gospel.

She won national record
fame in 1945 with her first
million seller "Move Up A
Little Higher" " on the now de-
funct National label.

Remains were moved to the
House Of Branch, 7918 Martin
Luther King Drive, Chicago,
Illinois.

No other details were avail-
able at press time.

Stanley Adams on Performing Rights
(The following is an interview with Stanley Adams, President of ASCAP)

Record World: What do you
consider the role of a perform-
ing rights society to be in the
music world of today?

Stanley Adams: I believe a
performing rights society
should represent every kind
and type of music being per-
formed today - established
standards, rock, show tunes,
jazz, folk, film and television
music, country, rhythm & blues
and, of course, the great music
of our so-called "serious com-
posers" who are experimenting
in exciting new fields.

Stanley Adams
We act as a clearing house

for performing rights enabling
the public to hear music of every kind, and for everyone who is
licensed to perform music for profit-we all them users-to have
ready and convenient access to a vast and varied repertory. One
of our foremost concerns is that members receive financial re-
wards commensurate with the reception the public gives to their
efforts.

Record World: There are more young people interested in song -
writing today then ever before. Is there any way a performing
rights society can help the potential writer?

Adams: Yes, there is. At ASCAP our doors are always open to
young or inexperienced writers. We try to explain the mechanics
of the music 'business to them without becoming professionally
involved. Sometimes they simply want to talk to someone in the
business, so if they see the name ASCAP after a song title on an
album, or one of our ads, they drop by our offices. Often just
speaking to someone in the business will give the moral support
they need at that point.

Record World: Turning to our copyright laws, what do you
consider the main features of the present 1909 law that must be
changed to bring it up to the 1970s?

Adams: I believe the main features that must be changed if the
United States Copyright Law is to meet today's needs are:

a. The Term of Copyright should be life plus fifty years, as it
is in almost all of the Western democracies. Under the present
Copyright Revision Bill this term would apply to new works.
Existing works would have their terms extended from the present
maximum of 56 years to 75 years.

b. The Exemption Claimed for Juke Boxes under the 1909 law
should be removed. Juke box operators should be licensed for their
public performances. The present Copyright Revision Bill would
recognize the right of performance as applied to juke boxes, which
is a forward step.

c. The "For Profit" Limitation should be eliminated for musical
works and the right of "public performance" recognized for musi-
cal works as it is for dramatic works. All public performances
should be subject to copyright licenses except that certain per-
formances might be exempted by statute-charitable, religious
and educational performances-if no one makes a private gain
from the performance. The pending Copyright Revision Bill does
contain such exemptions.

d. Cable Television should pay royalties. There is no question
that cable television operators should pay for their use of copy-
righted musical works and, indeed, they have expressed willing-
nes to pay for all copyrighted musical works they pick up from

television stations or originate themselves.
e. The Compulsory License For Mechanical Recordings should

be eliminated. Writers and publishers should not be deprived of
their right to bargain freely for fair record royalties. In 1909,
more than 60 years ago, Congress fixed the compulsory license
fee at 20 per record. The fee has remained at the 20 level despite
many changes between 1909 and 1972, including changes in what 20
will buy.

Record World: What services do you perform for radio and
television stations and other licensees?

Adams: We provide a licensee access to all of the musical
compositions written and published by our members and by the
members of affilated foreign societies. This right is obtained in
a single negotiation and under a single agreement. Without a
performing rights society users of music would have to deal
individually with those writers and publishers whose musical
compositions they wish to perform.

We also indemnify users, such as broadcasters and background
music companies, against infringement claims, so that the user
need not fear a lawsuit for copyright infringement based on
performance of any members' composition.

Record World: When negotiating an agreement with a licensee,
how is the fee determined?

Adams: ASCAP fee it deems reasonable, which
must be non-discriminatory, as between similarly situated users.
Agreements with users such as broadcasters background music
companies, hotels, ballrooms and skating rinks are negotiated
with industry committees. If a user disagrees with the quoted
fee, he has the right to apply to the United States District Court
for the Southern District of New York to determine a reasonable
license fee.

