Joel Friedman Reports on WEA Distributing

B ([n January of last year the
three Kinney labels, Warners/
Elektra/Atlantic, went inlo one
distributorship under the direc-
tion and guidance of Joel Fried-
man. By September of 1971, the
last WE A branch had been added
(in Atlanta) bringing the num-
ber of branches to eight. The
other seven serve the Philudel-
phia / Baltimore / Washington
area, Los Amngeles, Chicago,
Cleveland, Puallas, Boston and
New Jersey and New York area.
Additionally  there are field
offices in Seattle, San Francisco,
Denver, St. Louls, Minneapolis,
Miami, Washington, D.C. and
New York. There are a total of 524 people employed by the WEA
compler at this time. Joel Friedman talled to Record World last
weelk about WEA.)

Joel Friedman

Record World: Could you talk about those areas of most im-
portance for WEA?

Friedman: One thing that is paramount no matter what label
is that the product has got to be solidly there. There is nothing
WEA could do with the America album unless it was there to be-
gin with. Also, most important is that we maintain a horizontal
flow of product. Most companies have a vertical flow of product in
terms of communication.

Record World: What were some of the original intents and
purposes in setting up WEA initially?

Friedman: We set out to carbon copy Columbia when we built
this distributing organization. Columbia, bar none, has the best
distributing organization in the business. We wanted to instill in
our people the same kind of dedication in selling and promoting
with a certain amount of care and urgency. One of the things we
wanted to do was to give our people a chance to make some good
money. A guy goes out and sells an account; he gets paid for it.
There are no house accounts with us. We have provided every one
of our guys with a reasonable living wage so that he doesn’t have
to worry about living on next month’s commissions. It may cost
us more dollars per year to do this, but in return we are getting
the opportunity to really build something. All of our branch
managers have employment contracts and that was done because
we wanted them to have as much autonomy as possible without
being insecure in their job. Therefore, we had to give them a cer-
tain financial security.

Record World: What is the difference in WEA as opposed to
what the independent distributors did for the labels?

Friedman: We have better financial stability than the inde-
pendent distributors. We can afford to take more gambles in terms
of exposure or product. When we say our terms are 60 days @ 2%,
that means they don’t have to pay their bills. There was a time
when every company in the business, with one or two exceptions,
had absolutely no distribution in Cleveland because the guys who
had most of those lines didn’t meet the bills. Well, Cleveland repre-
sents 8% of the total market. So while you’re here in Burbank
negotiating for 100% of your artist, you're only going to enjoy
929, of your sales. It’s ridiculous.

Record World: How do you deal with accounts that go over the
credit limitations?

Friedman: We put the account on hold and ask for collection.
If yon want to go all the way with the account, then you just close

him down. If he wants to stay in the business, he needs our prod-
uct. How can he not have Neil Young? There is no way he can
miss out on hot product because the kids are going to walk into
another store.

Record World: What are the biggest risks involved for the
WEA setup?

Friedman: When we came out with Neil Young, Atlantic had
just come out some months previously with a new Led Zeppelin
and the “All in the Family” album and Elektra released the new
Bread album. Now we pre-solicited those accounts and sold the
album before release. A month before Neil Young was shipped we
had 560,000 on order. At that time Warners took a gamble and
printed up a million covers and manufactured 750,000 albums so
that there was some backup stock. Now how do vou know that the
public is going to like an album of which not a note has been
heard on the radio? Someone has to say that they believe in that
artist. You have to be prepared to take risks.

Record World: Would WEA ever consider encompassing the
distribution of other labels?

Friedman: We will distribute any label that comes through the
aegis of the three labels. We will not take on any label that does
not come through the three companies.

Record World: What are vou directing the main energy of WEA
into at this time?

Friedman: Excellence of performance and improving what we
already have going. Instead of a guy covering nine accounts, how
do we get him to cover 10 accounts? Maybe we need more sales-
men. Then we’ll add them. This fall] WEA will go into 12 major
campuses around the country, such as Harvard and/or UCLA, and
sponsor a Warner/Elektra/Atlantic week with a full scale pro-
motion.

Record World: How has WEA made distribution advantageous
to the minority dealer?

Friedman: One problem, which largely involves Atlantic and
their R&B roster, is that records are often not available to black
dealers because of credit problems. Well, we extend credit to those
dealers. There was a time when one-stops in Washington, D.C.
had the lion’s share of the business; so the dealers had to pay more
for the product. Well, we don’t want to take any business away
from the one-stop but at the same time there is no reason that a
black dealer should be denied the availability of product. We will
extend $5,000 worth of credit to those dealers on just a handshake,
and we haven’t been burned once yet.

