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Pirates Sailing Into Stormy Waters
Columbia Institutes
$250 Million
Piracy Suit
 NEW YORK-Columbia Rec-
ords filed on its behalf and in
behalf of all other record com-
panies similarly situated a
$250,000,000 class action
against all companies engaged
in the business of manufactur-
ing and selling unauthorized
record and tape duplications of
the original albums and tapes
manufactured and sold by Co-
lumbia Recors and other record
companies. The lawsuit,
brought in the federal district
court in Washington, D.C.,
seeks payment of actual and
punitive damages and an in-
junction against all future un-
authorized record and tape
duplication.

The record companies' law-
suit is filed as a counterclaim
in an action initially brought
by an association of tape dup-
licators against CBS for alleged
trade libel. The tape duplica-
tors' complaint alleges that Co-
lumbia Records defamed their
product by sending a letter to
its distributors and retailers in
1971 pointing out that the tape
duplicators' activities were un-
lawful and requesting that the
recipients not purchase and sell
to the public any unauthorized
reproductions of the albums
and tapes manufactured by Co-
lumbia Records. CBS has de-
nied those charges and asserts
that the contents of the letter
are true.

The record companies' coun-
terclaim seeks damages and an
injunction based on state law
of unfair competition and trade
libel. Count I of the counter-
claim alleges that by reproduc-
ing the record companies' hit
albums without their consent
and without making payments
either to the performers or to
the record companies, the rec-
ord and tape duplicators have
violated state law on unfair
competition. Count II of the
counterclaim alleges that the
record and tape duplicators
have damaged the reputation of
the record companies as pro-
ducers of high -quality albums
and tapes by selling reproduc-
tions of inferior quality which
the public is led to believe are
record companies' product.

The counterclaim seeks $150,-
000,000 in actual damages and
$100,000,000 in punitive dam-
ages under Count I, and a per-
manent injunction against un-
authorized record and tape
duplictaion under both counts
of the counterclaim.

Anti -Piracy Battles
In Dallas, Chicago
 A Federal District Court in
Dallas, Texas, has dismissed a
suit seeking to prohibit the en-
forcement of the criminal anti -
piracy statute in the State of
Texas. In addition, a Circuit
Court in Cook County, Illinois,
has issued a temporary re-
straining order against a firm
allegedly involved in the sale of
pirate recordings.

The suit in Texas was
brought by the Independent
Tape Merchant's Association
against Crawford Martin, the
Attorney General of Texas. It
asked the Court to enjoin the
enforcement of Section 1137(r)
of the Texas Penal Code en-
acted last year. The suit al-
leged that the statute is void
since the enactment of the anti -
piracy amendment to the U. S.
Copyright Law (P.L. 92-140)
takes precedence and was in
conflict with the newly -enacted
State statute. U. S. District
Judge Joe E. Estes, dismissed
the suit, holding that the plain-
tiff should seek its remedy, if
any, in the state courts, that
great and immediate irrepara-
ble harm had not been demon-
strated, and that the U. S. Dis-
trict Court should not inter-
fere under the circumstances
with the state criminal courts
enforcement of state law.

In the Chicago action, a suit
asking for a preliminary in-
junction, an accounting of prof-
its, damages, court costs and
other relief was brought by
Mercury Records, MCA Rec-
ords, United Artists Records,
Capitol Records and CBS, Inc.,
against McKenna Industries,
Inc., Carl Manelli and Herbert
Levin, charging the piracy of
recordings by such artists as
Rod Stewart, Buddy Miles,
Elton John, Neil Diamond,
Barbra Streisand, Santana,
Janis Joplin, Don McLean and
George Harrison. McKenna In-
dustries, Inc. operates under
the name of Stereo City Stores
and Stereo City, Inc. Judge
Walter P. Dahl, in handing
down the temporary restraining
order, scheduled a hearing on
the motion for a temporary in-
junction for March 20.

LeCam to CBS
 NEW YORK-It was report-
ed last week that Major Bill
Smith's Fort Worth, Texas -
based LeCam label will hence-
forth be distributed by Colum-
bia Custom Labels. First re-
lease will be a single, "It's Not
My Fault," by Steel Water.

Pirates Lose
On Two Counts
 NEW YORK - In the con-
tinuing legal battle over the
issue of unauthorized duplica-
tion of recorded material, the
United States Ninth Circuit
Court of Appeals held last week
(13) that the compulsory li-
cense provisions of the Copy-
right Act of 1909 do not apply
to exact duplications. Further,
the Court ruled that equipment
used in the illegal duplication
of recorded material may be
impounded and destroyed.

