CBS Wins Piracy Case Injunction

strongest judicial statements to
date on the subject of record
piracy, the Supreme Court of
South Carolina has granted a
preliminary injunction to Co-
lumbia Broadcasting System,
Inc, in a case brought against
Custom Recording Company,
Inc.. Charles A. Schafer, Jenny
Hightower and numerous “John
Doe” defendants.

In reversing a lower court
decision which had denied CBS’
request for temporary injunc-
tion to prohibit the unlicensed

duplication by the defendants
of recordings issued by CBS,
the Supreme Court rejected the
defendants’ arguments that the
sale of records by a manufac-
turer would constitute a dedi-
cation of the performances
thereon to the public, and that
CBS’ assertion of its property
rights would violate Federal
antitrust laws.

Speaking for the 4-1 major-
ity, Associate Justice Littlejohn
stated: “‘Has the plaintiff’s
legitimate business been dam-

I Jackson' Pop Star

B Michael Jackson is lead singer
of the phenomenally successful
Motouwn Records family group,
the Jackson 5. His more recent
work as a solo recording artist
has achieved a similar degree of
popularity. A recent interview
follows.
o

Record World: When you go
on the road, is there a lot of
security?

Michael Jackson: Oh yeah,
when we travel, we have two
security agents. but when we do
the show, they surround the
stage.

RW: How would you feel if

they weren’t there?

Jackson: I would be a little bit nervous if they weren’t there.
At most of our concerts, girls try to get past the police, and if
the guards weren’t there, I would be expecting something like that
to happen.

RW: Are you ever afraid of all those people?

Jackson: No, all they ever want to do is to touch you, or get
your autograph, whatever. They don’t want to do anything to
hurt you.

RW: Obviously you’re busy learning your show and going to
school. How much do you involve yourself in other parts of your
business? Do you know how wealthy you are?

Jackson: I'm not really sure, but there have been a lot of good
changes since we became well-known, we rehearse more now. We
used to live in a small house. now we have a big one with a
studio, and a music room plus some of the things that we always
wanted. Like we always wanted a basketball court. In Gary, we
would have to walk a couple of miles to a basketball court, but
now we just all go out there and play.

RW: You mention that vou rehearse a lot more than you used
to. Did you to rehearse a lot before?

Jackson: Oh.yéah, all the time. Every day when we came home
from school. We put more interest in it now. My father used to
make us keep going and he put it in our heads that practice makes
perfect. Now I understand what he was trying to do. ¥

RW: Are you interested in any other aspects of the record
business? _

RW: Cou] you describe how your sessions are done? )

Jackso#s ! ey take us to the Motown studio to learn the song
first, then they&take us to the studio where ybu record, and do the

song. It takes u¢ about 25 minutes to learn the melody And we
go in and do it. Doesn’t take too long.

RW: Let’s say there was a new song. From the first time you
hear it until you record it, how long is that?

Jackson: A new song takes a little longer to record. Takes
around two hours, as long as it takes to get the melody. But when
you get in to record, it's like a different thing, you have to put
this in and that in you know.

RW: In other words, the tracks are cut first?

Jackson. Yes, the tracks are cut first and I do my lead, then the
guys come on and we do it all in one day.

RW Do you see your self ag spending a long career as a
performer?

Jackson: Oh yes.

RW: With your brothers, or solo?

Jackson: With my brothers. I'm not looking forward to solo
work. I’ll just keep on going ag T have.

RW: Are there any plang for vou to go out and do solo
concerts?

Jackson: No, we’ll be doing the same thing,

RW: Do you look forward to anything else besides musie-
movies or writing or. ... ..

Jackson: Oh yes, I like to act. I would like to act as well as I
sing, and I like to write songs too.

RW: Do you spend a lot of time doing that?

Jackson: Oh yeah.

RW Have you recorded anything you’ve written?

Jackson: Not yet, I want to save ’em all.

RW: What do you think about all the attention you've gotten
since you became a star? Do you have a tendency to keep part
of your life private, or do you mind answering questions from
people like me, or what?

Jackson: No, I don’t. I like to. And I know when other people
are interested in you, they like to know different things about
you. Like girls writing maybe to Sixteen Magazine, where they
tell them to ask these questions, and they ask it-they’re interested.

RW: Is it pretty much always the same question?

Jackson: Ah, not really.

RW: What sort of things do they ask?

Jackson: Oh, like, what do you keep in your pockets.

RW: What do you keep in your pockets?

Jackson: Money—change and bubblegum, that’s all. And they
like to know what you do in your spare time at home.

