Landwehr Pleads Not Guilty
To Assorted Tape Charges

B NEW YORK—Seven men and
two women, including Phillip
Landwehr, the president of ’re-
mier Albums, Inc., pleaded not
guilty in New York City Crimin-
al Court last week to inform-
ations filed by District Attorney
Frank S. Hogan charging them
with a variety of counts involv-
ing the manufacture and sale of
pirated and counterfeit tape
recordings.

The indictments stem from a
series of raids conducted last
September by the New York
County District Attorney’s Of-
fice in which more than 400,000
pirated and counterfeit 8-track
cartridges were seized. The in-
vestigation was prompted by in-
formation provided by the Re-
cording Industry Association of
America.

RIAA issued a statement
praising District Attorney Ho-
gan and his capable assistant,
Roy R. Kulesar, for their zealous
enforcement of New York State’s
Anti-Piracy law. “They have
served as a model of law enforce-
ment in helping to rid our coun-
try of a pernicious evil which
is draining countless millions of
dollars from legitimate record
companies, performers, music-
ians and legitimate wholesalers
and retailers,” RIAA said.

Phillip Landwehr, president of
Premier Albums, Inc., and the
company itself were charged
with ten counts of attempting to
commit the crime of unauthoriz-

ed copying of phonograph rec-
ords, a misdemeanor under Sec-
tion 561 of the General Business
Law. They were also charged
with conspiracy in the fourth
degree, a Class B misdemeanor,

and with five counts of criminal
possession of a forged instru-
ment in the third degree, a
Class A misdemeanor. Identical
informations were also filed a-
gainst George Kurtz and Michael

8 NEW YORK — Jazz has
been around for quite some
time, and by now, so has elec-
tric rock. These types of music
have branched out from their
original states to new forms.
What do you say when the in-
fluences of jazz and rock are
added to the complexity of the
classics? You come up with a
form of music which has pro-
gressed from these three types,
hence, you say “progressive” or
“contemporary’” music.

It’s debatable which type of
music is the most influential on
progressive, but because of the
jazz background of most pro-
gressive musicians, the music
is termed jazz. But it’s incor-
rect and one of the first to
realize this is Columbia Re-
cords. They are also one of the
major supporters of progres-
sive music.

“Jazz is a very restrictive
term,” Bob Altschuler opined.
Altschuler, Director of Press
and Public Information, has
taken the music he enjoys most
and supported it fully at Co-
lumbia. “Columbia prefers to
call the musie ‘progressive.””

While 1 was talking to Alt-
schuler and Bruce Lundvall,
Vice-President, Marketing. an
ad was mentioned to me which
was going to be printed shortly
in some magazines, but the ad
used the word ‘“jazz,” Bruce
immediately placed a call de-
manding the word be changed
to “progressive” “I have no
quarrel with the world ‘jazz,””
said Bruce, but “our thrust is
to expose (these artists) to the
rock buying audience.” And as
long as retailers continue to
rack the records under jazz, the
buying public will be under the
impression that the music is
standard jazz’”

Columbia has many important
contemporary musicians on the

label: Miles Davis, Ornette
Coleman, John McLaughlin,
Weather Report, Bill Evans,

Keith Jarrett and many more.
It was Miles who first broucht
contemporary music before the
public with “Miles In The Sky.”
But this was in the midst of
the rock era, and only a few
precison-minded and musical
people paid attention to the
record. Despite few sales, Co-
lumbia pushed forward with
more records until they released
“Bitches Brew.” It was at this
time that Columbia took an his-
toric step for music; they con-
vinced Miles to play the Fill-
more East. No one knew what
to expect, but with standing
ovations, many eyes and ears
opened. ‘““Bitches Brew” sold
over 150,000 and the pace was

set.

“No one forces (contempo-
rary music) into commercial-
ity,” stated Kip Cohen, Vice-
President, Head of A&R. “we
can only encourage artists to
perform in places where people
can see them. Exposure. We
had the Mahavishnu Orchestra
do college concerts with rock
groups in New England, which
we can use to directly account
for sales.”

Why does Columbia continue
to invest thousands of dollars
into a field of music which
right now has only a selective
sales appeal ?

“We feel the music has to be
recorded,” said Altschuler.
Lundvall continued, “Columbia
has a total commitment to all
areas of music. We want to be
associated with these ‘total’
musicians. They deserve to be
recorded so their music will be
available to those people who
want it.”

Granted, the cash return is
initially small; “these people
may not sell well in the be-
ginning, but later they will be

big,” feels Lundvall. “We’re
dealing with such a profes-
sional level of musicianship.

something is bound to explode.”

One of the most recent acts
to explode is John McLaughlin’s
Mahavishnu Orchestra. John
previously recorded for Doug-
las, but was discovered by Co-
lumbia when he was doing a
session with Miles for the “In
A Silent Way” album.

Other
rock acts refuse to play on the
bill with him because he tends
to drain every bit of energy out
of an audience, yet they look at
him with the deepest respect.
“Musicians become encouraged
to grow further and progress
(after seeing MecLaughlin),”
Kip added.

B MEMPHIS—In a recent mag-
azine article, Al Bell, Executive
Vice President of Stax, was
quoted as making the following
statement, which illuminates the
Stax philosophy: “When you
talk about the general acceptance
of soul music, that’s really just
another term or category used
to define Black music, the Black
oriented music. And the problem
has been that the music was
classified for a specific reason,
and that was to confine it within
a certain area and say that it
only appealed to a certain set
or class of people. It was once
called records, and then they
cleaned it up a little bit and they
called it rhythm and blues, and
then they softened it a little
bit and they called it r&b and
now they’re calling it soul, and
next year they’re going to call
it something else, and pretty
soon we're all going to call it
what we listen to—music. That’s
inevitable. Once an artist is able
emotionally, in a sincere fashion,
to translate his feelings or his

philosophy to words and music
then he becomes like a soulful
painter who’s able to do the
same thing on canvas. So I don't
think that the term soul should
be confined to Black folk. The
popularity of people understand-
ing people being real is what
you're talking about.”

Stax is talking about people
understanding people a lot these
days. Assuredly the response in
sales and acclaim would make it

With Soul Forever

B NEW YORK — The past 12
months have been a highly suc-
cessful period for Rhythm and
Blues at Atlantic Records. New
gold record certifications have
been awarded to many Atlantic
stars including Aretha Frank-
lin, Robert Flack, Donny Hatha-
way, Wilson Pickett, Betty
Wright and the Persuaders—
while new talent such as The
Spinners, Margie Joseph, have
made their recording debuts on
Atlantic labels.

Aretha Franklin continued
her record-breaking chronology
of gold records by picking up
her gixth gold album on Atlan-
tic, in addition to her 13 gold

singles, with the release of
her two-album set, “Amazing
Grace.”

Roberta Flack has come to
the forefront of soul singers
during the past year. All of her
released albums, including
“First Take,” “Chapter Two,’
and “Quiet Fire” have now bheen
awarded gold records, as well
as her number 1 single, “First

Time Ever I Saw Your Face.”
Donny Hathaway is another
artist who made his mark in
the past months. His album,
“Donny Hathaway Live,” has
been a smash seller, while his
collaboration album, “Roberta
Flack and Donny Hathaway,”
was recently certified gold. The
two artists’ recent single,
“Where Is The Love” has also
been creating sales as a top-ten
hit.

Betty Wright is another fine
artist who was awarded a gold
record for her talents last year.

Columbia’s R&B Expansion:
Fair Shake For Artists

@ NEW YORK--There are in-
herent aspects of the r&b mar-
ket that some companies seem
to work with naturally as a
instincts. R&b’s singles orienta-
tion, its somewhat unique sales
patterns, and its very long stand-
ing and worthwhile musical tra-
ditions have generally made it
easier for the small independent
company to take advantage of
each individual record as it
comes along, moving fast to
make the most of each individ-
ual situation. Yet Columbia hag
traditionally been an “artist-
oriented” company, devoted
from the outset to the long run
and the career artist. In the
pop and classical fields, from
Streisand to Joplin to Szell,
Columbia excells at promoting
an artist’s image and art far
beyond the crucial level of na-
tional airplay,

This dedication and perhaps
conservatism, influences the

RCA’s

new look that Columbia is tak-
ing as its r&b policy, with the
aim of becoming as diverse and
flexible a marketing organiza-
tion as the industry has to offer.
“The proliferation of great r&b
product, so much of which is
selling, does not immediately
work in Columbia’s favor, as a
company traditionally success-
ful in other fields,” Vice Presi-
dent of A & R, Kip Cohen
readily admitted, “yet as a very
large company which is so
strong in marketing and so rich
in other areas of music, we feel
that Columbia can be quite at-
tractive to both established and
new comers looking for a fair
shake.”

