Cay-
tronics also will release a lp
entitled ‘“Nuestro Hermano”
(“Our Brother”) which will

8 CHICAGO At a regular
meeting of the Chicago chapter
of NARAS, members of the
trades were invited to discuss
the album and singles charts in
their magazines. The only mag-

azine represented was Record
World.
Jules Abramson, National

Sales Director for Mercury Rec-
ords, began the discussion by
saying that charts are import-
ant to the record business.
“Charts reflect sales on the
street, the impact an album has
at that particular time is its
number. My responsibility is
to make the charts people aware
of what is happening on the
street—sales and airplay. We
try to advise the trades exactly
where to look for impact.” Pete
Garris, National Promotion Di-
rector for Brunswick, put it
succinetly : “you have to get air-
play, and the airplay will give

you the charts.”

The tightness of radio station
playlists was brought up by
Earl Glicken, another panelist
and an independent promotion
man in Chicago. “The big sta-
tions have cut down their play-
lists, they play 20-30 records a
week. There isn’t even an auto-
matic anvmore. An artist com-
ing off a top 10 record, radio
stations still want to know,
who’s playing it, what are the
chart numbers?”

The value of charts listings
in getting records into the racks
was also a major point of con-
cern, since most racks refuse
to take records unless they
make it into the Top 100 album
chart. The panel agreed that
racks account for some 65 per
cent of all retail sales, so by
not getting vour album into
the racks, you miss out on num-
erous album sales,

Bil Keane On Artist Development

muste business. Prior to joining
RCA he spent 6V years with
Columbia Records, with his last
posttion there being Worldwide
Director of Product Manage-
ment. At Columbia he was also
Director of Product Manage-
ment for the east coast, the west
coast, and local promotion man
for San Francisco. He has also
worked at the San Francisco
Zoo, where he ran the carousel
and as a perforiner with a group
called the Tallymen.

Bil Keane

Record World: In vour view, with all the experience you've
had in product management, what do you see a product man-
ager doing?

Bil Keane: Well, I see it as reducing any record company,
large or small, to the lowest common denominator. That is,
company and artist, a sort of guardian angel role, where the
artist can call up and know that somebody cares about him.
Columbia artists called their building “Black Rock” because
they were intimidated by the building. Our artists, let’s fuce
it, are as scared of this huge building, thinking it as representa-
tive of a kind of monolith. The product manager combats this,
acting as a liaison between the company and the artist, to let
him know that we care about how things are going with him.

RW: Is that what vou still see vour job as. even though your
official title hag changed?

Keane: Yes, I think so.

RW: Obviously you think that keeping the lines of communi-
cation open is important.

Keane: Well, ves, especially now. See, if you don’t keep a
personal relation with the artist, then it’s just not going to
happen. At one time artists went through a gigantic money
phase, that’s not happening anymore. Then there was a phase
of exclusive personal relationships between the artists and
the president of the company, but that's not really the best
situation either. What's really needed is, well, let me give you
an example, when you take a train to Los Angeles, they put
three engines on the train to get you there. And that’s the
way we werk it. We have promotion and publicity, a whole lot
of engines. All doing what’s best for the artist. Not just one.
Larry Uttal taught me that a long time ago, and that’s why they
(Bell) have gotten so big, because they’ve never lost the atmo-
sphere of a small company. That’s what we have too. An artist
comes in, let’s say, like Wilson Pickett, who we just signed,
and he sees human beings, not just cigar smoking executives.

RW: And that’s what you feel yourself doing.

Keane: Yes, essentially.

RW: But in addition, you're not only involved in the internal
company-artist affairs of the company, but also externalizing
the company through your work in advertising.

Keanme: We don’t have a specific traditional director of ad-
vertising here, so that my job takes me into those areas too.
Once again it moves back to the individual product managers
who transmit the feelings of the artists to the company’s ad-
vertising department.

RW: How many product managers are there at RCA?

