That’s one of the places where Decca Rec-
ords is really respected, and if that sounds like a put-down, I
don’t 'mean it that way, but Decca was not in today’s swing of
things to speak of, although it should have been more respected
because it did have, through whatever reasons it happened,
“Jesus Christ Superstar” and “Tommy,” the two really giant
rock opera projects. But if you asked anyone about it, they
couldn’t tell you. I look now that we’ve done all these things and
I'm really satisfied with our distribution, our executive staff and
our manufacturing facilities. We are spending more money to
update them, and getting better machinery.

We're in the manufacturing business to stay and to grow. We
consolidated the distribution so that we are now selling our own
product—manufacturing and selling only our own product. We're
not distributing any other labels, anyone else’s product. I'm not
opposed to it, but it’s got to be something that really gets into
us, that will compliment what we are doing. I think we, through
Artie (Mogull), can get into the talent world; we have a very rich
parent firm, we have attractions here, being involved in medio-disc,
television, motion pictures, publishing—the whole works. And
this company has the chance to be a substantial member of a
big four or three or two in the next three or four years.

RW: Can you tell me something about how you came to get
together with Artie? I mean, I know that you two have been
crossing paths for years.

Maitland: Yeah. Well, as you may have heard, my final thirty
days at Warner Brothers—there were problems, which most peo-
ple know about, some serious problems, mainly for me, not with
the company. I hired Artie at Warner Brothers, during that final
chirty days, and T obviously expected that to be an important
venture, and when my problem got too serious, to the point where
I wasn’t going to stay and they didn’t want me, Artie was then ter-
minated soon after. Before that, as you know, he had werked for
me at Warner Brothers twice, once in publishing and twice
in the record company and he had other opportunities. When I
come over here, I also hired Artie for one weekend. Then the
Capitol deal came up and he decided he wanted that more and
he was getting more money. I gave him his verbal release to go
to Capitol and then things were not working out too well here,
A&R wise, and Artie was available again, so we finally got to-
gether.

RW: Are you planning to consolidate your labels?

Maitland: During '73 we will have completed a re-arranging
of our logo and labels to where we are MCA on all regular and
high priced product, and we will be Coral on medium and low
price product all over the world, including the US and Canada.
The reason is that we don’t own Decca, as most people know,
except for the US and Canada. We have not used Kapp for quite
a long time, internationally, although we did domestically and
Coral also belong to English Decca. So, the best opportunity we

could see was to go with the MCA and Coral. We're doing that
now, every day we're making new changes and as product in the
catalog runs out, we’ll say a Decca or a Kapp lp, it automati-
cally switches itself into a MCA or a Coral. I want to establish
MCA. We've had a problem and people still say, I've had people
call me and offer me an act and say “Well you better take it.
cause if not, I know I can take it to Uni,” which they don’t un-
derstand and the same thing is true of a lot of people who just
never really knew that there was a MCA. That is our parent
firm and through Universal Television and Pictures, MCA will
become better known around the world, so we will take advan-
tage of that because we can’t use Decca and we’re in an inter-
national business and T am very international minded, I've al-
ways been.

RW: Was “Crocodile Rock” the first record release on MCA?

Maitland: The first single record release. The first album was
“Hot August Night” by Neil Diamond. The new “Don’t Shoot
The Piano Player” by Elton John will be MCA. The new Cher
album, which is about ready, will be MCA. The new Conway
Twitty and Loretta Lynn will be MCA. I thought that the peo-
ple in the country area would want to maintain Decca and I met
with a lot of them, a number of them, down there. and they
wanted to switch to MCA, they didn’t want to be left out. They
wanted to come in and it was very genuine, because I was quite
sure in my mind in front that they wouldn’t want it, that they
would want to stay with Decca, which they respect so much and
which has such a great name in the South, but they didn’t, they
wanted to join the main firm.

RW: Did they foresee any kind of problems in that sort of
name change within the country?

Maitland: No, it’s happened so fast. that we haven’t even
found a problem at the store level with dual numbers, We went
into this very thoroughly last night, we had a meeting here, to
make sure from the field reports, we had everybody come in and
tell us what their problems are. We don’t have any problems and
we're just going to have dual numbers in certain cases for a
while. Not in the case of something already issued, but as we
start changing the catalog.

RW: Can you tell me about the deal in Atlanta?
Maitland: Sounds of the South, (that’s the na=es of the label)
what ve call the Kooper Deal, is headquartered in Atlanta. We are
joint partners in this venture, in MCA and Al Kooper and his
associates. We leased a house, out in the country a little bit
and, not really the country, but in the suburbs in Atlanta. It’s
surrounded by trees with a couple acres of ground; there’s a log
cabin on it that we use for guest headquarters. The house has
enough room so that the garage can be converted into a demo
session studio. We're going to use a special logo that picks up
this log cabin, which is a fact—it exists there—it’s beautiful.
So, a few weeks ago we had sorted out some of the first talent.
I went down to Atlanta and we made a tour. We saw a lot of
groups, we saw a lot of people, and in every occasion, that was
significant, Kooper set it up so that the two of us, we had com-
munication with the people who would be interested in know-
ing that there’s a place to go to in Atlanta, because we had such
respect and since I represent a company like MCA, that was
important.

