Top LP Spot

W NEW YORK — The new
George Harrison album, “Liv-
ing In The Material World,”
skyrockets to the number one
position on the Top 100 Album
Chart this week. The album de-
buted at the number 44 posi-
tion last week as the Album
Chartmaker, and now, in its
second week of release, is the
number one album in the coun-
try. In addition, “Living In The
Material World” is the Sales-
maker of the Week for the sec-
ond week in a row; this week,
all 20 record stores and chains
surveyed for the Retail Report
reported the Harrison album
as number one, often outselling
Paul Simon and Yes by three
and four to one. The Harrison
album has already been certi-
fied gold by the RIAA.

The previous George Harri-
son solo album, the three-record
set ‘“All Things Must Pass,”
took three weeks to get to the
number one position, coming
on the Top 100 chart on Decem-
ber 12, 1970 at 38 with a bullet,
then jumping to 14 bullet, and
then on to number one. The al-
bum remained in the number
one position for 6 weeks.

Ironically, the staying power
of “All Things Must Pass” pre-
vented John Lennon’s “Plastic
Ono Band” album from reach-
ing the number one position on
the chart; Lennon made it to
number 2 with a bullet. This
vear, the timing of the releases
has been better, as Harrison’s
album replaces McCartney’s
“Red Rose Speedway” as the
number one album in the coun-
try.

B NEW YORK-—Suit has been
filed in Federal District Court
here against Al Ross and ASR

The action charges in part
that Ross “embarked upon a
scheme to deceive and defraud
(the corporation) for his own
personal advantage,” while
representing the public rela-
tions firm in New York, from
January, 1970, until his dis-
charge for cause in December,
1972.

It alleges that Ross wrong-
fully borrowed funds from
clients for his personal use;
diverted to himself monies owed
the corporation by clients; and,
wrongfully charged the corpo-
ration for personal expenses.

Part of the total sought
represents loans made to Ross
by the PR firm at wvarious
times during their business re-
lationship, Another portion re-
flects furnishings and equip-
ment Ross assertedly refused
to return following his termin-
ation.

The legal suit asserts that

Ross, who at no time had a
proprietary interest in the
corporation, wrongfully at-

tempted to induce clients and
prospective clients of Levinson
Associates, Inc., to instead be-
come Ross clients. This, the
suit declares, violated a written
agreement between Ross and
the firm, and it interfered with
contractual relations the firm
had with its clients.

Auron Russo: The Making of A Manager

Record World: What was the atmosphere that surrounded the
birth of the Electric Theatre?

Russo: Well, it was based around the same concept as the
Electric Circus, a tremendous light show and environment and
very little in the way of talent. Unfortunately, that concept did
not work in Chicago; whether it was because the day we opened
Martin Luther King was assassinated or any number of other
circumstances, the club was suffering tremendously. I didn’t have
any experience in running a club, I was just winging it, I had no
idea of what an act was worth, but, in any case, the first act I
booked in there of any consequence was Country Joe and the Fish
and all of a sudden there were people in the club and then we
booked in Jefferson Airplane, and we had mobs, and from there on
in I learned the business from actually doing it.

RW: Is booking a club a good vantage point to learn the busi-
ness from?

Russo: Being in the club business and producing shows, you
get to meet people from record companies, radio stations, artists,
you get to meet so many different people from so many different
areas, that you get to learn other facets of the business. You
know, it was funny, all of a sudden, that club in Chicago was a
very important club. We were the first to book Joe Cocker or Led
Zeppelin or Jethro Tull, or a lot of today’s major acts. Con-
sequently, 1 became an important person in the club business,
and I still didn’t know what I was doing.

RW: What did you base your choice of talent on? Was it your
own ears or the commercial possibilities?

