RIAA Responds to Payola Charges 
With Sweeping `Action Program' 

WASHINGTON-In a move 
of unprecedented scope, the Rec- 
ord Industry Association of 
America (RIAA) has announced 
a major program for self -regu- 
lation of business practices 
within the industry. The "Action 
Program," which includes pro- 
posals for thorough intracom- 
pany investigations into possible 
employee involvement in payola 
or drug abuse, as well as estab- 
lishing standards of conduct for 
record employees who maintain 
contact with broadcasting sta- 
tions, comes as a strong response 
to major investigations by 
several government agencies into 
allegations of widespread radio 
airplay payola, drug abuse 
among performers and sex pay- 
offs. 

The RIAA Standards of Con- 
duct would require all record 
company employees who come 
into contact with radio broad- 
casters to sign "no -payola" 
affidavits that would also cover 
a ban on kickbacks or providing 
illegal drugs. The Board of 
Directors also called upon Con 
gress to enact more comprehen- 
sive legislation against payola 
and related abuses. 

It is expected that the pro- 
posed RIAA Program will be 
swiftly adopted, since the 20 
members of the RIAA who 
drafted the plan are all chief

The Recording Industry Associ- 
ation of American has adopted a 
program to help insure that busi- 
ness practices within the industry 
are based on sound legal and moral 
principles. 

It is our belief that the vast 
majority of the companies and 
employees in this industry follow 
ethical and lawful business prac- 
tices. 

Nevertheless, we recognize that 
serious accusations have been 
leveled. These accusations taint the 
innocent along with those who may 
be guilty. If such reports are cor- 
rect, there are some offenders in 
this industry, as there undoubtedly 
are in most other segments of life, 
and government action will bring 
them to justice. 

Today the RIAA is taking cer- 
tain actions and making recom- 
mendations that we believe will 
help eliminate the opportunity for 
illegal or unethical behavior.

Brunswick Fights 
Jamaica Pirates

KINGSTON, JAMAICA - 

Record manufacturers in the 
United States, who have for 
years contended with album 
and tape bootleggers domestic- 
ally, are facing singles boot- 
leggers overseas. And singles 
by established groups and art- 
ists account for a large share 
of international sales and 
profits. 

The problem has surfaced 
for Brunswick (and Dakar)

McCartney Blasts 
`Sgt. Pepper' Staging 

NEW YORK-Paul Mc- 
Cartney announced last Wed- 
nesday (25) that he has not 
authorized and is opposed to 
the proposed Robert Stig- 
wood stage presentation of 
"Sgt. Pepper" based on the 
songs which were written by 
him and John Lennon. 

This stage presentation is 
apparently a dramatization 
created by Stigwood, not 
Paul McCartney and John 
Lennon, of their composi-

Peter Brown, President of 
the Robert Stigwood Organi- 
sation, issued the following 
statement: "The rights to 
the songs concerned were 
purchased by the Robert 
Stigwood Organisation from 
Northern Songs, the pub- 
lishers of the songs. The 
problem seems to be one of 
a lack of communication be- 
tween Northern Songs and 
Paul McCartney's represen- 
tatives." 

Warners Announces 
2nd Qtr. Earnings

munications Inc. second quar- 
ter 1973 results were announ- 
ced today by WCI Chairman 
Steven J. Ross. 

Second quarter revenues 
rose to $134,777,000 from

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DIALOGUE 
THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY 

John Levy on Personal Management 
By CRAIG FISHER 

Through the course of the 
past 20 years, John Levy has 
emerged as unquestionably the 
most respected and powerful 
black personal manager in show 
business. During that time, he 
has numbered among his clients 
such artists as Cannonball Ad- 
derley, Nancy Wilson, Roberta 
Flack, Ramsey Lewis, Wes 
Montgomery and Les McCann. 
Now 61-he was born in New 
Orleans and was a jazz musician 
before entering the manage- 
ment field-Levy is hardly slow- 
ing down. His firm recently en- 
tered into an agreement with Fantasy Records, which will release 
album product by several of his clients, and he is continually on 
the lookout for new talent. Levy's extensive experience has also 
given him definite opinions about the state of the music business 
and of personal management, which he offers in the following 
Dialogue. 

Record World: I understand that you were a bass player for 
George Shearing when you first got the idea that personal man- 
agement was for you. 

