B It will not be long until NARAS time is upon us. In fact,
in barely three months we will be sending in our nominees
as contenders for NARAS awards next year.
only applies to NARAS members, but let’s face it, NARAS
belongs to us all. Because of its TV presentation, it is the
best known award given to artists, producers and other
creative people in the record business.

In recent years NARAS has improved its awards and
its award procedures immeasurably. (A number of sugges-
tions for strengthening the organization made by Record
World two years ago were adopted in their entirety.) Today
NARAS Awards are truly contemporary awards, given to
artists who are current hitmakers. That’s real progress.
We believe that the Grammys are respected both within
and without the industry today.

There is one area, however, where NARAS is still lack-
ing. That is in the avant-garde. Most NARAS awards go
to middle-of-the-road artists or recordings. This is natural
enough in a business that is aimed at a mass market. But
there are a lot of performers who never have a chance for
one of these awards, but whose influence on their field
is large. For instance, Frank Zappa in rock or Archie Shepp
Chances of either of these
Grammy under present rules are improbable. Yet these
are the types of artist that many younger members of
NARAS want to see receive some form of recognition.

Oregon Adopts

Anti-Piracy Law

B SALEM, ORE. — Gover-
nor Tom MeCall signed into
law a bill making it illegal
to manufacture, sell, offer
for sale or advertise a sound
recording reproduced with-
out the authorization of the
owner of the original re-
cording. Violations are pun-
ishable by a jail sentence of
six months and a fine of
$500 for each sound record-
ing illegally copied.

The new law takes effect
October 5, 1973 and makes
Oregon the 15th State to
enact legislation outlawing
the piracy of sound record-
ings. The fourteen other
states with anti-piracy laws
are:  Arizona, Arkansas,
California, Florida, Louisi-
ana, Maryland, Minnesota,
Nevada, New York, Penn-
sylvania, Tennessee, Texas,
Utah and Virginia. Wash-
ington has a partial law.

The Running of a Retail Chain

By GARY COHEN
W Bill Berger has been with
Disc Records for eight out of
the chain’s eleven years, start-
ing out as a clerk in the down-
town Cleveland store. From
there, he was promoted to man-
ager of the Indianapolis store,
and then became the chain’s first
district manager covering the
midwest. Most recently, he was
made National Merchandising
Manager, responsible for all buy-
ing and merchandising through-
out the chain. Berger 1is a
graduate of the University of
Illinois at Champaign, where he
received a Bachelor of Science
degree. Bill Berger

Record World: How many stores does Disc Records have?

Bill Berger: 32 stores with 7 stores opening up this summer.

RW: How many of those stores are in malls?

Berger: All of them with the exception of the first store, which
we opened in downtown Cleveland.

RW: Where are the stores located around the country?

Berger: We concentrate mostly on the Midwest, and have 6
stores on the West Coast. We have one store in Rochester, N.Y,,
that’s about as far East as we go. We like to stay out of the
metropolitan East as much as possible.

RW: What type of operation does Disc Records have?

Berger: Completely full line record stores. We try to carry
as much product as is feasible plus accessories.

RW: When you say full line it means you carry current al-
bums, and a stock of catalogue albums in addition to albums
that may have hit the charts for a couple of weeks.

Berger: Right. Since we’re computerized we take past per-
formance on all albums and we try to get a turnover rate. If it’s
feasible to carry it we carry it. If it sits there we don’t want it.

RW: What role does the computer play in your operation?

Berger: The computer has a more important role than I do
(laughter). Everything is based on the computer. At the store
level sales are keypunched on a machine which is telephoned
that night into the computer and run off every morning.

RW: Is the information on the ticket?

Berger: No, it’s not on the ticket. At the point of sale we
write on the sales slip the label number, the price and the
quantity. This information is keypunched later onto an audio
tape, which is transmitted over the phone lines into the com-
puter. In actuality we do it every other week but we could replace
every day what we sold the day before. We have all sales infor-
mation by the time everyone gets in the office the following
morning.

RW: So how often do you replace stock, then?

Berger: We replace about every ten days. We send the cumu-
lative computer sheets back into the stores where the manager
then edits it, catches returns, and then sends it directly to the
manufacturer’s local branch.

RW: You then have the potential, if you want, to keep X
number of albums in a store based on that store’s past history.

Berger: In theory, yes. Because in that 10 day period, you’'ve
already got another ten day’s worth of records out of the store.
It’s a revolving kind of thing.

RW: How do you merchandise new artists? What do you do
with a new artist?

Berger: It depends upon the current stature of the artist, his
past performance on other albums. We don’t like to use the

standard browsing bins we use for catalogue. But we usually
have a whole wall in every store devoted to faces. Depending
on the quantity, we put the artist into the “face board.”” We
also have special racks up front and counter displays are very
helpful also.

RW: How many new artists or new albums can you handle a
week—or over a two week or a month period?

Berger: As many as come out that are worthwhile.

RW: How many pieces of a new album would you place in
one of these racks?

Berger: Normally, I would say thirteen pieces would fit into
the rack. If you buy more than thirteen (when the new Moody
Blues comes out you make an exception)—let’s say about fifteen
—you put thirteen on the rack and two in understock. The two
in understock stay there for the rest of the tenure of the mana-
ger. We try to keep around 10 on albums; you really don’t have
to have more than 10.

RW: OK, but on a brand new artist putting out a brand new
album with no past experience, what do you do with that artist
and how do you buy for him? Will you buy it?

Berger: More than likely I wouldn’t, the first time around.
1 find that singles have suddenly become very very important,
as they were in the sixties. If there’s no single we usually pass
the first time around.

