Piracy Crackdown

In Los Angeles

Ira Moss: Basically, they are broken down into three use categories-

creative proprietary products, retail sales and wholesale distribution,
which includes rack jobbing and distribution. Those are the working
divisions.

RW: What part do you play?
Moss: I'm Executive Vice President of the parent company and

President of Pickwick International U.S.A. and Canada, which means
that I head the proprietary record divisions in both of those countries.

RW: What is the main business of Pickwick International USA?
Moss: Pickwick International USA is a merchandising company which

understands the basic philosophies of merchandising economy priced
product in the record industry.

RW: Economy as opposed to budget?
Moss: Economy as opposed to full price, and also opposed to budget,

which is the lowest price denominator that once existed in the market.
RW: So in effect you treat records in three general categories-full

price, economy and budget?
Moss: We are talking now in terms of price categories, but there are

many more categories of records which we cover. In terms of price
categories, there are still three general price lines-full price, standard
intermediate price and economy. Budget is no longer a factor. We are
primarily in the economy business.

RW: How many economy albums does Pickwick release a year,
what type of artists are there, and at what list price are they sold?

Moss: We release approximately 50 to 60 records each year in the
standard categories of music. They retail at approximately $1.79 dis-
counted to whatever the market will bear. They cover a full range of
artists and types of music. Our basic business is to offer the consumers
a product which effectively they want. So we work within standard
best selling artists and standard best selling music categories. We have
available to us licensing arrangements with major companies from
whom we get the rights to their deleted catalogue. We also have estab-
lished artists, who are standard best sellers for us, who we keep in
continual release, and from time to time add a new album and drop
the old one-standard artists such as Dean Martin, Tennessee Ernie
Ford, Nat King Cole and people in the country and western field. In
addition to those standard artists we are also constantly on the look-
out for the availability of masters from independent or major compa-
nies for an artist who, at one time was good, had gone down, and now
is coming back again, so we can capitalize on that artist's renaissance.
And third, and very, very irfiportant, is the fact that in order to make
our catalogue offer a contemporary sound, we do a lot of recording
overseas so that when a show like "Tommy" or a recording like "Tom-
my" is important, we will do a "Tommy" in England. We did "Jesus
Christ Superstar" a few years ago in England, which became the
NARM Best Selling Economy Record of the Year. And in that way we
round out our catalogue.

RW: If you take an album that has been deleted from a company's
catalogue, do you then have the problem of trying to sell an economy
album as opposed to the company's own cut-outs, dumps or overruns?

Moss: Well, theoretically, when they delete an album and make it
available to us, it's not probable that the same artist is available in
cut-outs. But the record which we put out, first of all, has been re -
jacketed. Second of all, it has been re -coupled, because we attempt
wherever we can, in 99 percent of the cases, to select bands from a
number of different albums so that the album that we have is not the
same as any one that might be available regularly. And third of all,
when we put it out it becomes a Pickwick album which is a very dif-
ferent type of product than a cutout.

RW: So you don't deal in cut-outs then.
Moss: No, we don't. In other words, we do not take a cut-out record

and re -issue it under the Pickwick label per se.
RW: Do you feel that budget or economy albums are hurting first -

line merchandise?
Moss: Not at all. If anything, the history of the record industry would

prove that because of the economy records or popular -priced business,
the full -priced record business has had the opportunity of finding
itself tens of thousands of additional resale outlets. What we generally
do and what we ascribe to ourselves, is having the ability to attract the
consumer to records because our product is a standard, wanted item.
Psychologically it's an impulse buying item. We currently sell our
product basically through rack jobbers, but our merchandise is found
in a couple of hundred different type retail outlets, where they're not
selling anything other than economy product, all the way up to where
we're a part of a big record department.

RW: When you're part of a department store or a record store, what
percentage of lower, non -first line merchandise do you think the store
should carry?

