Four Days of Song Fest Competition 
Give Tim Moore's 'Charmer' Top Honors

SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y.- 
Etta James' performance of Tim 
Moore's song "Charmer" won top 
honors at the first annual Ameri- 
can Song Festival held here (Aug. 
30 -Sept. 2) during four nights of 
competition which ended in an 
ABC-TV taping of the finals. Per- 
formed in the amateur jazz/ 
soul/r&b category by the Chess 
vocalist, the song was voted over 
the top -judged professional copy- 
right-"Lonely Together" by Rod 
McBrien and Estelle Levitt- 
which emerged from the popular 
category interpreted by The Let- 
termen (Capitol), as the Festival's 
grand finale winner. 

Before the grand finale winner 
was tabulated, both songs had 
already won as the best amateur 
and professional copyrights re- 
spectively from all six categories 
of competition. In total, the 
writers of the two final Festival 
toppers received cash prizes 
totalling $30,500 for each song. 
And for his position as grand 
finale winner, Moore (who now 
records for Asylum) was awarded 
the additional bonus of a Yamaha 
piano. 

ASCAP's Adams Sees Soviet Pact 
Tied to Future of New Copyrights 

NEW YORK - Stanley Adams, 
president of the American Society 
of Composers, Authors and Pub- 
lishers (ASCAP) recently told 
Record World that the full impact 
of the pending agreement be- 
tween his organization and its 
Soviet counterpart, VAPP, might 
not be felt for many years to 
come due to the nature of inter- 
national copyright agreements 
presently in force. The formal 
ceremonies during which VAPP 
and ASCAP will sign on the 
dotted line are expected to take 
place here in November or De- 
cember. 

"There was never a question of 
bargaining," Adams explained, 
commenting on the "sincere" 
stance the Russians took in the 
discussions leading towards the 
pact. The Soviets joined the Uni- 
versal Copyright Convention on 
May 27, 1973 with a reciprocal 
performing rights agreement in 

mind. But only songs published 
after that date would be covered 
by the agreement for mutual 
royalty payments, for those works 
published before that date in each 
country are in the public domain. 

Adams looks to the impending 
accord with total enthusiasm, 
noting the mutual cooperation 
the agreement will engender for 
the future. He does not see it as 
a direct outcome of detente on 
the political scene and feels his 
statement made at a VAPP ban- 
quet held in his honor during his 
recent Moscow trip is echoed in 
the Soviet mind as well, "All 
creative people are brothers-and 
no brother should be left out." 

The new agreement might, in 
Adams' opinion, lead to a 
stepped -up policy of international 
artist exchanges, but only if the 
Soviets display their desire to aid 
the efforts of a "Sol Hurok in

RIAA Urges Senate: 
Nix 3g Mechanicals 

LOS ANGELES-In letters to all 
100 U.S. Senators, the Recording 
Industry Association of America 
(RIAA) strongly opposed the pro- 
posed statutory increase in me- 
chanical license fees from two to 
three cents, as contained in Sec- 
tion 115 of S.1361, the general 
copyright revision bill now up for 
Senate consideration. 

Although the Copyright Sub- 
committee had approved a new 
two and a half cent rate, the full 
Senate Judiciary Committee 
upped this to three cents in final 
markup, triggering the RIAA pro- 
test. No definitive action is an- 
ticipated in 1974, however, be- 
cause of the improbability of any 
House consideration. 

In releasing the text of the 
RIAA letter to senators, Stanley M. 
Gortikov, RIAA president, stated: 
"In eventual hearings before the 
House Subcommittee, RIAA fully 
intends to present strong eco- 
nomic and equity arguments to 
negate the extreme 50 percent in- 
crease in mechanical license fees. 
We, too, seek a solution fair to 
composers and publishers, but 
without distorted penalties on 
those who pay the fees."

Bringing England Closer Through Management 
By KAREN FLEEMAN 

LOS ANGELES - Many new 
management companies have 
been springing up over the past 
few years, and one of the most 
promising of these is John Reid 
Enterprises, Ltd. Reid, president 
and head of administration of 
Rocket Records has moved his 
London -based management com- 
pany to new Los Angeles head- 
quarters, and will still maintain 
a London office. Reid discussed 
with Record World the history, 
achievements and future plans of 
his affiliations with both John 
Reid Enterprises and Rocket Rec- 
ords. 

Past History 
Reid has quite an impressive 

background, as he holds to his 
credit being label manager of 
Tamla/Motown in the U.K. for 
two years, working with the Dick 
James Organization as a manage- 
ment consultant, and currently 
being president and chief con- 
troller of all product and artists 
on the Rocket label. John Reid 
Enterprises started in England 
just before Rocket Records 
formed, but as Rocket came into 

being, it virtually overwhelmed 
the management company, even 
though the two have always re- 
mained separate entities. 

Reid will continue his position 
at Rocket Records and separately 
control his management company 
along with his partner, Connie 
Pappas, former vice president of 
Rocket Records. Reid commented, 
"The staff operating the manage- 
ment company will be myself and 
Connie, and whoever else we 
need as we acquire more artists, 
as we will be doing. The record 
company will have a completely 
different staff. We're going to be 
totally separate, and physically 
we're going to be in different 
places. Until now, since I have 
established the management com- 
pany here, we were doing a lot of 
the work out of Rocket and it 
hasn't been healthy for either of 
the companies involved. None of 
the Rocket people will be in- 
volved in the management com- 
pany; we will be starting com- 
pletely from scratch." 

