The wild Scots- 
man does a high energy interpreta- 
tion of the Torn Jones tune recorded 
live on the last Alex Harvey Band 
tour. A tempting preface to the 
group's forthcoming Ip, the song 
has already entered the top ten in 
England.

NANCY NEVINS, "WE COULD ALWAYS SAY IT

The title track and "Black 
Satin Dancer" best exemplify the elec- 
tric side; "Requiem" is an acoustic con- 
trast.

Janus Restructures; 
DeJoy Outlines Plans

IS LOS ANGELES - Following 
GRT's sale of Chess Records to 
All Platinum, Janus Records, 
GRT's remaining record opera- 
tion, has begun a thorough re- 
structuring of its staff and pos- 
ture. Operations have been 
shifted to the firm's west coast 
offices and a new logo has been 
designed in an effort to establish 
the label's new identity. With 
Chess Records' all-r&b roster no 
longer in the picture, Janus Rec- 
ords, which also distributes 
Barnaby and the U.K.-based 
BTM Records, has doubled its 
sales and promotion force to 
handle its current roster of 10 
acts on Janus and BTM and five 
on the Barnaby roster. 

New Direction 
In a recent RW interview, the 

label's vice president and gen- 
eral manager Ed DeJoy com- 
mented on the label's new 
direction. "It's going to be a 

whole new concept for the rec- 
ord company," said DeJoy. 
"We'll be setting up major tours 
for our artists now, the first of 
which will be Al Stewart, who 
we'll package with one of our 
other acts at the end of October 
or beginning of November." 

DeJoy's plans also call for the 
addition of some new artists, 
preferably based in the United 
States, although the executive 
claimed that the thrust of Janus' 
efforts will be towards breaking 
the acts currently signed to the 
label's roster. "We'll concentrate

of Motown Record Corporation 
and has entered into a long-term 
consultancy deal with the label. 
Berry Gordy has assumed Abner's 
former responsibilities as head of 
record operations for Motown. 

Rejoining Label 
Gordy, who is chairman and 

president of Motown Industries, 
the parent company, revealed 
that Barney Ales, a top executive 
with Motown in its formative 
years, is rejoining Motown Rec- 
ords as executive vice president 
and assistant to the president. 
Ales, who left Motown about 
three years ago to handle some 
personal investments, was also 
named vice president of the par- 
ent company. 

Gordy Statement 
"Abner has made invaluable 

contributions to Motown's growth 
and we are happy to take advan- 
tage of his services as consultant 
to our company," Gordy said. 

"At the same time, I'm de- 
lighted that Barney decided to 
come out of semi -retirement to 
inject his special brand of aggres- 
sive and creative selling techni- 
ques into our organization.

EMI Sets American Office, 
Names Jack Nelson Associates

IN LOS ANGELES - EMI has 
moved to establish an office in 
this country and has named Jack 
Nelson and his company, Jack 
Nelson Associates, to provide 
liaison between the corpora- 
tion's extensive associates and 
interests in the U.S.A. and the 
parent company in the U.K. In 
an interview with Record World, 
Gerry Oord, managing director 
of EMI, Mark Abbot, EMI director 
of sales, Roy Featherstone, 
deputy managing director and 
Jack Nelson explained the reasons 
for the formation of the U.S. of- 
fice and the operations that 
Nelson will undertake on EMI's 
behalf. 

Maintaining Communication 
"What we've had in mind for 

a couple of years is to have 
somebody in America to look out 
for our interests and act on our 
behalf," said Oord. "We have so 

many ties in America, including 
Capitol, MCA, Motown, Elektra/ 
Asylum, Casablanca and others. 
Although Capitol is one of the 
family for EMI, it's still difficult 
to maintain communication over 
the telephone. There's nothing 
as good as having our man 
there who knows what's hap- 
pening, especially now when 
each release is more important 
than it might have been in the 
past." 

Multi -Fold Function 
According to Oord, Nelson's 

function will be multi -fold. His 
responsibilities will include the 
communication of information 
about domestic acts that are or 
may be contracted to EMI in the 
U.K. or other markets abroad 
and to assist Capitol in the pro- 
motion and distribution of EMI's 
own artists roster in this country.

Federal Grand Jury 
Indicts Al Bell 

MEMPHIS-Stax Records presi- 
dent and owner Al Bell has been 
indicted by a federal Grand Jury 
on charges that he and Joseph 
Harwell, former vice president of 
the Union Planters National Bank 
in Memphis, defrauded the bank 
with credit arrangements totaling 
$19 million. 

Charges 
In the Grand Jury's indictment, 

Bell and Harwell were accused of 
arranging fraudulent loans, credit 
extensions and overdrafts for Bell, 
Stax and fictitious Stax subsidi- 
aries in exchange for kickbacks 
(including a $100 thousand pay- 
ment to Harwell) between De- 
cember 1969 and May 1974. 

U.S. District Court Judge Rob- 
ert M. McRae, Jr. issued a crim- 
inal summons requiring that Bell 
report to the U.S. Marshall and 
post bond of $100 thousand. He

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ABC Signs Crosby and Nash 
LOS ANGELES - ABC Records 

has signed David Crosby and Gra- 
ham Nash to a long-term record- 
ing agreement, announced Jerold 
H. Rubinstein, chairman. The first 
album by the duo had just been 
completed and will be rush -re- 
leased in the third week of Sep- 
tember. For their first ABC Rec- 
ords album, Crosby and Nash 
have created "Wind On the 
Water," sharing production re- 
sponsibilities and songwriting 
credits (Crosby wrote four songs 
for the Ip, Nash contributed five 

and the duo collaborated on two). 
Musicians featured on the album 
include Russ Kunkel, Danny 
Kootch, Tim Drummond and Le- 
land Sklar, along with the guest 
appearances of James Taylor, 
Jackson Browne and Carole King. 
Crosby and Nash have just com- 
pleted a tour and in October are 
scheduled to embark upon a 

cross-country tour backed by an 
electric band comprised of musi- 
cians who perform on "Wind On 
the Water."

