Copyright Reform Legislation Passes Overwhelmingly;
House, Senate Compromise on Mechanical Royalty Rate

By MICHAEL SHAIN
B WASHINGTON—After a fitful

day of secret negotiations,
House and Senate conferees
have agreed to compromise

their two versions of the historic
copyright reform bill, and both
Houses of Congress have voted
overwhelmingly to pass the
legislation. The Senate vote was
unanimous, 75-0; the tally in the
House was an unrecorded voice
vote.

Conferees from both houses
never actually met face to face
during the last hours of this
Congressional  session.  Formal
conferences are often open to

the press and public. Instead,
the staffs of the two subcom-
mittees met  privately and
banged out compromises on the
outstanding differences, to which
the members of the conference
committee (the members of the
two subcommittees that drafted
the bill) signed their approval.

It was, however, the mechani-
cal royalty which proved the
biggest stumbling block in the
otherwise smooth negotiations.
The House backed a royalty of
2% ¢ or .6¢ per minute (which-
ever is higher) while the Senate
bill called for a 2%2¢ or .5¢
fee.

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HITS: A New Classroom Concept

B LOS ANGELES — High Interest
Teaching Systems (HITS), recently
formed as a division of Modu-
Learn, Inc., an educational prod-
ucts firm based in San Juan Capis-
trano, is hoping their own “‘top
40" will emerge as a basic class-
room tool for developing literacy
skills at the elementary, junior
high and high school levels.

Top single hits by artists in-
cluding Paul Simon, Three Dog
Night, America, the Doobie
Brothers, John Sebastian, Boz
Scaggs and the Four Tops are
being utilized in the HITS pro-
gram to illustrate and test word
analysis, vocabulary and compre-
hension. Working on the assump-
tion that top singles may provide
an added motivational hook for
young students, HITS director Jim
Coffey and his staff have been
working with major labels, pub-
lishers and licensing operations
to obtain the rights to original re-
cordings.

Featured titles are then dupli-
cated on cassette and supplied to
educators in a kit format that in-
cludes workbooks and teacher
plans.

Thus far CBS Records, Warner
Communications, ABC Records,
ABC Music, Polydor and Almo
Music Corp. have concluded li-
censing agreements with the HITS
operation. Dick Holt of Modu-
Learn described the overall me-
chanical royalty structure as
“‘comparable to a commercial re-
cording contract,” while Coffey
reported that thus far those art-
ists contacted have all cooperated
in making their work available for
use in the program,

First launched nearly a year
ago, the HITS concept was first
applied to existing records last

spring  when initial licensing
agreements were drawn. The 40
song titles currently being mar-
keted to educators are being di-
vided into four different teaching
levels, corresponding to student
reading levels; plans call for a
standing 40 title catalogue to be
revised twice a year to keep
abreast of current pop hits.

Coffey also noted that the pro-
gram will be supplemented by
two additional groups of record-
ings in the r&b and country rock
fields. Citing research conducted
through participating teachers,
Coffey asserted that those two
genres were of special interest to
students, and thus offered posi-
tive incentives within the pro-
gram. Each area will be repre-
sented with 10 titles, also to be
periodically reviewed and up-
dated.

CRP is manufacturing the cas-
settes for the line, which is re-
ceiving its first exposure to
schools during this fall semester.
HITS expects the line to be util-
ized extensively on the basis of
initial inquiries from customers.

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Bob Crewe: Renaissance Record Man

By: PAT BAIRD

B NEW YORK—During his 20
years in the music business, Bob
Crewe has consistently been de-
scribed as one of the few Renais-
sance men in the industry. A re-
cord company president, produ-
cer, songwriter, recording artist
painter/sculptor, he is now in-
volved in two of the most ambi-
tious projects of his career...a
rock ballet/record album titled
“Street Talk—A Suite” and a solo
album to be produced by Jerry

Wexler in Muscle Shoals. Both
will be released by Elektra
Records.

Crewe visited the Record World
offices recently and talked about
the almost mystical way in which
the  “Street Talk”  concept
emerged. “| originally thought
this would be a concept album
with just a thread of a story,” he
said. “‘Instead, it seemed to have
a life of its own, to be what it
wanted to be. Everytime | got off
the track it had a way of telling
me where it wanted to go. It dic-
tated itself in a very clear cut
fashion.”

