“It will be a label character-
ized by its energy and aggres-
siveness,” Alexenburg told Rec-

Roshkind Sentenced

B/ LOS ANGELES — Motown In-
dustries vice chairman Michael
Roshkind, having pled guilty to
and been convicted of one count
of income tax evasion, has been
sentenced in U.S. Federal District
Court here to 18 months in jail
under two separate work fur-
lough programs. The sentence,
which is scheduled to begin on
September 29, was handed down
on September 15.

Roshkind had been indicted in
March by a federal grand jury on
two counts of income tax exasion.
In July he pled guilty to the
charge of failing to report some
$136,000 in taxable income in
1972. The other count, which
concerned his alleged failure to
report $99,000 in taxable income
from 1973, was dropped.

Sentence

The potential sentence for the
first count of tax evasion was a
$10,000 fine and up to five years
in prison. According to Judge
Robert Takasugi, however, Rosh-
kind will serve six months in pris-
on under a work refease program
and one year in a community
treatment center, which he will
be allowed to leave in order to

Noting the ex-
plosion in sales of disco music
and soundtracks, Levy said, “This
only shows how our industry
has the abiltiy to move through
the years establishing new
avenues along the way to fill our
lives with music.” Levy went on
to discuss specifics concerning
the acquisition of the chain by
American Can and Pickwick.

Special presentations by Pick-
wick and Sam Goody’s were de-
signed to give their employees a
look at the differences in the
two operations while showing
them how they can work to-
gether for future expansion. With
combined Pickwick-Sam Goody’s

lars by 1983, Levy outlined plans
for a doubling of the number
of the chain’s retail outlets over
the next five years to help reach
their goals. Goody’s also expects
to nearly double their own staff
of nearly 1300 employees to
2500 with every assistant man-
ager having the opportunity to
become a store manager in the
next five years.

“The employees’ future is the
future of the chain,” was the way
Goody VP Alan Mazur described
the chain’s expansion plans to
Record World. In order for the
chain to grow, Mazur emphasized
that everyone would have to
work together, from top manage-
ment to store clerks. He also in-
dicated that management would
continue to be responsive to the
problems and needs of each
store and its employees.

In-store merchandising was a
concern expressed at last year’s
convention. And this year Levy
indicated that the expertise of
American Can will be drawn
upon to help increase the ef-
fectiveness of their in-store cam-
paigns. Cross-merchandising be-
tween hardware and software was

also touched upon. Levy told
Record World that there would
be benefits for the record in-
dustry as well as the hardware
industry. After seeing the CBS
video presentation of Meat Loaf,
Levy said he was “excited about
the prospects of video helping
to sell records.”

Barry Goody focused on the
professionalism of the Goody's
employees’ being able to gen-
erate the large sales volume in
relatively small stores. Goody
told the assembly that ‘the
reason for the convention is to
have our people become more
professional in conducting their
jobs.”

Product presentations by WEA,
ABC, A&M, Arista, Capitol, CBS,
and RCA can help the employees
“to know their product and to
know their jobs,”” which is the
key to increased professionalism
according to Goody. He also said
that the help the record com-
panies provide in terms of mar-
keting and merchandising is
indispensable.

Ron Piccolo, CBS northeast re-
gional VP, speaking at his label’s
presentation, emphasized the
importance of the 45 in helping
to sell albums. He said that CBS

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Larry Nunes Dies

B LOS ANGELES—Services were
held last Saturday (23) for Larry
Nunes, veteran of more than 20
years in the music industry.
Nunes, 49, died in his sleep
September 17.

Early in his career, Nunes
was the founder and co-owner
of Tip Top Record Service, a
rackjobbing and one-stop distri-
bution operation in Los Angeles
and San Francisco. During this
period he also owned several
record stores, recording studios
and publishing concerns, as well
as managing the Bobby Fuller
Four, whose hit “I Fought the
Law” was released on Nunes’
Mustang Records label.

After Tip Top sold out to the
Trans Continental Music Corpo-
ration in the mid-1960s, Nunes
continued his association with
Trans Continental until approxi-
mately 1969. Not long after
leaving that firm, he developed
a relationship with singer/com-
poser / performer Barry White
and his group Love Unlimited.
In the early 1970s Nunes formed
Soul Unlimited, a production
company in which he and White
eventually became  partners.
Nunes and White continued their
partnerhip until 1975 or 1976.

Nunes’ subsequent projects
included the formation of
Nature’s Harmony, another rack-
jobbing operation.

® A lot of television sets were turned off along
the east coast last Tuesday night at 9 p.m. as a
live radio broadcast of the Bruce Springsteen
concert began. The concert was at the Capitol
theatre in Passaic, New jersey. WNEW-FM was the
flagship station for the broadcast, which lasted
over 3% hours, and | know this won’t suprise
you, but Bruce and his music were a great way
to finish up a long day. The surprise was the
number of radio stations in the Boston area that

i ' decided to carry the broadcast at same time as
their competitors. WBCN-FM and WCOZ-FM in Boston, WAAF-FM in
Worcester, and WBRU-FM in Providence all promoted the live concert
in advance. | believe that these radio stations make a very smart
decision in thinking about their own audience and not worrying
about the competition. The result for the Boston area stations as
well as the other stations on the Springsteen radio network was some
very special music programming that the audience will remember
for a long time.

