Brother Beyond is the brainchild of
keyboardist Carl Fysh, a classically trained
musician at England’s Brighton College.

Brother Beyond hit it big with their first
UK. hit (another Stock/Aitken/Waterman
collaboration) The Harder I Try, which
peaked at #2 and sold over 290,000 copies
which netted them a Silver Disc¢ Award. Quite
a feat considering the average UK. hit single
normally averages about 150,000 copies,

Their GET EVEN Ip sold over 300,000
copies in just six weeks and was certified
platinum in the UK. It ended up being one of
the Top 10 selling Ips of 1988. They were also
awarded “Most Promising New Act” during a r
live broadcast on the BBC. That award was
voted by the readers of England’s most

| popular teen magazine Smash Hits, knocking |

off another popular teen band (and chief
competitor) Bros.

Vocalist Nathan Moore talks about the
feud between the two bands, “I get a lot of
young Bros fans coming up to me and say,
‘we only listen to Bros anyway and you're
rubbish and you hate Matt...' (Bros lead
singer).”

“So I have to tell 'em the truth, [ don't
hate anyone and [ actually like some of Bros’
records, they're a damn sight more exciting
than a lot of other bands,” Moore confessed.
“I believe if someone’s being negative the best
way of combatting that is to be positive to

"Actually Pat (Simmons)
and | came up with it together and we were
thinking about doing it as a duo or possibly
shopping that song.”

The Doobie Brothers CYCLIES tour kicks off
June 9 in Denver and will take then to 65 North
American cities over a four month period. Plans

“Basically our strength is that we do
write songs,” asserts kevhoard operator
Andrew Fletcher of Depeche Mode. "With
Vince Clark (who left after the first Ip to join
Yazoo and Erasure) and since then Martin
Gore, we've always had writers who've
respected the art of songwriting, which is a
great rarity these days.”

In order 1o interpret Gore's songs,
Depeche Mode chases various noises
through clectronic computer circuits in
order to mint new musical molecules from a
range of sources. "We treat the song as
uppermost and 1y to use electronics 1o
establish the right mood,” explains Alan
Wilder, the electronics wiz responsible for
transcribing Gore’s songs into music. The
warm presence of Dave Gahan's voice serves
as the human conductor between Depeche
Mode’s sophisticated arrangements and
their audience.

Everything Counts is the first single from
their live 101 Ip. which documents Depeche
Mode’s landmark 1988 U'.S. tour. 101
(named after their 101st show of their world
tour) was recorded June 18, 1988 before
70,000 fans at the Rose Bowl. A new film
entitled “Depeche Mode 101" premiered
April 28 in Houston and L.A. and is expected
to run throughout May and June in key cities
across America.

“This is a film about music, about those
who sell it and those who buy it,” claims
director D.A. Pennebaker. “Those who just
listen and those who listen and never forget.”

Pennebaker has made films about John
Lennon, Bob Dylan, David Bowie and the
Monterey Pop Festival. "I don't think it's a
documentary,” Pennebaker says, “although
it's about real people in real life. “I would say
it's a musical adventure, perhaps even a
musical fantasy, For me it remains a dream
memory, gone and over now, but still visible
like a fly in amber for all time.

The title THE GOOD NEWS AND THE
BAD NEWS reflects the band’s signature. 1
think people that respond to The
Rainmakers are people that want to hear
both sides of 1he story. They don't want you
to paint a rosy picture of the illusions of life.
Neither do they want to hear gloom and
doom. Here's both sides of the story, here's a
complete a picture as we can paint.

“Sure there's problems in life, but we do
have the strength and the inner resources to
work on these things. I think The
Rainmakers are still perceived as a positive
band, even though we do gripe a bit. I hope
there's this positive message conveyed while
we do a little bitchin’.

Being raised in America’s heartland gave
The Rainmakers their realistic outlook on
life according to the Kansas City born singer.
“I think we deal with less illusions here, less
of a fantasy world. Particularly with music
and art. Art can serve two purposes, it can
help you escape reality, or it can heip you
deal with it.”

Concerning the first single, Walkenhorst
said, “Spend It On Love is the story of
America, the country that won the lottery.
We've got a lot of wealth and resources and
an easy way of life compared 1o a lot of other
places. The question is what do you spend it
on to ensure a better future? Often we think,
‘let the next generation worry about it.' Well
now the next generation is here! Spend It On
Love is saying there are good things to spend
your money on and there are bad things...
There’s our title again!”

For Simple Minds, their ninth ip STREET
FIGHTING YEARS opens a new phase in their
11 year carcer.

STREET FIGHTING YEARS is the first
album recorded at the band’s studio at Loch
Earn, in Central Highlands; the fruit of a year's
work with producers Trevor Horne and Steve
Lipson. The latter also doubles on several tracks
as bass player. Other guests include Lisa
Germano, formerly ol John Cougar
Mellencamp’s band (she will tour with the
band as wel!) and Lou Reed, who adds his
unmistakable vocal mark on the first single This
Is Your Land.

After completing their 14 month tour in
support of their 1985 ONCE 1'PON A TIME Ip
Simple Minds released their live IN THE CITY
OF LIGHT double album. According to vocalist
Jim Kerr this marked an end of an era for the
band. "When we released the live album last
year, we were absolutely adamant that it was
the end of a thing, a phase. As much as we
always wanted to play the "Waterfronts™ or
whatever, we had to reinvent ourselves and
that's why STREET FIGHTING YEARS has taken
s0 long,

After more than eight years of constant
touring the Scottish outfit took a sabbatical
while their Loch Earn studio was constructed.
This gave them time to reflect upon their future
and decide that more of the same would not do.

Simple Minds took a step back in order to
leap forward. Their new Ip shows a sobered
down outlook on reality, especially for a band
that's been labeled as “dreamers.” Still in spite of
its seriousness Kerr feels it's Simple Minds’
most positive album yet. “This record is glorious
as opposed to being depressing,” he says. It
wasn't so much a concept but it became
apparent that the songs were tying in
somewhere. | think there's an overall feeling of
hope.
