Gato Barbieri/BOLIVIA/Flying Dutchman (Gato forces 
himself on his listeners. Fiery intensity is some-
how fused with superior melodies. It's a combination 
of logical opposites, harsh beauty. ) 

Horslips/HAPPY TO MEET... /Atco (Previously r e - 
viewed as an import A full measure of traditional 
British folk sounds of which Americans can't get 
enough. Horslips does it in gradations from light to 
powerful, acoustic and electric. So much is so good.) 

B. W. Stevenson/MY MARIA/RCA (Everything comes 
together for this emerging star. Kershenbaum's alive 
production is frosting on a cake made with an uncanny 
sense of melody and superior presentation. Consist-
ent quality. ) 

MERIT ALBUMS  
(Our recommendations for serious progressive radio 
consideration.) 

Kevin Ayers/BANANAMOUR/Sire (Previously reviewed 
as an import Cleverly high quality material ex-
ported by inventive, stimulating arrangements. Every-
thing converges to produce Kevin's best ever.) 

Blue/RSO (Previously reviewed as an import. How-
ever, after relistening we have changed categories 
feeling that we may have overstated the case the first 
tirne around Blue is one of those smooth-vocal-
harmony, across-the-board bands. They don't seem 
to be able to write a bad song and they don't sellout 
in the arrangements. Their clincher is a skyward 
guitar which is underused.) 

Delaney Bramlett/MOBIUS STRIP/Columbia (At the 
core Delaney is a rhythm and blues artist. The closer 
to that reality that he works the better he is. When 
he drifts he seems to lose the edge. This Lp tends to 
jump the track every so often.)

Art Garfunkel/ANGEL CLARE/Columbia (While the 
entire album demonstrates attention to production 
detail and thoughtfulness much of it is easy listenin 
Seek out the least orchestrated tracks. Quality.) 

Kris Kristofferson 8,t Rita Coolidge/FULL MOON/A&M 
(This is positively the most solemn love affair ever 
recorded. That would be all right except that it in-
terfers with the pacing of the album. Taken individ-
ually it is nice.) 

LaBelle/PRESSURE COOKIN'/RCA ( Tight and ener-
getic LaBelle lacks little this time around. Unli 
some previous Lps there exists here a pervasive 
unity. It works for them.) 

Olatunji/SOUL MAKOSSA/Paramount ( Fusing his Afr 
can past with the modern world has always been 
Michael Olatunji's contribution. Never has he bas-
tardized either to accomplish his ends.) 

Poco/CRAZY EYES/Epic (Poco doesn't seem able to 
recapture their former magic. The haunting beauty 
of John Cale's "Magnolia" only amplifies that ma - 
terial is a major part of the problem.) 

Scrubbaloe Caine/ROUND ONE/RCA (As solid a band 
of rockers to show up recently. Their aggressive 
approach moves the listener through the Lp quickly. 
Strength.) 

Ian Thomas/Janus (The shadow of Neil Young and 
America hangs over. His quality writing and the 
ready-made groove should overcome any resistance. 
Carefully produced.) 

Tucky Buzzard/ALL RIGHT ON THE NIGHT/Passport 
(Previously reviewed as an import A lot depends 
on expectations. If you expect more than an R&R. band 
Tucky Buzzard will disappoint. As it stands they ar 
a great song or two out of contention.) 

Ike iSz Tina Turner/THE WORLD OF... / U. A. (The 
Turner quality of performance remains steadily high 
and their choice of material is always perfect. Having 
been recorded in many places expect sound variations 
from track to track. It's sometimes muddy too.)

U. A. (Dodging the movie music is becoming the only 
exercise a music freak gets. Here the effort is worth 
it. Stashed inside are two fine Mark Spoelstra tunes, 
the Marcels oldie and the James William Guercio 
single.) 

Various Artists/WATTSTAX 2 - THE LIVING WORLD/ 
Stax ( There are jems tucked away on virtually each of 
the 4 sides. There's "Old Time Religion" on side 1, 
"Can't See You... " on side 2, all of side 2A, and 
Richard Pryor.) 

War/DELIVER THE WAR/U. A. (Half of War's Lp leans 
toward rhythm chants. That's for us. "Blisters" may 
have been an afterthought, but still it possesses great 
feeling.) 

Hank Wilson a/k/a Leon Russell/HANK WILSON'S 
BACK VOL. I/Shelter ( The flip side - to now slightly 
hidden - of Leon's musical heritage. The Lp is dom-
inated by irresistibly tasty country classics, through 
which he convincingly portrays this character. Hank 
is country fun.)

of acceptable quality which, of th em s elves, 
only secondary progressive radio consideration.) 

