Hank Crawford/I HEAR A SYMPHONY /Kudu KU 26 (This
album has almost nothing to do with Hank Crawford., He
is a sideman on his ow. record, A disco-pop concoction,
the album is well recorded, )

Isaac Hayes/GROOVE-A-THON/ABC ABCD 925 (Isaac has
been known to use big orchestrations to excess but he has
also shown an uncanny sense of melody. Side one is tasty
providing a couple opportunities, especially "Rock Me
Easy Baby'",)

Willis Jackson/HEADED & GUTTED/Muse MR 5048 (After a
heated rhythm piece which titles the album, Willis settles
into his mellow phase.

National Lampoon/GOODBYE POP/Epic PE 33956 (While this
album confirms Lampoon's technical facility, it isn't the
laugh we have come to expect.
