Michal Urbaniak Group/THE BEGINNING/Catalyst CAX-
7909 (Half of this two record set was reviewed as an
import, the other was imported into the U. S, but, never
reached us, There is real value in these recordings
because they are part of Urbaniak's European history.
They are niuch freer jazz than the relatively rigid fusion
he has played while here.)

The Volunteers /Arista AL 4103 (Remember Wayne Berry?
Well, he's a Volunteer, The band is a blueprint for
mainstream rock. An acoustic feeling in an electric
setting and smooth harmonies to fill in the gaps. Aver-
age songs bring these Volunteers down to earth, )

Tony Joe White /EYES/20th Century T-523 (Tony Joe is not
always believeable as a disco artist, He produced some
of this Lp with reverse Barry White English. Because
it's not overly sweetened, it retains listenability, He is
also singing finished songs. Side two gets to be real
fine,)

SATISFACTORY ALBUMS
(Albums of acceptable quality, which, of themselves,
require only secondary progressive radio consideration, )

Beaverteeth/RCA APL 1-2076 (The uneasy feeling starts
with the cover. It implies a band not quite ready, Unfor-|
tunately, this cover does tell the story, Their second
song autobiographically says it all in its title, "Just
Another Local Band.'" Elements are present for some-
thing worthwhile but, the pieces remain in disarray.
Stick to the outside material.,)

Brainstorm/STORMIN'/Tabu BDL 1-2048 (Stormin' falls
apart at too many points to merit much consideration.
The group never establishesitasound, drifting from
idea to idea, Often the ideas are not fully developed.
Moments like the title cut are infrequent, Tabu is dis-
tributed by RCA.)

Lone Star /Columbia PC 34475 (Lower level bombastic
rockers, Lone Star, far fron: eminating a Texas feeling,
relies on dynamic arranging to make their songs work,
The rule is that no matter what tricks are tried, the
song has to be there first, There is no chicken and egg
problem in music. There is a writing problem in Lone
Star, Further, the hotly recorded album is sonically
inferior for technical reasons.)

The Main Ingredient/MUSIC MAXIMUS/RCA APL1-1558
(The main ingredient is missing, A lavish production is
applied to songs which aren't worth the effort, Melod-
ically shallow the tunes possess little attraction beyond
the arrangements. )

(Putting one's best foot forward must be out of style.

Jungle' endears Shotgun. It also demonstrates what they
are capable of doing when they get a hold of a real song.

Michael Wendroff/RECORDED LIVE /Buddah BDS 5687
(This live album reveals Michael Wendroff. The frailty
of his voice for one is difficult to take at times. The per
formance leans toward the raggedy. However, also
revealed is that Michael can write and is worth an effort.
This representation of him would have been better left
in the archives.)

Keith Herman/GOOD NEWS DAY /Midland International
BKL 1-1949 (Half decent songs get mangled in this weak
demo. It is not a finished production. In fact, it isn't
even a good basis for a finished production. The playing,
arrangements, recording quality and mixing are hope-
lessly amateurish. It's like the old days.)

Various Artists /EVITA/MCA 2-11003 (The major question
is why should their be an opera about Eva Peron? Espec
ially for an audience outside Argentina. To the music:
Songs which are narrative (the vast majority of the
opera's content) are a bore as are those which have
relevance only in the context of the scenario. That so
much explanatory material was necessary shows that the
subject was not known enough to justify the effort. On
the contrary, this opera won't work in Argentina because
ton much is known of Eva. These simplistic notions of
the woman are first grade history there. If you are interd
ested in following along go to the inside back cover of
the enclosed booklet for the best guide. The perform-
ances and production are good but, not worth the effort.
"On This Night of Thousand Stars'' is the only real song.
"Santa Evita' is pretty.)

(Good albums which are not progressive, yet hold some
interest for progressive audiences.)

The third track on each
side points to their maturity.)

Count Basie/BASIE JAM #2/Pablo 2310-786 (These jams
are cozy little affairs. They move at an easy gate and a
kind of dignity that only comes from the venerable. It
fills in the background nicely. )

purity enbhances the enjoyment of Benson's Lp. You can
view his quality music two different ways. Either it is
energized orchestral music or energy moderated by
sweetness, We take the latter position. )

Dave Brubeck Quartet/25th ANNIVERSARY REUNION/A&M
SP-714 (Along with The Modern Jazz Quartet, Brubeck's
group held up the cultured, sophisticated end of the jazz
coantinuum in the fifties. They were, and are, cool. This
live recording recaptures their delicate interplay. Notice
that in spite of the high brow approach the music feels
good.)

Jerry Butler /SUITE FOR THE SINGLE GIRL /Motown Mé6-
878S1 (It's completely pop production doesn't negate the
quality of the presentation, Recorded beautifully, the
worthy tunes are stroked by a drippingly sentimental
wand. )

Rupert Cobbett /A SENSITIVE CAT/Soul Deep DM 763 (The
element of restraint in the rhythm section inhibits the
whole recording. Cobbett is forced into a very limited
lounge-combo sound. Leaving out the credits for side-
men was insensitive, Write: Box 24356, Fort Lauderdale
Fla, 33307.) T

Duke Ellington/THE INTIMATE ELLINGTON /Pablo 2310-
787 (This is the kind of recording which fills in history.
It's an eclectic brew of out-takes and experiments which
we would rever have been privy to while Duke was alive.
For the collector, )

Capitol ST-11589 (Like disco-jazz. Repetitive rhythm
tracks tend to dominate as the melodies act more like a
tropical depression in the background. That relationship
of rhythm to melody puts them at the fringes. )

Ju-Par Universal Orchestra/MOODS & GROOVES/Ju-Par
JP6-1000151 (Sonically superior the Ju-Par Universal
Orchestra makes itself immediately appealing. Much of
the music has been sprinkled with pop dust but, there is
room for the unsqueezed. Try '""Chicago Calypso."
