Barry Miles & Co. /SKY TRAIN/RCA BGL 1-2200 ( Barry's 
music has a gentle intensity about it and a very educated 
air about it too.

Roadrnaster/Village VR-7601 ( Like the old Buick, this 
Roadmaster plays strident rock and roll. They are most 
arresting in their blues based attitude. Sonics are 
subpar. Write: 6325 Guilford Ave., Suite 3, Indianapolis, 
Ind. 46220.) 

Scorpions/VIRGIN KILLER/RCA PPL 1-4225 ( Power rock. 
Through a veil of intensity Scorpions shows a sensitivity 
to the ear. A few carefully placed ballads provide needed 
counterpoint. O.K.) 

Starz/VIOLATION/Capitol SW-11617 ( Starz never stops 
coming at you. But, it is not attack alone which makes 
them potent. Their arsenal includes decent rock and 
roll material. Harnessed energy.) 

Stretch/YOU CAN'T BEAT YOUR BRAIN FOR ENTER-
TAINMENT/Anchor AN- 2016 ( Stretch is a blues based 
band coming out of a fine English tradition. Their music 
is best when closest to the root. The Lp rarely re-
approaches the impact of its opening track.) 

Keith Sykes/THE WAY THAT I FEEL/Midland BKL 1-2246 
(Keith is one of those worthwhile artists who gets lost 
in the shuffle each year. His year was a long time ago. 
He returns with a very credible singer/songwriter Lp.) 

Bill Wilson/Bar-B-Q BRBQ 7 ( Count Bill Wilson as a 
notable balladeer. His songs investigate human inter-
relationships in a straight forward fashion. Nice 
melodies and understatement generally stimulate a 
pleasant response. Write: 114 S. Grant St. , Bloomington, 
Ind. 47401.) 

SATISFACTORY ALBUMS 
(Albums of acceptable quality, which, of themselves, 
require only secondary progressive radio consideration.) 

Johnny's Dance Band/Windsong BHL 1-2216 ( There is 
talent in this band which goes unrealized on this album. 
Inconsequential writing is a problem but, without a fully 
developed direction they have no chance. The production 
misses the point. Try "Take Me To the Party" and 
"Roll It Away" to get a sense of Johnny's Dance Band.) 

The Mark & Clark Band/DOUBLE TAKE/Columbia PC34498 
(This Ron Dante over- production takes the Seyrnours to 
a top 40 ear. It's the intensified delivery which is ap-
pealing, it dominates and doesn't respond to the music. 
Excess.) 

20th Century Steel Band/WARM HEART COLD STEEL/ 
Island ILPS 9464 ( Things are not totally right with the 
20th Century Steel Band. They are too often caught doing 
music unsuited to the limitations of steel drums. The 
arrangements seem too straight for the concept. ) 

UNDISTINGUISHED ALBUMS 
(In our opinion, below standard Lps except where noted. ) 

Jimmy Ponder/WHITE ROOM/ABC Impulse AS- 9327 
(A poor man's George Benson. Ponder is tentitive. 
White Room creates the illusion that the players had no 
idea what was to happen. Uninspired on every level.) 

FRINGE ALBUMS  
(Good albums which are not progressive, yet hold some 
interest for progressive audiences.) 

Ruby Andrews/GENUINE RUBY/ABC AB- 1002 ( Hidden in 
what is a nice pop album are two tracks which intensify. 
"A Change Is Gonna Come" and ''A Little Fixinl Up" are 
valuable tunes which deserve an ear.) 

William Bell/COMING BACK FOR MORE/Mercury SRM 
1-1146 (A better than average rhythm and blues balladeer 
William Bell remains vital because of the purity of his 
approach. He is not bound to the momentary fads of the 
day. Journeymen music. ) 

Norman Connors/ROMANTIC JOURNEY/Buddah BDS 5682 
(In a pop production of this quality it is often hard to 
find the real essence of the artist. Norman reveals 
himself most accurately in the last track of each side. 
How did he get Pharoah to play it so straight?) 

The Jack Daugherty Orchestra/CARMEL BY THE SEA/ 
Monterey MS 100 ( Beautifully recorded. Jack gets the 
most out of the big band formula. He uses R& B rhythms 
to update the sound as he softens the impact on top. 
Hip easy listening. )

The Faragher Brothers/FAMILY TIES/ABC AB-1009 
(At times Jimmy's voice sounds like a vintage 1965 
disc jockey. The Faragher Brothers delivery is real 
white bread enriched by some energy. It's bright and 
partially usable.) 

Elliott Fisher/IN THE LAND OF MAKE BELIEVE/Dobre 
1003 (A surprise. Fisher's electronic violin weaves 
through Benny Golson arrangements and comes up with 
a fairly contemporary sound.

Woody Herman/THE NEW THUNDERING HERD/RCA 
BGL 2-2203 ( Woody's Herds have always been potent. 
This Lp documents a tribute to the man and his ability 
to keep the big band a vital institution. Some of the 
section playing here is superb.) 

Bob James Four/CTI 7074 ( In the world of contemporary 
music we are used to hearing players stretching their 
abilities to the limits. Bob James' style is one of 
restraint, of holding back. Some of the craftiest back-
ground music ever is made by Hubert Laws, Eric Gale, 
Art Farmer, Steve Gadd and Gary King, ) 

Kind Hearts & English/A WISH FOR A SEASON/DJM 
DJLPA-5 ( With a resemblance in name and musical 
style to England Dan & John Ford Coley, K. H.& E. 
moves out to the fringes. Hip-MOR is a good designation 
for both groups. "Wake In the Morning" finds a groove.) 

