Air Supply/LOVE & OTHER BRUISES/Columbia JC 35047 
(Good enough writing suffers from very little style in the 
presentation. So the album turns out to be competent 
but, bland. Creative arrangements or great songs could 
have enhanced it.) 

Cher & Gregg Allman/ALLMAN AND WOMAN/Warner 

Bros. BSK 3120 (Cher is a super singer and Gregg is a 
super rock ' n' roller. The ideal album would have given 
that voice room to move in thoroughly rockin' context. 
That begins to happen. However, there is an attempt to 
keep Cher's T. V. audience happy too. And the two audi-
ences are incpmpatible. But, isn't that the story of their 
whole relationship?) 

America/LIVE/Warner Bros. BSK 3136 (America's live 
work has haunted them from the beginning. They couldn't 
do on stage what they were able to do in the studio. This 
Lp represents not only their best material, but also, 
their best performances. Augmented by George Martin's 
arranging and extra players,they get it off.) 

Blood, Sweat & Tears/BRAND NEW DAY/ABC AB-1015 
(Since the second album, B. S. &T. has been fighting an 
uphill battle. One aspect of it was against over- exposure 
and the other was against the material they used. Mater-
ial inadequacy was the single most important force in the 
band's slide. This album boasts some of the best material 
they've recorded in years. And that is because they went 
to outside writers. History would be different had that 
been done years ago.) 

Martin Carthy/CROWN OF HORN/Rounder 3019 (Previously 
reviewed as an import. Just his guitar and voice paint 
pictures of ar old England of charm and grace. Though he 
works in the narrow space of traditional music his per-
formances make it usable in a broader cortext.) 

Martin Carthy/SWEET WFVELSFIELD/Rounder 3020 
(Previously reviewed as an import. Carthy performs 
traditional folk music commandingly. He delivers his 
message armed with only voice and guitar.) 

Eric Clapton/SLOWHAND/RSO RS l-3030 (Slowhand  is a 
comfortable album. An easy flow presents good songs. 
Eric's partial singing is O.K. in this context. Enjoyable 
without being a monument.) 

Detective/IT TAKES ONE TO KNOW ONE/Swan Song 
SS 8504 ( It takes one to get your chops. Though their 
second album may not have a high point like the first 
Lp's "Grim Reaper," it is a much more consistent, 

surefooted album. Detective rejuvenates the power band 
formula.) 

The Dillards /VS. THE INCREDIBLE L.A. TIME MACHINE! 
Flying Fish FF 040 (Rodney is the single Dillard brother 
remaining and he has changed the complexion of the band. 
Their easy rcckin' style is pleasant but, nothing like the 
pickini of the old days. Nice tunes keep it moving.) 

Emerson, Lake & Palmer/WORKS VOLUME 2/Atlantic 
SD 19147 ( Do you remember when John Lernon said that 
the Beatles had really already broken up by the time they 
recorded Abbey Road? He said that Abbey Road was 
actually each member taking a turn leading the others 
and not the Beatles as a working entity. This E. L. & P. 
album recalls Lennon's after- the- fact statement. Even 
Works 1 had purpose in its organization. Works  

doesn't have that unity. Musically it has points of inter-
est in spite of the fact that it is not an album.) 

MERIT ALBUMS CONTINUED  

Flashman/Vanguard VSD - 79403 ( Without a guitar the 
Flashrnan trio is underpowered. Their style is similar 
to E.L. & P. and Yes, though they sound anemic by 
comparison. The music is intended to be majestic but,it 
doesn't quite have the internal fortitude. Still, these 
reservations don't make the music bad. Good songs 
maintain interest with or without reservations.) 

Dave Grusin /ONE OF A KIND/Polydor PD 1-6118 ( Grusin 
is an arranger, that predicts certain things about any 
Lp under his name. Here the setting is an airy contemp-
orary jazz feel done in an elegant manner. The melodies 
are pleasant but, innocuous. Hence, the one sour point 
attached to the effort is that Dave's tunes raise no neck 
hairs.) 

