1977 may 
mark the beginning of the next rock era, finally.

CONCEPTS 
THIS YEAR'S MOST SIGNIFICANT RECORDINGS  

(According to Us) 

David Bowie /LOW /RCA 
Chick Corea/MY SPANISH HEART/Polydor 

(Both David and Chick approached the highest form of 
mass art with their albums from the early part of 1977. 
For Bowie Low brought Ziggy and the Philly sound into 
a focused whole at the same time that it stepped into yet 
another state of musical being. We wrongly said in our 
review that Bowie had the power to draw his audience 
into the web of advanced music. Though he did pull many, 
it is plain that he had gone beyond where they were ready 

to go. 
Like Bowie, Chick Corea refuses to stop growing,testing 
and trying ideas. Both men will err because they are not 
travelling the safe path. But when they hit it, as Chick 
does in My Spanish Heart, it is a high like no other.) 

Elvis Costello/MY AIM IS TRUE/Columbia 
(Costello leads the way into the New Wave. His rooted-
ness cuts through barriers which other punkers would 
find insurmountable. They will now find the way made 
easier because of him. Finally, he represents the first 
fresh wind to blow through rock music in a decade. 
Though not a media invention,Elvis is a natural to be 
seized upon by the media.) 

Fleetwood Mac/RUMOURS/Warner Bros. 
(Fleetwood Mac did what is almost impossible to con-
ceive. They followed gigantic success with gigantic suc-
cess. Artists like Carole King, Don McLean, and Peter 
Frampton have not been able to pull off such a fete. 
Further, they have done it with little, if any, damage to 
to their credibility. They have sold millions of records 
with good music pressed into their grooves.) 

Grateful Dead/TERRAPIN STATION/Arista 
Crosby, Stills & Nash /CSN / Atlantic 

(Both of these albums prove an important point, that a 
great group cannot be counted out merely because it has 
not recently happened for them. Here, through force of 
will, two masterful albums have been released. Imagine 
the concession it must have been for The Dead to let in 
and listen to the advice of an outside producer. While 
for Crosby, Stills & Nash the personality clashes had 
to be sublimated. No simple task for anyone. The evi-
dence, in smooth fulfilling music, atests to their rrritual 
success in doing what they had to do.) 

THE RUNNERS-UP  

Leonard Cohen/DEATH OF A LADIES MAN/Warner Bros. 
(The point at which rock and roll and art converge. ) 

Eagles/HOTEL CALIFORNIA/Asylum
