BREAKS IN AT #1: Entering 
into the final leg of a successful 
U.S. tour, the Jam decided to

CHART ANALYSIS

While radio has accepted Eric Clapton's new effort across the board, the 

wars go on in the trenches. 

The battle for the South, which we have been reporting for a year, con-

tinues. A list of artists doing better on Southern radio than on radio 

elsewhere, includes: Journey, Pat Travers, Heart, Triumph and Boz Scaggs. 

By contrast, the list of records doing less well among Southern radio 

people includes: Marshall Tucker, Warren Zevon, and Grace Slick. The 

trade of Marshall Tucker's Southern rock for the rock of Journey is sig-

nificant. Note, however, that both Travers and Scaggs, while strong on 

the radio, are not overwhelming Southern record buyers. 

Other changes which haven't sunk in yet come out of the West. Linda 

Ronstadt's radio play is strong everywhere with some weakness in the 

Midwest. What hasn't been caught up to yet is her changing street ac-
ceptance. Her new sound is selling better in the Northeast and Midwest. 

This is the inverse of her standard pattern of strength in the South and 

West. 

Ronstadt's current Lp provides pointed evidence that there are regional 

differences which create tendencies toward one kind of music or another 

and which cannot be easily pushed aside. 

Another interesting but unexplained change in pattern occurs with the 

new Van Halen Lp. That band, which comes from San Francisco, has been 

strong on the West Coast. That's to be expected. This Lp, however, is 

getting its weakest radio response as well as its weakest street response 

from its presumed base of support 

By the way, the West has been the weakest area of support for Pink Floyd, 

all along and now, as the album begins to loosen its grip, it is the 

West which is crumbling fastest. 

As per usual, the Northeast contributes its special style to the big 

playlist in the sky. The region gives strength to the new Pete Townshend 

along with its regulars: The Clash, Squeeze, The Motors, Willie Nile. 

Whig) all goes to prove, that as things change the more they stay the 

same. It's still a struggle for radio to stay close to the street.
