The unit of light intensity is called the Foot
Candle. One Foot Candle (F.C.) equals amount
of light produced by a standard candle at a
distance of one foot.

The unit of quantity of luminous radiation
is called the Lumen. Lamp output is generally
rated in lumens.

Some lamps are rated in Spherical Candle-
power. One Spherical Candlepower equals 12:57
[Lumens.

Coefficients of Utilization (C.U.) give the
proportion of initial lamp lumens which reach the
work plane. The C.U. is therefore the over-all
efficiency factor of a lighting system.

Maintenance Factor (M.F.) expresses the
ratio between the average “in service” foot
candle level and the initial illumination value.
