for new stations; establishes priorities for TV-less and UHF-only com-

munities. 
A total of 70 UHF channels (between 470-890 megacycles) has been 

.1-,-igned in additinn to the 12 VHF clianneb, (between 54-216 megacycles) 
now in use. A complete list of the TV channel frequencies as well as the 
nationwide table of TV frequency assignments is included in this issue.
