Private Station Attracks 10% More Listeners

Kiel-based private radio station Radio
Schleswig Holstein is providing stiff
competition for public broadcasting
rival Norddeutscher Rundfunk in the
north of West Germany. Launched
July Ist this year, the music-only
service has already overtaken NDR's
three channels in terms of overall

New York- In an effort to streamline
RCA/Ariola’s European Operations,
Gregory Fischbach, President of
RCA/Ariola International, announced
major re-organisations and appoint
‘ments. In the new set-up, the Europe-
an Regional Office will be closed
down and all RCA/Ariola Chief
Exccutives in Europe outside Germa-
ny, Austria and Switzerland will
report directly to Fischbach. Execu-
tives in the GAS countries will
continue (o report to Monti Lueftner,
Chairman of Ariola RCA Musik. Joe
Kiener, Vice President International
A&R and marketing, will report
directly to Fischbach

Peter Jamieson follows the resig-

nation of Jack Davies and becomes
Chairman of RCA/Ariola in the UK
Jamieson joins RCA after 20 years
with EMI, most recently as md
UK/Eire for EMI Records. Bernard
Carbonez has been appointed Presi-
dent and Director General RCA/Ario
la in France. Most recently Carbonez
was md of RCA/Ariola in Belgium

Commenting on the strategic re-
organisations, Fischbach says: “To-
day’s actions are designed to offer a
greater degree of management respon-
sibility and authority to RCA/Ariola
Chief Executives in each country, a
flexibility they need in order to
respond in today’s highly competitive
market place.

A survey for the first two weeks of
August shows RSH with a rating of
41% among listeners aged 14-41, com-
pared with 40% for NDR 2, 13% for

Foreign Markets Key To Survival

Rome- At the Ist European Confer-
ence of Independent Video Producers
held September 12-14, representatives
from ten European countries includ-
ing Britain, West Germany, France,
Holland and Spain met to discuss the
problems and opportunities of Euro-
pean co-production and distribution.

Separate sessions were held on the
relationship between independent vi-
deo producers and national tv broad-
casters, on legal aspects of video and
music copyright, and on the current
state of Europe’s tv and video markets

Organized by Eurocreation, the
French agency for European projects,
the conference's main aim was to
come up with concrete ideas and pro-
posals for co-operative video produc-
tion on the European level. As Eu-
rocreation's director of projects Anne-
Marie Autissier explained however:
“In order to set up fruitful collabora-
tion in this area we must first analyse
each market in terms of its creative
potential and the copyright and neigh-
bouring rights problems  involving
audio-visual material. Only then can
these meetings become a true plat
form for a pan-European dialogue.”

The conference provided a useful
opportunity for independent pro-
ducers (o present their material and
put forvard their ideas for co-oper-
ation with national broadcasters, but
concrete suggestions as 1o how this
might be done were less easy to come
up with. The desire for European co-
production was clear, but there was
little agreement on how to go about it

Most speakers stressed the role of
the record companies. Vincent Lamy,
the former FR3 producer now head of
his own RIFF company, presented a
co-production made with the backing
of French company Barclay which he
said could compete successfully with
Anglo-Saxon material, but Jose Luis
Lozano of ISIS noted that in Spain:
“Most of the record companies don't
seem to be used to the idea of the
promotional value of the video clip.”
And he added: *"Without their invest-
ment we will never really be able to
deliver quality programmes that can
compete with the rest of Europe.*

If there are difficulties with-local
collaboration, the problems of Euro-
pean collaboration are even greater.
Music Box programme director Rob
Jones stated: “We would love to play
more music from continental Europe,
but sometimes it is simply not made
available to us. For instance the latest
video by French band Gold, a million
seller in France, was never cleared for
use.””

Jones nevertheless  emphasized
Music Box/Superchannel’s commit-
ment to Europe and urged indepen-
dent producers to come up with
material on their local bands. Britain's
long dominance of pop music had
tended to make it a little chauvinistic,

he admitted, adding: “In order to
change this we definitely need con-
tinental input, and that is where you
come in."

This invitation sparked a series of
complaints about the level of financ-
ing national networks and satellite
services like Music Box and Sky
Channel were prepared to come up
with. Longterm contracts were almost
unheard of, and in order to survive
most independent video production
companies had to undertake industrial
and commercial assignments as a
sideline. But Gudrun Kromrey of
Berlin's Stutenbaumer Video stressed
the importance of hanging on to
creative independence. “Productions
for industry may be essential to sur-
vive, but it is vital to have your own
ideas and develop your own individual
style of production.”

