Bob Pittman- veter- 
an of radio, broadcast and 
cable TV, and now Presi- 
dent/CEO of America 
Online Networks - has 
been named a featured 
speaker at the R &R Talk 
Radio Seminar '97, slat- 
ed for February 27 -March 
2 in Washington, DC. 

Ever since he began his 
career as a 15- year -old DJ 
in his native Mississippi, 
Pittman has been known as an in- 
novator of consumer marketing, 
with a background that also in- 
cludes theme parks and real estate. 

In the '70s, Pittman became one 
of the youngest people to program 
a New York station when he was 
appointed to WNBC/New York.

Drive Gaining 
More Backers 

Former Surgeon General C. 
Everett Koop is recommending 
that the FCC ban distilled spirits 
advertising on radio and televi- 
sion. But FCC Commissioner 
Rachelle Chong continues to 
counter that taking such an action 
would be out aline for the Com- 
mission. 

In a letter to FCC Chairman 
Reed Hunch, Koop backed a re- 
cent petition for rulemaking filed 
by the State of Alaska (R &R 
12/6). "The combined effect of 
television and hard liquor adver- 
tising will ... wield an untoward 
influence on our nation's youth 
and the millions of Americans 
who fight alcohol addiction," 
Koop wrote. "Please trust my 
knowledge and experience in 
evaluating the seriousness of the 
issue and merits of the petition."

Odyssey Rings NYC With Country Y107 

Smith stays on board as PD of `trimulcast' 
Odyssey Communications debuted two - thirds of a three- station Country 

"trimulcast" on December 5, when Alternative WRGX- FM/Briarcliff 
Manor (Westchester County), NY and newly acquired Oldies WZVU- 
FM/Long Branch, NJ kicked off the new format with Garth Brooks's 
-Friends In Low Places." WWHB- FM/Long Island - currently simul- 
casting Rock WNEW -FM/New York - is slated to join the Country 
club this week. All three stations are at 107.1 and will be known as Y107; 
new calls are expected for all three outlets. 

WRGX PD Darrin Smith has been named PD for the new Country trio, 
currently positioning itself as "New York and New Jersey's New Country, 
Y107" Odyssey VP/Programming Steve Blatter told R &R, "Darrin is a 
well- rounded broadcaster and a veteran of New York radio. He's really 
embraced country music since the day we decided to take these stations 
Country. He was born and raised here ... that's really important." 

Smith told R &R, "I' m thrilled to be able to program a format that will be 
exclusive in this market -a refreshing change from the crowded Alterna- 
tive field. I love the music and look forward to working with all the great 
talent in Country." 

Smith joined WRGX two and a half years ago as MD /air talent and was 
named PD six months ago. Prior to that, he worked at WDRE- FM/Long 
Island for three years and at WRCN -FM/Long Island for two years. 

Regarding the stations' coverage area, Blatter said, "Our signals match 
very well with where Country listeners live in the New York area. Tradi- 
tionally, Country does the best in New York's non -ethnic suburbs, and we'll 
cover the three main suburban areas of New York." 

Both Blatter and Odyssey President/CEO Mike Kakoyiannis have ties 
to New York Country. Kakoyannis was Exec. VP for Westwood One's 
radio station group when it owned WYNY/New York, and Blatter was 
WYNY's MD from 1988 -91. 

Blatter says Y107 will be focusing on music from the late '80s through 
today. However, he notes, "We have a lot of catching up to do, since a lot of 
the market's been without a Country station for almost a year." 

Meszaros To Manage WSB Radio Group 
By the end of this year, WATL -TV /Atlanta LSM David Meszaros will 

return to radio as Station Manager of crosstown Cox Radio's WSB Radio 
Group. He'll succeed Jim Prain, who recently left to become VP /GM of 
Cox/Tampa.

Westinghouse, Infinity Shareholders Give Nod To Merger 
Calling it a "stroke of genius" and predicting a "hell of a 

ride," Westinghouse Electric Corp. shareholders Tuesday 
(12/10) approved the merger with Infinity Broadcasting by 
a wide margin. Earlier in the day Infinity shareholders gave 
their approval to the deal. The merger was approved by the 
Department of Justice on November 12. It now must receive 
the FCC's blessing before it can close.

