-which includes mention of 
RFK-now omitted, shortening

Other labels coming out with, 
or already out with, material 
using the RFK name, also can 
be expected to refrain from do- 
ing so, temporarily or perman- 
ently. 

Many trade parties and film 
screenings, among other events, 
were called off last week in 
memorium. 

In the meantime, Gladys Shel- 
ley's song, "Peace and Har- 
mony," as recorded by Odetta 
on Verve has been getting in- 
creased play around the country 
because of its timely inspira- 
tional content. Even hard rock 
stations such as WABC in New 
York are playing the disk; and 
some stations are playing Hilde- 
garde's Spiral recording of the 
piece as well. 

Atlantic Ready For Sales 
Meetings in Three Cities 

Atlantic Records prepared 
this week for its semi-annual 
distributor sales meetings. The 
meetings are scheduled for 
June 14 in three cities, New 
York, St. Louis and Los An- 
geles, to be held simultane- 
ously with three different teams 
of Atlantic execs attending the 
different meetings. 

Atlantic will present a total 
of 35 albums at the convention, 
22 on Atlantic and 13 on Atco. 
They include all of the top ar- 
tists on the Atlantic and Atco 
labels. On Atlantic there are 
five new jazz albums, 14 new 
pop LP's and three gospel al- 
bums. On Atco there are 12 pop 
albums, plus a pop LP on the 
Pompeii label. It adds up to the 
strongest -largest LP release in 
Atlantic-Atco history. 

At the sales meetings in ad- 
dition to the presentation of 
new product, Atlantic will also 
introduce its new dealer and 
distributor sales aids, plus its 
new consumer ad program. 

The meetings are being held 
at the Warwick Hotel in New 
York, the Colony Hotel in St. 
Louis and the Beverly Hills Ho- 
tel in Los Angeles. On Thurs- 
day night, June 13, distribu- 
tors, distributor salesmen and 
promotion men attending the 
meetings will be greeted by At- 
lantic executives at the Atlan- 
tic hospitality suites in each ho- 
tel. The presentation of new At- 
lantic-Atco LP product will 
start at 9 on Friday morning, 
June 14, followed by a lunch- 
eon. 

On Friday- night Atlantic is 
hosting a dinner in each city 
for its distributors.

Buddah Convention 
A Week-end Wow 
Impressions Signing Revealed 

NEW YORK-Nine months, 
seven million singles, half a 
million LPs and three Top 10s 
later, Buddah Records held its 
first convention-and it was a 
wow. 

It began Friday night (7) 
with the delegates moving en 
masse to Carnegie Hall for the 
'premiere performance of the 
Kasenetz-Katz Singing Orches- 
tral Circus, e. 46 -men homogen- 
ization of eight rock groups fea- 
turing the 1910 Fruitgum Corn- 
pany, the Music Explosion and 
the Ohio Express. The concert 
was one of the biggest and 
boldest promotion coups ever. 
The audience-radiomen, pro- 
motion men, distributors, talent 
buyers, the national, teen and 
trade press-heard and saw 
probably the first "rock vaude- 
ville" show. 

A Unipak LP with aage 
booklet of program übtes, -a 

seven -minute shot on Sunday 
night's "Ed Sullivan Show" (9) 
and the reverberations of Car- 
negie Hall were great for 
openers. But the follow-up was 
just as powerful.
