Bob Fead on Indie Distribution

`Motivating Factor Is Salvation'
 NEW YORK - With inde-
pendent distribution undergo-
ing subtle and not -so -subtle
changes these days, Bob Fead,
A&M Vice President, whose label
is one of the biggest lines using
independent distribs, came up
to Record World last week to
report how he sees the changes.

Generally he noted that the
future of independent distribu-
torship is optimistic if not as-
sured.

"Right now," Fead said, "you
might say that the motivating
factor behind distributors is
their own salvation.

"I think that there is room
for at least two independent
distributors in every major
market, because the record
market will always be a hit
market, but the independent
distributor can no longer af-
ford to sit back and take or-
ders for the hit albums from
four or five major labels. He
has to start paying attention
to the small independent.

"Sure, the record business
has a lot of romance to it, but
the distributor has to get back
to the personal touch. If you
ask me, the way for the dis-
tributor to get his back
is to get back to the ABCs of
distribution. He really has to
start over again in a way. He
