ABC/Dunhill Gets 
Duke/Peacock 

LOS ANGELES-Jay Lasker, 
President of ABC/Dunhill Rec- 
ords, has announced the ac- 
quisition of Duke/Peacock Rec- 
ords, as well as three subsid- 
iary labels of that company, 
Back Beat, Sure Shot, and Song 
Bird. The procurement capped 
two months of negotiations 
with Don Robey, owner - 
founder of Duke/Peacock, a 
r&b/blues/gospel label. 

The Duke/Peacock acquisi- 
tion is a major step in the con- 
tinuing expansion of ABC/Dun- 
hill into r&b, blues and now 
gospel. The broadening of the 
company's interests was recent- 
ly marked by an unprecedented 
re -activation of the Bluesway 
catalogue. Bluesway, the first 
major label devoted specifically 
to recording and preserving the 
musical giants of modern blues, 
returned to the racks with al- 
bums by Ray Charles, B. B. 
King, John Lee Hooker and T - 
Bone Walker among others. 

In conjunction with current 
releases, steps are now being 
taken to reservice and distri- 
bute the complete Duke/Pea- 
cock catalogue. This action will 
make available numerous re -

LOS ANGELES - The prob- 
lem of piracy. The problem of 
returns, and complaints from 
all corners of the attendant 
profit squeeze. The doubtful 
future of independent distribu- 
tion. Manufacturers reprimand- 
ing retailers for excessive dis- 
counting, and retailers counter- 
ing that record companies 
ought better to raise their list 
prices. The chord changes were 
different, and some of the riffs 
got more emphasis this year 
than in years past. But the 
pulses beneath it all remained 
the same as approximately 1400 
retailers, rack jobbers, manu- 
facturers and distributors 
gathered here last week for the 
National Association of Re- 
cording Merchandisers' 15th 
annual convention. 

U.S.S.R. Copyright Decision Hailed 
By ALLEN LEVY 

a PARIS - In a far-reaching 
decision that will have a pro- 
found effect on the music in- 
dustry, the Soviet Union has 
announced that it will observe 
the copyrights on artistic 
works on non-Soviet citizens. 
Items covered will be books, 
music and movies created by 
non-Soviet citizens. In a letter 
sent to the U.N., Soviet Foreign 
Minister Andrei Gromyko ex- 
pressed Russia's desire to be- 
come part of the Universal 
Copyright Convention. The So- 
viets will become part of the 
copyright convention on May 
27, the 64th member state to 
do so. 

When contacted, the three 
composers rights organizations, 
ASCAP, BMI and SESAC all 
agreed that the Soviet Union's 
decision was a landmark for 
musical works. 

Stanley Adams, President of 
ASCAP stated, "We are very 
happy to know that in the fu- 
ture the rights of Russian and 
American composers and au- 
thors will be safeguarded in 
our respective countries and 
we are looking forward to 
many years of friendly rela- 
tions between ASCAP and the 

Union of Soviet Composers." 
Edward M. Cramer, Presi- 

dent of BMI commented, "On 
behalf of our 35,000 affiliated 
writers and publishers, BMI 
can express only the greatest 
enthusiasm on hearing reports 
that the Soviet Union will par- 
ticipate in the Universal Copy- 
right Convention. 
"As the world's largest music 
licensing organization, we wel- 
come this move. It will add to 
the free flow of music. Cer- 
tainly the knowledge we will 
receive from the Russian per- 
forming rights society will ef- 
fect a greater understanding 
of the musical tastes of the 
Russian people. 

"In turn, they will learn much 
about the aspirations, ambi- 
tions and philosophy of the 
United States as reflected in 
the music of its people." 

SESAC's Vice President in 
charge of international rela- 
tions W. F. Myers commented

NEW YORK - Columbia 
Records has announced a 
new policy concerning the 
use of its recording studios. 
Previously restricted to in- 
house productions, the stu- 
dios located in New York, 
Nashville, San Francisco and 
Chicago are now available 
to external producers. Co- 
lumbia feels that the policy 
shift will serve to make the 
studios more readily accessi- 
ble to a wider variety of 
musical projects. Coinciding 
with their policy decision, 
Columbia has also an- 
nounced the reduction of 
studio rates. 

Flack Gold 
NEW YORK - Roberta 

Flack's single, "Killing Me 
Softly With His Song" has been 
awarded the RIAA gold record 
award for sales of one million 
records. 

Piracy Raid 
In Queens 

QUEENS - Culminating a 
long investigation into the in- 
volvement of organized crime 
in the pirate stereo tape indus- 
try, Queens District Attorney 
Thomas J. Mackell announced 
the first group of raids on pi- 
rate tape distributors and re- 
tailers in Queens County. 

In a raid held under the di- 
rection of Assistant District 
Attorney Anthony V. Lombar- 
dino, Chief of the Organized 
Crime Rackets Bureau, and 
Chief Investigator, John Ma- 
honey, of the Queens District 
Attorney's Office, approximate- 
ly 10,000 bootleg tapes were 
seized which were copies of hit 
tapes of most of the major 
record manufacturers and 
which included many items pro- 
tected by Federal Copyright.

NEW YORK - The Robert 
Stigwood Group, Ltd. has an- 
nounced that its operations for 
the fiscal year ending Septem- 
ber 30, 1972 resulted in a group 
profit of $3,062,500 compared to 
$1,326,800 for the correspond- 
ing period which ended Septem- 
ber 30, 1971. 

The group profit after taxes 
for the year ending September 
30, 1972 was $1,661,100 com- 
pared to $719,200 for the year 
ending September 30, 1971.
