And while prerecorded
8-track tapes outsell cassettes,
blank cassettes far outsell 8-
tracks, sometimes by margins
of up to 20 cassettes to one 8-
track. And the brands stocked
run the gamut, from the high
end nationally advertised
names, to the low-end budget
*‘cheapie” brands.

The California Wherehouse
chain stocks Memorex blank
tape exclusively, with 45, 60,
90 and 120 minute cassettes; 60
and 80 minute 8-tracks, and
1200° and 1800’ reel to reels.
Tapes there sell very well, and
are stocked in glass cabinets
near the cash register. In addi-
tion, each store has signs
throughout advertising Memo-
rex tape.

Canadian Commission Issues

Proposals for FM Radio

By LARRY LeBLLANC

& In a lengthy, 18-page report
released on April 19, the
Canadian Radio - Television
Commission outlined proposals
for setting ‘“high standards”
on FM radio in Canada. Few
broadcasting areas were left
untouched in a document that
will see FM radio come under
motre detailed scrutiny than
ever before.

The proposals, the first de-
tailed report on FM program-
ming from the CRTC, will re-
sult in a public hearing this
fall. The final draft of the
policy will become part of
broadcasting law afterwards
and all FM stations will be
affected.

The major peint in the new
proposals is the unique posi-
tion of FM programming—as
an alternative to AM radio.
The report stated: “While AM
refines its ability to keep us in
touch with matters of immedi-
ate interest and relevance and
to provide us with the good
company of day-to-day con-
versation and comfortable
musiec, FM must try to predict

Edgar Winter Album,
Single Head for the Top

® NEW YORK — The Edgar

Winter Group’s Epic album,
“They Only Come Out at

Night,” has just been certified
gold by the RIAA, signifying
sales in excess of one million
dollars. The album is number
four with a bullet on Record
World’s charts, while the hit in-
strumental single “Franken-
stein” is now number two with
a bullet.

Asked about his reaction to
receiving his first gold album,
Edgar replied, “I never thought
as a kid that I'd be in a posi-
tion like that because I never
had any real desire to be fa-
mous. I always wanted to be in
the background and arrange
and compose. It’s a great thrill
for me. I seriously got into mu-
sic, it has been my dream to
have a gold record. To me, it
symbolizes the freedom to go on
and do better music because
once you're accepted. vou have
more latitude to move around
in”

The great success of the
single “Frankenstein” is a tre-
mendous surprise to many, in-
cluding Edgar. The tirst single
released  from the album,
“Round And Round” was a me-
lodic, country-flavored song that
gseemed much more natural for
a single hit. But the music busi-
ness has unpredictability as one
of its main characteristics.
“Frankenstein,” being an in-
strumental, defies the law of
averages against hit instru-

»

mental singles. In fact, Edgar

stated that when the album was
finished, he serioulsy considered
not putting “Frankenstein” on
the record.

“They Only Come Out at
Night” is Edgar’s fourth Epic

album, the others being
“Entrance,” ‘“Edgar Winter’s
White Trash” and “Road

Work,” a live album. The mem-
bers of the Edgar Winter Group
now are: Ronunie Montrose, lead
guitar; Chuck Ruff, drums; and
Dan Hartman, who plays bass
as well as writes many of the
songs for the group.

Even though the success of a
record is new to Edgar, he has
been playing music in clubs
since he was eleven, and his in-
terest was broad enough to en-
compass jazz as well as classi-
cal forms. Whereas at first Ed-
gar felt that “People were too
ignorant to understand good
music without training, and I
had very little respect for audi-
ences.” playving to large concert
crowds changed Edgar’s ideas.
and he now thoroughly enjoys
playing to and for his audi-
ences.

B Vhat does
someone who was once called the
Fifth Beatle, who not only cham-
pioned the new music and musi-
cal feroes back in the golden
sixties, popularized his
hip language, was nvolved in
every aspect of rock and roll
from its beyginnings and later
hysterical hoopla and is still
holding forth on WNBC radio in
New York and goes by the name
of Murray The Kk ?

o

Record World: What are vour
expect to stay with NBC?

