Knight Sues N.Y. Retailers

NEW YORK-Terry Knight 
has filed suit against five New 
York area retailers-Korvettes, 
Sam Goody, King Karol, Colony 
and Nappy's - charging them 
with trademark infringement 
by selling the new Grand Funk 
Railroad album. Capitol Rec- 
ords has refuted this charge 
by stating that it does have a 
license from GFR Enterprises 
to use the name Grand Funk. 

The action by Knight, as filed 
in Federal Court here (9), al- 
leges that "Korvettes, Colony, 
King Karol, Nappy's and Sam 
Goody have promoted and sold 
to the general public the Capi- 
tol Records cassette, 8 -track 
tape, album and 45 RPM single 
entitled "We're An American 
Band" in connection with the 
service mark and trade names 
"Grand Funk" and "Grand 
Funk Railroad" (and that) 
these activities have been car- 
ried out without license or 
consideration to GFR." The 
suit seeks $3 million in dam- 
ages. 

Capitol Records maintains 
that it has acquired a license 
to use the name Grand Funk 
and, therefore, to issue records 
by the group. Capitol's legal 
department released a state- 
ment that said, "Capitol Rec- 

Editorial: 

Price Coding: A Positive Step 
Record World endorses the practice adopted by a number 

of labels (see separate story) of printing an album's list 
price on its jacket, and urges all other labels-large and 
small-to adopt the practice. The price should also be 
printed on all tape configurations. 

The indication of list price would benefit all record mer- 
chandisers-small and large record stores, one -stops and 
racks. A survey of dealers revealed almost unanimous sup- 
port for the price -coding, ±or the following reasons: 

The proliferation of two and three pocket sets, with a 
multitude of "specially -priced" and "two for the price of 
one" albums. 

The ever-growing number of new labels, each with 
separate prefix and selection numbers. 

The rapid personnel turnover in both chain stores and 
discount centers. 

A growth in "variable pricing" with single albums sell- 
ing for $4.98 to $7.98. 

A lack of familiarity with budget and classical albums, 
leading to wrong prices charged to customers. 

Printing the list price on each album would save the 
undercharges and overcharges, as personnel would have 
easy access to the list price. It would save numerous calls 
to one -stops (especially from smaller stores that do not buy 
direct) inquiring "how much is this?" and "how much is 
that?" And for stores whose albums go to one location, 
while the billing goes to another, the expensive and fre- 
quent calls would be alleviated. 

Perhaps the RIAA could instruct its member companies 
to adopt the coding practice, as a positive step in aiding 
the nation's record retailers. 

ords reiterates that it has a 
license from GFR Enterprises, 
Ltd. with respect to the names 
Grand Funk and Grand Funk 
Railroad and Capitol stands be- 
hind its product.

Jerry Weintraub on Management Today 
By BEVERLY MAGID 

.11ulti-faceted Management 
II! is active in management, 
concert promotion, television 
production and in the running 
of Wooden Nickel Records. The 
peripatetic company lists as 
clients such artists as John 
Denver, Mare Travers, Ted 
Neeley, Gera?do Rivera, Denise 
Nicholas, Alan Price, the New 
Birth, the Main Ingredient and 
Cheryl Dilcher. Management 
Three also does concert promo- 
tion world wide for th.e Moody 
Blues. Chairman of the Board Jerry Weintraub, the subject of 
the following dialogue, gives strong credit to the Management 
Three "team," Sid Bernstein, President in New York, Sal Bona - 
fede, director of West Coast operations and Steve Borkum, director 
of national promotion, for making Management Three what it is 
today. 

Record World: Why don't we start with a little background- 
how you got into management, where you came from, etc. 

Jerry Weintraub: I wish I knew how to get into that. I started 
as a page -boy at NBC with a little blue suit and a yellow rope 
doing guided tours and I told everybody I was an actor because 
you didn't need a degree to be an actor. So, people used to say, 
"What do you do?" and I'd say, "I'm an actor. An out of work 
actor," and actually, I was really a page -boy. 

Then I went to work for MCA as an agent. I found out that 
there was a job opening there in the television department-com- 
mercials-and at that time, there were really no personalities 
doing commercials. There were "Lucky Strike' ads and "Old Gold" 
boxes that used to dance across the stage and things like that, 
and cans that used to dance. MCA was, in my opinion, a really 
great agency. I was a really lousy agent, but it was a great agency. 
And I got a tremendous amount of training there and I think, very, 
very good training. And I eventually led myself down the path of 
the management field, what I call the latter management field. 
Management is different today than it was years ago. 