Record World: Let us look at a practical problem that concerns
all writers and publishers-the survey of their performances. Can
you comment on Ed Silver's suggestion that someday all broad-
cast performances might be logged electronically?

Adams: For some years now we have been watching the de-
velopment of new technology which may one day permit electronic
logging of all broadcast performances. This may come about
when each recording has an electronic "tag" which would permit
identification by computer, on the basis of sound. If there were
50 recordings of a particular composition, each of the 50 would
have its own identifying "tag." Receivers, located in a handful
of places around the country would be capable of receiving and
recording every broadcast performance. One day the cost of
processing these millions of performances by every radio and
television station across the country may be reduced to the point
where they can all be included in a survey of performances.

Record World: What is the most essential service a licensing
organization performs for its members?

Adams: We perform one essential service that no member
could perform alone: we provide a market for those who buy and
sell non -dramatic performance rights in bulk. No writer or
publisher could afford to license every user across the country,
or to bring lawsuits for infringement against pirates who refuse
to be licensed.

License fees provide the money we distribute to members,
and our distribution of royalties does not stop when a member
dies. A member's widow, children or estate continues to receive
royalty distributions after his death.

One of the benefits of membership is in the fact that a writer
or publisher member becomes part of a cooperative venture whose
purpose is to advance his interests and those of his co-profes-

James Brown: Outest of Sight

 NEW YORK-It's no wonder
he's called the hardest working
man in show business.

Not only does he keep up
with a seemingly non-stop
schedule of public perform-
ances and television talk show
appearances, but there's a
growing roster of rhythm &
blues artists requiring his
presence in the studio as pro-
ducer.

And then there are his own
records. He's been so prolific
for so long that their number
is, in the words of the song,
out of sight.

He's James Brown and he's
got to make a date in Talla-
hassee in a couple of hours
but sure, there's time to talk.
Where does he find the time?
He makes the time. There's a
well-oiled organization revolv-
ing around him, seeing to it that
his needs are taken care of,
tending to details, leaving only
important decisions to Mr.
Brown. Precious minutes are
saved. A new jet plane saves
hours. They add up.

What's New
What's new? There's a new

single, "Talking Loud And
Saying Nothing," that has sold
450,000 within seven days of
its release. (That's exceptional,
even for James Brown. And a
new one by Hank Ballard, or
rather, an update of an old one.
"Finger Popping Time." That'll
be on his People label. Also on
People is his back-up band, the
JB's. Their single, an instru-
mental named "Gimme Some
More," is scoring heavily in
r&b markets.

Meanwhile, over on his other
label, Brownstone, are long-
time members of his troupe
Bobby Byrd and Vicki Ander-
son. He promises more new
artists in the near future and
another label besides, to be
known as Togetherness.

All of these labels are, or
will be, distributed by Polydor,
for whom James Brown him-
self has recorded since mid -
1971. His latest discovery, Lyn
Collins, is also on the parent
Polydor label. Her first single,
"Just Won't Do Right," prom-
ises a long and fruitful career
for this talented young soul -
stress.

Brown is pleased with his
switch to Polydor.

What's the difference? Well,
for one thing, greater care has
been taken with the packaging
of his two albums released
since the switch, "Hot Pants"
and "Revolution Of The Mind."
He explains: "the covers are

more interesting, more attrac-
tive-people don't even have
to know me and my music to
want these albums."

Speaking of packages, there's
a deluxe one in store for all
James Brown devotees in the
greatest hits album, one that
may have to be a three -record
set to be all-inclusive. He hopes
its cover will depict the orig-
inal label of each hit single.
Collectors like that sort of thing
and James Brown never forgets
his people.

Until then, though, the fans
will have to keep happy with
the two -record "Best Of James
Brown" set from Columbia
House by way of Polydor.
You've probably seen the art-
ist himself selling this album
on television. But for a few
glaring omissions, namely "Try
Me" and "I Got You," it will
suffice.

The Georgia -born, -bred and
based Brown admits to an affin-
ity for country music, particu-
larly that of Cowboy Copas
(he even recorded his "Signed,
Sealed, Delivered") and his
favorite, Little Jimmy Dickens.
Theirs is a soul music of sorts,
he says, because it's "real, it's
honest, it's natural."