Wayne State College Radio
Conference here last week gave
attendees an excellent mix of
sessions dealing with the value
of college radio, plus an oppor-
tunity to hear new artists.

The Convention began Fri-
day evening with a free con-
cert. (Unfortunately not ali
those registered arrived in
time to see it.) Appearing at
the concert were Burton & Cun-
ico (Family), Judee Sill (Asy-
lum), Billy Joel (Family) and
substituting for George Gerdes,
who was unable to attend, was
Spencer Davis (Mediarts). Bur-
ton & Cunico and Judee Sill
are very good yvoung artists
who play guitar and piano and
sing. Judee seemed especially
happy to be appearing before
college radio people and indi-
cated she hoped college radio
music directors would play her
album. The surprise knockout
of the evening was Billy Joel,
who plays piano and sings and
also manages to delight an
audience by doing impressions.
(His impressions include Leon
Russell, Joe Cocker, George
Harrison, Richie Havens, etc.)
The audience totally flipped
over Billy, he was that good.
Completing the bill was Spen-
cer Davis, who spent the rest
of the weekend hanging out
and rapping with evervone who
attended; he indicated he had
such a good time he would like
to attend college radio conven-
tions in the future.

The first session on Saturday
morning deals primarily with
college radio’s involvement in
“register to vote” campaigns
and the upcoming primary elec-
tions, Numerous stations repre-
sentatives spoke on what their
station was doing in this and
other public service areas.
Andy Meyer, National College
Promotion Director for A&M
Records, added comments on
what A&M is doing to suuport
the Register-To-Vote campaign,
and added that there is 4 large
market out there—24 million
college-age students, of which
over 8 million are college stu-
dents. Other comments were
made on the value of the whole
college market in exposing and
developing new product. With
the numbeyr of commercial pro-

stations also must deal with
the community in which they

live, which also makes their
job more relevant and more
important.

Saturday lunch was followed

by four simultaneous sessions |

on music, news and public af-
fairs, management and engi-
neering. The session on news
and publi¢ affairs featured Jim
Cameron of WLVR- Lehigh
University in Pennsylvania and
Michael Benner of WRIF in
Detroit. There was agreement
on the need for intelligent and
creative public service infor-
mation and announcements.
Among the topics discussed
were Earth News and how col-
lege stations can obtain it and
program it and the need for
college stations to continue
programming information nec-
essary for the campus commun-
ity. It was also pointed out that
one of the problems facing
commercial progressive sta-
tions is lack of ownership. It
usually takes a while for a pro-
gressive station to build up its
audience through intelligent
programming and non-offensive
commercials. The problem, it
was noted, is that the station
general manager or owner is
not willing to go along with
the station turning down “of-
fensive” commercials; the own-
er simply wants to make as
much money as possible. Ben-
ner also suggested the need that
“everv news storv on the air
must have a purpose for being
there.” This eliminates clutter
from the airwaves.

In the afternoon Music Ses-
sion, a number of promotion
people showed that they have
as little understanding of the
college market as some of the
college students they deal with.
Instead of spending the time
discussing how college stations
and record companies can help
each other. in terms of com-
munication, feedback and bet-
ter service, much of the time
was spent by record promotion
men questioning the value of
college radio at all. (The ques-
tion is indeed a good one, but
by nature of their attendance
at the conference, they seem to

indicate college radio has some
value, although the exact value
is not known.)

Right Values

One record company repre-
sentative spent some time
questioning the wvalue of an-
other <company’s successful
campus rep program, while an-
other spent hig time on the
floor explaining the problems
of his own company’s campus
promotion. There was no inter-
action between stations and
record companies. But the
problem in asking for “answers
now” is that the campus pro-
motion scene, with a few ex-
ceptions, is just a few years
old. Most people have only been
into it for two or three years.
Getting records to “test” the
value of college radio is also
difficult, as you 1) must have
good product, 2) have no com-
mercial radio airplay, 3)
have the album serviced early
to all stations, and 4) have a
specific cut or cuts the stations
can latch on to and report, and
5) have stock available in local
stores. The reason this is so
difficult is that there are not
many albums that fit into all
five categories.

An evening concert with
Elektra’s Harry Chapin and
Carol Hall ended the day. Elek-
tra treated the college broad-
casters to dinner, after which

Miss Hall and Chapin ap-
peared. A concise summary of
their appearance would be:
“great.”