The opinion of the Court of
Appeals reverse an earlier deci-
sion in the case of most of the
major music publishers, repre-
sented by the Harry Fox
Agency, versus Pearl Rosner
et al., a group of duplicators
working out of Arizona. In
March, 1917, a temporary re-
straining order and a write of
seizure were directed against
the alleged pirates. A marshall
seized thousands of tape re-
cordings and the machinery
used to manufacture these re-
cordings. Appellee Rosner, who
operated as National Manu-
facturing Company, contested
the seizure order, claiming that
the compulsory licensing provi-
sions of the Copyright Act gave
her the right to duplicate re-
cordings. She also claimed that
the equipment could be used
for other purposes, and that it
should therefore be returned.
The District Court agreed with
Rosner on each count.

The Court of Appeals, in re-
versing the District Court on
both counts, pointed out that
the compulsory license may be
used for "similar use of copy-
righted work" but not for exact
and identical copies. Judge
Choy's majority opinion added
that it was Congress's intent
that all equipment used in the
manufacture of illegal dupli-
cations be impounded and de-
stroyed, "including those items
which may be used for other
purposes." A dissenting opinion
was written by Judge Byrne.

Attorney John S. Clark, of
the firm Abelese and Clark,
which helped represent the
publishing companies, opined
that the decision was significant
in that it protects those record-
ings made before February 15,
the day the Federal Anti -
Piracy Act went into effect.

Atlantic and Atco records anc Tapes
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Bobby Darin Music Formed
By MITCHELL FINK

r NEW YORK - At a press
conference held at the Park
Lane Hotel last week Bobby
Darin announced the forma-
tion of a new publishing firm,
Bobby Darin Music, Inc. Apr. 1.

To bring everything up to
date, Darin provided a brief
history of all facts leading up
to the formation of the new
company. In 1963 Darin pur-
chased TM Music which was
formerly called Trinity Music
from the late Ed Burton. The
price he paid was $4,000 against
a $300,000 total. According to
Darin, "my original intentions
were to actively encourage
writers and find new talent.
We stressed an open-door
policy, always with other writ-
ers in mind. The BMI firm was
experiencing incredible growth,
but in 1968, after the assassina-
tion of Robert Kennedy, I went
through a series of emotional
problems that eventually preci-
pitated my ridding myself of
all material things. That meant
homes, cars and my publishing
company. Even though I be-
lieved TM to be the best artist -
owned company prior to the
Beatles, I felt the need to sell.
I wound up selling TM to Com-
monwealth United Corp. for
$1.3 million worth of CUC
stock. The deal was initiated by
Charlie Koppelman of Koppel -
man & Rubin, the publishing
firm already owned by Com-
monwealth United."

Since a 1970 litigation
against Commonwealth United
is still pending, Darin was reti-
cent about going into the CUC
case. He continued, "Suffice it
to say that I've secured my
freedom as a writer and pub-
lisher. That's because Freddy
Bienstock (which is Hudson
Bay Music here, and Carlin
Music worldwide) bought TM
from Commonwealth United.
Freddy cut short my five-year
obligation to place all copy-
right with CUC. I'm getting
back all songs post -1968, which
does not include 'Simple Song
Of Freedom,' but does include
two albums I put out on the
Direction label."

The Bienstock group will be
administrating Darin Music
here, and will represent it world-
wide. Steve Burton, 21 -year -old
son of Darin's former partner,
is being retained as General
Professional Manager of the
new firm. Presently, he is ma-
joring in copyright law, await-
ing graduation from law school.
Offices will be located in Bien -
stock's office in the Brill Build-
ing.

He concluded, "The biggest
mistake I made was selling my

publishing. If I ever go through
emotional trips like that again,
and feel compelled to sell it all,
the one thing I'll hold on dearly
to will be copyrights. My esthe-
tic intentions with Darin Mu-
sic remain the same as they
were with TM. I'll be acquiring,
developing and nurturing new
writers. Actually, I hope to be
the weakest link."

Besides the new company,
Darin will continue to play
night club engagements and
he'll write more extensively.
However, he has no plans at
the present time that include
recording.

James Lichtenberg

 NEW YORK - Neil Bogart
and Art Kass, co -Presidents of
the Buddah Group, announced
the appointment of James
Lichtenberg to the publicity de-
partment. As this comes under
the company's Creative Serv-
ices division, headed by Domi-
nic Sicilia, Lichtenberg's re-
sponsibilities will also include
involvement in the writing of
advertisements for the print
and broadcast media.