RW: You play basketball?

Jackson: And swim, and watch television.

RW: What do you watch?

Jackson: Flip Wilson, Sanford and Son, the Copycats, cartoons.

RW: Do you watch your own show?

Jackson: Yes.

RW: What do you think of it?

Jackson: It’s great.

RW: Do they have you doing things on that show that you
actually do?

Jackson: Right. For a long time, in Gary, I used to watch the
Beatles show. The same guys who did that one do ours and I
used to watch that one all the time. And I was thinking ‘if we had
a show . . ., and it actually came true.

RW: Do you think of your act as some kind of a story book
kind of a . . .?

Jackson: Yeah, I think so.

RW: As you travel around the country, do you see any
difference in other kids as compared to you and your way of life?

Jackson: Well, T know what it’s like because we used to do the
same thing. And every group that’s trying now should practice
every day.

RW: How long did you practice before you were discovered?

Jackson: I used to come home from school at three, and every-
thing would be set up in the living room, the drums and all, and
we praticed until night, and we kept on and kept on, and had
different meetings and stuff and we used to wonder when will we
have a show. And we did a couple of things for schools and they
were in the paper and a couple of days later we did a talent show
for the mayor and he invited his guest, Diana Ross, who was
visiting Gary, Indiana, and was a good friend of his, to see it.
She liked us and she came back stage and told us that she liked
the act, and she took us to Motown where we auditioned with a
counle of numbers and they liked the act too.

RW: How did you learn what to do on stage?

Jackson: You learn by watching all kinds of stuff. I learned
to dance by watching, that’s all it takes, if you watch really good,
you can do it. I watch James Brown all the time, different girls
on different television shows. I think it’s very important to my
act, it makes it more exciting. My father showed us the things
that look good, the choreography that we did, and he took us to
some people’s shows that we watched, and that helped a lot.

with a progressive
format.
“Azucar,” written by Pal-

mieri with an English lyric by
Jimmy Norman, was originally
a 10-minute cut in the album.
Played by FM and area college
stations in New York, a shorter
version soon was requested and
has been supplied to WWRL,
WLIB and many other stations,

In addition to his 13 piece
orchestra, Palmieri assembled
the Harlem River Drive vocal
group who he had introduced
in an earlier album that is also
breaking out and a further in-
dication of the growing influ-
ence of Latin soul. Also brought
to Sing Sing for the concert
and album were comedians
Chavetita and Pirignon, with
radio personalities Joe Gaines
(WEVD) and Paquito Navarro
(WHOM) as emcees.

The album is an outgrowth
of Palmieri’s long-standing
practice of presenting free con-
certs at correctional facilities
both in the New York area and
Puerto Rico. It takes note of
the heavy Black and Puerto
Rican prison population which
coincides with the Latin and
R&B style of his band. He con-
ceived the idea of a live LLP that
would reflect this cross-culture

while simultaneously bringing
a show to the Sing Sing in-
mates anxious for familiar en-
tertainment.

Joe Cain, Director of Roulet-
te’s Tico label, cleared the proj-
ect with Sing Sing Supervisor
J. Leland Casscles and began
the intricate planning. Roulette
President Morris Levy financed
the project, knowing it was a
gamble to attempt recording a
complete album in the space of
the two hours allocated by pri-
son officials for the show. Three
engineers, a chartered bus and
equipment truck were neces-
sary for a full day in advance
to transform the penitentiary
auditorium into a recording
facility.

Palmieri emphasizes that the
prison concert was not an iso-
lated engagement aimed at re-
cording the album, but g high-
light in his continuing program
of performances at correctional
institutions. He has previously
appeared at Riker’s Island,
Greenhaven and other New
York jails as well as the Osso
Blanco penal facility outside of
San Juan. He said his band
members and the others who
contributed their services were
eager to appear at other pri-
sons and would like to interest

municipal, state or federal
authorities in promoting a
musical career development

program both within prisons
and the larger community to in-
volve young people before they
got into trouble.

It is a perfect
record to do the sexy new dance—The Bump—which
is the rage at Harlow's in Society Hill,
Philadelphia. It reminds us of U.S. Bond's
"Quarter To Three." We look for many stations to
jump on it, because it obviously attracts
attention. Steve Wax personally flew it out to

Los Angeles.

The next huge r&b to pop crossover 0'Jays.
"Back-Stabbers" writers, producers, Ken Gamble
and Leon Huff, have captured the sound made
famous by the Undisputed Truth on their record
"Smiling Faces." These guys are also hot with two
other smash r&b GO-RILLAS: The new Joe Simon
and also the Harold Melvin and the Blue Notes.