To this end, Columbia ap-
pointed Logan Westbrooks, for-
merly director of r&b for Mer-
cury, as Director for Special
Markets, and created an ex-
perienced field staff to work
with him on special r&b pro-
jects. Hopefully the expertise

B NEW YORK—A few years
ago, right after Buzz Willis
joined RCA Records to head up
the company’s r&b music divi-
sion, he noted that in his capac-
ity, he would handle his area
like a small company within a
larger company. That is, all his
activities would be centralized,
and by drawing on the size and
power of RCA, he would spread
the r&b product throughout the
marketplace.

Some two or so years later,
Willis, now Director, Rhythm &
Blues Music, RCA Records, has
seen his idea work. “I’'m still
working and thinking like we're
a small company,” Willis notes,
“and it pays off. Just this past
yvear we’ve had more overali
success in the r&b market than
the company hag enjoyed in
quite a while. For example, our
acts have become big album sel-
lers. Their increased chart ac-
tion and sales have been very
gratifying for us.”

And what has this success
been? Well, this past year hasg
seen the dynamic re-emergence

of Jimmy Castor. Castor, long
an industry recognized talent,
but more or less an uncommer-
cial entity, scored heavily with
“Troglodyte (Cave Man),” and
is now firmly established as a
soul master of huge proportions.
The Main Ingredient, a group
that has had the potential for
superstardom for a few years,
has now achieved wide acclaim.
Their latest alblum, “Bitter/
Sweet,” and the single from it,
“Everybody Plays the Fool,”
have broken them out of their
confined pocket, and loosed

California Soul

B LLOS ANGELES — Rhythm
and blues and r&b oriented ma-
terial continue to dominate the
charts and record companies
are stepping up their activities
in seeking out both black audi-
ences and black artists.

United Artists Records boasts
a significant roster of black art-
ists (Ike and Tina, Cornelins
Bros. and Sister Rose, Bobby
Womack, War), but the com-
pany has tried to position them-
selves in the record market as
a whole, instead of a smaller
and more fragmented black
market. “These records are not
being treated as Black records,
or soul records, or r&b reec-
ords,” a company spokesman
said, “but as hit records. That’s
the difference.” UA maintains
that what has been called the
Black market has grown so
significantly recently it now
simply constitutes the record
market.

Furthermore, UA says that
you don’t just go into a re'eace
cold anymore. “It’s not like the

days of yore when you just re-
leased a record and if the dy's
played it, you had a hit, and if
they didn’t you dropped it. You
go into it with a Black campaign
which includes promotion, ad-
vertising, publicity, exploita-
tion.”

UA is presently pushing Cor-
nelius Brother and Sister Rose,
and they’'re looking forward to
an album by War. The label has
also signed new artists Z.Z. Hill
(not exactly new), Lea Roberts,
and newly signed Clara Ward
will be recording an album “in
a more contemporary manner.”

Motown, of course, has re-
cently moved their headquar-
ters from the motor city to L.os
Angeles, but the company main-
tains that the Detroit studio is
still “fully operating” and the
label continues to search out
talent in Detroit, as well as “the
coast and the rest of the world.”

Motown is presently pushing
Valerie Simpson, who recently
made her debut at the Trouba-
dour and scored heavy critical

This proliferation of Black
shows means that Black record
companies are getting involved
in the Broadway act. Stax has
shown an eargerness to get
some of the action, and earlier
this year invested money in
“The Selling of the President”
in order to nail down the orig-
inal cast rights. Show didn’t
make it, but Stax’s interest
didn’t flag and now they’ve got
the cast album to “Don’t Play
Us Cheap” out. A&M, which re-
cords Van Peebles, has the
“Aint Supposed to Die a Nat-
ural Death” album out. And
Polydor has waxed “Don’t Both-
er Me, I Can’t Cope.”

Motown is coming to Broad-
way this fall as a major in-
vestor in “Pippin,” which is
the second show by Stephen
Schwartz, who wrote the score
for “Godspell.” “Pippin,” about
the wandering son of Charle-
magne, is not a show about
blacks, but it should provide
the Detroit-now-Los Angeles
company with an important
entry into the Broadway stakes.

So
far “A Tree Grows in Brooklyn”
by Arthur Schwartz and Doro-
thy Fields, has been announced
for the coming season with
Sammy Davis as star and Joe
Layton as director. Also Mi-

"chael Brown has revealed that

he is going to write a new ver-
sion of “The Wizard of Oz” for
Blacks.

Among those performers men-
tioned parenthetically above are
a couple of Blacks who have
been known in the recording in-
dustry for a number of years,
not the least of whom is Linda
Hopkins, who won this year’s
Tony for her performance in
“Inner City.”

Duke Ellington, by the way,
is supposed to be readying a
version of “The Hustler.”

In Hollywood the producers
are making movies about Blacks
and using black composers to
score them.

Soul is putting spirit on
Broadway and in Hollywood.
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The Hi Approach
To Successful R&B

By WILLIE MITCHELL

B MEMPHIS, TENN. — Soul
music is more varied today than
ever before, with so many dif-
ferent approaches, it’s hard to
believe it all came from similar,

roots. Today, both artists and

producers in the soul field are
more adventurous than ever.
The great variety of r&b prod-
uct is making it increasingly
hard to predict which way it’s
headed. Certain music critics
have said the soul scene is “con-
fused” because of this, but 1
don’t believe this. The public
is willing to accept many inno-
vations and as usual, it’s the
public that counts. It, the pub-
lic, makes this adventure pos-
sible.

Over the years, the best soul
music was always the expres-
sions of the people. I'm speak-
ing now mainly of the black
community. It continues to draw
its strength from this course
today. In both music and lyrical
contents we see political, socio-
logical and psychological ex-
pressions that are decidedly
black, Ironically, this comes at
a time when soul is more popu-
lar with the white audience
than ever before. I'm not sure
what this means, but at this
point, it looks good.

From the production stand-
point, things look great, and I'm
sure we’'ve only scratched the
surface. For the first time, we
have  self-producing  artists,
such as Stevie Wonder, Issac
Hayes, Marvin Gaye and James
Brown who are all obviously di-
verse elements, but are all un-
adulterated soul men and they
can all make progress with the
bigger production combines

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that are operated in the artistic
arenas. For example Motown
and Stax and we at Hi are all
successful with different ap-
proaches.

It’s the public’s needs that
have to be filled. Look at two
female vocalists, like Roberta
Flack and Aretha. Both are
stylistically applied, both show
different aspects of the soul
means, but both are tremen-
dously successful. I think Ann
Peebles will come on to fill an-
other gap in the public’'s ap-
petite. She’s got so much to
offer, She feels for the blues
unlike anyone. Her individual-
ity is so important. Her music
at this point might begin with
a comparison to another singer.
But today, the best thing you
can say is that she’s incom-
parable. That’s why, all prej-
udice aside, I think Al Green is
the greatest male vocalist to
emerge in the 70’s. No one
touches what he does. He's
reached that point as an artist
that goes Dbeyond style into
something ultimately more valu-
able — a really personal way of
communicating. He kinda sym-
bolizes what’s happened to soul
music in general. Al's always
striving to add something uni-
que, always pushing his cre-
ativity, He feels he can’t do
enough, because the limits are
boundless. All the while he
keeps the roots, and retains the
vitality of music that originally
inspired him. This is the only
way to survive in this market,
because the bounds of “soul”
have been broadened and deep-
ened to improve personal ex-
pression. It’s no longer a
luxury; it's a necessity.