Keane: There are five. They transmit the feeling of the artist
so that we can come up with a line that sums up Lou Reed,
for instance; we’ll also come up with an image. That’s one of
the things we tried to do with Bowie. The first trade ad had his
high kick picture and his name in two-inch high Jletters. The

second one had his name in smaller type. In the third you had to
read through a whole lot of copy before you even discovered
his name. And the fourth, now that the visual had been firmly
established, was only his kicking photo with no print at all. An
image had been established, and luckily it worked all the way
around. And in the same way a visual image is being developed
for Lou Reed, all centered around the album cover.

RW: So it’s not just a matter of telling the people what’s out
there, but developing an image as well.

Keane: It’s got to be.

RW: Yet, it seems to me that there have been specific mar-
keting and advertising programs set up for specific markets, such
as the “It is Beautiful” program yvou set up.

Keane: Well, one doesn’t negate the other. All that the
“Beautiful” campaign was, was that somebody finally got up and
put their money where their mouth was!

‘RW: In what sense?

Keane: Well, what I mean is that we went out there and, in
contrast to companies that staff up and sign every black artist
in sight and then do nothing with them, we went out and actu-
ally worked those acts, in totally black-oriented media. What we
did was to let the black community know that we had the art-
ists. The consumer took it from there. There’s nothing written
anywhere that says that a white company can’t exist in the black
community, and what we did proves it. Maybe that was true in
1965, but it’s not true now.

RW: Even though you’re trying to retain that small company
image, it’s also true that you’re spread over many markets;
classical, MOR, country, pop, and r&b. Does that affect the
kind of packaging you’re using? It seems to me that there has
been a tendency to make the pop-progressive albums the most
gaudily and complexly packaged ones. Is that still true? Is
that true at RCA?

Keane: I don’t think it’s still true. For instance, our new Main
Ingredient album, out in February. is going to be a big fold-out
double whammy jacket. You see, a lot of people believe that
packaging discrimination exists, but it just isn’t so anymore.

RW: Well, I guess I do.

Keane: Well, that goes back to the little companies. The
little r&b companies, like King, for instance, owned the pack-
aging plants, and they couldn’t aflord to put out an extensive
and expansive album cover, whereas here, we can be mniore
responsiva to the artist’s needs in this area. What I'm saying is
that a large company can afford to do more not less personalized
packaging concepts. Thus, again, if the company chooses, it can
be much more in tune with the image of the artist.

“. ... the record company fulfills a
service function for the artist.”

RW: But it is true, for instance, that the new Guess Who album
has an incredibly complex packaging concept. It has a bag, it's
covered with ads that look like they come from old-style pulp
magazines . . . it doesn’t look like that ever happens to r&b.
or, for that matter, a country act.

Keane: Well, I'll tell you. surveys have proved that if the
music doesn’t live up to the packaging the consumer feels
terribly cheated, something no record company needs. I'll tell
vou, that it we didn’t feel that “Artificial Paradise” had it mu-
sically, we wouldn’t have done the packaging job at all. And
it seems to me that the initial reaction bears us out.

RW: So what you're going back to is a concept of “in the
grooves’” which has been, it seems to me, the basis for r&b
thinking all along.

Keane: Well, yes in a way. The point is, that the audience
has now been educated in all markets. No longer will packag-

Radio In Old Blighty

® LOS ANGELES — Imagine
living in a city of 8 to 10 million
inhabitants where there are only
8ix regular radio stations, plus
whichever of the pirate ships
are broadcasting at the time. A
PD’s delight and a dj’s night-
mare you say? Well if you were
a Londoner and listened to your
radio you would receive four
channels from the BBC, one
local station, Radio Luxemberg
and if it hadn’t been closed
down, possibly, Nord-Sea, the
current pirate ship broadcasting
from Holland. In time to come
there will be some commercial
radio stations permitted, 60 in
all, with the first five to be
operating by next year.