Ellmgton Specml a Love Aﬂmr

Duke Ellington, subject of monumental TV tnbute, and participatin
Atlantic artists Roberta Flack and Aretha Franklin.

B If there is royalty in Amer-
ica, then it can only be in the
person of the Duke of Ellington.
Probably no composer of popu-
lar music in the twentieth cen-
tury has had—and is still ex-
erting —such universal influ-
ence in his field. But paying
tribute to Edward Kennedy El-
lington is not unique. It has
been done—and will continue to
be done—by an industry that
long ago realized some of its
biggest names wouldn’t be
where they are today if it
hadn’t been for the brilliant mu-
gicianship of this ageless star.

However the music world
uniquely topped itself last week
in a 90 minute Ellington tribute
aired on CBS Television en-
titled “Duke Ellington ... We
Love You Madly.” Gathered to-
gether for the sole purpose of
saying thank you with his mu-
sic was an array of jazz stars
that one could think would be
impossible to gather together at
one time. In the company of the
Duke were Count Basie, Ray
Charles, Roberta Flack, Aretha
Franklin, Peggy Lee, Sarah
Vaughan, Chicago, Sammy Da-
vis Jr., Billy Eckstine, Joe Wil-
liams, Quincy Jones, Louis
Bellson and Paula Kelly.

Ellington set the pace, con-
ducting a medley of his “I’'m
Beginning To See The Light”
and “Do Nothing Till You Hear
From Me.” Taking it from
there the evening went on to
include some of the most stun-
ning performances seen on or
off the tube. Ray Charles and
Count Basie together at the pi-
ano polished off neatly “In A
Mellow Tone” and “I Like The
Sunrise.”

At Mr. Charles’ beckoning,
out popped the great Aretha
who beautifully sallied forth
with “Lucky So And So.” Sam-
my Davis Jr., with Louis Bell-
son backing him up on drums,
sang and danced “The Blues.”
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Sassy Sarah Vaughan set out on
a super smooth “Caravan” that
revealed her voice as one of the
greatest discoveries since elec-
tricity. Miss Peggy Lee repeat-
ed her big Ellington chart hit
of a few years back “I'm Gonna
Go Fishin’” adding an extra
measure of that vocal sexiness
she’s so famous for.

Highlight of highlights, a
stunning performance of Billy
Strayhorn’s haunting ‘“Lush
Life” was exquisitely handled
by songstress Roberta Flack.
The Strayhorn tune marked the
only non-Ellington song in the
show but its introduction by the
Duke in his own tribute to
Strayhorn was most moving

Billy Eckstine’s “Sophisti-
cated Lady” was hauntingly
dramatized by a very leggy
Paula Kelly in a contempo-
ballet production number. Joe
Williams joined with Count
Basie in “Sittin” And A Rock-
in’.” And jazz/rock super group
Chicago added the young vote
to the Duke as they bounced
forth with “Jump For Joy.”

The wonder of it all was that
they all got together — their
medleys as well—and became a
single voice of thanks to this
great man in the style it so
well deserved. It remains for
the recording industry to come
forward with a television
soundtrack of this special to
make the tribute complete. Let’s
hear it for the Duke!

His
ambitions are a bit greater than
winning candy, and one of
them is the opportunity to play
Albert Hall in London. He’s in
England now, mostly promoting
his first album.

His performances are strictly
spontaneous, sometimes not
even planning what numbers
he’s going to do in advance.
This gives him the opportunity
to allow the mood of the mo-
ment take over and his own per-
sonality to come through. “But
what I dream of being able to
do is a full concert. Start off
with an acoustical group, then
do a set with perhaps a full
36 piece orchestra.” Albert, who
is soft-spoken and seems decep-
tively laid-back, is definitely
not easily dissuaded from his
dreams. He left home at a very
early age, played with several
groups in Europe, performed in
films, a theatre company and
even a ballet. He met Mike
Hazelwood with whom he musi-
cally collaborates and they won
awards in 1968 for two songs
written for a children’s televi-
sion program, “Little Arrows”
and “Gimme Dat Ding.” Initi-
ally, since Mike and Albert
could not afford to travel to see
each other in order to write
their songs, they started col-
laborating via the telephone, a
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Albert Hammond

habit they find difficult to break
even today.