Russo: It was a combination of both. I tried to put together as
many good packages as I could. I think one of the most outstand-
ing shows that we ever presented at the club was Led Zeppelin,
Jethro Tull and Joe Cocker, all on one bill, which today is a
festival. You see, to make it in the club business, the art is not
just knowing how to buy a big act, because anybody can go out
and buy a big name; the art of it is knowing how to get acts that
aren’t there yet and package them with other acts so that you
have a good show. I'm really sorry to see that the club business
as I know it to be, the ballroom club business, the Playground, the
Fillmores, the Tea Party, the Factory are all gone now. And
they’re gone, because the acts that you could break wouldn’t come
back and play for you any more. They wanted to play the Garden
or the Amphitheatre and consequently you didn’t have a draw
and it became very hard to break your second or third line acts,
because nobody would come to see them.

RW: When did the club change from the Electric Theatre to the
Kinetic Playground?

Russo: The Electric Circus started a lawsuit because we had
“Electric” in our name, It was a dumb lawsuit but we didn’t have
the money ‘to fight it, even though we could have won it. So, rather
than fight it and go through the expense we just changed
our name to the Kinetic Playground and made it “The Electric

RW: When did you transform yourself into a manager—that
is, how did you get involved in managing the Flock?

Russo: Well, when I knew them, there was nothing happening
in Chicago musically, and the Flock came to me and asked if they
could play the club. They were playing r&b then, and the first
time they played they were horrible. So Ricky Canoff, their leader,
got the band together, they got Jerry Goodman to play violin and
they came in and were a superb avant-garde rock-jazz band. They
were being managed by a guy in Chicago, and were not happy
with the management so they asked me to take over. At the time,
I still only knew how to book a club, so again I winged it, using
bravado. I got a couple of record companies interested. Atlantic
wag interested and Ahmet Ertegun came out himself to listen to
the band. Columbia was interested and they sent out Dick Asher
and Al Kooper. A kind of bidding war was started and we even-
tually signed a very major deal with Columbia. Then one night I
was in Ratner’s on 2nd Avenue in New York when Clive came in
and we got to talking and all of a sudden he was offering me the
chance to have my own record company. And that’s how Kinetic
Records was born.

RW: What acts did you have on Kinetic?

Russo: According to the contract, we were allowed, I think,
either three or five acts a year. To have more acts we had to get
permission from CBS. I went out and we signed the Jimmy Castor
Bunch, who subsequently had a big record on RCA, we had a
group called Peace and Quiet, and a folkie named Marcus and
then what happened was that our roster was filled. Well, one
night, I was watching the Johnny Carson show and I saw Bette
Midler and I fell over. I thought the girl was absolutely brilliant,
and on the show, she said that she was not signed to a label.

1 went down to see her at the Improvisation and then I came
back and I told Clive that I saw this girl, Bette, and she’s incred-
ible, and 1 want to sign her. Clive said he was familiar with her
and that he would not allow me to sign her, he thought she would
never happen, that she was a great onstage act, but that she
would never sell records. This told me that I did not have the
control of Kinetic that I thought I had when all the promises
were made, and I saw that I had no more room to go at CBS, be-
cause if he would not allow me to sign someone I really believed
in this much, I saw that I didn’t have my own head anymore. And
as a consequence we lost Bette and we lost Don McLean, because
Herb Gart brought me Don, but by this time the situation had
deteriorated so much that we lost two incredible record-selling
acts.

is that the act is going to go out and
work and play in front of the public.”

RW: Does Kinetic exist anymore?

Russo: Only on paper. We were going to close the label up,
but CBS wanted to retain Jimmy Castor. Anyway a law suit has
now developed out of that because they signed Jimmy Castor
while he was still signed to me and then they gave him his release
and he went to RCA and in the meantime he’s still signed to me.
So there’s a lawsuit developing between CBS, RCA and me, so
Kinetic still exists, though it’s defunct and T don’t operate it any-
more. It’s merely a legal entity.

RW: Having been on both sides of the fence, as both producer of
shows and as manager, how do you view the state of the art of

B NEW YORK — Remember
Alan Price? If the name con-
jures up any memories at all,
they probably relate to the de-
funct-but-not-forgotten Animals,
“The House of the Rising Sun”
and the heyday of the British
Invasion. Take those memories
and store them somewhere in
the back of your mind, and when
the chance arises at a local thea-
ter, take a look and a listen to
Alan Price as he is now, a most
mellow, talented and personable
musician/songwriter whose
greatness most likely lies ahead
and not behind him.