John Levy: Not quite. It was accidental, you might say. It 
was just the need. George was here from England and he had 
nobody representing him. His wife was trying to sort of do the 
job, but she didn't know anything about how the system worked 
over here. And it seemed that for just about everybody I'd ever 
worked with, right up until the time that I worked with George, 
I'd end up in some capacity like a road manager, handling the 
arrangements for transportation, taking care o` the union and 
all that sort of thing. So it just felt like a natural thing for me. 
When I got with George I found myself doing the same things, 
and then with the success of "September in the Rain" and some 
of those things he did on old MGM, the thing started happening 
and it just needed someone to really take care of business, to 
constantly keep in touch with the booking agencies and tie in 
all the other things that just are normal with the handling of 
a group. 

RW: When was this, around '52? 
Levy: I actually started into full management around 1951. I 

believe. Up until that time I was still on the road playing, and 
I remember a time we did a percentage date and I'm on the 
stand and I'm running to the box office and back to the next set 
and then back to the box office between each set, you know. I 
said to George, "Something's got to give, George. I've just got 
to get out of this thing," so we sort of formed a little business 
enterprise together and then I finally came off the road. 

RW: You'd been a musician for a good many years at that 
point then? 

Levy: Yeah, though surprisingly, I hadn't really been playing 
much. I played a little violin as a child, and a little piano. But 
the bass fiddle didn't come into play until around 1939. I was 
living in Chicago at the time, and I worked with different groups 
around Chicago. Then in 1944, I came to New York with Stuff 
Smith, a jazz violinist. and Jimmy Jones. We had worked years 
together in Chicago, and we came to the Onyx Club on 52nd 
Street, when 52nd Street was the jazz center. I met George 
Shearing I think, through Leonard Feather in 1947. George had 
come over on a visitor's visa, and he was going around and 
meeting everybody. So when I met him, he was just, you know, 
a jazz piano player from London. Then, actually, it wasn't until 
1948 that I ran into George again. I was working with Buddy 
Rich for just one week, filling in for his bass player, working in 
a place which turned out to be Birdland, but it was called some -

thing else at that time-Bop City, or one of those names. Well, 
Buddy Rich was opposite George and his group, and when the 
week was up, George asked me if I would stay on with him. 

RW: And eventually you and George formed a company to- 
gether . . . 

Levy: Yeah, with publishing and everything, because George 
had quite a few tunes. I was just handling, more or less, the 
management end of it, but I had a pretty free hand, and it 
really turned out well. When we finally dissolved, it was because 
George moved out here to California. He bought a house out 
in North Hollywood and thought he would retire, which he didn't 
at all. He didn't do anything for about a year and a half and 
then all of a sudden he said, "This is driving me nuts," and 
he went back to work. But I never reassociated myself with 
him in a managerial capacity. We are still very good friends, 
and any time there's a problem he'll call me and we'll discuss 
it, whether it's personal or business, because we became very 
close. But I went pretty much on my own from then on with 
the management thing, and one thing led to the other, you know. 

RW: You were headquartered in New York? 
Levy: Yeah. 
RW: Would it be too difficult for you to enumerate the clients 

you built up over that period of years? 
Levy: I'll try, but I might miss somebody along the way 

because a lot of people pass through, you know, in short periods 
of time. It's just a difficult business, a relationship kind of a 

business that's very difficult to maintain right through success. 
In other words, if you start right out in the beginning with a 

person it's very difficult to maintain that same relationship 
through their success, because it happens so suddenly. I don't 
think most of the people who become successful in the entertain- 
ment business are mentally or educationally equipped for it are 
still not emotionally equipped for it. You jump from maybe 
making $5,000 or at the most $10,000 a year into making that 
much in a day and it's too sudden. It sometimes happens within 
a year's or even six months time, especialy nowadays. But to go 
back to your original question, I think the first really successful 
people I had, other than George, were Ahmad Jamal and a girl 
by the name of Dakota Staton. Then came Nancy Wilson, who 
was really one of the major people I've been involved with, 
and then there was Ramsey Lewis and the Ramsey Lewis Trio, 
and for a period of time Oscar Brown Jr., and Herbie Mann 
for a couple of years and Billy Taylor for a couple of years and 
Shirley Horn. Then, I guess, Cannonball Adderly came in the 
picture. Cannonball and George, I think, are the two that I've 
been together with for the most consistent period of time. And 
Nancy and Cannonball and one of the most beautiful of all 
people that I've ever been associated with, Wes Montgomery, I 

guess, were the nucleus of the firm for about a five- or six -year 
period. In 1964 Nancy's husband decided to manage her, but 
she came back in 1967. Then at the end of the '60s, along came 
Roberta Flack and Les McCann and Billy Paul. 