RW: Does it do you any good to buy one of a new artist and
put it out in a section?

Berger: No. The way I feel, if you buy two or less you might
as well not even buy it. One goes into the new release bin, and
one goes into “rock artist A” and is lost forever. To really do
something you have to buy at least three or more; if not, it’ll
just get lost and you're wasting your money and the record’s
time.

RW: So you then ask a company to give you a minimum of
three, four or five albums per store.

Berger: If it’s worth buying 3, yes. Sometimes we’ll buy one
but I don’t like to.

RW: Well how then do you view your role as a retailer in
helping to break new artists?

Berger: Well, we’re talking now about a salesman coming in
and just giving me a new release, But it’s different when you
start promoting it. We do promote new artists who have not been
broken. Normally what we try to do is, since we’'re almost com-
pletely national (almost coast to coast) we can get some kind
of concerted effort going to break an artist. We've tried it with
a local artist in Cleveland, but the stores that sold it the best
were stores where we got the managers to get airplay. If it
didn’t get airplay, regardless of how good it was, it just sits
there. Airplay is the key.

RW: How about store airplay? Do you find that playing al-
bums in stores helps to sell albums?

Berger: Very much so,

RW: What are your new duties as merchandising manager?

Berger: I oversee all the buying in the chain, the national
promotions, and I am the, shall-we-say, liaison between the stores
and the national people—the trouble shooters.

RW: Do salesmen go into each Disc store then? Do they write
orders?

Berger: Yes. They can write orders.

section differ only in format, or
variationg in their approaches
towards programniing. This
week, the station being featured
is unique in almost every way.
It is programmed for, by, and
with the inmates of the Colo-
rado State Penitentiary. KCSP
is a closed-circuit facility, but
operated in the same manner as
a commercially run station.
with the added function of run-
ning a training program for the
inmates selected who qualify.
Since the program is not funded
by the state or the prison in
any way, the station is sup-
ported by donations of equip-
ment, records and advice from
interested outside stations, rec-
ord companies and most parti-
cularly KTLK in Denver. Aside
from this program, the prison’s
rehabilitation schedule features
only courses in welding and
sheet-metal.

The present set-up was ini-
tiated back in the summer of
1970 when Joe Finan, then the
general manager of KTLK, de-
cided to take the station’s pub-
lic service commitment on a
slightly different course. After
having four ex-convicts appear
on a morning talk show with
him, he was impressed with the
need to set up some sort of
prison program. At that time
there were head-sets in each
cell at the Colorado prison with
continuous pre-recorded tapes
running or one outside station
that the prisoners could listen
to. With equipment donated by
the station, including amplifi-
ers, tuners, turn-tables, and rec-
ord broadcasting hardware, fa-
cilities were set up, and are still
being maintained by a KTLK
engineer. Since then inmates
have been recruited and are
fully evaluated before being ac-

cepted into the program. As

0.J. Carroll, KCSP’s News Di-
rector explained, “We’re only
interested in those who are

truly interested in becoming in-
volved in learning broadcast-
ing. They have to be serious,
have drive, be prepared to work
14 hours a day, and not think
that they can use the station’s
facilities for their own pur-
poses, except in learning for
their future.” KTLK cooperated
with training in voice, teaching
work on the carts, the board,
the proper radio approaches,
and still gives advice on the air-
checks made by KCSP. But at
this point, some of the staff has
been working in the program
since its inception and is able
to train the new members as
professionally as any outside

jock could. Tom Bigby, in
charge of programming for
KTLK and Finan, now in

charge of special projects for
Welcome Radio (the staion’s
parent comapny) are still very
much involved and enthusiastic
about the program and the in-
mate members. Eight of the
graduates have left the prison
and six have gone into some as-
pect of radio, with none of them
returning to the institution.
Tom and Joe have helped with
the immediate arrangements
for the men, but the program,
as 0.J. puts it, neads the
chances and opportunities that
other stations and people in
broadcasting might also be able
to provide.

Chi Manufacturers Fight Radio Policy

B CHICAGO — Five Chicago-
area independent record manu-
facturers have joined together
to form the Independent Record
Manufacturers Association of
Chicago (IRMA). The purpose
c¢f the organization, according
to James Vanleer, President and
one of the five founders, is to
protest a presumed new policy
by Chicago radio stations with
regard to adding new product.

The members so far, in addi-
tion to Vanleer, (Jameg Shelton,
Jr., Clarence Johnson, Howard
White, Jr., and Willie Jones)
own a number of small, inde-
pendent labels in Chicago and
are active in production.

The IRMA’s chief complaint
is that some Chicago stations
have reportedly adopted a new

policy, requiring a listing on
the national trade charts, be-
fore the station will consider
adding the record to its playllst
This move, they feel, “. . . in
effect is putting the Chicago—
land record manufacturers out
of business.” Vanleer adds that
it is almost impossible for a
Chicago manufacturer to get his
record started anywhere except
Chicago. “We’re local, commu-
nity businessmen. By not play-
ing local talent, they’re putting
us out of business. It doesn’t
give the local artists a chance.
We can’t go to Detroit or New
York, because stations there
will say ‘what’s happening with
vour record in Chicago? What
are we supposed to tell them
then?”

B WOODSTOCK, N.Y. — The

A Federal Grand Jury had
handed up indictments against

RW: In other words they can overrule a decision you’ve made
on a new artist or an artist who’s releasing a second album.

Berger: Right. But they’d better be right.

RW: So if you decide to stock 25 pieces of a new album by an
established artist in each store, on a trial period, and this artist
may be strong in Cleveland or on the West Coast, the manager
then can say ‘“send me more than the initial number of pieces
requested.”