Moss: The economy record business, which is basically the promo-
tional record business, accounts for approximately 10 percent of the
record dollar, and 35 percent in units in the United States. And what
has happened is that cut-outs and other merchandise are a part of the
promotional record department. So the share of the market which is
available to the economy records per se, is available on the basis of
the astuteness and the business management and merchandising ability
of the people who are establishing the department. Obviously, we
feel, and we're experiencing it in England and in part in Canada, that
of that percent, the economy record lines deserve a major part of the
promotional program, because in the final analysis they offer the re-
tailer and the rack jobber the best selling product on the best sale
conditions and terms because our merchandise is 100 percent exchange-
able. It's all pre -selected for its saleability and it affords them the best
gross margins. There's no remainders like on a cut-out promotion. With
cut-out promotions, whatever's left over belongs to the retailer and
they're going to have to price it down again and obviously that ulti-
mately affects their profit margins.

RW: So, in effect, cut-outs, dumps and overruns hurt you and your
sales, too.

Moss: Obviously they have had a negative impact on our sales in
the United States but our continual growth in volume over the years
and currently only indicate the fact that more and more smart record
merchandisers are beginning to really understand the fact that Pickwick -
economy product affords them all the things I've already mentioned.

RW: Okay, if non -first -line merchandise accounts for 35 percent of
the record industry's sales, how much of that is economy and how
much is cut-outs or dumps?

Moss: I would have to assume that forty percent is economy type.
RW: So the record industry has grown to the point, in your opinion

Then
in 1972, he really hit big with "I
Take It on Home" and his mil-
lion seller "Behind Closed Doors."

The man who once picked cot-
ton in the fields of Arkansas has
now taken the American music
markets by storm, for "Behind
Closed Doors" re -introduced
Charlie Rich. Rich swept the
Country Music Association's re-
cent awards in Nashville, being
honored as male vocalist of the
year, and for the album of the
year and single of the year. His
current Epic release, "The Most
Beautiful Girl" is the hottest
record in the country, number one
on country and pop charts alike.

Charlie Rich began his musical
education early. His parents
sang country gospel with a church
quartet and his home was full of
religion and its values. He
absorbed the soulful and bluesy
strains of the black field hands,
so prevalent on the Colt, Arkan-
sas cotton plantation where he
was raised. It was from these
roots that Charlie was to pick up
country blues.

With the help of Epic record
producer, Billy Sherrill, Seymour
Rosenberg, Charlie's personal
manager who has been with him
12 years and thinks "Charlie is

the greatest talent he has known,"
plus the youthful approach of
image maker Peter Simone,
Charlie Rich has become a true
superstar.

Silver, Feller, Lewis
Shine At Max's Gig
 NEW YORK-A fine and mel-
low night of music took place
here recently as the jaded deni-
zens of Max's Kansas City were
treated to the talents of MCA's
Mike Silver, UA's Dick Feller and
Warner Bros.' Linda Lewis.

Silver, leading off the show,
revealed himself to be a good
acoustic guitarist and singer, with
just enough folk overtones to keep
things interesting and nostalgic.
Performing a varied bunch of
tunes, he really shone on "Pio-
neer's Return," a song dedicated
to Bob Dylan on which Silver
played piano.

Dick Feller, who has written
some great country -pop hits, next
up, surprised everyone in the
room with his quick (if gentle and
self -deprecating) wit, his dry -toned
and expressive voice and his per-
cussive guitar picking. Doing a
light and tuneful set, he per-
formed such tunes as his "Any
Ole Wind that Blows" (a hit for
Johnny Cash a few years back), a
highly syncopated and deft
"Cannonball Rag" (a showcase for
his finger -picking style), a superbly
written (and very moving) song
called "She's Taken a Gentle
Lover," and his current chart -
climber "Biff, the Friendly Purple
Bear," which is sweet without
being treacly.

Linda Lewis, ably backed by
conga, guitar and bass, did a

whole mess of tunes that high-
lighted her piquant combination
of West Indian roots and funky
r&b. Highlights of her set included
"Wise Eye," on which her full-
bodied voice soared into the
upper -registers for some soulful
shoutin', and "Little Bird," done
with only rhythm instruments be-
hind her. She really got funky on
"I'm in Love Again." A charming
performer, she put on one hell
of a show.

today, where dumps, overruns and cut-outs account for almost 20
percent of the total market.