Although the only acts pres- 
ently being managed by Reid are 
on the Rocket label, he has no 

exclusive management deal with 
Rocket, and plans to work with 
artists on other labels as well. 
Reid stated, "The management 
company will strive to acquire ex- 
isting artists for management, as 

well as being involved closely 
with whichever artists come to 
Rocket, who we feel that we want 
to be involved with, and who 
want to be involved with us. It's 
a matter of priorities. It really is 

difficult and impractical to lay 
down a house rule that everybody 
who comes to Rocket has to 
come to me. I can only deal with 
people who will leave everything 
to me, not interfere on a day to 
day level, that I know will show 
up at the gig, perform to their 
best, under whatever circum- 
stances prevail, and will just be 
completely professional." 

With Reid being the president 
of Rocket Records, one would na- 
turally assume that any act signed 
to the management company that 
didn't have a current record label, 
would most likely be signed to 
Rocket, but Reid is far too con- 
cerned with the welfare of his

WFOM-Breaking New Product 
By LENNY BEER 

MARIETTA, GA. - WFOM is 
Jimmy Davenport. Davenport 
owns the station and has been its 
music director for 14 years. He 
has no ambition to move on to 
one of the super major stations 
because he enjoys being in 
Marietta, Georgia and being the 
beginniing or -as he puts it -the 
"origin" point for hit records. 

The music survey at WFOM 
contains 40 records, all with num- 
bers. Davenport sees the promo- 
tion men on Mondays and then 
changes the music on Wednes- 
days, usually adding about four 
or five records depending on how 
quickly records are dropping. 
He will add a record when his 
ear tells him it will become a 
hit or one that his research meth- 
ods indicate that he should give 
a shot. The music survey move- 
ment is determined by sales 

alone. Davenport states that he 
expects to find sales in the sec- 
ond week of a record's play, but 
due to the close relationships 
that have developed between 
most companies and the stores 
in the market sales often appear 
the first week. 

Davenport's research includes 
surveying the Marietta (which is 
the third largest county in 
Georgia) market containing 250,- 
000 people mostly of high in- 
come. The market is adjacent to 
Atlanta and is considered by 
Southern Bell Telephone to be 
the fastest growing area in the 
South with a projected popula- 
tion of 3/4 million in 25 years. 
This population is 97 percent 
white and is only minimally af- 
fected by r&b product. K -Mart 
is the greatest mover of product 
in the area and Davenport relies 
on them as well as Franklin 
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Music and others for his sales 
reports. Even though the area 
has one of the top country sta- 
tions, WPLO, Davenport is 
emphatic in stating that he can- 
not be forced on a country rec- 
ord. He is looking for national 
records and will play both coun- 
try and southern records only 
when he believes they will 
achieve national prominence. 

WFOM relies on all the na- 
tional charts and tip sheets. 
Davenport states that not only 
does he read them all but be- 
lieves in them all because he has 
found hit records everywhere. 
Further, there are certain stations 
that are watched because they 
air new product. He mentions 
WAKY, WKLO, WCOL, KLIV, 
WBBQ, WHHY, WMAK, KIR, 
KJRB and WLCY among the key 
secondaries and KILT, KLIF, 
WOKY and WCFL among the 
majors. Davenport singled out 
WLCY as being possibly the most 
important station for him and 
added that the majors listed 
which do have extensive play 
lists often play records he has 
passed over and will reevaluate. 

Davenport emphasized that he 
enjoys the music industry and the 
people that he deals with on a

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CONCERT REVIEW 

The Band and the Flag 
Score at Nassau Coliseum 

NEW YORK - It was one of 
those proverbial "nights to re- 
member" at the Nassau Coliseum 
(30). The Electric Flag (Atlantic) 
made their first New York appear- 
ance since reuniting, and The 
Band (Capitol) made a triumphant 
return to the stage they graced so 
splendidly last winter on the Dy- 
lan tour. 

The Flag was a bit ragged, but 
good spirits and genuine enthus- 
iasm more than made up for this 
lack of smoothness. On "Killing 
Floor," an old Nowlin' Wolf song 
and Flag standard, Nick Graven- 
ites seemed unsure of himself vo- 
cally, searching for the old zip. 
The band itself was too exuber- 
ant, and much of the vocal was 
lost in a swirl of brass and percus- 
sion. 

Still, there were flashes of the 
old Flag. "Groovin' is Easy" 
sounded as good as ever, and a 

new song, "The Band Kept Play- 
ing" (also the title of their soon - 
to -be -released album) found the 
band at its collective best. Bass 
player Jellyroll Troy earned his 
letter on this one, trading vocals 
with Gravenites and proving him- 
self to be an excellent replace- 
ment fcr Harvey Brooks, who was 
with the original Flag. 

Encore 

After closing with their boogie- 
woogie arrangement of "Wine," 
the Flag wasted no time in re- 
turning for an encore. The song 
was "Texas" and it was Bloom - 
field's vehicle. He crouched Eddie 
Cochran -style over his guitar and 
attacked the fretboard with a ven- 
geance. The notes flew off his 
fingertips and pierced the stuffy

Coliseum air, reminding us once 
again that Mike Bloomfield has 
few equals as a guitarist. He is 

the heart of this Electric Flag, and 
the group rode on his energy 
throughout the set. 