Horowitz Signs With RCA

NEW YORK-After two years 
without a recording contract, 
Vladimir Horowitz has signed a 

long-term pact with RCA and 
plans to do four or five records 
within the next year. With RCA 
from his U.S. debut in 1928 until 
1962, Horowitz said that he was 
"going home." 

Horowitz plans to make a con- 
certo record under the new con- 
tract, something he has not done 
since 1951. At the moment, how- 
ever, neither the repertory nor 
the orchestra have been decided 
on. Horowitz has not appeared 
with orchestra in years because 
he only likes to play in the late 
afternoon, a time that most or- 
chestras do not give concerts. 

At the press conference, held 

at his East Side townhouse, the 
legendary pianist indicated that 
he might choose a Brahms con- 
certo but he was not sure. He 
has been courted by every record- 
ing company since he did not 
renew his contract with Columbia 
Records. He returned to RCA, the 
pianist said, "because of my good 
friend Kenneth Glancy [RCA rec- 
ords president] and the best pro- 
ducer in the business, Jack Pfeiffer. 
I like best to work with friends." 

At the same conference Horo- 
witz announced that he would 
give a New York recital on No- 
vember 16, at Carnegie Hall. At 
that time he will play for the 
first time Schumann's Third 
Sonata, a rarely performed work 
subtitled by the composer "a 
concerto without orchestra." Jul -

Atlantic Restructures 

Crosby -Nash Deal 
NEW YORK - In a unique, 

split -label arrangement, Atlantic 
Records has renegotiated its re- 
cording contract with David Cros- 
by and Graham Nash, it was an- 
nounced by Jerry Greenberg, 
president of Atlantic Records. 
This newly restructured deal frees 
Crosby and Nash to record as 
soloists and as a duo for ABC 
Records, who will issue their Ips, 
commencing with "Wind on the 
Water," in late -September (see 
separate story). Pursuant to this 
agreement, Atlantic will retain 
distribution rights of all 8 -track 
and cassette recordings by Crosby 
and Nash, starting with "Wind on 
the Water," then on all future re- 
cordings. 

Future Projects 
In re-signing Crosby and Nash, 

Greenberg emphasizes that At- 
lantic is looking forward to more 
great recordings from the two, 
as well as their completion of 
certain recordings by the group 
Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, to 
be released exclusively on At- 
lantic in the near future, with

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Black Radio Investigation Under Congressional Consideration 
By MICHAEL SHAIN 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - Dele- 
gate Walter E. Fauntroy, the non- 
voting representative from Wash- 
ington, D.C., wants Congress to 
look into how low pay for disc 
jockeys - especially blacks - 
may breed payola. Fauntroy will 
ask the Congressional Black 
Caucus, an informal organization 
of Congress' black representa- 
tives and Senators, sometime 
within the next two weeks to 
sponsor the probe. At first, the 
hearings will probably be held 
behind closed doors. 

A spokesman at the Congres- 
sional Black Caucus says that the 
black radio probe is "entirely 
Fauntroy's project" and that he 
will, if the caucus decides to 
hold such hearings, chair the 
inquiry. 

The closed -door hearings will 
be necessary, Fauntroy's office 
says, "to encourage candor and 
openness" on the part of radio 
announcers and recording artists 
who would be invited-perhaps 
even subpoenaed-to testify. 
"The artists we've talked with so 
far," the spokesman said, "are 
concerned about their relation- 
ships with their recording com- 
panies. They are concerned for 
their contracts." 

The hearings would fall open 
at some point, he said, because 
Fauntroy-a minister and former 
gospel singer who hopes to re- 
kindle his career through a new 
contract with Stax Records- 
wants the inquiry to lead to some 
legislation. That legislation could 
be stiffer penalties for those who 
offer and accept bribes or sanc- 
tions against stations whose em- 
ployees have been found taking 
illegal payments. 

Purpose 
"Our purpose," the Fauntroy 

aide said, "is not to expose disc 
jockeys or record companies. We 
just want to dramatize the fact 
that low pay results in payola 
and we want the broadcasting 
industry to do something about 
it. We want (the hearings) to 
stir the industry." 

A recent case before the 
Federal Communications Com- 
mission illustrated the plight of 
some black disc jockeys who 
work in the smaller cities around 
the country. Two weeks ago (29), 
an FCC examiner recommended 
the lifting of two licenses in 
Greenwood, Miss. partly be- 
cause of discrimination against 
black announcers. 

WSWG-AM&FM was the only 
black -programmed station in 
Greenwood in 1971. The city is 

more than 50 percent black. 
Late in 1971, the white station - 
owners switched its format from 
r&b to country and summarily 
dismissed its black announcers. 

A citizens group there protested 
and filed a petition to deny the 
renewal of the stations' licenses 
a year later. During the hearings 
on that petition several facts 
emerged. WSWG had promised 
to recruit high school students 
for a training program. One 
student was hired and paid the 
same as the other disc jockeys 
at the station, $1.20 an hour. The 
only thing that separated him 
from the other, supposedly pro- 
fessional, announcers was that 
he didn't have to sell advertising. 

The student dropped out of 
school a month after joining the 
station, a fact the station claims 
not to have learned until a year 
later. Those announcers who had 
to peddle advertising as well as 

pull an airshift found that their 
client lists were entirely black 
businesses. The white sales staff 
sold to the white business com- 
munity. And the black employees 
-who were promised a 20 per- 
cent commission-found on pay 
day that they were only getting 
15 percent. The white sales staff 
got the full 20 percent because, 
the owners explained, they had 
contracts with the station. 