The plot of the album, and the
eventual ballet production that is
currently being mounted, involves
“a young boy named ‘Cherry Boy’
from Nowhere, Neb. who be-
comes a master of street talk. It's
basically a Cinderella story with
a ‘lady and the tiger’ ending. He's
torn between two people who he
is very much involved with and
must choose only one. In the end,
the audience will have to decide
which one he picked. | decided
against putting the libretto on the
album because it might seem too
bizarre. It's the kind of thing
where you really have to be
there.”

A single from the album (“Time
for You and Me” by the Bob
Crewe Generation) was released
by Elektra last week and the al-
bum is scheduled for release Oct.
13.

The core of the ‘‘Suite” was
developed from the single “’Street
Talk,” originally released by 20th
Century Records. It became a dis-
co hit, selling more than 100,000
copies in New York alone. Crewe
was simultaneously signing with
Elektra as a solo artist and song-
writer. Realizing the difficulty of
separating Crewe from the "“Gen-
eration,” 20th president Russ
Regan turned the ‘Street Talk”
project back to him “with love
and affection and absolutely no
animosity,” Crewe said, He.still
produces the group The Eleventh
Hour for 20th.

Crewe was hesjtant to describe
the score as ““disco” but said it is
“a moving record that will make
people respond and dance. Dance
is the purest form of international
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music. You only have to know
body language to dance and it
will be understood throughout the
world.” Crewe himself takes three
lead vocals on the album and the
rest of the Generation includes
Richard Mirayes (Cherry Boy),
Patti Austin, Lu Ann Simms, Jon
Joyce and Cindy Bullens. There
will be no singing roles in the
ballet production except for the
story line sung by a Greek chorus
and a carnival barker.

Referring to his solo album,
scheduled to begin - production
last week, Crewe was asked how
he felt about being under the
direction of another producer.
“Jerry Wexler is one of my
heroes,” he said, “and | have pat-
terned much of what | have done
in the record business after the
kind of taste he has. | had written
so many songs it became a prob-
lem but Jerry knows what's right
for me. He was able to clear up
the questians about the songs and
get any ego out of the way. | lis-
ten to him.” Crewe admitted he
had been through somewhat of a
philosophical change over the
past year and feels his songs are
much more “positive’’ because of
it.

His plans for the future include
working with the individuals that
comprise the Generation. That
assemblage now includes six vo-
calists, a rhythm section (includ-
ing eight percussionists) and a
choir.

As one of the few recording
artists credited with having sev-
eral one-man shows of their
paintings and sculptures, he eas-
ily equates his music with his art-
work. “If | write a song and can-
not see it,”” he said, then | have
not written a song. If | finish a
sculpture and cannot hear music
surrounding it, | have not
sculpted. They are one and the
same.”

Williams, Greene Score at Bottom Line

B NEW YORK—One of the more
established jazz-rock bands and
a relative newcomer in the
field brought their divergent ap-
proaches to the genre to the Bot-
tom Line recently, and if the New
Tony Williams Lifetime (Col) was
more assured in its melodic blend
of jazz and rhythm and blues, the
Mike Greene Band (Mercury)
demonstrated the musicianship
and flair necessary to develop
further a still-evolving style.

Williams’ band featured a new
guitarist Marlin Graves, added
since the recording of the quar-
tet’s album, “Million Dollar Legs,”
but Williams’ combination of
light, pleasing keyboard melodies
with a satisfyingly solid bottom
was otherwise unchanged. He
has the self-assurance to avoid
the self-indulgent traps to which
drummers’ groups often succumb,
and showcases himself along
with, not in competition with, his
players.

Pasqua

Alan Pasqua, who played a va-
riety of keyboards during the set,
demonstrated that he is one of
the more enjoyable organ and
synthesizer soloists in jazz-rock,
and Graves, although he took few
solos, slid from jazz to sou! to
rock with ease and shone particu-
larly as a rhythm player with
Williams and bassist Tony New-
ton. The set's highlight, “Joy
Filled Summer,” from the new
album, was capped by a fine
Graves solo.

Whereas Williams’ music might
more precisely be classified as
jazz-r&b, Mike Greene’s sound is
at once strongly linked to the
jazz tradition and somewhat re-
lated to some contemporary rock.
Most of his compositions have
vocal parts, and his are rock, not
jazz, vocals. In fact, Greene's
most essential attribute is his

powerful tenor, although he is
accomplished on both reeds and
keyboards. The interplay of that

- voice with the high-pitched solos

of guitarist David Michael is the
most interesting recurring device
in Greene’s performance, with
drummer Rande Powell and bass-
ist Michael Holbrook rounding
out a highly proficient quartet.
Changing Style
Still, the sense one gets of
Greene’s style is that it has a
number of changes to undergo,
and the inability of much of his
material to cohere seems to un-
derscore the point. He and his
players can obviously do a num-
ber of things, but deciding which
of them to stress will be a neces-
sary step in his development. This
reviewer’'s guess is that he will
eventually move closer to rock,
but whatever course he may pur-
sue, he is worth watching.