GOOD CREDIT: If you don’t have unique music on the radio, or
have a style of programming that is clearly recognizable in only a
short period of listening, then you must tell the audience who you
are or you'll never get the credit you deserve. | know there are a lot
of radio stations that seem to mention their call letters to extremes,
but it's important that the listener knows who is responsible for
bringing them the entertainment. With the number of similar sounding
stations in the same market the need for identifying the origina-
tor can mean the difference between success and failure. When
the radio station spends a great deal of money using outside advertis-
ing to bring new listenership to the station, and the radio program-
ming doesn’t respond by letting these new people know who they
have, then someone has wasted a lot of money. Don’t forget to take
credit for being what the listening audience prefers hearing. It might
be as simple as the fact that they don’t remember your name, call
letters, dial position or type of programming that causes the failure.
If there’'s a way of identifying the station that you can devise that
doesn’t sound like your reading the information off of a 3x5 card,
a way to deliver the message of where you work without sounding
bored about it, this will go a long way in making it easier for those
who know what their listening habits are to tolerate it. For the new
listener, they’ll understand who they have, so that if advertisers ask,
or rating services survey them, you'll get the credit you deserve. You
can imagine a live audience leaving a show because they didn’t like
it, but to have a radio crowd love the show without your station
ever hearing the applause puts your radio station in the position
of being a UFO.

B MISSION BROADCASTING SELLS: Jack Roth’s Mission Broadcasting
Co. has agreed to sell three radio stations, WAME, Charlotte, WWOK-
AM/WJOK-FM, Miami, as of Sept. 19. According to Roth, major format
changes for two stations are forthcoming pending FCC approval of
the sales. Evangelist Jimmy Lee Swaggart has agreed to purchase
WAME, which has been programming country for over a decade.
According to Roth, “WAME will be switching to a religious format.”
This was confirmed by station manager John Jacobs, whe reports the
actual change probably won’t occur for a few months, since the sale
has not yet been filed with the FCC. Jacobs himself has been involved
in country broadcasting for 19 years. WWOK/WJOK'’s new owner is
Pueblo International, a Puerto Rican firm which owns two stations in
San Juan. Although WWOK plans to remain country, WJOK will be
changed to a Cuban/Spanish format. The stations are the first owned
by the company in the continental U.S.

Roth reports the reason for the sale was to “reorganize the company
to pay off indebtedness,” and that within a few years he will be
looking for additional radio facilities for purchase. Roth said he expects
an excess of $4 million for the three stations. He retains ownership of
country KERE in Denver, and contemporary KONO-AM/KITY-FM, San
Antonio. Also, Roth reports a change at KERE, with John MacRae
coming in as general manager from KRAK, Sacramento.

FCC Will Test
AM Stereo Systems

B WASHINCGTON—FCC officials,

B I'M A MAN: A small surge of records by male vocalists this week
is topped by our favorite new album of the moment—James Wells’
“My Claim to Fame” (AVI), producer lan Levine’s liveliest, most
interesting work so far. Levine, whose previous credits include Barbara
Pennington, Doris jones, Evelyn Thomas and the current Eastbound
Expressway 12-inch, “Never Let Go,” has an expansive, highly decora-
tive style that harks back to the more ornate examples of early
American disco without losing its sure hold in the modern world of
Eurodisco. Sometimes Levine’s approach is overly busy, but on the
Wells album he’s struck just the right balance between the catchy
and the quirky—the sort of thing that grabs you right off and keeps
you involved through the most unexpected changes. Unfortunately,
Levine is working at a disadvantage with vocalist Wells, whose singing
is strained, mannered, often wobbly—hardly powerful enough to
support the intricately orchestrated arrangements Levine has con-
cocted for him, but if Wells sinks beneath its weight here and there,
the production is strong enough to carry on in spite of him. The
knockout here is the 16-minute “My Claim to Fame,” which is full
of movement and wonderful textural contrasts like the section about
halfway through that jumps with quick juxtapositions of robust horns
and glistening, knife-sharp strings (compare the jittery strings in ““I've
Found Love”). The female back-up singers carry much of the
emotional weight of the song, and even though they’re mostly
restricted to repetitions of the phrase, “My claim to fame is your

love for me,” they get to shine at the end with a superb, if short, a
cappella-break. Both cuts on the album’s side two are also notable,
but it's “True Love Is My Destiny’” (12:42) that has the immediate
edge with its perky synthesizer pattern, swirling strings, and Stevie
Wonder overtones. A real breakthrough album for lan Levine (who
has Rick Gianatos’ assistance on the disco mix), “My Claim to Fame”
is likely to be one of the next hot shot disco records.

David Christie’s ““Don’t Stop Me, | Like It” has been around since
the spring as one of the most popular import album cuts on the
disco scene and now it's finally available in America on Salsoul’s
Tom n’ Jerry label. Titled “Back Fire,’* the Christie album contains
seven new tracks plus an expanded, Tom Moulton-mixed version of
““Don’t Stop Me”” which remains the package’s main attraction. Though
“Don’t Stop Me"” loses some of its original urgency in the process
of being lengthened from 4:45 to 7:19, and some of Moulton’s new
mix material seems merely noodling filler, the song remains a fine

B NO BUSINESS LIKE SHOW BUSINESS: Music shows on the public
access channels of Manhattan Cable and Teleprompter have generally
ranged from execrable to merely poor. The stations’ one shot at a

B LOS ANGELES—ASCAP’s total
receipts for the first eight months
of 1978, announced at the
society’s west coast membership
meeting in Los Angeles last Wed-
nesday (20) were $76,013,000.
If ASCAP’s income continues at
that pace, the society will finish
the year more than 11 percent
ahead of 1977's highest-ever an-
nual total of $102.5 million.