Barrabas/POWER/RCA (Back to basics. Put down a 
good, tight, interesting rhythm then layover it a 
simple vocal chant. Though they do what they set out 
to do they still remain a faceless band.) 

Esperanto/ROCK ORCHESTRA/A &M (Previously re-
viewed as an import. This review has been partially 
rewritten Esperanto's success revolves around 
two axes. First, their songs have to be good just like 
everyone elses. And second, their violins must carve 
out a responsibility beyond a lush backup. Their ma-
terial doesn't live up to the concept except in a few 
cases, " On Down the Road," "Gypsy," and "Roses." 
The violins are on the right track.) 

Lighthouse/CAN YOU FEEL IT/Polydor (Writing re-
mains eternally a Lighthouse problem. Since the 
energy of a live performance is difficult to translate 
to wax the quality of the songs weigh heavier on re-
cord. Their playing is just fine.) 

Pete Sinfield/STILL/Manticore (Previously reviewed 
as an import, though partially rewritten PeteIs 
album reeks of high quality from the cover through 
the playing. Melodies and approach are off putting. 
Reliance on lyrics to carry songs makes only for 
good poetry. "Will It Be You, " which is musically 
out of context with everything else, is the track we'd 
recommend.) 

Yellow Sunshine/Gamble (Sunshine does its shining 
on the 4 instrumental tracks. When voices are added 
their essential musicality is dissipated. A comer.) 

UNDISTINGUISHED ALBUMS  
(In our opinion, below standard Lp s except where 
noted.) 

Wolfmoon/Fungus (A near miss. Good choice of ma-
terial and good vocals both seem disjointed from the 
instrumental. It doesn't hang together resulting in 
one flat song after another. Violins are used as first 
aid to fill in the gaps. More care needs to be taken 
next time.) 

Eric Clapton/RAINBOW CONCERT/RSO ( This all-star 
album is undermined by terrible mixing which buries 
the vocals while permitting the bass to boom through. 
It's like sitting in the worst seat in the house. The 
two ballads "Presence of the Lord, " and "Little Wing" 
survive.) 

Norman Feels/Just Sunshine (Norman writes melodies 
which seem to follow the lyrics around. That is some-
thing akin to painting oneself into a corner. The best 
tune is the lone Holland-Dozier-Holland "My World 

Empty...") 
Freddie Roulette/SWEET FUNKY STEEL/Janus 

(A mighty strong lead is necessary to make instru-
mental rock work. Without it the music sounds like 
the track for something else. The point is self-evident 
when listening to the tunes on which "Sugar Cane" 
Harris or Richard Aplanap take over.) 

Irma Thomas/IN BETWEEN TEARS/Fungus (Jerry 
Williams' production brings together all of the right 
ideas but just doesn't get the right feeling in it. "Wish 
Someone Would Care" does have it all, its quality 
towers over the rest of the produced stuff.) 

Young-Holt Unlimited/PLAYS SUPER FLY! Paula 
(Maybe it has to do with what you are use to. Next 
to everything else around this recording lacks a spinal 
column. It feels dead.)

FRINGE ALBUMS  
(Good albums which are not progressive, yet hold some 
interest for progressive audiences.) 

Terry Callier/I JUST CAN'T HELP MYSELF/Cadet 
(A M. O. R. production approach holds back this tal-
ented dude. It diverts his attention away from the 
areas in which he could be making a real contribution. 
Try "Can't Catch the Trane" and "Bowlin' Green. ") 

Walter Forbes & Jack Clement - Soundtrack/NASH-
VILLE COYOTE/JMI ( Country folk on the sappy side 
which is the only side one should expect as a backup 
for a Disney film. The tunes are pleasant.) 

Grant Green/GREEN BLUES/Muse (More of Grant's 
laid back guitar. This never released set from 1961 
reveals his deep roots in this style.) 

Tiny Grimes /PROFOUNDLY BLUE/Muse ( Tiny works 
at the frontier of blues and jazz. The aggr e s s iv e 
blusier stuff works easily into a familiar groove. 
Try "Blue Midnight" and "Profoundly Blue. ") 

Herbie Mann/TURTLE DAY/Atlantic (In the studio 
Herbie trades the intensity of his live show for smooth 
subtleties. Nicely done.) 