John Lodge/NATURAL AVENUE/London PS 683 ( Capable 
of extraordinary melody writing the members of the 
former Moody Blues seem incapable to existing in a 
world without sweets. Beautiful but too luscious. Both 
the title tune and the reprise of " Children of Rock ' n' 
Roll" add punch to the bottom. ) 

Pezband/Passport PP 98021 (" File under pop vocal," is 
on the cover. The Pezband derives from 1964 Beatles 
which ain't bad, except that today the sound is some-
what kiddish. Twelve ditties fill out an album. They 
should pay royalties.) 

Pleasure/JOYOUS/Fantasy F-9526 ( They win respect by 
opening with an advanced saxophone blow which evolves 
into a good song. Pleasure fades, however, with a 
succession of disco copies and lyrically deprived songs. 
Playing is the one consistently strong element. Try the 
last track too.) 

Ray Price & The Cherokee Cowboys/REUNITED/ABC-Dot 
DO- 2073 ( Instead of the MOR-country which was ex-
pected, Ray serves up a country- folk album that's 
sayint something. "While I was reaching for her body, 
she was reaching for my soul." Ray provides some 
useful musical moments.) 

Sunbear/Soul Train BUL 1-2105 ( Lyric immaturity holds 
back a superfine instrumental track of some sophisti-
cation. It's hot, jazzy and creative. The vocals should 
be dropped because they express little, weakening the 
project.) 

Tribe/DEDICATION/Farr FL 1003 (A concoction of stray 
ideas, all with an R&B touch. Tribe doesn't come off 
as a unit. Just look at the number of arrangers and 
producers to see the impossibility of it all. A fine open-
ing song and a fine instrumental called " Baby Feet" and 
a fine disco thing called "Celebrate Your Love" demon-
strate the group's artistic elasticity and the group's 
problem.) 

Twiggy/PLEASE GET MY NAME RIGHT/Mercury SRM 
1-1138 ( The title would have been more appropriate had 
it said, " Please Take Me Seriously, " because Twiggy 
is a talented artist who's got it in the grooves. This Lp 
leans pop but, has undeniable moments of quality.) 

Vitamin E/SHARING/Buddah BDS 5690 ( This Norman 
Connors production falls into the pop R&B category 
which tends to disqualify itself for our purposes. Two 
tracks are notable however; one is the bluesy " Back 
Here Again" and the other is the Slyish "Snake Woman. ') 

Dexter Wansel/WHAT THE WORLD IS COMING TO/ 
Philadelphia International PZ 34487 ( Again in the context 
of a well made pop album a few tracks maintain a pro-
gressive integrity. Dexter's try at reggae "Going Back 
To Kingston Town" and the fusionist "Ode Infinitum" 
stand out here.)

Itzhak Perlman & John Williams/DUOS FOR VIOLIN & 
GUITAR/Columbia M34508 ( Using mostly pieces by 
Paganini, Perlman and Williams tend toward the sedate. 
Paganini was considered a madman by some and his 
music can burn with the fire of the devil. Sort of nine-
teenth century rock and roll, but not here.) 

Rick Ruskin/THE SIX STRING CONSPIRACY/Takoma 
C-1057 (A skilled performance. Rick uses a very econ-
omical style, he doesn't dazzle you with finger work. He 
depends on the purity of his playing. Subtle.)

Art Tatum/THE TATUM SOLO MASTERPIECES VOL. 4 
THROUGH 8/Pablo 2310 789, 90, 1,2,3 ( The difference 
between Art Tatum's solos and those of both Chick Corea 
and Keith Jarrett is that Tatum starts with Tin Pan 
Alley tunes. Corea and Jarrett start with thin air. Of 
course, Art Tatum is the acknowledged father of modern 
piano style, including that which is used by Messrs. 
Corea and Jarrett. That single invention is all of the 
great leaping one could ask for in a lifetime. These 
recordings are Lovely.) 

Fred Tompkins/SOM_ESVILLE /Festival 9002 ( Tornplins' 
jazz on the avant side is not totally jazz if you require 
improvisation in your definition. Fred is a composer and 
the interesting music on his Lp is all written in spite of 
its air of freedom. Elvin Jones and David Liebman 
participate to entice you. Sonic quality is fair. Available 
through New Music Distribution Service, 6 West 9th St., 
N. Y., N. Y. 10025. ) 

Thijs Van Leer/INTROSPECTION 2/Columbia M 34510 
(Van Leer generates a lovely, straight classical Lp. It 
is neither a fusion or a stretch into the avant garde. 
Pleasant. )

Casablanca NBLP 7052 ( The first of what has to be a 
spate of Jimmy Carter parodies turns out to be enter-
taining. It is dcne in small chunks making radio 
application fairly easy.

CONCEPTS 
ON FINISHING THE FORMAT - I  

It is disappointing to note that not too many progressive 
stations recognize the importance of news and public 
affairs as essential elements of a format. Relatively few 
stations extend themselves in these areas, they are the 
last to be budgeted. 

We argue for a serious effort in these directions not for 
some idealistic, old-time, hippy reasons, not for some 
underground radio reason and not to please the FCC. In 
fact, the FCC is the last reason to be working in these 
areas. The level of news and public affairs of which we 
speak is far beyond any percentages a station might com-
mit itself to. Our feeling is that this programming, if 
done well, should so much be an integral part of the 
total approach of the station that ferretting it out on a 
percentage basis would be difficult. 

Our real reason for suggesting such an approach is strictl\ 
a commercial, success- oriented radio reason. It is for 
a station to develop the strongest possible identity in its 
market. With music formats in an ever tightening spiral, 
hence, a narrowing station to station musical identity, 
this idea becomes more important. 

Even the greediest of commercial television networks 
manages a Sixty Minutes or a Face the Nation or special 
white papers or a Weekend. All are entertainingly pre-
sented information programs. They give their networks 
both programming credibility and revenue, the ideal 

combination.