Annie Haslam/ANNIE IN WONDERLAND/Sire SR 6046 
(A celebration of Annie's voice. Notable is the compat-

ability of the song choices with the haunting Haslam 
sound. Roy Wood's presence is felt throughout the pro-
duction. The best kind of M. O.R. ) 

Priscilla Herdman/THE WATER LILY / Philo PH 1014 
(The imagery in this Lp's title seems particularly ap-
propriate. Priscilla Herdman's voice is purity person-
ified. A folk singer, in the classic sense, she sings 
lovely, round songs mostly from Australia.) 

Bob James/HEADS/Columbia-Tappan Zee SC 34896 
(In all of James' albums the emphasis seems misplaced. 
All of the effort seems focused on skill; engineering skill 
to get quality sound, playing and arranging skill to im-
press the listener. The problem is that inspiration, the 
soul of music, is left out. The tunes are treated as a 
mere means to the technical end. Perfectly made but, 
somewhat empty. His music permits the listener to 
remain objective.) 

David Earle Johnson/TIME IS FREE/Vanguard VSD-79401 
(Time Is Free every place but, in the studio and in 
broadcasting. Here David Earle, a percussionist, works 
with Jan Hammer. The pieces they turn out are driven 
more by rhythm than by spirit/melody. Hot and crafted, 
the Lp lacks only that spirit.) 

Albert King/THE PENCH/Stax STX 4101 (This recording 
goes back a few years but, its largely unissued contents 
ring with a blues truth today. It defines the point at 
which blues and rhythm ' n' blues meet. Solid.) 

Paula Lockheart With Peter Ecklund/Flying Fish FF 045 
(Paula and Peter just begin to establish the mood which 
they are attempting. The scene is a pre-war, uptown 
saloon. They get close. Good tunes and mediocre sound 
quality make it a good try but, not more.) 

Robert Jr. Lockwood/DOES 12/Trix 3317 ( Because Lock-
wood chooses to play an electric twelve string guitar, 
in what is essentially a blues setting, he distinguishes 
himself. The texture of his music is different. His blues 
with a twist requires a listener adjustment. A fresh 
idea. Write: Drawer AB, Rosendale, N.Y. 12472.) 

Masekela/YOU TOLD YOUR MAMA... /Casablanca NBLP 

7079 ( Hugh Masekela's musical identity is in a state of 
flux. He is a great and forceful talent, however, so 
whatever he happens to be doing reflects brightly. Here 
an Afro-Cuban jazz setting hosts the song format, He 
has lots to say about the world from a rarely heard 
African perspective. Melodically pleasing.) 

Mike Matos/IT'S NO LAUGHING MATTER/Free Form 
NL-1010 ( It is a bright production sound and a crisply 
performed set which saves some mediocre writing. 
Sometimes it is a solo break which takes off, less often 
it is a good tune. Try "Put Something In" and "You Can 
Fill Your Eyes,." Write: 1817 Oxmoor Rd., Birmingham, 
Ala. 35209.) 

Les McCann/LIVE AT THE ROXY/.A BC Impulse AS-9333 
(Fair sound quality captures what turns out to be a 

raucous, funky, jazzy set. Les McCann has long been a 
top notch performer and he shines in that regard here. 
Fun.) 

Augie Meyers/FINALLY IN LIGHTS/The Texas Re- Cord 

Co. TRC 1005 ( It is damn hard to maintain a good mental 
depression when Augie's organic fun is spinning. Only 

the vocals are below standard, however, it sounds more 
like a technical problem than a human one. Good music. 
Write: Box 19, Bulverde, Tex. 78163.) 

John Nicholas & Friends/TOO MANY BAD HABITS/Blind 
Pig BP 004-77 (A fine bluesman, John Nicholas touches 
all of the blues bases, some rural, some urban, it is 
all here. And it is all done with the skill of a real afic-
ionado. Move over Cooder and Bromberg. Write: 208 
S. First St., Ann Arbor, Mich. 48103.) 