It was Dutch company ID Produc-
tions, one of the few with extensive
experience of pan-European tv. pro-
gramming, that came up with the most
viable suggestions for collaboration
Last year the company set up the pan-
European rock marathon "Europe A
Go-Go' as part of the EBU initiative
for the International Youth Year, and
at the conference ID Productions’
Marijke Klasema was able to present
detailed plans for a new project, the
*Pan-European Rock Show". She ask-
ed continental producers to submit
videos, live footage or interviews with
local bands and said that in return they
would get a fully-edited, trans-
mission-ready programme ~needing
only the insertion of a commentary in
the local language. Europe TV would
be the first outlet, but sales to national
broadcast channels were also possi-
ble, she said

Saturn celebrated its 25th anniversary
last week (September 27th). With
10,000 different titles, it is the biggest
compact disc store in the world and
there are 100,000 analogue records
and cassettes on the shelf. The video
department takes up 3000 square
metres and with its yearly turn-over of
$ 100 million it is the biggest store for
entertainment electronics and sound
carriers in the world

Founded in 1961 by Wilhelm and
Anny Waffenschmidt on a 120 square
metres, the record store quickly deve-
loped into one of the trendsctting

stores in Europe and in 1984 the store
was sold to the Tertia Management
Company in Cologne, which in turn is
part of the Kaufhof Department Store
chain which opened its other two
stores in Germany, one in Hannover
and one in Munich

The anniversary will be celebrated
with special customer activities in
Cologne until October Lith. Wilhelm
Waffenschmidt, the founder says:
“Saturn now, 25 years after we start

EEC Proposals At Brussels
TV Conference
Club De Brussels Meeting Mid October
by Cathy Inglis

Brussels- The future of the European
television industry will be discussed
ina two day conference in Brussels on
October 15-16, organised by the "Club
De Bruxelles”. Top representatives
from industry and television networks
will discuss EEC proposals concern-

comnected to the promotion and
financing of European telecommuni-
cations and electronics industries.

A debate entitled 'Is EEC legisla-
tion an essential prerequisite for tele-
vision without frontiers?” will kick off
the second day. Questions will be rais-
o :

ing the audio-visual inthe EEC.
The communication, advertising and
audi-visual industries and government
bodies will be represented and the de-
bates will be covered by a large
gathering of international press.

The first day of the conference will
concentrate on the industry and the
role of the EEC. In a debate entitled
*What s at stake for the European in-
dustry?, the strong and weak points of
the consumer electronics industry in
Europe will be explored, together
with the relationship between new
products and new services, and future
prospects for European companies in
the various sectors of the audio-visual
industry. The Japanese
conflict over High Definition Televi-
sion in the aftermath of the Dubrovnik
conference will be tackled, and fur-
ther debates include ones on cable and
satellite and on research programmes

tion, the controversial problem of
copyright, television advertising in
Europe and promoting an actual cul-
tural identity for Europe. The future
of multi-lingual channels and the rela-
tionship between state television bod-
ies and private international groups
will also be high on the agenda.

Speakers will be coming from as
far afield as the States and Japan, but
will mainly be Europeans. These in-
clude ao. Lord Cockfield, vice-
president EEC Commission, Michele
Cotta, president Haute Autorite de
I'Audiovisuel France, Patrick Cox, md
Sky Channel, Hans van der Werf,
president Europa TV Hilversum,
Massimo Fichera, md RAI in laly,
Silvio Berlusconi, president of Fin-
nivest, as well as representatives from
Philips, RTL and ABC.

Major UK Video Campaign
Aiming At Rental Market

The UK video industry’s biggest ever
promotional campaign gets under way
later this autumn, when the CBS/Fox,
Embassy and Medusa labels start
given away holiday discount vouchers
with every cassette rented.

Running from November to Janu-
ary 1987, the campaign is valued at up
to 90 million dollars. Robert Max-
well's Mirror Group Newspapers is
also involved, and besides offering its
own vouchers and saturation press

coverage will preside over a multi-
million dollar tv advertising blitz.

CBS/Fox chief Stewart Till des-
cribes the campaign, which will give
heavy renters savings of up t0 300 dol-
lars on 1987 package holidays, as
“massive incentive to encourage ren-
tals”. Only 30% of UK VCR owners
rent regularly, he adds. so this one
campaign could in theory increase the
rental market by as much as
two-thirds.

dent Jan Timmer has repeatedly em-
phasized corporate interest in building
a new publishing empire.

The DIM catalogue contains
14,000 titles, including pop classics
like 'Billy Don't Be A Hero, 'I'd Like
To Teach The World To Sing and
"Don’t Let The Sun Catch You Cry-
ing, plus the Lennon/McCartney
songs 'Please Please Me’ and 'Ask Me
Why’, and the Elton John material
which includes 150 John/Bernie
Taupin items.

PolyGram is also acquiring DIM
Records Lid., which holds 14 Elton
John albums made during the late
1960s and early 1970s. When the in-
tention of selling DJM was first con-
ceived, Dick James (the founder, who
died early this year) and his son
Stephen started the Dejamus group of

music companies and all new writers
and acquisitions have been signed 1o
the UK or US operations under that
logo.

In 1962, Dick James set up North-
ern Songs specifically to handle Len-
non & McCartney songs - the firm
‘was later bought by Associated Televi-
sion, and last year the Beatles' duo
‘material was bought by Michael Jack-
son. James built his second pop for-
tune when he signed the John/Taupin
team in 1967,

B In another major acquisition in
London, the Chrysalis Group has
‘bought Ensign, with its track record of
more than 30 hit singles and albums.
‘The label, founded by Nigel Grainge a
decade ago, achieved an average of
one Top 30 single o every three/four
releases. It had nine hit singles and
three major albums from Bob Gel-
dof's Boomtown Rats.