NAB Petitions To Block DARS Spectrum 
he NAB has filed a petition with the FCC recommend- 
ing that it auction half of the spectrum originally allocat- 

ed for satellite digital audio radio (DARS) for "flexible" wire- 
less services. 

Congress has specified that the 
Commission must auction off the 50 
MHz of spectrum. The FCC recently 
denied a pioneers preference to any 
of the four companies applying for a 

DARS license. Those companies will 

still have 25 MHz to fight over amongst 
themselves, but will be up against oth- 

er wireless competitors for the rest of 
the spectrum, including fixed, mobile, 

and radiolocation services. 
The NAB has long opposed any 

digital radio system that would com- 
pete with analog broadcasters. The 

spectrum in question includes the fre- 

quencies at 2305 -2320 MHz and 
2345 -2360 MHz. The spectrum from 
2320 -2345 would still be allocated 
solely for DARS use. Under interna- 
tional agreement, the spectrum from 
2305 -2310 cannot be used for 
DARS. 

The four DARS proponents have 
said they each require 12.5 MHz of 
spectrum to provide enough chan- 
nels to be profitable. Reply com- 
ments on the matter are due Decem- 
ber 16, 1996. 

were irate that Westinghouse 
Chairman/CEO Michael Jordan 
has "done nothing" to increase the 
beleaguered stock's value. Jordan 
said he expects "downward pres- 
sure on the stock will lift in the first 
quarter of next year. The clouded 
history of Westinghouse has been 
a difficult burden to overcome, but 
we have cleaned up the legacies 
of the past." 

Jordan, who is not a personal sup- 
porter of Infinity shock jock 
Howard Stern, said, "In this com- 
pany there's room for very diverse 
points of view." He did, however, 
stress that all of Westinghouse's tal- 
ent would follow FCC guidelines. 
"We believe, despite the controver- 
sy, we are in compliance," he said, 

alluding to Stern. 

As far as station formats go, Jor- 
dan said he is "satisfied" with the 
Infinity stations and sees no chang- 
es in the near future. 

The company recently agreed to 
split into two divisions: broadcasting 
and industrial. Westinghouse last 
month posted a smaller third- quarter 
loss in 1996 than last year. CBS Ra- 
dio posted a 52% profit increase. 
while Infinity's earnings were up 
57% over third- quarter 1995.

Newspaper/Radio Cross- Ownership 
Discussion Extended 
In response to a petition from law firm Haley, Bader & Potts, the FCC 
has extended the comment deadline on the proposed changes to its 

newspaper /radio cross -ownership waiver policy. 
The Commission extended the comment deadline to February 7, 1997 

because that date coincides with the deadline for comments on the pro- 
posed radio/television cross -ownership waiver policy. 

"Given the similarity of the issues ... we believe it is appropriate that 
they share the same comment and reply comment deadlines," the Corn- 
mission wrote. "This will enable interested parties to submit more com- 
plete comments regarding the interrelated issues raised by these sepa- 
rate proceedings." 

ARS Declares Dividend 
A merican Radio Systems Corp. (Nasdaq: AMRD) will pay a divi- 

dend of $17.50 per share on December 31 to each shareholder of 
record of its 7% convertible exchangeable preferred stock as of the close of 
business on December 13. The dividend equals $0.875 per depositary share.

seven -station swap with Gannett Co. (NYSE: GC!) in short order. The 
deal, announced in October (R &R 10/4), has Jacor trading its WTSP -TV/ 
Tampa for Gannett's KIIS -AM & FM/LosAngeles, KSDO -AM & KKBH- 
FM/San Diego, and WDAE -AM & WUSA -FM/Tampa. Gannett keeps 
the WUSA calls; WUSA -FM will be renamed WUKS -FM. Jacor picked up 

the television station when it acquired Citicasters earlier this year. 
CBS Radio (NYSE: WX) and SFX Broadcasting Inc. (Nasdaq: SFX- 

BA) have completed a swap of stations in Dallas and Houston. The deal, 
announced May 7, has CBS swapping its KKRW -FM /Houston for SFX's 
KRLD -AM/Dallas and the Texas State Networks. R &R values the swap 
at $70 million.