Murray The K: My contract with NBC is up June 30th, and
they do not have an option. When I made the contract I wanted
to see just how happy I was going to be. One of the good things
is that they do not interfere with my program. I play what I want
to play, do what [ want to do from the creative standpoint, which
is based on thematic sets. So I'm happy with their awareness of
my being able to create the kind of show that I want. But I really
don’t know whether radio is necessary for me anyv more in its
present context.

RW: How do vou view radio today as compared to when you
first started?

Murray The K: I guess everything is relative to vour own
needs. There are two things which I look back on. One is the early
rock days in the sixties at WINS; they were exciting, the davs of
the Beatles, starting as a local jock and ending up as a national
jock., with the television and everything which spilled off. But
for me the most rewarding thing was the starting of FM in this
country. I hate to say this, but it wasn’t really the West Coast,
but really New York and WOR-FM. And Bob Smith gave me the
opportunity to start a whole new bag in radio. I created this new
format which was WOR-FM. That was very exciting and then I
was asked to go up to Canada and I started FM up there on
CHUM-FM in Toronto.

RW: What were the FM stations doing prior to this?

Murray The K: Well, WOR/FM wus just doing a simulecast
with the AM station and occasionally have some classical stuff as
CHUM/FM did in Toronto. Then when the FCC edict came down
about the separation of programming, I came in, and I felt that
radio was about 10 years behind the times in its presentation of
the music¢, and that’s how I got around to doing FM. We had to
start from: an absolutely zip audience, and it was so exciting to
see it grow and develop into something which had a whole new
form of its own.

RW: Do vou see a lack of excitement in radio todav?

Murray The K: No, but it's still a sleeping giant in certain
respects and they’re not doing too many new things. I think that
vou have to be more than a jock doing a format, you have to be
a personality. If the personality happens to be myself, I've al-
ready done all of the crazv talk, all of the gimmicks that I could
possibly do of the teeny-bop nature, the very soft-sell on FM, the
intellectual approach. I've tasted it all. It’s like sex, if you've
tasted everything, vou’ve had it all.

I fird that there is one thing that I'm doing now, sporadically,
but I'm doing it. I believe that a personality should become a
producer, the same way that a record producer is. I believe that
I should do a show, well, it's like doing a mix, because my whole
show is doing mixes. It’s using music for your rhetoric, whereby
the music is doing most of the talking, the conversation is just

future plans in radio? Do you

a frame of reference. Therefore I believe that doing radio can be
just as exciting ag doing a record album. Knowing what your ele-
ments are, bringing them all together, and creating something
that television can’t do. Creating a whole new frame of refer-
ence for the audience to listen to. Hearing music, but hearing it
from a different viewpoint, and hearing it used for a different
thing than just to listen to, and very subtly calling attention to
things that perhaps the listener never heard before. So if I
wanted to do anything it would be that, but on a day-to-day basis
it’s difficult. So I might want to continue as I am now, doing
14 hours a week, or perhaps specials.

RW: But doing specials that way, wouldn’t that require you
to do the programs live?

Murray The K: No, probably not. It may be that in the begin-
ning that I might need a live base to work from, but I don’t think
that’s necessary, if I can just lead down to the kind of programs
that I want to do. I think that they’re relevant and valid, particu-
larly on the weekends, when it’s not necessary for time, tempera-
ture and traffic, some of the services which are given by drive-
time jocks or even night-time jocks. Music has this fantastic
fusion, and we’re no longer regional. Evervbody knows what’s
happening in Nashville on the coast or Detroit. So it’s old think-
ing that you can’t have a national jock. I think that vou can start
to build a network of well-known personalities doing something
a little off the trodden path. And the public is aware enough of
the music, so vou can be entertaining. During the week, let the
format guys continue filling their important role, but let the guy
who believes in personality radio, who constantly wants to be a
pioneer, do weekends. That’s my only challenge in radio; I could
not do a regular radio show, where [ am told what to do.

RW: Were vou ever in that situation at all?