RW: In what way? 
Weintraub: Well, years ago a personal manager usually had 

one artist. They traveled with him all the time. They took care 
of a lot of things for the artist that I don't get into and my office 
doesn't get into. And I do not have one client, I have many clients. 
And I believe that the strength of my company, my office is the 
fact that we are the kind of a business that provides strength 
for all the artists because we have strength with some and we 
can break new ones in. See, I don't believe in a one client one 
manager relationship because I don't think you have the strength 
to really get things done. 

RW: What do you think the responsibility of the "new 
manager" is? 

Weintraub: The responsibility of the manager is to make sure 
his artist is presented in the proper way. That he has the right 
kind of record situation, which is all-important, as far as I'm 
concerned; that the record company is behind him. And in my 
particular field with my management company and my philosophy, 
there's much more of a promotional philosophy than a manage- 
ment philosophy because I believe in promotion, over -promotion. 
I believe in selling and over -selling my product until it hits and 
clicks. 

Since this interview is timed around one of my artists' appear- 
ances, John Denver, his appearance at the Universal Amphi- 
theater, why don't we talk about that appearance and I can kind 
of give you a breakdown on what we did for that. And then you

can see, it's the same for all our artists. We started to plan this 
engagement, as strange as it seems, 19 months ago before 
Universal Amphitheater was even built, when it was in its plan- 
ning stages and all we had seen were sketches. And at that time 
John was a relatively new star. He had his first hit record which 
was "Take Me Home, Country Roads." And we started to build 
towards selling him in the Los Angeles market, which was a very, 
very difficult thing to accomplish because John is not a Los 
Angeles kind of an attraction. In the minds of the press out here, 
even though we had gotten the most glowing reviews you could 
possibly get from the press, he's not a Los Angeles kind of an 
attraction and they had to be educated as to who and what a John 
Denver is and is going to be in the future. The press out here 
loves theatrical kind of shows. It's a theatrical kind of town and 
everybody's into the magic and the charisma and the excitement 
of the opening nights and the excitement of the Tom Joneses and 
the Bette Midlers and the Neil Diamonds and the Elvis Presleys 
and that kind of an attraction. Now John Denver's none of those 
things. The importance of John Denver came out of the Midwest, 
came out of Iowa, Nebraska, Chicago, it came out of Texas and 
spread to the coasts. 

RW: Was that a deliberate approach? 
Weintraub: No, no. They wouldn't buy him here. It was as 

simple as that. The radio stations here wouldn't buy him and the 
New York radio stations wouldn't buy him, so we had to take 
a different approach. Anyway, 19 months ago John played the 
Troubadour, which was his first exposure in Los Angeles. He had 
a hit record, the number one record. Now, we never do an im- 
portant engagement with an artist without a piece of product to 
support him. Because without a record company behind you, to 
help you, you're just kidding around. Nothing's going to happen. 
You need that support. RCA is behind John Denver and has helped 
me tremendously through the last four years or five years, and 
John has turned out to be a very important record sale for that 
reason. 

RW: Do you always work with the record company in terms 
of breaking a record? 

Weintraub: Sure. We have our own national promotion man 
and we also hire independent promotion men and I also work the 
record myself. I like that. I get a big kick out of it. I find no more 
joy in this business than a record that breaks in Pittsburgh. 
When they order 5,000 pieces in Pittsburgh, I'm happy. 

... I don't believe in a one client/one 
manager relationship because I don 't 

think you have the strength to really 
get things done. 

In the personal appearance end, I get a big kick out of selling 
tickets. I mean, I probably would be, if I wasn't in the area of 
business that I'm in and doing what I'm doing now, I would 
probably enjoy working in a box office selling tickets, because I 

get no bigger joy than when somebody comes up and puts down 
$5.00 to see an artist of mine. 

So we did the Troubadour with John, and we had a lot of 
offers here. Then we put out "Rocky Mountain High" and in 
support of that we went into the Greek Theater for four days. 
Sold out-tremendous. Then the top of it all was nine months 
later, the Universal Amphitheater, which is a great facility for 
an artist. And we did a tremendous promotional campaign with 
John out here. 