While he describes his style
as blues "derived," he cites no
particular blues influences:
"Sure I listened to a lot of
blues and rhythm & blues, but
my style came naturally to me-
I didn't learn it, I experienced
it and it happened."

James Brown epitomizes the
rhythm & blues and from the
Apollos to the Copacabanas of
the United States and across
the continents of Europe and
Africa his legions of admirers
bear witness to that simple,
soulful truth.

amendment to the Copyright
Law granting protection to
sound recordings against unau-
thorized duplication.

The suit was brought two
weeks ago by Ronald Shaab
(also known as Ronco, Inc.)
against the U. S. Attorney Gen-
eral John N. Mitchell, and the
Librarian of Congress, L. Quin-
cy Mumford. It asked that a
three -judge Federal Court be
impanelled to hear the argu-
ment that the statute was un-
constitutional.

RIAA's petition was accom-
panied by an affidavit by Henry
Brief, the Association's Execu-
tive Director, and a brief by
Ernest S. Meyers and the firm
of Arnold and Porter, respec-
tively RIAA's General and Spe-
cial Counsel.

Brief's affidavit described the
tremendous losses as a result
of rampant piracy of sound re-
cordings incurred by the re-
cording industry, performers,
musicians, publishers, distrib-
utors and dealers. It related
the Association's efforts since
1964 to obtain enactment of a
general copyright revision bill
that would have included pro-
tection of sound recordings
against unauthorized duplica-
tion. The affidavit also cited
the recognition by the Congress
of the emergency nature of
copyright protection for sound
recordings, recognition that in-
duced the Congress to enact an
anti -piracy bill separate and
apart from the general revision
bill, action on which is still
pending.

The affidavit cited the report
issued by the House Judiciary
Committee which found that
"the problem (record piracy) is
an immediate and urgent one,
and that legislation to deal
with it is needed now." The
Committee further stated "the
pirating of records and tapes is
not only depriving legitimate
manufacturers of substantial
income, but of equal import-
ance is denying performing art-
ists and musicians of royalties
and contributions to pension
and State governments are los-
and welfare funds and Federal
ing tax revenues."

Also cited was a letter by
Deputy Attorney General Rich-
ard Kleindienst stating: "The
competition provided by the
pirate record industry does not
promote any of the traditional
benefits of competition. Al-
though the pirate record com-
panies may greatly undercut
the prices charged by the cre-
ative industry, their ability to

Admittedly an old folkie,
Harry traces his musical roots
back to his father, a musician
himself.

III Transcontinental Music Corpo-
ration, a company that services
over 14,000 outlets nationally
through 14 branches, is a rack
jobber with a heavy interest in
the college market. All functions
of each branch - buying, mer-
chandising, and returns are han-
dled through each regional
branch, putting an emphasis on
what is happening locally.

TMC has been involved with
racks on college campuses for
over 12 years. The rack as mass
merchandiser is very heavily de-
pendent on the mama -papa type
operations for its survival. The
mama -papa shops, of course, are
the type where the employees
are stable (they work on the
same department all the time
instead of in different depart-
ments each day as in discount
centers). They can offer assist-
ance to album buyers, recom-
mend cuts or albums, etc. It is
the type of store where the em-
ployees get to know you after
the first three or four visits.
And it is this type of operation
that TMC likes to get involved
with.

John Peters, director of the
college division, reports that
Transcon presently deals with
over 150 bookstores around the
country. They provide racks or
browser boxes for the stores, and
merchandise to stock the store
which is fully returnable. The
local stores, acording to Peters,
"fulfill a need to students for
1ps - regardless of the local
commercial community." Accord-
ing to surveys, students still like
to buy 1ps on or near the campus
instead of travelling to the local
discount centers to purchase
their records.