Sunday Programming

The Sunday programming
session became one of compar-
ing college and commercial sta-
tion formats—with the com-
mercial stations emphasizing
their need to make a profit
while the college stations
showed their interest in crea-
tive programming.

As always, no solutions to
college radio’s problems were
reached, but many of the prob-
lems were discussed, As Con-
vention Chairman Rob Wunde-
lich summed it up after the
Convention, “I was hoping to
turn stations on to new ideas,
things that they hadn’t thought
of before. I wanted people to
walk away and say ‘we never
thought of that before.’ In this
area, I think we succeeded.”

During their current national tour
the New Seekers have taken time out to cut the title in German
for immediate release there.

who would only cover fads and
hit streaks of the established
stars of TV and films. But we
now had the consumer that
needed the music, needed it
like he or she needed, and still
needs fresh air . .. This buyer
that I refer to is not only im-
portant to us because of his
bulk, though his purchases
make up the largest percentage
of most of your sales. He be-
came most important to ‘us be-
cause his taste made us all a
bit more honest. He wasn’t go-
ing to jump and buy something
just because you dropped the
price, though cost was an im-
portant factor to him He wasn’t
going to accept your often mis-
leading and archaic form of
advertising as the final say as
to where he’d find his music.
And he wasn’t going to buy
what your trends told him he
should be buying. One other
important development is that
he didn’t clamor for a particu-
lar artist’'s new release simply
because he’s enjoyed the own-
ership of that artist’s previous
album or two. He wanted to be
sure that he was getting some-
thing new and fresh and
unique, not the same song side-
ways or the same guitar riff
he’d already become too famil-
iar with. And you know what.
This made the artists a bit
more honest. They felt this
challenge and they responded
to it—just as you responded to
it.”

“At first, you were a little
clumsy. You saw the dollar
signs {n long hair, so you
bought albums whose covers
virtually blossomed with friz-
zled and furry heads. Then you

caught on, the IBM runs
showed that there were just
as big an amount of long-

haired stiffs as there used to be
short-haired ones. So you sent
most of these records back to
where they came from the
poor manufacturer whose sales
manager had just been telling
what kinds of great numbers
he was shipping on the ‘“long
hair smashes.” The manufac-
turer, now in returns of these
smashes up to his armpits, de-
cided to be a bit more discrim-
inating in what he released.
So, to a large extent, did you,
in what you purchased. I know
that I am speaking in general-
ities, and I ask you to forgive
me for that. But I firmly be-
lieve that we have a lot to
thank that serious buyer for.

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NARM Board
Resolution

B WHEREAS, at its 1970 con-
vention in Bal Harbour, Flor-
ida, NARM condemned the
growing practices of piracy,
bootlegging and counterfeiting
of recorded music and launched
a campaign to eliminate such
thefts of the property rights of
the music owner, of the record
company and of the artist.

WHEREAS, NARM then
warned that its members who
are found guilty of such prae-
tices will be dismissed from
membership; and

WHEREAS, NARM, through
its Board of Directors and its
Executive Director convened a
summit meeting of leaders of
all segments of the recorded
music industry to launch a co-
operative industry drive which
has resulted in both the pas-
sage of anti-piracy legislation
in several] states, as well as the
passage of an effective Federal
copyright law against piracy.

WHEREFORE, BE IT RE-
SOLVED bv the Board of Di-
rectors at this 1972 convention
meeting, that the Board hereby
confirms its 1970 resolution
against piracy and counterfeit-
ing and resolves that the bat-
tle to eliminate such illegal
practices shall continue, in full
cooperation with other groups
in the industry;

BE IT FURTHER RE-
SOLVED that NARM’s Execu-
tive Director and General Coun-
sel are directed to develop
forthwith a program to search
out and jdentify illegal pirates,
bootlegeers, and counterfeiters
by establishing committees of
key NARM members in every
region of the nation, to work in
cooperation with other groups
in the record industrv to elimi-
nate such illegality as may be
found to exist in each market-
place throughout the nation;
and

BE IT FURTHER RE-
SOLVED that the NARM Board
of Directors recognizes that
such illegal practices consti-
tute a maior threat to the con-
tinued existence of the entire
recorded music industry and

determination of the RIAA to
marshal every possible indus-
try force to combat all forms
of unauthorized duplication and
to insure that the new federal
anti-piracy legislation is vigor-
ously enforced.”