His background includes an
education at Harvard Univer-
sity, where he studied English
and music. Schooling com-
pleted, he went to work for Co-
lumbia Pictures, based in the
Rome office for three years. He
then returned to Columbia's
New York office, working in the
publicity and advertising de-
partment of the company's mo-
tion picture division.

Two years ago, he left Co-
lumbia to pursue a free-lance
writing career, during which
he became more extensively in-
volved with the music industry.
Although his work has ap-
peared in a wide variety of
publications, his by-line was
most frequently seen in Cue
Magazine and the New York
Times.

In this new position at Bud-
dah he will be working in
association with PR director
Nancy Lewis.

Lindy Blaskey

The New Publisher Today

Lindy Blaskey

 (The following is an inter-
view with Lindy Blaskey. Blas-
key's roots in music go back to
Albuquerque, New Mexico where
he sang, played guitar and piano
with his own group. He pro-
duced some records with the
group on his own label, several
of which became hits in the
Southwest area. He then began
producing groups for major la-
bels and had a couple of chart
records. This led him into book-
ing concerts and eventually
forming' the largest booking
agency in the state. After col-
lege he sold the businesses,
moved to California and took

on an A & R job with Dave Pell and Ron Bledsoe at Liberty. It
was here that he first became aware of the importance of pub-
lishing and its possibilities. When Liberty was sold to Transamer-
ica, Blaskey left to pursue a career in publishing, first with Chap-
pell Music and later with Paramount's Famous Music. A few years
later he joined Motown when they decided to aggressively work
their Jobete Publishing Company. Working under Herb Eiseman,
Blaskey saw Jobete enjoy their biggest year. Some months ago,
immediately after its formation, Playboy Records and Music se-
cured Blaskey as professional manager of their two publishing
companies, Playboy Music Publishing Co., ASCAP, and After Dark
Music, Inc., BMI.)

Record World: What do you feel was your main contribution
to the Motown publishing setup?

Blaskey: For the first time, Motown had new, original songs
being taken to other record companies where as before, every-
thing was being kept in-house. We broadened the base of the
publishing company which was the main objective of Herb Eise-
man and Motown Vice President Robert Gordy. I was able io
get songs recorded by Vikki Carr, Andy Williams, Three Dog
Night, Gayle McCormick, Mark Lindsey, Johnny Mathis, etc.
Their versions of various Jobete songs exposed Motown's ma-
terial and writers to a whole new group of listeners.

RW: What is the biggest difference in a publishing set-up
such as Motown and a newer situation like Playboy's?

Blaskey: At Playboy we're setting up two new companies
from the ground up and we don't have 100 staff writers to pull
songs from like I did at Jobete. Therefore, we're concentrating
our efforts on a smaller number of writers that have successful
track records. Because of our small size we are able to be
selective with the songs we present to producers. Also, I have
the complete freedom to take songs anywhere in town and I'm
doing just that.

RW: What are some of your new acquisitions?
Blaskey: I'm very excited about our publishing arrangement

with Leslie Bricusse and Anthony Newley. I've already gotten
one of their new songs, "It's A Musical World" on Carol Bur-
nett's TV show. Nanette Fabray sang the song which is from
an upcoming show entitled "It's A Funny World We Live in-
But The World's Not Entirely To Blame." I also brought Michael
Jarrett to the company. He wrote the recent Elvis Presley hit,
"I'm Leavin'." We've signed Douglas Gibbs as a staff writer.
He's had songs recorded by several artists and is himself an
artist with Oak Records.

RW: As a publisher what do you look for in a song today?
Blaskey: Obviously, I have to gear myself to many different

people's tastes. I have to look for basically good songs in all
areas of music. However, I have to have songs that can be con-
sidered as singles-strong lyrically as well as musically. I can't
walk into a producer's office with anything less than that. I
also have to have a way to go with any particular song. The song
has to be right for the artist.

RW: Do you anticipate any trends in terms of Top 40? What
kind of writers do you see coming up?

Blaskey: The writer -artist will continue to grow as a force
in our business. I see everybody listening to a greater variety
of music. The public isn't willing to jump on any bandwagon.
People are becoming more particular and selective. Top 40 radio
will continue to play everything-MOR, rock, R & B, and country.

RW: Do you think writing is more sophisticated now?
Blaskey: Definitely. As we've had more time to enjoy music,

more people have taken an active interest in music. This interest
has led to a greater amount of writing competition which has
in turn brought about the higher degree of sophistication of
today's music. We've all grown more sophisticated with the
music as well as with sound production.