The new Al Green "I'm Still In Love With You"
is his fourth monster in a row. There is no
question that he may be termed the "Black Tom
Jones," because he has emerged as one of the
greatest song stylists of our day. A charisma and
magnetism surround him already, but his impact
has not yvet really been felt. When the white
masses hear him do Bacharach-David tunes as we
did at the Latin Casino, it will open up a whole
new can of peaches (topped with rich sour cream).

B The mathematics of ratio is a simple little
fact placed in our head early in grade school,
so Einstein’s theory of reativity, in itg first
step, is understandable to us all. Here’s a six
foot rock. At age two, I am three feet tall. The
rock is twice as tall as I am. At age 21, I am
Six feet-one inch tall. The rock is now smaller
than I am, If we had not been oriented to
know that we grow, we might mis-assume that
we stayed the same and the rock shrunk. In fact, the only two
ways that we know we grow are (1) our relationship to our
environment and (2) the fact that society, as a whole, explains
to us that we are growing. My father says “My . . . Bobby’s
growing.” The biology books even explain to us in detail how we
grow. Okay, with only two of our senses, we know we grow. We
see our enviroment change, and we hear others tell us we're
changing. Touch, taste, hear, see, smell . , . the five senses. On
a desert one day, I saw a rock in the distance . .. I figured it was
about 300 yards away and about 20 feet high. For the hell of it,
I decided to count my steps to the rock. One solid hour later T
had lost count. The rock now was fully a half mile away and at
least 100 feet high. After a three hour walk toward the rock, I
gave up and turned back, fully realizing the rock was a mountain
that I could not reach before sundown.

Most of the communication about radio has only been discus-
sion of the staus quo. How are things in radio today? Well, Tom-
my Edwards is now at WLS, and KHJ isn’t playing Donny Os-
mond, and WABC isn’t on ... and on ... and on .. . RADIO
.. . from the days of crystal sets . .. one ear phone to listen in

. a tuner struggling to reach a slight joining with the lone
signal that reached the area ... to radio on two gigantic life-like
speakers . . . and now four speakers. RADIO . .. on transistors
that sit in the palms of your hands, sit in your dashboard, go on
your belt . . . fill the very sounds of your life. RADIO is every-
wrere . . . an advertising campaign from ARB a few years ago
cited.

At this moment it’s 8 pm. I'm on an island. This island is the
most beautiful place I've ever been. The most incredible blue sky
that matches the blue water . . . a blue that I never knew existed
It’s perfect color . . . as perfect as a natural 20,000 cycle tone.
In the lushness of the jungle and the flowers . . . Everywhere
there are flowers and waterfalls. We decided to walk yesterday,
and Victor, who grew up on this island. picked us up. Peace on
his face . .. that’s what I saw. The sound of his words, “I don’t
want to be a millionaire, I just want to live a good life.” In this
quiet, with these people on this island, now listening to the sound
of ocean and feeling the peace, I can turn my radio on. Television,
telephones, jet airplanes . . . all are miles away. There are no
stores here . . . there’s only one contact with the outside world.
RADIO is everywhere . . . and it’s telling me how warm it is . ..
what time it is ... what it’s name is . .. and then, mixed with the
sound of the ocean and the birds and the rustling of mountains
of flowers in the breeze, it sings me its call letters. And it is
suddenly apparent to me that it has nothing . . . absolutely
nothing to say to me. Yea, yea, I'm sitting here in the jungle and
I've just won a toaster. Go with me to the cardboard boxes that
lie staked so you have to gaze twice to determine whether it's
a junkyard or a Tijuana housing development, Go with me to
homes everywhere and tell me if giving a toaster away is what
our listeners are asking for. Oh yes, we can learn about ARB,
psychological motivation . . . we can sell our call letters, our
names, any product that we want. We sold breakfast cereals for
years before the Federal Trade Commission finally let us know,
through the pressures of a cat who found out, I'll bet, that there
was no nutritional value in cereals. RADIO . . . unlike television,
which is almost viewed in the home . . . unlike newspapers,
which are read during one sitting and always yesterday’s news
... RADIO is the only form of communication that reaches the
masses, and it reaches them at any time, any place. When I am
caught up with getting those numbers, T can be brutal; I could
pull every psychological trick out of my hat that only a couple

RW: Is your father a professional entertainer?

Jackson: Yes, he had a group, a singing group. I forget the
name of it.

RW: Were you nervous at your first big concert?