Roulette: Gets It
Together . . . Again

M NEW YORK — Facing the
realization that the musical
world is turning Black, any r&b
department would jump for joy.
Only one problem, though; with
35 to 40 percent of the National
Top 40 Charts reflecting the
“Black Existence,” it now be-
comes twice as hard for a Black
record to break Top 40. There-
fore, it is definitely necessary
to guarantee adequate play on
all of the rhythm & blues sta-
tions in the country. And that,
my friends, is exactly what we
are trying to accomplish here
at Roulette/Calla.

First of all, we have been
evaluating and re-evaluating
our present system of dealing
with Black radio stationg (ser-
vicing, promotion, etc.), in
order to insure that the rec-
ord(s) is(are) there when the
follow-up phone call is made.
We have been asking the Pro-
gram Directors and Music Di-
rectors exactly what problems
they face with product and the
promotion techniques involved
with product. With their help,
we can build a more effective
r&b organization.

From here we move to type
of product. Considering the fact
that 839 of all record sales last
yvear came from album produect,
it is only common sense that
the new r&b department move
towards producing more LPs
for its consumer population . . .
and good LP product.

Here at Roulette/Calla we are
working towards that goal with

the artists we have on our ros-
ter; The Three Degrees, The
Fuzz, The Naturals, Jimmy Nor-
man and The Harlem River
Drive (whose Rhytaim & Biues
success with Eddie Palmieri has
been phenomenal) Geraldine
Hunt, Bobby Dukes, Deidra Mc-
Calla, and others . . . addition
to maintaining an “open-door
policy” as far as new material
and artists are concerned. This,
supplemented by the freshness
of our A&R department, could
prove to be an outstanding fac-
tor in the future of the label.

We have also progressed in
the respect that we are work-
ing more towards incorporating
Latin Music within the r&b or-
ganization, People like, Tito
Puente, (who wrote Santana’s
Oye Como Va and Para Los
Rumberos), Eddie Palmieri and
Joe Cuba, will now play a more
important role in reaching the
African/Latin communities, and
increasing record sales.

Putting this all together with
the first point; that the Black
Radio station is the initially
most important contributing
factor in the gales of Black, and
now, Latin product, it seems
that we bhave our work cut out
for us. This, and the building
of an effective local and na-
tional Promotion staff to im-
plement the new directives and
ideas, will be one hell of a start
towards the goal of increasing
our effectiveness, airplay, and
most important of all . .. sales
of Roulette/Calla Rhythm &
Blues product.

Success, Sussex Style

B NEW YORK—Many of the
newly-sprouting record compa-
nies have achieved a certain
degree of success by trying to
imitate and duplicate the estab-
lished giants. We, at Sussex,
have laid the groundwork for
long-range and long-term suc-
cess by committing ourselves
totally to a triple objective:
(1) Filling existing voids in
contemporary music by securing
and developing original, crea-
tive and diversified artists: (2)
dedicating ourselves to excel-
lence of product and, (3) gear-
ing our efforts to the lucrative
LP market which we feel is the
foundation of a steady growth
pattern. Coupled with these ob-
jectives is our strong belief
that the record business is the
most exciting and vital industry
in America today and we con-
vey this excitement to our staff,
artists, distributors and con-
sumers as well.

Still, no formula has yet been

proven to guarantee success in
any business venture. We have
relied heavily on our collective
sixth sense in choosing artists
such as Bill Withers, Dennis
Coffey, Gallery, Eddie Senay,
Zulema, Faith, Hope & Charity,
Soul Searchers and Amish. Our
label has yet to limit itself to
one sound. We have R&B, Pop,
Underground and, in the very
near future Country & Western.

In purposefully maintaining a
small stable we’ve given our
artists the benefit of our ener-
gies. Thus, we have allowed
each one in his own particular
category, to develop his individ-
ual potential, rather than sacri-
fice quality for quantity.

Now Success and Sussex are
synonymous but it has not gone
to our heads or spoiled us.
There are stiff challenges and
many new goals to be pursued
in the never-ending struggle to
meet our objectives. And we in-
tend to meet them!
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Chi-Lites Highlight Brunswick’s 71-72

B NEW YORK — For the last
three years since it became an
independent company, Brunswick
Record Corp. has had one major
goal: to become the biggest and
best independent record com-
pany in the business. This past
yvear has seen that dream be-
come reality. Under the leader-
ship of President Nat Tranopol,
the label has shown phenomenal
growth in the last twelve
months. The main reason for
this wave of success is the Chi-
Lites, the group from Chicago
who have taken the record busi-
ness by storm.

Not only have the Chi-Lites
saturated the r&b charts this
year, but they had two Number
One singles (“Have You Seen
Her,” “Oh Girl”) on the pop
charts as well. Both LP’s (“Give
More Power To The People”
and “A Lonely Man”) were top
ten and million sellers. They
broke a record business prece-
dent in October when the sen-
sational 5-minute single “Have
You Seen Her” entered the r&b
charts in the Number One posi-
tion. The record eventually sold
over 2.5 million copies. The

Quality & Potential

Tarnopol’s creative right arm
is Carl Davis, Executive Vice
President, who has mastermind-
ed the development of stars such
as the Chi-Lites, Barbara Acklin,
the Artistics, and the Lost Gen-
eration. Davis headquarters in
Chicago, where he has the
Brunswick studio at his dispos-
al, giving him much creative
freedom. The studio, completed
last yvear with sixteen track con-
sole and the ultra range process,
was designed and built by Bruce
Swedien, who also serves as
chief engineer.

Over the years, Tarnopol and
Davis have put together a great
team of hard-working, exper-
ienced people. Besides his duties
with the Chi-Lites, Eugene Rec-
ord is Vice President A & R in
Chicago. He also produces Bar-
bara Acklin and the Lost Gen-
eration. Willie Henderson is
A&R Music Conductor and is
chiefly responsible for the suc-

cess of Tyrone Davis. Also in
Chicago are George Davis, a
brother of Carl, who is Office
Manager, and Rayvmond Hayley,
director of publishing arms
Julio-Brain Music, BRC Music,
and Hog Music.

The home office staff in New
York consists of Melvin Moore,
Vice President, Promotion; Pete
Garris, Sales; Alonzo Tucker,
A&R, East Coast, and his assis-
tant, Ray Daniels; and Mrs.
Anita Hall, who handles publish-
ing, royalties, and contracts. As
Carl Davis savs, “We have a
unique unity at Brunswick—a
deep respect for everyone’s posi-
tion, and we attempt to correlate
every department until we act-
ually operate as a single unit
dedicated to the proposition that
unity is strength.”

The policy of Brunswick is
based solely upon the quality
and potential of its product
rather than upon a predetermin-
ed release schedule. This policy
was reflected many times over
in the great year Brunswick
has enjoyed. In addition to the
Chi-Lites suecess (which included
five singles, and two LP’s)
Brunswick also had Tyrone

Davis’ big hit on Dakar, “I Had

B NEW YORK — Creative stat-
utes cannot be measured by
numbers or lyrics.

Eugene Record, the artist, the
producer, the executive and the
“unassuming genius” will pre-
vail as long as life continues to
create.

Recently, Mercury has signed
several important soul acts,
some well known, others brand
new. Don Covay, Aaron Neville,
and Willy Hightower all are
highly respected artists seeking
to carry on their past successes
on their new label. Chuck Hobbs
and the Mark IV are new acts
that are quickly becoming hot.
The Mark IV’s first single,

The
classic performances by Muddy
Waters, Howlin® Wolf, Elmore
Jones, John Lee Hooker, Little
Walter, Albert King, Buddy Guy
—as well as the enormous pop
influence of Bo Diddley and
Chuck Berry (who could also
do right by the blues)—make
Chess/Janus the motherlode la-
bels of blues.

NATRA:

W Jerry Boulding is National
Program Director of the Son-
derling Chain encompassing four
major r&b radio stations.

A fat man was seated on his
front steps, drinking a can of
beer when a busybody spinster
from down the street began to
berate him for his appearance,.
“What a disgusting sight,” she
said. “If that belly was on a
woman, I'd swear she was preg-
nant.” To which the man simply
replied, with a smile, “Madam,
it was and she is.” Which is just

another way of saying, things
are not always as they seem. And, sometimes to get an idea what
to do about the future, we must take a good look at the past. You
see, the future is that time when you’ll wish you’d done what you
aren’t doing now.