But the mainstay at the mom-
ent is the BBC, affectionately
called “Auntie” which was offic-
ially born 50 years ago. The
first broadcast was a 6pm news-
cast in London in 1922 at a
station owned by the Wireless
Manafacturing Industry. Under
the suthority of the Ministry of
Posts and Telecommunications
(that includes all communica-
tions and the Post Office) a
royal charter was issued and
the British Broadcasting Com-
pany was formed. The BBC came
into its own during the news-
paper strike of 1926, when it
managed to keep the current
news flowing and maintained its
independence against all the op-
posing forces.

Teday the BBC broadcasts
four different channels nation-
ally, Radio One, Two, Three and
Four. Radio One carries the
contemporary  music, mostly
from the top twenty on the
charts; Radio Two has MOR
music and light entertainment;
Radio Three is the classical
station; and Radio Four is all
talk. covering news, current
affairs and dramatic programs.
Radio One (which simulcasts
with Two until 7 am and then
simnlcasts again after 7 pm) i3

broken up into 2 hour segments
generally, with each segment
being a separate program, with
its own disc jockey and pro-
ducer. The producer chooses the
music or content with the ap-
proval of the executive pro-
ducer who has to submit each
program pilot to a Board of
Governors. The Board then sub-
mits their recommendation to the
Chairman & Comptroller who
has the final say of what finally
goes on the air. In each of the

| six broadcasting regions (Scot-

land, Wales, East Anglia, South
& West, North, and Midlands)
there is a panel of listeners
spot-checking all four stations,
and also making recommenda-
tions. On Radio One, the pop
channel, the format usually runs
with a record followed by some
chit-chat, no segues, and a news
cast on the hour. Each disc jock-
ey is allowed some personal
gimmick, whic might be a house_
wife spot, interviews, dedica-
tions, etc. Tony Blackburn, ac-
cording to my source Charles
Thompson who also does 2 BBC
series, is the most successful of
all the dj’s, having been on the
air for three years and started
with Radio Caroline.

‘Needle Time’

There are twenty local radio
stations throughout Britain
which also originate program-
ming in London by the BBC.
From 2 to 5 am all radio closes
down, and as yet car radios
aren’t standard extras in autos,
so that cuts out the all-nite and
drive time worries for the ole
“Auntie.” Not only do you have
to get your record played on
either of two stations (mostly
Radio One if it’s rock) but the
stations have limited ‘needle
time,” which is the amount of
time permitted to play record-
ings under union agreements.
Otherwise the payment of royal-
ties would be prohibitive to the
government.

Thompson feels that radio as
we know it here could never
exist in England, that the
listener is too program oriented,
and loyal to his particular show
and couldn’t be bothered doing
all the dial switching that Amer-
ican listeners do. But of course
the British haven’t had the op-
portunity and although com-
mercial radio is far from a
reality yet there, it will be in-
teresting to see what effect the
competition will have on
“Auntie” BBC.

NEW YORK—RCA Records
transported its College Radio
Seminar program from the west
coasl to the east coast last Sat-
urday, and the first one was
held in the RCA Studios (in the
RCA Building) here. The sem-
inar attracted about 100 college
radio broadcasters from the
New York metropolitan area, in
addition to RCA Records peo-
ple and commercial radio peo-
ple

The “Unlicensed Radio Mes-
sage,”” as it was billed, began
early that Saturday morning,
and for those who were not yet
awake at the early hour, RCA
provided music loud enough to
awaken anything. The music
even included Elvis.

Steve Kahn, RCA’s N. Y. Re-
gional promotion director, wel-
comed the delegates, and de-
scribed his feelings on eollege
radic: “College stations should
sound professional without
sounding commercial.” Steve
added that he services a num-
ber ¢f college stations that are
both professional and have an
effect on sales, and that there
are stations like this all over
the country. He mentioned
WRFPI-FM, one of Record
World’s campus reporters, as a
major station in the New York
market.