Albert Hammond is an artist
who believes in being involved
in all aspects of the music busi-
ness. “You don’t write songs
and then expect to stay at home
and hope for the best,” counsels
Albert. He’s enthusiastic about
doing anything, anywhere that
will help his music be heard.
“I spent a year in Los Angeles
before I found a record com-
pany who wanted to sign me.”
Originally Mums execs Barry
Gross and Marty Kupps were at
ABC/Dunhill when they first
heard the Hammond demo, but
had to wait until Mums Records
was set up before they could
sign him. Another Mums group,
the Association, has had the
Hammond touch by releasing,
as their first single, his song
“Names Tags Numbers and La-
bels” which Albert also pro-
duced. In April, he will be doing
some more record producing for
Johnny Cash, and his own sec-
ond album is a Hammond pro-
duction. “The first album was
like a series of ten demos, but
the second is more of a reflec-
tion of where I am now musi-
cally. What I'd like to do now
is everything I've ever done be-
fore, but more successfully.”

Elvis Gets Gold For Quadradisc

B NEW YORK—Elvis Presley
has collected two more gold al-
bum awards from the Record-
ing Industry Association of
America, and has become the
first artist in the industry to
have a gold album award for
a four-channel recording.

The RCA Quadradisc which
was certified is the new two-
record set, “Elvis—Aloha from
Hawaii Via Satellite,” which
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turned gold almost the moment
it was released in the U.S.

Elvis’ other gold album
award is for “Elvis’ Fifty Mil-
lion Sellers Vol. I.,” a four-
record set which was released
two years ago.

To date, Elvis has 55 million-
selling single records and 17
albums which have been certi-
fied as gold albums by the
RIAA.

ABC/Dunhill

Signs Seven

B LOS ANGELES—ABC/Dun-
hill Records has signed seven
artists to the label, according
to Jay Lasker, President.
Among the new additons to the
ABC/Dunhill fold are Genya
Ravan, signed through Jimmy
Miller Productions, and Thomas
Jefferson Kaye, best known as
a producer and as the composer
of Three Dog Night’s “One Man
Band.”

William Saint James, an

cago hard rock group.

The acquisition of Atlanta’s
Charles Mann, is expected to
broaden ABC/Dunhill’s R&B
scope. Mann’s newly released
single, “Way You Love Me
Too,” was produced by Dave
Crawford. Newly signed Dia-
mondhead, a group from South-
ern California, is currently in
the studio, and no release date
for their album has been set.

Diary of a College Tour

By GARY COHEN

To the smaller independent
label, without a large national
staff, the cheapest and most
successful way to expose a
new artist or group is to tour
and play at colleges and uni-
versities. Eleventh Hour Rec-
ords, an independent company
based in Virginia Beach, took
their group Polyphony on a
tour of colleges along the east
coast for just that purpose.
From Jan. 27 to Feb. 11, the
5-member group, 3 roadies, a
light man, and Eleventh
Hour’s National Promotion
Director Chuck Taylor, visited
and played 7 college (and
some non-college) dates
A synopsis of their tour:

The deal that Eleventh Hour
offered to each college was
that the school had to provide
the hall and the promotion, and
to keep ticket prices between
$1 and $2. The label agreed to
provide the ‘tickets, sound
system and the group. There
was no guarantee involved,
with a percentage deal allow-
ing the label and school to
share proceeds. The first date
was on Jan. 28 at Madison
College in Harrisonburg, Va.,
using only the campus radio
station for promotion, the
group drew 250 people on a
Sunday night. Audience re-
sponse to the group was good.

Jan. 29 brought them to
Ferrum, Virginia. A “dismal”
45 people came, as Ferrum’s
college station, WFJC, is only
a campus carrier station, un-
like Madison’s FM campus
outlet. The date was even more
disappointing because the
group had played on campus
only three months before, and
had played to a full house.

After Ferrum, the entourage
piled into their Winnebago
Camper and Ryder rental
truck, and journeyed to Nasson
College in Springvale Maine.
On this campus, the ticket
price was $2.50, but it includ-
ed all the beer the students
could drink. The label. made,
out, financially. The school,
however, did not, as the audi-
ence (and group) consumed 12
kegs of beer . . . a mean feet
considering 517 people to get
in.

Feb, 3 found them in Storrs,
Conn. at the University of

Connecticut. Because the school

2

is state-owned, they could not
run the show on a percentage
deal (state laws prohibit this).
The group did two shows—
the first drew less than 200
500 and 600. The attendance,
according to Taylor, was ex-
cellent considering they were
competing against the Jazz
Workshop on campus. And it
was also the date where they
received the best response—
standing ovations and encores
from the audience.

After a day off, they were
back in the south at the Uni-
versity of Virginia in Char-
lottesville. They were con-
tracted to play in Cabell Hall,
which, they discovered at the
last moment, has no facilities
for receiving equipment. You
can’t bring a truck within a
quarter mile of the hall, and in
order to get the equipment (in-
cluding Polyphony’s mellotron
and sound system) inside the
hall, you have to carry it up
three flights of stairs just to
get it down the three flights
of stairs into the hall. P.S.:
They didn’t play.