Alan was in town recently for
a screening of the new Lindsay
Anderson film “O Lucky Man,”
starring Malcolm McDowell and
with music and lyries by Price
himself.

The road that brought Alan
to this juncture included leaving
the Animals in 1965, forming a
new group, The Alan Price Set,
leaving them, and eventually be-
ing asked by Anderson to score
his production of David Storey’s
play “Home.”

documentary type film on a tour-
ing group, Alan liked the idea.
The concept never materialized,
but soon after, “O Lucky Man”
came along with the same sort
of musical concepts.

“(I'd) ... be able to do com-
plete songs said Price.” ‘“That’s
really my forte, you know, sim-
ple tunes and songs. I'm not a
blower anymore . . After a
while you get to know the lim-
itations of your technique. The
thing I tried to do about ten
years ago with the Animals . . .
there are people who are doing it
far better now because they’re
really devoting their time to it.”

Price also appears in the film,
and adding acting to his musical
chores turned the film into a full
time affair for him, especially
with the added pressures of
working with such proven, rec-
ognized actors as McDowell.

“It was very difficult in the
beginning because you're very
afraid that your work may not
be up to the standard of theirs,
and because I haven’t tackled
anything to do with film before
this,” he admitted in a matter-
of-fact way. “It’s such a differ-
ent world compared to music,
especially when music must be
made such an integral of the
film. If it hadn’t worked prop-
erly it could have been a real
drag.”

Because of this relatively un-
familiar manner in which he had
to deal with his music, Price
attacked the scoring from a par-
ticular angle.

“Actually, I sort of requested

. that the first thing they
should do is send me the script
marked where they felt the songs
would appear,” he said, “and I
wanted to record them before
the film actually started shoot-
ing.”

The film itself contains several
rather bizzare sequences pertain-
ing to present scientific, political
and social practices, and Price
has very definite feelings about
the way the film deals with them.

“ ... The purpose of anything
which is supposed to be art is
to shock, shock in such a way
that it makes you think. One
never knows whether these
things are happening. I mean
one is never told just how they
use medicine, he responded.
“What with political scandals
both here and in England a lot
of the movie is pertinent to
what’s happening now, and then
again it’s as timeless as the in-
discretions that society always
commits. What you would call

Sylvia: Soul Vibration

By ROBERT NASH

B The phenomenal success of
the single “Pillow Talk” (Vi-
bration) has catapulted Sylvia,
the tune’s writer, performer,
producer, arranger and engi-
neer, into the spotlight that
she held in the late 1950s.
Sylvia Robinson, head of the
Vibration and All Platinum
labels, made a number of hit
records as half of the team of
Mickey and Sylvia, including
the solid gold “Love 1Is
Strange,” “Dearest” and “Love
Will Make You Fail in School.”
When Mickey and Sylvia broke
up, he went to France while
Sylvia stayed in New Jersey
and “kept busy raising my
family.” The call of the musical
world drew her back, though
and in 1969 Sylvia started her
own label, All Platinum, with
herself as Vice President,
writer, producer, and engineer.
The label! featured a full re-
cording setup, inctuding a staff
of studio musicians, at the
company’s headquarters in
" Englewood, New Jersey, and
Sylvia’s first success was as
writer and producer of several
hits for the Moments, includ-
ing “Sunday,” “I Do” and their
two million seller, “Love On
A Two-Way Street.”