RW: You started out with predominantly jazz artists, and I 

wonder if there came a point along the way when you saw what 
was happening to the industry and your stomach sank a little. 

Levy: No, believe it or not, through this whole period I was 
very fortunate because the people that I represented somehow 
maintained a certain level. Of course, I could see a lot of other 
things happening all around and jazz was not what it was when 
I was playing it. But Cannonball always kept a sort of steady 
level. Joe Williams stayed pretty much on the same level. As 
you said, I saw the handwriting on the wall for jazz, but now 
I see the handwriting on the wall for what's about to happen 
that's good, because now you're getting to have, to my way of 
thinking, music. Now groups are no longer just out there trying 
to make a lot of noise and turn up the volume and see how loud 
they can get playing guitars. These young people now are play- 
ing music. They're coming in as musicians and they're thinking

CONCERT REVIEW 

Allmuns Conquer New York 
NEW YORK - Saturday 

night Madison Square Garden 
presented a true musical mile- 
stone for New York-the All- 
man Brothers Band (Capri- 
corn). There are no gimmicks, 
no theatrics. They simply rely 
on what they play, and what 
they play is some of the finest 
music around. It is smokin' 
blues and country, without dis- 
sonance or raunch. 

Gregg Allman's plaintive vo- 
cals have just the right note 
of pathos to involve you im- 
mediately. His voice beseeches 
without straining. Dicky Betts' 
work on guitar and slide guitar 
is extraordinary. Whether it is 
a blues cliche, a country 
groove or an Allman Brothers 
Band combination of the two, 
his guitar winds around you 
with a zephyr -like smoothness. 
The addition of a piano has 
lightened their sound some- 
what compared to their al- 
bums, but in no way can this 
band be described as anything 
other than locomotive, as the 
percussion of Jai Johanny Jo- 
hanson and Butch Trucks puts 
you on their wheels and runs 
away with you. 

This band has the capacity 
to elicit standing ovations af- 
ter most solos, whether for 
Betts' guitar or Allman's vo- 
cals or Chuck Leavell's boogie 
piano. One reason for such 
continuous audience approval 
is the quality of change and 
building momentum in songs 
such as "Whipping Post," 
which goes from heavy blues 
to haunting melodies and back 
again to powerful lamenting, 
verbally and instrumentally. 

They played all their better 
known songs, such as "Stormy 
Monday," "In Memory of Eliz- 
abeth B. Reed," "Statesboro 
Blues," "Blue Sky" and mate -

They 
are rural without being raw, 
Americana in its finest musical 
incarnation. 

Booze 'n Blues 
Wet Willie (Capricorn) 

opened the show with their 
booze 'n blues brand of coun- 
try rock. Lead singer Jimmy 
Hall's vocals are raunchy and 
Joplinesque. He plays the sax 
and harmonica in the same 
compelling, down home, deep- 
fried way. "Red Hot Chicken," 
which features a duet between 
Hall on alto sax and John An- 
thony on electric piano, is an 
irrepressible, infectious boogie. 
"Macon Ham Bones" is a su- 
perbluesy song with a lengthy 
guitar solo by Jack Hirsch 
demonstrating B. B. King -like 
riffs. Late in their performance 
they were joined by two female 
singers clad in hot pants and 
red silk jackets who provided 
a chorus off which Hall's voice 
could crack and rasp effec- 
tively. Wet Willie is basic, 
driving Dixie which New York 
obviously found finger-lickin' 
good.

"In the last few months, we 
have ail lived through disturbing 
events and a great number of 
sad developments. I wish that I 
could tell you that the clamor has 
ended, that the clouds of rumor 
have evaporated and simply gone 
away, but we would be deluding 
ourselves if we were to think 
that was the ease. The unfortun- 
ate occurences of the past month 
have given rise inevitably to erup- 
tion of accusations and innuendos. 
Sweeping generalities have taken 
the place of facts, much of what 
has been printed or spoken has 
been speculation based on suppo- 
sitions, opinions, rumors, rumors 
of rumors and innuendos-and 
when those ran out, a rehash of 
the same material. And I want to 
add that I do not exclude radio 
and TV press coverage from this 
observation. 