Berger: Exactly. Most of the chains that are in operation now
work on the concept we used to use, where you had one man
sitting wherever deciding five go to Chicago, three go to Dallas,
eight go to Los Angeles. We finally evolved that no one man can
do that, and that you have to be everywhere to know what’s
selling. Albums don’t sell the same everywhere like they used to.

RW: How do you merchandise classical albums?

Berger: Classics are a different bag. One, it's pretty hard to
find someone who knows classical music to work in the stores.
Mostly we have part time college kids who know classical music.
Most of the managers per se do not know classical music. We
used to stock all of the stores pretty much the same. That has
been evolved lately into a different kind of system, where all
stores in the chain stock all the budget labels. With the full line
merchandise, we’ve broken it down, depending upon the amount
of classical sales in each store. Some of the lesser volume stores
don’t need nine copies of Beethoven’s Third. So we’ve given
them one on the full line and maybe four on budget. We mer-
chandise classics pretty much on an individual store-by-store
basis. Plus if you do have a man in there who knows classical
music, your classical sales will definitely pick up.

RW: Your stores also sell accessories?

Berger: We do. We sell cases, tapes, blank tapes; we do very
big with that and are very pleased with it.

RW: What's happening with pre-recorded tapes? What is the
ratio of prerecorded 8-Track to cassette?

Berger: It’s about 10 to one now. I don’t know what happened
to the people who own cassette players. They must have stopped
buying tapes because I'm not selling much blank or prerecorded
anymore.

RW: What about quad?

Berger: Lately there seems to be more and more of a demand
for quad. Surprisingly, the Columbia quad is the quad that’s
selling, as opposed to the discreet, which is something that I
can’t figure out all together. I'm very surprised because I per-
sonally felt that quad was just going nowhere, and I seem to
be wrong.

RW: What factor does pricing play in your stores? Your stores
sell albums at pretty close to the list price.

Berger: Normally a $5.98 list we’ll be selling at $5.09. We
have to sell that high because we're in a different position. We
have to pay such an enormous amount of rent in the malls that
we can’t afford to sell for less.

RW: But even at selling albums at $5.09 regularly you haven’t
found a problem in sales. In other words you're not in any price
wars with any other stores.

Berger: No, we try to avoid price wars where at all possible.
I'd rather give up the hit and sell the catalogue. That’s where
we made our mark in the industry, and where I think we'll
continue to.

RW: So you won’t fight with the discounters. You won’t get
into a price war and start selling albums for $3.29 or $3.19.

Berger: I won't get into it. I think they do a fantastic amount
of damage to the industry, but we won’t get into that.

RW: What is your policy with customer returns? Will you
exchange the album for another album or must it be the same
album, another copy?

Berger: Normally if the seal is not broken, they can return
it for anything they want. If it’s open and we have another copy
in stock we’ll ask them to take the same album. Now if we're
out of it they can take something else. We like to have them
take the same thing.

RW: What kind of volume are your stores doing on cutouts
and dumped albums and other assorted merchandising deals like
that? What percentage of your volume is cutouts?

Berger: I’ say right now it’s running 10 per cent and 1 don’t
like it to get over two per cent. I think cutouts are a real disease

B NEW YORK—Phil Proctor
and Peter Bergman walk into a
room and you feel like you're
about to interview a 43-man
squamish team—the room
seems filled with eyes observing
everything and ears that soak
up every word and examine it
and turn it inside out.

songs like the “Communist Love
Song.” Virtually every bit they
tried went over well, although
they later attributed some of
their success here to highly in-
telligent New York audiences
who were able to keep up with
the bits, satires and puns that
virtually exploded from the
stage.

Overall, the performance was
a triumph. The frenetic pace of
the act forced the audience to
work along with the perform-
ers, but the effort was always
rewarded with wit, insanity and
fresh perceptions.

B NEW YORK—After setting
up a network that reaches over
two million students thgough

VIDCA: Scope, Impact Expanding

B NEW YORK — VIDCA 73,
the third meeting of the “Inter-
national Market for Videocas-
sette and Video-Disc Program-
mes and Equipment” to be held
in Cannes, France from the
28th of September to the 3rd
of October, is shaping up to be
a much more realistic and valu-
able event than it has been in
years past. For the first time
a great deal of video hardware
and software is in use in in-
dustrial, educational, and some
home entertainment situations
throughout the world and the
result is a basis for those at-
tending to exchange market
place experiences rather than
corporate intentions. With prod-
uct out on the streets, video
hardware and software manu-
facturers will have a lot more
to talk about this year. VIDCA
has been keyed to this and the
programs, seminars, and meet-
ings that have been scheduled
reflect this increased activity.

Besides abstract discussions
of the future of video, there
will be study sessions concen-
trating on market conditions in

the United States, Japan, and
Europe; examinations of those
markets already using video
including special interest
groups, internal company com-
munications, and the entertain-
ment field; appraisals of the
current legal problems facing
the producer; and demonstra-
tions of equipment actually in
production,

Among those already sched-
uled to conduct seminars or
speak at the meeting are Mi-
chael Dann of the Children’s
Television Workshop, David
Shefrin who is the manager of
Television Development at IBM,
Richard O’Brion who is Vice
President of video products
for Sony, W. Markvoort who is
product manager of Philips
video cassette system, Tsuguro
Matsui who is chairman of the
Video Committee of the Elec-
tronic Industries Association of
Japan (EIAJ). Convention
space and facilities are also
being provided for the demon-
stration of video and related
audio equipment plus the show-
ing of software.