Moss: 20 or more, yes. And there's a lot of things that are not called
dumps which are really dump -type things, like RCA and Columbia both
have had special line products which they'll sell outright at a special
price. It's almost cut-outs to order, so to speak.

RW: Do you deal in any television advertising campaigns or direct
mail, or do you mainly sell your product through rack jobbers and that
sort of outlet?

Moss: Basically, our product is sold directly through rack jobbers
and in some few instances to major users.

RW: Do you anticipate doing any television or mail order campaigns
of your own?

Moss: We've always been on the fringe of the mail order business,
having supplied records and materials to the major television people.
This has been going on 10 or 15 years and we've always given it some
thought and some tests. We've done some things through the rack
jobbers in the past couple of years and we will continue to examine
this field for our own market availability.

RW: What about sales through record clubs? Do you sell your albums
to record clubs?

Moss: No. Basically, the record clubs do not use our type of product.
We do sell a great number of mail order houses, catalogue houses and
advertisers. In other words, people like Sears, Speigel, or J. C. Penney,
where they use it in a catalogue or a mailing piece or an insert, etc.
But we don't sell the record clubs. We have, on occasion, sold to
Record Club of America which, of course, is a different type of club.
We've sold to Longines. And actually one of the things that has made
us different all along is that we have always been a pioneer in finding
new outlets for records. So that we take records and sell them in
virtually every conceivable place that they could ever be sold in for
every purpose.

RW: What type of account do you find does the best volume with
your merchandise?

RW: What do you sell on an album when you release it? How many
copies?

Moss: Well, the range is vast, 25 or 30 thousand pieces to hundreds
of thousands.

RW: What's the biggest seller you've ever had?
Moss: Well, in recent years I guess "Jesus Christ Superstar."
RW: What do you see then in terms of the growth potential from

your end of the industry as opposed to what the major labels will be
doing?

Moss: There's a whole philosophy of the record business. First of
all, our end of the record industry has one strong thing in its favor.
And that is that we have a product which very easily captures the
fancy of the consumer. And the consumer seems willing to buy almost
every reasonable piece of product that we put out in front of him.
And they're also willing to buy that product at a reaonable price, as a
general philosophy. What happens, unfortunately, is that in the indus-
try's anxiety to do things in a number of different directions, that
number one price -wise, the hottest record often sells at the lowest
profit margin, for everybody-the retailer, the rack jobber, and the
distributor.

The manufacturer also gets involved in his deals. As a general rule,
the hot product of the week is on sale at the most exceptional price.
What this does is create a chaotic situation across the country, in which
many retail institutions find themselves not making a good profit on
their record departments, and certainly we've seen the situation where
the rack jobbers have not been rewarded in kind for all the effort that
they are involved with. That's a very bad basic philosophy the in-
dustry has. Secondly, the industry, as a general rule, is one where
the major companies are run by what could be called absentee man-
agement, because they're all record divisions of big public companies.
So in many of these companies there's a constant push for sales and
profit without long term viewpoints about the strengths of the com-
pany. And historically, we have seen the heads of many of the larger
companies changing every three, four or five years. So that the man in
that role for that particular amount of time, is really there on a short
term basis, and is pushing mainly to get figures and to push out product.

Then there is the treadmill with that top product or artist in doing
a lot of things which the companies can't necessarily afford to do-
paying the artist big advances, overpaying them in terms of percentage
rates and then, because they overpaid them, they have to put more
product into the marketplace than the marketplace can afford, and
then they turn around and get a great percentage of the product back,
and so they're dumping back onto the market cut-outs and they have
a whole treadmill of things in succession caused by a general attitude
in the record business which is a very difficult one to face in the long

RCA Records allows defective
tapes to be returned either to the
retailer or directly to RCA.