It's been six years since the 
Electric Flag members last played 
together. In light of this fact, one 
forgives their shortcomings and 
looks instead towards the future. 
The signs are positive: They get 
along with each other onstage, 
their new songs are good, they 
sound good as a band, and their 
musical credentials are beyond 
question. Groovin' with the Flag 
may be easy right now, but it will 
be sheer delight once this group 
hits its stride. 

The Band 

Where does one begin, and 
stop, writing about The Band? In- 
dividually and collectively, they 
are something quite apart from 
all other groups. They matter; 
they will endure in the future as 
they have in the past; some of 
the songs they performed so well 
on this night-"The Weight," 
"The Night They Drove Old Dixie 
Down," "Along the Great Di- 
vide," "Stage Fright"-are a part 
of us now, as if they had always 
been here. 

One strains to think of a better - 
balanced, more versatile group 
and, invariably, one comes up 
empty-handed.

FEELS THAT PEOPLE GOTTA MOVE. 

Black mane of Canadian gypsy 
hair. Chic scarf, open flowered 
shirt tied at the waist, 
tailored denims. Brooding eyes. 
Gino Vannelli approaches the 
stage like a mod Villon about to 
create violent poetry. Body 
poised as if this moment counts 
for all time, Gino drops his 
hand, and the band behind him 
launches into sound. 

Gino is transformed by the 
music. He loses himself com- 
pletely in its driving, soaring 

rhythms. Like an instrument 
possessed, he sings of inspiring 
women, misguided men, the 
pain and consolations of life, 
and a mad hustle for joy. 
He struts the stage, leaps for 
high notes, bounces with 
pleasure, boosts his band into an 
ever more exciting, controlled 
frenzy-he works, until one 
expects him to collapse, 
exhausted, purged. But at the 
number's completion he steps 
forward, exhilarated, energized 
by his total performance. With 
disengenuous enthusiasm, Gino 
acknowledges the audience's 
cheers; he is as thrilled as they 
by what has been created, and 
thanks them for the opportunity 
to share his art. Without a 
mortal's rest he begins another 
driving song that takes a majori- 
ty on both sides of the stage to 
an emotional plane approxi- 
mately four feet off the ground. 

So it continues, the rest of the 
evening, with each of Vannelli's 
compositions enthralling the 
crowd in some unique way. 

Gino's powerful new single from his 
"Powerful People" album is 

"PEOPLE 
GOTTA 
MOVE" 

Produced by Gino & Joe Vannelli 

This rhythmically inventive 
music touches some basic chord. 
An enthusiastic youngster 
bouncing in an aisle seat invokes 
a comparison between Vannelli 
and the brilliant Stevie Wonder; 
despite some obvious 
differences, the comparison 
makes sense. Both men write 
and sing of sweet labor, simple 
pleasures, transcendent everyday 
emotions; and in the process, 
both create complex but 
"funky" provinces of sound, 
personal selfsufficient colonies 
that seem to encompass the very 
essence of rhythm. 

Such personal triumphs can 
only flow from those totally 
committed to their gifts. 
Vannelli is so single-minded as 
to approach the phenomenal; 
he seems to live for his music. 
The thrill he gets from 
performing is thorough enough 
to inspire envy. 

At the end of his set, his concert, 
his celebration, Gino Vannelli 
basks in the admiration that 
rolls towards him across the 
footlights. He has earned this 
moment. Beaming like the 
prodigal who has won back his 
birthright, Gino is a man 
fulfilled. Waving in generous 
gratitude and camaraderie, he is 
as good an embodiment as ever 
there will be of the line spoken 
years ago by the hero of a 
Francois Truffaut film:

It was not surprising to find a full contingent of Atlantic and War- 
ner Brothers people at the Bad Company/Foghat concert in Central 
Park Wednesday night (4), but there were a&r, publicity and promo- 
tion people from Bell, Columbia, A&M and other labels, too, out to 
hear Swan Song's Bad Company. This on a night when label execs 
and press alike had more than their share of other events they had 
to be at-Uriah Heep and Suzi Quatro at the Felt Forum, the Ramsey 
Clark benefit featuring Helen Reddy at Avery Fisher Hall and King 
Biscuit Boy and the Electric Flag opening at the Bottom Line. 

But Bad Company lived up to expectations playing a very up and 
exciting set and lifting some 6,000 people onto their feet to dance 
and sing along.

But the Meters compensated, playing a con- 
siderably greater role than your usual pack of back-up men ... The 
truck parked just outside the rear exit of the Bottom Line recorded the 
Loudon Wainwright III/Bryan Bowers shows (30-1), Wainwright ex- 
pecting to pull a few tracks for his next album. Some studio sessions 
had already been done in Los Angeles and Woodstock. Among the 
best received of his newer material were "I'm Guilty" and "Rufus Is a 
Tit Man." Bowers picked up guitar in addition to autoharps this time 
around, and clearly continued to impress audiences to whom he was 
surely unknown before ...

Among the 
songs he is noted for are "Wel- 
come to My World," "Four 
Walls," "Distant Drums," "The 
Blizzard," "Billy Bayou," "Am 1 

That Easy to Forget," and "Is It 
Really Over." His widow, Mary, 
took over control of his publish- 
ing companies and the release of 
his material. After signing a con- 
tract with RCA, she took respon- 
sibility for his career, which is 
still continuing and growing. Mary Reeves Davis 

Record World: During the decade since Jim Reeves' death, he's 
been on the country charts each year with releases. How have you 
kept his record sales going? 