And when the station switched 
formats, the black staffers, in- 
cluding the student in the so- 
called training program, were 
fired without an opportunity to 
work the country format even 
one day. During the FCC hear- 
ings, the general manager of the 
station laughed at the idea of 
blacks announcing country rec- 
ords. 

The FCC examiner wrote in his 
decision "that the contention, 
presumably seriously advanced, 
that three disc jockeys could not 
have performed satisfactorily in 
another format must mean, that 
in (the owner's) view, a black disc 
jockey who has been announcing 
rhythm and blues music pro- 
grams, presumptively, cannot 
announce any other type of 
format. This flies in the face of 
the spirit and the letter of the 
law and regulations. To uphold 
(the owner's) contention would 
amount to holding that a man's 
capability is a function of the 
color of his skin." 

The proposed Fauntroy hear- 
ings have two purposes, the aide 
explained. "We want to know if 
there is collusion within the 
broadcast industry to keep the 
pay for announcers low. And 
does that collusion, if it exists, 
lead to payola?"

Concert Forecast: Cautious Optimism

NEW YORK - Citing strong the city 
competition for consumer dollars, 
talent agents and concert promo- 
ters contacted by Record World 
last week agree that there are 
few genuine headliners, that 
packaging is the key to success- 
ful concert programs, that groups 
and managers are finally acknowl- 
edging the effect of the economic 
situation in the live music market 
and that promoters are "going 
back to promoting." 

Premier Talent 
Expressing confidence in the 

fall touring season, Premier Tal- 
ent's Jane Geraghty explains that 
"when you don't have as many 
shows (out on the road) it's the 
support acts that are in greatest 
demand." With many headliners 
now doubling up in order to in- 
sure box office success, she adds, 
you now have fewer opening 
spots. 

New York concert promoter 
Ron Delsener says he's "cautious 
but enthusiastic" about the fall 
concert outlook. With some 40 
shows set for the Beacon Theater 
as well as other ye' es around 

January 1, Del - 
a growing 

among groups and managers that 
packages are a necessity. Asked 
if he found himself promoting 
shows differently than in the re- 
cent past, Delsener replied, 
"We're working harder at it- 
making sure you get record com- 
pany support in the purchase of 
tickets to distribute to the press 
and for giveaway radio promo- 
tions. You can't sit back after 
you've placed an ad and wait for 
the sellout." This year, adds Del- 
sener, he's "anticipating last min- 
ute sales" and advertising over a 

greater selection of radio stations 
catering to the rock audience.

LOCAL COLOR: As a spawning ground for new 
talent, Los Angeles, the mid -late '60s center of 
American rock & roll, has in the last three years 
shown itself to be nothing short of abysmal. Local 
musicians, of course, are quick to place the blame 
with a club attitude generally so timid that it only 
jumps in when it smells big record company back- 
ing. This evaluation is credible to a point, though 
it's never been conclusively established that clubs 

wield the power to create a scene-just as many people will tell you 
that outlets are forced into existence only when a local scene, built 
from the streets up, becomes strong enough to demand it. The latter 
thesis will have its shot if the recent surge in local activity sustains. 
Several worthwhile local bands have emerged in the last two months, 
and their collective strength could fashion the cornerstone of a 

revived Los Angeles music scene. The following are dominating at the 
moment, but with any success it'll only be a first wave. There's the 
Stars, who led a short-lived local surge two years ago as the Hollywood 
Stars and are now back and, as they say, better than ever. There's a 

group called Blue Parrot Radio, which has reps from nearly every label 
twisting their tongues in delight trying to come up with an adequate 
description of what they sound like. There's another called Paris, al- 
ready signed to Capitol, which features ex -Fleetwood Mac guitarist 
Bob Welch, ex -Jethro Tull bassist Glen Cornick and ex-Nazz (with 
Todd Rundgren) drummer Thom Mooney, and whose music is perhaps 
best described as classy heavy metal. John Mendelsohn is lurking in 
the vicinity with a most distinctive band called The Pits. And a band 
so new that they don't even have a name as yet debuted at the Trou- 
badour's Hoot Nite last week and generated mucho street approval; 
this one features familiar faces like Severin Browne, Dave Edwards 
(who has a solo album due shortly on RCA), ex -Commander Cody 
steel player Ernie Hagar and studio fixtures Tim Ayers, Deane Hagen 
and Joel Tepp. Perhaps the most interesting, at least conceptually, 
comes to us by way of Kim Fowley, who's always at least interesting 
conceptually. It's a South Bay power trio, which would normally be 
as good as six sleeping pills, except that they're all women, and under - 
aged women at that (the bassist is 18; the guitarist and drummer both 
16). They also happen to be a fine rock & roll band, helped in no 
small way by the excellent songwriting of 14 year old Kari Krome 
(the group's Bernie Taupin). They're building a solid following from 
the untapped South Bay rock & roll masses, and already have gen- 
erated record company interest as extensive in Europe as it is in the 
States. They make their Hollywood debut on a Sunday afternoon bill 
with the Stars at the Whisky A Go Go on September 28th. This is the 
first in a series of Sunday afternoon Whisky concerts spotlighting local 
talent, and it could be just the vehicle necessary to propel LA rock & 
roll beyond the city limits. "I'm a rock & roller at heart," claims Elmer 
Valentine of the Whisky, "and I'd like to see it come back. People 
tell me that there's a rock & roll void in LA, and this is an experiment 
to see if that void is ready to be filled. And maybe if there's enough 
interest shown, I might even go back to a full rock & roll policy at the 
Whisky." This Sunday afternoon concept was actually used at the club 
during the '60s, and helped launch acts as diverse as Johnny Rivers 
and the Mothers. It'd be nice (for all concerned) to see some history 
being made again. 