With Shelter distribution now under the

B Swamped by new releases this week, I'd like to begin a quick run-
down of the cream of the crop with a group of outstanding new disco
discs. Top of the list is an energetic, rave-up version of Marvin Gaye’s
1962 hit, “Stubborn Kind of Fella,” by Buffalo Smoke, Lou Courtney’s
group. Though most of us were not sorry to see the disco remake
trend fizzle and fade earlier this year, anyone would be happy with
the revival of a record as fine as this, especially with the inspired
transformation Courtney—as singer, producer and arranger—puts it
through here. RCA’s 12-inch pressing is 7:11 in length and a total
knockout. On the same high energy level are the back-to-back re-
mixes of two recent Fatback Band cuts, “The Joint” and ‘Disco
Crazy,” which Spring Records is issuing as its first entry into the com-
mercial disco disc market. Both tracks are completely reworked and
opened up—'‘The Joint” is expanded from 5:50 to 8:20, “Disco Crazy”
from 4:15 to 6:21—with sizzling hot results. In quite a different vein,
there’s the Rock Gazers’ follow-up to “Wet Weekend,”” a less freaky
but equally attractive ‘I Believe in Love” (Sixth Avenue/RCA) with
pert vocals and a nice, pick-me-up pace. Produced by Warren Schatz
and running 4:43, this one already has a lot of early admirers.

The Sylvers’ latest, ““Hot Line” (Capitol), may be a little too fast and
relentless for real disco popularity but | love it anyway if only for its
bright, clever lyrics and snappy handclaps. It isn’t really fair to keep
comparing the Sylvers to the Jackson 5 because they’ve certainly de-
veloped their own personality and style, but this one reminds me of
the )5’s vigorous ““ABC” in spirit if not in substance. Available on
disco discs of 5:35 or shorter 45 pressings, ‘“Hot Line” sounds like
another Freddie Perren hit. Other disco discs of interest: For the

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Copacabana To Reopen Oct. 15

By PAT BAIRD

B NEW YORK — The Copaca-
bana, long this country’s pre-
mier night spot, will re-open
under new ownership October 15
as a disco/talent showcase com-
plex and private club with com-
plimentary memberships avail-
able to recording artists and
members of the music industry.

According to E. Roy Webb, di-
rector of operations, the new
owners (Halron Restaurant Corp.
of New York) have invested more
than $1 million to restore the
club to its original 1940s elegance
replete with the famous plum and
pink decor and Carmen Miranda
styled waitress uniforms. The most
advanced sound and light sys-
tems have been installed, both
designed by Bob Lobi’s Design
Circuit, Inc.

““We have tried to create an en-
vironment where our clients will
be treated with a great deal of
respect and intelligence,” Webb
said.

The Copa was first opened at
the 10 E. 60th Street address in
the 1930s. The legendary Jules
Podell purchased it in the ’40s
and it was during that decade that
it gained its reputation as the
New York home of most of the
top performers in show business.
Since its closing in March, 1973
several attempts have been made
to open it as a private club.

The new owners plan to con-
tinue the Copa’s policy as a show-
case for both name and unknown
artists. The main Copa Room will
be a disco at most times but will
occasionally have live entertain-
ment by both cabaret and rock
artists. The upstairs Copa Lounge
will showcase new acts. Life USA,
recently signed to Buddah Rec-
ords, is scheduled to appear in
the Lounge later this month.

Flying High
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All areas of the multi-level club
will be fully utilized, Webb ex-
pained. One of the balconies off
the Copa Room will serve as a
backgammon lounge while an-
other will be glass-enclosed to al-
low the view but not the sound of
activity on the Copa floor.

Like many of the elegant discos
around the country, dress and
conduct codes will be strictly en-
forced. According to Webb, there
will be a “couples only” admis-
sion policy and guests must be
dressed “‘properly.”