The ASCAP receipts break
down as follows: from licensees
(including symphonic and con-
cert), $67,656,000; from interest
on investments,  $1,179,000;
from membership dues, $318,-
000; from foreign societies, $6,-
860,000.

Total salaries and expenses
from the home office in New
York and the 14 branch offices
were $13,488,000 for January
through August 1978.

who will record for the label
with a new line-up that does not
include John Hall, and two new
acts: Marva Hicks from the
Baltimore/Washington area and
New England, a group brought
to his attention by their man-
ager, Bill Aucoin. “One of the
things you will be hearing from
me . . . is our concern for find-
ing new artists and new talent
which is the backbone of this
business and we will continue
to do that. This will be one of
our continuing challenges.

“The size of the roster will
remain as tight as can be,”” he
said. “l do not have a quota on
the amount of hits the label must
have. We want to be available
for our artists and to be involved
in their music in every step of
the way.”

Alexenburg then introduced
his executive staff: Bud O’Shea,
vice president and general man-
ager of west coast operations;
Bette Hisiger, executive assistant
to the president; Barry Reiss,
senior vice president, administra-
tion and business affairs; Gary
Mankoff, vice president, finance;
Lou Ragusa, vice president pub-
lishing; and Peter Gidion, vice
president promotion.

Gidion noted that !nfinity has
instituted ‘what is believed to be
a new concept in promotion and
marketing methodology in their
five “regional representatives.”

“By giving our five regional
representatives a relatively free
hand in directly supervising their
own regions,” Gidion said, “we,
Rick Swig, director of national
promotion; Joel Newman, asso-
ciate director of national promo-
tion; Denise Gorman, west coast
promotion coordinator; and my-
self, will then be free to better
concentrate our effort on the

overall campaigns and pro-
cedures.
“But more importantly, this

structure affords us the ability
to instantaneously react to any
individual market activity or
sudden market changes.”

The regional reps will have the
responsibility and authority to
immediately  coordinate  and
execute follow-through  mer-
chandising and marketing tech-
niques, he explained, “Also, our
regional reps will fit overall
national marketing plans to the
specific needs of their respective
regions. They will be heavily
involved in the coordination of
radio airplay with all other mar-
keting functions, including sales,
merchandising, press, advertising,
artist appearances, and special
promotions.

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British Composers Hit Magic Million

B LONDON — Thirty-nine songs
written by British composers have
achieved the ‘‘magical million”
by having been played more than
one million times on American
radio and televisic  Five of them
reached that figure during 1977
and were honored on September
15 at a special luncheon organ-
ized and hosted by BMI president
Ed Cramer and senior vice presi-
dent Theodora Zavin. Also hon-
ored at the BM! Awards Lunch
were the writers and publishers
of the most performed British
songs licensed through BMI dur-
ing 1977.

The five new million perform-
ances songs which qualify for the
top plateau of the BM! song
bonus system are ‘“Daniel” and
“Your Song” by Elton John and
Bernie Taupin (Dick James
Music); ““Penny Lane” by Lennon
and McCartney (Northern Songs);
“Smile A Little Smile For Me”
by Tony MacAuley and Geoff
Stephens (Interworld Music); and
“If You Love Me, Really Love
Me” by Geoffrey Parsons.

Most Performed Songs

The writers and publishers of
the most performed British songs
licensed by the Performing Right
Society (PRS) to BMI during 1977
were ‘‘Crackerbox Palace” by
George Harrison (Ganga Publish-
ing BV); “Every Face Tells A
Story’” by Don Black and Peter
Sills  (Air Music London/Lords
Music Co.); “The First Cut Is The
Deepest” by Cat Stevens (Cat
Music); ““How Deep Is Your Love”
by Barry, Robin and Maurice Gibb
(Abigail Music London); “Jeans
On” by David Dundas and Roger
Greenaway (Air Edel Associates);
“Living Next Door To Alice” by
Nick Chinn and Mike Chapman

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THE CRAST

By SAMUEL GRAHAM and SAM SUTHERLAND

B FORECAST—CLEAR SKIES: It's 11 o’clock in the morning over at
the CBS building in Century City; not exactly the crack of dawn, but
early for a working musician. Joe Zawinul, co-founder, keyboardist and
principal composer for Weather Report, is striding about a conference
room, joint in hand. He talks animatedly, intently, his voice thick with
the accent of his Austrian heritage; his subject is “Mr. Gone,” the
band’s new record. Meanwhile, Wayne Shorter, the superb saxo-
phonist and also a Weather Report founder, sits quietly at a table,
speaking only infrequently, laconically. Shorter and Zawinul, the only
two musicians to appear on all nine of Weather Report’s albums, are
a study in contrasting personalities, yet they have one vital element
in common: the leadership of what many would call the most ex-
traordinary and innovative (mostly) instrumental group around.