Gene Harris/YESTERDAY, TODAY & TOMORROW/Blue 
Note (Genets trio has carved out its little nitch in the 
world over the years. Some updating is done in th e 
intensity department in "How Insensitive" but most 
of all in "Something. ") 

Jonathan King/PANDORA'S BOX/U. K. (Jonathan i s 
one of those quality pop artists. Here he teaches our 
children about naughty things. Always with charm.) 

James Moody/SAX & FLUTE MAN/Paula ( The legend-
ary bop-er returns after a long hiatus. A nice little 
album results. Wisely, a rock drummer replaces 
jazzy Marshall Thompson when more bottom is de-
manded.) 

Sonoma/Dunhill (Another pop group which derives its 
essences from formerly progressive motifs."Sunny 
California" sounds done well.) 

Cedar Walton Trio/A NIGHT AT BOOMER'S VOL. I/ 
Muse (Cedar Walton gathers Clifford Jordan, Sam 
Jones and Louis Hayes around him. Distinguished 
company. With that rhythm section things had to 
move smoothly.)

(Bach always seems to fit, although this isn't the 
best.)

Don Byas/MIDNIGHT AT MINTON'S/Ori (Historic, 
never previously issued, recordings which demon-
strate the quality club scene of the '40s.) 

Joseph Hayden/STRING QUARTETS #65 & #69/BASF 
(This format has a quality about it which lends itself 
to current progressive ears.

CONCEPTS 

The Un-Fairness Doctrine  

America has its first pirate radio station. It's housed on a boat anchored 3-1/2 miles off the coast of Cape May, 
New Jersey. This ghost of the now silenced WXUR is run by right wing religious leader Dr. Carl McIntire - his 
doctorate is honorary. McIntire is the same man who organized pickets, about 500 strong, to go to Washington 
as a show of force against Nixon's overtures to Chinese and Russian communists and he's the man who still advo-
cates victory in Southeast Asia. 

The Reverand's floating signal results from the FCC's decree lifting his license because of flagrant abuses of the 
fairness doctrine. His narrow political viewpoint was the only one which received any airing. Although on the su 
face there seems to be a significant difference between the pirate stations of jolly old England and the one Dr. 
McIntire is operating, in point of fact, there is little. They both resulted from a search for freedom of expressio 
In England it was the politics of rock and roll while here it's just plain politics. But the principle is basic - free-. 
dom of speech. 

Given the Radio Act, as it is written, the commission was perfectly correct in lifting WXUR's license. And the 
court appeals which have delayed the effect of the ruling have now confirmed its correctness. But, if you are true 
concerned with the principle of free expression then the clauses upon which the FCC's decision was based must 
cause some trepidation. Fore if McIntire's right wing slosh can be shut off so can any other point of view. It can 
be done by an easy flick of the rule book. At the core it is the Radio Act's attempt to legislate guide lines in whi 
free expression must operate. Naturally any guide lines, regardless of justification or rationalization, by the 
very nature, inhibit free expression. Therefore, we advocate no guide lines, laws, rules or legislation which 
serve to inhibit free expression. Which means the abolition of both the fairness doctrine and the equal time pro-
visions of the Radio Act. It is not that we are against fairness which is the impression this position can create, 
but rather that fairness is better served by freedom. We believe that vast portions of the American population are 
served by many stations, both radio and te',evision, and that these stations, if left alone, would arrange them se 
on a random panorama of opinion that would produce its own fairness. There is an even more compelling argu 
ment against the fairness doctrine. And that results from the realization that the doctrine presumes that broad 
media works in a vacuum. That it will affect a population's judgment absolutely. A presumption, we point out, 
which is pure bunk. People, in fact, derive their opinions from the totality of their environment, from the totali 
of their inputs, from the totality of the media. So that broadcast media along with books, magazines, newspapers, 
the corner bar and a multitude of other factors create the opinions of a given person. When this fact is recognized 
both the fairness doctrine and, its cousin, the equal time provision lose their credibility. They are based on in-
correct assumptions. 

In practice these laws, as written, tend to protect the mainstream view point. This is in direct opposition to the 
intent of the First Amendment. The writer& of the Bill of Rights recognized no need to protect the majority point 
of view in a democracy but they surely saw a need to protect the minority position from a misplaced use of demo 
racy. 

Freedom of expression never gets old or tired as an issue, even when it's the expression of a right wing extremest 
like Dr. Carl McIntire. The abolition of the fairness doctrine and the equal time provision will best insure free 
expression for everyone. Ship Ahoy.