Johnny Paycheck/TAKE THIS JOB & SHOVE IT/Epic KE 
35045 ( Country rock can be arrived at from either the 
country or the rock direction. Paycheck's new album 
comes toward it from the country side. It features his 
big baritone and his well choosen songs. It is further 
marked by an absence of Nashville's standard M.O. R. 
trappings.) 
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MERIT ALBUMS CONTINUED 

The Pointer Sisters/HAVING A PARTY/ABC-Blue Thumb 
BT- 6023 (Successful career engineering has moved The 
Pointer Sisters out of that dead-ended, stylized 30's-40' s-
50's concept. Having A Party is a party. It heats up the 
rhythm and blues genre. Of course, the singing is top 
drawer. The rhythm is also notable, as is characteristic 
of all David Rubinson productions.) 

Billy Preston/A WHOLE NEW THING/A& M SP 5050 
(Billy's forte is creating a free flowing, funky rhythm 
feeling. His writing, with a few notable exceptions, has 
been functional enough to get by. That relationship 
doesn't change in Whole New Thing.) 

Queen/NEWS OF THE WORLD/Elektra 6E-112 ( With Queen 
the critical question pivots around the drama vs. quality 
material axis. How much is the drama a cover for 
merely adequate writing. This album, more than recent 
ones, seems to rely on good songs. Side two thrives on 
variation.) 

Ramones/ROCKET TO RUSSIA/Sire SR 6042 ( Their first 
album seemed to pander, flagrantly, to the childish. 
Rocket To Russia changes character slightly,enough to 
find new acceptance here. Their writing remains con-
sistently rock strong.) 

Billy Joe Shaver /GYPSY BOY/Capricorn CPN 0192 
(Gypsy Boy is a well balanced album of crafty songs, 
both original and chosen, and quality performances by 
many luminaries. A quietly consistent flow builds an 
album of subtle dignity.) 

Margaret Singana/TRIBAL FENCE/Casablanca NBLP7082 
(Margaret's dynamism is similar to that of Vangelis. 
Side one, especially, projects the biggness associated 
with his work. Truly on a tribal fence, side two blends 
African traditional music with a Western presentation 
for great effect. Though poppish, Margaret Singana is 
too good to be ignored, especially on the selected less 
pop tracks.) 

Trouble/United Artists UALA 817-G (A thick cloud of hard 
rock music adds up to this kind of Trouble. Aggressive 
and consistent, they are convincing but, not intimidating.) 

War/GALAXY/MCA 3030 ( The feeling is always right when 
War plays music. However, on most of their Lps a song 
or two jumps out. While Galaxy is entirely enjoyable, the 
great grabber in the sky seems absent. ) 

Hank Williams, Jr. /THE NEW SOUTH/Warner Bros. BS 
3127 (A WayIon Jennings co- production implies that Hank 
Williams, Jr. might move to the left on this album. The 
inference turns out to be quite correct as his twang rocks 
out. Good songs, chosen and original, keep it honest.) 

Gary Wright/TOUCH & GONE/Warner Bros. BSK 3137 
(Touch & Gone impresses the listener with its consist-
ency. First, in the quality of the writing and second in it 
musical unity. Part of that uniformity derives from the 
all keyboard format. But, that exclusivity causes a 
problem which is not solved. Gary doesn't find a way to 
replace the textures a guitar would give to the music.) 

SATISFA CTORY ALBUMS  
(Albums of acceptable quality, which, of themselves, 
require only secondary progressive radio consideration.) 

Joe Pass /GUITAR INTERLUDES/Discovery 100 (Side one 
is comprised mostly of short, original guitar solo pieces 
They are rather understated. By our standards they 
would be rated special programming. Side two is differ-
ent. It features a jazz combo and female voices doing the 
mediocre songs of Irwin Rosman. Nothing distinguishes 
this anemic package beyond Joe Pass' playing. Write: 
Box 36553, Los Angeles, Ca, 90036.) 

Frederick Michael St. Jude/HERE AM I/Soul Deep DM 775 
(An unusual album in that there is nothing to praise and 
nothing to come down on either. St. Jude's writing is 
average, his baritone voice is powerful (though it knows 
no nuance) and the playing supports the whole thing. 
Maybe the missing element is any sense of creativity. In 
the end there is nothing to distinguish this record. Write 
Box 24356, Ft. Lauderdale, Fla. 33307.) 