Murray The K: Twice, and I quit twice, on the air. Once was
with Drake and once at WINS, when I quit in 1965, and then
three months later they went all-news. So I just can’t do it. It’s
not that I'm a renegade, I'm very cognizant of a station’s respon-
sibility, of the license, and that you can’t run separate organiza-
tions. But we’ve seen that the old programs. the old music shows
the Jack Bennys, the Bob Hopes, they were performers, a variety
of entertainers. Well, if you are capable, and have been in the
business, I can’t look at myself as just a radio personality, be-
cause I started in show business when I was five. So I can’t relate
to just radio anymore. When I was talking all that crazy jive, that
was fine, it was valid at the time. but now I've learned and grown,
and even on my television show, I don’t have to come out and de
that jive anymore. I'm really serious about my music and where
it’s going. I do have a lot of fun with it, but on television now
I even put on a shirt and tie. I'm looking to present music and
people in a different way.

“Look at the Beatles, they were looked
at as a fad, they were laughed at.....
People forget that the Johnny Carsons
and the Paars make fun in the beginning
and then fall all over themselves to try
to meet them.”

RW: Is that the kind of program vou were taping?

Murray The K: It’s sort of an entertainment documentary. Not
so much from the fifties, although Paul Anka was on and he could
represent that time. You see I really cannot claim, even though
I was a jock then, any of the music happenings of the fifties. My

WTAR-Norfolk . . . J. J. Bowman, (formerly WGH) now on as
weekend announcer.

WHEB-Portsmouth . . . Howie Leonard. currently News & Pub-
lic Affairs Director and a 25 year broadcasting veteran is leav-
ing the industry to become the Executive Director of the Hamp-
ton Beach Chamber of Commerce.

time as Murray the K, the performer, happened in the sixties,
from 1959. So all of my close associations with people happened
after that. So the television show takes a look at the rockin’ soul
sixties, where we came from, where the fusion was, how we got
together, who were the superstars who made the music of the
sixties and shaped the music of the seventies. In the show I trace
back what each person in various categories did and contributed
to our music, like Otis Redding, Jim Morrison. I look at them as
people, and then take a second look at the sight and sounds of
rock. That’s what we’re doing, taking a second look and saying,
hey, where did we come from. But instead of doing it academi-
cally to show them, we just create the frame of reference from
that era, which is not that long ago. The main years of the early
and mid-sixties, the golden years of FM, of Dylan, the Beatles.
Going back to the fifties is fun, to the origins, but the growth
nationally didn’t really come until the sixties.

RW: Do you do something in a similar vein for your radio
shows?

“There are very few people in manage-
ment willing to take shots, and that’s
really terrible.”

Murray The K: Yes, my radio show is really a “Person to Per-
son” with music, where the music is the rhetoric and with the
mixes and how I get into it and into the people is something else.
When I don’t have the personalities, then it’s just thematic. It’s
trying to do things that I believe in, that haven’t been done be-
fore. That way when you can do something that hasn’t been done,
and you find a way to do it, it not only creates the challenge but
you want to work on it. I don’t want to do things anymore that

I’'ve done.

the public network that would

cover both its AM and FM
formats.
The CRTC also indicated

that it would lift licenses from
stations who put AM formats
onto FM or who run automated
backeround music on FM.

The commission also outlined
the types of musical program-
ming that should be played on
FM radio, strongly suggesting
that AM “hit” music should be
left in that medium. Announc-
ers, it was noted, should im-
part some information to the
listeners instead of just read-
ing off the title and artist of
the selection.

The CRTC also blasted sim-
ulcasting and “strident, irritat-
ing commercials” similar to
those on AM stations. Stations
will now have to submit copies
of their policies on commercials
along with their program
promises of performance and
ad policy changes will need
CRTC approval.

Community Programming
was given a big nod, the com-

WWW Aafretioeadrdiabiston.com

mission suggesting that com-
munity members and student
groups should have access to
FM airways. The CRTC intends
to encourge these groups to
apply for licenses. It will con-
sider ways to suggest financing
these applicants so they can
establish their own radio sta-
tions.