RW: Is it unusual to make such far-reaching plans? 
Weintraub: Not to me. I mean, I think if a management firm is

In England, Promoting 
New Records Is Tough 

LOS ANGELES - The next 
time a record promotion man 
tells you about the problems 
he's having in getting his rec- 
ords played, have him consider 
the plight of his English coun- 
terpart. As Tony King, promo- 
tion and a&r manager for Ap- 
ple Records in England ex- 
plained it, for contemporary 
music the only air play is on 
Radio I on the BBC. For these 
shows the music is passed on 
by a BBC panel which includes 
6 producers. Even if it is se- 
lected, each show on the air 
can only play it once during 
the course of the day. Besides 
this the BBC is limited by the 
musicians' union as to how 
much needle time, which the 
amount of recorded music may 
be aired. "Unfortunately," says 
Tony, "most of the people at 
the BBC regard contemporary 
music as the BBC's stepchild. 
You can't ever imagine any of 
them playing albums at home 
for pleasure. This doesn't in- 
clude the disc jockeys on the 
air, but it's not always easy 
for them to slip in music of 
their own choice on their pro- 
grams." Aside from Radio I, 
there is Radio Luxembourg, 
and the weekend shows on the 
BBC which have a less re- 
stricted playlist policy. "Actu- 
ally, that's probably the best 
time to have new product 
heard, so the young people can 
hear it. But here in the States 
you have more repeated plays 
of product; in England, if 
something is played once, and 
someone's left the room for 
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that minute, well, he's missed 
it for that weekend, altogether. 

The other possibilities for 
promoting records are juke- 
boxes, and discotheques, of 
which there are many all over 
the country. "Of course you 
keep calling the producers and 
disc jockeys all the time, but 
with their hands tied, it makes 
it all very frustrating. Also it 
affects the recording of rec- 
ords, because artists become 
so conscious of what they think 
will get airplay when they're 
in the studios." Of course, 
Tony has less problems than 
most because with Beatle prod- 
uct, he doesn't have to worry 
quite as much as someone with 
unknown product. Tony, who 
has been in the record indus- 
try since he was 16, working 
with George Martin and Air 
London, Andrew Oldham and 
the Rolling Stones, can't im- 
agine being in any other line 
of work, no matter how frus- 
trating or exasperating his day 
may be. "Hopefully, when the 
commercial stations start oper- 
ating, it may open things a bit, 
depending on what regulations 
the unions put upon them. Also 
having the opportunity for 
English artists to perform and 
sell in the States is extremely 
good for business and helps to 
rejuvenate both countries." So, 
Mr, Promotion Man, when you 
get bummed out at your local 
tight -list -top 40 -radio station, 
just remember it could be 
worse.

Make -A -Tape Suit 
DETROIT-A Federal Dis- 

trict Court judge has denied a 
motion by Make -A -Tape, Inc., 
here, seeking to enjoin a num- 
ber of record companies from 
suing or threatening to sue the 
company or its customers for 
copyright infringement. Make - 
A -Tape had alleged a loss in 
business as well as the threat of 
being required to defend a 
multiplicity of law suits since, 
in many cases, it had contrac- 
tu rally undertaken to defend 
the users of its product. 

The company manufactures 
two types of high-speed sound 
duplicators - the "Make -A - 
Tape" machine, which allows 
the user to copy a pre-recorded 
tape onto a blank tape, and the 
"Record - A - Tape" machine 
which allows the user to copy 
a pre-recorded tape onto a blank 
tape, and the "Record -A -Tape" 
machine which allows the user 
to duplicate a record on a blank 
tape cartridge. 

In a suit brought in the U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern 
District of Michigan, Souhern 
Division, against eight record 
companies, Make -A -Tape sought 
a declaration by the Court that 
the use of the machines did not 
violate the infringement pro- 
visions of the Copyright Law. 
Plaintiff cited actions brought 
against its customers in New 
York, where a Federal District 
Court issued a preliminary in- 
junction, and in Columbus, 
Ohio, where, the Court noted, 
the action is currently on ap- 
peal. 