Transcon has a co-op program
for local colleges and record la-
bels when one of a company's
new acts is touring and appear-
ing on the local college campus.
They ask for ad money from the
label, which they spend on local
school papers and radio stations.
A $4.98 list album, which usually
sells for $3.87 or so, is dis-
counted to $2.99. The group is
then requested to scale down
their- ticket price, to "give the
kids a break," according to
Peters. He said that most labels
and groups are cooperative in
this area, as they have realized
that group tours and local rec-
ord sales are most important in
breaking and establishing a new
group. Among the companies
providing this information hand-

ily are A&M, Elektra, and Co-
lumbia. "We get information
from manufacturers on when
their groups are appearing, and
we get point -of -purchase dis-
plays and other supporting ma-
terial from them. Other labels
won't even send us their itine-
raries or artist's biographies,"
Peters said.

Transcon has been involved
with the college market for over
12 years, and been involved with
both big stores and little ones.
"From a small store with three
bins and 240 records to a large
operation with many racks, all
operations are important. Many
bookstores do over 5 million dol-
lars a year in business - UCLA,
Texas, Harvard Coop and Yale,
among them, and records are
a very important part of their
business. We try to assist stores
in creating sales. Records are
an item that need merchandis-
ing. You have to make them ap-
pealing and inviting to get peo-
ple to buy them. You also have
to supply product that is good,
product that people are into in
order to create those sales."

AGAC Plans Copyright Seminar
 A music industry -wide panel
discussion on "The Copyright
Hang-up (Shall We Hang To-
gether Or Separately ?)" will
be the feature of AGAC's gen-
eral membership meeting to be
held at the Princeton Club, 25
West 43rd Street, NYC, Thurs-
day evening, February 3.

Panelists will be Herman
Finkelstein, General Counsel,
American Society of Composers,
Authors, and Publishers; Ed-
ward M. Cramer, President,
Broadcast Music, Inc.; Albert
F. Ciancimino, counsel, Society
of European Stage Authors and
Composers, Inc.; Salvatore T.

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Establishment Established;
Grant Gives History
 HOLLYWOOD - When
Leonard Grant wanted to form
a singing group a few years ago,
he was strongly advised against
it. "Why," he recalls "should I
throw myself into one of the
most competitive and least re-
warding advantures in the music
field?"

The reason, he explains, "Is
because I wanted to bring to-
gether a chic, professional and
totally stylish type of singing
combination." His solution: The
Establishment, a 10 -member
(five boys and five girls) vocal
group which is developing the
reputation throughout the coun-
try as being not only profession-
al, but powerfully entertaining.

Grant is proud to cite the rea-
sons. "The Establishment is the
first group to play three major
Las Vegas showrooms with four
different headline acts in one
four -month period. The first
group to be held over after play-
ing the main room with one
headliner to an immediately fol-
lowing engagement with a new
star."

Among the stars the Estab-
lishment have performed with
are Perry Como, Ann -Margret,

Andy Griffith and
Liberace. They are also currently
doing a series of TV variety spe-
cials for producer Marty Pasetta
to air this year on NBC, entitled
"Imagine That."

Grant attributes the group's
growing popularity to the fact
"these kids are composed of in-
dividual soloists whom we dis-
covered after laborour auditions
and careful training. The credit
of this selection belongs enor-
mously to our choreographer
Howard Parker and musical di-
rector D'Arnell and Pershing."

Grant and company promised
Andy Griffith a group for his
show at Caesars Palace-"with-
out having a group, and we had
only two weeks in which to cre-
ate and deliver it." In days, they
tracked down five beautiful and
talented young women and five
equally handsome, talented
young men, each of whom is an
accomplished singer -dancer or
dancer -singer in his own right.
And in less than the two-week
deadline, they shaped, molded
and blended 10 separate units
(each a more than competent
soloist) into one unique whole.

The almost impossible assign-
ment became a reality-and thus
was born the Establishment.
That was in August 1968.

Since then, the group has ac-
cumulated a list of extraordinary
and impressive credits, and their
incredible series of "firsts"; As

a result of their premiere ap-
pearance with Andy Griffith,
the Establishment was signed to
long term contracts by Caesar's
Palace in Las Vegas, and by
Harrah's in both Reno and Lake
Tahoe. Then followed their
signing by CBS as regular guest
stars in the Jonathan Winters
Show . . . the first group in
history of network television to
achieve that status, as well as
the first to have their own chore-
ographer and musical director
write and stage their weekly
production numbers.