The RIAA is currently .ad-
ministered by Henry Brief, who
remains as Executive Director,
reporting to Gortikov.

Gortikov wil] establish a new
president’s office in Los An-
geles in the near future.

In acknowledging his elec-
tion, Gortikov said, “My ap-
pointment reflects the vision
and determination of recording
company presidents to create
within the RIAA a program of
expanded activity commensu-
rate with the size and real po-
tential of the industry. I am
genuinely honored by the sup-
portive action taken by the in-
dustry presidents and chal-
lenged by the stimulating op-
portunities of the new RIAA.”

Gortikov has been active in
industry anti-piracy moves and
has participated in strategizing
and lobbying copyright legisla-
tion in Washington. His Capi-
tol career spanned more than
11 years, during which he suc-
cessively served as director of
corporate development; mer-
chandising vice-president;

though rock or “contemporary”
music still enjoys the largest
percentage of sales. His taste
has encompassed classical re-
cordings, country - western,
blues, jazz, even MOR (or what
some of you in the Drug Stores
call “Dance Party Favorites”).
You were having to stock more
titles in your rack locations
and your retail outlets, and the
results have been more than
impressive. Only five years ago,
an album would have to hit
the top five to get certified
gold. Today, we are more or
less certain of eventual RIAA
certification if the LP just
spends two or three weeks in
the national Top 20, There are
a number of releases that turn
gold each year that never come
close to even that lofty posi-
tion, This is due to continuing
consumer interest, manufactur-
ers’ awareness and your re-
sponse to both, by carrying the
album in your inventory and
not being in too much of a rush
to send it back.

The point is that 1 don’t
think that we can ever take
this buyer for granted. If we
treat him badly, he might start
getting used to liking the sound
in sea shells and your volume
would be down 409 !”

“I believe 1968 was the year
Wall Street started to really
notice us. Not that there wasn’t
already a fair amount of pub-
lic holding in our industry.
But:in 1968 and 1969 it became
almost epidemic. Some of you
became more concerned with
hyping your stock than pro-
moting our artists. New terms
started prevailing— “My mul-
tiple is bigger than your mul-
tiple” or “the hell with the new
release, when’s the new issue
coming out?” Most of you were
asked in one way or another
“do you sincerely want to be
rich ?”—Most of you responded,
“oh my God, yes, is there any
other way?” And you merged
and amalgamated and consoli-
dated and converted just about
everything you’d ever worked
for during your lifetime into
paper certificates called stock.
And now those little pieces of
paper are running your lives
rather than your running
theirs. You have succeeded in
trading in the thrill of your
independence for what is com-
monly called “security.” And
is it really? Doesn’t security
really mean what's inside a
man rather than how many of
those paper certificates he’s
got stashed in some safety de-
posit box?”

“But, of course, I'm being

42

idealistic and terribly naive as
well. Some of us have reaped
great benefits from our now
public holdings. The tax poli-
cies of our government have
made it extremely difficult for
us to have gone any other way.
But it has changed us, changed
us as men and changed us as
an industry. Accomplishing
more and enjoying it less? 1
think so, What can we do about
it? . . . that’s a very personal
question and each of us has
to decide within ourselves what
the answer to that one is . . .
I remember when some of us
would literally throw a man out
of our offices for making a
somewhat shady but mutually
profitable proposition. We can’t
do that any more, If we and our
counse] decide that it’s within
the boundaries of the law, how-
ever slim, however unethical,
we now owe it to our stock-
holders and our associates to
pursue that proposition under
the guise of good, clean compe-
tition. Now, how many abso-
lutely inhuman acts have been
committed through the years
under the shelter of that word
—“competition.”

Because of competition, we
may not ask where a particu-
larly heavy slug of records and
tapes that we're being offered,
came from, though in the deep
dark recesses of our minds,
we may have the slightest sus-
picion that they might be coun-
terfeit. Because we are aggres-
sively pursuing business
(that’s another good word, “ag-
gressive”) we may turn the
other way when one of our lo-
cation managers decides to
stock bootleg tapes. He’s simp-
ly being out-merchandised by
the retailer down the block
but the cry is “man, you have
to compete to stay alive,” and
“what has the record manu-
facturer ever done for me?”
Record manufacturers by the
way, are not free from this par-
ticular brand of competition.