RW: What have been some songs that you placed?
Blaskey: Three Dog Night cut two songs for me on their current

album, "I Never Dreamed You'd Leave In Summer" and "You."
Mark Lindsay cut "Never Can Say Goodbye" as a soloist and
"Heaven Help Us All" with the Raiders. Some of the other people
that cut songs for me while I was at Motown were Rita Coolidge,
Jackson 5, Roger Williams, Bobby Sherman and Gail McCormack.
Vikki Carr and her producer, Dick Glasser, cut four songs for
me, among them, "I've Never Been A Woman Before" and "Ain't
No Mountain High Enough." I also got Johnny Mathis and Andy
Williams to cut several songs, including "I'll Be There" and
"Never Can Say Goodbye." They, along with Vikki Carr, gave
the songs an entirely different interpretation, I got a lot of
personal satisfaction out of that.

RW: Is the communication easier now between publisher and
producer than it was?

Blaskey: It's much harder because of the time and distance
factor. You may be very close with a guy who's cutting your
song, but he may be in Macon, Detroit, Miami or Tyler, Texas.
It's not like Tin Pan Alley where all the A & R men were in
one or two buildings in New York City. Producers and artists
are spread out and cutting records in every little town in the
country. There's more territory involved and many more inde-
pendent A&R men to cover today.

RW: Could you go into the mechanics of a typical publishing
deal?

Blaskey: There is no typical deal. Everybody wants everything
for nothing, so the other side of the coin is for everyone to
keep their publishing and put it into their own company, which
is wrong. If you write good songs, they should be exposed. All
the hip -pocket publishing companies are really holding com-
panies. New groups are encouraged by management and attorneys
to hold on to the publishing, which makes sense if you're an
attorney or a manager or you only write songs that are just
record productions and you're not going to get covers on them
anyway. But if you're writing good songs, they should be worked.
Many artist -writers and their managers fail to take advantage
of music publishing in the true sense of the word. A good pub-
lishing deal is only possible when the writer has complete confi-
dence in the people working his songs and the publisher has
every opportunity of making money with the exploitation of
those songs.

RW: What are the biggest problems, in your estimation, con -

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Caedmon, In 20th Year,
Expands Horizons
Via Mrs. King, 'Autobiography'

 NEW YORK - Caedmon
Records, celebrating its 20th
year of operations, this week
ventures into new areas of the
spoken word field with the re-
lease of two separate recording
projects, a comedy album en-
titled "The Unauthorized Auto-
biography Of Howard Who?"
and three albums by Mrs.
Coretta Scott King.

The recordings by Mrs. King
were four years in preparation,
according to Caedmon Presi-
dent Barbara Holdridge. "When
we first approached her with
the idea for this project, she
was enthusiastic, but it took
that long before she found time
in her schedule to complete the
recordings."

Now completed, the albums
consist of one three -record set
based on Mrs. King's best-
selling book, "My Life With
Martin Luther King, Jr.," and
two one -disc packages, "The
Freedom Movement" and "Free
At Last! His Truth es
Marching On."

The "My Life" album relates,
chronologically, the story of
the Kings' life together; the
other two albums tell of the
career of Dr. King and contain
readings, by Mrs. King, from
his most memorable speeches.

Unlike the King recordings,
"The Unauthorized Autobiog-
raphy Of Howard Who?" is a
very recently conceived, and
completed, project, based on
current events. Produced and
directed by Norman Steinberg
and Alan Uger, who wrote its
script with John Boni, Adam
Kirk and Michael Preminger,
the cast of this satirical album
includes Robert Klein, Naomi
Brossart (who also appeared on
the "First Family" album of a
decade back), Paul Dooley,
Steve Landesberg, and Lynne
Lipton.

Mrs. Holdridge describes the
release of these two projects as
"the beginning of Caedmon's
attempt to capture the entire
spoken word market" by mov-
ing into the "lighter" or "more
popular" type of recording in
the field. An extensive adver-
tising and publicity campaign
will be launched to coincide
with the release.

Caedmon, though, has long
been established as the leading
label in the spoken word field.
The company was born on
Washington's Birthday, 1952,
when Mrs. Holdridge and Mari-
anne Mantell, now Chairman

of the Board, recorded both
Dylan Thomas and Laurence
Olivier in the same studio,
though not at the same time.
They were both a year out of
Hunter College, involved in re-
cording and book publishing,
and dissatisfied. It was a time
of innovation in both fields,
what with the advent of the
long-playing record and the
paperback book as mass con-
sumption commodities. Feeling
that there were authors and
poets who deserved to be heard
as well as read, as had been the
case in Greek and Roman times,
they started Caedmon, it being
the name of the first English-
speaking poet.