Jackson: No, because we had done lots of little shows before
that. Our first big show was with Diana when she discovered us.
QOur first show was in a shopping store where there was a big sign
saying “The Jackson Five” which attracted people into the store
to see the group and to perhaps buy things there, It was a
surprise when Diana Ross was at the show. If she hadn’t been
there and we weren’t discovered, we would have just kept on
trying and hoping. We had won that talent show and a couple
of others and ever since then we never lost one. We used to do
mostly Motown songs, like Temptations things, and James Brown’s
things- we had a strobe light that went on and off when we did
the James Brown things—it worked out very well.

I like a lot of the old Motown stuff-we used to do a lot of it in
our act. Like Supremes, Marvin Gaye. We used to do mostly
Temptations stuff, though everybody did then. There would be
a group around doing that stuff and they would split up in a
couple of weeks. You have to keep at it to make it.

RW: What's the first Motown record you remember?

Jackson: The first Motown record we had, my mother bought
it, was Smokey Robinson’s “Monkey Time” I was around six.
That’s the first music I can remember. We listen now to James
Brown, Three Dog Night. My father’s favorite group is the Roll-
ing Stones. It would be fun to play a gig with them. Don’t they
live overseas, though?

Jackson: I used to go places by myself, far away places, not
just the store. There's a big difference. you know. I can go to the
store now by myself, but when we go to far away places like the
movies, go-cart racing, horseback riding, we have to take security
with us. If we go without security, they tell us that we should
have some because kids recognize us. Usually they just want
autographs. People know we live in 1.A. Sometimes the mailman
gets a letter addressed “Jackson 5” with no address, and he
knows where to bring it.

First GSF Release; Three Singles Out

B NEW YORK-—Three months
of feverish organizational and
staffing activity reached a cres-
cendo this week at GSF Records
Inc., as the company released its
first ever disc product. Three
singles hit the market with a
host of other singles due within
weeks and initial releases now
targeted for August shipment.

This week it exploded in
Boston, jumped 40-33 at KLIF and jumped on KHJ,
WOKY, WROV, WPDQ . . . many people are also
talking about their fantastic Raspberries album.

B LOS ANGELES — Cheech &
Chong’s official bio claims that
the two have, in recent months,
“done a number on the world
of high comedy.” The state-
ment, as applied to the Ode re-
cording duo, can be taken any
number of ways, but one thing
is for certain: Cheech&Chong
rank high in the esteem of those
who like to laugh. “We found
something new that people
could relate to,” Tommy Chong
explains,

Chong is the one with the
show biz background. His father
was ‘“an itinerant topless night
club owner,” and Tommy was
born in, of all places, in Edmon-
ton, Alberta, Canada(some have
suggested a “Reborn” album
with the Edmonton Symphony
Orchestra). Tommy actually be-
gan his career on stage as a
guitar player in r&b bands
around Western Canada; one of
them, Bobby Taylor and the
Vancouvers, was even signed to
Motown by Berry Gordy, Jr.
Their big hit, “Does Your
Mama Know About Me,” was
written by Chong.

Richard Marin, ‘“Cheech,”
was born in “the better section
of Watts, California.” He is the
son of an L.A. policeman, and
as soon as he was sprung from
San Fernando Valley college, he
split for Canada where he ran
into Chong.

City Lights

The two of them were in a
group known as City Lights,
which was patterned after the
Second City of Chicago and the
Committee of San Francigco,
and consisted of three freaks,
four topless dancers, a mime
artist and a roaring audience.

City Lights then broke up,
but Cheech and Chong stayed
together as a duo. They trav-
eled south to the “Hoot” night
at the Troubadour, where Ode
President Lou Adler heard
them, and signed them in short
order,

At present Cheech&Chong’s
just-released second album,
“Big Bambu,” is racing up The
Album Chart. Adler says the
first one, “Cheech and Chong,”
is still selling about 10 thou-
sand a week and is 20 thousand
away from going gold. The
duo’s first national television
appearance will be in Septem-
ber on Kenny Rogers’ “Rollin’
On The River” show. And July
2, if you’re in Las Vegas, check
out the Flamingo Hotel at
about 2 am. Cheech&Chong wil]
be doing a special show for all
the Vegas entertainers at that
time.

of years of study can teach me . . . and zap it right on those
potential numbers. I can pull strings in their heads and force
them to say my call letters. But what have I done?