In the past year we saw many progressive changes. New ele-
ments in our society and our industry made themselves felt in radio
and in the record industries. But still, in many ways 1972 is like
1962 or even 1955 . .. except that we are all much older and wiser,
including NATRA. But how much of the past do we remember?
As history repeats itself, people who have old ideas now present
them in a modern fashion and continue to run to the bank. You
see, the basics just don’t change that much.

NATRA in the seventies can and must reflect this type of prog-
ress. How does it achieve this? It begins by being aware. Aware of
what is really going on around us in this and other related indus-
tries. We must become very curious in the future. We must question
everything and the motives behind the motivator. NATRA’s entire
membership must be made aware of where the real economic
strength in Black communications lies and then we must prepare
ourselves to take advantage of it.

Along with this, we must face reality, also. The angry voices
in the ghettos will be heard. The questions are when and how and
by whom ? If the problems which beset them are heard now, perhaps
they will not have to seek expression later in violence, rebellion and
terror. We must begin to take the wrappings off both eyes and face
reality in another way, too. Sure it would be nice, great in fact,
to own under the name of NATRA or FORE successful radio sta-
tions or record companies which could help to defray the costs of
running NATRA throughout the year, but something a lot more
realistic at this time, seems to me, to be training.

Now, clearly, training is no substitute for ownership, but you can
lose that which you have acquired if you don’t know how to man-
age it. Training can teach us how to manage it. Where do we get
this training ? From those for whom we now work, books and formal
education and from each other. This means we can no longer con-
tinue to hide the facts about where the jobs are, where the solutions
are, or where the money is.

Growth is a strange phenomenon, It is possible to grow smaller
in numbers, yet greater in strength. NATRA’s needs in the seven-
ties are many, but all of them are surrounded by growth. For those
of you who feel that the new administration takes over with the
same empty promises made by all of the previous ones, just re-

phrased, you're in for a surprise. You are in for a surprise because
this new administration has all of the main ingredients necessary
for a stronger stew and they know how to stir it. For one thing,
this convention begins in the black, not in the red and that takes
a lot of green. (Strange, somewhere it's stated that green, black
and red are liberation colors.) The new administration has the
knowledge and the power, the experience and strength of age as
well as the vigor of youth necessary to get the job done. We know
where we are going because we know from whence they came.

The Numbers Game

As we take the blindfold off, we begin to see. And one of the
things which we will see is numbers. Numbers play a very important
role in our lives. For over twenty years, our industry has been
exposed to music, “by-the-numbers.” The old Lucky Strike “Hit
Parade,” presented the ten top hits based on so-called sheet music
sales, record sales and plays on the now famous “automatic coin-
machines.” Martin Block famous for his, “Make Believe Ballroom,”
on WNEW, based his show on record sales reports. When top-40
format invaded radio, record stores in hundreds of American cities
offered their customers printed lists of hit records as compiled by
one or two of the local rado stations. Americans, black and white,
thoroughly brainwashed in the ideology of competition through ath-
letic contests and by the grading system in schools, found the com-
petition among records as exciting as the major-league pennant
races. But, then in the period of the late sixties, something hap-
pened! There came a decline, a marked decline in the public’s
interest in a record’s number on a chart. In many cities record
sales reports are so woefully inadequate and hyped that music
directors have been compelled to use more personal judgment and
fewer statistics in compiling their weekly charts. The increasing
regional fragmentation of singles sales action make a composite of
national sales reports comparatively less signifigant as a program-
ming guide. Young Americans, black and white are looking ahead
to a changing world and in this frame of reference, growth is more
significant than size,.

This has affected the recording and radio industries as a whole.
Today, 90% of the policies are set by 109% of the people. Which ten
per-cent? The older ten per-cent. The ten per-cent that is over fifty.
How many men under thirty are involved in these decisions? How
many dealers have left the cash register for three weeks and trusted
some one to watch their money? How many of the 909 of those
affected by the ten per-cent who make the policies are black? Black
music today is money music. (A quick glance at the charts will tell
you that.) Not all of it, but more than most would like to admit.
This is not a case necessarily of racial prejudice; but more of socio-
economic prejudice. We as blacks see it as “No piece of the action.”
We again see white America asking yourselves, “How do we con-
tinue to control the black music industry without giving the black
executive a real chance? Is black really beautiful? Yes!!! A sy-
nonym for both the black and the beautiful is money. No matter
what the color of the consumer is, his dollar is green. Is this true?
Then why would a white promotion man bring a black record to
a black radio station and ask them to play it and then not follow
through to make certain that there are records in the stores to
back up that air-play?

A close correlation between record sales and radio audience be
it black or white has long been considered a basic premise on which
top-40 and Soul stations must operate. Records are hits in direct
proportion to their sales, if the figures are accurate. Most listeners
want to hear the hits so we play the hits and attract the most lis-
teners, right? Perhaps. Today’s radio programmers are beginning

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Warner/Reprise: A Growing Force In R&B

B BURBANK, CALIF. — The
past year or so has marked the
emergence of Warner/Reprise
as a viable entity in the ex-
panding r&b field. The addition
of important new artists to the
company’s rosters has made
Burbank the new home for soul,
jazz and blues. The appoint-
ment of Les Anderson to the
post of Special Projects Direc-
tor has given the label added
strength in the field.

A number of exciting artists
have made Warner/Reprise the
r&b force that it is today. Cur-
rently Warner Bros. is hot with
Labelle, whose second album
“Moon Shadow” is a solid air-
play and sales hit in many mar-
kets; the new Labelle single is
“Touch Me All Over.” The ad-
dition of Allen Toussaint, New
Orleans’ major r&b innovator,
to the Reprise roster, has given
the company’s total effort a tre-
mendous boost. His album
“Life, Love and Faith” has
yielded the single “Soul Sister.”
One of Warners’ top selling
artists, Charles Wright, also
has a mnew album out this
month. The Watts Band leader’s
first solo album is “Rhythm and
Poetry,” and it includes the re-
cent hit “Soul Train.” Tower of
Power, the Oakland-based

group featuring lead singer

Rick Stevens, is enjoying a
solid hit with “You’re Still a
Young Man” off their Warner
Bros. “Bump City” album. The
single reversed the usual proc-
ess and first broke pop before
breaking out in r&b markets.
The Warner-distributed Cap-
ricorn label is heating up with
Arthur Conley’s single “Rita,”
which was produced by Jerry
(Swamp Dogg) Williams, now a
confirmed hit as well as “Max-
ayn,” the LP debut by Maxayn
Lewis’ group. The Meters, one
of the top instrumental-vocal
combos of all time, came to Re-
prise this year with “Cabbage
Alley,” an album produced by
Allen Toussaint.

to ask such questions as, “How many people listen to radio to hear
records they can’t buy?” or at least, “don’t intend to buy?” “How
many listeners tune away from a station that plays too many of
the records they’ve already bought?” “How many record sales are
lost because people who like the hits can hear them on the radio
and don’t need to buy em?”’ Phone requests frequently indicate
much listener interest in hearing pre-release material not yet avail-
able in stores which is one reason album sales are soaring and
singles are slowing, because many times a listener will buy an
album twice not knowing that both hits are in the same album.

With record companies depending more and more on the black
and underground stations to find their next single for them is it
not only fair that we ask for more and more of the time to be
bought on the stations that found the hits, or the new single from
the old album? Does that make us militant? Right On!!! Perhaps
that serves to further polarize us. Right On! If there must be
polarization, let it be between those who don’t care and those who
do care. We are still some of the most creative people God (what-
ever his color may be) ever produced.

NATRA’'s membership is made up of some of these very creative
people. Creative people who have dedicated their lives to this in-
dustry. Truly creative people are among the most valuable assets
of any communications organization. And you have some non-
creative people who have managed, somehow, to land jobs in our
industry. But, creative or not, NATRA is made up primarily of
Black people. So, therefore, we can not talk about the needs of
NATRA without talking about the needs of Black folk. And what
black folk need most today is power!!! We need the power to learn,
power to fail, and the power to build. We intend to open up some
jobs for blacks in our business that had been previously closed to
us even in our own radio stations and record companies. I'm talking
about the often less glamourous, but better paying jobs in sales,
copy traffic and engineering which can lead straight to management.
How often have you heard of a disc-jockey becoming a successful
station manager? I said, a successful station manager. You see,
there are a lot of blacks who are put into decision-making jobs these
days, but they are kept from making decisions. Sometimes, they,
themselves are the reason they don’t make decisions, because they
don’t know the right decisions to make and they are afraid of
making mistakes. And we do need this power, not for vengeance
but for vindication. NATRA is going to help us get this power.
We are going to bring every pressure to bear on our non-black as-
sociates in husiness, government and every other white dominated
institution.