The session got off to a rous-
ing start, as Scott Muni, Alison
Steele (both from WNEW-FM
in New York), and Don Imus,
morning whiz from WNBC in
New York, fielded questions
from the radio people in the
audience. As usual, there were
questions along the lines of
“how can I get a job in radio?”
More interesting was Scott
Muni’s comment lamenting the
lack of qualified, professional
broadcasters teaching broad-
casting in colleges and univer-
gities around the country. The

Randy Edelman Brings Tears
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lack of breadcasting knowledge
of the “real world” of radio
hurts college students, he add-
ed. Later on, Scott noted that
a number of schools offer
courses in rock music and the
history of rock (some of them
taught by his station’s staff),
but that broadcasting education
was really not to be found.
Imus was his usual funny self,
doing some of his on-the-air
routines. But he was serious
when he had to be, when he
encouraged people interested in
radio to get a start any way
they could.

Alison Steele answered a
number of questions regarding
women in radio and ‘“idealism”
in broadcasting. Alison felt that
there was some discrimination
against women but that there
were ground-floor jobs for wom-
en interested in learning broad.-
casting. “You can start in the
mailroom, get in the door. You
have to take anything you can
to get into radio.”

After everyone had quick
sandwiches, RCA artist Bob

Martin performed some songs |

from his new album, “Midwest
Farm Disaster.” He was well-
received by those who stayed
to hear him. The seminar broke
up around 2:30, with the usual
clusters of people around Scott,
Alison, and Don. Also present
was Record World’s Kal Rud-
man.

The Seminar, as mentioned
previously, was the first on the
east coast, and was a successful
one. RCA has plans for more
seminars in New York, Califor-
nia, and around the country.

Because KGFJ already
considers January 15 a holiday,
all on the air personalities will
be paid double time for their
work on that day.

WGIV in Charlotte will cir-
culate petitions in the commun-
ity to make Dr. King’s birthday
a national holiday. The station
has contacted national black
leaders, entertainers and ath-
letes to make announcements
urging the community to sign
the petitions. There will be
one-minute vignettes on Dr.
King's life programmed
throughout the day, and the
station will be draped in black.

WEBB Baltimore will inter-
rupt all regular programming
to play only gospel music and
excerpts from Dr. King’s
speeches.

Big Push For SQ Quad in '73

By ERIC KISCH

B NEW YORK — In anticipa-
tion of the Consumer Electron-
ics Show (now under way in
Chicago), Columbia Records
has been revving up its promo-
tional support for Quadraphon-
ics. llem: An excellently pro-
duced and presented “SQ Quad-
raphonic Handbook’ has just
been sent out to the industry.

Item: A new inner sleeve is
now included in all Columbia
SQ records. One side explains
quadraphonic sound and pro-
vides a list of available SQ
discs. The other shows 25 pho-
tos of currently available quad
hardware, ranging from simple
decoders to complete Quad sys-
tems.

Item: Columbia Records is
placing increasing emphasis on
SQ software in its merchandis-
ing. More cooperative ads are
budgeted for major stores in
major markets.

Because of lots of new equip-
ment sales, “SQ record sales
have taken a serious turn up-
ward,” according to Pierre
Bourdain, Director of Product
Management for Columbia and
Epic  Quadraphonic. “Total
sales of new classical releases
are up, and these are incre-
mental sales, not substitute

gsales. That is, we are getting
new quad buyers who would
not have bought these records
in stereo. At this point, we are
already getting up to 509% of
total sales of a new classical
record in its quad format.”

In view of the gathering mo-
mentum of quad, Columbia an-
nounced a new policy in its
classical recordings. From now
on, all new classical recordings
would be made in the “sur-
round sound” format, rather
than the ‘“ambience” format
that characterized the initial
Quad Masterworks releases. In
the earlier format, only ambi-
ence was recorded on the rear
channels, the aim being to try
to recreate the acoustics and
ambience of the concert hall
in the listener’s living room. As
experience with the medium of
quad recording has developed,
the producers have become
more creative and have ex-
plored the possibilities in
depth. The aim is now to cre-
ate new sonic experiences for
the listener, using the medium
as a partner to the music.