The tour ended at Ford-
ham University in New York
on Sunday, Feb. 11, with the
concert being ‘‘co-sponsored”
by five colleges and univers-
ities in the New York area.
Proving that the New York
market is the most fickle of all,
with pubilicity in newspaper
and on radio throughout the
five colleges involved, 15
people showed up for the first
show. Instead of performing
at two separate shows the
group played for a half-hour
took a break, and returned to
a better crowd. The concert
organizers rounded up a total
of 75 people for the “second
show.”

Since college tours for new
group are not designed to raise
money, but rather to expose
“the group and gain credibility
for them, both the group and
Taylor felt the tour was a
success. After counting re-
ceipts and expenses (including
a rather large bill for room
service at the Americana Ho-
tel in New York) the whole
tour lost $9. But it was well
worth it, noted Taylor. “We did
four things on the tour. First,
people saw us and they saw the
group perform in person.

it’s going through the same positive possibilities that happened
in San Francisco in the ’60s.

RW: Nobody is very seriously into Atlanta, except for Lowery
and MGM.

Maitland: That’s right. And a lot of people are becoming
aware of it. Capricorn is in there. And that’s the reason we
didn’t say anything—we were after the same talent in a couple
of cases, we won one and we lost one, so now we’ll make the
announcement. I'm very excited about that deal because I'm a
great fan of Al’s and as artistic as he is, he’s a very bright busi-
ness man, too, He’s just a surprising business man and I think
we’re going to have a good relationship. I'm pleased, in my own
case, that I can work with a guy like that. I can, in the case of
a guy like Al, really work well with him and it looks well. Now
with Artie here, who didn’t know about this project until just
recently, there’ll be a better relationship between Al and Artie,
which is the way it should be.

RW: Your particular interest in Atlanta is also an adjunct
to your already burgeoning business in Nashville.

Maitland: Yes. Nashville, as far as MCA is concerned, is a
country headquarters. That’s what our people’s interest is—in
country. I don’t want to disturb that. Atlanta offers an opportu-
nity to be into the new Southern music, the new contemporary
South, for us, I also have a feeling in my own mind that there’s
going to be a great deal more of decentralization of this type,
because we now know the music that people want to buy fre-
quently comes from anywhere and we have no intentions of
building a large complex here on the West Coast. We don’t have
but a small studio here which we, again, use for demos. We don’t
have a studio in New York. Nashville’s fine. Atlanta’s fine. I’d
like to have maybe other offices, maybe even Bakersfield if that’s
why the country thing is doing so well. There’s no reason why
you can’t have many offices from an A&R standpoint to be at-
tracted to talent anywhere. That’s why we have one in London.

RW: How does Rocket Records fit into the scheme of things.
There is already a London office, right?

Maitland: Yeah. That’s a good question. Rocket Records, first
of all, is a US and Canadian deal only, for us, because it’s al-
ready got distributors over there. He came here because he really
likes this company and he likes what we’re doing. We have, I
think, a rather remarkable relationship with Elton. Our London
office is on the lookout for talent up there. I consider London,
still, to be the number one source of talent in the world, cer-
tainly from the US market standpoint. There seems to be more
coming from there, there are more hungry kids that are look-
ing for exposure.

Green Headlines
L.A. Forum Show

B LOS ANGELES — It was
pure entertainment from start
to finish at the Forum. Blood-
stone (London), a new recording
group, opened to a half-empty
house, but never let that inter-
fere with their enthusiasm in
a set which included their new
single “Natural High”; they
sounded like a natural winner.
Then the Sylvers (Pride) a
local LA family group, did a
set which would have done any
choreographer proud. Outfitted
in brightly patterned costumes,
they sang and executed preci-
sion movements for a very en-
thusiastic audience. The Spin-
ners (Atlantic) included in

RW: Do you foresee that your video-disc is going to be very
significant with your music end of things?

Maitland: I believe that it will come, I think that we’re quite
a ways away, but the MCA disc is the only one, to my knowledge,
that has this length of time. There are other discs but they’re
short.

RW: Forty minutes per side.

Maitland: Yeah. I first saw this when I came here and it was
pretty rough and I guess, those of us, the officers in the com-
pany, have seen it maybe four or five times during the past twelve
months and each time it got so much better. I went to the most
recent demonstration and I thought it was very, very good in
that short period of time. Particularly in view, when you think
in terms of fighting a General Electric or an RCA or a CBS’s full
development department and all these other giants. Our small
crew has really done a job and I think there’s great potential
there.
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RW: Now the initial application of it, as I understood from
the stories in the press release I saw, is the re-packaging of
catalog movies and television things.

Maitland: Yeah. I took home “Airport” on a 16 millimeter last
week because I’d never seen the film and I knew I was going to
be home so I got the film and took it home—that could be done,
I think, on four or three records. I could have had that at home
too, if I had that system.

RW: Was it just big money that pulled Neil Diamond away?