The super hit “Pillow Talk,”
which is approaching the two
million sales mark as a single,
and the $1 million figure as an
album, was actually written
over one and one-half years
ago, as a possible vehicle for
Hi Records’ star Al Green.
Sylvia made the demo tape
with full orchestration, and
put in her voice, including all

Dawn Gives 'Em Their Money's Worth

B SAN FRANCISCO — The
turn-of-the-century opulence
of the Hotel Fairmont’s
Venetian Room provided the
setting here last month, at the
height of the prom season, for
the major showroom debut of
Bell Records’ Dawn, featuring
Tony Orlando. It was a new
act the trio presented — the
same one they are now perform-
ing at New York’'s Copacabana
—and it was smoothly execut-
ed and slickly surfaced. “Tie
a Yellow Ribbon Round the
Ole Qak Tree,” their current
Top 40 hit, was included, as
well as their previous two,
“Candida” and “Knock Three
Times.” They offered material
from their newest album and
renditions of such other recent
hits as “You Are the Sunshine
of My Life” and “Love Train.”
And about midway through the

show, Orlando, otherwise its
center, retired to the wings
while Joyce Vincent and Telma
Holpkins did a medley of songs
associated with Dionne War-
wick.

Professionalism

If there was something bland
about much of this—if, that is,
the group’s sound sometimes
seems deliberately designed to
be paliiative to an audience
that could never stomach
Stevie Wonder, say, or the
O’ Jays—one nevertheless re-
spected their professionalism
and their obvious desire to
give the crowd their money’s
worth, Special mention should
also be made of their con-
ductor, Rene De Knight, who
conducted the Fairmont’'s 12-
piece orchestra with uncommon
zest and precision.

Dir. of Technology

@ NEW YORK—CBS President
Arthur R. Taylor has anounced
the appointment of Harry E.
Smith as Director of Technol-
ogy, Columbia Broadcasting
System, Inc. Taylor said that
Smith will be responsible for
the activities previously within
the aegis of the CBS/Comtec
Group except for the Company’s
CATV interests in Canada.
The CBS Laboratories Divis-
ion will report directly to
Smith, who in turn will report
to the President of CBS. Smith
will also work with CBS groups
and divisions on capital proj-
ects involving new technol-
ogies, and he will be respons-
ible for advising the Corpora-
tion on the broad spectrum of

communications technology.
CBS interests in Canadian
CATV systems have been

placed under the supervision
of John Manion, CBS Vice
President and Treasurer.

In announcing Smith’s ap-
pointment, Taylor underscored
the important role communica-
tions technology has played in
the growth and development of
CBS, and the expectation that
this will hold true in the
future. The impressive growth
of broadcasting and records,
he pointed out, has been ac-
celerated by the research and
development contributions of
CBS Laboratories in league
with those of the operating
divisions. In this connection
he noted CBS Laboratories’
significant breakthroughs in
broadcasting in color, video
cassettes, Ip and stereo records
and, most recently, in the in-
troduction of quadraphonic
four-channel sound systems.

producing now?

Russo: Well, you know that anybody can go out and place an ad
in g newspaper saying ‘“presenting Bette Midler” and sell out. It
doesn’t take a lot to do that anymore. Quite frankly, there aren’t
that many producers that I think are that great; though there are
some, I think that promoting concerts today has become like being
in the steel business. It's become facts and figures, there’s very
little creativity left in it. You know, you buy your act, you place
your ads, you know how much sound is going to cost you, how
much your lights are going to cost you. On a general level, the
standards are not that high, because the producer does not care
about the comfort of the artists, the comfort of the audience—and
I'm sorry to see that.

RW: How do you feel about the relationship between the man-
ager, the artist and the record company?

Russo: Well, I learned about the record companies by being a
producer of shows, because in producing shows I learned that
there are some companies that’ll go out and really help their
artists, and there were other record companies who just wouldn’t
Now that I'm a manager, it’s helped me decide who I'm going to
bring my acts to. As far as I'm concerned the two best record
labels are Atlantic Records and A&M, where my other act, David
Spinozza, is under contract. They work for their acts, you can
deal with the heads of the companies on a very intimate basis—
they really care—Ilet's face it, Clive didn’t come out to see the
Flock—but Ahmet did. I was very impressed—and that feeling
has remained with me.

'RW: But what happens if the excitement isn’t there? After all,
a company can’t be equally excited about every act they have . ..