"There is a good deal of irony 
in Columbia Records being in the 
center of this present turmoil. For 
many years, as all of you know 
better than anyone else, we have 
often been considered the "little 
old gray lady" of the record busi- 
ness. We have been frequently 
chided for not being in the center 
of the knockdown, drag -out compe- 
titions which too often charatcer- 
ize our business. Some have called 
us "prim", but I think a more 
accurate word is "dignified". I 
think we are still dignified. It has 
always been a source of pride to 
me-and I know to you, too, that 
we have managed to be the most 
successful record company in the 
world without ever knowingly in- 
dulging in any questionable prac- 
tices. I believe we have been in 
the vanguard of fighting against 
anything in our industry that we 
thought might be injurious. 

"So that there can be no mis- 
understanding as to where I have 
always stood on two important 
issues, Iet me say something with 
as much emphasis as I can. I 
have always been opposed to the 
use of payola in any form. The 
thought that airplay for records 
can be bought for cash is odious

and distasteful to me . I am 
equally opposed to anyone provid- 
ing illegal drugs for the purpose 
of payola or as a social device 
to convenience someone in our 
business that they are "with it". 
The performance of music has 
nothing to gain from dope or pay- 
ola. Dope is destructive to musi- 
cians and consequently to music: 
payola is an offense against stand- 
ards of excellence and denigrates 
the creative efforts of everyone 
involved. 

"We have been and are pro- 
ceeding in good faith. Further= 
more, we fully support the action 
program and standards of con- 
duct that have been issued by the 
Record Industry Association. I 
recommend that each of you read 
and absorb the meaning of that 
program. Because we are in a 
glamor business, we seem always 
to be a subject for loose and ir- 
responsible talk, unsupported ac- 
cusations and just plain gossip. 

"A terrible part of all of this 
sensationalism and hubbub is that 
it distracts us from the main 
purpose-indeed, the only pur- 
pose-of our existence as a busi- 
ness, and that can be expressed 
in one word: music. Here at Co- 
lumbia, our stature has been tra- 
ditionally built on a spacious ap- 
proach, an interest in everything 
that goes on in the world of 
music. Its scope and permanence 
that are the strength of our cata- 
logue and the distinction of our 
over-all product. Our entire his- 
tory testifies to the consistency 
with which we have kept pace 
with the times. When I came back 
into the record business some few 
weeks past, there were a lot of

Lundvall Speech Stresses 
Strengths of Industry 

SAN FRANCISCO-Fallow- 
ing are excerpts from the ad- 
dress given by Bruce Lundvall, 
Columbia Vice President, Mar- 
keting, to the Columbia -Epic 
Convention here Friday (27) : 

"To state that a great deal has 
happened since we gathered in 
London a year ago would be a 
foolish understatement. And to 
state that as an industry, a com- 
pany, a music family - that all is 
sublime in our world would be an 
irresponsible insult to your intel- 
ligence. For if 1972 was a year of 
cautious optimism and gentle 
probing, 1973 is a year of anxiety 
and burning questions. In some 
quarters it's a year of downright 
pessimism. But not in these quar- 
ters, I can assure you. For that 
would be a breach of the leader- 
ship that this company is all about. 
And worse - it would be a lie. 
To those who can only see the 
margin squeeze, rising costs, 

mounting returns, compressed new 
release sales - yes - and the 
commission probes - as clear 
signs of industry recession, I can 
only suggest that your vision may 
be impaired and in need of sharp 
refocusing. 

"The statisticians tell us that 
the soaring growth rate that we 
experienced in the '60e has settled 
down to a 6-7% figure in the '70s 
and yet the business press cites 
us as outpacing television, films 
and professional sports as the big- 
gest grossing segment of the enter- 
tainment industry. The multi -mil- 
lion unit sale of a single 1p that 
yesterday was the hallmark of a 
superstar is today more likely to 
be a million unit sale - and yet 
we're awarding more gold records 
per annum than ever before. The 
rack jobber has become a retailer 
and the retailer is a multiple lo- 
cation chain. The cut-out has be- 
come confused with front line

Stevie Wonder 
It was ten years ago that 

Little Stevie Wonder (nee 
Steveland Morris) had his first 
Motown hit, "Fingertips." Two 
years before, Stevie was 
brought to Motown by a young 
friend's brother (who just hap- 
pened to be Ronnie White of 
the Miracles), and it took little 
time for the label's Berry Gor- 
dy to recognize the young 
man's unique talent. 