® BERKELEY, CAL. — Fan-
tasy/Prestige/Milestone  Rec-
ords continues to be a leader
in what the marketing men
would term “black music.” A
mere glance down the com-
pany’s combined artist roster
confirms that all three labels
release a great deal of black
music,

The most out-and-out r&b
musicians making records
aimed at the black market are
Roger Collins and Betty Ever-
ett. Roger Collins had a tre-
mendous hit a few years back
with “She’s Lookin’ Good”; he
records singles for Fantasy.
Premier representative of fe-
male black vocalists at the la-
bels is Betty Everett whose
“Danger,” a single on the Fan-
tasy label which was produced
by the gifted Willie Mitchell,
Al Green’s producer. Everett
also sang the title tune on the
Fantasy soundtrack for the
film, “Black Girl,” currently
in nationwide release via Cin-
erama. Fantasy was entirely
responsible for the soundtrack
of “Black Girl,” and other
black artists like Roger Col-
lins, Merl Saunders and Sonny
Stitt contributed to it.

Leaders of a genre of black

music called “funk” are a
group from Indianapolis called,
appropriately enough, Funk,

Inc., currently in the Berkeley
studios recording their third
album.

Cannonball Adderley’s been
“on the scene” for a long time,
and his contribution to the to-
tality of American jazz has
been great. He signed a record-
ing-producing contract between
Junat Productions and Fan-
tasy last spring, bringing with
him his brother, Nat Adderley,
and African folk-American pop
song stylist Letta Mbulu., Part
of the same package are Nat
Adderley, Jr. and his black
soul group, “Naturat Essence”
and Johnny (Guitar) Watson,
veteran r&b hit-maker. In fact,

B 1973 is proving to be a ban-
ner year in jazz circ.es. It is
indeed the period of the break-
through when this music, pre-
viously generally confined to a
small and select group of lis-
teners and buyers, has broken
the mold.

Records is the recording part
of a larger complex of compa-
nies and includes Excello, Man-
kind, Creed, Nasco, Kenwood
and Nashboro among its labels.
Bud Howell is the driving force
behind the record company
which has tripled its business
in the past three years. Nash-
boro claims to be the largest
Black Spiritual label in the
world and with its young but
very successful producer, Shan-
non Williams, continues to domi-
nate the field with two of its
productions nominated as final-
ists in this year’s Grammy
Awards in the Soul Gospel cate-
gory. The leading gpiritual art-
ists on the label include The
Consolers, The Reverend Cleo-
phus Robinson, Bessie Griffin,
the Reverend Rufus Willing-
ham, Dorothy Love Coates, the
Late Brother Joe May, the Late
Edna Gallmon Cooke, and the
two Grammy nominees, the B.C.
& M Choir and Clara Ward.

The Excello label became an
important part of the music
scene in the late '50s with the
Crescendoes, the Gladiolas, Slim
Harpo, Lazy Lester, Lonesome
Sundown and Arthur Gunter
leading the way. It continues
as a major force in the blues
field with Lightnin’ Slim, Whis-
pering Smith, Jimmy Dawkins
and Jerry Washington showing
the way.

Mankind label is a new ven-
ture but has proven very suc-
cessful over the past two years
with Freddie North (“Don’t
Take Her She’s All I Got”) and
Z. Z. Hill who has been on the
charts since his first Mankind
release and continues there.

Kenwood is a label distrib-
uted by Nashboro which in-
cludes the old Appolo line in-
cluding some fourteen albums by

Mahalia Jackson.
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Eddie Condon Dies

B NEW YORK — Veteran
jazzman Eddie Condon died
on August 4 at Mount Sinai
Hospital here. Condon, 67,
had been hospitalized several
times over the last year for g
bone disease.

A memorial service was
held for the guitar legend on
Wednesday, August 8, fea-
turing tributes to Condon
from such musicians as Lee
Wiley, Wild Bill Davison,
Max Kaminsky, Vic Dicken-
son, Kenny Davern, Ear]
Hines and Gene Krupa, most
of whom played with Con-
don’s small groups.

Columbia Records had re-
leased a two-record set, “Ed-
die Condon’s World Of Jazz,”
just days before the death of
Condon. The Columbia proj-
ect was to coincide with
the release of a book, “The
Eddie Condon Scrapbook of
Jazz,” on which Condon col-
laborated with Hank O’Neal,
and which is scheduled to be
published next month by St.
Martin’s Press.

Johnny Guitar has just fin-
ished recording his first album
for Fantasy-—solid r&b.
There’s another kind of
black music which is best
termed “rhythmic soul jazz,”
and Charles Earland is a mas-
ter at it. Earland, a great hulk
of a black organist, has a new
album out too—‘“Charles ITI"—
named for his new son.
Fantasy Prestige Mile-
stone has a great deal of time,
effort and money invested in
the black culture of the past,
and is making it currently
available to the public through
a precedent-setting massive re-
issue program. Five main re-
leases, consisting of ten dou-
ble-albums each (that’'s 53
double-albums), have been pro-
duced, proving that a steady
market is interested in the mu-
sic that has gone before. Two
of the series predominately
feature the great old blues-
men — John Lee Hooker, The
Reverend Gary Davis, Lead-
belly, Jesse Fuller, Furry Lew-
is. Three of the ‘“twofer” re-
leases have concentrated on
jazz mostly from the '50s and
’60s. Almost all the great jazz-
men from that era are inclu-
ded — Miles Davis, John Col-
trane, Eric Dolphy, Thelonious
Monk, Yusef Lateef, ad infini-