The direct return policy that
Phonogram is trying to imple-
ment, according to Peter Pallace,
director of customer service for
the label, is now in its third year
of operation. Every year, Phono-
gram sends a letter to its tape
accounts, the latest having gone
out November 26, which retailers
are asked to post advising cus-
tomers of the direct return policy.
In addition, the tape slipcase is

printed with the same return pol-
icy information. Pallace reports
that each year more and more
tapes come back directly than did
in the preceding year, but he con-
ceded that "we have a long
way to go" before the program
achieves 100 percent success and
cooperation.

The advantages of direct return
are numerous, states Pallace.
"When the tapes are returned to
us directly, we can examine what
is wrong with them. We want all
of the legitimate manufacturing
defects sent to us directly with a
copy of the bill on receipt. We'll
replace the tape for the customer
and check the tape, and find out
what the problem was. Sometimes
the tapes returned (by dealers)
are either shopworn or ruined by
customers." Pallace conceded,
however, that the direct return
program was time-consuming,
and admitted that the program
had encountered difficulties from
retailers and consumers. "People
seem to feel they have something
coming from the store if they
have a defective tape. We're mak-
ing a concerted effort to change
that, although some of the big
users are difficult to do it with."

Motown Records ended their
direct return program on defec-
tive tapes a year and a half ago,
after a two year test run. A
spokesman for the label indicated
that negative dealer reaction
caused the demise of the pro-
gram. "If a customer walks into
Korvettes and buys a tape that
doesn't work, he expects the store
to stand behind the merchandise
and replace it. It doesn't matter
if he caused the defect in the
tape-he expects the store to
take care of the problem, and
most of the big chains and dis-
count centers guarantee every-
thing they sell. You can't do any-
thing about it." Returns presently
go through distributors.

RCA Records has a 30 day war-
ranty, that is good either through
the dealer or RCA Records di-
rectly. A spokesman for RCA said
that the dealer/direct warranty
procedure "has been in effect for
several years and covers all de-
fective RCA tapes."

term. But the one saving grace that they have is the fact that the
consumer is willing.

RW: Well, .you said a few minutes ago that the percentage of cut-
outs and dumps is at least 20 percent, and in effect what you're saying
now is that the record companies themselves are causing that high rate
of cut-outs.

Moss: Without question. But you can argue it both ways. First of all,
the number of independent distributors is lessening all the time. It's
always a question of which came first, the chicken or the egg. When
a record company puts out a new product on a new artist in which
they've just invested a quarter of a million dollars, they obviously have
to make sure that they have a sufficient quantity of the record, which
is all interpretable because the first thing is that a record has to sell
and it really has to get the movement in the stores to support it. And
you can take a situation like our own-we are in a company which
has its own retail outlets. If we were to adopt the allocation theory of
merchandising, or put out enough records to cover the cost of the
creativity of the record, we might end up putting a quantity of every
record we make into the retail stores without regard to whether it
would take them a day or a month to sell them. And we'd end up
getting them all back again because just the fact that we have a retail
store doesn't make the record sell. The consumer has to want it. That's
where this whole problem comes about. So, in my opinion, there are
two parts to this overloading of merchandise in the field. Number one,
there's the record manufacturers themselves in their need to satisfy
the figure requirements of the company and expense they've created
with the artist. And second of all, in terms of distribution, the truth of
the matter is that many rack merchandisers are not necessarily as astute
in marketing as one would hope them to be in terms of a multi -billion
dollar business like the record industry. Anybody can be a record buyer
by following the charts and anybody can say I'll buy 12 copies of every
record for every one of the stores that I service. And anyone can say
that every time I sell 12 records a week in a store I'll put another 12
records in the store for next week and have a back-up stock in my
warehouse of about 1,000 pieces. And if they don't watch it, all of a
sudden, when the record is over they end up with at least three or four
thousand records in the pipeline, which destroys the whole profit ratio
of what has happened with the record from the beginning to the end.