Mary Reeves Davis: I believe that the main reason was that from 
the very beginning I wanted to treat it just as if he were still here re- 
cording although I knew that it would be limited to what he had 
already recorded. I felt that if we treated the situation like he was 
still recording new things then we would see how it worked because 
he had recorded so many fabulous songs that I thought it couldn't 
miss. It was worth a try, anyway, and RCA went along with me on 
that idea and it worked. 

RW: How much material did he have in the can? 
MRD: He had quite a bit because he started recording again in late 

'63 and early '64 and had done two or three single sessions and two Ip 
sessions, so that was a lot. In addition, he had some demo sessions 
that he had done for his own publishing companies and that's what 
I had, plus about 300 songs, maybe more, that he had recorded and 
released from the beginning of his career. 

RW: Does RCA update his material and, if so, how? 
MRD: Yes, we've done some. The demo sessions were redone or 

added to. Some of the master sessions for RCA have been redone by 
taking the old-style piano off, taking the back up voices off-just dif- 
ferent instrumentation in the rhythm section, taking off the old strings 
and adding some new ones-mainly, those are the things we've done. 

RW: Who did that? 
MRD: Well, Chet Atkins did this at first, then Jerry Bradley. Of 

course, I worked with them on this type of thing. In fact, I'd get the 
idea and then present it to whoever is in charge of RCA and it's 
worked beautifully. They've worked so wonderfully well with me 
that it's really been fantastic! 

RW: At the time of Jim's death, you changed from being a wife to 
a businesswoman. How did you adjust to this? 

MRD: Well, that's true up to a point, but I'd always gone with him 
and done his business. In other words, I kept the books and I was 
aware of most of the deals, the contracts and where everything was. 
I was aware of all that and had been actively working in his office. 

RW: So you weren't really out in the cold? 
MRD: No, not really. Thank goodness! 
RW: At the time of his death, did you plan a continuation of his 

career? Did you actually sit down and say, "I think that we should 
start releases or planning promotion?" 

MRD: Yes, I planned to try to do this. Of course, in the beginning 
no one knew whether he'd sell another record or not. But I didn't 
go more than say six months at a time. I didn't say, "Ten years from 
now it'll be this or that" but there was a plan. 

RW: Basically, what was that plan? 
MRD: Just to do what I've said-release his material as if he were 

a living artist. The same pace-if it hits, you hang on to that one for 

six months and if it doesn't, put another one out in three or four 
months. Just what the market called for, that's what we'd do. 

RW: Some other entertainers died about the same time-Patsy 
Cline, Johnny Horton, Cowboy Copas etc. Why do you think Jim's 
career has continued while theirs haven't? Even Hank Williams doesn't 
have releases on the charts now and Jim Reeves does. 

MRD: Well, that's a hard one to answer because all of those people 
were great but I think perhaps the difference would be in the record- 
ing of the songs that they chose. I mean specifically, Cowboy Copas- 
he didn't record "Four Walls" or "He'll Have to Go" and standard 
songs like that. He had some big records but they were prior to that 
time. In my opinion, he had peaked as an entertainer. Patsy Cline 
had some hit records since her death but not as many as Jim has had. 

I don't think they had the catalogue or backlog of material that 
Jim had. I think Hank Williams' songs were so fantastic, the ones he 
wrote and recorded, that the songs have overpowered the original 
artist. I've just sort of analyzed it that way. I think the songs that Jim 
recorded were fabulous and that he was also a fantastic artist and 
I've worked hard keeping it going and so have a lot of other people. 

RW: What was your business at the time of Jim's death as opposed 
to now? 

MRD: He had started Shannon Records in case somebody came to 
him who he thought was a fairly good artist and couldn't get on any 
other label, he would put him on Shannon. He had two releases that 
I can think of right now, and they did all right, but no distribution and 
it was a really different thing than it is now. He started three publish- 
ing companies-three BMI companies, and that's about it. 

RW: And what is it now? 
MRD: I have one ASCAP firm and four BMI companies and I've 

reactivated Shannon. 
RW: Jim is a very big artist internationally, more so than a lot of 

today's top country artists. How have you promoted him interna- 
tionally? 

MRD: You know, it's really a strange thing. He was a big entertainer 
in Europe and South Africa when he was living. I don't really know 
how to explain it other than I think that what he got from a record, 
the total sound, was good to the European ear and the South African 
ear and wherever else he was big. Of course, the songs were great, 
but a lot of those people don't speak English so that couldn't be it 
totally. 

RW: Does RCA make it a point to distribute and promote his 
releases there? 

MRD: Yes. Each licensee in those countries respectively released 
his records and promoted them, then Jim went to different countries. 
Chet Atkins, Floyd Cramer and he did a tour in 1964, working Stock- 
holm, Berlin and the European continent. They did not work England, 
which was the biggest country. But, yes, RCA did promote. Each of 
the countries would promote Jim Reeves, but first they released the 
records and if people liked them, then he was promoted. 
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- "As long as people want (Jim Reeves records), 
I would like to keep releasing them." 
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RW: Will Jim Reeves continue to have releases in the future? 
MRD: As long as the people want them, I would like to keep re- 

leasing them. Of course, we won't have new material forever. But 
we have six or eight new songs that have never been released yet 
and I'm just waiting until the right time to release the right song- 
just like you would with any artist. The young adults of today, the 
20 -year -old kids for instance, perhaps have never heard of Jim Reeves. 
But he gets fan mail every day, new fans that have just discovered 
him, so the way I have it figured, by the time they get to the record 
buying age, this new group, babies even now, will have a new singer 
for them with new songs and everything. I hope it continues to work 
that way. 