A CLOWN IS BORN: Heidi Robinson, artist relations superlady at 
Warners, was travelling with the Faces and had scheduled a TV inter- 
view with the NBC affiliate in Sacramento. When a hotel operator 
fouled up a connection and the group failed to show, the program's 
producer turned around and filmed an interview with Heidi, explain- 
ing her function and how it fits in to the larger picture of rock insanity. 
They then asked what all of this was leading up to, what her goals 
were, and were taken aback when she confessed that her aspiration 
was to be a clown in the Ringling Bros. Barnum & Bailey circus, and 
was seriously considering giving up rock & roll for clown school. She 
claimed to have already conquered the art of juggling all on her own, 
at which point the producer stopped the cameras and ordered three 
oranges from room service. For the conclusion to the story of Heidi 
and the three oranges, you'll have to monitor the news programs on 
the NBC station in your area; the network picked up the footage and 
will reportedly syndicate it to all their outlets ... The new Pink Floyd 
album, "Wish You Were Here," has reportedly gathered the largest

Records vice 
president/director of operations, 
has been in the music business 
since the late fifties. In addition 
to his strong professional ties to 
jazz and black music, Willis has 
also served the Federal govern- 
ment in several advisory capaci- 
ties, specializing as a minority 
affairs expert for both the Depart- 
ment of Defense and the Equal 
Employment Opportunities Com- 
mission. A consultant to the Rev. 
Jesse Jackson, he is an advisory 
board member of the National 
Youth Movement and chairman 
of the advisory board of the Harlem Professional League. In 1975, he 
was awarded the NYM's Youth Image Award. He is also the recipient 
of the Negro Business Women of New York "Young Businessman of 
The Year" Award. Willis lectures frequently at various colleges and 
universities. 

Buzz Willis 

Record World: Your career has come full circle as far as jazz is 

concerned, hasn't it? 
Buzz Willis: As a matter of fact, it has. My indoctrination into the 

business was Royal Roost, a primarily jazz label run by Teddy Reig 
and Jack Hook. After high school, I used to come down, pack up 
records and take 'em to the post office: Charlie Parker, Stan Getz 
and Johnny Smith. 

Then I started singing with a vocal group called the Solitaires. We 
cut for Hy and Sam Weiss' Old Town Records in the fifties. It was 
during that time I became a combination road manager for the group 
and agent for Gale Booking, who booked the act then. In addition 
to taking care of my own group's affairs, I would also catch other 
acts that Gale was booking in the same town and send them back 
reports on how their acts were doing. 

I was a roving junior agent. When I went back to school, I started 
booking shows in college. Then when I went into the army, I booked 
shows at Fort Dix. 

When I came out of the army, I met the Rifkind brothers, and they 
got me a promotional job on a local level. Eventually I worked as re- 
gional manager for MGM, reporting to Julie. At that time he had a 

big fear of flying, so I often got the exposure of a national man 
when he didn't feel it essential that he himself get on a plane to go 
somewhere. He would spot me out to different places all over the 
country, working Connie Francis, Joni James, David Rose. 

RW: So it wasn't just r&b promotion then? 
Willis: No, Julie had just hired me to do promotion. Later my job 

description was revised and I was officially MGM's national field 
promotion manager, living out of a suitcase. 

It was at MGM that I first met Creed Taylor. He had come back 
from a session with Jimmy Smith and played it for me one night, 
asking for my opinion. I liked one cut in particular, so I ran with it: 
"Walk On The Wild Side, Parts I and II." And the rest is history. Of 
course, after that at Verve, Creed did "Theme from Mondo Cane" 
and "Desafinado." And I was very instrumental in breaking them into 
the black market. So those were our first mutual experiences 
together. 

RW: What happened after you left MGM? 
Willis: I got some sales experience working for Morris Levy, first 

local and then national, for singles, under Bud Katzel. Then I worked 
part-time for Julie at Bert Burns' Bang Records after I decided to go 

back to school. That summer, I took the McCoys out on their first 
road trip and helped bust "Hang On Sloopy." The Strangeloves were 
on that tour too. 

Later, I went to work for a gentlemen who, administratively, has 

been one of the greatest influences on my career-Mickey Kapp. He 

had just started Compass Records, having left Kapp Records-and a 

secretary and myself were his staff. 

He gave me the ability to function as a total executive. Although 
his office was just shouting distance from mine, he had me send him 
memos on everything. "You have to document everything" was his 
attitude. Mickey really got my head together administratively. 

We had some success together: Helena Ferguson's "Where's the 
Party," and a couple of Ohio Players singles ... That was before 
they made it big! But after the company was forced to fold, I was 
asked to come over to RCA, which became another extension of 
my growth. I became manager of new product development, the first 
time a black ever held that kind of position. My job was, to the best 
of my abilities, to put RCA into the r&b business. And I did, with 
Main Ingredient, New Birth, Friends of Distinction, Jimmy Castor, 
Crown Heights Affair. 

When I became a director, I was able to hire more blacks in key 
positions, not just within the record company, but within the entire 
corporation-because I started working very closely with NBC's 
urban affairs division. And I worked with good people who allowed 
me to make my own mistakes and learn how to operate within a 

corporate structure. 
RW: How did you go from RCA to CTI? 
Willis: I left RCA to head up the black music division for Polydor, 

then did some consulting work for both the government and the 
record business and soon received feelers from a number of other 
companies. CTI was one of them. Creed and I started talking. And 
here I am .. . 

RW: What is CTI's exact relationship with Motown? 
Willis: It is a distribution deal for the U.S. 
RW: Why do you think Creed, and hence CTI, has such a positive 

image within the industry as well as with the public? 
Willis: He sees things first, he's on top of trends, adding whatever 

the new elements are to keep jazz relevant to today. He's done it 
with r&b influences, and now the whole disco thing. If they come up 
with something Chinese next week, there'll be some music on CTI 
that will relate to it. 

RW: Is there a basic "CTI sound" into which outside elements 
can be integrated? What and to whom does it appeal? 