The cover charge will be from
$12 to $15 per person and drinks
will average $3 each. A full din-
ner menu is currently being
planned. Membership will be of-
fered to the general public, with
approval of club management,
and will range from $150 to $1500
with the average membership
dues being $500 per year. Club
membership will eliminate the
cover charge for card holders and
permit three guests per visit.

Webb said that they will also
specialize in private parties (sev-
eral are already scheduled by rock
and society celebrities) and The
Copacabana Conference Center
will function as a separate busi-
ness endeavor to attract indus-
trial conventions and meetings to
the ciub. Also in the pianning
stages is a syndicated television
show (“Live From the Copa”).
The pilot will be filmed during
the opening weeks.

Webb, who has been involved
with many of the major ciubs and
discos in the city, feels that:
“working with the Copa is my
dream; to be involved with a club
where clients can be shown the
respect and attention that has
been lacking here.”

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THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY

Norman Petty on the Buddy Holly Revival

By RON McCREIGHT
W Not only as the mentor of a talent never to be forgotten, Norman
Petty also played a major role in Buddy Holly’s career as producer and
co-writer of many of his hits. During his recent trip to London Petty
discussed with Record World this latest re-emergence of the Buddy
Holly sound.

Record World: What are your personal feelings about ““Buddy Holly
Week'’?

Norman Petty: It makes me feel very proud and I'm very excited
about all the things that are happening.

RW: | understand that today (Tuesday 6th September) he would
have been 40 years old—what sort of music do you think he’d be
making if he were still around?

Petty: Probably ahead of his time like he was in 1958. | don’t know
what it would be, but knowing Buddy and knowing how he kept on
experimenting with various things, various ideas and so forth, he
probably would be into something else that people hadn’t done
before.

RW: How did you first come across Buddy?

Petty: Buddy came to Taos—he had been doing sort of experi-
mental demo type of recording ever since he was probably 13 or 14
years of age. He had some radio programs in the area but | can’t tell
you too much about that. He hadn’t made a professional recording
prior to coming to Taos. 1956 was the first time that | had anything
to do with him. He came over to do some demos that he was going
to take to Nashville himself. We built the studio to record our own
trio years ago simply for the fact that we didn’t want the pressures
that were exerted on most artists—you sit there and watch the clock
and remember what studio time is costing you. People became inter-
ested in what we were doing at Taos simply from the technical
standpoint. They thought it was interesting that there was a quality
recording studio sitting out in the boondocks. Sam Phillips who was
down in Memphis at the time and our studio in Taos, New Mexico,
were sort of standing alone as far as independent production was
concerned. Nobody in the recording business had their own studios
because producers would usually go into a major area like Nashville,
New York, Chicago or California to do their recording. There were
independent producers then but most of them really would produce
in a studio in a place that was used by the majors. So | think that my
studio and Sam Phillips’ were the first in the business.

RW: When ““That’ll Be The Day” first happened, in 1957, did you

at that time recognize the true depth of Buddy’s talent?

Petty: The creativity was very recognizable as soon as he walked
into the studio, but as to the longevity of the music and the hits that
have kept repeating themselves, this is really very amazing to me to
this day.

RW: How do you feel about the 1976 version of “That'll Be The
Day” by Linda Ronstadt?

Petty: It’s very good. It surprised me when | heard it as a matter
of fact, although | knew that she’'d recorded it. | had heard several
of her things before—some of her earlier albums I think are just
excellent. She's like a lot of other artists, who have stronger bits
of material on some albums but not so strong on others. | think she’s
a remarkable artist—I thoroughly enjoyed this version of “That'll Be
The Day.”

RW: What about other cover versions—what are your feelings
when you hear yet another cover version of yet another Buddy Holly
song?

Petty: It's a new experience and | thoroughly enjoy it to his extent:
when people intentionally try to imitate Buddy it sounds rather
funny to me since I've spent so many hours listening to him. But
when they take their own approach to the old copyrights | thor-
oughly enjoy it. For instance, it was a surprise when Peter & Gordon
here did “True Love Ways,” the very chord structure that they used
on the bridge surprised me, but it was very nice. Then when John
Denver did “Everyday” in the States | was quite surprised at his ver-
sion of it, but it came off just like a John Denver song. So I'd prefer
the artists to take the material and adapt it for their own style, their
own way of doing a song, then it can come out as if they’d written
it themselves.

RW: So you are in favor of somebody taking the song and adapting
it into their own particular style and changing the song completely?

Petty: | appreciate it more that way as it shows their creativity, and
it also shows the adaptability of the song itself. In other words if Paul
McCartney can do something and make it come out like Paul McCart-
ney wrote it then | think it's really excellent.