The follow-up to last year’s “Heavy Weather,” the band'’s first gold
album was originally going to be a double-album affair with three
live sides and a studio side, according to Zawinul; “but for some
reason,” he says, “it didn’t make any sense to us to come up with
a live album with old music on it.”” What’s more, three of Zawinul's
four ““Mr. Gone” contributions were once intended for a solo album
that has yet to happen. In any case, “Mr. Gone” is a strong successor;
while it may not contain anything as immediately exhilarating as
“Birdland” (the instant Zawinul classic that’s been covered by every-
one from Maynard Ferguson to Earl “Fatha” Hines), it once again
features the synthesis of melody and rhythm and the combination of
fine improvised playing and complete compositions that these guys
have been turning out for a good eight years now.

Zawinul calls some of the “Heavy Weather” material “only a begin-
ning” for the music on “Mr. Gone,” ““But it's done in a different way.
Your body rhythm, your nervous system, reacts differently—and this
is something I've been working on. The rhythm on the whole album
is so strong that a lot of things can slide by—the body reacts to the
music first. But let your mind react, too, because it's got it all. The
truth is, we’re catching ‘em with the melodies, and we're killing ‘em
with the rhythm.” He’s not quite the soul of modesty, this Zawinul—
but he’s got the goods to back it up.

Weather Report has had more drummers through the years than
the average university marching band, the latest being Peter Erskine.
Tony Williams and Steve Gadd also help out on the record, but
Shorter says that “if we’d known about Peter in time, we probably
would have only used him.” Bassist nonpareil Jaco Pastorius is still on
hand; as Zawinul says, “he’s totally sincere—he believes,” and he
doesn’t play badly, either. However, the percussionist, a fixture in the
band since Airto in 1970, is now a thing of the past. Says Shorter:
““People who've seen this band say that they can see everyone now—
they don’t feel like they're at a tennis match anymore, constantly
moving their heads around to see everything.” Zawinul adds that “a
fifth member was interfering, man. Since we’ve had a quartet, every-
body plays better. In fact, | think it's a breakthrough for a quartet to
play music like this. I've never heard any four-piece band sound like
this before.”

But Weather Report’s music has never really sounded like anything
else. Shorter and Zawinul seem primarily concerned with the imme-
diacy of their work, often using words like ““‘theater” and ‘“story’’ to
describe it. The music manages to be both elusive and enduring at
the same time; as in a painting, there’s lots of color and frequent
detail, but it’s often up to your imagination to decide just what it's
about. With this band, one can never be sure what's coming next—
and that's part of their appeal. If Shorter and Zawinul feel that this is
their best band yet, those of us who haven’t seen them play yet are
in for quite a treat.

AN UNCONVENTION—In their heart of hearts, everybody knows
conventions are as much celebratory as practical. But Mushroom’s
Shelly Siegel, being a bit more candid than most, flatly told guests at
last week’s first convention that their weekend in Scottsdale was in-

| deed a “thank you,” not just a product showcase.

Thanks indeed: Arizona’s weather is supposed to be spectacular,
but there were moments when we started wondering whether the
wire-haired Siegel wasn’t getting help from on high. When well-
heeled Scottsdale neighbors complained about Chilliwack’s opening
evening showcase, Mushroom cheerfully rescheduled the next show,
by Paul Horn, for a late afternoon slot. Naturally, Horn’s set ended as

pansion and the institution of a
more elaborate data processing
center all contributed to a new,
much higher profile for NARM’s
Rack Jobber of the Year, and pre-
sented challenges for the family-
oriented company.

In the opening address David
Lieberman, chairman of the
board, was joined by president
Harold Okinow and executive
vice president Steve Lieberman
at the podium. The ABC acquisi-
tion and its effects provided the
substance for the bulk of this
address as the chairman evalu-
ated the progress in four critical
areas since the June move:

1. The development of new re-
lationships with the former ABC
accounts, which the chairman
said ““occurred with reasonable
speed.” 2. The training of new
personnel, which he stated was
more than satisfactory and an
““ongoing process.” 3. Warehouse
space which resulted in a
“crunch,” but has a ‘“’satisfactory
short-term and long-range solu-
tion” in effect, and 4. The data
processing departments, which
received ‘‘stress in critical areas
but are rounding into shape.”
Said Lieberman, ‘“By November
we will be fully functional.”

In describing for the employ-
ees the underlying meaning of
the ‘“Nobody Does It Better”
theme, the chairman pointed out
that there were five reasons LE
deserved that distinction: 1. Peo-
ple. “Our approach is that peo-
ple really count,” said the chair-
man. ‘“We have a commitment to
our people as well as personal
involvement.” This commitment
to his field force was underscored
by the ABC acquisition proce-
dures, particularly in regard to
the profit-sharing plan. All for-
mer ABC employees will receive
full credit for time worked for the
ABC organization on a one-year
for one-year basis. 2. The em-
phasis on being a music com-
pany. Lieberman emphasized
that the company’s commitment
to the one-stop business under-
scores this concern. “The one-
stops provide 10% of our sales,
but receive 25% of our atten-
tion.” The reason for this, said
the executive, was that a one-
stop, which deals with small ac-
counts on a retail level, sees
faster reaction to hit product, and
the feedback to the major rack
operation was essential in keep-
ing a rack organization current.
A new one stop will open No-
vember 1st in Portland, Oregon.
3. Retail involvement. “Our sales
people are actually traveling re-
tail managers. The records out
there are our inventories and
we know we’re not wholesalers,”
explained the chairman. 4. Part-
nership: ““We're not traditional
vendors, and we do not consider
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the manufacturers our adversar-
ies,”” said Lieberman. “Our sup-
pliers are our partners too.” 5. A
total commitment both to music
and its most effective presenta-
tion to the consumer.