Quad 

Below are portions of an open letter written by Brad Miller of Mobile Fidelity Productions, Inc. Since more and 
more progressive stations are broadcasting in various forms of quad we found these remarks particularly infor-
mative. 

Dear Sir: 

CBS has withdrawn from the National Quadraphonic Radio Committee ( EIA).... One could con-
clude from CBS' action, that while matrix 4-2-4 broadcasting may have been in the forefront 
in the very beginning, requiring no rule making by the FCC ( it no longer holds that position). 

The main purpose of these comments therefore, is to inform broadcasters, of the built-in 
obsolescence of 4-2-4 matrix systems, and that any commitment made to such a system, be 
strictly temporary if at all, and that the listening audience be so informed as to the system 
being employed. There are many of us who feel that anything less than 4-4-4 discrete quadra-
phonic sound is, "derived, electronically processed to simulate quadraphonic sound," and 
such information be included in. software packaging description. Further, this information 
should be transmitted to your radio audience. 

(The initial rush to derived quad was based on the) belief that a viable discrete disc system 
(CD-4) was light years away. Yet, not only do we have a viable discrete disc system, with 
a product flow from RCA, Warner-Elektra-Atlantic, Mobile Fidelity for openers, but we 
also have a viable discrete broadcast system, patent issued, and before the FCC and the 
NQRC right now; Any broadcaster who has serious thoughts about 4- channel broadcasting, 
could do no better than to contact Jim Gabbert or Michael Lincoln, K101 Radio, San Francisco. 
These gentlemen probably possess the most precise data, along with voluminous personal 
experience in 4- channel broadcasting, to warrant your attention. They also represent the 
NAFMB on the NQRC panels.

Since retail and radio reactions are really different animals 
combining them, as we have, we believe to be a less good way of providing information. This distinction is re-
flected in the new designations on the front page. 

They follow the regular con-
tributors' reports and preceed Concertizing. 

3) This arrangement means that our store contributors, both chains and individuals, now represent around 
160 outlets. And our station contributors, both regular and associate, now total around 110. Though each con-
tributor does not contribute in every issue these numbers respresent the total pool of information from which 
we draw. 

4) l Satisfactory Albums, Those who are ancient enough to remember our Good, But Undistinguished category e will no doubt feel some pangs of nostalgia as we introduce this new category. Two kinds of Lps have long been 

bothersome. Albums which were well done but lack an individual essence, the ones that blend into the great mass. 
And those albums which have style but somehow miss. These may contain a few real successes. The first exampl 
really doesn't belong in either the Merit or the Undistinguished category. While, the second type doesn't contain 
enough quality material to be Merit yet contains too much to be called Undistinguished. These albums fall between 
Merit and Undistinguished. Now we are separating them out in our Satisfactory category.

Which brings me to a major com-
plaint "progressive radio" ain't. And 
for good reason, because continuous 
progress boggles the mind and drives 
away audiences. The ideal situation 
is to build audience trust in a station 
as a whole, and then progress. But 
the commercial need for audience 
limits progress to small "accessible" 
steps, and the common denominator 
is kept low. Our major competition 
is a station playing the "top - 50 al 
bums" much of the time, which has 
ARBed to the top. If we play tradi-
tional folk, or old jazz, or acoustic 
jazz, I can almost feel the tune- outs. 
And if we play nothing but mainstream 
rock, what's the use. How progressive 
is an album that plays 2 guitars + 
bass -I- drums, rock with lyrics about 
"my baby?" What makes that p r o - 
gressive rock, and relegates genius 
like Keith Jarrett to "fringe?" What 
keeps the Top-40 on top? And will 
there ever be hope for subtle but 
musically innovative (in harmonies, 
structures, instrumentation) sound 
without a heavy beat for the tone 
deaf? There's more than one way to 
the cosmos. 

And, in the real radio biz, thanks 
to Arnie Handwerger and Blue Note's 
Gerry Hausfeter, for the supplies 
oldies. 
By the way, Thijs van Leer's JIL-
trospection., which I listed antici-

patorily last issue is a useless album 
of slush. If I want Bach, I'll listen to ' 
original instruments; if I want slurpy 
strings, I've gone mad. Even at my 
limited range of technique, I'm a bet-
ter flutist than Thijs; my teacher 
could mop the floor with him. Is 

there any justice? 
Hey Columbia - how about 

reissuing some Lambert, Hendricks, 
and Ross?