FRINGE ALBUMS  
(Good albums which are not progressive, yet hold some 
interest for progressive audiences.) 

Ray Bryant/LIVE MONTEUX '77/Pablo 2308 201 ( Bryant 
puts an appealing syncopation into his soloing which 
enlivens even old tunes. From "Take The A Train" to 
"St. Louis Blues" he gives the old work horses life.) 

Benny Carter/LIVE-MONTREUX '77/Pablo 2308 204 
(Old standards provide the settings as Benny and crew 
glide through an easy performance. The thing that is 
scary about the choice of music is that it implies the 
musicians haven't listened to anything new in 25 years. 
Supposedly hip jazz men are caught playing corny tunes. 
Fine for what it is.) 

FRINGE ALBUMS CONTINUED 

The Jimmy Castor Bunch/MAXIMUM STIMULATION/ 
Atlantic SD 19lll (You think of hot rhythm tomes when 
Jimmy Castor is mentioned. Those kinds of limited 
tracks do dominate this Lp but, a track like " Magnolia" 
is undeniably whole. Also, there is a tune called "Equal 
People" on side one which if done by a Scotish band 
would get airplay.) 

Rupert Cobbett/PEACEFUL MORNING/Soul Deep DM 776 
(A musical cruise with Rupert Cobbett yields nothing 
new. Yet it is satisfying for its easy flow. He is a fun 
lounge act.) 

Eddie "Lockjaw" Davis/LIVE - MONTREUX '77/Pablo 
2308 214 ( Here the rough edged tone of Eddie's saxophone 
is augmented by Oscar Peterson, Ray Brown and Jimmy 
Smith. His tunes come from tin pan alley but, they are 
not the cliches. Enjoyable.) 

John Denver/I WANT TO LIVE/RCA AFL 1-2521 (Under-
neath the Lee Holdridge strings and the lush harmonies 
is the folksinger of 5 or 6 years ago. That he has moved 
out to stud is what he wanted - better him than someone 

less rooted.) 
Neil Diamond/I'M GLAD YOU'RE HERE... / Col. JC34990 

(One of the positive affects of recent rock music is that 
it has forced a higher level of pop music. Neil Diamond's 
album is an example of the hip M. O. R. which has re-
sulted. Beautiful for what it is.) 

Kenny Drew-Niels-Henning Orsted Pedersen /DUO 2/Inner 
City 2010 ( Piano and bass duos leave no room for the 
participants to hide. Both must contribute. Here that is 
not a problem. The music, though on the solemn side, 
is notably polished and refined. Understatement.) 

The Emotions/SUNSHINE/Stax STX-4100 ( Recent hits are 
no surprise coming from this group. Here are tracks 
from 1975 and The Emotions clearly demonstrate an 
undeniable talent. Lots of these good songs have never 
been released until now. " Innocent" is possible. ) 

Ella Fitzgerald/LIVE - MONTREUX '77/Pablo 2308 206 
(How many times has Ella sung these songs') Vocally, 
she isn't what she once was, but, her singular style 
keeps some of the old vitality. And the audience loved 
her.) 

Tommy Flanagan 3/LIVE - MONTREUX ' 77/Pablo 2308 
202 ( Flanagan, who is normally heard backing Ella, is 
an eloquent practitioner. His music is drawn from an 
impressive jazz catalog. Numbers by Charlie Parker, 
Dizzy and Ellington show his taste too.) 

Dexter Gordon/SOPHISTICATED GIANT/Columbia JC 
34989 ( Sophisticated is the best word to describe this Lp. 
Slide Hampton's big band arranging stacks up with 
Ellington - Strayhorn charts easily. However, without 
demeaning an elegant Lp, it must be said that the total 
impression approaches what is currently called M. O. R. 
That is because many of these textures have been ab-
sorbed into the popular idiom. Still, Sophisticated Giant 
elevates us all, including Dexter Gordon.) 

Merle Haggard/MY FAREWELL TO ELVIS/MCA 2314 
(The critical reality here is that Merle can't cut it when 

singing Elvis' material. His presentation is watered 
down by comparison, which graphically demonstrates 
the Presley power. "That's All Right Mama" seems to 
work best.) 