Some broadcasters are sur-
prised that the CRTC did not
impose a Canadian quota on FM
stations. No one guideline was
established. The commission
apparently felt that a CanCon
quota would restrict the vari-
ety of FM music the CRTC is
seeking. It did, however, indi-
cate it would give special pref-
erence to stations airing “ex-
tended musical works.”

After a year delay, the CRTC
has released a document which
effectively gives FM radio in
Canada a new image, and pos-
sibly, a new sound. That’s quite
a shock wave to broadcasters
who’ve been straining under
the CRT(’s current AM regu-
lations.

B HOLLYWOOD—I told-you-so-Dept.: In the
last quarter of 1972, 1 called attention to a
then-unknown tunesmith by the name of Jim
Weatherly, predicting that “everyone within
earshot” would soon be glomming on to his
tunes. That was in the fall, when RCA Records
put out his first album. In it was a song called
“Neither One Of Us (Wants To Be The First
To Say Goodbye).” According to Weatherly’s
publisher Larry Gordon, prez Rip/Keca Music,
there have been approximately a score of covers on the one tune
so far, including the monster version by Gladys Knight & the
Pips, wheh Joe Porter produced for Motown, a country version
by Bob Luman, A&R’d by Glenn Sutton for Epic, and others by
Johnny Mathis, Vikki Carr, Clint Holmes and Percy Faith, to
name a few. Another Gladys Knight/Pips version is going into
release this week (10) in England and tune is also being cut in
Japan, Germany, Australia and South America by various artists.
This month alone, according to Gordon, there are 17 Jim Weather-
lv ditties being cut by various artists around the U.S., including:
Johnny Russell, Anthony Armstrong Jones, Bill Anderson, O.B.
McClinton, Bob Luman, Wayne Newton, Nat Stuckey, Lynn Ander-
son, Dionne Warwicke, Gladys Knight & the Pips. Billy Joe Royal
and Steve Lawrence. As if all this weren’t enough, there’s a “Jim
Weatherly Songbook” due out in next 30 days, and they just
don’t do those things for lesser writers in this business. Gordon
recently concluded the print deal negotiations with Frank Hack-
inson, veepee of Screen Gems/Columbia Print Division.

B WASHINGTON, D.C.—Verve
recording artist Larry Nor-
man’s tour took him to the
Cellar Door in Washington (1)
where he performed material
from his album “Only Visiting
This Planet.”

“Without Love You
Are Nothing” is a good song,
as is “Why Should the Devil
Have All the Good Music.”
Norman has confidence in what
he’s doing, and is quite polish-
ed on stage, while his album
may tend to indicate a tendency
toward “Jesus” songs, he does
not come off in person as a
Jesus freak. If he appears in
your area, by all means see
him.

RW: Do you think that radio has fallen into the trap of repetition.

Murray The K: Yes, I think that it’s gotten terribly redundant.
And I'm delighted that we have the Wolfman Jacks and the Don
Imuses going out with very much the attitude that I had. Sort of
a renegade, and you have to be a renegade if you want to break
down the establishment barriers. I don’t equate it with the Pas-
teurs, Fords or the Edisons, but in any profession, if you’re go-
ing to do anything new, the world is going to be turning up their
noses at you, because they fear you. You have to break down
doors and people who are protecting their own jobs, by not want-
ing to take the chances. There are very few people in manage-
ment willing to take shots, and that’s really terrible. There are
two people in this world that I've got to give the greatest credit
to. One is Bob Smith, who was the general manager at WOR/AM,
who was ready, with all the growing pains of FM and free from
underground radio, and had the guts to stick with me. The other
guy is Pat Whitley at NBC, who had the guts to bring in an Imus
and stand the gaff of what he had to take. He brought me back
and gave me carte blanche. So he made a couple of good moves
there. But Pat too, is mired in a network radio system which is
25 years behind the times. So he has that to fight. I don’t have
to fight it, T can walk away from it, but Pat does have to fight
it, because that’s his home, his place. That’s why, come June 30th,
if I've got all of these interrupted things from the network, which
is completely incompatible with any kind of music show of any
nature, then why would I want to continue? If I know it’s wrong,
and I'm not doing it for the money, because I can make that
money someplace else.