In his decision, Chief U.S. 
District Court Judge Fred W. 
Kaess denied Make -A -Tape's 
motion to enjoin the record 
companies from instituting in- 
fringement actions against the 
plaintiff or its customers. The

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CLASSICAL 
Classical Power in Portland 

By SI'EIGH'l' JENKINS 

NEW YORK-Alan Rich, 
music critic of "New York" 
magazine, wrote an interesting 
column on record merchandis- 
ing in the August 13 issue of 
"New York." Tough his argu- 
ment for the type of record 
salesman in classical music 
who knows his business and is 
ready, willing and eager to 
help a potential customer is an 
important and needed one, Rich 
begins his piece with an im- 
plication that should be cor- 
rected. He started asking 
friends in the record business 
he says, "as to why classical 
sales have slumped so dis- 
astrously in the past few 
years." The facts are rather 
different; though classical rec- 
ords are not eating up the mar- 
ket, they have in the last two 
years moved up from 2 percent 
to 5 percent of sales. This is a 
substantial increase, and in 
large cities all over the country 
the reports of sales in classical 
music seem even better than 
that percentage shows. 

A strong argument for the 
strength of the classical busi- 
ness can be found not in New 
York or San Francisco, where 
one might expect it, but in Port- 
land, Oregon. The state's larg- 
est city, Portland has a sym- 
phony, which plays eleven pairs 
of concerts each year, an up- 
and-coming opera company led 
by a young and exciting mae- 
stro named Stefan Minde and 
a non -exceptional number of 
community concerts - civic 
music type concerts. But it also 
has Music on Records, a record 
store run by Art Gunther, 
which sells only classical 
music. Intrigued that a com- 
pletely classical music store 
could exist away from one of 
the U.S. music centers, RW con- 
tacted Gunther and discovered 
that his large store not only 
exists but prospers in downtown 
Portland (at Tenth and Morri- 
son) and has recently enlarged 
by buying out a competitor. 

Music on Records has an in- 
ventory of 60-75,000 records 
and tries to keep everything 
from the most outré European 
labels, to everything current 
from the big companies distri- 
buting in the U.S. He keeps all 
available records in instrumen- 
tal, opera and ballet categories 
and moves close to pop only in 
a small section of film scores 

and, oddly enough, a section de- 
voted to the "big bands." 

Sales are helped in Portland 
by the things that help sales 
in New York: a good Metro- 
politan Opera broadcast, a fine 
concert, or a local opera sched- 
uled ("We couldn't keep in 
`Tristan' around the time the 
opera did it last May; they 
bought out every copy and 
every label."). One additional 
filip because Portland is on the 
West Coast: the San Francisco 
Opera. Whenever that company 
does something unusual, such 
as this season's "Favorita," 
sales pick up quickly. 

The store, founded nearly 
thirty years ago, was already 
strictly classical, but Gunther 
has widened its scope and sales. 
He also takes an active part in 
the musical life of Portland: he 
has served as judge in the re- 
gional San Francisco Opera 
auditions and given pre -opera 
lectures for the local opera 
company. Coming up: a talk on 
"Les Contes d'Hoffmann" be- 
fore the performance this fall. 

The subject of how he makes 
his sales brings us back to Alan 
Rich's argument about the 
value of a knowledgeable, inter- 
ested salesman. "Well, you see," 
he said, his soft-spoken tones 
conveying a high level of per- 
suasion, "I just tell my custom- 
ers what they have to buy. 
When something good comes in 
like Marilyn Horne singing Ros- 
sini on London, I don't let my 
good customers leave without 
it." Fortunately for the health 
of the business, Gunther de- 
scribes his customers as all 
ages - "some who have come 
here for as long as there has 
been a store and a lot of young 
people who are just discovering 
Bach, Mozart and now, particu- 
larly Joplin." 

And his customers do buy. On 
his advice and interest Music 
On Records has sold fifteen 
copies each of such unusual 
rapera recordings as Philips' 
"Attila" and Angel's "Village 
Romeo and Juliet." And the new 
London "Bohème" sold the 
whole first shipment-five cop- 
ies-the first day. Ten have 
now been ordered with orders 
pouring in from customers 
eager to hear the combination 
of Luciano Pavarotti and Her- 
bert von Karajan.

Broadcasting System, Inc. and 
Howard Holzer of Holzer Audio 
Engineering Corporation (Van 
Nuys, California) have signed 
a cross licensing agreement 
covering Holzer's U.S. Patent 
No. 3,646,574 and CBS' Patent 
No. 3,564,162. 

These patents embrace techni- 
ques for simpler and faster 
studio conversion of stereo re- 
cording mixes into monaural 
recordings, the latter being 
needed for servicing of radio 
stations. 

The patents were issued to 
Benjamin Bauer, a Vice -Presi- 
dent of CBS Laboratories and 
Holzer. 