The excitement continued
when they were selected to ac-
company famed actor -singer -
composer, Anthony Newley, on
an international tour which
marked his debut in night clubs.
In again another "first" and in
an unprecedented move, several
of the clubs immediately signed
the group to return as the head-
line attraction. When asked by
Newley to appear with him at
Caesars Palace, the group was
unable to accept due to a prior
commitment. But they were able
to fulfill Newley's request that
they appear with him only for
his invitational opening night,
another show business "first."
As a result of this single ap-
pearance, they were signed as
guest stars for "The Hollywood
Palace" and to appear as guest
stars on the Don Knotts TV
special.

In May 1971 they headlined at
the Fremont Hotel, and in the
same month opened a return
date with Liberace at Caesar's
Palace, closing June 16. The
very next day they opened again
in the very same room with
Andy Griffith (with whom they
had also appeared a year be-
fore), making Las Vegas history
as the first performers to be
held over in the same room with
two consecutive attractions.

for "You've Got a Friend."
Miss King, Harrison and

Hayes also appear as Album
of the Year nominees-the first
for "Tapestry," the second for
"All Things Must Pass," and
the third for his "Shaft" album.
They are joined by last year's
Best New Artist Winners, the
Carpenters, for an album bear-
ing their name, (their record-
ings also appear as finalists in
three more categories), and by
the Original Cast recording of
"Jesus Christ, Superstar."

Tabbed most often of all art-
ists as a possible Grammy win-
ner has been Hayes, the multi-
talented, Memphis -based sing-
er -musician -arranger -composer,
whose efforts pop up as nomi-
nations in eight different cate-
gories: four of them as a per-
former for Record and Album
of the Year, plus Best Rhythm
and Blues Male Vocal and Best
Rhythm and Blues Instrumen-
tal contributions. In addition,
he has been picked for an ar-
ranging, a best musical compo-
sition and a best motion pic-
ture score nomination, while
his "Theme from Shaft" album
appears as an engineering fin-
alist.

Miss King also has been
nominated as performer and
composer, in the latter depart-
ment for "You've Got a Friend,"
in the former for her "Tapes-
try" album, picked as one of
the five best Pop, Rock and
Folk Female Vocal Perform-
ances, where she is competing
against "Gypsys, Tramps and
Thieves" by Cher, "Me and
Bobby McGee," by the late
Janis Joplin, "The Night They
Drove Old Dixie Down" by
Joan Baez and "That's The
Way I've Always Heard It
Should Be" by Carly Simon.

Miss Simon has also been
nominated as Best New Artist
of the Year, along with Chase,
Emerson, Lake and Palmer,
and Hamilton, Joe Frank and
Reynolds, and singer -composer
Bill Withers.

Withers is also up for an-
other Grammy for his Best Pop,
Rock and Folk Male Vocal Per-
formance of "Ain't No Sun-
shine." He competes here with
Neil Diamond's "I Am, I Said,"
Gordon Lightfoot's "If You
Could Read My Mind," Perry
Como's album of "It's Impos-
sible," and James Taylor's sin-
gle of "You've Got a Friend."

Two conductors, each with
four nominations, head the list
of classical music nominees.
Colin Davis' name appears
twice on the Classical Album

of the Year list for his baton-
ing of the Berlioz "Requiem"
and Tippett's "The Midsummer
Marriage," both finalists also
in the Best Choral and the Best
Opera categories. Pierre Bou-
lez has been nominated four
times also-for Classical Al-
bum of the Year for his "Bou-
lez Conducts Boulez: pli Selon
Pli," which with his "Boulez
Conducts Ravel" appears on the
Best Orchestral Performance
list as well, and for his version
of the opera "Parifal" by
Richard Wagner.

In the rhythm and blues field,
last year's two vocal winners
Aretha Franklin and B. B. King,
appear again as do Lynn An-
derson, Ray Price, and Johnny
Cash and June Carter, all win-
ners in last year's country mu-
sic field competition.