“Oscar Wilde said that “a
cynic is 2 man who knows the
price of everything and the
value of nothing.” Are we then
all of us cynics? Have we lost
our sense of values? I some-
times think we have. I feel we
have all become slightly de-
humanized from the incredible
pressures placed upon us. I be-
lieve that, as an industry we
simply haven’t matured as yet
to the point where we have the
right focus on these pressures,
or know any other way of han-
dling them, than by giving
more of ourselves physically
and less of ourselves morally.

“If you were to ask me what
is the challenge of change; it
is the challenge to make sure
that greed and ugliness don’t
completely overtake each and
every one of us. It is the chal-
lenge to redefine our “bottom
line” and to make the “bottom
line” our own reservoir of val-
ues, the ones we wouldn’t trade
in just to affect the price of
our stock.”

“On November 2, 1970,
NARM called an emergency
meeting of the industry’s top-
leve] executives, both at the
wholesaling and manufacturing
levels and initiated the fight
for a separate Federal Anti-
Piracy Bill. By this time, piracy
was rampant, A few manufac-
turers were independently in-

stigating lawsuits in many
states against unauthorized
duplicators, as well as the

“schlock” retailers who saw a
quick profit in it., RTAA was
already right in the thick of
the battle. There were similar
campaiens waged by the Musi-
cians Union and the National
Association of Publishers,
which attained their own meas-
ures of effectiveness . . . The
fight has achieved, thus far,
a fair amount of success in
that we now have Anti-Piracv
statutes in nine states, with
more pending. But. most im-
portantly, a Federal Law pro-
hibiting piracy which the Pres-
ident signed in October of 1971,
makes it clearlv illegal to du-
plicate and market tapes that
were “fixed” (that means “mas-
tered” to most of us) and rve-
leased after Februarv 15. 1972.
For those recordings that fit
the above description, g “P”
with a circle around it, placed
on the label or the jacket liner
establishes the conyvright vro-
nrietor and supvosedly brines
the man with the subpoena to
vour door should vou violate
that law. We can all rejoice
in the fact that. as an industrv.
we were able to organize our-
selves in a common front for.
perhaps. the first time. and ob-
tain this national legislation
that is so vital to each and
everv one of us.”

“But T have some bad news
for vou. The cancer keeps
growineg., The parasites haven’t
gone home and tooled up for
another safer and oreener
racket as vef. Thev. in fact.
are getting better oroanized
while we are still a little high
from our “Victory Partv.” They
have retained important lohbyv-
ists for their cause, while most
of us have sat hack with the
satisfaction that it’s all being
taken care of by the govern-

ment, And so far, it hasn't
been. Do you know why?” How
many F.B.I. men and other

Civil Servants delegated to en-
force this law can easily iden-
tify a “bootleg” or ‘“‘counter-
feit” item? Maybe two point
three? Maybe none. How many
of you have bothered to call
or write your local U.S. Attor-
ney or Congressman to offer
your own services to help edu-
cate these men so that they can
help effect the proper arrests?”

“May I suggest to you that
this struggle we have mounted
against bogus merchandise is,
though, a bi-partisan project.
The opposition’s lobbyists have
no one particular party affilia-
tion. Nor should ours. The
name of the game seems to
be political clout, Though we
are being robbed, though we
have never been so absolutely
“right” in our cause, our so-
ciety demands we pay through
the nose to prove it. I respect-
fully suggest that anyone who
thinks otherwise is being naive
or worse yet, impractical. This
aspect of our situation has al-
ready been noticed by Demo-
cratic voices such as Senator
John Tunney of California,
among others, who is, at pres-
ent, enlisting the aid of the
most usually austere conserva-
tives in our cause. Please sup-
port them. Please give up some
of your time and some of vour
money. You will be helping no
one as much as you are saving
vourselves . . . It is my own
personal belief that unless we
totally eliminate the scourge
of piracy and counterfeiting
from our midst, we are left to
inter-industry squabbling of
the very worst sort. You are,
of course, aware that we manu-
facturers are going to have to
send our expensive lawyers af-
ter you merchandisers if you
happen to get caught with bo-
gus goods on your shelves.
Some of vou have left us no
other choice. I should also re-
mind you here that if you're
found guilty of stocking that
kind of merchandise, you do
face the possibility of going to
jail for a while.”

“Though I'm sure it has been
said before, unless we can fully
realize the profits from the
“meat” there will be no in-
vestment left for “potatoes.”
And then a lot of you will be
back in the shoe business soon-
er than even you had expected
to be. There is a challenge . . .
The challenge to continue to
keep our coordinated spirit
alive to work at eliminating
piracy, for once and for all.”