In approaching Thomas to
record, the pair sent him a
note signed with first initials
rather than first names. But
their fear of a reaction to the
fact that each of them was a
woman proved unfounded. In
fact, never has this factor been
a problem during 20 years in
what is still, essentially, a
man's business, says Mrs. Hold -
ridge.

Beyond Thomas

After several years of re-
cording writers reading from
their original works, Caedmon
expanded to include actors
reading from the work of de-
ceased authors and poets. Still,
the early Dylan Thomas record-
ings remained Caedmon's best-
sellers through the early 1960s,
when surpassed by Robert
Frost.

The company has since ex-
panded further, and now in-
cludes in its catalog such
spoken word categories as
"American Studies," "Black
Studies," "American Indian
Studies," "Social Studies,"
"Drama," "The Arts" and
"Children's Stories," among
others. Ranging farther afield,
Caedmon has released several
albums of songs, including Carl
Sandburg's "American Song -
bag," and "Songs From the
Plays of Shakespeare."

Mrs. Holdridge has discussed
with Mrs. King, a trained vocal-
ist, the possibility of recording
an album of songs of her hus-
band's era, a project which may
yet come to fruition.

Mrs. Holdridge is most
eagerly awaiting the results of
Caedmon's new "Best Of All"
children's series, explaining
that the label's regular prices
have proved to be too high for

IBS Convention Program

 NEW YORK - Don Grant,
the Intercollegiate Broadcast-
ing System's Convention Chair-
man, has announced the tenta-
tive program for the upcoming
National IBS Convention to be
held in New York March 24 - 26
at the Hotel McAlpin. In an-
nouncing the program, Grant
indicated that the Convention
would probably be the best
ever.

As is becoming the trend in
College Radio Conventions, a
number of artists will appear
and perform at the Convention.
Tentatively scheduled for Fri-
day night's concert are Jackie
Lomax (WB), Nanette Natal
(Evolution), Jake & Family
Jewels (Polydor) and Dennis
Stoner (Rare Earth). Satur-
day's Concert will include Bur-
ton & Cunico (Family), David
Pomeranz (Decca) and Kenny
Logging and Jim Messina (Co-
lumbia).

In terms of scheduling, a ma-
jor change is in store for Con-
vention attendees this year. In
past years, sessions were often
too large with 300 to.400 people
attending a single session.
There were also too many topics
to be discussed, and there was
never an opportunity to get
around to discussing the in-
dividual aspects that interested
the attendee. This year, four
sessions will run simultaneous-
ly at each of the four different
time periods, giving an oppor-
tunity for people to choose be-
tween 16 different sessions. The
topics for these sessions include
carrier current station pro-
gramming, campus news oper-
ations, FM engineering, public
affairs, administration, minor-
ity programming, "underground
radio," sales psychology, the
place of radio on campuses to-
day and music licensing. There
will also be separate panels on
music on campus/commercial
radio, a session on IBS and
what it is doing, and others.

Many record manufacturers
and distributors will have ex-
hibits; they include both record
companies and equipment man-
ufacturers. There will be tours
of New York arranged by IBS,
a job fair, and the distribution
of record packages where rec-
ord manufacturers have an op-
portunity to distribute samples
of their product to authorized
delegates from each station. As
was the policy last year, in-
dividual record manufacturers
will not be permitted to distri-

bute product in their rooms.
Record company registrations

may be made through Paul
Brown, 507 Fifth Avenue, NYC
10017., (212) MU 7-3071. Sta-
tions interested in attending
may contact Don Grant of IBS
for registration material-Box
592, Vails Gate, N. Y. 12584.

Grant, incidentally, informed
Record World that registrations
are proceeding at a good rate.
Last year, very few people pre-
registered for the Convention ;
this year the pre -registration
is already over 150. Last year
several hundred people attend-
ed; this year over 1,000 are
anticipated.

It is also interesting to note
that IBS wants to get away
from the traditional chicken
dinner. The Convention Ban-
quet will be a steak dinner in
the Alpine Cellar of the Mc-
Alpin. They also have managed
to work out very reasonable
hotel rates-$12 for a single,
$17 for a double, $20 for three
persons, and $23 for four in
one room (this is the first time
three and four in one room is
available.)

It all adds up to a most prom-
ising, educational, and worth-
while Convention. Register,
now.

There will also be, for the
first time, a meeting of all pro-
motion people before the con-
ference begins, on Friday morn-
ing March 24, at 11. This meet-
ing will provide an opportunity
for all people in promotion who
deal with campus stations to get
a chance to meet with each
other.