Who among you would give your son a stone when he asked
for bread? The world has grown. There are multiples of people
as compared to 1920 when KDKA went on the air. Crystal sets
have changed to a transistor that hooks on my belt. A choice of
one signal hag changed to a choice of many. We’re grown up, but
maybe so are the rocks. The people have changed . . . their
problems are different. Many of them are deciding that Victor
is right . . . maybe those smokes stacks aren’t worth having a bad
life over. They don’t want to be millionaires . . . they want to
have a good life. And they’re beginning to recognize that radio
is trying to sell them—nothing—no nutritional value,

In 1920, KDKA went on the air with election results. That
was the important information of the day. Also, that night, the
first commercials hit the air. “We thank Hamilton’s Record Shop
for the music.” In 1972, it will be the election results again and
another commercial. It’s satisfying to know that I can sit in this
jungle and find out how the stock market is doing or what time
it is. But somehow in this space, or in a lonely one-room apart-
ment on New York’s upper West side, it seems to me that if
you’re the only human voice I have to hear, you might give me
something . . . that means something. I turned you on because
with all of nature. with all the beauty or whatever the envirnc-
ment may be, there is still nothing more beautiful of fulfilling
than communication from another human being. And you're
trying to pretend that I haven’t grown . .. that we haven’t grown.
The birds and the trees, the flowers, the cardboard walls, the
frame bed, the sound of the traffic, and the sound of the surf ...
are all real—stark reality. And you are pretending that you’re
someone else.

FILM REVIEW

Compelling ‘Parades’

W NEW YORK — “Parades,” a
first feature film attempt by
producer-director Robert J. Sie-
gel, is a compelling, almost
seething look into the entire
nature of military stockades,
that ancient and sordid form
the army calls justice, Maybe
it’s because I can identify, but
I don’t ever remember a com-
parison to this 95 minutes of
tortured celluloid hell.

In the days when few sought
refuge in ‘Canada I took the
relatively easy way out by join-
ing the reserves, not the most
well-equipped fighting unit in
the world, but the uniforms
were just as green as those
worn in southeast Asia. I re-
member the countless days of
marching, actually tip-toeing
past the stockade. Inside the
barbed wire fences always rep-
resented a mythical fear of the
most astronomical proportions.
At least I knew they’d never
get me inside, and I was far
from the model soldier. After
seeing “Parades,” those fears
became reality.

The story, written for the
screen by George Tabori, con-
cerns a group of AWOL’s and
their terrible dehumanizing life
in a stockade. The only thing
they look forward to is death,
and when they’re not being
brutalized, they’re busy figur-
ing out ways of committing sui-
cide. The lives of the inmates
are controlled and ruled over
by the maddening stereotype,
Sgt. Hook, magnificently played
by Brad Sullivan, who inciden-
tally makes his film debut, Sul-
livan’s performance, the best in
the film, is the finest of that
nature since Ernest Borgnine's
great portrayal of Fatso in
“From Here To Eternity.”

“Parades” is a scary piece of
fiction, one that should be ap-
plauded technically, yet hated
conceptually. And it should be
hated, because it’s concept un-
fortunately mirrors our trou-
bled times. At any rate see it.
It should hurt real bad.

The music
for this recording was espe-
cially planned and arranged by
Enoch Light and Jeff Hest and
presents the most advanced en-
gineering expertise ever devel-
oped for 4-channel recording.
The musical information is di-
rectional and identifiable when
it appears on each individual
channel and combines on all
four channels to present a dy-
namic presentation of all of the
musical and technical advances
achieved by 4-channel record-
ing.

Light believes that the music
for 4-channel recording must
be especially arranged and re-
corded so as to add a greater
dimension and enjoyment po-
tential for the listener—other-
wise 4-channel recording will
not be dramatic enough to
achieve great commercial suc-
cess.

Liner Breakdown

In addition to performances
by many of the world’s greatest
musicians, this recording in its
liner presents a complete break-
down of the instruments’ loca-
tion on al] of the different songs
and the listener can enjoy the
positive separation as well as
the distinctive presence of the
different instruments and in-
strumental sections in the over-
all balance. Light believes that
4-channel recording must not
present a so-called rear chan-
nel ambience but that each in-
dividual channel must have an
individuality and a definite
presence and contribute to a
definite overal]l musical balance.

The ‘“4-Channe] Dynamite!”
record was acclaimed at the
CES show and the great ma-
jority of hardware manufac-
turers were using either this
record or its cartridge version
to demonstrate their equipment.
The recording is available in
matrix record, both in the San-
sui system concept and in the
Columbia SQ system concept. It
is also available on quad-8 car-
tridge and reel-to-reel tape. Just
as Light originally conceived of
“Persuasive Percussion” at the
start of the stereo era, Project
3 believes that “4-Channel Dy-
namite!” will contribute greatly
to the public’s interest in 4-
channel hardware and software.
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Banner Books The Rock & Roll Revival

W NEW YORK — Among Mar-
shall MeLuhan’s most reason-
able observations, or “probes,”
as he likes to call them, is the
transformation of ‘“cliche to
archetype.”