In spite of the tough road ahead, NATRA seems better prepared
than we have ever been. Whatever our flaws may have been in the
past, whatever new directions we’ll be taking, we are dependent
upon and must provoke thoughtful action.

NATRA meets this year in Philadelphia in a time of crisis and
change, confusion and chaos-—perhaps as important a period as
any in our history. We must embark on a new and vital thrust
toward building economic power. And with this power go the pride,
dignity and solidarity that has been so lackng for so long. You
see, in this sense, the Black American has already overcome, now
he must overtake. We can and we will overtake. Part of the solution
to this age-old problem is support for the organization. There are
some who don’t support anything ever . . . there are those who
support only those things which benefit them directly. There are
some who support only those things which they are made to support.
(Like the radio station whose announcers fought to get the union
in and then refused to pay their dues, so that the very union they
fought to get in, now had to take them off-the-air for non-payment
of dues.) And, finally, there are those who support everything. Their
intentions are good, but their concept is bad. They don’t realize
this is just an impossibility.

We must take the blindfolds completely off, you see, even if you're
on the right track, you’ll get run over if you just sit there.

® NEW YORK CITY—In just
a few short years, since its ap-
pearance on the American mar-
ket, Polydor has become one of
the leaders in the r&b field
through a sustained program
of artist acquisitions, distribu-
tion arrangements and the ac-
tive seeking-out of the best soul
artists around. Polydor has thus
become one of the premier soul
labels in the country — and,
through its affiliates around the
world, has been instrumental
in making the soul sound a
truly international one.

No discussion of the r&b
artists on Polydor could begin
without mentioning “the hard-
est working man in gshow busi-
ness,” James Brown. Brown,
who really does work a concert
amost every night of the year,
continues to tour with his fabu-
lously successful James Brown
revue (recently returned from
a triumphant tour of Africa,
England and the Continent),
and has been one of the most
consistent pop and soul hit-
makers in the history of the
music business. Recently named
top selling r&b Singles Artist
by Record World, Brown con-
tinues to prove that such
awards are more than deserved
by continually appearing on
both the album and singles
charts. He is currently repre-
sented on the singles charts
with “Honky Tonk” by the
James Brown Soul Train and
“Good Foot, Pt. 1,” and has
two hot selections on the album
charts, “Soul Classics” and
“There It Is.” James Brown
continues to prove that he is
indeed king of soul.

Polydor is also the home of
veteran soul performer Hank
Balard, who is currently re-
ceiving chart action with his
latest soul single “From the
Love Side,” produced by Brown.

Polydor distributes Brown’s
own soul labels, People and
Brownstone, and they have he-
come a further source of great

soul sounds from the company.
People soul artist Lyn Collins
is currently high on both pop
and soul charts with her single
“Think (About It),” which has
prompted her soon to be re-
leased People album of the
same name. The JB’s, also one
of the top acts on People, have
had hit after instrumental hit,
which has also prompted the
release of their first aibum
“Food for Thought,” containing
such soul sides as “Hot Pauts
Road,” “Gimme Some More”
and “Pass the Peas.” The JB'’s
are currently on the charts with
their soul and pop single “Giv-
in’” Up Food for Funk.”

Brownstone features soul
singer Bobby Byrd, veteran of
the James Brown Revue, re-
cently on the charts with “If
You Got a Love, You Better
Hold On to It” and out now
with his hot new one “Never
Get Enough.” Soul songstress
Vicki Anderson also records for
Brownstone.

Polydor is proud to have on
the label one of the hottest pop
and soul acts, the New York
band Mandrill. Mandrill is cur-
rently receiving a lot of chart
action with their latest single
“Git 1t AlL” taken from their
second album, “Mandrill Is.”

Polydor soul artist Ernie
Shelby, who received extensive
action on his first Polydor
single “Carry Me,” is receiving
even greater reaction to his
current Polydor single ‘“Bend
Over Backwards.”

The label also records such
heavy soul acts as Edwin Bird-
song, Roy Ayers Ubiquity and
Tony Williams. Birdsong, who
recently received action on his
single “My Father Preaches
that God Is the Father,” is cur-
recently received action on his
for his second album, a follow-
up to his first album “What 1t
Is.”

Roy Ayers Ubiquity recentiy
released their second Polydor
album, “He’s Coming,” from

which came their single “He's
a Superstar.” Tony Williams,
considered one of the top jazz
drummers in the world, is cur-
rently putting together material
for his next album, and expects
to be in the studio soon.

Polydor has also recorded an
amalgamation of Broadway and
soul in their Original Cast Al-
bum of “Don’t Bother Me, 1
Can’t Cope,” the Obie and Outer
Crities Circle Award-Winning
musical, written by Micki Grant
and conceived and directed by
Vinette Carroll. The New York
edition has been so successful,
a second company is about to
open in Los Angeles.

Another Polydor achievement
was winning a gold record for
its “Jungle Fever” with the
Chackachas, a song that won
instant recognition when re-
leased, and one that is still a
discotheque standard.

Polydor distributes the soul
label Spring Records. Owned
by Principals Roy and Julie
Rifkind, Spring has compiled a
spectacular record of pop and
soul hits. Top soul artist Joe
Simon leads off. Recently the
recipient of a Gold Record for
his million selling Spring single
“Drowning in the Sea of Love,”
he followed up that soul-mon-
ster with the top-of-the-charter
“Pool of Bad Luck” and is cur-
rently represented on both pop
and soul charts with his “Power
of Love,” which might be his
biggest record to date. His
Spring album “Drowning in the
Sea of Love” is a consistent
pop and soul chart item. He's
currently back in the studio
working on his next album.

Spring is also represented by
soulful song stylist Millie Jack-
son. who has had three soul
and chart singles in a row, “A
Child of God,” the fabulously
successful “Ask Me What You
Want” and her current chart
rider “My Man, A Sweet Man.”

tours, highlighted by a criti-
cally-acclaimed debut at the
Copacabana in New York. His
hit singles, “Funk Factory” and
“Fire and Water,” as well as
his best-selling album, “Don’t
Knock My Love” were conspic-
uous chart-climbers, Also ac-
tive was King Floyd, whose
new Chimneyville single “Wo-
man, Don’t Go Astray” has be-
come a hit. Floyd garnered a
gold record for “Groove Me” a
yvear ago.

The Persuaders, who earned
a gold record for their hit
single, “Thin Line Between
Love and Hate,” clicked with
their top-ten hit, “Love’s Gonna
Pack Up and Walk Out On Us.’”

Atlantic artists who {read
heavily in both the world of
r&b and their own funky kind
of jazz, have also had an aus-
picious year. Les McCann has
scored with his album, “Invita-
tion to Openness.” Eddie Harris
has enjoyed the success of his
new LP, “Instant Death,” while
Yusef Lateef’s “The Gentle
Giant” and Rahsaan Roland
Kirk’s “Blacknuss” have also
been chart-makers.

Atlantic has also been active
in promoting its artists for the
composition of motion picture
soundtracks. Just as last year
was highlighted with the issue
of the “Soul to Soul” sound-
track, this year’s activities have
been keynoted with Donny
Hathaway’s fine score for
“Come Back Charleston Blue.”

One of the many indications
that Atlantic is dedicated to

While guiding and develop-
ing the career of the more
established artists, Atlantic has
also made the acquisition and
nurture of new artists and re-
cording acts a top priority. Two
of the newest additions to r&b
at Atlantic are The Spinners
and Margie Joseph. Formerly
on Motown, The Spinners come
to Atlantic after a long string
of top hits, Their first singie,
produced by Thom Bell, “How
Could T Let You Get Away,”
was just released to immediate
chart activity. Margie Joseph
comes to Atlantic from the Volt
label, where she clicked with
a number of hits. A highly
versatile singer and songwriter,
she is presently at work re-
cording an album with producer
Arif Mardin. Her first single,
“Let’s Go Somewhere And
Love” was issued in August.