Vanguard, the second major
classical label using the SQ
matrix system, has also opted

And it all depends 100 percent on how
the jury is integrated taking into consideration honesty, neutral-
ity, capacity and information. And that’s where almost all of
them had been failing lately,

Luis Armenteros), also beautiful and winner in second position
at the “Festival of the Song and Voice of Puerto Rico” this year.

N. Y. .. . Color Sound Universal released a single by Philipito
containing “Ven a Nuestro Mundo” (F. Cabrera - R. Rivera) b 'w
“Porque al fin Llega” (Charles Abreu) . . . Fuentes from Colom-
bia re-inked Rodolfo for five more years. That put an end to
rumors regarding his signing with another company . . . Larry
Harlow, brilliant Latin soul musician re-inked for five more years
with Fania Records. Jerry Massucci and Larry are very enthusi-
astic about their future plans . . . Buenos Aires 8, an exquisite
vocal group from Buenos Aires, was a success in Caracas, Vene-
zuela. The group was presented by Fundateatro and Promus im-
mediately released an lp by the group.

Armando Manzanero will perform for two weeks at the Mont-
martre Restaurant in Miami. A week later Elio Roca will take his
place and Marco Antonio Muhiz a week after. Well, that’s a good
star’s parade! . . . We are ready to start a campaign through
which the name of the composer should be mentioned every time
his song is on the air, the same way announcers and dj’s treat the
performers. We are also asking all trade newsmen to write the
name of the composer every time his song is mentioned. Let’s
go ahead with it! . . . Most of the charts from Spain reflect an
impressive amount of hits produced in Anglosaxon countries
and performed in English, in spite of the real good productions
from Spain. For us, at bird’s eye it looks a bit funny and in a
way, it reflects some kind of a complex, through which anything
produced or manufactured on the outside is better without a
proper analysis and qualification. Well, now that Latin America
is fully accepting productions from Spain as of a high quality,
some friends in Spain will be in a position that will force them
to change their mentality. Anyway, I do not think that more than
5 per cent of listeners in Spain really understand what is going
on when they hear a song sung in English. After all, that is the
excuse we had been getting for years in the States, regarding
promotion and air coverage neglected to all Spanish productions
either coming from Spain or Latin America. By the way, how
many songs produced in Spain have been hits in Anglosaxon
countries in the past ten years? . .. Well, perhaps that makes the
big difference. They are fully convinced that their product is
better a 100 per cent, whether it is or isn’t. But, for Spain, there
is a terrific market in all Latin America, or don’t they know how
to count? . . . Radio and recording companies in Spain have to
change their way of thinking, acting and planning. Latin America
is forecing them! . . . And that’s it, next week we’ll be reporting
from New York.

Wilbur De Paris, a traditional New Or-
leans trombonist, who led an excellent combo
with his brother trumpeter Sidney for so many
years, was one of the few traditionalists to
bring the music to a mass public in a pure form
without the trappings of the so-called Dixie-
land white music.

Mel Lastie was a young New Orleans jazz and r&b trumpeter
and a fine songwriter. He was a significant and respected con-
tributor to both fields of musie.

Fluegelhornist and trumpeter Alan Shorter, who is Wayne’s
brother and who played and recorded regularly in the mid sixties
with Archie Shepp and Marion Brown, has returned to the United
States after three fruitful years in Europe. He has plans to
record and form a group for personal appearances. He has not
yet signed with a record company.

Ironically, an album that he made in the US several years ago
for Verve has just been released on English Verve only. That

ing, or advertising or anything else make things a super hit.
It can help, but it’s got to be there. And that’s why now the
tail is wagging the dog. At any company vou have to develop
the artist, not plunk the artist down in the middle of a market
with a ready made label, r&b or pop or country. Donna Fargo
proves that. That’s why the relative importance of the company
has, let’s face it, diminished somewhat. The record companies
have become what they always should have been, purveyors.
That’s why the artists are everything, because the audience
knows hype, and can now listen to whatever it wants and
decide what it wants.