Maitland: That is a tough one, because we’ve run through so
many different cycles on this negotiation. I would say that we
should have never let him get away. I would say that I would
have to take the major blame for not being on a more person-to-
person basis with Neil. He had great respect for the Uni people,
and of course it was a family. But unfortunately, we got into
a very difficult negotiation that went through many different
cycles. We are a world-wide company, we do own our own manu-
facturing and we would discuss a deal only on the terms that
it be world-wide. At the time it appeared that by giving these
different parts—such as international, against domestic, tapes
away from manufacturing—we’d give them an opportunity to
make all kinds of wild deals on the continent for the tape com-
pany. Those eventualy fell apart. Unfortunately, we were already
committed and we didn’t have a chance to get back and make a
final offer. Obviously, our strategy in dealing with Neil was not
the best. I learned a lot about it. I wouldn’t make the same mis-
take again.

Horton, Bell Get

Carey Bell is a young disciple of
Horton’s, who has played with
Jimmy “Fast Fingers” Daw-
kins and recorded an album of
his own on Delmark three years
ago.

B Prestige has come out with its third set of
| jazz twofer resissues. Included are “All Day
Long And All Night Long” by Kenny Burrell,
which combines the two albums of the same
title, a fine Red Garland quintet package with
John Coltrane, a Cal Tjader set from a 1957
concert, a combination of Eric Dolphy in Eu-
rope volumes 1 & 3 entitled “Eric Dolphy:
Copenhagen Concert” and Miles Davis’ “Col-
lectors Items.”

All six albums are well worth owning. The Miles Davis is
especially valuable, combining the Prestige “Collector’s Item”
album with both Charlie Parker and Sonny Relling on tenor saxes
with the “Blue Moods” album on Fantasy Debut.

“The Greatest Jazz Concert Ever” lives up to its title. It is the
historic Toronto 1953 concert with Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gil-
lespie, Bud Powell, Charles Mingus and Max Roach.

It is somewhat questionable why Prestige reissued the Dolphy
Europe sessions at this time. While they are valuable for his
performance, the weak rhythm section mars the music. There is
much greater Dolphy in the Prestige vaults. Hopefully we will
see more in the near future.

Also at Fantasy, more blues twofers coming on the Fantasy
label and Riverside and Milestone twofers on the Milestone label.
Fantasy has also signed guitarist Jerry Hahn, who gained rec-
ognition with the classic John Handy Monterey quintet. Mean-
while, seek out Hahn’s great album on Arhoolie, which featured
Mike White and Jack DeJohnette.

*

* *

Speaking of Arhoolie, the label has come out with two more
fine blues albums. “Louisiana Country Blues” by Herman E.
Johnson (Arhoolie 1060) was originally recorded for Folk-lyric
in 1961. How Johnson missed the country blues revival of the
sixties is a mystery. This album shows him to be one of the finest
exponents of the idiom. He has a clean guitar style rooted in the
delta and a smooth, expressive singing style. His songs are quite
fresh with lyrics that go beyond cliche.

The second album in the release is “The Rattler” by Dave Alex-
ander (Arhoolie 1067). Alexander is a young black pianist in his
thirties who plays incredible blues and boogie piano, although
he has some experience with Bay Area jazzmen. He was a major
force at the 1970 Ann Arbor Blues Festival, played with many
Oakland bluesmen and recorded with L. C. Robinson (Arhoolie
1062). Although his singing style is not very strong, it is a fine
compliment to his incredible playing and his fine choice of ma-
terial.

At Apollo

This Chicago based
group made it to New York
once again recently and head-
lined their own revue at the
Apollo Theatre.

The Chi-Lites feature the
enormus talents of Eugene
Record. Eugene ig the writer,
arranger and producer of the
group. If there is anyone
around today that will come
close to equaling Smokey Rob-
insons’ track record as a suc-
cessful songwriter, composer,
and interpreter it will be Eu-
gene. He has written every one
of the group’s hit records and
has given them a sound and a
styling all his own. The other
members of the Chi-Lites are
Robert Lester, who counter-
parts Eugene’s lead singing
superbly, and Marshall Thomp-
son, who plays one of the
greatest mouth harps ever
heard on the group’s hit rec-
ord, “Oh Girl”.

The featured vocal groups
in the Chi-Lites Revue includ-
ed the Emotions who sang a
medley of their hits which in-
cluded, “So I Can Love You”,
the Independents and Barbara
Acklin.

B LONDON—DBritain’s first ever official local commercial radio
stations have been set for the London area: The London Broad-
casting Company—specializing in current affairs and involving
frequent news bulletins, and Radio Capitol featuring music of
all types. The London Broadcasting Co. involves several British
press men along with a Canadian Company and they have ap-
pointed Michael Levette as Managing Director, whilst Capitol
is headed by Richard Attenborough, and also involves music per-
sonalities George Martin and deejay David Jacobs. Both stations
will be on the air by the end of the year, reaching approximately
9 million listeners by November, marking the launching of a
new commercial radio network planned to eventually involve
sixty stations throughout the country.