Russo: That’s where the manager comes in. He has to get in
there and create that enthusiasm at the label or you go out and
push them into doing whatever needs to be done. You have to
make sure that the records are in the store, that the promotion
is there and, most importantly, that you have a tour set up, I think
the most important thing that a record company wants, to know,
when they’re selling an act, is that the act is going to go out and
work and play in front of the public. There are very few acts that
have been able to make it on a sustained basis without going out
and working.

RW: What was the reason Flock never happened?

Russo: Well, you must remember that “happening” is a relative
term. The first album did upwords of 140,000 pieces and the
second album did well too. What happened was that we went in
to record a third album. The first side was made up of cuts from
earlier sessions that did not fit into the concept of the first two
albumg and the second side was very jazz-oriented, with no vocals
whatsoever. We brought the album to Columbia and they refused
to release it because it wasn’'t commercial. Now in itself, that
doesn’t sound so surprising; it happens to groups all the time. But
what burned me was that we never claimed to be anything else
but an avant-garde jazz-oriented band so they knew what they had,
and they knew where we were going. They wanted us to retreat
from what we were. We refused. Well, without fresh product out,
dissension started and the band broke up because there was no
way to get dates. It was most unfortunate. That band was way
ahead of its time.

RW: Did the lessons you learned from Flock help you at all man-
aging Bette?

Russo: Well, I'm more than ever convinced that a group has to
work, and that a record company has to be run by a president who
is deeply and personally involved.

RW: Does it have anything to do with the biggies of the com-
pany?

Russo: I don’t think so. After all Atlantic is a pretty big com-
pany and Ahmet oversees things in a very personal way. So does
Jerry Moss at A&M. These guys are committed to their product.

RW: Your commitment to Bette is obvious. How do you answer
critics who say that she’s been overexposed?

Russo: Well, I don’t think that’s true. We’ve given her plenty
of exposure during the past year, but she’s still never done a
southern tour and we’re investigating theatre and more television.

Vocally, the group really

At times like these that the
group soars.

Hookfoot is a boogie band and
from start to finish there’s lit-
tle let up in energy. Their
songs are chunky and rhythm-
heavy, using lan and Caleb’s
dual guitars to best advantage.
And during “They’ll Never Find
Us Up There,” and “Here 1
Come,” the group’s current sin-
gle, there’s a great deal of im-
provisation from Caleb on gui-
tar and Ian on mouth harp.

Near the end of the set, they
break into a interesting blues
medley, the traditional “Coo-
Co00,” with its lurching rhythm
being provided by Roger Pope’s
splashing drums and its lyrics
being shouted out by Duck. It
gives way to an original blues
tune “Cruisin’” also from the
“Communication” Ip. The even

You see, what happened with Bette was this. She came out of
basically a very campy scene, having made her initial reputation
at places like the Continental Baths. This was a good base to
work from, but I did not want it to be her only appeal, for that
would mean that she would be a freak act, a Tiny Tim who is
shot into Las Vegas as a curiosity. So, what I did was that I
broadened her base.

RW: So that she’s becoming more and more of a “mainstream”
act. ..

Russo: Well, I don’t like the word “mainstream” much. Bette is
Bette and she’ll always have a bit of “The Divine Miss M’ about her
and she’ll wear whatever she wants to. But the point is that her
appeal is so wide, her material is so varied, that she’s broadening
her audience just by the force of her talent. I want to treat her
as a long term act, not just a freako flash in the pan. I’ll tell you,
I put her right up there with Dietrich and Mae West. One thing
I’ll tell you—she’ll never do a TV series. Too constricting.

RW: Have you ever had any troubles with Bette?

Russo: Well, Bette is a very open girl and she has many
friends, and sometimes they tell her things that I don’t feel are
for her own good. She attracts a lot of hangers-on and some of
themr are just using her, let’s face it, to shine in her reflected
glory. I sometimes have to tell her that these people are no good
for her, but I try to do it gently, because she bruises easily and
she doesn’t want to hear it, but I do it because that’s part of
my job. About the only other problem I've had occurred just when
I started to manage her. Bette was appearing at a club in Chicago
at the time and another manager-entrepreneur called her up and
told her that she shouldn’t sign with me, that I was a greasy
Italian with Mafia connections. Kind of funny, since I'm Jewish—
I'll tell you, though, that if I ever see him again, I'm gonna punch
him out.