"Fingertips" and an album 
titled "The Twelve Year -Old 
Genius" made Little Stevie the 
phenomenon of the year. Al- 
though he dropped the "Little" 
somewhere along the line, he 
has never ceased being a phe- 
nomenon, with hit following 
hit. 

By 1971, despite all the fame 
and success, Stevie knew it 
was ". . . time for a change 
musically, for spiritually I had 
gone as far as I could have. 
I needed a different type sound 
and another direction to take, 
so I found one." 

He then made "Music of My

about what they're doing. It's not just a gimmick. You still have 
some of that other kind of thing around, but there's a lot more 
thought put by musicians into what they're doing today. And 
as you know, being in the business, the music is just great. 
However, again to go back, I went with girl singers and I was 
very successful with them. Just about every one that came by 
me I at least got a chance to break. I don't know. I just seem 
to know the right kind of backgrounds and things to put with 
them, plus the right approach to promoting them because girls 
are very difficult to sell. 

RW: Don't you find that getting a little better now? 
Levy: It's much better now. For a while you couldn't get 

arrested with a girl singer. I know I've had Letta Mbulu for 
about six years, I guess, and I'm just beginning to get her 
recorded now that we have this deal with Fantasy Records. 
Before, I'd have had to take almost anything just to get her 
recorded, because nobody wanted a singer who did African 
material. Roberta Flack, I think, has made a great, great move 
that has helped our thing a lot, and you have other people like 
Carole King and even Barbra Streisand. A lot of people are really 
beginning to show the way to good music. 

RW: Is your deal with Fantasy essentially to give them first 
crack at any artist that you acquire now? 

Levy: We send them a tape or talk to them; and so far, about 
everybody we've presented to them, they've said, "Yeah, we know 
you know what you're doing," and they've given us X amount 
of dollars for each artist we represent to produce them. They 
have their studios up there and we go up there and produce them, 
or we produce them wherever we want. We just send them the 
bill and they pay it. 

RW: Does this deal indicate a recognition on your part that 
there aren't so many showcases now for new talent, that the 
only way to break an act, usually, is through an album? 

Levy: Yeah. That's the only way. You can forget about clubs. 
You can package them in concerts, of course, and it will help, 
but you still have to have that record. We realize that. In fact, I 
won't attempt to manage anyone unless I can get some sort of a 
record deal with them because you just can't do it, you're fight -

ing a losing battle. 
RW: I wonder if you see a resurgence of jazz now, or whether 

you feel jazz is just solidifying its position? 
Levy: Well, I see it in two ways. First, jazz fans, from the era 

when jazz was most popular, didn't disappear, I don't think. 
They just outgrew the thing and went on somewhere else, and 
then the next generation didn't adopt the jazz. But now, I think, 
there's a marriage between jazz and whatever you want to call 
it, rock or whatever. And that's why there's a resurgence of 
jazz, because now you begin to find that this generation that's 
coming up can kind of relate to jazz much more than the past 
generation. And I think there's a resurgence of interest in 
orchestras, too-or, I should say, there's more of a subsidy from 
the government to different schools for orchestras, and they all 
are picking up on this music. In other words, they're training 
a lot of young saxophone players and trumpet players. I think 
a lot of people are getting educated that way. There are a lot 
of great school bands, really great. We sent Nancy out on a tour 
not too long ago through Kansas and Missouri, backed by a 
university band, and they were superb. 

RW: I wonder, too, what you'd answer if I asked for your 
philosophy of management. 