The Story of the Fania All Stars

By JERRY MASUCCI

B In December of 1967 when
Fania Records was three years
old I was vacationing in Aca-
pulco. T was out fishing and
when I got back I received a
phone call from New York from
two promoters Jack Hooke and
Ralph Mercado of ‘“Cheetah”
fame. At that time they were
holding concerts at the Red
Garter Monday nights and were
interested in getting the Fania
All Stars together to do a jam
session with invited guests Tito
Puente of Tico Records and
Eddie Palmieri and Ricardo
Ray and Bobby Cruz of Alegre
Records. It sounded like a good
idea to me so I flew back and
got in touch with Johnny Pa-
checo. We put some material to-
gether and packed the place
with 800 people. We also made
the first two recordings of the
Fania All Stars ‘“Live at the
Red Garter” volumes 1 and 2.
Although the albums were

fairly successful they were not
too spectacular regarding sales,

At that concert, however,
after seeing all the different
types of people I got the idea
to make a movie. In 1971 I was
ready to begin production of the
second Fania All Star concert
which would be recorded and
filmed live,

My first idea was to hold the
concert at the Fillmore East
which held 2,000 people. I
thought it would be a good
place to put the best Latin
musicans for exposure to both
rock and black audiences. How-
ever, we were unable to get the
Fillmore and since at that time
we were not in the business of
promoting concerts, we con-
tacted different promoters
about various places such as
the Manhattan Theater. But
they all turned us down saying
that a concert given by the
Fania All Stars was a bad idea
and that it couldn’t draw. 1

thought it might work but
would make no deals. I was to
give him the act free, make a
record, film the concert and he
would take the door. Since no
one else wanted it I made the
deal according to his terms. We
held the concert on a Thursday
night. The Cheetah held 2,000
people and no one thought we
would sell out, But the night
of the concert 4,000 people
squeezed into the Cheetah and
the lines outside stretched
around the block. Volumes 1
and 2 of “The Fania All Stars
Live at the Cheetah” which
were recorded that night have
become the biggest selling
Latin salsoul albums ever.
Since then the Fania All
Stars have been appearing in
sell-out concerts in Puerto Rico
and elsewhere and have been
compared to groups such as
Santana and Malo. A concert
held at the Roberto Clemente
Memorial Stadium in San Juan
drew 12,000 people.

song that successfully combined
Latin with country in a tune
called “Falling In Love” and
rock-blues and Latin on ‘“Cabor
Rojo.” The band sings in both
Spanish and English and seems
ready to make their move onto
a label (Averne mentioned that
several are interested).

In spite of Toro’s obvious
power, however, it was clear
that the people had come to see
Palmieri, and that they were
there to take their Latin music
straight, with no rock trim-
mings. Palmieri didn’t disap-
point them either, offering them
selections from his current
Mango album “Sentido” (Feel-
ing), including his Latin chart-
riders “Puerto Rico” and
“Adoracion” both featuring his
vocalist Ismael Quintana, who
wrote the lyrics for both tunes.
Quintana, a nervous pepper-pot
of a man, has the capability to
sing sweetly and yet manifests
a lot of raw power on faster
tunes. He also has the uncanny
ability to pick out just the right
notes when improvising above
coro sections, which usually
appear at the end of the tunes.

When contacted by Record
World after the concert, both
Palmieri and Averne were hope-
ful that Axelord’s film would
help people outside of the New
York area find out about the
power of Latin. “We’re not try-
ing to reach the Latin affician-
ados” said Averne, “We're try-
ing to reach the rock fan, trying
to reach a much broader audi-
ence than we’'ve had previously.
The rock fans have been pre-
pared by listening to Santana—
it’s time they were exposed to
the intricacy and power of true
Latin.”

B For a long time now, I have been writing about and fighting
against those that copy original hits and in this way, take away
from the creator of the theme the enjoyment of making a hit.
There are some labels that have been made this way, only copy-
ing hits and releasing them in their area. On several occasions,
they have even covered the recordings at an international level,
in this way invading the territory that morally belonged to the
true creators of the hit record., In some cases, there has even
been a time when affiliates of very strong enterprises, have
covered the hits of its own mother company and have made a
theme a hit in their localities by their own local interpreters,
protected by their local labels—in several circumstances they
too have invaded the international market, and have competed
strongly with the mother company who was the original creator
of the theme. This has happened with companies as strong as
CBS, RCA, Philips and EMI. RCA has already taken the first step
toward stopping this practice by placing their finger on the
trouble and demanding respect for the original versions with
the original interpreters of each theme, from all their affiliated
companies in the latin world. What are CBS, Philips and EMI
waiting for? What are each and every one of the major producer

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GOSPEL TIME

By IRENE JOHNSON WARE

® What ig gospel music? A gospel song is
addressed to the people as an expression of
parsonal testimony. Its purpose is to direct the
mind inward to one’s own experience and
needs; to warn each of us of the consequences
of sin and to give the promise of spiritual
release. The gospel song is light in character
and expresses a spirit of reverence. Gospel
music is truly American in heritage.

Gospel singing has been a favorite of all
the early days of Negro spirituals to the most
of Negro spiritualg to the most sophisticated travelling gospel
people regardless of race, creed or color, from the early days
of Negro spirituals to the most sophisticated travelling gospel
quartets. Gospel music was sung by church choirs, at camp
meetings and with various other groups of people. In the very
early days, gospel music was heard from the blind man in
the south who sang on street corners, playing his harmonica
and doing such songs as “Remember Me, Lord, Remember Me”
and “Ain’t Nobody’s Fault But Mine.” When gospel music began
taking form, songs similar to these were written under divine
inspiration by Reverend Finley. “We’ll Understand It By And
By” and “When The Storm Of Life Is Raging” are two of the
many songs sung by singers in the south such as Lulu Mae Hurst.
Most of the singer got their inspiration from the old orthodox
ministers and soul-reviving preachers.