That quantity that's left over kills the whole ballgame. And it takes
a lot of very astute merchandisers and good systems to nurse
very carefully the rate of sale of each and every record and each and
every store, and to have specific cut-offs as to when to stop shipping
it out and when -to stop filling the pipelines. There is constant pressure
from manufacturers to keep the pipelines full. And you can't blame the
manufacturers in the overall sense, but everybody has to come down
to earth and. understand the source of the industry's problems.

could be manufactured is being closely watched by everybody involved
in the latin record industry. Everybody is hoping and praying that
cellulose could be the remedy to the present chaos in the manufactur-
ing of records. Labels are cutting more and more of their new releases
in every one of the latin countries and anxiety is growing.

Early next year, a "Seminar for the Protection of the Intellectual
Worker" will take place in Mexico. Representatives from 14 different
countries covering authors and composer associations, writers and
lyricists will get together in order to create an international institution
that could solve some problems such as double registration of songs
on the international level and the creation of an international arrangers
association that would watch that credit for their work would be
granted in every record released in every country; piracy and bootleg-
ging will also be taken into great consideration as well as all transmis-
sions by satellite that could affect the cultural development in every
one of the countries involved . . . At the Authors Rights Interamerican
Congress, that took place in Brazil recently, a plan in which all uni-
versities and colleges throughout Latin America would carry studies
regarding Authors Rights Laws was approved.

III LONDON - In an exclusive John Lennon feature for Radio Luxem-
burg, various disclosures were made, including Lennon's plan for a
rock 'n' roll album, how things are between John and Yoko, his feelings
towards the other Beatles and his comments on the monarchy. The
latter has stimulated such interest that Luxemburg dj Tony Prince has
organized a petition which will be signed by listeners asking the Queen
to grant a pardon for Lennon from his drug conviction five years ago.
A special feature, set for broadcast shortly, consists of a lengthy inter-
view with Lennon, conduced by Prince, and a track by track run-down
on the "Mind Games" album. Lennon stated that his next album will
revive several rock and roll favorites of the fifties, although he also
mentioned that he had called Ringo asking him to write a "hit single"
for him. The interview also gave the distinct impression that the Len-
non/McCartney rift had been completely dispelled and compliments
were paid to George Harrison and McCartney for their latest albums.
Finally, Lennon stated that Yoko was recording in New York while he
was staying in L.A., and that "If we split we do it like the Bed -In . . .

We get divorced."
Brian Hutch, who recently resigned his post as head of GM Records,

has been appointed managing director of CBS's March Artists and April
Music subsidiaries. After several years with Warner Bros., Hutch has
launched Billy Gaff's GM before taking up his new post with CBS where
he will report to managing director, Dick Asher. April's general manager,
Ivan Chandler, and March Artist's Dave Woods, will be responsible to
Hutch in the move to intensify these areas of CBS's activities.

Pye Records' deputy managing director Walter Woyda will replace
Louis Benjamin who becomes chairman, as managing director. Derek
Honey, who was previously Joint Deputy MD with Woyda, now be-
comes sole deputy managing director. These realignments will not
affect Woyda's position with Precision Tapes with whom he currently
holds the responsibility of managing director but, in a move to relieve
him of some of the day-to-day matters involved in running the com-
pany, Mick Tovey, currently financial controller, has been appointed
general manager.

Independent producer, Donny Marchand, currently reorganizing his
Homemade Music Publishing and Production Company, is negotiating
a UK tour for his potentially stateside hit by composer Chris Neal,
"Leather and Velvet Man" and "Don't Go Daddy." Marchand, also UK
representative for Bob Reno and Eddie O'Loughlin's Midland Music,
has a sub -publishing deal with the American company for Neal's copy-
rights. Reno and O'Loughlin were responsible for the record deal with
Buddah, which embraces the USA and Canada only.