RW: Would you like to speculate on his career now if he hadn't 
died?

CONCERT REVIEW 

Helen Reddy and Friends 
Salute Ramsey Clark 

NEW YORK - The folks that 
filled Avery Fisher Hall on Sep- 
tember 24 were there primarily 
to support the Ramsey Clark cam- 
paign for the U.S. Senate. The re- 
ward for their enthusiastic assist- 
ance was a relaxing and enjoyable 
show headlined by Capitol re- 
cording artist Helen Reddy and 
featured a host of others, with 
much credit owed to producers 
Sid Bernstein and Arthur Gorson 
for their fine efforts. 

The array of artists contributing 
their notable talents was stagger- 
ing. Harry Belafonte hosted the 
evening's activities, setting and 
maintaining the easy-going aura. 
Australian - born Peter Allen 
opened the show, performing two 
self -penned tunes, "Everything 
Old Is New Again" and the Oliv- 
ia Newton -John hit "I Honestly 
Love You." His version of the lat- 
ter was beautiful in its sincerity, 
performed only with self -accom- 
paniment on piano. 

The cast of "What's a Nice 
Country Like You Doing in a 
State Like This" followed. They 
are currently in Toronto prepar- 
ing for a New York opening, and 
their amusing musical/comedy 
sketches gave the audience an 
indication of the treat in store 
for theatergoers. 

Harry Chapin (Elektra) followed 
and, with his three-piece en- 
semble, remarkably recreated the 
professional sound achieved on 
record. The storysongs performed 
included the hard - hitting 
"WOLD;" one of his most poign- 
ant compositions from his recent 
"Verities & Balderdash" album, 
"Cat's in the Cradle" and then 
the song that originally brought 
him into national prominence, 
"Taxi." 

Dick Shawn lightened up the 
evening with a clever political 
satire, a Watergate fantasy, which 
drew strong audience response. 
Appearances from Kevin McCar- 
thy, Melvin Van Peebles, Dave 
DeBusschere, Jack Gilford, Paul 
Newman and a speech from the 
honoree, Ramsey Clark, ensued. 

Helen Headlines 
The headline attraction, Helen 

Reddy then made her entrance, 
setting the mood of her segment 
with the up -tempo, good-time 
song, "Keep On Singing.^ She 
was backed musically by a band 
of four and vocally by three back- 
ground singers. Her crystal clear 
voice shone through during the 
course of her performance, high- 
lighted by the sweet ballad "Long 
Hard Climb;" the Peter Allen 
authored "Pretty Pretty," a rock- 
ing rendition of the Creedence 
Clearwater -Revival hit "Travelling 

Band" and her current single, the 
Paul Williams -penned "You And 
Me Against the World." 

The audience was very appreci- 
ative of her appearance and was 
pleasantly surprised when Ms. 
Reddy added a new number to 
her act, "Show Biz," which comes 
complete with top hat and cane, 
and several choreographed spots 
in up -dated forties fashion. She 
was a professional throughout, 
pulling together a smooth show 
in a seemingly effortless manner. 

Closing the night's entertain- 
ment was an unexpected per- 
formance from Phil Ochs (A&M). 
His act consisted of three songs 
that kept us mesmerized in the 
sixties: "I'm Gonna Say It Now," 
"Changes" and "I Ain't Marchin' 
Anymore." He was quite a con- 
trast to Ms. Reddy's elaborate and 
slick show, appearing only with 
self -accompaniment on acoustic 
guitar, but his performance quick- 
ly reminded the audience of how 
terrific his songwriting was, how 
good his vocals still are, and how 
they wished he would write some 
new material and rise to the fore- 
front once again.

The 'Charmer' of 'Second Avenue'

NEW YORK - The American 
Song Festival had Tim Moore the 
composer in the "amateur" cate- 
gory. Those who have heard his 
debut album, originally released 
on the A Small Record Company 
label and just picked up for dis- 
tribution under the Asylum logo 
this week can only think of him 
as the utmost in performace pro- 
fessionalism. But being listed as 
an "amateur" did not prevent him 
from winning the Song Festival's 
grand prize, a total of $30,500 and 
a Yamaha piano. And to that, Tim 
responds: "Whatever I am, I'm 
not a rich singer-songwriter-and 
I can use that money just as well 
as anyone else. And I'm going to 
play that piano more than anyone 
else who was eligible." Tim 
spends some eight hours a day at 
his current keyboard. 

Even before his recent Festival 
notoriety, Tim Moore had be- 
come a name well-known in 
musical circles for a song from 
his album other than the award - 
winning "Charmer"-a haunting 
ballad called "Second Avenue." 
By now, the whole industry is 
aware of the intensity of the cover 
battle between Tim Moore's 
origina" version of it, (now also 
on Asylum) and the cover by 
Garfunkel (Columbia). 

'Destiny' 
"I guess I'm just destined for 

cover battles" Moore told Record 
World while visiting our New 
York offices with manager Harris 
Goldberg. "Etta James was so 
taken by the audience reaction to 
'Charmer' at the Festival where 
she performed it, that now she 
wants to release it is a single- 
and I was hoping to come with it 
as a follow-up to 'Second Ave- 
nue.' 