Willis: Yes, Creed has definitely developed something you could- 
and the people do-call "the CTI sound." It appeals to the purist, 
the new lover of jazz, college kids. One of the distinctions this 
label enjoys is that we know from retailers that consumers come 
in and ask "What's new on CTI?" not just "Do you have the new 
Esther, Grover, or Hubert?" That's perhaps the biggest compliment 
that can be paid to a company by the public.

... That's perhaps the biggest compli- 
ment that can be paid to a company 
by the public. 

RW: You just used that word, "jazz." How does the company feel 
about it? 

Willis: Jazz is a viable idiom-and so is the word. I don't think 
a word will turn people off if the music behind it makes it. CTI is 

definitely in the jazz business, and we proudly think of ourselves as 

one of the top jazz labels in the world insofar as acceptance is con- 
cerned, and building that awareness which other companies have 
capitalized on. 

With jazz you don't run into the top 40 problem, with limitations 
on your exposure. You don't run into the rock album problem of 
excessive studio costs. We are thus able to deal in music that is in- 
dividualistic, and take each piece of product as a unique piece of 
music. 

In summary, no-"jazz" is not a dirty word-and we will make the 
most of it.

(A weekly report on current and upcoming discotheque breakouts)

The two most talked about album cuts in New York discos right 

now are Donna Summer's extraordinary "Love to Love You Baby," 
the title track and entire side (16:50!) of her debut album on Oasis 
(through Casablanca), and "Every Beat of My Heart," the hottest cut 
from the just -out Crown Heights Affair album ("Dreaming a Dream" 
on Delite). Both are unpredictable, non -formula records full of 
changes and breaks, with the Crown Heights cut comparable only to 
their "Dreaming a Dream" but double the idiosyncrasies, and the 
Summer like nothing else I've heard before. "Love to Love You Baby" 
takes off from a few flimsy "Pillow Talk" style lyrics, delivered with 
breathy abandon by Summer, who does little else but moan passion- 
ately and repeat the title. She fades out regularly as the orchestra 
wells up, then falls back to reveal her in the throes of even deeper 
passion as the record builds, wave upon wave. It's deliciously excessive 
and bound to be one of this year's great rush records, the sort some 
people hate but others die for. According to Casablanca's Neil Bogart, 
Summer is an American singer now living and recording in Germany; 
Bogart heard a single version of "Love to Love," also available, and 
suggested the producers lengthen it with these remarkable results. 
(Thanks to Phil Gill who brought the Donna Summer album down 
to the last Record Pool meeting and had everyone racing to the booth 
asking, "What is that?") 

Crown Heights' "Every Beat of My Heart" has elements of "Dream- 
ing a Dream," especially around the central scat break and the horns 
that follow, but it's more complex, more interesting-not as perfect 
as "Dream," which sounds like one of those records I'll still want 
to hear years from now, but quite strong at 5:25. The Crown Heights 
album opens up with "Dreaming a Dream" on both sides, presented 
just as on the single, in a vocal and "disco" version and the cover 
features one of the great, instant -classic James J. Kriegsmann group 
photos.

Who In The World: 
Marley & Wailers' Time Has Come 

By BARRY TAYLOR 
The music of Bob Marley and 

the Wailers (Island) may be rough 
and uncompromising, but it isn't 
unsophisticated. Their music is at 
once soulful and anachronistic 
with rhythms exuding a dark, sen- 
suous trance -like quality while the 
lyrics vividly illustrate the harsh- 
ness of life in the Kingston slums. 

The group had their first single, 
"Simmer Down," released in 1964 
under the name, The Wailing 
Rudeboys. The record featured 
Bunny Livingstone on lead vocals 
backed by Marley, Peter Tosh, 
Junior Braithwaite, and Beverly 
Kelso. The group later became 
known as The Wailers when 
Braithwaite and Kelso were re- 
placed by the Barrett brothers, 
Aston "Family Man" on bass and 
Carlton on drums. The group 
then cut a song called "Rude Boy" 
which was the first of several 
such records "celebrating" life in 
the shanty towns of the Jamaican 
ghetto. Tosh was later replaced 
by American guitarist Al Ander- 
son, but the sound and ideology 
of The Wailers remained the 
same. 

The Wailers' first album re- 
leased in the U.S., "Catch A Fire," 
reflected Marley's prolific insight 
into his environment. The follow 
up, "Burnin'," was an extension 
and cemented the group's repu- 
tation as the world's premier reg- 

gae band when Eric Clapton cov- 
ered the group's original version 
of "I Shot The Sheriff." 

At this time, the group made 
their first tour of the U.S., playing 
with Bruce Springsteen at Max's 
Kansas City, and touring with Sly 
and the Family Stone at such un- 
likely spots as Las Vegas and 
Hollywood. 

The Wailers' third album, 
"Natty Dread" (named after the 
long braided locks of waxed hair 
which symbolizes the Rastafarian 
beliefs) is currently on the Record 
World charts at number 53. The 
album, which is a culmination of 
Marley's strong and often rebel- 
lious beliefs has been called not 
only the group's best to date, but, 
with songs like "Rebel Music," 
"Talkin' Blues," and "Revolution," 
has also been referred to as the 
best reggae record to be made by 
any group. Compared to the re- 
fined and streamlined reggae 
sound of several of its biggest 
importers, Jimmy Cliff and Johnny 
Nash (who had a big hit with 
Marley's "Stir It Up"), the undis- 
tilled bitterness in the music of 
The Wailers is the real thing. 

To a Jamaican Rastafarian, music 
is a natural expression of his re- 
ligion and his life, and nobody 
has conveyed this feeling as well 
or more accurately than Bob Mar- 
ley and the Wailers. 

'Bottom Line' Series Set for Syndication 
I NEW YORK - The premiere 
airdate of "The Bottom Line," a 

one -hour, bi -weekly, syndicated 
radio series featuring artists 
recorded in performance at the 
club, has been set for broadcast 
on WNEW-FM September 24 at 
10 p.m., with program host 
Richard Neer. This pilot will 
showcase Tom Scott and the 
L.A. Express with Tower of 
Power, and will debut on nine 
other major FM stations within a 

one -week period beginning Sep- 
tember 19. 