RW: You had so many hits together in such a short space of time,
how would you account for such an incredible output?

Petty: | really can’t give you a straight answer on that except that
we really never kept track of time—that probably has been a failing
on my part. We’d start working and usually kept going for as long as
the ideas flowed and if it was two days or three days or whatever
else it was, well we’'d just keep on working because we felt like it
was fun, it was a challenge, we all sort of challenged each other the
way we would work so I think that accounted for the fact we had so
much material in such a short length of time.

RW: What do you consider to have been the most significant
change in the industry since you first went into the studios with
Buddy Holly?

Petty: My honest reaction is that I'm very unhappy, or should say
very sorry, to see fewer and fewer honest to goodness music people
left in the music business. For instance, I'm not going to name any
people or any companies, but it's very apparent to me that the indus~
try is relying more and more on computer experts, marketing people,
marketing analysis, rather than the music business. So it's rather sad
to me as it's nice to be able to see people like Ahmet Ertegun at
Atlantic and Jerry Wexler who are as comfortable in the control room
as they are being chairman of the board. That’s what | would still like
to see but unfortunately it's going the other way, there are more
young people that are taking over the business, which I think is fine,
but I would like to see more young musicians taking over the re-
sponsibility.

RW: What is your present day relationship with Jerry Allison?

Petty: | haven't seen Jerry in quite some time. | saw him last at his
home in California when we were in the process of trying to do a
Buddy Holly movie. MCA at that time already had a screenplay
written by Mark Sarhah and they were in the process of obtaining
various releases from everyone. That was the last time | saw Jerry,
he’d gone there on behalf of MCA, and of course everybody involved
with the movie, to obtain a release for the use of his name and his
likeness and so forth in the movie, that was the last time | saw Jerry.

RW: What happened to the movie idea?

Petty: Well it sort of bogged down—there had been, to my knowl-
edge, three different approaches made to the movie although | was
only connected with that one. | did talk to the people at MCA and
ABC. David Victor, in California who is an excellent producer and a
wonderful person, was going to direct the one that | was connected
with. Then that sort of fell by the wayside because they did not ob-
tain releases from everyone. The second attempt was a movie that
involved the story of Jerry Allison and the Crickets. It was about a six
week tour of the Crickets and | understand was to be called “Not
Fade Away.” They recorded for a long time in California but now
they’ve shelved the whole project. | understand they shot about
$800,000 worth of film. They had pictures of the various young people
that were involved in the project and it was pretty startling how much
they had gone for accuracy and look alikes. | didn’t know anything
further about that, other than it was shelved. Then there is a group
currently in Dallas trying to put together an idea for a Buddy Holly
movie—as to how far it will go | don’t know.

RW: Well perhaps the interest in “Buddy Week” will stimulate a
few ideas in that direction.

Demonstrate Taste & Coherence

W LOS ANGELES — J. ). Cale's
Shelter forte—an arresting spare-
ness in lyric, melodic and arrang-
ing ideas—has long made his rec-
ords and infrequent live shows
the textbook standards for that
most basic and otherwise boring
of modifiers, “laid back.” On his
current tour, Cale’s eight piece
band challenges that tag with
bursts of fiery playing, but the
headliner himself works overtime
to offset the effect by being as
self-effacing as humanly possible.

Intoxicating

For his sold-out Roxy opening,
Cale discarded the very idea of
the frontman; throughout his set,
he was literally a sideman, seated
at the edge of the stage bathed
only in dim colored stagelights
and avoiding the spotlight (which
he generously donated to solo
spots by his band members). He
was clearly content to let his
bonded bourbon vocals and sim-
ple, elegant blues guitar leads
serve as signatures. The net effect
was intoxicating for his admirers,
but raised some questions about
his impact on newcomers.