NARM’s Joe Cohen then re-
enacted the Rack Jobber of the
Year presentation before the con-
ventioneers, the second consecu-
tive time LE has received the

prestigious award. “1 don’t any-
one will criticize the NARM
board judgment here,” added

Cohen. ““You are the best there
are.” He then challenged LE to
repeat the performance once
more.

In conversation with the press,
David Lieberman and president
Harold Okinow revealed that
there were a number of concerns
at the 1978 meetings, that were
not emphasized in years past.

Lieberman will put video in
stores, said the chairman, ‘“‘but
we can’t afford to put them in
2600 accounts.” The organiza-
tion is looking at a number of
different methods, and the Tele-
vak Corporation had a prominent
display booth at the exhibit hall.
The chairman pointed out, how-
ever, that the needs of a mass
merchandiser rack organization
and those of the manufacturers
differ in video to a large extent.
““We need to maximize the sales
of already selling acts, while
manufacturers place more em-
phasis on exposing new acts
through video.” The cost of
equipment, the assessment of
airplay for ad dollars and the
selection of correct product for
the medium in the rack environ-
ment all make this a critical area,
according to the executives.

The organization is also aware
of the K-mart move toward self-
run departments, but Okinow
notes that one of LE’s strong sell-
ing points, a high dollar-per-
square-foot return, is hampered
by increasingly larger depart-
ments. As the inventory goes up,

Col'illion Re-l
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said Okinow, the dollar per
square foot diminishes (after a
curve peak).

As for the addition of the ABC
personnel for this convention,
which mandated an educational
and reinforcement process in de-
lineating procedures and philoso-
phies, both David Lieberman and
Harold Okinow think that the
family feeling is still there. Both
former ABC personnel and out-
side observers seemed to agree.
“We really value the ABC peo-
ple,” said Okinow, citing the
need of the organization to run
as many small companies with
complete regional marketing
knowledge. It was emphasized
that these geographic differences
mandate the creation of strong
local executives.

A major concern of LE is in the
area of tape packaging. Up to 50
percent of some accounts’ busi-
ness in the Southwest is done
in tape, and an ever increasing
amount of that is done in cas-
settes. Okinow feels that the mer-
chandising is held back by lack
of an effective tape package, but
emphasizes that a major packag-
ing change could literally destroy
millions of dollars spent for fix-
tures unless new packages are
fully compatible with old formats.
He suggests a plastic or foam
package that expands the cas-
sette format to the size of an
eight-track box, rather than dis-
card the significant investments
made by numerous accounts
across the country. That way, ex-
plained Okinow, the investment
and the potential for effective
merchandising are secured.

Accessories are expanding in
LE accounts. Cases and blank
cassettes are providing new rev-
enues, and the executives see the
inclusion of blank video cassettes
at some point. But music folios
put out by Warner Music are no
longer being ordered, due to a
price hike. “It simply wrecks the
discount image of any retailer

when you have to sell a book at
suggested retail to retain a de-
cent margin,” said Okinow. “If
they had the ‘Saturday Night Fe-
ver folio we’d have to order it,
but otherwise . . .’ The inclusion
of a wider variety of high quality
blank cassettes is increasing, but
the executives noted that this has
been caused in part by the in-
ability of many manufacturers to
ship both pre-recorded tape and
records at the same time.

The trend toward unmanned
departments in mass merchandis-
ers causes changes in at least two
areas for LE: A compact method
of tape display already developed
which allows 400 tapes to be
shown in a 48 inch-wide box, and
the increased reliance on LE per-
sonnel to sustain the sales impe-
tus without personnel on hand
in the stores at all times. The new
minimum wage has hurt some
departments in mass merchandis-
ers, said Okinow.

Imports from London

B NEW YORK — It sometimes
seems as though Luciano Pavarotti
stands astride the world of classi-
cal records like a colossus: his
every record, no matter if only a
reprint of an already available
aria, sells better than almost any-
one else’s. This month London
Records, the company which has
issued almost every one of the
Italian tenor’s discs, offers three
records made in ltaly by Cime/
Ars Nova and imported to the
U.S. by London.

The second act
aria from La Traviata finds the
tenor in easy vocal form, his
clear tenor the very essence of
Italy and his every phrase a study
of Italian style. The same can be
said for ‘“Ah, la paterno mano”
from Macbeth. In this and in the
first act duet from Otello, Pava-
rotti does not strain nor does he
show any of the tightness some-
times present in his singing of a
major, dramatic aria. Miss Riccia-
relli is obviously young on this
record and not quite as finished
an artist as when she appeared
in New York last spring. She is
ill advised to take on ‘’Pace, pace
mio Dio” from LaForza del Des-
tino, not because she can’t sing
it, but because her voice is not at
that level of maturity. The selec-
tions from [/ Corsaro and Falstaft,
however, have quality and the
kind of bella voce approach for
which she is famous. All in all,
this is a much more interesting

molish the privileges of reserve
funding of mechanicals against
returns by a licensee, a method
the Copyright Office suggested as
a method of determining the
monthly mechanicals payments.

RIAA is very concerned about
the method used because of the
liberal returns policy within the
record industry, and feels that the
IRS formula for recognizing a
sale would classify recordings as
permanently sold when initially
shipped.