Nellie Jackson/FEELIN' BITCHY/Spring SP 1-6715 
(Especially on side 2, there are songs which are not 
only well written but, which are also produced with little 
excess. Millie is an impressive singer when the right 
setting is provided.) 

Rob McConnell & The Boss Brass/BIG BAND JAZZ/ 
Umbrella UMB-DD4 ( Unfortunately, this new wave 
recording (direct to disc) features an almost anachron-
istic musical form (big band jazz.) The charts are 
carefully written, and the playing is all good but, those 
things aren't as important as the sonic quality. It is 
another case of misplaced emphasis. Write: Audio 
Technica, Fairlawn, Ohio.) 

Jimmy McGriff/TAILGUNNER/Lester Radio LRC 9316 
(Venerable Jimmy McGriff is a masterful lounge organ-
ist. He heats it up only rarely. " Bullfrog" is the track 
which breaks up the easy groove. Distributed by T. K.) 

Ken McIntyre/OPEN HORIZON/Inner City 2049 ( Ken shows 
some adventure. He comes at you from a mainstream 
stance but, has a way of moving you to the outside by 
winding a note around in the air, especially when playing 
the bassoon. Still he focuses inside.) 

New York Jazz Quartet/SURGE/Inner City 30ll (Frank 
Wess and Roland Hanna front N. Y.J. Q. The group is 

mild-mannered, working in a sophisticated, mainstream 
mode. Hanna is especially musical when he solos. 
Enjoyable throughout. ) 

The Players Association/BORN TO DANCE/Vanguard 

VSD 79398 ( The Lp title tells the story of the album. 

Chris Hills moves to the disco with a lively, jazzy dance 
record. Some nice solos stick out but, in general, the 
melody is an adjunct to the flow.)

Bruce Roberts/Elektra 7E-1119 ( Bruce Roberts is a senti-
mental singer/songwriter. His songs drip with the 
emotions of broken off affairs.

(Mild-mannered jazzy rhythms lay in the background as 
only an occasional solo draws listener attention. Eddie 
Daniels steps out. Lonnie Smith wrote none of the tunes 
and got no musician credit. Why is his name on the 
cover? Distributed by T. K.) 

Paul Smith/HEAVY JAZZ - VOL. 2/Outstanding 011 ( Ray 
Brown and Louis Bell son provide the grooved rhythm 
which permits Paul to heat it up at will. The tin pan alleY 
selections and the light touch midigate against the title 
Heavy Jazz but, not the quality of what they are doing.

King Sporty/MR. RHYTHM/Konduko 100001 If funky rhythm 
is appealing to you King Sporty has some. Lyrics and 
melodies are adequate but, second class elements in 
this hot brew.

Joe Thomas/HERE I COME/Lester Radio LRC 9318 (A 
funky jazz rhythm sets the tone for the easy solos which 
lay on top.

  CONCEPTS 
CURB YOUR DOGMK 

Last issue's Concepts dealt with what we percieve as a 
notable difference in patterns of airplay between Top 40 
and progressive radio. The Top 40 record tends to grow 
slowly in intensity while the FM record tends to peak at 
the end of the first month and tail off more or less slowly 
from there. 

Those opposing patterns seem to be hold overs from the 
very beginning of progressive radio. Although it isn't the 
radical departure it once was, progressive radio's early irn-
prints seem to die slowly. 

Another of these imprinted habits which still exists and 
which defines a difference between Top 40 and progressive 
radio is album radio's lingering disrespect of the work of 
other programmers. In Top 40 radio music directors watet 
other stations' playlists very carefully to pick up trends 
on records. They develop a strong reliance on information 
developed by other programmers, people whom the have 

learned to respect. 

Our perception of progressive programmers, of all stripes, 
is that they trust their own instincts and have relatively 
little regard for the instincts of others. You just do not 
hear of one station's airplay influencing another station's 
play on say, a new artist. 

Oddest of all, is that we sense this in an era when audience 
research is the most dynamic area of progressive radio 
growth. 

It seems to us that every type of research, in stinct and 
magic ought to be used to program a radio station of any 
genre and that none of it ought to be used dogmatically. 
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