RW: With radio’s direction today, do you see the possibility
of new personalities emerging?

Murray The K: I'd have to say yes, just because of the emer-
gence of Imus and Wolfman Jack. I’'m not that familiar with “The
Real” Don Steele, or Robert W. Morgan, but Imus and Wolfman
are outrageous but they’re real, definitive personalities. Any sta-
tion with a strong personality line-up, and I don’t mean a guy
who’s just going to rap all day, but someone who can make the
music come alive, people are ready for it. They know the musie,
they’re very sophisticated about all kinds of music. They know
what their tastes are, and they need someone strong enough to
lead them, very subtly. You can’t sell anybody music on the air,
but in the way you present it, you may have them take a second
look. If you can do that, then you have the power to communicate.
And that’s what I think a personality is, someone who can com-
municate in his own way. He'll make points that are not obvious,
he’ll create new music, new ways of presenting musice, new come-
dic things for people to laugh at, things to say, new languages
to talk. When you get down to what we’re doing, we try to com-
muicate in an entertaining way. And we, the communicators, try
to take music, which is merely listened to most of the time, and
all of a sudden lock them into it, get them to think about it; I've
got the greatest thing going for me on the air, that’s the audi-
ence’s imagination. That’s what I go for, your head, your mind.
your ability to imagine. Jocks on formatted stations who do a
competent job and very well, are nevertheless limited in their
scope, and as a result so are their gstations limited in their real
power. They're not trend-setters, they are followers. Anybody
who is a leader and takes the challenge, will get a lot of love
and a lot of hate, a lot of abuse and a lot of credit. But that goes
in any walk of life. Look at the Beatles; they were looked at as
a fad, they were laughed at. They were criticized, their music
was nothing, their sound was nothing, they sang terribly, people
said. People forget that the Johnny Carsons and the Paars make
fun in the beginning and then fall all over themselves to try to
meet them. The Beatles had the greatest impact and influence on
our music than anybody in music history. Now is the time
that radio has got to change, it’s got to grow, grow with the music,
not just wait . . . T just hope that program directors and radio
stationsg realize that.

Labels Stopping Service
To Non-Reporting Stations

By GARY COHEN

® A number of labels with
campus promotion programs
have indicated a need to cur-
tail service to those college sta-
tions around the country that
do not communicate by sending
playists or surveys to the na-
tional trade magazines for col-
lege radio, and the labels them-
selves. The cutbacks are not be-
ing made for any budgetary rea-
son, but because the promotion
people who have been adding
and adding stations over the
past few years, have found that
the number of stations report-
ing and issuing playlists has
not gone up in proportion to the
amount of stations on the mail-
ing list. With costs in produc-
ing albums, packaging, distribu-
tion and mailing, the labels feel
they are justifiably entitled to
a return on their money. And
while this decision has been
made by a number of large la-
bels with campus servicing pro-
grams, all of them have come
to the same conclusion (on cut-
ting back their mailing lists)
independently.

To help the labels in decid-
ing which stations to retain, a
list will be compiled of those
stations which do report on a
national basis; those stations
will continue to receive records
regularly. But those that do not
report and issue playlists will
either be placed on supplemen-

tary mailing lists, or will be

removed from mailing lists en-
tirely.

It is also hoped that by elimi-
nating the “dead weight” from
mailing lists it might be pos-
sible to improve the service for
those people that remain. Pos-
sibly their mailings can be
switched from fourth-class, or
from mail to United Parcel
Service.

Not every label contacted has
indicated plans to cut back.
Some feel that whatever they
send out does some good,
whether or not the station re-
ports. To them, airplay, and not
reports, are the important
thing. But this view has been
challenged by those who wish
to cut back, indicating that air-
play, without stock in those
markets, can not possibly lead
to sales.

Unlike indiscriminate cut-
backs that have gone down in
the past, this pruning is being
done intelligently, with care be-
ing taken that nobody who be-
longs on the mailing list is
taken off. In the past, due some-
times to pressure from account-
ing departments, cuts in mail-
ing lists were made without re-
gard to who was taken off. This
time the cutbacks are being
made voluntarily by the campus
promotion people themselves,
who will decide which stations
stay and which ones don’t.