The CBS system is called the 
"Quadrature Networks Matrix" 
and uses the compatibility fea- 
ture established by the Holzer 
patent. The Holzer technique 
is called the "CSG Matrix." 

Under the agreement, Colum- 
bia Record Productions will of- 
fer its recording studio custom- 
ers the option of leasing either 
CSG or Quadrature equipment. 
Also, Holzer can offer his re- 
cording industry customers the 
same option.

LOS ANGELES - Tony Joe 
White (WB), at the Trouba- 
dour recently, is of the mold 
of country artist that could 
help to bring back musical 
western movies. He's tall, lan- 
gorous, deep -voiced with a 
sense of humor. especially in 
songs ]like "Three Hundred 
Pounds of Honey" by Donny 
Fritz or "Lustful Earl and the 
Married Woman," but he never 
gets his musical motor going 
except when he's playing the 
electric guitar. Then the 
rhythms flow and the moods are 
three-dimensional; otherwise, 
there is a slow-paced sameness 
which occurs in many of the 
other numbers. 

A true disappointment was 
the opening act, Kinky Fried- 
man and the Texas Jewboys 
(Vanguard). The group has 
garnered a flurry of publicity, 
so expectaticns of good coun- 
try -flavored satire did not seem 
unreasonable.

right, if they're doing their job, that's what they do. See, I think 
that's what it's all about, the direction of the career. A manager 
who can't do those things and can't look eight months in the 
future is not really a manager, in my sense of the word. 

RW: Do you, as an overall strategy, have certain principles 
that you follow, with your artists? Same way that you feel the 
record album is most what about, for instance, appearances vs. 
television? 

Weintraub: Well, I don't believe in a lot of television for a 
recording artist, because I think it eats most of them up. I also 
believe that artists like, for instance, the Moody Blues should 
not appear on television a lot because they can't get the proper 
sound on television and they are primarily into sound. Of course, 
they have done some wonderful things in the last few years with 
the silmultaneous telecast and the radio broadcast. That's very 
good,. 

But, Denver, for instance, is in a different category, because 
John has a great sense of comedy and therefore, is a television 
artist. He does not have to sing on television. You see, television 
is a medium of comedy for variety artists. If you look through 
the years at the singers that made it on television, they were 
the singers who could do comedy. You can't just get up there 
every week and sing "Rocky Mountain High" cause people are 
going to get tired of it, you know. And that medium eats you up 
alive and if you do enough "Tonight Shows" and enough "Merv 
Griffin Shows," which every recording artist wants to do. I don't 
think it means that much. I don't think the record -buying public 
watches television that much. Those are the people that go to 
concerts. 

RW: When you get together with a client, what is your basis 
for deciding on handling him? 

Weintraub: I work with people that I feel are talented. You 
can only have so many. There's only going to be a hand -full of 
star -stars. I don't use the word super -star because of "Jesus 
Christ Superstar." 

RW: Who was your first client? 
Weintraub: This is really going to date me, I'm not that old. 

My first client was a singer who I had a lot of belief in by the 
name of Teddy King, who you may never have heard of. Teddy 
King was a girl from Boston who was a jazz singer and I was, 
at that time, in business with a fellow who represented Teddy 
King and I went to work with him and she was the first one I 
really worked on as a personal manager when I was a young 
boy. A very young boy. Really didn't deserve to call myself a 
manager, I was still learning. 

RW: Have you always been involved with just musical talent? 
Weintraub: No, but basically that's my field. We're involved 

with comedy too, but basically I'm in the music field. That's what 
I enjoy. I like the action. 

RW: Now that artists in music are getting into so many other 
areas, do you see, perhaps, your management company branching 
out into other areas? 

Weintraub: Oh, yeah. We're doing that. We're producing. We 
produced a special recently in New York with a guy by the 
name of Geraldo Rivera, who is a client of ours too. Then we're 
doing three 90 -minute television specials based on George 
Washington for the Bicentennial. It's called a "Mini Series" on 
George Washington's life with the first 90 minutes showing 
George Washington as a young man, the second 90 minutes, 
George Washington as a general and the third 90 minutes, George 
Washington as President. 

RW: You're also involved with Wooden Nickel Records. 
Weintraub: Yes. We own that label and RCA distributes. It's a 

label we created because we were looking for a place for new 
artists and we didn't want to have to go to a record company every 
time we had a new artist and start auditioning them and selling 
them. RCA informed us of the opportunity in that situation of 
taking six new artists and recording them and they're trying to 
break that label and I think they will. It's doing quite well now 
with a couple of things and it's a really good label. 