In jazz, many -time Grammy
recipient Duke Ellington winds
up against Count Basie, May-
nard Ferguson, Woody Herman
and Buddy Rich in the big band
division, while Bill Evans, last
year's Grammy winner, heads
against two separate groups of
rivals in Best Jazz Solo and
Best Small Jazz Group Per-
formances.

Flip Wilson, who unseated
Bill Cosby for a Best Comedy
Recording Grammy last year,
faces the same rival, plus Lily
Tomlin, Cheech and Chong and
Hudson and Landry. Cosby
pops up again in the Best Re-
cording for Children category,
for his album of "Bil Cosby
Talks to Kids About Drugs."

Ballots, along with complete
lists of nominations in all of
the fourty-four Grammy cate-
gories, go out to all Academy
voting members the first week
in February. They will be tabu-
lated in usual secrecy by the
independent accounting firm of
Haskins and Sells. Winners will
be presented their Grammys on
the Academy's hour -and -a -half
televis,ion special, "The Gram-
my Awards Show," to be tele-
cast nationally by the Ameri-
can Broadcasting Company on
the evening of Tuesday, March
14.

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Sheppard, Lasley, Williams
Heavy Into Record Companies;
Lasley Tells All About It
MI NEW YORK - Bill (Bunky)
Sheppard was here last week
representing a Chicago firm,
known as L & W Financial &
Industrial Development Corpo-
ration. Sheppard revealed that
the development of another ma-
jor record company, in the city
of Chicago, is being planned by
long-time record vet Bill (Little
Caesar) Lasley and his partner
Rieardn (Rick) Williams.

L & W Financial & Industrial
Development Corporation is the
parent company for Toya Rec-
ords, Zodiac Records, MFM Rec-
ords, Preview Tapes, Budget
Tapes, and Aquarius Records.
Without fanfare, L & W is seem-
ingly embarked upon a new crash
program.

According to Sheppard, the
company is now in the produc-
tion stages of preparing for re-
lease some 31 LPs from its
roster of 51 acts.

Sheppard says that it's no big
secret what Lasley and Williams
are doing. They are simply do-
ing what is necessary-building
a record company for financial
gratification instead of personal
glorification. The musical con-
tent of their LPs includes classi-
cal, jazz, country and western,
folk, underground, hard rock,
easy listening, gospel and, of
course, the heritage from whence
they come, R&B, lead by the
consistently successful selling
and outstanding female vocalist
Ruby Andrews.

Upon receipt of this informa-

tion from Bunky, Record World
contacted Bill Lasley, at his Chi-
cago office who said, "I have
been in the record business for
some 20 years. During these
years, I have experienced a
great deal of personal satisfac-
tion. Anyone who knows me
will tell you that I have never
been one who could visualize
any great amount of signifi-
cance in high -lighting my ac-
tivities. I suppose this is a
prime reason why very little at-
tention has been given to the
great strides we have taken here
in Chicago, in the last few
months, with respect to the
growth of our record and tape
ventures.

"The dominance of LP sales
as opposed to dwindling single
sales has forced most record
companies who are sincerely en-
deavoring to build and prosper
to either buy or create its own
LP catalog. The days of a secure
existence by record companies,
where survival is dependent
upon sales from the single rec-
ord, is over. Costs factors in-
volved in the production of most
albums todays are so vast, few
independent labels can afford to
involve themselves in an all-out
catalog development program
such as we have, especially when
they are just getting started.

"Sure there are exceptions, in
this regard, such as Playboy Rec-
ords for example. But these ex -

ceptions are so few you can
usually count them on one hand
in any given year. In our case,
we have been extremely fortun-
ate in that we are also duplicat-
ing our own tape product, and
consequently, many of the al-
bums we have acquired have
come to us through licensee ar-
rangements because of our tape
lines.

"Two-thirds of the battle, in
our business, is producing sale-
able product and the other one-
third is to sell it. This, of course,
encompasses a broad spectrum of
many things : promotion, sales
incentive programs, advertising
gimmicks, distribution of the
product to a receptive public,
et cetera. To accomplish all of
these takes a great deal of in-
genuity and determination on
the part of the company and
everyone connected with it.