* * *

Also regarding Conventions,
Walter Paas of WLUC/Loyola
University has announced that
his Loyola Univ. Convention has
been postponed from April 28
to November 3. Reserve the date
now, as the Convention is being
planned far in advance. Paas
felt that it would not be wise to
hold another conference this
year, because of the numerous
conventions held recently.

Kinks Hijinx
 NEW YORK - RCA's Kinks
are so notoriously amusing to
watch on stage, as the brothers
Davies bob and weave in their
distinctively tipsy manner, that
really first rate and almost in-
spired musical performances,
such as they gave at Carnegie
Hall (2) recently, are virtually
an extra added attraction.

It is no surprise to find the
Kinks theatrical, funny or en-
dearing, but given their chronic
sloppiness, it is a credit to their
unique position in the pop star
firmament that their fans
neither expect nor demand per-
fection from this longest run-
ning of rock vaudeville acts; it
is enough for any of us to
share an hour with Ray and his
mates, so English, so charming,
so jenesaisquoi are they.

But the tape recorders run-
ning in the van outside, ac-
cumulating material for a pos-
sible live album, apparently
had a more heady effect on the
Kinks' music itself than all the
demon alcohol that helps them
keep on trucking. Despite idio-
syncrasies of production, a
trademark of Kinks' albums,
that pushed Dave Davies lead
guitar to a level about three
times as loud as Ray's vocal or
the other instruments, the
Kinks seemed wound tight as a
happy charwoman, rambling
through "She Bought a Hat like
Princess Marina" and "Get
Back in Line" (not to mention
"You Really Got Me"), among
other highlights from past and
fondly remembered long play-
ers. The biggest surprise of all,
however, was that the Mike
Cotton Sound, a group of three
horn players travelling with
the Kinks, not only did not
tip over the sound completely.
but on such tunes from the
rather sluggish and disappoint-
ing "Muswell Hillbillies" as
"Alcohol" and "Skin and
Bone," the horns and the band
were together the bee's knees
of rock and roll. As the Kinks
learned years ago, you must
never put a tuxedo on the funky
blues, and though I don't ever
expect to hear the Kinks that
good again, it's all right. As a
matter of fact, it's a gas-God
save the Kinks, and most especi-
ally Ray Davies.

Featured with the Kinks,
were Elektra's Lindisfarne,
winner of Britain's Disc and
Music Echo poll for best new
group of the year. Elektra has
released two albums here, most
recently "Fog on the Tyne,"

full of good examples of Lindis-
farne's unusual style, which
somehow manages to sound
like both the Beatles and Dylan
at times. On stage they are
affable and together, drawing a
very fine response for a set that
included their new single "Meet
Me on the Corner" and "Lady
Eleanor." Ron Ross

The Lady is a Star
M NEW YORK-Ask the few
thousand fans who jammed
Philharmonic Hall to capacity
(12), and they'll tell you Shir-
ley Bassey (UA) is a star. The
noise could be heard all over
Lincoln Center. Easily, she has
transformed her widely ac-
claimed night club act to the
concert stage.

The sexy British kitten has
all the right moves. She prances
about the stage, her hands al-
ways in time with the rhythm
section. The voice has a crisp-
ness of the highest quality. She
could probably write a book en-
titled "Proper Enunciation." If
she suffers from anything, it's a
case of over-arrangementitis, a
minor fault at worst.

The material Miss Bassey
chose was highly predictable
like "Love Story," "Something"
and "Yesterday When I Was
Young." Include also the newest
Bond theme, "Diamonds Are
Forever," a mild hit facing
eventual obscurity, while the
other Bond theme, "Goldfinger,"
remains institutionalized. My
personal favorite of the evening
was "Lady Is A Tramp," the
only one I couldn't have pre-
dicted.

She's an extraordinary singer
who knows enough to stick to
the kind of material that suits
her best. By doing that Miss
Bassey has the ability to cast
magic over all who see and hear
her. She is a star, a beautiful
one, too.

Woody Herman and his
orchestra opened the show. I
remember seeing him on the
night of my high school senior
prom. He hasn't changed a bit.

Joe KO'd in Garden
U NEW YORK -You \ e seen
this movie before. The retired
heavyweight champ returns to
the ring, seeking to recapture
the power and the glory of his
youth. Legions of admirers sit
in judgment.

The moment of truth arrives.
His time has past.
The old Madison Square Gar-

den would have been a more
sympathetic arena for Joe
Cocker's (A&M) comeback try.
The new Garden knows very
little of this kind of tragedy,
it being more accustomed to
triumphs on the order of the
Concert For Bangla Desh or
the Knicks of 1969. But the
new Garden is the one arena
in these parts large enough to
hold all those who wanted to
bear witness to this main event.
It was, needless to say, a sell-
out.