One can see this theory in
practice in rock music today, as
the formerly cliched “do-wop”
music of the 1950s becomes the
historically “relevant” art form
of the 1970s. Aside from the
much-publicized revival shows
which currently fill college au-
ditoriums and mammoth arenas
from coast to coast, rock & roll
nostalgia has surfaced on tele-
vision and radio, in books, mag-
azineg and films, and even in
university  classrooms. Vin-
tage rock & roll has grown in
importance to the point where
a booking agency, Banner Tal-
ent Associates, Inc., has been

founded specifically to deal
with it.

Beginnings
Logically enough, Banner

President David Zaan and Vice
President Jom Hudson are as
deeply rooted in rock & roll as
the artists they handle. Zaan,
who began his musical career
as a salesman for a record dis-
tributor, founded the Zaan Mu-
sic Agency in 1958, and until
the formation of Banner in
January, 1972, booked many of
the newly ‘“revived” artists in
night clubs and concerts in the
New York-New Jersey area.
Hudson entered the scene
about eight years ago, working
for Dick Clark’s Caravan out
of Pittsburgh; prior to Banner
he was affiliated with Rock Tal-
ent Associates, a booking agen-
cy which worked on a national
level. In response to the cur-
dent demand for 1950s artists,
the two men formed Banner
with the intention of provid-
ing revival artists with high-
powered representation on an
international scale.

In the past few months Ban-
ner has booked artists into
most of the better known nos-
talgia shows—Richard Nader’s
rock & roll revival, for exam-
ple, as well as in college con-
certs and night clubs. In addi-
tion, Banner has worked with
a number of peonle not directly
associated with the music busi-
ness, bringing rock & roll his-
tory to a constantly expanding
audience.

“Free Time,” a local program
produced by New York’s edu-
cational television outlet, Chan-
nel 138, has devoted four pro-
grams to the origins of rock &
roll since April, 1971. Working
with NET producer Alan Gold-
berg, David Zaan has handled
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bookings for each of the shows,
which featured the Angels, the
5 Satins, the Vibrations, the
Harptones, the Cadillacs, and
Arlene Smith and the Chantells,
among others. The “Free Time”
format presented the artists in
performance, as well as in con-
versation with 1950s era disc-
jockeys and the show’s hosts,
Jeff Greenfield and John Har-
din,

Another even more unusual
gside of the rock & roll revival
is taking shape in university
classrooms, New York’s New
School for Social Research, for
example, has instituted a course
in rock & roll, In a special class
devoted to rock & roll history,
David Zaan brought the Angels
and one of the Five Satins to
the school as guest speakers in
a question and answer session.

One of the less-publicized
aspects of the current nostalgia
trend is the appearance of an
entirely new audience. Most
college students are simply not
old enough to associate this mu-
sic with their long-lost youth,
and as David Zaan points out,
there is no way they can be
the people who bought the rec-
ords back in 1957. While the
original fans patronize the
night club shows, college con-
certs are filled by college stu-
dents, or even high school stu-
dents, for that matter,

The popularity of “oldies”
artists among this new-found
audience can be gauged by the
success of revival shows on
campus. For example, when
Banner brought Chuck Berry,
the Crystals, the Chiffons, and
Danny and the Juniors to New
York State University at Bing-
hamton, college  spokesmen
credited these artists with the
greatest turn-out for any rock
concert in the school’s history.
Similarly, when the National
Entertainment Conference, a col-
lege-run organization, held its
convention in Kansas City this
yvear, they came to Banner for
musical amusement.