Also among the bright new
talents Atlantic has signed in
the past year are Bettye Swann,
whose “Don’t Be A Victim Of
A Foolish Heart,” immediately
started making noise on the
nation’s charts. Veteran vocalist
Carl Hall was also pacted recent-
ly, and his first single, “Need
Somebody to Love” was produced
by Jerry Ragovoy. Jimmie &
Vella, a bright new soul brother
and sister duo had their first
album released to high interest.
Lenny Welch, signed to Atco,
also premiered with his single,
“A Sunday Kind Of Love.”

In fact,
Philadelphia International,
from the time of the Ebony’s

been turning out r&b hits con-
sistently, but every record has
the built-in  and understood
potential to break pop. New re-
cords to come from Bunny Sig-
ler and Johnny Williams wi'l
benefit from the same demo-
cratic approach.

Epic does have on its roster
some outstanding black talent,
and the recently signed veteran
hitmakers Brenda and the Tab-
ulations will enhance the rep-
utation that the monstrous Sly
and the Family Stone have al-
ready given Epic’s way of do-
ing business. Another comer for
sure is Johnny Nash, who is
becoming an important artist
in Europe as discovered by CBS
in Britain.

seem that way. The most recent
Stax .ccomvnlishment is Luther
Ingram’s “If Loving You Is
Wrong,” which zoomed to the top
five quickly and has been hang-
ing there tenaciously for a
couple of weeks. But the Ingram
story is only one of an unceas
ing series of Stax successes—
the Staples Singers uncorked
like champagne to hitdom after
spending good time mellowing,
Isaac Hayes unfurled and salut-
ed like the flag of all nations.

For a taste of how well the
company, started a decade and
a half ago by President Jim
Stewart, is doing, read this list
of awards the firm picked off
at the recent first annual “Soul
and Blues Awards’’ presented by
Cinema West Productions of
Hollywood.

Isaac Hayes won the largest
number of single awards, being
cited as Best Male Vocalist of
1972, and as composer of the
Best Musical Score for = Motion
Picture (“Shaft”). The Staple
Singers were named Best Vocal
Group of 1972, riding on the
crest of their success with such
million -selling records as “Heavy
Makes You Happy” and “Respect
Yourself.,” The award for Best
Gospel Group of 1972 wert to
Maceo Woods and the Christians
Tabernacle Choir. All of these
artists record for the Stax
Organization labels.

Stax’ Dave Clark won two
awards, one as Best Promotion
Man of 1972, and a Special
Humanitarian Award for Out-
standing  Contributions and
Achivements to T“lack Arts and
Culture. Director of Stax’
Gospel Truth label, the veteran
Clark became, in 1938, the first
Black promotion man in the
country. Prior to his association
with Stax, Clark had spent 17
years with Duke-Peacock Rec-
ords.

In light of the number of
other av ards bestowed upon
Stax, it was not surprising to
find label executive vice-presi-
dent Al Bell voted Record Com-
pany Executive of the Year,

Stax itself was honored as
Record Company of the Year.

praise. The company is antici-
pating an album from Marvin
Gaye next month, plus “a sur-
prise package” from the Jack-
son 5. Additionally, soon there
will be a new Michael Jackson
solo album called “Ben”; a new
Ip from the Supremes, produced
by Jimmy Webb; two from
Stevie Wonder (one will be a
live set with the Rolling Stones
and Wonder on tour, and the
other a studio album from Won-
der); Diana Ross’ “Lady Sings
The Blues” soundtrack Ip; and
lbums from Jr. Walker and the
AD Stars. and Rare Earth.

One group conspicuously ab-
sent from Motowns list of an-
ticipations is the Four Tops.
Rumor around Los Ange'es,
confirmed by Motown sources,
s that the Tops heve sioned
with ABC/Dunhill. If that is
true, however, it has not been
announced and Dunhill ~ficials
remain quiet on the subject.

Dunhill does talk, however,
about some of the other r&b
moves they’ve recently made
Ron Granger maintains that it
isn’t entirely possible to ignore
the blackness of a record and
just view it as a ‘“hit record”
like UA. “A lot of times yon
find with Black artists you’re
going to have to start them off
in r&b stations until they've
got some acceptance pop-wise,”
Granger says. “To break the pop
markets you’re going to have to
work r&b and that’s what we
do.”

Granger says ABC/Dunhili is
actively moving into r&b areas
in their signings and acquisi-
tions. “We’re really putting a
lot of effort in the Black area;
that’s one of the reasons I'm
here,”” Granger says. ‘“We're
woking for new acts and also
for established acts who are un-
happy in their present situa-
tion.”

Aside from rumors about the
Four Tops, Dunhill has a new
B.B. King album coming called
“Guess Who”; Ray Charles’
“Message To The People” was
recently released (rumor also
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persists that Charles is consid-
ering releasing Randy New-
man’s “Sail Away” as a single.
Newman’s satirical song is, as
he describes it, ‘“a recruitment
song for the slave trade.”), and
John Lee Hooker’s “Soledad On
My Mind.”
Playboy

R&b is also proving to be a
pleasant surprise for Playboy
Records, a new label that is
finding its first hit in the Sam
Russell single “Play It By Ear.”
Rocky Catena, in charge of Mer-
chandising at Playboy, says “if
our first hit happens to be
Black, it will not be any con-
scious attempt to promote a
Black image.” Instead, Catena
believes that rock and roll is in
a period of struggle and “the
most exciting music is being
created by Black artists.” Ca-
tena sees the tremendous re-
eponse from white audiences tc
Black music as one of the im-
portant reasons, but that the
converse, a tremendous re-
gprnse to white music by Black
audiences, hasn’t materialized,
nor is it likely to.

Catena believeg that sales fig-
ures on Black records are “so
huge because thev’'ve broken
through that market rut” and he
sees the future of Black records
as “incredible sales” compared
to the limited sales in the past.
“That’s the great promise,” he
says.

At MCA the company has just
released “The Auction”, Dave
Axelrod and Cannonball Adder-
ly’s epic work on Black history.
The album has just been releas-
ed, and MCA has big plans for it.
Ceorge Osaki, MCA’s creative
services director, with Rick
Frio and Pippolo, have put to-
gether a slide show on the album
and will preview it at the
NATRA Convention this week.

Frio says the visual presenta-
tion of Axelrod and Adderley’s
album will be given to any civic
leader who wants to use, but it
is not for sale. MCA is, however,
beginning to gather clearances
on the photo work so the package
can be used on both educational
and network television, and ul-
timately there are plans for a
stage show, a tour, and even a
film version if the album de-
velops. Frio said he was certain
the album and the visuals would
be very “controversial”’, but,
“it’s history, purely fact.”

At A&M Billy Preston is in
the studio and is about 75%
through his next album for the
label. His follow up to his #1
“Outa Space” single will be
“God Loves You” backed with
“The Slaughter”, a double A
sided single. Melvin Van Peebles
is also on A&M, and his new

movie, “Don’t Play Us Cheep”
is being edited now for an ex-
pected December release. Van
Peebles also plans to go out on
the road touring soon, doing a
show of poetry and songs.

Booker T. has just finished
his “Home Grown” album and
A&M is coming with “Maggie’s
Farm” as a single. Arthur Lee’s
“Vindicator” album was released
recently, and “Sad Song” will
be pulled as a single. Addition-
ally. Quincy Jones will have an
October album, with “Summer
In The City” coming as a single.

At MGM Solomon Burke is the
big punch right now. Ben Scotti
says “Get Up And Do Something
For Yourself”, off the “Cool
Breeze” album, is getting heavy
requests. Scotti also says that
J.ou Rawls will be releasing an
album soon, that Lion is working
on the Blossoms, and Verve is
pushing the Richard Roundtree
“Street Brother” record.

Meanwhile, Cream Records
and Swamp Dogg are instituting
“The Search For Sam Stone”,
a campaign with local radio
stations to find Viet Nam vet-
erans who may be addicted to
drugs and who cannot find jobs.
The purpose of the campaign is
to mobilize local comunity groups
to find these men, to help them
unload their habits, and to find
them jobs. Wayne Bennet and
Renny Roker are pushing hard
on this program, supplying pro

motional materials to radio
stations (posters, radio spots,
etc.) in the search for “Sam

Stones”.