RW: And, as far as you're concerned, what does it want?

Keane: Well, I think, especially :in the rock progressive mar-
ket, a return to the theatricality of early rock. Now, whatever
you want to call it, gay rock, fag rock, whatever, it's a name
that has been given by the press to the music, and, unfortunate-
ly, the business has latched on to it. I think, personally, that
if you go up to a kid at Carnegie Hall and ask him what he
thinks of fag rock or glitter rock he’ll just look at vou. What’s
really thrilling about what's going on now has nothing to do
with homosexuality—it has to do with freedom, and that’s
what rock has been about ever since its beginning. That’s what
people see in Lou Reed, David Bowie, Alice Cooper, Edgar Win-
ter, whatever. The freedom to be outrageous, to do and be what-
ever they want to be, and to present themselves in a totally
theatrical way.

RW: But the music has to be there too, doesn’t it?

Keane: I think that goes without saying, though some record
companies learn slowly. The record buying public is just too
wise. We've educated them, and now they know exactly what
they want and what is good and bad, as I said before.

RW: What you’re saying is that there are actually two things
“returning.” First, there is a return to show business, in the

sense that Alan Freed used to present rock & roll ‘“shows,” and

secondly a return to the freedom aspects of what early rock &
roll represented,

Keane: Basically, yes.

RW: Your basic title here is Market Development. What does
that mean specifically? You've been speaking more and more of
liaison between the company and the artist. Yet, what you spe-
cifically do is “develop markets.”

Keane: Well, what it comes down to is this. I do develop mar-
kets insofar as I try to get as much of our product to the most
widespread and yet appropriate segments of the people who
buy records. But, you see, markets, per se, as neat cubby holes,
don’t mean all that much anymore. Artists cross over to all
kinds of markets that nobody even thought of before. Thus, the
market develops out of the artist, and that’s why, to come full
circle, the artists are so damn important nowadays. The audi-
ence and the artists really control the markets.

RW: So what roll does the record company play, what role
do you and the rest of your “engines” play?

Keane: Well, from my point of view, we put all of the pieces
together, publicity, art, marketing etc., so that the company
works as a team for the artist. That’s how you have to sell
records today, because the record company fulfills a service
function for the artist. Good bad or indifferent, that’s how things
are. Personally, I think it’'s good, because it makes for more
freedom, more variety and eventually a more totaily successful
picture for any artist. This way, we can spread the artist over
as many markets as we can reach, so much so that, ag I im-
plied before, such designations as markets will blur and per-
haps fade away altogether.

to establish its anti-piracy
intelligence bureau with a full-
time staff of attorneys and in-
vestigators headed by Jules E.
Yarnell in New York. RIAA
also joined with the National
Association of Record Mer-
chandisers in marshaling a na-
tionwide network of shoppers
who have been feeding infor-
mation on pirates’ activities to
the companies whose products
are being illegally duplicated,
as well as to Federal. State and
local law enforcement agencies.

Gortikov has noted that the
flow of intelligence has resulted
in a sharp increase in the num-
ber of civil suits brought by
record companies against man-
ufacturers, distributors and re-
tailers of bogus records and
tapes throughout the country
with an almost perfect record
of success. Moreover. acting
on information developed by
RIAA, law enforcement author-
ities have become increasingy
active in making raids, arrest-
ing the owners of pirate opera-
tions and impounding huge
quantities of pirated or coun-
terfeit merchandise and dupli-
cating equipment.

Another key factor, said
Gortikov, is the growing real-
ization among police and the
courts that piracy is not an in-
nocent prank engaged in by
small fry for a couple of bucks.
“It is big business that yields
fantastic profits to large, well-
financed pirate  operations,
many of which are linked to
organized crime.”

Among the highlights of
RIAA’s battle against piracy
in 1972, Gortikov listed:

¢ Six major pirate manufac-
turers were shut down, with
nearly two and one-half million
bogus tapes confiscated, along
with reproduction equipment.
Total loss to the pirates was
more than $14 million.