After five years with CBS, A&R Chief Dave Margereson leaves
the company at the end of the month to take up a similar post
with A&M. Managing Director Derek Green made the appoint-
ment upon his return from MIDEM. Meanwhile at Pye, Colin
Hadley has resigned his post as Director of Sales to set up his
own marketing consultancy firm—McKinley Marketing. Hadley’s
first client is Bell Records, for whom he will undertake a cam-
paign to increase their share of the album market. Stateside rep-
resentation will be by Overseas Music Services of New York.

Radio Luxembourg U.K. General Manager Alan Keen will in
the future control the French service of R.T.L. broadcasting
from midnight to 3 a.m. Monday to Friday. The programs will
be compiled by 208 Program Director Ken Evans, and presented
by British deejays who will broadcast mainly in English. In a
recent survey it was established that an audience of approxi-
mately one million also exists in Denmark for the English service.

Fantasy Records’ Vice President Fred Marks has announced
the signing of British hard rock band the Frank White Band,
who are currently completing their first album under producer/
manager Sandy Roberton’s direction, for the San Francisco based
label. Fantasy label manager at EMI John Kavaner plans a sin-
gle for March, followed by the album in May which will coin-
cide with the band’s extensive U.K. tour.

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The Rundown on Barclay Records

By GILLES PETARD

B PARIS — Jean Fernandez,
head of the international de-
partment at Barclay Records,
has reported some facts con-
cerning the situation of the
company. In August 1970 the
society ran into financial diffi-
culties, on account of certain
experiments in the field of elec-
tronics, quite outside of the
scope of records. The Société
Barclay Industries, created for
that purpose, caused some sub-
stantial losses for the record
company and it became neces-
sary to make a loan of $1,800,-
000 from a British financing
group.

Eddie Barclay undertook a
reorganization by calling in a
new general manager, in the
person of Grégoire Katz, for-
merly a rack jobber. Léo Mis-
sir, for twelve years head of
the A&R dept. was nominated
Vice-President. At the same
time a new policy was launch-
ed; including cutting down on
overhead expenses, better ex-
ploitation of the artists already
under contract (Charles Azna-
vour, Jacques Brel, Léo Ferré,
Jean Ferrat, Michel Delpech,
Mireille Mathieu ...) and heavy
promotion on new product.

In September the company
had two number one hits with
the two versions of “Mammy
Blue” by Daydé and Nicoletta,
soon to be followed by “Fan de
toi” by Michel Delpech. Dur-
ing that same touch and go pe-
riod, Aznavour was renewing
his contract and Brel re-signed
his contract for life.

In 1971 and 1972, the Bar-
clay-Riviera Group was number
one among French record com-
panies by the number of titles
that went into the official CIDD
hit parade, and number five by
the amount of new releases

published during the year. Dur-
ing that period, Barclay launch-
ed successfully the following
artists: Christian Delagrange,
Patrick Juvet, Danie] Guichard,
Les Poppies and Esther Galil;

sold in Europe (among which

could mean over 200,000 albums of any great hit on the east and
west coast, you could easily understand that only people not
properly informed or stupid, do not realize the importance of
the Latin market at all. The only thing that we need now ig to
keep informing, tightning relations and make out of Latin Amer-
ica and Spain a big and strong market that in any way, could be
even bigger than the one in the States. In the other hand, when
companies from the U.S., (excepting those ones that already
know the whole thing and keep it a secret, who already establish-
ed their proper distribution and offices in those countries), they
will really take it very seriously and go ahead. Till now, most
of the companies had been neglecting product from Latin Amer-
ica. Now let me tell you something, 1 can assure you that “Sum-
mer Holiday” by Terry Winter or “Tell Me Once Again” could be-
come smashing No. 1 hits in the American charts. The big prob-
lem had been communication and a bunch of stupids that really do
nothing about anything and only in the States, so crowded with
new productions that thousands of great themes are ignored by
the American stations. Now, if any independent producer, whose
product had been ignored in the States, and with the investment
already done, call us to our offices in Miami they will see and
watch how can a record become No. 1 in Latin America and as a
“boomerang” could come back to the States and then be accepted
by the geniuses that neglected it. And if you wish I could start
mentioning hits that came that way, but, wait, that’s our
secret . Montclaire released a single produced by Ruben
Fuentes in Mexico by the Border Patrol, containing “Wildoon
the Magnificent” and “Magally” (I like this side better) directed
to the Spanish and American market. It is an instrumental and
it could be ignored by American stations but it is a good pro-
duction . . . Thanks to the V.I.P.s that already are backing our
campaign in favor of being mentioned the composers everytime

The additional support from a
horn and mellotron helped to
duplicate the fabulous musical
effects so well captured on
David’s albums.