Charlie Rich This record was in the same
category as the above. For the last two weeks,
it was poised right on the edge of breaking
through as certain key stations seem to hesitate
about putting their toes into the water. This
week, WFIL and WRKO went on it and it exploded
22-16 at CKLW and 6-1 at KLIF. It jumped 27-16
WOKY, 18-14 KJR, 18-15 WQXI, 18-15 KLIV,

11 WDGY, 12-7 WAYS, 4 WMAK, 15-7 WSGN, 15-9 WCOL,
5-1 WIDX. It is on the chart at #21 WPGC,

23 KJRB, 30 WIXY. Chart debuts: 21 KYA, 22 KDWB.
At this point, one would expect many key
stations to add it in the next few weeks, which
means that a major career is being established
because Rich is now big in c&w, MOR and top 40.
His album sales should be terrific.

Electric Light Orchestra A little while back,
we pointed out in this column that programmers
felt this single was too long. United Artists
took the advice and made an edit that is 50
seconds shorter. This edited version went right
on WRKO Boston and WOKY Milwaukee (who put it
at #24). WXLW Indianapolis flashes a jump of
17-9, top 5 phone requests and sales on the racks
of top three. The record was top 15 at WPGC and
is confirmed this week 23-18 at KYA, 17-12 KOL,
34-29 KJR. It went on WBBM Chicago. The album
sales have been exceptional right along. The
breakthrough this week on the single is very
significant to United Artists because it
represents the first English band that they have
broken through and it can open the door for a
lot of other great things to happen for the
label. The decision to edit the single before it
was too late was wise and heed should be
taken by artists, managers and producers.

A similar situation just arose with the new
Johnny Nash single "Merry Go-Round." The original
version was criticized and a remixed and
redited version has been rushed out. It is on
WDGY, WHHY and is 29 at WTIX. It is an infectious
record that can develop relatively quickly.

Lobo This artist is apparently in the same
category as Johnny Nash in that he is able to
sustain high quality from release to release. We
feel that within a couple of weeks, a number of
key stations will give this one the green light.
The original acceptance is already significant
as is usually the case with Lobo. New: WOKY,
WKLO, KLIF, KJRB, WHHY, WJDX, KYNO, WSGN. It made
a sensational debut of #30 at KILT Houston which
has a 40 record play list. Chart debuts: WIXY,
WIIN. It is on WCOL and WDGY.

Diana Ross Some key radio programming people
felt this was not a hit record. This week the
kind of pop confirmation you are looking for came
through. It detonated 19-13 at WFIL and 19-13 at
WIBG which you must admit is very impressive
because it is going top 10 in Philadelphia.

Not only that, but it is confirmed in the vanilla
market, Milwaukee, 25-15 at WOKY who report

"good sales.” It jumped 33-19 at WPGC Washington
and 17-11 at barometer station WIJDX Jackson,
Missisippi, who report "it is doing well with
strong sales.” KOL Seattle reports big phones
from females.

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The Viability of Classics

By ERIC KISCH

B NEW YORK — If the RIAA
figures for record and tape
sales for 1972 of $1.9 billion
are taken as accurate, and the
commonly applied percentage
for classical product of five per
cent is accepted, then the clas-
sical market approaches the
$100 million mark in 1973.

Substantial as this sum is,
the future of classical music
is even rosier, according to
James Frey, VP-Music for To-
tal Films, and formerly general
manager of Ampex Records.
and prior to that, director of
classical product for DG. “You
just have to look at the socio-
economic trends and changing
demographic patterns to realize
that in the 1970s the record
market will begin to swing
away from its almost total con-
centration on the under-25
vouth market, said Frey. “We’re
nearly at zero-population
growth, now, so the peak age
group will pass the 25 mark in
the ’70s. And as the balance
of the market shifts to the
older groups there will be less
interest in fads and rapidly
changing pop trends. You can
already sense the change from
the activist ’60s on the campus
and youth scene today. The
over-30s will want to do their
thing, and this means a much
heavier emphasis on classical,
middle of the road and jazz
kinds of musie.”