Levy: Well, I try to be sensitive to the needs of everybody 
that I come in contact with in management, to respect those 
needs. No one likes a manager to know all, to have all the 
answers and not respect them. And I wouldn't ever put a client 
into a position of embarrassment. I couldn't see going out and 
hiring a choreographer, say, trying to get an act together for 
someone so that they have to dance and sing at the same time 
and it's not comfortable. Nancy Wilson just stands there and 
sings. If you wanted her to dance and go through a lot of other 
numbers it would be awkward, it would come off awkward and 
she wouldn't feel right doing it. But my problem with artists 
has always been that when we start out together, there is a 
certain mutual respect. But once they become successful, for 
some reason, they lose their respect for me. In other words, they 
feel, "I'm the one who's doing it and you're just behind the desk 
and I'm already made and I don't need to listen to what you're 
saying. I can go and do it on my own." This is where we usually 
fall off, because I don't disrespect them and I won't toe the line 
if they disrespect me. I can't tolerate that. As I mentioned earlier 
in the discussion, a person moves so fast now. They go from 
making $10,000 a year to $10,000 a night. And they can't cope 
with that; it just boggles the mind. In most instances they don't 
know anything about finances, they don't know anything about 
taxes, they don't know anything about business management. 
Usually, though, people come into play then that just sit on the 
sidelines waiting for these kind of people. They just go right in 
and take over.

Tilson Thomas, Newly -Signed 
To Columbia, Reveals Plans 

By SPEIGHT JENKINS 

NEW YORK-Many of the 
members of New York's mu- 
sical press assembled the other 
noon - not at Philharmonic 
Hall, the Metropolitan or even 
the Russian Tea Room, where 
they might be expected, but at 
Twenty One, the domain of so- 
ciety ladies and successful 
business men. The host was 
Columbia Records, and the oc- 
casion was to announce the 
exclusive contract signed be- 
tween Columbia and Michael 
Tilson Thomas, the twenty- 
eight -year -old conductor of the 
Buffalo Symphony and princi- 
pal guest conductor of the Bos- 
ton Symphony. 

Introduced by Tom Frost, 
director of Columbia Master- 
works, as a conductor, pianist, 
innovator, representative of 
the avant-garde and "the most 
vital young force in American 
music today," Thomas bore up 
well. While hailing Columbia 
Records as one of the leaders 
in producing contemporary mu- 
sic and paying particular trib- 
ute to Goddard Lieberson, 
Columbia's President, he took 
the occasion to "welcome Co- 
lumbia to my world." Clad in 
a surprisingly sedate navy 
blue, Thomas announced that 
he intended to use records for 
"something that one could not 
otherwise hear" and that his 
first projects would be to re- 
cord the complete oeuvre of Carl 
Ruggles and the twelfth -cen- 
tury composer Perotin. 

Struck with the "apocalypti- 
cal" quality of Ruggles' work. 
Thomas has researched the 
published and unpublished 
manuscripts available at Yale. 
He finds the composer akin to 
Varèse, not only in his sound 
but in his insistence "that 
those who listen must change." 
Ruggles has pieces requiring 
large orchestras, chamber mu- 
sic ensembles and solo piano, 
and Thomas will use the Buf- 
falo Symphony and the New 
York Philharmonic to record 
them for Columbia. Turning to 
Perotin, Thomas observed that 
the composer raised musical 
art to the first high level of 
polyphony, and the conductor 
intends to make his work avail- 
able in a form as close to what 
the composer heard as possible. 

Pierre Bourdain, Columbia's 

product manager, asked Thom- 
as to discuss his Spectrum 
Concerts which he began as an 
experiment in Boston. Next 
year there will be three in 
New York. They are built 
around a concept-Venice, for 
instance. The way the city 
struck composers from the 
fourteenth through the nine- 
teenth century provides mate- 
rial for a fascinating concert. 
Another upcoming idea is one 
called Trascriptions - twen- 
tieth-century versions of music 
written earlier by other com- 
posers. 

Intense, with well -used, very 
expressive hands, Thomas con- 
veyed excitement and a lot of 
seriousness about the practice 
of his art. Questions about 
children's cqncerts (he is Di- 
rector of Young People's Con- 
certs with the New York Phil- 
harmonic) drew his most 
intense response. He believes 
that children can be exposed 
to music best not from the 
standard historical approach 
but from a "phenomenological 
one." 

Questioned about his inter- 
est in recording Charles Wu- 
orinen's violin concerto, he 
brought up an interesting 
point: if the point of Wuorin- 
en's using an electronically 
reproduced violin over a whole 
orchestra is to juxtapose elec- 
tronic with "natural" music, 
what about recording it? Then 
another electronic element is 
added; is the whole concept 
changed? Not averse to being 
onstage with the press and 
dispensing a little more charm 
before the lunch was over, 
Thomas gave every evidence of 
being one of the hottest per- 
formers Columbia has signed 
in quite a few years.