Then came Thomas A. Dorsey, known today as one of the
world’s greatest composers. Professor Dorsey was converted in
Chicago in 1921 at the National Baptist Convention. The Mass
Choir of the National Baptist Convention, under the direction
of Prof. Nix, was singing “I Do, Don’t You” when Dorsey, then a
jazz pianist, decided to follow Christ and write religious music.
After this conversion, he wrote 4 songs, two of which were
published by the National Baptist Publishing Board. In those
days the songs were called evangelistic music. One Sunday morn-
ing, after listening to a singing group during a worship service,
Dorsey decided this type of music should be called “gospel.” He
accepted a position as pianist for a small Baptist church on the
south side of Chicago and began his calling as a gospel song
writer.

In 1926, following an illness, Thomas Dorsey was inspired to
write “Some Day, Somewhere” and “If You See My Saviour.”
He borrowed $5 to mail 500 copies of these songs to churches
throughout the country. But it was not until 1930, a the National
Baptist Convention’s Jubilee Session at the Chicago Coliseum,
that the song became a national success, This put Dorsey in the
field of distribution for gospel music. He became associated with
the dynamic musicians Magnolia Lewis Butts, Professor Theo-
dore R. Frye, Sallie Martin, Marion Pairs and others, and they
organized the National Convention of Gospel Choirs and Choruses,
Inc. In 1932 he accepted the position of director of the Pilgrim
Baptist Church Gospel Choir. This is Dorsey’s 41st year as di-
rector of this great choir.

Thomas A. Dorsey was truly living and working for Christ and
hundreds of songs were falling from hig pen. But in August, 1932,
tragedy entered into his life. His young wife, Nettie, died in
childbirth and the son she bore, Thomas A. Dorsey, Jr., only lived
a few hours. After this sad episode, Dorsey began to feel that
God was unjust. Dorsey was contemplating a return to the jazz
world, but God spoke to him and said, “You are not alone.”

Dorsey reconciled himself with God and, late one Saturday
evening he and Professor Theodore Frye went to a music studio
where he penned his greatest song, “Precious Lord.” He wanted
to title it “Blessed Lord,” but Prof. Frye said, “No, call Him
Precious Lord.”

«“Precious Lord” has been translated into thirty-two different
languages and re-published in many foreign countries. It has
been recorded by Mahalia Jackson, Red Foley, Eddie Arnold, Elvis
Presley, Fred Waring and many others. Dorsey has sung and
directed this touching song in Paris, London, Rome, Cairo, Beirut
and Jerusalem. He has written more than 400 songs.

in response to the complaint.
It said, in part, “We believe
that the evidence in this case
will demonstrate, as it has in
the past, that ABC has properly
accounted to Phillips and other
artists for royalties and that
the accounting claims made by
Phillips in the Complaint and
in various interviews he has
given are without foundation.”

According to the suit, be-
tween September, 1965, and De-
cember, 1970, at least $3,000,000
that the Phillipses were entitled
to were “either withheld, di-
verted or disipated among the
subsidiary corporations” be-
cause of “interrelationship” of
the subsidiaries.

In a press conference he gave
with New York Sen. James
Buckley July 30, Phillips had
sald that a record company he
refused to name had regularly
made a practice of returning
records to one of its plants,
charging their costs against
artists’ royalties and then re-
distributing them for sale with-
out benefit to the artists. It was
at that press conference that
Phillips announced his inten-
tion of filing suit.

The suit, which sources say
Phillips prepared with the aid
of a prominent music industry
attorney who wished to remain
anonymous, also alleges that
ABC has refused to give the
Phillipses an accurate account-
ing and to maintain accurate
records, and that the statements
they have received “were not

proper.”
Both John and Michelle Phil-
lips were members of the

Mamas and the Papas along
with Denny Doherty and Cass
Elliott. Asked by a reporter on
the day he filed his suit why
neither of the latter two were
named in it as plaintiffs, Phil-
lips said that it was because
he had been unable to reach
them.

we stress it. We try to make it
as easy as possible for the
store to sell the album and
we’'ll include mentioning of an
artist’s catalogue in advertis-
ing, promotions, etec We also
offer additional discounts from
time to time as an incentive
for stores to stock catalogue.”
Glew concluded by noting one
of catalogue albums’ most pos-
itive attributes. “The return
factor is practically nothing.
It’s a very clean business.”
Don Zimmerman, Vice-Presi-
dent of sales at Capitol, de-

clared that catalogue albums
are very important to his label,
“They’re extremely valuable,
especially in the fall selling
season.” Zimmerman observed
that the Beatles, Grand Funk,
Helen Reddy, Leon Russell,
and “about every country art-
ist on the label” are consistent
catalogue sellers. Capitol, like
Atlantie, tries to merchandise
catalogue albums along with
an artist’s new releases. “New
releases always spur interest
in the catalogue. We’'re expe-
riencing that now with Helen
Reddy and Pink Floyd. With
Pink Floyd’s success because
of their single, we've got a
whole new market that we can
merchandise to. The 16 and 17
year old AM radio listener is
now aware of Pink F oyd,
where the group’s audience
had previously been restricted
to FM.”