Beck, Bogert, and Appice will undertake their first extensive UK tour
early in the New Year. The band is currently preparing a new album
for CBS and this will be released during the tour which commences in
Glasgow on January 8. The Carpenters will also be touring here in 1974;
they are due to arrive on February 18 for a string of eighteen concerts,

Columbia's Switched -On Christmas

 NEW YORK-The most irresis-
tible stocking-stuffer that Colum-
bia Records could dream up this
holiday season is a much -request-
ed repeat performance: Walter
Carlos' "Switched -On Bach II."
The company has every reason to
suppose that no record issued this
year in the classical field has been
as eagerly awaited by the classical
and popular market.

In 1968, a little more than
three years after Robert A. Moog
perfected his famous synthe-
sizer, Columbia issued the first
"Switched -On Bach." Sales were
brisk through Christmas; suddenly
in January 1969 the market went
berserk: 100,000 copies were sold.
The country went crazy over
Carlos' adaptation of Bach, and
the record went onto the pop
charts. Through the last five years
Carlos' first record has never dis-
appeared. It has sold close to
1,000,000 copies and therefore is
within hailing distance of Van
Cliburn's famous recording of the
Piano Concerto No. 1 for RCA,
the most popular classical record
of all time.

Since 1969 and the success of
the Bach record, the Moog Syn-
thesizer has had repeated exposure
and popular success. Proving that
the Synthesizer and electronic
music in general was not the
domain of the avant garde,
"Switched -On Bach" gave impetus
to the wide use of electronic de-
vices by pop groups, television
commercials such as Schaefer
Beer, and even the Beatles.

Carlos studied electronic tech-
niques in New York when very
young and was a recording en-
gineer. At the same time he
created tape compositions, and
when he first began working with
Moog, he demanded many musical
modifications to increase the
musical worth of the Synthesizer.
The work on "Switched -On Bach"
was followed by the "Well -Temp-
ered Synthesizer," the complex
"Sonic Seasonings" and also by

the famous score for A Clockwork
Orange, which involved music of
Beethoven, Rossini and an orig-
inal Carlos composition.

Pierre Bourdain, classical prod-
uct manager for Columbia, plans a
big promotion campaign for
"Switched -On Bach II." Columbia
will take newspaper ads, advertise
in major magazine outlets, use
radio heavily all over the country
and buy space in basically pop
publications such as Rolling Stone.
Lavish in-store displays will be
furnished record stores every-
where, and every means possible
will be used to let the public
know that the record they have
been begging for is now here.

Bourdain, articulate friendly New
Yorker who has been with Colum-
bia since 1967, gives Carlos and
his music a lot of credit for the
Bach revival that has almost over-
whelmed the music business in
the last five years. "Carlos is faith-
ful to the spirit of Bach," Bourdain
opines, "and yet he showed young
people how fresh and modern
sounding Bach's music is. When
they digested and enjoyed him,
they were able to move onto some
of the other works more tradi-
tionally performed. The important
thing about all of Carlos' work,
however, is its musical value and
its quality performance."

And what does the prospective
buyer have to look forward to
in "S -O Bach II?" A complete per-
formance of the fifth Brandenburg
Concerto (in D Major) which
occupies one side of the record
and selections from the second
suite (including the Bourree), two
two-part inventions, one in A
Major and the other in A Minor,
"Sheep May Safely Graze" and
the suite from the Anna Magdalena
Notebook. The sound and tech-
nique are identical with the earlier
success; all those who loved num-
ber one will surely beat a track to
their nearest store to find and own
number two.

Szabo, Hayes Glow
At Bitter End
 BITTER END, N.Y.C.-Sherman

Hayes
has the songs, good voice and
stage personality to hammer at
the crumbling walls that sepa-
rate country and pop music.

Gabor Szabo and his well
schooled quartet of musicians
moved through a varied set of
tunes built around his excellent
guitar playing. Using a dread-
naught -style folk guitar with an
electric pickup, Szabo gained the
rich resonances of the acoustic
instrument without seeming to
lose any speed. Some of Szabo's
numbers were jazzy versions of
pop tunes like "Stormy" or John
Sebastian's brilliant "Magical
Connection," while others, in-
cluding a piece composed by the
quartet's bassist, were excitingly
aggressive.