Tim Moore 

The Philadelphia -born Wood- 
stock resident began his career 
as a City of Brotherly Love studio 
musician, backing acts like the 
Stylistics and Wilson Pickett. 
When he moved to Yasgur's Farm 
territory to seek fame and for- 
tune, his first gig wound up being 
that of a dishwasher .at Albert 
Grossman's restaurant. 

Things didn't happen overnight 
for Tim Moore, and he's rather 
philosophical about it: "I'm kind 
of low on ambition, I guess. But 
now between Asylum, 'Second 
Avenue' and 'Charmer,' I've got 
too much initiative not to in- 
crease that basic level." 

He's organizing a band with 
which he will embark on his first 
major tour; and this Song Festi- 
val triumph along with his move 
to Asylum has opened a lot of 
booking agent's doors that 
seemed to be closed before. 
While Tim Moore's songs have 
always spoken in the same eru- 
dite way for themselves, his 
"whole new package of public 
awareness" has caused many a 
former doubter to change his 
own tune.

Changes Contemplated 
For Next Year's Fest 

NEW YORK - Rain throughout 
the four -day American Song Festi- 
val's first production dampened 
attendance figures, but not the 
enthusiasm of Sterling Recreation 
Corporation, the firm which 
sponsored the concept's initial 
presentation. Spokesmen for the 
company have told Record World 
that plans are already underway 
for a 1975 edition of the Festival. 
Meanwhile, details are being 
worked out for a concept album 
including performances of all the 
finalists at this year's extravaganza 
while ABC-TV has set an airdate 
of Oct. 18 for a Festival special. 

Some rule changes are being 
contemplated resulting from the 
"learning experience" of putting 
the Festival through its first run. 
Primarily, the definition of 
"amateur" and "professional" 
will be changed and the entire 
categorization of tunes under 
this year's system will be re- 
evaluated. (According to the '74 
rules, an "amateur" status was 
placed upon any composer not 
affiliated directly with a perform- 
ing rights society, regardless of 
his status in the industry. That 
put Tim Moore in amateur stand- 
ing for this year's competition, as 
he was in negotiations with both 
BMI and ASCAP based on his 
current chart success, but had 
not made the move to sign with 
either yet.) 

Some changes may also be ex- 
pected in the method by which 
the songs are screened and sub- 
sequently judged, along with the 
songwriter's degree of control 
over the performance of his 
entry at the Festival.

Some of the most exciting 
and freshest music came from the Dave Holland Quartet with Sam 
Rivers, Anthony Braxton and Barry Altschul. They played material 
from "Conference of the Birds," the excellent ECM album by the 
same quartet.

The Kirkland and Lockwood sets are 
especially fine. Kirkland and his band recorded in New York and in 
Macon, Georgia, is powerful and funky, often getting into a strong 
r&b feel. Robert Jr. Lockwood is a long time contributor to the blues 
scene, especially noted for some of his work with Otis Spann. This is 
the finest representation of his music that I have heard on record. 

Alto saxophonist Noah Howard, who started his own label with the 
album "Patterns" a year ago, is preparing a new live album for his 
Altsax Records, recorded in an Italian club ... Anthony Braxton has 
returned to the United States from Europe and will be making a new 
record deal very soon . . . Omette Coleman recently toured Italy 
with his new band ...

AFE: All That Jazz 
NEW YORK - Jazz is not really 

something new for Audio Fidelity 
Enterprises - president Herman 
Gimbel was involved in the build- 
ing of the Riverside and Mile- 
stone catalogues until the demise 
of the former and the sale of the 
latter. But with the vast increase 
of jazz interest in recent years, 
Gimbel has sought-and contin- 
ues to seek-distribution and li- 
censing agreements with inde- 
pendent jazz labels. 

One of the most successful of 
these distribution deals has been 
with Alan Bates' Black Lion label; 
Gimbel had worked with Bates 
and Orrin Keepnews at Riverside 
(Keepnews eventually became the 
driving and guiding force behind 
Milestone). In addition to studio 
recordings, Black Lion has issued 
a fine series from the 1973 Mon- 
treux Jazz Festival. 

Among the other labels dis- 
tributed by AFE is Hank O'Neil's 
Chiaroscuro. O'Neal is a jazz buff 
who has a studio in his Green- 
wich Village home, and who has 
been expanding his catalogue of 
mainstream jazz artists and re- 
leases. Also, there are Enja, an 
avant garde label; World Jazz; 
and two on the planning board: 
American Jam, AFE's own jazz la- 
bel which will look for indepen- 
dent productions (as opposed to 
in-house ones), and Jazz Talks, a 

series of interviews with major 
jazz artists. 

Gimbel estimates that jazz has 
grown to 50 percent of AFE vol- 
ume in sales in the last two years, 
with few consumer ads (they re- 
cently began advertising in Down 
Beat). Consistency within the 
market, however, is where his 
confidence lies. "If a jazz artist 
has a new record out," he says, 
"the fans know about and look 
for it. And if there hasn't been 
anything new out, and they think 
there should be, they ask at the 
record store." Ira Mayer 

Jumpin' Jans' Plans 

A&M recording artist Tom Jans (left) and 
producer/friend Mentor Williams came to 
the Record World offices in New York re- 
cently to drop off a copy of Jans' first 
solo album, titled appropriately enough 
"Tom Jans."