Participating stations are 
KWST, Los Angeles; WSDM, 
Chicago; WYSP, Philadelphia; 
WABX, Detroit; WYDD, Pitts- 

burgh; WMAL-FM, Washington, 
D.C.; WINZ-FM, Miami; KLOL, 
Houston and WKTK, Baltimore.

In earlier years he was afraid 
to fly. A trip to Houston last year 
took away his nervousness about 
an airplane and now he is game 
to go anywhere. As for Europe, 
he hesitates because of the ex- 
pense of touring there. London, 
however, is attractive to him as 

is at least one recital at La Salle, 
Milan. 

Meeting the New York press, 
the pianist was at his most affable, 
posing for more than a quarter of 
an hour for photographers with 
Glancy and a large scale version 
of "Nipper," RCA's famous dog. 

To this reporter, Horowitz 
pointed out that RCA was still 
selling his records from some 
time back, and that Columbia 
with 14 of his records, might also 
still make quite a bit out of it. 
"Many record executives are not 
attuned to the real world of 
classical music," he said. "We are 
not a Beatle or a Rolling Stone. 
Our work is never going to sell 
millions of copies instantly, but 
with careful work and good 

salesmanship it will sell a lot over 
a long time. Our music does not 
go out of style, and it must be 
carefully exhibited and regularly 
sold." 

Pfeiffer, who was one of many 
RCA executives present, said, 
"This is quite a day for me. For 
13 years I've been working to 
get this contract back, and I'm 
ready to go to the studio." 

Recital 

Toward the end of the press 
conference, someone asked if the 
November 16 recital would be 
Horowitz' only one in New York 
this season. "Maybe," he said. 
"It depends on the public. If the 
first one sells out, and there are 
a lot of people who want to hear 
me that cannot get in, l'lI have 
to give another one. But that 
may not happen." Everybody 
there laughed. If there is one 
sure thing in the music business 
today, every Horowitz recital will 
be sold out, and in New York it 
can be sold out three times over.

The other pleasant surprise this week is from Al Green's new 
album, "Al Green Is Love" (Hi): a quirky, mostly instrumental "Love 
Ritual" (4:18) which is, to say the least, different from Green's usual 
material. Dense Latin percussion stands out over a steady flow of 
strings and Green's whoops and wails and occasional lyrics. Highly 
recommended. Also out: Gloria Gaynor's "Experience Gloria Gaynor" 
(MGM) with a throwaway side 2 but another side 1 medley blend 
(reviewed last week) that has everyone excited; and the Blue Magic 
album, "Thirteen Blue Magic Lane" (Atco), containing "Magic of the 
Blue," a self-congratulatory ("Second to none/Our time has come") 
but undeniably attractive instrumental (2:56 here, but there are plans 
at expansion), and "We're on the Right Track," not up to the Ultra 
High Frequency original but, once the vocals fade, still good- 
production, of course, by Norman Harris (now calling himself "The 
Harris Machine") for WMOT Productions. FOOTNOTE: James Brown 
has a new album. It's titled "Everybody's Doin' the Hustle & Dead on 
the Double Bump" (Polydor). Oh, James, you're such a card. 

Martin Ragusa was down this past week from Le Tube in Montreal 
to pick up some records, leave others, and discuss the disco scene in 
Montreal. As is clear from Le Tube's top 10, there is a deep European 
influence there, due primarily to Montreal's largely French population 
and the accessibility of imports. The import singles on Ragusa's list, 
most of them French, have a certain sound in common and an inter- 
national feel that combines Bimbo Jet and Crystal Grass and mixes 
well. "Soul Dracula" by Hot Blood (Disques Carrere) has a lot of 
synthesizer like the Peppers and a bouncy style that contradicts the 
menacing "Dracula" bits on the vocal side; side two is all instrumental, 
"Sans Dracula." The Pinkies' "Porto Rico" (that's the way it's spelled 
on the label, Philips), which writer Michael Gomes brought back 
from Toronto for me, is more Bimbo Jet style, with occasional lyric 
lines in English and a tasty instrumental break. Ron Nelson's "Baby 
Soul" (Deram) has bizarre vocals that sound like they were recorded 
underwater but they drop out for the instrumental B side; a Philly 
sound with some European schmaltz touches and, of the three records, 
the one most likely to catch on here (though "Soul Dracula" and 
"Porto Rico" are already making inroads). Performance's "Red Bullet" 
(Able), also on Ragusa's list, I haven't heard but he compared it to 
the Peppers with added orchestration. Following the lead of the 
New York Record Pool, Montreal Dis are organizing what they now 
call a Record Center with a membership of 35 Dis and participation 
from most of the record companies in the city. Like the New York 
Pool, they have a reaction sheet for the Dis to fill out but they also 
combine individual top 10s to form a Montreal disco top 10 which 
we hope to print from time to time. 

CALENDAR: Speaking of the Record Pool, Ronnie Robles and Eddie 
Rivera, who are handling the Latin product at the Pool, have announced 
a Latin Division meeting for members interested in Latin material on 
Monday, September 22 at 2:00 p.m. After the meeting, Yambu will 
perform "Sunny" (see below) and other new material. The young 
Philly Devotions performed and hung out at the last Record Pool 
meeting this past week and Deodato and Revelation showed up to 
meet the Pool members informally. 