Repertoire

The repertoire only heightened
that effect. His own salty originals
were mixed with a charming,
cock-eyed mix of standards, from
“The Way You Do The Things
You Do” (a standout solo spot for
vocalist Debbie Campbell, whose
stunning, high-octane blues style
was showcased a few years back
in Buckwheat) to “Willow Weep
For Me.” Mix in “Blue Moon of
Kentucky,” ‘“Orange Blossom Spe-
cial” and Randy Newman's “Guil-
ty,” and you've got some idea of
the ground covered. Staging was
straightforward, the set's excite-

Hosford is
clearly no cokespoon cowboy,
and shares none of the manner-
isms we've come to expect from
naturalized country-rockers. His
stage presentation, like his songs,
was deceptively simple, but Hos-
ford’s convincing baritone re-
vealed a depth and intelligence
to the writer's songs that point
toward a broad audience po-
tential.

of the American disco market with “Nega Do Obaluae” and a version
of the standard “’Bahia” by a singer named Wando . . . Dobie Gray’s
“Find 'Em, Fool 'Em and Forget 'Em” (Capricorn), already recom-
mended as a fine, spunky single, has been expanded to 4:48 just as
we'd hoped it would be, and Gato Barbieri’s luxurious, richly-tex-
tured version of Marvin Gaye’s ‘|l Want You” (A&M) has been put on
a 12-inch 45 nearly six minutes in length with a great, splashy cover
graphic . . . NOTE: Of the 15 disco discs I've received in the past two
weeks, nine were 45 rpm, six were 33-1/3 rpm and three of those
were unmarked as to speed—meaning nowhere on the label was
there an indication of what rpm to set the turntable at. How long
will it take before 12-inch pressings are cut at a standardized speed
and labeled with some regard to the people using them?
RECOMMENDED ALBUMS: Earth, Wind & Fire’s new “Spirit” (Co-
lumbia) with a high-spirited instrumental called “BIYO” that | wish
were a lot longer than 3:38, especially when the kalimba slips in,
and, unaccountably, only the short version of “Getaway” so the long
disco disc promotional length is unique . . . Touch of Class’ pleasant,
satisfying debut, titled “I'm in Heaven” (Midland International) and
containing the full version of that record and several other solid
John Davis productions including an interesting version of “Just Can't
Say Goodbye.” My favorites: “l Love You Pretty Baby” and "Any-
thing” . . . The Love Unlimited Orchestra album on 20th Century is
not quite as much of a departure from the already classic Barry White-
Gene Page style as one would have expected from the title tune, “My
Sweet Summer Suite” (opening up here in a five-minute version).
“Brazilian Love Song" is the most innovative structurally and the closest
to “Summer Suite” in style but it races along at an almost dizzying
clip for over six minutes; “You | Adore,” “Blues Concerto’”” and “I'm
Falling in Love With You” are more familiar and White’s been dormant
long enough for the sound to feel fresh again . .. Tony Silvester and
the New Ingedient, produced by Silvester, have a lush, sexy sound in
the debut ‘“Magic Touch” album (Mercury) with the whole first side
quite nice, especially an orgasmic “‘Pazuzu” (4:42) and a gorgeous
Barry White homage, “Very White” (5:06), both instrumentals writ-

ten by Patrick Adams. Another favorite: “Cosmic Lady” (5:35) . . .
Although it is not the follow-up album that “Turn the Beat Around”
had led us to hope for and expect, Vicki Sue Robinson’s second release
on RCA has one excellent dance cut in a medley called ““Should |
Stay/| Won't Let You Go” (5:03) that begins a little like “Turn the
Beat” but goes off into something quite different. Robinson’s gutsy
vocals are counterpointed with the gospe! fervor of the New York
Community Choir and the percussion breaks and transitions are flaw-
less; the song’s second half clinches it.

Quentin Burdick (D.-N.D.) in ac-
cepting the compromise. Sub-
committee chairman John McClel-
lan (D.-Ark.) and Sen. Philip Hart
(D.-Mich.) had already voted to
reject it. Scott switched his vote
late Wednesday, the Senate was
no longer in agreement, and the
delicate compromise was in seri-
ous trouble.

Lobbyists for the record mak-
ers had to scramble frantically
to save the compromise. They
prevailed on three members of
Congress—Sens. William Scott
(R.-Va.) and Birch Bayh (D.-Ind.)
and Rep. Kenneth Robinson (R.
Va.)—from states with heavy rec-
ord industry investments-to ap-
proach Hugh Scott to change his
vote again. The Pennsylvania Re-
publican was eventually con-
vinced that he had to accept the
lower figure or risk scuttling the
bill altogether, since it was his
vote that prevented the bill from
going to the Senate floor. Scott
changed his vote again early
Thursday morning (30), clearing
the way for a full vote later that
afternoon.

Stanley Gortikov, president of
the Recording Industry Associa-
tion of America, said “We are
gratified that Congress did not
grant the huge increase in the
royalty rate that the publishers
and composers were seeking.”
The compromise saved record
manufacturers an estimated $25
million in proposed doyalties.