The interim rules state that
licensees can hold reserve funds
of mechanicals for a period of
one year, and the payment of
mechanicals are due monthly
whenever a record shipment is
determined to be sold. The
American Institute of Certified
Public Accountants has a method,
the NMPA holds, that can suit-
ably decide when sales are final
and also take returns into ac-
count.

The RIAA feels that the AICPA
method is also inaccurate, and is
worried the industry might be
put in the position of paying
monthly on all shipments, regard-
less of possible returns—hence
their insistence on a liberal per-
centage limit, or no limit at all.

The NMPA, on the other hand,
is concerned that licensees might
hold back mechanical payments
of a majority of their shipments
for periods up to two or three
years, and therefore wants re-
serve funding limited to 10 per-
cent of Ips and 25 percent of
singles.

Also at issue, the RIAA feels, is
the fact that industry licensees
might end up paying on returns
put into inventory even if they
were never shipped out again.

The Copyright Office, quite
aware of the controversy, told
RW that some aspects of the rul-
ing ““may be changed after the
hearings — in fact, we know
there’ll be changes.”

In 1944, Harry Meyerson joined
Decca Records, relocating back to
New York, but the AF of M strike
which followed quickly coupled
with the subsequent ASCAP ban,
led to a more restricted role
there. Three years later, when
MGM Pictures decided to form its
own recording label, Frank Walk-
er was brought in as head of the
new operation, and Walker ap-
pointed Meyerson as general
manager and a&r head for MGM
Records.

His ten-year tenure there in-
cluded collaborations with Billy
Eckstine (“l Apologize,” ‘“‘Every-
thing | Have Is Yours”), Art
Mooney (“I’'m Looking Over A
Four-Leaf Clover” and ‘Honey
Babe'”), Joni James (“Why Don't
You Believe Me”), Tommy Ed-
wards (“It's All In The Game"),
George Shearing, Connie Francis
and Art Lund.

Meyerson returned to Decca in
1957, where some of his most
prominent acquisitions included
master purchases of ‘“Volare’ by
Domonico Moduno, and “I Met
Him On A Sunday” by The Shirel-
fes. He also worked with such
acts as Xavier Cugat, Charo and
Lenny Dee.

Among Meyerson’s less-touted
but equally significant achieve-
ments was his role in Frank
Sinatra’s first recording sessions
as a soloist, following earlier
sides with the Modernaires,
which Meyerson supervised in
the '40s while still with RCA.

Surviving are his mother, wife
Evelyn, daughter Lisa Meyerson
McGhee and son Mark, who
heads up a&r for ABC Records
here.

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WEA Unveils Sales Plan at UK Meeting

® LONDON—AnN ambitious sales
plan has been set by WEA Rec-
ords following a reported target
busting sales year. The company
is planning to shift 30 million
pounds worth of records. WEA
Records managing director John
Fruin outlined the company’s
coming onslaught at a recent
one-day sales conference at the
Heathrow Hotel.

The conference, one of four
regional meetings held by the
company, opened in London with
a special “WEA Roadshow” host-
ed by the visiting American and
European contingent.

In figures revealed at the con-
ference, WEA has estimated
turnover at 16.2 million pounds
(1978) against the 1977 figures
of 12.8 million, an increase of
26 percent. Sales of singles
have increased from 5.4 million
units to 8.1 million while albums
have risen from 4.2 million to
5.0 mililon units. A three-week
TV campaign beginning October
25, to be seen by an estimated

87 percent of homes throughout
the U.K., will herald the release
of the new Manhattan Transfer
album,  “Manhattan  Transfer
Live,”” and will spearhead WEA’s
30 million pound bid. The 30-
second commercial is based on
live footage and features key
extracts from the album, includ-
ing their number one hit “Chan-
son D’Amour.”

Fruin also revealed details of
a revamp of the WEA top man-
agement team with David Clio-
sham taking on extra responsi-
bilities as creative  services
director.

Chinnery, formerly Radio One’s production head, becomes the new
Radio One controller. Capital Radio and LBC, the two commercial
stations, already broadcast 24 hours a day . . . Meanwhile . . .

THE BATTLE OF THE PIRATES AND THE GOVERNMENT: The Home
Office is understood to be preparing for a crackdown on new at-
tempts by the outlawed Radio Caroline to set up operations on the
mainland, at present broadcasting 20 miles off the southeast coast.
During the past few months, crew members from Radio Caroline have
been staging mobile disco shows in the southeast with the belief that
they will not be prosecuted if they don’t advertise the radio station or
refer to its place on the wave band. Radio Caroline, the only pirate
radio station still afloat, is serviced weekly from Spain with running
costs believed to be in the region of 200 pounds a week.

A NEW HANDLE FOR CHAPPELL: Chappell has concluded a three-
year administration deal with Handle Music for the world excluding
the U.K. Handle Music, a division of Handle Artists Management, was
formed a year ago by Cathi Gibson and now has such writers as Pip
Williams on its roster. Williams is responsible for writing and pro-
ducing Status Quo. Also signed to Handle are all but one of the mem-
bers of recent Polydor signing The Olympic Runners, singer/song-
writer Phil Murray and others. The new deal was concluded in London

SECOND THINGS SECOND DEPARTMENT: Burton Cummings has
been confirmed as the host of next year’s televised Juno Awards, the
annual gala affair at which David Steinberg usually insults everycr=.
Our guess is that Steinberg must have hit the few remaining folks
last year whom he hadn’t previously insulted, directly or by ethnic
origin. Regardless, everyone seems to be heaving somewhat prema-
ture sighs of relief. “After all, Burton’s not the type to offend anyone”
is the reasoning of one pundit. But is everyone forgetting that Burton
is tight with that nasty, tasteless and disgusting duo MacLean & Mac-

MY VEGETABLES: Record merchandising by TV has proven particu-
larly effective in Canada where watching the idiot box is a national
sport during the ten-month winter. As a result, several successful
outfits have sprung up here, home of the K-Tel empire. TeeVee Rec-
ords, which Ed LaBuick turned into a mammoth money-earner in the
last five years, has been sofd to Global Communications, owners of
the Global TV network.