The decision to cut back is

allegedly gone down considerably since the
inception of "Soul Train," to join in? Clark
obviously felt it necessary to participate, falling
right in line with what was exploding in all phases
of total blackness to produce a show on the same
plane as Don Cornelius' "Soul Train."

The most disturbing factor is that Clark hired
the talents of Buster Jones-—seemingly a direct
attempt at the age old situation, playing
black against black.

Network responsibility is a necessity in this
serious situation. Why can't there be two shows
exactly alike but on different days and at
different times? Most networks have worked out a
feasible roster. Both Cornelius and Jones have
paid their dues, and working relationships could
possibly be the answer to this most delicate dilemma.

Ian Whitcomb an
All-Around Talent

B LLOS ANGELES — The ’60s
may have produced many new
rock stars, and a whole new
mode of musie, but it also gave
rise and immediate decline to
many one-shot performers. One
of fhese obscure phenomena
was Englishman Tan Whitcomb
(United Artists), who burst
upon the rock scene in 1965
with “You Turn Me On” and
then faded away, resting on
past laurels.

But Whitecomb happily has
returned, and for his years of
silence he has to show, a fas-
cinating book on the history of
pop music, ‘“After the Ball,”
and a witty, uninhibited and
warm night club act recently
at the Ash Grove here.

Hig show is the story of pop
music, beginning with the rag-
time days of Tin Pan Alley and
continuing through the on-
slaught of rock. Whitcomb not
only sings his way through
this history with such engag-
ing oddities as “When Alex-
ander Takes His Ragtime Band
to France” and “She’s a New
Kind of Oldtime Girl,” but
he also delights his audience
with sharp and entertaining
dialogues. Whitcomb makes
parody of pop music: the fads
and contradictions it has pro-
duced and its inherent ability
to bend with the social whims
of the times.

Acecompanying himself on
ukelele, Whitcomb comes across
as an honest performer who
has had the insight to see the
more ridiculous and timely
side of pop music. He glorifies
and exaggerates its facade
with a sly innocence. And he
is able to convince his audi-
ence, for a few fleeting mo-
ments, that he is the performer
who sang those hit tunes of
the past, “I Didn’t Raise My
Boy To Be A Soldier” and “The
Night I Appeared As Macbeth.”
Whitcomb is an actor as well
as a convincing narrator.

Playing with Whitcomb was
Holly Near, a 23-year-old folk
singer with a husky, powerful

Oregon Comes
To New York

B NEW YORK — Vanguard
artists Oregon offered some
fascinating and complex music
at Folk City here recently.
Playing a bewildering number
of instruments which included
piano, tuned drums, oboe, stand-
up string bass, guitar and sitar,
the group came on with a de-
lightful brand of music that
was comprised of equal parts
of inventive jazz, delicate eastern
sonorities, flamenco chord se-
quences and excellent musician-
ship.

The group opend with “Ica.
rus,” by now a standard, and
played the song with a lyrical
exoticism that left all the
mysticism in that most compel-
ling melody. Paul McCandless
played an inventive oboe solo
that deftly used just enough
electronics to leave an other-
wordly ambience hanging in
the air, though one was never
quite sure, in the smoke-filled
confines of Folk City, just
what other world we had been
transported to.

Other selections by the group
included a song built on the
standard rock descending-chord
pattern called “The Silence of
a Candle,” with the lyrical
melody being played by Collin
Wolcott on sitar. Certainly, this
is the best and most commercial
tune the group does. In the
midst of their set, the group
broke into a John Cage-like
improvisation that had them
sounding like a very modern
string quartet, all angles and
dry note clusters. The music
was intellectually stimulating
in its intricacy.