RW: You don't really think the manager has to be a gadfly. 
Weintraub: Well, I've been called every name in the book. A

It also eliminated requirements for 
logging frequency monitor readings every three hours and making 
daily frequency checks for FM Subsidiary Communications 
Authorizations subcarrier frequencies, stereo pilot subcarr.ier 
frequencies and television station carrier frequencies. Under 
revised rules, carrier and subcarrier frequencies must actually 
be measured at least once a month.

s The calls started coming in slowly. At the beginning, I began to 
mike the normal investigations to find out if there really was a 
shortage of PBC material, a basic element in the manufacturing 
of "vinyl," or if people were just exaggerating. It is true. The situ- 
ation is a worldwide one, and while it is true that this could be the 
results of the normal stock games, it is also true that in the 
United States, the shortage is starting to be a noticeable one. 
The prices have gone up 3 to 4 times the regular price, and a 
panic has been created, because of companies trying to keep as 
much of the material as they can in their stock, because enter- 
prises are afraid of having to stop all their manufacturing of 
records due to such a shortage. This is the moment for all asso- 
ciations of manufacturers in each of our countries to start 
working. My advice is to get together in order not to get into 
extremely high prices. There is actually no crisis at the moment, 
but the demand for the product will in turn cause the crisis. 
It is expected that in the next three to four months everything 
will be forgotten and past.

Bill Withers: 

A Time for Everything 
By BEVERLY MAGID 

LOS ANGELES-He doesn't 
consider himself a star, but he 
gets a big charge out of stran- 
gers who come to him and 
reveal how one of his songs 
have touched them. "People in 
airports walk up to me and 
just say 'Hi Bill,' and keep go- 
ing, they're not likely to grab 
me," Bill Withers (Sussex) 
told Record World. Still he 
feels that after one has at- 
tained any amount of success, 
the public will still "blow you 
out of proportion. They look 
at you as being a little bigger 
than you are, a little smarter 
than you are, a little more 
talented than you are, a little 
better looking, a little more of 
everything, than you really 
are." 

Success has meant for Bill 
the possibilities of doing what 
he wants in his career when 
he wants to rather than de- 
pending on economic consider- 
ations. His songs are now be- 
ing covered by a multitude of 
people, his own records sell 
and his infrequent appearances 
draw fans; so when he began 
to feel pressured, he decided 
to lay back and appraise the 
situation for awhile rather 
than being pushed into record- 
ings or performances he didn't 
feel ready for. "I just stopped 
for awhile, which I think is 
healthy, according to your own 
needs. Naturally there was 
fear from some circles that 
you gotta keep going, because 
you gotta compete. But I never 
really felt desperate. The only 
desperation that I felt was 
when I was trying to be in 
more places than I could be in 
one time." 

Writing is the mast difficult 
and challenging part of Bill's 
career, but unlike the old cliche 
of needing to suffer in order 
to create, Bill says "I can't 
write a sad song when I'm sad, 
in fact I can't do anything 
when I'm sad. I think that you 
have to be affected by things 
but not necessarily affected at 
that particular time. I hope 
that I never have to partici- 
pate in everything in order to 
be sensitive to it. I don't think 
that I could survive that much 
pleasure and I know that I 
couldn't survive that much 
anxiety. The hardest thing to 
learn is to keep your emotions 
at some stable point where 
when you need something to 
function with, to write with, 
you can reach out and grab

it and deal with 
imagination." 

Although he's never studied 
music, Withers found himself 
drawn to it by his interest in 
what he calls structured noises. 
"I just happened to hit a 
phase in my life where all of 
a sudden I started paying at- 
tention to the sound of noises, 
and from that, I started paying 
attention to how you can ac- 
centuate words, draw attention 
to them. People of course re- 
act more emotionally if some- 
thing is sung rather than said, 
and I got involved in music 
through that evolvement." This 
evolvement of course led to the 
writing of such songs as "Ain't 
No Sunshine," "Lean On Me," 
"Grandma's Hands" and "Sat- 
urday Night In Harlem." This 
continual evolvement may also 
lead to a television pilot in 
which Bill Withers will not be 
musical at all. But it all comes 
back to the Withers philosophy 
of doing what you want at the 
proper time. There's a time for 
writing, a time for recording, 
a time for singing and perhaps 
a time for acting.