"We have developed several
unique and very practical con-
cepts in this area, especially with
respect to merchandising our
tape product. What effect those
same concepts will have on our
album sales remains to be seen.
Any deviation from the norm, in
the merchandising of any type
of product, most certainly leaves

some room for septicism until
it is proven to be a successful
method. In any case, make no
mistake about it, we are very
much in the record business and
will also be involved very heavily
in the marketing of prerecorded
tapes in 1972. As Bunky says,
`they are doing it'.

"It is my opinion that oppor-
tunity for development and
growth of a small organization
is greater now than ever. This
is mainly due to the fact that
the independent manufacturer is
more important to the independ-
ent distributor's well being than
ever before. Why? Because with
the conglomerates devouring
every company in sight that at-
tains any degree of stature, the
independent distributor is rap-
idly realizing that his sole
source of support may soon
come from the independent man-
ufacturer if he is to survive.
The end result of this thinking
is that any independent company
guided by professionalism and
administrative expertise has a
damn good chance of making it
big-real big.

"Predicated upon this analysis,
we have developed a very exten-

Pan American has been established in the
latin distribution business for over 28 years. For many years
they had been the only retail outlet for Spanish records. Pan
American has been a witness, as this writer has been also, of all
the transshipping policies established 'by several unscrupulous
manufacturers that had been covering their area with product
transshipped to other distributors. They have been fighting against
counterfeiting and contraband merchandise. They have been suf-
fering all the sickness of the latin markets that has been holding
Chicago from flourishing as it deserves for years and years. They
have been serious businessmen. Today they are suffering this
campaign and can no longer remain silent. M. S. Fenkel declared
to this writer: "Certainly the recent antagonism is due, in part, to
Pan American reluctance to deal in counterfeit and contraband
merchandise, the price of which can not be met at a legitimate
wholesale level. An equal share of the responsibility for the
general deterioration of the ethics of the Latin American record
market place, must be born by the manufacturer who will un-
hesitatingly and unscrupulously 'dump' merchandise around the
distributor that he himself has chosen to represent his label.

"It makes me sick to read his
lies, The article infers that
Klein settled out the dispute
we had with him, where, in
actual fact, he hasn't done
anything to settle it. And not
only has he not tried to settle
anything, but companies which
he is affiliated with are now
claiming ownership of our mas-
ters and copyrights. I hope that
other artists associated with
him don't get the same treat-
ment from Klein."

Jagger explained that the
masters and copyrights are a
property of the Rolling Stones
and were only available to Klein
as part of a trust relationship
the two parties had, dating
back to 1965 and 1966.

As an example of the current
relationship between Klein and
the Stones, Jagger cited the
recently released "Hot Rocks"
anthology album: "the NME
article implies that by putting
out the 'Hot Rocks' album,
everything is all right between
Klein and us. There was even a
mention in the article that
Klein said he had met with me
and I had given 'Hot Rocks' my
blessings. Klein had never con-
sulted with us as to what was

going on the record or what
the cover would be-until after
it was out, as usual."

The Rolling Stones are cur-
rently in litigation with Klein
in the New York State Supreme
Court over the aforementioned
issues of disputed ownership of
Rolling Stones master record-
ings and copyrights. In addi-
tion the Rolling Stones are
trying to secure a proper ac-
counting of the overall monies
due them from Klein.

In reply to Mick Jagger's
statement, a spokesman for
ABKCO Industries made the
following statement: "Mick
Jagger's complaint should not
be with Allen Klein or ABKCO,
but rather with the New Musi-
cal Express, which chose to
draw its own inference from
the news that ABKCO was re-
leasing the 'Hot Rocks' album."

In fact, Mick Jagger spoke
directly with Al Steckler of
ABKCO, and approved the art-
work and the album itself. In
addition, Mick Jagger insisted
that two tracks which also were
in the Atlantic album 'Sticky
Fingers' be included in the
`Hot Rocks' album and this re-
quest was adhered to."

"The action between the
Stones and ABKCO has not
changed one iota, as is reflected
in the press release issued by
ABKCO on December 30, 1971."