It was also a major disap-
pointment. The long lay-off has
severely dulled Joe's previously
deft skills. His vocal edge is
gone; the gruff rasp has lost
its warm tinge, the quality that
made it such a marvelous in-
strument. His selection of songs
lacks the intelligence of the
past; few were familiar, only
a few more compelling, and
most lost in length whatever
inherent interest they pos-
sessed.

As was the case in his Mad
Dogs and Englishmen bout, Joe
still carries an unwieldly crew
of musicians, singers, friends
and hangers-on in his corner.
Unfortunately, the cast now
sounds as clumsy as the singer
has always appeared on-stage.
The contrast had been one that
worked in his favor in the past.
But now the sound churned, it
plodded, and it rarely got off
the ground. When it did, when
Joe showed flashes of his for-
mer self, the crowd responded
lustily. The crowd spent most
of the evening sitting on its
hands.

Joe had better get his band
back into training, perhaps
with a trainer to provide direc-
tion and criticism. He lost a
decision to his fans last week
(15). No knockout.

III NEW YORK - Bell record-

It was like it used to be in
the old days, the days of Beatle-
mania and frenzied fan wor-
ship. Clutching autograph
books and instamatics, young
girls made every vain attempt
to sneak backstage and catch a
glimpse of their newest and
biggest idol only to be led back
to their seats by members of
New York's Finest.

The show (emceed by DJ
"Cousin Brucie" of AM's
WABC) began with songs from

warm-up acts, Kim and Dave,
of Amos Records, and Tony
Orlando and Dawn, who did
their own foot -stomping ver-
sions of "Feeling Alright" and
"Knock Three Times."

After an intermission of 15
minutes for the purpose of
"making sissy," as Cousin
Brucie put it, David appeared
to the thunderous approval of
some 20,000 screaming and cry-
ing fans. David leaped and
bounced onto the stage in his
shining white jump suit, blew
kisses to his followers and went
right into "Where is the Morn-
ing" from his new solo LP,
"Cherish."

For the benefit of those
seated behind the stage and in
the upper balconies, David's im-
age was videomagnified to
15' x 20' proportions by Joshua
Television. This rather new and
unique videomagnification sys-
tem literally puts the screen
image in your lap and should
be a standard feature of every
future concert from now on.

true Original
 NEW YORK - Originality
seems about the hardest trait
to come by these days on the
music scene. There are hun-
dreds of extremely talented per-
formers and recording artists
trying to make it, but most of
them will fail because they
sound too much like somebcdy
else.

One of the few true originals
to dawn on the pop -rock scene
in the past few years is Loudon
Wainwright III. His approach
is so fresh, from the weird
facial expressions to the un-
orthodox and sometimes hilari-
ous lyrics, that it would be
pointless either to attempt to
describe it or compare it to
anything else.

Everything was
done in a casual, off -beat style
that came off extremely well
and he even had some hardened
rock critics singing along on
the closing number, "Dead
Skunk in the Middle of the
Road."

Loudon Wainwright is an im-
portant artist. His forthcoming
album on Columbia should es-
tablish him once and for all as
a star of the highest magnitude.

the disc will bear the same
price as RCA's stereo records.

Stating that this break-
through by RCA's engineers,
working in collaboration with
Panasonic and JVC, will revolu-
tionize the , record industry,
Laginestra said RCA will begin
regular but selective releases
in the fall of the four -channel
discs and that eventually all
RCA's new recordings will be
compatible with both stereo
and discrete four -channel play-
back equipment.

The records will be pressed
in label's Dynaflex mold.

Laginestra Statement
"This achievement puts the

recording industry at the dawn
of a new era," Laginestra said.
"As long ago as last July, we
announced that the discrete,
four -channel disc would pro-
vide the consumer with the
finest available sound, either on
stereo or four -channel equip-
ment and that it would provide
the dealer with but one inven-
tory. We now have the per-
fected disc, and I am happy we
will be able to offer it to the
market at the same price as
our stereo recordings."

Laginestra also said that
over the next month RCA Rec-
ords will be demonstrating its
disc to other record manufac-
turers, hardware manufactur-
ers and the press.

"At our progress report press
conference last fall, I noted
that the discrete disc gives the
truest sound, permits the reli-
able reproduction of that which
the musicians, engineers and
producers intend, affords the
proper mix and balance of
sound, and permits the subtle
location of the various instru-
ments throughout the entire
listening space," Laginestra
said. "At that time, we had the
sound. What we have achieved
today is the other absolute re-
quisite in our quest-compati-
bility, one disc for everyone at
the same price."