Activities

The list of activities for re-
vival artists goes on and on.
Banner is currently at work
compiling material and copy-
rights for an “oldies” album,
featuring the original artists
performing their early hits; the
album, which will be promoted
in a 12-week television and
radio campaign, should be
available in about six weeks. In
addition, Banner is booking re-
vival artists for upcoming
European tours, as well as an
increasing number of night club
engagements.
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Mike Belkin, Promoter

B NEW YORK — Mike Belkin,
who began promoting concerts
in Cleveland in 1965 to publi-
cize his family’s clothing busi-
ness, is a music industry re-
naissance man. From small be-
ginnings, when he brought to
Cleveland its first pop-rock con-
certs in the form of the Four
Freshmen and the New Christy
Minstrels, Belkin’s concerns
have grown to include Belkin
Productions, his concert promo-
tion firm; Belkin Personal Man-
agement, which manages the
James Gang and the Sir Doug-
las Quintet, among others; and
Belkin-Maduri Productions, a
record-production firm,

In addition, Belkin has pro-
duced several benefits for Pres-
idential candidate George Mc-
Govern, which have brought
together such superstars as
Paul Simon, Joni Mitchell, and
James Taylor, at times on the
same night in the same city as
a profit-making Belkin Produc-
tion. This summer, Belkin will
utilize the Akron Rubber Bowl],
a sports stadium, to stage some
of the most interesting large
scale, non-festival concerts ever
mounted. He will promote Three
Dog Night and the James Gang
together, while Black Sabbath
and Humble Pie will also share
a bill. Rubber Bowl concerts
headlining Chicago, the Rolling
Stones, the Allman Brothers,
the Osmonds, Yes, and Alice
Cooper are being confirmed.

It's a big business, as Mike
Belkin would be the first to
agree, and the “secret” of his
success, as he revealed it to
Record World recently, is sim-
ply to be “businesslike,” con-
sistently, honestly, and pub-
licly. Belkin feels that too many
music business people feel that
the industry has a code of
ethics and a set of procedures
all its own. On the contrary, he
maintains that the sound busi-
ness practices and straight-
forward bargaining principles
that helped the family business

to thrive provided a basis for
an organization that is prob-
ably the second largest pro-
moter of musical talent in the
country.

Notably, Belkin does not limit
himself to rock acts only, as he
feels that profitable concerts
are possible with the widest
range of styles, A large num-
ber of the 250 concerts he pro-
duced in 1971 headlined mid-
dle of the road artists, and in
fact, Belkin’s first successful
shows featured performers like
Johnny Mathis and Johnny Car-
son in venues to which he in-
troduced these major attrac-
tions. Now there is a full-time
representative of the firm in
every city in which Belkin pro-
duces, from Los Angeles to
New York with many points in
between.

But perhaps the first and
foremost explanation for Mike
Belkin’s success is the kind of
person he is: self-assured, ar-
ticulate, warmly communica-
tive, with more than a touch
of humor to the way he ex-
presses himself, Belkin is the
kind of promoter that gives one
the feeling that there’s enough
in a given venture for every-
body concerned. His flair for
imaginative salesmanship is
pointed up by one of the most
unusual of his upcoming pro-
motions, He wil] send burlesque
star Tempest Storm, whom he
manages, on a package tour
complete with emcee, orchestra,
and candy barker to campuses
around the country as “Bur-
lesque Goegs To College.” Call
it camp, nostalgia, or just a
refreshingly non-academic form
of entertainment, the package
should set college promoter’s
mouths to watering.

From the Four Freshmen to
Alice Cooper, Mike Belkin Pro-
ductions have brought pop mu-
sic to places where it wasn’t
before he got there. A better
promotional device than that,
the industry could not ask for.

Beverly Hills

34 Cuts

The album consists of 34 cuts
and out of that, three are rated
X (for college and underground
play); six are GP rated (pro-
grammer’s guidance suggested)
and 25 cuts are G (pretty safe
for everyone to play).

From sample test pressing
sent around to various markets,
airplay has already started on
a large variety of formatted
stations. Interestingly enough, a
number of major market top
40s started programming the
cuts that are under one minute
and there are 17 of those. A
number of FM stations chose to
run with the “X” rated cuts
immediately.

“There is nothing in this al-
bum that would change a radio
station into a parking lot,”
claims Diamond, ‘It just de-
pends on whether management
wants to present the humorous
side of topics already discussed
on radio and tv, and to what
extent he would like his listen-
ers to be entertained.”

Virginia Enacts
Anti-Piracy Statute

B NEW YORK—The Governor
of Virginia has signed into law
an Anti-Piracy Statute bring-
ing to 10 the number of States
which have enacted recording
anti-piracy legislation to date.
The other states already hav-
ing anti-piracy laws are: New
York, California, Arizona, Ar-
kansas, Tennessee, Florida,
Texas, Washington and Penn-
sylvania. In addition, other re-
cording anti-piracy laws have
been introduced in other state
legislatures.