Our distrib-
uted labels can and do utilize
all of our internal staff and
facilities. We assume these func-
tions of promotion, sales, ship-
ping, collections, production
control and other aspects of
marketing. Our art, publicity,
mailing and communications
facilities are available along
with the expertise of the people
staffing these areas.

“Philadelphia International,
for example, is a label that we
feel is destined for tremendous
activity and growth. Kenneth
Gamble and Leon Huff who own
the label represent seasoned
producers with whom working
is always at a high level of pro-
fessionalism. With the recent
chart success of the O’Jays’
“Backstabbers” and Harold
Melvin and the Blue Notes’ “I

B NEW YORK--The theory is
simple. Make a rhythm and
blues-oriented record and you
will find an outlet to expose it.
make o« ray.nm and plues-di-
rected record and going in you
know there is a place to go with
it. The record will be played and
heard and judged by the ulti-
mate buyer. Even if that hear-
ing indicates that the record
has no appeal that certainly is
more than you will get from to-
day’s Top 40, tigat-plav list
‘play-the-hits-only’ formula ra-
dio. VP’s & chief operating of-
ficers Hugo and Luigi put it
this way, ‘“‘better to have gotien
the play and been proven
wrong, than never to have got-
ten the play at all.”

But beyond this, the people at
Avco Records perceived that
something more important was
taking place in the record busi-
ness. R&b was no longer just a
segment of the music business
like classical records or country
and western. It had aways been
the only true American art
form, it had always been the
root of so much of our music,
but now it was fast becoming
much more. The acceptance of
rhythm and blues music wac
widening, It reached beyond the
musicians and artists in the pop
and rock field, who were inte-
grating the music in their per-
formances and was attracting
the buying public . . . Black and
white. From the youngsters on
campus, to the teen record
buyer the growing interest in
rhythm and blues was building
into explosive proportions on
every level in every part of the
world.

Avco, by deliberate design
set-out to carve a place for it-
self by now competing in the
most dynamic, expansive, wide-
open area, r&b. Hugo and Luigi
were no strangers to soul mu-
gic. Their track record included
success as hit producers of such
artists as Sam Cooke, The Isley
Brothers, Della Reese and Sarah
Vaughan. The idea now was not
just develop and market r&b
product, but to create r&b prod-
uct that could cross-over into
that new, growing market that
was accepting this music as
never before.

When the label struck pay-
dirt with the first record (a
master purchase) the time had
come to turn this philosophy
into pragmatic terms. The
group put together ten more
sides for an album, but when
Hugo and Luigi listened they
knew it would jeopardize the
group’s continued success to re-
lease the album and, that it in-
herently contained a limited
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appeal that would never reach
the wider audience the label
was now aiming at. The album
was scrapped and the company
reached out for Thom Bell . . .
a successful producer who un-
derstood the direction the labei
was pointing and the need to
take thig group in that one di-
rection. The rest is history.

For the Fall, Avco is gearing
up for the release of four new
albums, including a new Styl-
istics. Four albums may not
seem like a big release, but that
too is part of the label’s phi-
losophy. A tight small release
that can be worked at every
level for as long as it takes to
realize the fuli sales potencial
of every album. The shot-gun
approach where everyone hopeg
for the best and waits until one
sticks to the wall is definitely a
losing approach as far as the
company is concerned. The idea
that it is the Fall and time to
get product out is an old idca
that just doesn’t work anymore.
If you have meaningful product
... get it released. If you don't,
then it should not be released
just because the big selling sea-
son is now upon us and it is
expected of you.

The Avco Records artist ros-
ter remains as small and tight
as the organization itself. Don-
nie Elbert has come through
with two successive hits and is
now in process of completing
his first album. Chakachas, an
Afro-Latin instrumental unit
scored with a million seller with
their hit “Jungle Fever” and
have also completed their first
album for Avco Records. Max-
ine Brown is another key artist
that the label is planning to
back with complete promotional
support. The company is work-
ing to develop the full potential
of each artist signed to the ros-
ter and, as Hugo and Luigi pro-
posed; “We are certainly in the
market to seek out and bring to
the fold a top-selling super-star
if that star becomes available.
The elements that we believe
will bring profits to the label
have to be in the deal otherwise,
it becomes just another multi-
million dollar deal that makes
for a great trade paper story
and plenty of talk, but is, in re-
ality, meaningless. They added
that the label is now in nego-
tiations with a number of art-
ists and producers and these
negotiations when completed
will be shortly made public.

In summing up their assess-
ment of the company’s place in
the record business Hugo and
Luigi concluded, “The business
we are in is constantly chang-
ing, what is true today becomes

The strength of Black ethnic
music in our industry is indis-
putable—good Black musical
product is money in the bank!

In signing our acts,
we were extremely particular.
Both Terry Philips, president of
Perception/Today Records, and
myself were adamant—we want-
ed exceptionally good Black acts
who were relevant to the Black
lifestyle and yet versatile
enough to go across-the-board
into pop, Black Ivory, Wanda
Robinson, Odds & Ends, Lucky
Peterson, Pat Dennis, Debbie
Taylor, James Peterson, 8 Min-
utes, Velvet, and the Fatback
Band—these are some of our
strong Black artists, some of
whom have had cross-over rec-
ords already.

On the other end of Black
ethnic music is jazz. We feel we
have an exceptionally strong
jazz line with such people as
Dizzy Gillespie, James Moody,
Astrud Gilberto, Joe Thomas
and Julius Brockington. We
were honored by being nomi-
nated this past year for 2
Grammys from our jazz line—

In fighting the obvious prob-
lems of the independent label.
Ed Hall believes that most dif-

Records in the first vear of its
existence, lends weight to the
corporate formula.

of each of these field people will
lend a new weight to the re-
ception of Columbia r&b prod-
uct.

Columbia, of course, has
never been completely unknown
in the r&b field. The Free
Movement and Ronnie Dyson
are two obvious examples of
Black Columbia artists with
proven track records. Santama
quickly gained r&b exposure
after their initial explosion of
popularity in the progressive
and pop markets, while even
Barbra Streisand and certainly
lLLaura Nyro’s recent Gamble-
Huff collaboration have at-
tracted an unusual™amount of
r&b attention for white artists.

The addition of Logan West-
brooks to the Columbia staft
was a deliberate first step in
indicating to potential r&b
artists a new aggressive policy
toward the black market. “Hav-
ing created a viable structure
for selling r&b,” Cohen con-
tinued, “we are now looking to
sign new artists and line them
up with established producers
such as Gamble and Huff or
Tommy Bell. Columbia is more
than willing to find the right
independent producer for the
richt act, as well as entertain-
ing the possibility of signing
a well-known producer on an
exclusive basis.” -

Perhaps the most radical step
for Columbia 1is their recent
encouragement of selected mas-
ter purchases., “Formerly we
were reluctant to buy what we
felt could be the product of one
shot artists,” Cohen explained,
“while now we reaize that if
an artist and his producer are
career-minded, it pays to buy a
finished product on the first
level, and then plan for an al-
bum and a more extensive pro-
metional campaign, while we
make the most of the individual
single.

Sid Seidenberg: Management With Soul

B NEW YORK—Sidney A. Sei-
denberg seems to have arrived
full blown as a potent force on
the contemporary management
scene, His touch is plainly vis-
ible in the spiralling careers of
such stalwarts as B. B. King
(ABC/Dunhill), Gladys Knight
and the Pips (Motown) and
Gene McDaniels (MGM).

An accountant with 25 years
experience handling the busi-
ness affairs of top people in the
music industry, Seidenberg be-
came B. B. King’s personal man-
ager late in 1967. It was then
that he formed Sidney A. Sei-
denberg, Inc. (SAS, Inc.), and
began taking the steps that led
to the great blues singer/gui-
tarist becoming an authentic
pop star—complete with chart
singles and albums, television
and Las Vegas dates, interna-
tional concert tours, college
campus appearances and even
a movie of his life story.

Gladys Knight and the Pips,
since coming under the manage-
ment of SAS, Inc., have done 14
television shows, drawn capac-
ity crowds and rave reviews at
the Royal Box, New York and at
the Sands in Las Vegas on a bill
headlined by Sammy Davis, Jr.
A rash of college dates are com-
ing in, their records are break-
ing big in England and an Oec-
tober European tour is in the
offing.