® A major pirate distribu-
tion center in New York, which
supplied pirate tapes through-
out the country, was raided and
put out of business. More than
50,000 bogus tapes, valued at

more than  $300,000, were
seized.

® Interstate wholesale and
retail operations were closed

down in g number of states, in-
cluding Minnesota, Illinois,
Oregon, New York, Utah and
Wisconsin and their operators
brought into court. In each
case, the retailers were pro-
hibited from selling their sup-
plies of bogus tapes.

® Police raids on individual
retail stores served notice on
small retailers that they are
not immune from arrest and
prosecution. One raid in New

Police confiscated the re-
tailers’ supply of bogus tapes.

Gortikov also credited the
enactment of the new copy-
right law protecting recordings
from illegal dupliation with
having further limited the
pirates’ ability to run rampant.
Noting that this is Federal Leg-
islation with equal applicabil-
ity throughout the country,
Gortikov said that pirates could
no longer move their operations
with impunity to another state
after being enjoined via a civil
suit or prosecuted under a state
anti-piracy statute.

Citing the <close liaison
achieved by RIAA with other
industry groups, such as the
music publishers’ Harry Fox
Agency and the National As-
gociation of Record Merchan-
disers, Gortikov said this has
resulted in an even greater
flow of intelligence and infor-
mation interchange.

the label by Ferlin Husky. “Two
Sides of ‘Crash’” is Craddock’s
newest album featuring his
current country hit “Afraid
I'll Want to Love Her One More
Time.” Craddock’s “Knock
Three Times” and “You Better
Move On” are rereleases of
earlier albums by Craddock
which originally appeared on
the Cartwheel label, recently
acquired by ABC/Dunhill.

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Barri, Dennis Lambert and
Brian Potter and a two record
set recorded live by Three Dog
Night. Other releases on Dun-
hill include “Steppenwolf: 16
Greatest Hits” and “Jugger-
nauts of the Early 70’s,” a col-
lection of hit songs by such
artists as Three Dog Night, Jim
Croce, The Grass Roots, Step-
penwolf and others.

The Bluesway label, inactive
for several years, has been re-
activated under the direction of
producer Ed Michel. The Janu-
ary Bluesway release consists
of 15 albums and one sampler.
Some of the material is pre-
viously unreleased, most of it
is in quad. Special boxed sets
of the Bluesway product will
be sent to radio stations in an
extensive promotion campaign.

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CONCERT REVIEW

Eric Andersen Back,
Better Than Ever

B NEW YORK-—Until recent-
ly, a lot of people were wonder-
ing what ever happened to Eric
Andersen, one of our foremost
popular contemporary folk mu-
sicians during the mid sixties.
Eric first recorded for Van-
guard, then Warner Bros., and
after a long absence, finally
made his presence heard and
felt again as Columbia Records
released his first album for
them, “Blue River.” The record
is perhaps the best album An-
derson has ever recorded, per-
fectly representing this very
talented young man’s romantic
sensibilities as most often re-
flected by sensitive, delicate
lyrics and lovely melodies. Last
Saturday night (6) at Alice
Tully Hall, Andersen in person
reaffirmed his position as a
superior singer-songwriter.

In the course of the evening,
Eric stated that the concert
hall was to become ‘“one big
living room” and later ex-
claimed, “long live romanti-
cism!” As Eric accompanied
himself on acoustic guitar, pi-
ano and harmonica, and as lat-
er joined by his beautiful wife
Deborah on bass guitar, piano
and vocal harmonies, his prom-
ises came fulfilled as the hall
did indeed take on the comfort-
able, intimate feeling of an at
home atmosphere. In the course
of the concert, Eric sang the
first love song he ever wrote,
“Come To My Bedside My Dar-
ling,” and some new, as yvet un-
recorded songs, including
“Time Runs Like A Freight
Train” which is destined to be-
come an instant classic. High-
lights of the performance were
Eric's particularly lovely “Blue
River” and “Is It Really Love
At All”, both from the “Blue
River” Columbia Ip, “A Woman
Is A Prism,” with its extended
harmonica solo, the lovely
“Foolish Like The Flowers”
and “Lie With Me,” a rousing
version of Merle Haggard’s
“Daddy Frank The Guitar
Man”, and, finally. the always
endurable Dbrilliance of
“Thirsty Boots,” certainly one
of Eric’s most famous and pop-
ular tunes.