New Songs

During part two of the con-
cert, David treated the audience
to a live preview of his soon
to be released album, “Alladin
Sane.” The songs were, on a
first hearing basis, filled with a
more accessible sense of melody
and certainly a spirit of great
fun, although some were filled
with bizarre and sad images re-
flective of David’s last trip
through the United States. The
new songs, aside from the title
tune, were: “Watch That Man,”
a rocker with a contagious beat,
“Drive-In Saturday,” “Panic In

Detroit,” “Cracked Actor,” a
most melodious “Time,” “The
Prettiest Star,” “Jean Genie,”

and, for Mick Jagger, ‘“Let’s
Spend The Night Together.” A
true highlight of the night was
Bowie’s acoustic solo rendition
of Jacques Brel’s “My Death,”
and it is a testament to Bowie’s
artistry and interpretive genius
that he was able to turn the
sold out crowd into a quiet, at-
tentive audience.

All that glitters is not merely
gold with David Bowie. Many
of his frenzied fans seem un-
aware of the substance to
Bowie’s music and particularly
intelligent, perceptive lyrics, re-
flecting a genuine concern for
the times we live in. Bowie is
a musical master of many
styles, from rock to ballad to

Anthony  Newley-like  show
tunes. The major flaw in his
concert was a faulty sound sys-
tem, turned up so loud that the
lyrics were all too often un-
intelligible.
Faints

Bowie’'s encore was ‘Rock
and Roll Suicide,” and the fans
became truly frenzied as they
rushed the stage and reached
out for David’s hands. The
mood was very up, and sudden-
ly, Bowie fell to the stage, and
was carried off by guards. The
house lights went up. What
happened? Was this part of the
act? Reliable sources stated
that Bowie had indeed fainted
from exhaustion, and that he
had fainted back stage just
prior to coming on for his en-
core. Thus, the show ended on
a rather depressing note. But
Bowie, true star, was keeping
to his schedule, and was to re-
peat his sold out show one more
night at the Music Hall. Glam-
our met glamour there, and the
current phenomena of the rock
scene added another galaxy to
his conquests. At this point in
time, the collected musical
works of David Bowie exist as
cne of the most important con-
tributions to contemporary mu-
sic. And in person, he’s dazz-
ling.

Were other policy decisions
made at the international meet-
ings? “Yes. We are going to
give the serious classical buyer
as many options as possible, so
that one of our prime consider-
rations this year will be the ex-
pansion of prerecorded tape
outlets, specifically musicas-
setts and 8-track cartridges. We
have been importing classical
.cassettes for some time and this
year we are entering the 8-track
market, also with imported
product.”

What accounted for Philips’
great sales success in 19727
“Firstly, we had best sellers
with our “Benvenuto Cellini,”
“l Lombardi,” and Paganini
Third Concerto albums. These
were all stereo firsts and the
market reacted with enthusiasm.
Secondly, there is the continu-
ing staggering success of the
Berlioz cycle that we have un-
dertaken with Colin Davis.
There has been a growing real-
ization that Berlioz wrote some-
thing beyond the “Symphonie
Fantastique”—that he wrote
some pretty spectacular music.
He was a magnificent composer
years ahead of his time. Now
that we’ve assimilated Mahler
and Bruckner, the public is
ready to appreciate Berlioz’s
special melodic line. And, of
course, we have a magnificent
Berlioz conductor, Colin Davis,
who is now one of our hottest
properties. Thirdly, we have

been steadily building up our
catalogue, which now consists
of almost 30 items. Our im-
ported recordings and pressings
are superb, and we find that
people are concerned about
quality, will look for it, and
are willing to pay for it.”

Have you done any special
merchandising? “We've been
pretty aggressive in our sales
and merchandising, but unusual
only in the sense that we work
with the whole catalogue. We
have been very selective in our
releases, which are only a fraec-
tion of what we have available
in Europe. However, we feel
that there is a maximum num-
ber of records that we can
handle and develop in the mar-
ket. We try to coordinate our
releases with the artist’s ap-
pearances in the various cities
—we advise our dealers and
handle our local advertising te
coincide with their tours. The
point to remember is that the
artist is all you’ve got.”

Finally, what other recording
plans do you have? “There are
many exciting ideas we’re work-
ing on, but I can’t talk about
them just yet. I can say at this
moment that Birgit Nilsson is
doing another record for us,
that we have an increased re-
cording schedule with Neville
Marriner and the Academy of
St. Martin-in-the Fields, plus

other plans, big plans.”