S

“Another thing we must not
forget,” he added, *“is the
amount of money that has been
poured into music education
and record libraries in the
schools and colleges. Primarily,
these libraries are filled with
classical music, and this is
what they’re taking back to the
dorm or home. On top of that,
there has been an enormous
penetration of record playing
equipment into American homesg
—now about 90 per cent of
homes have some form of rec-
ord playing equipment. And
many parents, interested in the
education of their children,
have been buying basic classi-
cal libraries often through mail
order firms. This kind of expo-
sure must have a long run ef-
fect.”

Frey said, “The indus-
try is increasingly vrecogniz-
ing the viability of classical
business as gsomething which
can be planned and which can
be counted on as steady busi-
ness vear after vear. Corporate
managements need the solid
foundation which classics, MOR
and jazz provide. They can’t
afford to rely only on the pop
market, with its wild swings of
fame and fortune.” He con-
cluded, ‘“there is no profit in
last year’s pop; there is in last
vear’s classics, and this con-
tinues for tomorrow and long
after.”

Wilson: Well we have a couple of things that we try. We try
to be a mirror of the community. Musical tastes, news presenta-
tion and everything. We dont try to lead anybody anywhere, We
try to reflect the taste of the towns, and with our basic format
adjust each radio station to fit each city and its particular tastes.

RW: What do you mean when you say you don’t try to lead
anyone?

Wilson: We don’t get involved in trying to set new trends in
radio and trying to come up with any gimmicks. We watch other
people and if anybody comes up with something, after they’ve
tried it for six months to a year and it works, then we steal it.
It’s as simple as that. We’re not innovators. We do a few things.
Jack McCoy of course with the “Last Contest” has done that, but
we're just basically old line folks. We don’t try to get involved
with finding out the news we let other people do the testing, and
nine out of ten times it doesn’t work. But if something doeg work,
then we rip it off.

RW: How did that idea evolve? Is it because you are work-
ing with more than one station that you do that?

Wilson: No, that’s just from 20 years of programming and
trying different methods. I used to try once in a while to get in-
volved in coming up with something new, finding out what the
people are going to be doing three years from now. We went into
all that and found out that it just never works. Very seldom does
it work and I just don’t feel that it’s worth the gamble with the
property to get involved with it, trying to figure out what the
new thing is going to be. We’ll just do the thing that we know
is going to work the best at the time.

RW: What do you find works the best right now?

Wilson: Well we just play hit records. We don’t get involved
in albums. We tried album cuts and we know that doesn’t work.
The stations that try album cuts, unless they are an album sta-
tion, if they mix them it just doesn’t work. There are a few other
little things that people tried that we just don’t get involved in.
We just play hits, the 45 hits, mixed in with oldies. We've always
played oldies and now T notice that every other record on our
station, for the last three years, has always been oldies, Now
there are an awful lot of stations that are getting into the oldie
business.

RW: But you aren’t worried about getting locked into a nos-
talgia kick?

Wilson: Some of it is in our format, but not in total concept.
We staved pretty current with our oldies, what we call recent
oldies. Now we go back to the fifties, but not totally. We just
drop them in. We're not interested in winning 18 to 24-year-old
men at night time. We only want to win teens at night time be-
cause that’s the most saleable category. So the 18 to 24’s, we're
not interested in right now.

RW: Have you gotten much
research?

Wilson: We do research, but we don’t do the research that
a lot of people say that they do .. . T don’t think that they do
either. The bullshit that Ron Jacobs puts out about all the stuff
that he is doing, it sounds good. But it can’t be true.

RW: Why?