Rick Blackburn, director of
national sales and distribution
for Columbia, asserted that
catalogue album sales are ex-
tremely valuable to a label that
knows how to merchandise in
order to achieve them. “They’re
very important from a repeat
standpoint. You can plan pro-
grams from them, merchandise
them. We’ve run $1.98 Har-
mony programs, $4.98 pro-
grams, limited edition pro-
grams, all basically designed
to emphasize catalogue. We
feel a demand for programs
like these. They stimulate in-
terest in the entire catalogue.”

Marshall Blonstein, national
promotion and sales director
for Ode, also feels that cata-
logue albums are important,
and especially so to a small
label like his. “Catalogue al-
bum sales are as good as any
album sales. They sell and
keep selling. And when a new
album by an artist comes out,
the whole catalogue moves.
Cheech and Chong and Carole
King continue to sell week
after week.” And Blonstein,
echoing the often-stated feel-

ings of A&M President Jerry
Moss, abhors cutouts and
“dumped” albums.” We don't
believe in cutouts; they’re
wrong.”

Mel Posner, Executive Vice-
President for Elektra, also
agrees that catalogue albums
are important for a label. “Es-
pecially for a label like Elek-
tra, the catalogue is super im-
portant. We have continued to
maintain a catalogue, even on
the old 7400 series and things
like the Butterfields and Judy
Collins.” Posner also mentioned
the success Elektra has en-
joyed with a series of sound
effects albums issued some 9-
10 years ago, “The 13 volumes
in that series are still selling,
a little at a time.” New releases
help in selling catalogue al-
bums too. “When Carly Simon
or Bread issue a new album,
the catalogue sells all over
again.” Posner 1is especially
proud of Elektra’s Nonesuch
line. “Our Nonesuch label is
all catalogue sales, We sold
over 600,000 Nonesuch albums
during a nine-week special dis-
count program, sometimes only
308-400 of a number. The Scott
Joplin, Stephen Foster and
George Gershwin sell extraor-
dinarily well, but the other al-
bums sell too. Maybe we don’t
do tremendous quantity at one
time, but the orders are 10
here. 15 there, and it all adds
up. Whatever the quantity, the
movement is important, None-
such was started in 1964 with
an initial release of 20 albums.
Those first 20 albums are still
selling 10 years later.” And
Posneyr repeated the sentiments
expressed by Atlantic’s Glew.

B NEW YORK — Three weeks
ago this column reported on
the complaint of Anthony Gulo
at the Phonograph Shop in
Stamford (Conn.) that London
Records had not given him
promotion material on their
new ‘“Rigoletto.” Dick Bungay,
classical promotion manager of
London, carefully denies the
company’s dereliction of duty.
“First of all Sutherland and
Pavarotti posters exist; we
have plenty of them. There
may be several reasons why
they do not get out. I fear
sometimes that they get thrown
out because the record shops
do not open all their promotion
mail. Also, there are several
steps between this office and
the record store.”

The articulate executive
went on, “We send the bulk of
promotion material to the dis-
tributors. When they go around
to the record stores, the chief
buyers have to tell them that
they want to. Usually the buyer
represents a lot of stores, and
he may not order enough of
the promotion material. The
salesman must bring his need
to the attention of his buyer.
And then,” Bungay laughed,
“the record store has to know

Enlarging on the general
area of promoting records,
Bungay gave some clues to the
local record stores as to how
he thinks their customers re-
act. Records are released, of
course, to coincide as nearly as
possible with a star’s appear-
ance. The new London record-
ing of “La Boheme,” for in-
stance, hit the stores just after
Luciano Pavarotti scored a hit
with two performances of Ro-
dolpho in the Met’s June Fes-
tival; the recording will also
be heavily publicized in the
Chicago area around the time
of the tenor’s appearances in
the same role this fall with the
Lyric Opera.

Bungay pointed out that a
successful revival with a star,
or better two, will act almost
as a re-release of an album.
Donizetti’s “Fille du Regi-
ment” came out first in 1968;
since the Met’s 1972 produc-
tion and national tour with

in the record industry. I’ve got copies of Steve Stills’ first album
for $.99, for $1.29, for $5.09, for $3.89, all in one store. I think
it’s just a very bad way for the record manufacturer to make
money.

RW: How many albums does each store carry?

Berger: Too many. I say too many because it’s very, very hard
to keep a certain inventory level set for each store and with the
amount of product that comes out weekly it’s almost impossible.
Whenever we have to clean out a store because the inventory
level is too high, it’s almost always the new releases that are
causing it to be high. The catalogue turns all the time. It’'s no
problem—we know that it sells. Its 2’s 3’s 5’s 10’s of the stuff
that everyone in the whole world thought would sell except the
customers. And that’s usually what we have to return and that’s
why I say too many.

RW: What can be done, in effect, to cut down on the amount
of albums that fall into that category?

Berger: Well, I think the manufacturer has to stop the shotgun
method. I'll never understand how a record company will release
ten albums, only work two of them, and the other eight just sit
in the stores—if you’re not gonna work them why release them?
I can imagine what it’s like for the program director of a radio
station. He gets bombarded with just as many records as I do
and I know I can’t listen to them all, So they just sit there. The
way the dollar is today, people just don’t have that kind of
money to go experimenting with records.

RW: You mentioned singles, do all the stores stock singles?

Berger: Yes.

RW: How are they bought?

Berger: Each manager designates someone else or himself
and they buy the singles weekly. Our single sales have, almost, I
would say, doubled, and in some stores tripled and quadrupled
in the last year.

RW: Do you see singles mainly in terms of value as helping
to sell albums, though?

Berger: Definitely.

RW: You don’t make any money off singles percentage-wise,
though.