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CLASSICAL 
Philips' Late Summer. Harvest 

By SPEIGHT JENKINS 

NEW YORK-Philips has issued 
no new records over the last few 
months, but with the August re- 
lease, available a few days ago, 
the Dutch company made an im- 
portant statement in a wide range 
of fields. 

Brigit Nilsson 
One of the lot, unavailable for 

listening at the time of this writ- 
ing, answers a public and private 
curiosity. For more than a decade 
Brigit Nilsson has wanted to per- 
form Sieglinde in Wagner's Die 
Walkuere. Always she has met the 
same question: "Who would we 
cast as Bruennhilde?" Although 
Miss Nilsson has always answered 
that that is not her problem, the 
impresario has a point. For tradi- 
tion and sense demands that the 
Goddess daughter of Wotan 
should have a more dramatic 
and powerful voice than his 
human daughter. With that as a 

postulate and the state of 
dramatic sopranos in the world, 
one cannot imagine someone 
playing Bruennhilde to Miss Nils - 
son's Sieglinde. 

Soprano Role 

Not troubled by the practicali- 
ties of life on stage, Philips has 
captured Miss Nilsson as Sieglinde 
to the Siegmund of the Swedish 
heldentenor Helge Brilioth, who 
scored such an important success 
in Gotterdaemmerung last season 
at the Metropolitan Opera (650- 
0661). All they sing is the con- 
clusion of Act I from her entrance 
after she has drugged her hus- 
band, but it should give a good 
statement on the soprano in this 
role today. 

Also on the record is an exten- 
sive segment of Act Il of Parsifal. 
Early in her international career 
(up to 1957 in Bayreuth) Miss 
Nilsson sang Sieglinde; she has 
never, however, portrayed Kundry 
onstage and has several times said 
that she did not want to. The 
reason for her dislike of the part 
cannot be the tessitura-Kundry 
oddly enough is higher than the 
Walkuere Bruennhilde - but be- 
cause an earthy, warm sound is 

associated with Kundry's music. 
This, too, will be a test. 

Brilioth has sung Parsifal often 
and well; the question mark on 
the recording is the conducting. 
Leif Segerstam led a slow, sym- 
phonic Boheme at the Metropoli- 
tan last season; his Wagner has 
been praised in Scandinavia; one 
hopes he will add something to 
these excerpts. 

One maestro who contributes 
a lot is Edo de Waart, the con- 
ductor of Elly Ameling in a series 
of Mozart concert and opera 
arias from Le Nozze di Figaro and 
who has admired Miss Ameling 
for a long time. It comes as no 
surprise that her Mozart opera 
work is so fine. One longs to hear 
and see her onstage. 

Ideal Combination 
Musicianship, taste and a 

lovely, fresh sound have always 
been hers to possess, but in this 
disc she shows in Cherubino's 
arias from Le Nozzo di Figaro and 
in Zerlina's first aria from Don 
Giovanni an ideal combination of 
warmth of personality and believ- 
able youth that is hard to equal. 
Note particularly how she 
wrenches the heart with Cheru- 
bino's intensity at the very end of 
the first act aria, and the interest- 
ing accent (a vocal sforzando) on 
the first syllable of "Batti" in 
Zerlina's aria. 

Reading 
She also is heard in a fiery 

reading of "Come scoglio" from 
Cosí Fan Tutte. Though the bot- 
tom of her voice is not particu- 
larly rich, her ability to trill any- 
where and the way she tears into 
Fiordiligi's notoriously difficult 
aria calls for a stage performance. 

Of the concert arias, which fall 
into a more familiar area for the 
Dutch soprano, the best is the ex- 
tensive concert aria "Ch'io mi 
scordi di to?" (K. 505). She knows 
a wide variety of emotion and 
sings with enormous skill. The 
whole record has the characteris- 
tic excellent Philips sound. 

Claudio Arrau 
A familiar Philips artist, Claudio 

Arrau, continues his Schumann 
series with a stirring, if slightly 
muscular performance of the 
"Novelletten" (6500 396). Arrau 
is always interesting and he la- 
vishes as much attention on the 
less familiar selections in this 
pseudo -cycle as on the familiar 
first and last "Novellete." 

The release has three other 
items: Arthur Grumiaux in a series 
of Vivaldi Violin Concertos give 
the opportunity to unite the 
sweet, strong tone of the Belgian 
violinist to the baroque com- 
poser's work. In listening to these 
concertos-played with passion 
and dedication - one can hear 
how Vivaldi brought the violin 
concerto into its own as a sepa- 
rate entity and not just a peculiar 
kind of concerto grosso.

reverse" in their own country. 
During his recent U.S.S.R. trip,

In all three 
locales he found live music (the 
only performances for which 
Soviets pay performance royalties) 
a most pervasive force in the 
Russian lifestyle. "Every place I 

saw young people dancing," 
Adams recalls, "it reminded me 
very much of the United States." 

Once again referring back to 
the non-political nature of his 
visit and the forthcoming agree- 
ment, the ASCAP chief summar- 
rized: "Washington had nothing 
whatsoever to do with our arrival 
in Moscow on July 28. It came 
about as a result of a surprise 
visit of VAPP board chairman 
Boris Pankin here last Spring. We 
made the decision then to return 
the courtesy."

artists to create such a definitive 
policy. Reid continued, "The 
major consideration is to get the 
best label for each particular act, 
it's a very abstract thing." 