An overload of new singles, all of them good; quickly, pick up on 
these: Touch of Class' lush, lovely "I'm in Heaven" (Midland Intl.) 
with a long, cool instrumental break that makes up the single's Part 2 

(Parts 1 & 2 mix up to 6:30); Yambu's fine Latin/MFSB treatment of 
the standard "Sunny" (Montuno), a juicy 4:35 that should be com- 
mercially available this week; "Tonight's the Night" by S.S.O. (Shady - 
brook), a sexy Silver Convention/Love Unlimited Orchestra with a 

spice all its own (disco version: 5:00); Don Cornelius & Dick Griffey's 
new "Soul Train" theme, just being introduced on the show and 
already a 45 by the Soul Train Gang (on Soul Train Records, through 
RCA) which, while no "TSOP," should go far if only on its associations 
-out in creamy vocal as well as all instrumental versions and as an 
almost 4 -minute 45 or a 12 -inch for discos of 5:55-arrangements by 
Gene Page; Ronnie Dyson's at his best so far with a joyous Norman 
Harris/AI Felder production, "Cup (Runneth Over)" (Columbia); 
Jungle Rock's torrid "Down in the Jungle" (Sound Gems), which is 

just that, especially the 5:39 instrumental version; the vibrant "Life 
Is Funky" with a steady tom-tom beat-a change -of -pace from Booker 
T (Epic); "Make It Last," very up and optimistic from Barbara Mason 
and the Futures (Buddah); star of stage, screen and sometime Interview 
Small Talk item (Paul) Jabara's "One Man Ain't Enough (A&M)- 
uneven but with lots of nice flashes; Gil Scott -Heron's infectious 
chant, "Johannesburg" (Arista), as serious as his "In the Bottle" and 
as interesting; and, finally, "Afrodesia" by Lonnie Smith (Groove 
Merchant), which may not be for dancing but is an excellent mood 
record (disco version: 5:00).

Goodman Fine At Other End 
J NEW YORK-Steve Goodman's 
(Asylum) recent appearance (25) 
at the Other End provided a sell- 
out, enthusiastic audience with 
ample proof of his superiority as 

a songwriter, guitarist and per- 
former. 

Goodman's most unique talent, 
among many, is his ability to es- 
tablish an immediate, one-to-one 
rapport with each member of his 
audience, thus lending a "there's 
no one in this room but you and 
me" feel to all of his live per- 
formances. One comes away with 

the impression that Goodman is 
on stage because he really wants 
to be there and entertain an audi- 
ence, rather than it being just one 
of the things he has to do in order 
to stay on a label. 

But then if more artists had 
material (original and otherwise) 
of the quality of Goodman's, per- 
haps there would be a surplus of 
good live performers. On the 
other hand, few artists would 
have the disarming ingenuity to 
come onstage, run through a few 
perfunctory guitar licks and

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launch into "When the Red, Red 
Robin Comes Bob -Bob -Bobbin' 
Along." 

With a perfect sense of pacing, 
Goodman followed "Robin" with 
the downbeat "Lookin' For Trou- 
ble" ("This song was written for 
a friend of mine who was robbed 
by a girl he picked up in a bar," 
Goodman explained) and because 
he was dissatisfied with the song's 
ending he segued neatly into a 

delightful version of "This Hotel 
Room," which contains that price- 
less lyric, "Great God almighty, 
it's a TV Guide." 

One obviously has his or her 
special pleasures during a Steve 
Goodman concert - the unfor- 
gettable, always welcome "City 
of New Orleans" being a universal 
one-and this reporter found the 
most moving portion of the con- 
cert to be Goodman's a cappella 
reading of his "Ballad of Penny 
Evans," a song concerning the 
plight of a 21 -year -old Vietnam 
War widow. Many of us have 
friends or relatives who never 
came back from Southeast Asia, 
or who came back as vegetables, 
and Goodman's song calls up the 
frustration and unrelenting de- 
spair one feels for these people. 
So powerful was it that the sound 
of his foot tapping out time ac- 
tually took on the otherworldly 
sound of footsteps that neither 
we nor Penny Evans will ever 
hear again. This then is truly a 
song for the ages; all one can say 
after hearing it, and the others, 
is that we are fortunate to have 
an artist whose intelligence is as 

discerning and uncompromising 
as Steve Goodman's.

cally located at the Academy of 
Music." Nationally, he's looking 
to do a wider variety of pop and 
rock shows and is investigating 
the possibility of promoting mod- 
ern dance. As for the act of pro- 
moting as such, Stein says he's 
spending more on advertising, 
and devoting increased energies 
to the development of creative 
selling angles: "There was a time 
when most half -decent shows 
sold out automatically after the 
ad appeared in the paper. Com- 
petition has made us go back to 
promoting in the traditional 
sense of the word. 

Ms. Geraghty adds that small 
clubs are playing an important 
role in developing new acts and 
that the little ballrooms that are 
popping up around the country 
(for example, Cleveland's 1500 - 
seat Agora) are becoming signifi- 
cant for mid -range acts. Finally, 
she also sees a rise in promoters 
working with colleges and pro- 
moting on campus. 

Club owners are experiencing 
a dearth of headliners also (see 
RW 9/6/75). The Bottom Line's 
Allan Pepper explains that the 
mid -range acts a concert promo- 
ter might see as strong support 
acts are the kind of groups that 
clubs need to top their bills. 
Similarly, Bill Scarborough at 
Philadelphia's Main Point finds 
split week bookings a mixed 
blessing-a boost in that the 
number of potential customers 
who might be attracted is affect- 
ed; the drawback is that there 
are too few acts who can fill the 
room. 

Few people are speculating on 
whether the number of shows 
to be presented this year will rise 
or fall, but everyone agrees that 
selectivity will be a very impor- 
tant factor on the part of promo- 
ters and agencies alike. The prob- 
ability of increased use of tele- 
vision as an advertising medium 
for live productions is also great 
as promoters seek to reach rock 
and, importantly rock -compatible 
audiences.

vention (Island), recently re- 
united with Sandy Denny, brought 
their English folk -style talents to 
the Santa Monica Civic Audi- 
torium in a rare west coast per- 
formance. The group is a long- 
time favorite in their homeland, 
and Sandy Denny, a several -time 
winner of the coveted "Top Fe- 
male Vocalist" spot in Melody 
Maker's Pop Poll, is especially 
well regarded by England's music 
fans. Judging by the enthusiastic 
reception that the band received 
in this outing, Fairport Conven- 
tion may yet realize the Stateside 
recognition that they have sought 
for so long. 