The other major differences
between the two bills was the
make-up of the Copyright Royalty
Commission, newly created by
the revision bill, which will have
the power to adjust statutory
rates (including the mechanical
fee and the new jukebox royalty).
The Senate wanted a “tribunal”
appointed from within the Li-
brary of Congress and approved
by the Senate. The House—which
feared such a method of appoint-
ments was unconstitutional since
it effectively authorized Congress
to both nominate and confirm—
turned over appointment duties
to the President, with approval
from the Senate, as is the case
with almost all Federal regulatory
agencies. Both houses originally
wanted a three-person panel.

The conferees agreed to accept
the House’s method of approval,
but decided to expand the com-
mission from three to five mem-
bers. Three will serve a seven-
year term, two a five-year term
initially.

As well, a clarifying amend-
ment originally sponsored by the
RIAA was accepted. The associa-
tion felt language in the Senate
bill and report (which explains
the legislative intentions behind
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each provision of the bill) was
unclear as to whether record
manufacturers would have to pay
mechanical fees to composers
and publishers on records dis-
tributed but later returned to the
company. The House bill and re-
port make clear that record man-
ufacturers need pay mechanicals
only on those records it sells.

The bill now goes to President
Ford for his signature.

Gortikov on
Copyright Bill

B NEW YORK—Stanley M. Gorti-
kov, president of the Recording
Industry Association of America,
Inc. (RIAA), has issued the follow-
ing statement in connection with
Congressional passage of the
Copyright Revision Bill:

“We are gratified that Congress
did not grant the huge increase
in the royalty rate that the pub-
lishers and composers were seek-
ing. While some increase was
inevitable, Congress wisely recog-
nized that the economic facts did
not - support the excessive de-
mands of the publishers and com-
posers.

“While the increase was large,
it is well below the rate sought
by the publishers and composers,
and well below the rate initially
passed by the Senate (3 cents or
% cents per minute of playing
time). The original Senate version
would have increased mechanical
royalties by some $50 million a
year. The law as enacted cut that
figure by nearly $25 million.

“Fortunately, the 6/10 of a cent
playing time rate passed by the
House was rejected by the con-
ferees, in favor of the half-cent
rate.

““We believe the new law will
be helpful in strengthening the
hand of the Justice Department in
prosecuting those who pirate
sound recordings. The law makes
it clear that the Government can
confiscate pirate recordings and
equipment used to manufacture
them.

“We are keenly disappointed
that Congress did not grant per-
formance rights and royalties to
recording musicians, vocalists and
recording companies. We hope
and trust that Congress will cor-
rect this omission following re-
view of a special report on the
subject from the Register of Copy-
rights, which is called for by the
Revision Bill.

“There is no valid reason for
not granting a performance roy-
alty to the creators of sound re-
cordings. Those who use record-
ings for their own profit should
pay for the privilege, as they do
for other copyrighted works.”

owes Harrison $6.5 million.

Both Burns and an unnamed
Harrison =~ spokesman  asserted
that Harrison’s failure to deliver
the first solo project resulted
from illness. The Harrison
spokesman claimed that a post-
ponement on delivery was made
“by mutual agreement’” because
Harrison had contracted hepa-
titis.

A&M'’s suit also seeks injunc-
tion against Harrison and Denis
O’Brian, his business manager,
to prevent them from destroying
or removing any documents per-
taining to the partnership, and
to prohibit any contractual
agreements between the artist
and other record labels.

The court’s initial response to
the suit came Wednesday (29)
when Comissioner Clinton Rodda
directed Harrison, three of his
companies and manager Denis
O’Brien to show cause why a
receiver should not be appointed
and a preliminary injunction is-
sued. At the same time, Commis-
sioner Rodda issued a temporary
restraining order by which the
defendants were restrained from
removing from the court’s juris-
diction, disposing of, concealing
or dissipating any of the assets of
the venture between Harrison
and A&M.

The restraining order also spe-
cified that the defendants were

restrained from releasing the Har-
rison solo album other than
through A&M Records. Harrison
was also restrained from pro-
ducing records outside of A&M,
and from releasing his own re-
cordings made since January 27
of this year.

Industry  sources indicated
that the Dark Horse offices on
the A&M lot were vacated the
previous Friday (24), although
representatives of both A&M
and Dark Horse were unwilling
to comment. At press time, the
A&M  switchboard was still
routing calls to the division, but
the offices were empty.