B Pickwick International has issued 16 albums in a new Quintessence
Jazz Series. In accompanying press material, the company notes that
the series “is geared to a ‘middle of the road’ music buff” and is
designed to complement the Quintessence Classics lines. Much of
the material is leased from either RCA or ABC Impulse. The packag-
ing is eye-catching, and although there are no personnel listings as
such—a serious omission in the world of jazz, and one that should
be corrected—most of the liner note writers conscientiously supply
both personnels and recording dates.

The music is a mixed bag. If the series has a major failing, it is
that too many of the albums contain too little music, and some-
times not the most representative music by the artist in question.
“Fats Waller-Sings and Swings” is an example. One is forced to con-
clude that RCA wanted to keep the classic Waller performances for
its own uses, what with the success of the musical “Ain’t Misbe-
havin,’ " for most of the tunes heard here are very forgettable, and
there isn’t a Waller original in the bunch. The albums devoted to
Johnny Hodges, Coleman Hawkins and Dizzy Gillespie are extremely
short, with B sides around 12 minutes in length, but the music is
top-notch, especially on the Hodges album, which contains some
gems from 1940. “Soul Fusion” by Charles Mingus and “Green Dol-
phin Street” by Sonny RoHins are also excellent, and the playing
times are more generous. The former is basically a repackage of
the Impulse album ““Mingus Mingus Mingus Mingus Mingus,” while
the latter comes from some of Sonny’s mid-sixties Impulse sessions.

The other albums in the series are “‘Before Forever’’ by Chick Corea
(strong free-form music previously on Groove Merchant), Carmen
McRae, ““Air Mail Special” by Zoot Sims and Buddy Rich. “The Many
Moods of Duke Ellington (again, short playing time, but this is the
great Ellington band of the early forties, for the most part), ‘Every-
thing’s Comin’ Up Roses” (Count Basie), “Flyin’ Home’ (no person-

nel or dates but some good playing by Lionel Hampton), “Soul Organ”
by Jimmy McGriff, “Duke Ellington Plays Duke Ellington (more great

forties Duke), ““I Can’t Get Started” by Bunny Berrigan, and ‘‘Mr.
Drums’’ by Buddy Rich.

Chico Freeman, the young tenor saxophone virtuoso who's been
turning so many heads in New York for the past two years, has a
second release just out on the India Navigation label: “Kings of
Mali.” The latest release on Concord Jazz is highlighted by ““As Good
as 1t Gets,” featuring the duo of pianist Jimmy Rowles and bassist
Ray Brown, and “In This Korner,” a new live album by the current
edition of Art Blakey’s Jazz Messengers. The other new Concords
are “Prime Time” by drummer Louis Bellson (with burning tenor saxo-
phone by Pete Christlieb); “Ross Tompkins and Good Friends,”” one
of whom is Al Cohn; “Plays So Good" by guitarist George Barnes;
and “Finesse,’” a trio recording by pianist and big band leader Toshiko
Akiyoshi.

Yazoo Records (245 Waverly Place, New York, N.Y. 10014) con-
tinues its reissue program devoted to early jazz guitarists with “Fun
on the Frets,” featuring Carl Kress, Dick McDonough, Tony Mottola
and George Van Eps in sides from the thirties and forties. Another
new Yazoo is “Violin Jazz,” consisting of 1927-1934 sides by the
late Joe Venuti. And last but far from least, the label’s third collec-
tion by protean bluesman Bo Carter, “Banana in your Fruit Basket,”
concentrates on Carter’s rich store of double-entendre blues. With
titles like ““What Kind of Scent is This,”” “Mashing That Thing,”” “Don’t
Mash My Digger So Deep” and “Ram Rod Daddy,” this one should
have more than esoteric appeal . . . Inner City’s latest releases include
the superb “Hannibal in Antibes,” by trumpeter Hannibal Marvin
Peterson and a group that features saxophonist George Adams; “David
Rose” by the violinist of the same name; “Dual Nature’” by saxo-
phonist-flutist Lew Tabackin; and “John Scofield Live” with Richie
Beirach contributing crisp, inventive piano . . . Don Pullen, a pianist
who is still more popular in Europe than here, has a new release on
Atlantic that should help rectify the situation. “Montreux Concert”
features a fusion oriented rhythm section and offers a different per-
spective on Pullen’s artistry.

Zulema, “Z-Licious” (Dejoint/London). This seems to be the year
for comebacks and Zulema is no exception. There is something here
for everyone, no matter what mood you're in. Her vocals are strong
and yet she can whisper love to you all night. Van McCoy weaves his
magic throughout the entire album, and his sophisticated touch makes
this an album worth listening to.