Oregon is a group that makes
demands on its listeners. For
those who are up to meeting
those demands—and that in-
cluded everybody who was at
Folk City—the rewards are
great. The music that Oregon
puts out is beautiful—cosmic,

® [.0OS ANGELES — Several
years ago in a Rolling Stone
interview, Bob Dylan referred
to Doc Watson as one of the
most gifted and accomplished
guitarists around that was
quite a compliment when one
considers that Doc Watson can
also play the harmonica, banjo
and mandolin, and he is blind.
Doc is not a creative artist in
terms of writing his own mat-
erial. Rather, he draws from
traditional country & western,
Appalachian and bluegrass
sources, transforming the songs
into what he calls “the Doc’s
way of doing things.”

At the Santa Monica Civie
recently Doc did things his way
and it worked. Playing to a
sparse, but forever faithful and
appreciative crowd, he offered
an evening of mellow ballards
and laments of young men
leaving home for the first time,
unfaithful women, the trails
of crossing turbulent overland
rivers and lazy afternoons of
gitting on the porch watching
the world pass by.

Accompanied by his son,
Merle, on acoustic guitar and
banjo, while he stayed with his
guitar and harmonica, Doc pre-
sented an unusually wide rep-
ertoire, ranging from his fam-
ous “FFB,” the story of a young
man’s obsession to drive the
FFB train under perilous con-
ditions, to “Blue Suede Shoes.”

He showed off his extraordin-
ary talents as a flat pick guitar-
ists with an old fiddle tune,
“Leather Britches,” and two
bluegrass numbers, “Honey

Country Doin’s

Baby Blues” and
That Carried My
Home.”

The highlights of the evening
came with a soothing jazz-blues
tune, “St. James Infirmary,” a
lover’s lament for his dying
lady, and “The Match Box
Blues,” a painful story of a
blind man who has run out of
match boxes to sell on the
street. The latter clearly hark-
ened back to the days when
Doc had to stand on street
corners picking a tune for a
buck. There was a restless urg-
ency in his strong and defiant
voice during these two numbers
that made one feel that they
were the tales and emotions
that Doc wanted his audience to
understand the most.

a promotion with the 3-pak $0
minute Memorex at a special
price. Rose stocks their tapes
inside glass counters at the
register. and reports that
“90% of the people who come
in want the best tape availa-
ble. The other 109% want the
good, better oy best of the
fairly cheap variety.”” Of the
high-end merchandise, Memorex
sells the best, and BASF SK
tapes are the leading low-end
tape. They move 20 cassettes to
each blank 8-track, while pre-
recorded is the other way
around.

The Disc Records chain has
a section of each store where
accessories are stocked. Accord-
ing to Bill Berger, buyver for the
chain, the ratio is (blank) 4
cassettes to each 8-track, and
(prerecorded) the opposite
way. “We sell a lot of Memorex
and a good amount of Scotch,”
and Berger notes that Memorex
sells better “because of the
packaging and the amount of
advertising they do.” As for
display and merchandising,
Disc Records stores usually
have shelving built-in behind
the counter, although Memorex
and Scotch have counter top
displays available.

The Record Bar chain stocks
Capitol and Maxwell tapes, and
Capitol is -easily stocked be-
cause the tapes can be ordered
from the Capitol record sales-
man. Pete Smolen, buyer for
the chain, reports that the
stores used to carry Memorex
but has since dropped the line.
“A few stores still have Mem-
orex tape left over, though.”
and Smolen noted that they
dropped Memorex because of a
high defective rate. Merchan-
dising is a problem because of
lack of space. “Most of the
stores have a space problem
but you do what you can with
the space you have.”

Brand does not play an im-
portant part, according to a
majority of the tape buyers.
“Most people can be swayed.
And the high end brands are
competitively priced, so a buy-
er can be swayed from one
brand to another.” Most agreed
that the number of defectives
has gone down, as the quality
of tape has improved.

Solution completed their first tour
here in March and are due to return later in the year, whilst
Polvdor’'s Focus are due to embark on a nationwide tour which
includes two Rainbow dates. Released along with the Solution
single on April 6th is Allan Clarke’s “Who?” marking his return
to EMI after completing one album for RCA. This trails a new
album scheduled for June and several live dates are expected to
be undertaken by Clarke with his new band to coincide with its
release.