W. H. Dearborn, Director of
Record Operations for RCA
Records, said, "Our final break-
through to success came as a
result of (1) our use of a re-
volutionary new compound, in-
volving a multiple resin system
containing anti -static, lubricat-
ig stabilizer and other lubri-
cants, which doubles the wear
life of the product by reducing
the carriers frequency deteri-
oration during stereo playback
and (2) the development of a
more sensitive demodulator
which enables four -channel
playback with satisfactory sep-
aration and signal-to-noise

ratios after the product has
been played at least 100 times
on a conventional, inexpensive
stereo player with a conical
stylus and 5 grams of pres-
sure."

Dearborn noted that the pro-
gram had been speeded to suc-
cess through use of a scanning
electronic microscope which
had allowed the engineers to
better track and understand the
wear characteristics of both
four -channel and stereo record-
ings in playback at the labora-
tories and which had allowed
them to prove visually that
there was adequate carrier to
control the four -channel play-
back on worn product. The
magnification of the microscope
gave a 12 -inch disc a one mile
diameter.

Dearborn said that one of
the requirements of the four -
channel disc will be the cutting
of lacquers at approximately
one-third the playback speed.
"This will provide much bet-
ter groove definition, particu-
larly in the higher frequen-
cies," he said.

In conclusion, Laginestra
said: "The cooperation in this
joint effort with Panasonic and
VC has been marvelous. Our
achievement is a truly compati-
ble, discrete four -channel disc
which has none of the tech-
nological or price disadvan-
tages of discs employing matrix
systems. RCA Records stands
ready to assist other software
manufacturers to develop their
own in-house, four -channel rec-
ord production capability."

numbers (on a small-scale), there was canned music and lip -
syncing, there were those so -tired -they're -sleeping exchanges be-
tween presenters, there was the bestowing of awards geared more
toward enticing name artists to appear on the show (Leonard
Bernstein showed, the Beatles didn't) than toward altruism.

But we could all face each other in the morning, which is
more than can be said for past Grammy nights, and that is
absolutely nothing to sneeze at.

A couple of other observations: It was rather pleasant to
have on hand such a large contingent of Nashvillians, who, if
they weren't going to have been on television would, for
obviously chauvinistic reasons, have stayed home. Classical music
is the most neglected of current musical step -children. Aside
from the award to Bernstein, (who announced in questionable
taste that he was going home immediately after receiving his
Grammy to watch "West Side Story," which was offering the
Grammies competition on NBC), there were no classical citations
given during airtime.

The second half of the evening was, unavoidably, anti -climac-
tic, but even that sit, coming as it did after a couple of hours
of satisfactory diversion, skirted the tedium of previous years.
The sour note was Bobby Darin's emceeing manner. Darin, who
personified the brash performer when he started in the business,
claims to have gone through many changes over the years. Few
were noticeable during his podium tenure.

If NARAS' annual evening of industry self-congratulation has
now elevated itself to the level of typical entertainment, bravo.
At the conclusion of last year's prom, there was nowhere to go
but up. This year we did.

cerning publishing today?

Blaskey: One of the problems is the current royalty setup.
It really stinks and reflects the backseat publishing and writers
have had to take. The royalty rate was established by an Act of
Congress in 1909. Writers and publishers haven't had a rate
hike since then. It's really amazing when you consider songs are
the single most important element that goes into making most
of today's hits.

Another serious problem is the many parties that want to
share in a publisher's royalties. The record companies, managers,
attorneys and writers themselves all want percentages and in
many cases the result is no one has a chance after expenses to
make money. Certainly no one party is going to spend the time
and money it takes to aggressively work the writer's songs if
there's no profit picture. So the songs collect dust.

RW: What is the most important element for a publisher seek-
ing new writers?

Blaskey: Publishers today have to be able to recognize a
writer's potential as an artist as well as the single songs he
may write. A publisher has to be aware of talent. One of the
deals I made for Jobete is a good example of what I mean. We
signed a staff writer named Patti Dahlstrom and I demoed some
of her songs to show various producers. Working in the studio
with Patti, I realized that with the proper guidance she had all
the qualifications necessary to be an artist. After convincing
her that she could be an artist, I played the demos for Russ
Regan at Uni Records and he flipped over Patti's writing and
style. She was immediately signed and her first album containing
her own material was just released. We're doing the same thing
now at Playboy with our writers wherever it's possible. We
plan on being a total publishing operation and will take ad-
vantage of every opportunity to further the material and careers
of our writers.