The new Virginia law makes
it unlawful to manufacture, dis-
tribute or wholesale any re-
cording with knowledge that
the sounds have been trans-
ferred without consent of the
owner and also makes it unlaw-
ful for any person to knowingly
retail or possess for the pur-
pose of retailing any recorded
device that has been produced,
manufactured, distributed or
acquired at wholesale in viola-
tion of any provision of the
Statute. It requires the true
name of the manufacturer to
be placed on the package of
every recorded device sold or
transferred or possessed for the
purpose of sale.

Provisions

The statute further provides
that every individual manufac-
ture, distribution or sale or
transfer at wholesale of such
recorded devices in contraven-
tion of the provisions of the
chapter constitutes a separate
misdemeanor, and makes it the
duty of all law enforcement of-
ficers, upon discovery, to con-
fiscate all recorded devices that
do not conform to the provi-
sions of the statute.

According to Jules E. Yar-
nell, Special Counsel on Anti-
Piracy Activities for RIAA, the
importance of these state stat-
utes lies in the fact that the
Federal Copyright Amendment,
signed into law by President
Nixon on October 15, 1971,
grants statutory copyright pro-
tection for sound recordings
fixed and issued after Febru-
ary 15, 1972, The amendment
(Public Law 92-140) thus
leaves those recordings previ-
ously issued to be protectable
only through civil suits by re-
cording companies against tape
and record pirates for unfair
competition under the common
law of the several states or
through local criminal enforce-
ment proceedings in the states
having statutes similar to that
now enacted in Virginia and
the nine other states mentioned,

Carlin Sells Qut—Bitter End

to the statement. Sure his Lit-
tle David album, “FM & AM,”
is hilariously funny. And yes,
he breaks up any and al] talk
shows the idiot box has to offer,
but face to face, person to per-
son, is the greatest test of a
comedian’s skills. On that basig
Carlin doesn’t have to worry
about not getting airplay, or
which particular words will
TV’s insidious censors decide
to bleep. He just goes out there
and kills them. Does he ever.

In days of old Carlin de-
pended largely on characters
like Al Sleet, the hippy-dippy
weather man, and the famous
top 40 deejay, Willie West.

neering and recording opera-
tions. Continuing to report to
Dearborn are Rex Isom, Chief
Engineer; Larry Schnapf, Man-
ager, Recording Operations, and
Robert Summer, Manager, Ma-
terials.

We’'ve spent
a lot of time discussing rhythm
& blues as a cultural dimension.
Remember, while white middle
class was listening to Rosey
Clooney and Eddie Fisher in the
early 1950s, black kids were
digging the Clovers, Some of
the students are old Pat Boone
freaks. They have to be told
that Fats Domino recorded
“Ain’t That A Shame” first.

Isralow is also directly in-
volved with the Institute For
Rock & Roll Studies, another
program under the wing of UB.
He said, “the Institute’s express
aim is to collect, collate, and
evaluate all material relevant to
research and commentary in the
field of contemporary American
ethnomusicology.”

Mastertone Employs

Vari-Pitch Computer
By MARTIN SNIDER

B NEW YORK-—When cutting
a record with a lathe, one prob-
lem arises when you are deal-
ing with extremely high and
low notes. This problem arises
quite frequently with classical
music.

Record World recently visited
Mastertone Studies on 42nd
Street, here, where we found
a couple of unusual features.
First of all, there is a new com-
puterized system which elimi-
nates the problem mentioned
above. Secondly, there is a
woman, Gladys Hopkowitz, op-
erating the machine.

The device, invented by
Capps, is quite small, The ma-
jor complex lies in the other
equipment used in the room,
which Miss Hopkowitz says is
the most fully equipped cutting
room in use. The Vari-Pitch
Computer, as it is called, al-
lows the pitch (grooves) to be
cut more efficiently. If there is
room on the disc, the Vari-
Pitch varies the width of the
pitch to allow for higher or
lower tones, There is an ad-
vance head that monitors the
cutting lathe’s signal into the
computer, which then -causes
the lathe to cut a most effec-
tive pitch.

Mastertone is the only studio
using the Vari-Pitch, which has
been in operation for a few
weeks, and already ABC/Dun-
hill and the Musical Heritage
Society have asked Mastertone
to cut masters for them using it.

He believed this quiet little
town of 8,000 people, with its beautiful climate
and countryside, would be an ideal place to
relax and make music.

Ten years and close to 100 million records
later, history has proven him right. At his
Muscle Shoals studios, Rick has produced an
unprecedented string of hits with
such artists as Aretha Franklin, Bobbie
Gentry, Clarence Carter, Tommy
Roe, Candi Staton, Liza
Minnelli, and Joe Simon, to
name just a handful. Hits that
paved the way for him to be
named the number one producer of 1971.