Seidenberg’s guiding hand
can be seen in the return of
Gene McDaniels to the pop field
with a double barrelled entry
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Sid Seidenberg

in the form of writing and pro-
ducing two albums currently on
the mariket. Multi-talented Mc-
Daniels produced and sings lead
with the MGM/Verve group,
Universal Jones, on the album
of the same name. In addition
he wrote “River” the single re-
lease from the LP, which is
receiving heavy air play on FM
and soul stations across the
country.

Film Producer

McDaniels is the producer of
“Man From Shaft,” Richard
Roundtree’s first album for
MGM Records, and the writer of

Ashford [ Simpson Highlight
“Soul At The Center”

B NEW YORK — Alice Tully
Hall at Lincoln Center is one
of the least known, least used
and most magnificent concert
halls in this city and probably
anywhere. It was the perfect
setting for one of the finest
evenings of music to hit New
York in a month of Sundays.

What went on at Alice Tully
Hall (29) could best be de-
scribed as magic. It wag the mu
sical magic of Tamla’s Valerie
Simpson and Nicholas Ashford.
It was, at the very least, mind
boggling and monumental.

I didn’t fu!ly know what to
expect at the start of this show.
I’ve been a fan of Valerie’s for
some time now and eagerly an-
ticipated the time when I would
get to see her perform live.
Nick Ashford was a welcome
surprise. Valerie Simpson is one
of the new breed of composers-
lyricists-interpretors, and one
of the better ones at that. Val-
erie’s voice is like a fine pre-
cision wristwatch. She thrills
the audience by reaching high
notes that few singers would
dare to try. Nick Ashford goes
with Valerie Simpson

peaches goes with cream, moon
goes with June and Marvin
Gaye went with Tammi Terrell.
(By the way, could be what
Tamla has in mind?) Offstage
Nick arranges and produces
Valerie’s songs impeccably. To-
gether on record they have come
up with hit after hit, including,
“Ain't No Mountain High
Enough.” “Let’s Go Get Stoned,”
“Ain’t Nothing Like the Real
Thing,” “Your Precious Love,”
“You're All I Need to Get By,”
and “Reach Out and Touch.”
The pacing and staging of the
show was very well planned and
executed. Valerie and Nick
opened as a duet on a new song
called, “Keep It Going”; and
then went into the old Five
Stairsteps hit, “Ooh Child.” It
proved to be a fine selection of
material. Valerie and Nick
moved on the stage so well that
one couldn’t help but think that
they were at an Ike and Tina
Turner concert. Add Valerie’s
dancing ability and personality
to her phenomenal songs and
what you come up with is a po-
tential rival for Carole King’s

like Y throne. Valerie hag attributes

that few writers who turn per-
formers achieve.

Nick then stepped into the
spotlight and considering that it
was hig first time on a stage
kept his cool throughout. Val-
erie accompanied him on piano
and out came Michael Jackson’s
“I Wanna Be Where You Are,”
very strongly. “If,”” a Bread
tune was given a treatment that
seemed to paralyze the audience
as if one. “Remember Me”
wound up Nick’s set and one
had to draw conclusions that
Nick must take a place among
the great r&b acts such as Sam
Cooke, Otis Redding and a half
a dozen others.

Then it was Valerie’s turn to
go it alone. She did two new
songs from her recently ve-
leased album and then went into
a rousing rendition of “We Can
Work It Out.”

Audience reaction from the
very beginning was good. With
each song it increased in inten-
sity and then . . ., Look Out!
When Vualerie and Nick broke
into  “Stealaway” reflecting
upon their gospel backgrounds,
emotions ran rampant. It was
one of the most awe-inspiring
moments in any concert that 1
have ever seen. Evidently the
audience uagreed for when they
were through a standing ova-
tion occurred that just would

B The warmth and the good-
will of the men and women in
the field of recording was so
beautifully expressed during
the eight days that ended this
past Friday, that those of us
connected with the New York
chapter’'s NARAS Institute
Seminar want the whole world
to know about it.

We want the world to know
about the magnificent and total
cooperation some fifty-odd re-
cording people showed by their
response to our request for
their time and expertise in
order to bring a first-hand un-
derstanding of the world of
recording to the students en-
rolled in our seminar—and how
their attitude and actions
showed so eloquently that, con-
trary to nasty rumors, ours is
not purely a crass, commercial
community, but that, instead, it
can and does give a damn when
called upon. Look at who an-
swered our call—and how!

On the opening Friday ses-
sion at TeleGeneral Studios,
MCA’s Tom Morgan gave the
students an overview of the
recording field, and Al Grundy
of the Institute of Audio Re-
search lectured on the elec-
tronics of recording. That after-
noon, and also on the following
Tuesday, Sidney Feldman of
Mastertone, Don Hahn of A&R,
Ray Hall of RCA and Teo Ma-
cero .and Stanley Tonkel of
Columbia, took the students into
their studios for instruction.
Some actually performed as
others actually manned the con-
trols.

On Monday morning, the stu-
dents learned about business
aspects from Esmond Edwards
at Chess, Tom Morgan at MCA,
Tommy Noonan at Polydor and
Bob Thiele at Flying Dutch-
man. That afternoon some per-
formed and some listened and
watched in National Record-
ing’s big studio as Israel Horo-
witz produced and Bob Derisco
engineered a recording of the
All-City Concert Choir.

LOS ANGELES — “There is

B LONDON—Appropriate that Clive Davis brought the annual
CBS convention here at a time when, as he himself admits, the
company is anxious to establish new British talent international-
ly. However, a good start has already been made in 1972 with
Colin Blunstone, Argent and Jeff Beck, and more impressive
British signings include Alun Davies, Dave Mason, Murray Head
and Donovan, whose recently rumored re-union with producer
Mickie Most was confirmed in Davis’ conference speech. Inter-
esting guests at some of the galas included George Harrison,
Ringo Starr and Cat Stevens, whose Island Records contract,
coincidentally, expires shortly! Other signings Mott The Hoople
also look set for great recognition through their David Bowie
produced single “All The Young Dudes,” a world wide smash
for sure! Davis, in explaining the lack of success for the RAK
label with Columbia, Stateside, stated that Mickie Most has
considered most of the material unsuitable for the market and
therefore releases had been very limited.

Johnathan King is about to launch his U.K. Records in America
having broken the label here with his fifth release, “Seaside
Shuffle” by Terry Dactyl And The Dinasaurs. King described
this step as a “U.K. invasion on the States,” and his policy of
aiming to please, as he claims, a recently ignored majority of
pure pop followers, is certainly very sound. The launch will
initially consist of two singles—his own and “This Is Reggae”
by the Piglets. An album follows shortly titled “Bubble Rock
Is Here To Stay” which features “updated” versions of old
classics including “Rock Around The Clock,” “It’s My Party”
and “Twist And Shout” played by a string quartet. King has
appointed Fred Rupert, ex-Elektra and Shirley Jones, ex-Alan
Klein, to run his New York offices on 315 West 57th Street.

At Polydor’s highly successful (they were the leading singles
company in the first quarter of this year), one day sales cos-
ference, held out near Heathrow last week, Managing Director
John Fruin announced the signing of the company’s first ever
distribution dea]l with David PlatzZ Cube Records. The deal,
which completes Polydor’s link with the label throughout the
world outside of North America, was negotiated with Cube’s
Olav Wyper and will take effect from the beginning of September.
Cube was formerly distributed by EMI on the Fly logo which
enjoyed a run of several hit singles and albums.

Meanwhile EMI has great consolation in capturing songwriters
Mitch Murray and Pete Callender’s new Bus Stop Records. The

In a statement issued by the Robert Stigwood Group Ltd.,
a profit in excess of last year’s total was shown by the com-
pany for the six monthg ending March 31st 1972, In reflection
an increased interim dividend of 7% % wil] be paid to share-
holders for the year ended September 30th 1972, The directors
also announced “an important development of the company’s
recording activities” for their new financial year—the formation
of RSO Records. The company has mainly dealt with Polydor in
the past but no further announcement as to the distribution of the
RSO label has yet been made.