In person, Eric communi-
cates quite directly with his
audience as he ardently sings
of love and pain and the trans-

the military). Every quarter
there are 80 hours of programs
produced and 5 hours of music
put onto elpee discs and shipped
out to the stations. Each station
is autonomous under the local
military commander. Local and
independent programming is en-
couraged and ‘“‘absolutely no
censorship of any kind” is per-
mitted, I was emphatically as-
sured. “Any stories to the con-
trary are definitely untrue and
mistaken.” The music list is
culled from the charts of the
three national trades, Gavin and
Ted Randall and if a record
shows a definite upward trend.
it will be added even before it
hits top 20 (shades of Rick
Sklar!). Chuck Berry’s “Ding-
A-Ling” was held up until it
was apparent that it was headed
for the top of the charts, and
Paul McCartney’s “Hi Hi Hi” is
still not being plaved. Otherwise
all varieties of music are pro-
vided, rock, MOR, jazz, r&b and
countrv and it's done rapidly
enough so the lists are not too
far behind the States.

Currently some of the pro-
grams include shows by Roger
Carroll, Wink Martindale, John-
nie Darrin, Wolfman Jack, Tom
Campbell, Charlie Tuna, Gene
Price, Herman Griffith, Roger
Byvnum and the American Top
40, as well as classical musie,
religious and dramatic shows.
Whichever programs are used on
the air must be rated bv the pro-
gram director as to its popu-
larity (even in the service you
can get cancelled) but the se-
lection of programs is left up
to each station.

When asked about some of
their famous radio alumni, some
of the answers were Meredith
Willson. Pat Weaver, Dennis

“As you know, ‘pirate’ tapes
are those illegally manufac-
tared from a commercial re-
cording produced by a legiti-
mate phonograph record com-
pany. These ‘pirate’ tapes are
usually sold at prices less than
the wholesale price of legal
tapes. This is made possible by
the fact that the tape pirate
pays no royalty to the record-
ing artist or record companies,
rarely to the owner of the song
copyright, and bears none of
the expenses of producing and
advertising the original record.
The production expense alone
incurred by the legitimate
company in producing a record
album or tape may run into
tens of thousands of dollars.

“It is estimated that sales
of illegal tapes during 1972
were in excess of $200 million.
A number of States have en-

acted laws declaring illegal
duplication to be a c¢riminal
offense. The Federal Govern-
ment has imposed further

criminal sanctions against the
pirating of product produced
after February 15, 1972, In ad-
dition, a Federal Court of Ap-
peals has ruled that the un-
authorized use of a song on a
‘pirate’ tape is a violation of

the U.S. Copyright Act and sub-
ject to the c¢riminal penalty
provisions of that Act. The
Supreme Court has recently re-
fused to overturn that decision.

“Many tape pirates produce
legal opinions, based on an out-
of-context portion of the U.S.
Copyright Act, stating that
pirates have the right to appro-
priate the recordings of legiti-
mate companies. If there was
ever any honest question in this
regard, the decision of the U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals for
the Ninth Circuit in the
Dutchess Music case (which
the Supreme Court declined to
reverse in October, 1972)
should dispel that question.

“In addition to the criminal
aspects of piracy, the pirates
and those associated with them
may be the subject of civil law
suits for unfair competition
and copyright infringement.

“Itf you would bring to the
attention of the Fair Managers
the seriousness of the pirate
tape situation and its effect on
all those in the legitimate en-
tertainment industry. you will
be doing a service to the in-
dustry and to those govern-
mental units who sponsor the
fairs.”