Lou Reed A Glittery
Success at Carnegie

B NEW YORK — Lou Reed is
more than a songwriter and
performer; he is a rock and roll
tradition, erratic and frequent-
ly disappointing both on stage
and on record, yet capable of
projecting a presence and in-
tensity through which are
filtered all of our preconcep-
tions of style, content, sensu-
ality and mortality. Lou’s moves
and moods are so economical
and static that everything he
does when he’s on tends to be
definitive: the distinction be-
tween rock and roll and pop
becomes both unavoidable and
startlingly powerful. Lou is the
dramatic distillation of rock
and roll as a challenge, as much
to his own audiences as to the
outside world unsusceptible to
rock. Lou, like Ray Davis, is a
very peculiar and reticent star,
but a star nevertheless, whose
mere attitude, Jagger-like, pre-
cludes the possibility of his
having “peers.”

Since his divorce from the
Velvet Underground, Reed has
made two solo albums for RCA,
the second being the recently
released “Transformer,” co-pro-
duced by David Bowie and Mick
Ronson. Just as the new album
includes some of Lou’s simplest
and most effective songs, the
new stage act is both profes-
sional and unpretentious; it
does not seek to be the ultimate
rock theater presentation, but
is rather a relatively straight-
forward and excellently paced
showcase for a talent more peo-
ple have heard of than heard.

Reed’s two clearly sold out
shows at Alice Tully Hall in
Lincoln Center provided his
New York following with their
first glimpse of him for quite
some time, and dressed in black
leather with a tight adolescent
band behind him, Lou managed
to mix mythology and immedi-

“White Light White Heat”
was a searing opener, paving
the way for an evening of drug/
sex/death musings which wit-
nessed “Waiting For My Man”
slowed down to a dirge and
“Heroin” resurrected with all
the implications of suicide
escapism we were so unwilling
or unable to admit were real in
the banana summer of 1967.
“Sweet Jane” combined some of
Lou’s best lyrics with a go-go
boy dance routine, an outrage-
ous rock and roll burlesque that
was an almost violent contrast
with Lou’s normal physical
and emotional detachment. On
“Vicious” and ‘“Rock & Roll”
the young band let loose with
an awkward yet precociously
apt sense of taste and propor-
tion that was especially evident
in the lead guitarists. Lou puts
his drummer way back, present-
ing a formidable line of four
guitars that act as metaphor as
well as music,

“Sister Ray,” a sinister tale
of drag queens, sailors, push-
ers, and cops, was the most ap-
propriate encore Lou could have
pulled off. One of the first and
virtually unheralded extended
rock pieces, it makes “A Day
In the Life” seem about as
heavy as “Mrs. Brown You've
Got a Lovely Daughter.” It was
nothing less than rock’s most
complete unification of mood,
music, and morality. Long be-
fore glitter rock, cocaine karma,
or quaalude casualties, the Vel-
vets’ fans were assimilating a
decadence we have not yet felt
the full impact of. When that
decadence, which we all seem
to want whether we know it or
admit it or not, hits us like an
eyebrow pencil in the eye, a
change of attitude will be upon
us that may dwarf the revolu-
tion the Beatles started with
their dry look. If glitter and
theatrical self - consciousness
cease to be a fad and become a
way of life, as Hollywood be-
came in the Thirties and For-
ties, Lou Reed will be revered
as the Transformer Himself,
the man who made the swish
vicious.

Dil.ello Book
On the Beatles

B Richard DiLello looks out at
vou from the cover of “The
Longest Cocktail Party” (Play-
boy Press) his tired, knowing
eyes barely peeking out from
underneath his frizzy hair,
leaning langrously on one arm,
dressed in buckskin. You can
tell that this guy’s seen it all,
perhaps too much, and his book
proves it, for he is the quintes-
sential young rock c¢ynic in
these pages, telling, with great
clarity, and, it seems, a certain
amount of relish, the house se-
crets of Apple and the foibles
of his employers, The Beatles.

Starting in 1968, when he was
hired because he knew Derek
Taylor from “his Hollywood
days . . Everybody knew
Derek . . . ” he was hired as
Client Liaison Officer, but free-
ly admits that he was the House
Hippie. Frow: there it was two
short and rather chaotic years
to a brief role as Director of
Public Relations. On the way,
he Was There at such Beatle-
Apple milestones as the design-
ing of the Apple logo, a study
in business bureaucracy, the ac-
quisition of Apple’s first group
talents, (James Taylor., Jackie
Lomax, The Iveys and Mary
Hopkin), the Amsterdam Bed-
In and various and sundry
other adventures with The Fab
Four.

What results is a jaundiced
but not unkind view of four
talented, intelligent young men
who tried to build a truly altru-
istic artistic organization only
to have their youthful idealism
drowned in paperwork and all
the other ills that large organ-
izations are inherently heir to.

Written in short zippy chap-
ters with a lot of pictures and

various indices in the back
(singles released, perform-
ances, albums released, ete.),

“The Longest Cocktail Party”
comes across as a pleasant if
not overly profound book. Di-
Lello tends to write about him-
self in the third person, calling
himself The House Hippie for
most of the book, and after a
while such an affectation be-
ging to wear thin. Still, the
book is worth reading, if only
for one short chapter at a time.