Wilson: Because obviously it can’t be true. By listening to his
radio station. You mean in terms of what’s being played. Right.
I don’t know, you know what specific facts that they’re gather-
ing. Are they trying to anticipate what people like? You can’t
anticipate what people like. If you ecan, you don’t belong here,
in my opinion.

RW: Then do you think of radio as a reflection of what is
going on or what has been going on?

Wilson: Of what is going on today. Not what’s going to hap-
pen in the future. But now.

RW: In terms of trends, do you think that radio manufactures
them or should initiate them?

Wilson: We're not educators or innovators but there is a very
definite need for that and there’s a lot of people fulfilling that
need. For example, we just mentioned Ron in San Diego. I am
sure that there’s going to be some good things come out of what
he’s doing. Not all of it, naturally. But there’s going to be some
good things for some stations that will come out of it.

was a spotty one, lacking in a
consistent feeling of the depth
and soul which you can tell
the group is really capable of
manifesting.

Perhaps it was just that the
moon was not in its proper
house that night, because Jes-
sie Ed Davis also suffered
from a lack of consistent per-
forming. The difficulty with the
sound system made it impossi-
ble to understand most of the
lyrics, and a certain lack of
enthusiasm seemed to over-
shadow his competent guitar
playing.

tributed record to its playlist.
The department was instituted
to cut down on the time it takes
to get product into stores.

Bob Moering, promotion co-
ordinator for the WEA Glen-
dale branch, explained how the
action singles desik functions.
“When a major station around
Los Angeles adds one of our
records, Mark Goldstein, who
handles the department, goes to
work. He calls the major ac-
counts—the one-stops, rack job-
bers and major retailers, and
advises them that the station
went on the record. He takes
their order, if necessary. Then,
after he makes all of his calls,
he hand-carries the orders—
physically—through the ware-
house, to make sure they're
taken care of.” This, according
to Moering, is the crucial step
in making the action singles
desk viable. “Goldstein carries
the orders to the credit depart-
ment, to make sure that every-
thing is in order there. then
by passes the whole order-tak-
ing department, and goes right
to the picking area, where
these orders are given the high-
est priority. They must go out
that day.” Moering notes that
potential delays in credit ap-
proval, order-taking and pick-
ing/shipping are eliminated.

Goldstein personally calls the
major accounts in the Los An-
geles area, while the satellite
offices in San Francisco, Seat-
tle and Denver are responsible
for the accounts in their areas.
Then, after each satellite office
surveys the major accounts in
its market for orders on a
newly-added single, they phone
all of the orders in to Gold-
stein, who then goes through
the same process,

Eliminate Stock Problems

The goal of the whole opera-
tion, according to Moering, is
to “eliminate the situations
where there are no-stock prob-
lems. We’re also trying to elini-
nate the delays that often re-
sult in getting stock into those
markets. If KHJ, for example,
goes on a record, within a half-
hour we have a breakdown of
the ikey accounts—the one stops
and major racks that react to
the adding of a record in their
market—of what quantity they
have ordered.” Moering con-
cludes by noting that singles
have to be rushed into a mar-
ket to achieve maximum sales,
and he feels that their action
singles desk has accomplished
this.

people themselves.
Approximately 60 record
stores in Los Angeles and the
neighboring counties have been
chosen to be surveyed, and
each of the 35 promotion peo-
ple involved will survey one or
two stores. They will ask 40
customers from each store to
answer questions on a preprint-
ed form, for a random sam-
pling of 2000 people. After all
the information is compiled it
will be tabulated and made
available to the industry.

The form being used for the
survey is quite detailed. It asks
if the store stocks 45’s, albums
and ‘or tapes, the customer’s
age and occupation, what the
customer purchased (single/
album / 8-track / cassette /
oldie / blank tape), and how
often the customer buys rec-
ords. It then goes on to ask
what made the customer buy
the record (radio/newspaper,
magazine / TV concert), and
what his favorite radio station
is and who his favorite deejays
are,

All of the information will
be tabulated by computer and
the results will be studied for
trends. Hopefully it will show
a correlation between listening
habits and buying habits, and
will lead to better stock place-
ment and consumer advertising.