Berger: No, not percentage-wise.

{  RW: Then the bulk of your business comes from album sales.
| How do you do with all the other types of albums, like jazz?

Berger: 1 see, lately, a fairly substantial increase in jazz sales
based upon companies like CTI. They’ve come back and because
of that the other companies are becoming a little more produc-
tive and are releasing albums with a lot more taste than they
have before. For years, the jazz market’s always been considered
a black market and I don’t think that’s true at all, T think jazz
is definitely on the rebound.

RW: There’s always talk about price increases on the manu-
facturer level. the distributer level and the retail level. Do you
see the need for a price increase in terms of what companies
charge you or what you charge your customers?

Berger: Do T see a need? No.

RW: Is it inevitable?

Berger: I think it’s inevitable but I really don’t want to see it.

Charlie Daniels: Ridin' Easy

B Nashville — Country talkin’
blues has found its way trium-
phantly to the top of the pop
charts; and a song about long-
haired hippy types kicking
the knee is pulling heavy air-
hard working Southerners in
play on country radio. The par-
adox of Charlie Daniels and
his hit single “Uneasy Rider”
remains a phenomenon even to
him.

Danijels is a jack-of-all-
trades—a veteran studio musi-
cian, songwriter and producer.
His professional career spans
the past six years, with notable
productions on the Young-
bloods, Roy Buchanan, and
Gary and Randy Scruggs. As a
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musician, Daniels also has an
array of experience. His ses-
sion work on several Bob Dy-
lan and Leonard Cohen albums,
plus touring with Cohen and
bluegrass sophisticate Earl
Scruggs (and performing in
his own boogie band) certainly
indicate the many diversities
of his Southern musical roots.
His current album, ‘“Honey
In The Rock,” the third from
Daniels, provided the “Uneasy
Rider” single. Daniels de-
scribed the single, now at 14
on the Record World Pop Sin-
gles Chart and 73 on the Rec-
ord World Country Singles

‘written a letter to various retail
record stores in New York City
in which Capitol made the follow-
ing false statements and misrepre-
sentations:

Gottlieb, Rachman & Reisman
do not represent GFR Enterprises,
Ltd.

2. Terry Knight has been re-
moved as President of GFR by its
Board of Directors.

3. Capitol Records Inc. holds a
license “duly executed” by the Sec-
retary of GFR granting it the
right to use the name Grand Funk
Railroad in connection with the
distribution and exploitation of
phonograph records.

As attorneys for Terry Knight,
we demand that Capitol retract
these misrepresentations immedi-
ately and we strongly urge Capitol
to stop disseminating such false
and defamatory statements. They
‘have been made in reckless disre-
gard of the rights of our client.

Messrs. Brewer, Farner and
‘Schacher attemtped to remove Mr.
Knight as President of GFR at a
purported meeting of the Board of
:Directors of GFR held on March
20, 1972 in the offices of Eastman
& Eastman. Howard N. Beldock
and Jerrold H. Kushnick, stock-
‘holders of GFR, admittedly did not
receive notice of said meeting.

Based upon a recent ruling by
Justice Helman of the New York
Supreme Court with respect to a
meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors of GFR scheduled by Brewer,
Farner and Schacher for July 6,
1973, also without notice to Bel-
dock and Kushnick, quote, “the
failure to so notify them would
(by implication) nullify any ac-
tion taken” at the March 20, 1972
meeting.

Justice Helman enjoined Brewer,
Farner and Schacher and “their
agents, servants, employees and
attorneys from ecalling or holding
any meeting of the Board of Di-
rectors of GFR Enterprises, Ltd.
for the purpose of removing Terry
Knight as a Director of GFR or
from any way attempting to or
purporting to remove Terry Knight
as a Director of GFR or from rep-
resenting that Terry Knight has
been removed as a Director of GFR
for the reason that Beldock and
Kushnick were not notified of the
July 6 special meeting of the
Board of Directors of GFR.”

Mr. Knight, therefore, has not
been removed as President of
GFR. In that capacity he has re-
tained the lawfirm of Gottlieb,
Rachman and Reisman to repre-
sent GFR and to protect its rights,
an action clearly within his au-
thority as President and Chief
Executive Officer.

The New York Supreme Court
also ruled in September 1972 that
Mr. Knight's claim to be Presi-
dent of GFR and to be authorized
to institute suit on its behalf pre-
sents “triable issues of fact” and
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that unless such issues were re-
solved adversely to him, Mr.
Knight’s status and authority as
President are not subject to chal-
lenge.

As for the claim that Capitol
holds a “license duly executed by
the Secretary of GFR Enterprises,
Ltd. granting Capitol the right to
use that name in connection with
the distribution and exploitation of
phonograph records” such a li-
cense, if in faet Capitol possesses
one, is a nullity since there has
been no duly called and held meet-
ing of the Board of Directors of
GFR at which this license was
approved. Also, this license is in-
valid for the reason that no con-
sideration has passed from Capi-
tol to GFR.

We attach herewith a copy of
the Opinion and Preliminary In-
junction issued by Justice Helman
two weeks ago and we again urge
Capitol to cease and desist from
disseminating this false informa-
tion about Mr. Knight.

When reached for comment
regarding the statement that
Colony Records stopped selling
the new Grand Funk record
because they did not want to
get involved in a legal battle
“with the retailer in the mid-
dle,” Terry Knight stated:
“The retailers are most cer-
tainly not ‘in the middle’ of
anything, They have the clear-
out choice of making their own
decision hased on the state-
ments of two sources — they
can either believe Capitol Rec-
ords or the New York Supreme
Court.”