Future Plans 

Reid plans to expand into other 
fields of management, including 
representing people in other areas 
of the entertainment industry. 
"We hope to get into films and 
TV packaging and to get a wide 
scope in the entertainment in- 
dustry, utilizing our experience in 
the U.S. to the advantage of cer- 
tain organizations and people in 
England who have not bridged 
the gap." 

Bridging the Gap 
Reid also stated, "There's a big 

gap between America and Eng- 
land in a lot of areas, especially 
television. Certain artists, direc- 
tors and producers who are in 
some way established in England 
do not find the doors in the U.S. 
automatically open to them, so I 

think we have an advantage and 
a service to offer to those kind 
of people by introducing them to 
the U.S. I'm in the process of 
forming a television production 
company with two English direc- 
tors, who will eventually move 
over here. Again, it will be a 
bridge between television and 
records. There is a big disadvan- 
tage between TV and rock & roll. 
I have never seen a TV show that 
could convey the excitement of 
the concert it was filming. You 
get the vision and sound, but you 
don't get atmosphere. We're 
working on a new concept, a 
fresh approach to television, and 
in bringing musicians to TV. 
Connie will be active in acquiring 
American talent, and I will be ac- 
tive in keeping a flow coming in 
from England. 

"Before you freely represent 
and actively supervise a career, 
you have to know exactly what 
makes them tick and most artists 
worth knowing take a long time 
to get to know. There is a com- 
mitment on both sides and there 
has to be complete mutual trust. 
I feel what I want to establish 
here is complete professional 
management. Management has 
always been, to a large extent, 
considered to be not too honest 
an area. I'd like to prove that it 
can be ethical and professional. 
That's extremely important." 

With Reid's fresh and innova- 
tive outlook on management, he 
will be going into competition 
with a lot of major management 
companies, and should prove to 
be a strong force in the industry.

LOS ANGELES - By the time 

Merle Haggard (Capitol) ap- 
peared at his recent Anaheim 
Convention Center (25), the ener- 
getic crowd was weary and rest- 
less after almost three hours of 
opening acts. Their exuberance 
returned, however, as Haggard 
brought his talented band, the 
Strangers, and wife Bonnie 
Owens, to the stage for an excit- 
ing presentation of country music. 
Bonnie performed only a few 
selections on her own, yet 'dis- 
played a performance that war- 
ranted more time, once breaking 
into a smooth yodel on "Your 
Cowboy Sweetheart." The audi- 
ence was frenetic, constantly 
screaming out for their favorites, 
such as "San Antonio Rose," and, 
of course, "Okie From Musko- 
gee." It seemed that Haggard was 
trying to avoid the latter, but 
eventually gave in and satisfied 
his devoted fans. Haggard and 
wife sang together on Bob Wills' 
old tune "Faded Love," and 
allowed time for instrumental 
solos by the steel guitarist and 
fiddler. Another crowd favorite 
was "If We Make It Through 
December." Despite the long per- 
formance rendered, the audience 

was prepared to stay as long as 
Haggard could have persevered. 

Dolly Parton and the Traveling 
Family Band (RCA) initiated the 
musical portion of the show, with 
a varied repertoire, including the 
melodic ballad "The Coat of 
Many Colors." Her stage manner 
is professional and exciting, and 
the quality of her voice far sur- 
passes that of her back-up band. 
Dolly Parton has only recently 
become a solo act, previously 
performing with Porter Wagner. 
Considering the fact that the 
audience had already sat through 
some rather stale jokes by two 
comediennes, the set was a bit 
too long, although well received 
by the audience.

MRD: Well, I think he would be one of the giants. Because I think 
with his ability to select songs, and further, his ability to interpret 
that song to where people like it, the sound and everything, I think 
he would be a supergiant. Of course, I would like to think that any- 
way, whether it's true or not. 

RW: RCA continues to list him as an active artist on their roster 
and continues to promote him actively now too, don't they? 

MRD: Yes, and that has been difficult-not because they don't 
want to, but they tend to forget. It's a normal thing, if you're not 
around honking your horn, people forget you. This has been one of 
the hardest things for me-to keep his presence there when there's 
nobody there. It's natural, you see. I understand all these reasons, 
but it's still difficult. You know, one of the field men at RCA, a sales- 
man, kept taking the Reeves product around. One day he asked the 
guy from New York, "Why doesn't Jim Reeves come up here?" All 
the other guys, Waylon, Hank etc. with RCA came by and so he was 
expecting him to come up for a promotion tour or something. He 
didn't know. This was only three or four years ago. So that guy selling 
the record didn't even know about Jim's death. I think people will 
keep on discovering and learning about Jim Reeves' artistry. 

RW: How badly has tape piracy hurt Reeves' product? 
MDR: Well, I don't have any figures except what the publishing 

companies have received here and from the different organizations. 
Judging by this year's royalty statement compared with last year's, it's 
down about 50 percent so, although I have no exact way of knowing, 
I know they've drained off a ton. 

RW: Is there anything you'd like to add about his career and how 
he has remained on top since his death? 

MDR: I would like to say that the people have been fantastically 
marvelous all over the world. By people, I include fans, people in high 
positions, RCA of course, the CMA, everybody in all walks of life, my 
staff, my crew here and my people-they have just been fantastic to 
me. The press has been marvelous, and without this type of rapport 
with everybody, everybody working toward a common goal, I couldn't 
have done anything. It might have happened anyway, but I don't 
really think it would have. So that's about the sum of it. It takes 
someone back there pushing, but I haven't done anything by myself.