Even though most of Fairport's 
repertoire is original material, 
Sandy Denny's highly stylized vo- 
cals are steeped in the folk tradi- 
tion, and thus lend the songs an 
air of authenticity. Denny's sing- 
ing can be strident and chilling 
or it can waft majestically above 
a tune if she desires. Throughout 
this performance it was often 
difficult to make out the lyrics in 
her vocals, owing perhaps to her 
thick brogue of an accent, but the 
distinctive melody and meter of 
her voice carried her over. 

"Restless" and "Nighttime 
Girl," both from Fairport's new 
"Rising For The Moon" Ip, were 
featured in the early part of the 
show. The latter number was 
highlighted by Denny's hair-rais- 
ing zoom up the scale, in a 
dazzling support role. Later, in a 

change of pace, the group traded 
instrumental solos on a reel (pre- 
cursor of the American "hoe- 
down"), but it was fiddle player 
Dave Swarbrick who appeared the 
most inspired. Looking - with a 

perpetual cigarette in his mouth- 
like a refugee from a Benson & 
Hedges commercial, Swarbrick 
was constantly animated, and he 
seemed to really enjoy his work. 

"Who Knows Where The Time 
Goes," Sandy's best-known com- 
position, was given a hauntingly 
lovely interpretation by its crea- 
tor, as was the less familiar "Just 
A Roll," with its impressively fore- 
boding call to battle. 

In an uncharacteristic turn 
toward rock 'n' roll, Fairport 
proved that they are versatile, in- 
deed. With "Mister Lacey" and 
"Pick Me Up," Sandy Denny and 
company showed that even the 
"big beat" isn't out of their col- 
lective reach. 

Opening the show was Martin 
Mull (Capricorn), master parodist 
of rock forms large and small. 
What Mull is, actually, is a fine 
comedian-which he demonstra- 
ted in spades throughout his set. 
Subtle he is not, but the guy is 
often hysterically funny. Whether 

it's a ribald take-off on Tammy 
Wynette's "D -I -V -O -R -C -E," or an 
outrageous schlock supper club 
number ("I Haven't The Vegas 
Idea"), he could always be 
counted on to lower the I.Q. of 
everyone listening. 

Mull was entirely at ease in his 
putdown of hecklers, calling them 
"hippies" or "farmers" (which- 
ever seemed appropriate at the 
time), and he created a humorous 
ambience with his overstuffed 
chair and undersized lamp-aka 
the "Fabulous Furniture." Always 
good for a hit of rock trivia, Mull 
informed the audience of how 
Jimi Hendrix got that special 
sound on his guitar-with a bat- 
tery operated "massage" device. 
A simply hilarious act.

Kenny Dawns on Disc 
s NEW YORK - Michael Kenny 
(Tom Cat) has seen a large de- 
gree of success in the music 
business already, although his 
first hit single is just ahead of 
him. He visited Record World 
recently to fill us in on the 
particulars. 

As the youngest member of 
a highly successful local band 
who recorded briefly for 
Scepter Records two years back, 
ST4, Kenny became part owner 
in the group's own Farmingdale, 
Long Island discotheque, The 
Bijou. Depite a fire, it is alive 
and well today. 

He's still very much into disco 
music, but that's not his per- 
sonal choice of performing fare. 
One listen to his charted "Morn- 
ing" single, distributed by RCA, 
presents a talented singer - 
songwriter whose future is as 
bright as the proverbial dawn. An 
album of more of the same 
(seven out of ten tunes being his 
own) is awaiting release. 

Already seeing simultaneous 
top 40 and MOR acceptance, 
Michael's "Morning" is setting 
the stage for a new direction for 
a kid who's gone from high 
school r&r and professional 
local club sensation, on through 
entrepreneurship and into the 
hit record foray.

Twin -Release Artists Score

NASHVILLE - Will radio sta- 
tions play two songs by one 
artist if both are strong? A look 
at this week's country chart 
proves that an artist can have 
chart success with two different 
cuts. The artists who have two 
songs on the charts are Linda 
Ronstadt, Waylon Jennings, Joe 
Stampley and Ronnie Milsap. 

Ronstadt has a release from 
Capitol (the flip of "When Will I 

Be Loved") entitled "It Doesn't 
Matter Anymore," bulletted at 
67, while her Elektra release, 
"Love Is A Rose," is bulletted at 
53. In talking with stations, 
however, Record World staffers 
have found a reluctance on the 
part of radio programmers to 
play two songs by the same 
artist on their playlist-especially 
since the playlists have grown 
appreciably shorter recently. 

A good example of this last 
statement is the case of Ronnie 
Milsap. The RCA record, "Day- 
dreams About Night Things," is 

bulletted at 2 with the Warner 
Bros. release, "She Even Woke 
Me Up To Say Goodbye," enter- 
ing the charts at 72 with a bullet. 
In discussing this record, some 
stations have noted that they 
would not go on the Warner 
Bros. release until the RCA rec- 
ord had peaked. 

Joe Stampley also has two 
labels with releases on him- 
ABC/Dot with "Cry Like A Baby" 
at a bulletted 52, and Epic with 
"Billy Get Me A Woman," bul- 
letted at 68. The ABC/Dot record 
has been out four weeks with the 
Epic record out only two weeks 
and gaining rapidly. 

The Wayon Jennings record is 
a twin -sided hit with both "Are 
You Sure Hank Done It This 
Way" and "Bob Wills Is Still The 
King" getting considerable air- 
play.