Harrison, according to his
spokesman, was  ‘‘astonished
and saddened” at A&M’s legal
action, with the artist admitting
that there had been ‘“family-
like” problems developing with-
in the relationship. According to
the statement, Harrison had ar-
rived in Los Angeles on Sep-
tember 17 for meetings regard-
ing the solo album, now re-
portedly near completion, and
had believed that his relationship
with A&M was being rebuilt
during those meetings.

Meanwhile, there was broad
industry speculation regarding
the court action and the eventual
fate of the Dark Horse roster,
which  also  includes  Ravi

@ NEW YORK—This October is
Mahler month in New York, with
the Philharmonic having the en-
terprise to offer — for what is
thought to be the first time
anywhere — all the symphonies
and much of the orchestra-vocal
music of the composer. The festi-
val, most of which will take place
at Carnegie Hall, was launched
on September 26, with Erich
Leinsdorf leading the orchestra
and Frederica von Stade singing
“The Song of Wayfarer.” The
Metropolitan ~ Opera’s  music
director, James Levine, then took
over the orchestra for six con-
certs or the bulk of the festival
and the orchestra’s music direc-
tor, Pierre Boulez, will com-
plete the cycle and, incidentally,
lead the performances that will
reopen the, hopefully, acousti-

cally superb, reconstructed
Fisher Hall.
The festival is uniquely ap-

propriate in that Mahler led the
Philharmonic for a few years im-
mediately before his death, and

under Leonard Bernstein—in the
late fifties and sixties—the Phil-
harmonic was the U.S. organiza-
tion most responsible for making
Mabhler popular in this country.
To many of us who love the com-
poser’s music, it is a blessing to
have a Mahler festival with no
mention of Bruckner. The two
men knew each other, and both
were respectful of and influenced
by Wagner, but their the simi-
larity stops. Anyway, it is Mahler
now who has the support and
the fans to make such a festival
a financial success, and if the lips
of the Philharmonic brass and
wind players hold out, it should
be a success all round.

Levine, who has already con-
ducted the 1st and 4th for RCA,
will soon be presented by a new
recording of the Third. Perhaps
by pure coincidence Philips also
issued a record just as the festi-
val began.

session. Probably the most exciting in extremes as far as I'm con-
cerned would involve three different songs—'True Love Ways,”
which I think is magnificent because it comes off so gentle for a real
rocker like Buddy Holly. He does it very sensitively and [ also like
the way he did ““Everyday.” That came off marvelously and excep-
tionally different for what Buddy was doing at the time. Then one
of my favorite rockers was one we did in New York, “Early In The
Morning,” a cover version of Bobby Darin’s record and Buddy thor-
oughly enjoyed the session—I know that | did too. It's really good
listening to the record again now.

RW: What direction did your career take when Buddy died?

Petty: Of course having been in the music business as a writer and
as a producer prior to Buddy’s coming | had to continue through all
these years to produce various groups and to write and be involved
in the music business—we still have our studio in Taos and we still
have a couple of radio stations there so I've kept myself quite busy
and kept right on enjoying it. However, part of my life spent with
Buddy Holly was one of the most trying but also probably one of
the happiest times of my life.

RW: Were you involved with his career right to the end?

Petty: | was involved with everything that was released of Buddy’s.
There are those that said that Buddy had actually broken away and
did the string session—this is not correct because the string part of
his career was at my insistence. Some of the people in the group
didn’t particularly like it—Buddy at first did not like it—he said,
“Well I'm more into the group thing than I am as a single.” So at
that time | sort of dropped the idea because | thought he didn’t
really want to do it.

This is sensitive, romantic
playing, drenched in the mood
of resignation, pessimism and
bitterness that must have been
the daily stuff of life in the last
days of the Austro-Hungarian
empire. But many is the con-
ductor who has found Welt-
schmerz in Mahler — one can
hardly escape it. The trick to
Haitink’s greatness is his ability
to sing. No opera of Wagner—
Parsifal or Tristan und Isolde
come to mind—has ever been
more lovingly phrased or more
soulfully presented than this
Lied. Haitink is working with
two great voices, but even in the
instrumental interval in  the
"Abschied” he makes the music
sing—a huge orchestra breathing
as might a soprano or a tenor.

The sense of Wagnerian writ-
ing is never far from Mahler, but
some interpretations do not em-
brace the kind of unbuttoned
romanticism as enthusiastically
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stated ego trip some conductors
employ to prove that Mahler
was romantic.