Gloria Jones, “Windstorm” (Capitol). This album is a mix of Euro-
pean and American disco with a nice taste of blues. This should
be a big album for this gifted vocalist, because the spectrum of her
appeal is so broad that it's almost hard for her to miss. This should
mix well with Capitols growth in this area.

The two cuts that flank
“Don’t Stop Me” here are also of interest: “‘Back Fire” (5:59), with
a slower, funkier pace; and “Come and Get It” (6:17), which is
ricky-ticky, zipped-up with a ’‘50s Buddy Holly feel that’s quite
infectious.

Veterans General Johnson and Barry White are also back on the
disco round this week with new disco disc releases. johnson’s is a
full-bodied, hard-pumping record called “Can’t Nobody Love Me
Like You Do” (5:25 on Arista) that's already catching on very big.
The General’s aching, expressive voice with its distinctive catch-in-

the-throat drives the production ahead full-force; flecked with hand
claps and gutsy horns, featuring a “Love Hangover” bass line in the
break, the song has the sort of compact energy that should put it
over both in the clubs and on the radio. A personal pick. Barry White
goes for a considerably more laid-back groove on “Your Sweetness
Is My Weakness” (20th Century) and, as usual, succeeds in being
totally seductive in spite of himself. White’s vocals are especially
lethargic and smug here—he sounds like he’s lying down, either just
waking up or just falling asleep, but maybe this is his idea of pillow
talk—though he rouses himself somewhat toward the end and offsets
his growling perfectly with the honeyed lusciousness of the Love
Unlimited chorus. The music is bright, shimmering, often luminous,
particularly at the beginning and in a brief break. Surprisingly, though

Dave & Sugar: Country Cabaret

W NEW YORK — Dave & Sugar’s
recent performance at N.Y.s
Lone Star Cafe proved that the
definition of “cabaret” entertain-
ment need not be confined to
pop music performances.

Opening with several songs
that had a more traditional coun-
try flavor than perhaps New

Yorkers are accustomed to at this
juncture of acceptance, Dave
Rowlands, Sue Powell and Vicki
Baker later displayed a slick pro-
ficiency at adapting their vocal
style to both pop and boogie-
beat rock and roll. Regardless of
the music, their vocals are an
extraordinary blend.

Powell and Baker are obviously
very different kinds of singers
with two quite different vocal
ranges as witnessed by their solo
selections: a faithful version of
“Higher and Higher” by Baker
and Dolly Parton’s “Clear Blue
Moming” by Powell. Rowland’s

hip-swinging “I'm a Steamroller
Baby"’ showed not only his ability
as a blues singer but his poten-
tial as a modern country sex sym-
bol.
Egalitarian Unit

It was on “Tear Time,” their
current RCA top 10 country single,
that they best illustrated their tal-
ents as individuals singing to-
gether. Other highlights of the
show, broadcast live over WHN,
included “Queen of the Silver
Dollar,”” ““Knee Deep In Loving
You,” a highly countrified ver-
sion of Bonnie Tyler's “It's a
Heartache” and a medley of early
Elvis Presley/Jerry Lee Lewis hits.

While it is historically true of
trios that one performer will
naturally overshadow the others,
Dave & Sugar are an egalitarian
unit in both their music and their
stage personalities, collectively
and individually presenting a fine
night of “cabaret.” Pat Baird

it runs nearly ten minutes, it feels shorter, so "“Sweetness”’ could
prove as irresistible as “It’s Ecstasy” even for Barry White skeptics.
Also back after a long absence is Double Exposure, with a Norman
Harris-produced revival of “Newsy Neighbors” (4:52 on Salsoul) that
sounds like a combination of the O’Jays and the Trammps—real
snappy, with not one false step—but still doesn’t replace the First
Choice original. This version stands up beautifully on its own, but one
longs for an expanded break liere to really gets things moving.

Finally, there’s the Gibson Brothers’ “Heaven’ (TK), a 7:14 disco
disc that was originally scheduled for release in August, shortly after
it first surfaced as a French import on the Zagora label, but is out now
in a Jim Burgess re-mixed version (though Burgess is not credited on
the label itself). Burgess has cut the pace just slightly but the song
remains one of the most rousing, invigorating records around: spir-
ited vocals, several involving breaks that give the song a new spa-
ciousness, and a great hook right out of Voyage’s ““From East to West.”
Excellent and essential.

“It caused some
confusion with the retail because
the people that wanted to buy it
were hearing the version which
said WPLO wants to be your
week end friend, and yet the rec-
ord we had to sell just said | want
to be your week end friend. So
we went back to about 40 stations
and only did it in a shotgun fash-
ion, in other words a 20-second
promo for the radio stations, but
it wasn’t played as his latest sin-
gle, just as a promo spot involv-
ing an entire rewrite and new
arrangement.”

Another effort to tailor a record
to individual stations in order to
encourage airplay was done by
Colonial Records recently with
the printing of individual call let-
ters and program directors’ names
on the label fo Jenny Lynn’s “A
Taste Of Love.”

Such efforts involve consider-
able time and expense, but often
pay off, according to those who
have tried it, especially in causing
initial response. “After that, you
just have to have a great record
like any other time,” Chancey
said, “but with the crucial role
radio plays in the success of a
record, maybe we’ll try it more
often if Tommy’s work pays off,
which it has very well so far, but
again, | think it's a good, strong
song to begin with which makes
all the difference.”
